asking for tenders for the exclusive right
to dredge for gold in one hundred con-
secutive miles of thewStewart river, a
tributary of the Yukon." The lease ‘will
be subject to certain conditions, which,
however, are not specified in the adver-
tisement and can only be obtained ¢n
application to the department at Ottawa.
The last date at whith tenders will be re-
ceived is May 3. The advertisement is
dated March 81st. There is something
here which calls for explanation, .and,
we think, for serious protest. The Yukon
region is as yet very little known, and to
lease one of its most important tribu-
taries in the manner suggested hy the
advertizement looks like very bad policy.

In the first place, consider the fotice-

that has been given. One month and three
days after the date of the advertise-
- ment the government will part with the
exclusive right to dredge for gold ina
very important river fully five thousand
miles distant’ from Ottawa. The men
who know most about the Stewart river,
that is those who are in the Yukon
country, will never have heard of thein-
tention of the government to grant the
lease until months after the papers have
been signed, and yet, we submit, that
the men who have gone into the Yukon
valley and brought its great resources to
light ought to have been offered the pri-

river, if one is to be granted.

But if it be said that the Yukon is too
far away for the government to wait un-
til the miners on the ground are notified
of the decision to lease the river,
what shall be said about the short-
ness of the notice to people on this Coast,
who naturally would be supposed to
have some interest in a transaction of
this kind and be anxious to compete?
The notice appears in the Victoria Times
of April 16th. To send to Ottawa and
get back a copy of the conditions upon
whiich the lease is to be granted would
take, at a moderate calculation, twelye
days, supposing .the mail was not de-
layed either way-and the reply came
immediately. This would bring the,
time when a Victoria person would learn
of the intention of the government to
lease this river and the terms upon
which it could beleased up to April 27th.
He could not possibly get his bid off to
Ottawa beford the night of the 28th,
and there would be no chance of its
reaching the department by the date
on whieh the tenders aref to “be: opened:;
This is the case of & man who saw'the
first notice and aeted on it promptly,
and where no time whatever was lost in
the transmission of- the mails and re-
ceiving a reply from the department,
But the advertisement is to run every
other day for six issues. This would
bring the last publication on April 28,
Can anything be more absurd than an
advertisement in a Victoria paper on
April 28 asking for bids to be sent to
Ottawa to be opened on May 3, the in-
tending bidder being obliged to send to
Ottawa for the conditions of the leage?
The length 'of the notice and its in-
definite nature compels the conclusion
that the advertisement is only intended
a3a cloak for the granting of a conces-
sion to some in the favor of the govern-
ment.

We think the idea of leasing the ex-
clusive right of dredging on a new and
almost untried river for one hundred
miles to any single  individual
very questionable policy. « If the
river had been exploited by individual
miners with claims of the usual
size and had been abandoned, there
might be some point in leasing one hun-
dred miles of the water course ; but this
is not the casge, although even if it were
it would be hard to justify such an enor-
mous concession. In this province a
few leases of this nature have been given
on" abandoned streams, but never for
more than a few miles.

We have a further objection to make
and that is that it will be a grave error
on the part of the Federal authorities to
handicap gold mining in Yukon by
granting extensive leases. It may be
owing to the remoteness of the aurifer-
ous region from the great avenues of
travel some special regulations may be
advantageously applied to mining there;
butif this is to be the case, there is
Do excuse for springing them upon the
public in this way. H great preas can
be leased in the Yukon for dredging pur-
Poses, the government ought to give the
public notice of that fact, and make the'
notice long enough to periit anyone to
apply for what he pleases. But we are
not - prepared to concede that such a
policy would be a wise one under any
circumstances.

THE GOVERNMENT AND
THE SUBSIDIZED RAILWAYS.

It was suggested that there "onght to
be some provision in the railway sub-
sidy bill to provide for the acquisition of
the subsidized lines by the Provincial
government, even if it only took the
shape of a mere maked suthority todo
s0. We do not know that such a provis-
ion, when understood, would have done
any great harm, but it would confer no
power upon the.government which it
does not already possess, for we assume
that no agreement for the purchase of a
railway would take ‘effect until sane-
tioned by the legislature, and the gov-
ernment is at perfect liberty now to
negotiate for the purchase of railways
sabject to such sanction. But the trouble
would be that it would certainly be mis-
understood. Any person whd has had
anything to do with financing large pro-
jects or knows the inner history of such
transactions will-bear us. ont in saying
that it is ,of vhe mtmost importance to
avoid anything like newel conditions,
The financial world has got into certain
grooves, and it cannot be disturbed with
impunity. s Pat upon the statute book a
provision for the purchase by the British
Columbia government of certain rail-
ways, and no matter how carefully the
interests of bondholders and others
might be protected, this novel feature
would . affecet the financing of the
roads. It would be one more matter re-
quiring explanation, and the less expla-
nation necessary in such matters the
better. Moreover, such a provision would
affect the credit of the Province. Atthe
least calculation the purchase of the
roads mentioned in the subsidy bill
would call for between $8,000,000 and

$10,000,000, and with this possible lia-{

bility hanging over the Province it would
be impossible to float the subsidy loan at
anything but a ruinouely. low figure.
The whole object of. the subsidy bill
would haye been defeated by such a
provision.

We fully acquit Mr. Helmcken of any
desire to frustrate the object of the mea-
sure. He acted in the best possible
faith, no doubt, but, we think, withodt

fully considering the effect of his pro- |

posed amendment. The policy. of gov-
ernment ownership of railways presents
many attractions, and we are ‘not sur-
prised that it receives many adherents.
It is one of those ideas for which a splen-
did theoretical argument can be made,
We do not say that conditions will never
arise when the theory can be put in
prdetice; but simply that they have not
yet arigen in ‘British Columbia.

even indirectly open to censure for any--
t.hing/ it has done in the premises.

A MATTER OF BUSINESS.

The total mileage contemplated by the
railway subsidy bill may, for conveni-
ence, be put at 500 miles. The hope ig
that the Dominion government will ask
parliament to subsidize these railways
by an amount double that given by the
Province, that is by a bonus of $8,000 a
mile. Itis’'hot necessary in this article
to go over the argnment by which it is
established that the Federal anthorities
ought to do at least twice as much in the
way of cash subsidies to railways in
British Columbia as the Provincial legis-

lature does. This question will be dealt

with again, and at present we will only
mention that the claim is based upon
the exceptionally large per capita contri-
bution of: this Province to 'the Federal
revenue.

* A gubgidy of $8,000 a mile for 500 miles
vof ‘tailway would- eall” for: $4.000,000.
We feel certain thatsuch a subsidy, even
if it is not to be paid until the roads are
completed, would secure the immediate
construction of a line from English Bluff
to Boundary Creek, with connection
with Victoria, Vancouver and New
Westminster, and the line from the
head of Bute Inlet to Quesnelle.

These railways would give, with the
C. P. R., three independent lines from
the sea coast into the mining regions of
British -Columbia, ‘besides opening for
settlement large areas of farming land
and still larger areas of pastoral land.
We are without any definite data as to
the extent of arable land which the
Coast-Kootenay road would dgvelope,
but'it is known to be large.. The official
estimate of the arable and pastoral land
which the Coast-Cariboo road would
render accessible is 12,000,000. To be

would render immediately available for
occupation at15,000,000 acres. This area
is greater than the wholeof Nova Scotia,
It is only about 2,000,000 acres -less
than the whole of New Brunswick. It
is not far, if any, short of the total area
of these two provinces available for
farming . or. pastare. It is nearly four
times as great as the total area of im-
proved land in those two provinces., It
is almost as great an area as is in the
hands of private owners in Ontario. The
proposed railways will bring this vast
-area within the reach of colonization.

It is not necessary to do more than
mention the mineral resonrces of: Koot~
enay, Yale, Oariboo and the Coast dis-
tricts whieh these lines would develop.
There is enough now in sight to
warrant government aid to railway con-
struction, and it is well known that
large areas of mineralized territory have
yet to be prospected, while thousands of
prospects await examination by practi-
cal miners.

Thid is how the case would stand with
only the addition to the population which
might confidently be expected within
three years. That is to say, if the Do-
minion government would agree to give
the lines mentioned in the provincial
sabsidy bill $4,000,000, when completed,
the added receipts from the additional
population which the building of the
roads would attract would pay the ‘in-
terest, the sinking fund, the cost of gov-
ernment, and $170,000 a year besides,
and from year to year afterwards the
balance to profit would increase indefin-
ately. We think, therefore, that it may
be fairly claimed, as a business proposi-
