pendent upon Canadian ores as its source 
of supply.

HAS DROPPED POLITICS.

Captain Lambton Been Appointed to 
Command the Royal Yacht.

London, March 2.—The appointment of 
Capt. Hedworth Lambton, the 
commander of the British first-class 
cruiser Powerful, whose bluejackets ren­
dered good service at the siege of Lady­
smith, and who was defeated at the polls 
in his contest for the representation of 
Newcastle in 1900, to command the 
royal yacht, now definitely though 
officially announced, restores to favor a 
war hero who offended many high per­
sonages by his vigorous anti-government 
speeches at the time of the last ejection. 
It may be inferred that Capt. Lambton 
has now decided to leave politics alone. 
Indeed, it was an open secret that he 
tired of the political field long before thé 
polls recorded his sweeping defeat.

[George Mercer Dawson was the eld­
est surviving son of Sir J. W. Dawson, 
and was born in Pictou, N. S., August 
1, 1849.

In 180» 
he entered the Royal School of Mines, 
London, taking its fini coursa of study, 
extending over three yens, and passed 
as an associate, being first in his class, 
and taking the EUva.-J Forbes medal 
and prize iu palneon’ i.ugy and natural 
history. He Had previously taken tile 
Duke of Cornwall's scholarship in bis 
second year. Riiuru ng 10 Canada, bo 
was engaged for u year in mining 
veys in Nova Scotia, and in lecturing ia 
Morrin College Quebec. In jS73 ne 
was appointed geologist and botanist to
H. M.’s North American boundary 
mission, engaged in fixing the boundary 
line from the Lake of the Woods to the 
Rocky mountains. In this capacity he 
served for two years, and prepared aa 
elaborate report, with plates and maps, 
on the geology and resources of the 
country in the vicinity of the 49th paral­
lel. In connection with this work he also 
prepared a report on the lignite tertiary- 
formation, a memoir on the superficial, 
deposits of the great interior plains of 
America, and papers on the locust visit
a tion, on the fresh-water sponges of 
Canada, and on the fluctuations of the- 
great America q Jakes. On the termina- 
..tion of his labors on the boundary sur­
vey, he was appointed, July, 1875, to the- 
sfaff of the geological survey of the Do­
minion. He became assistant director- 
in July, 1883, and director and deputy 
head tit the department on January 1, 
1895- -While attending the School of
Mines, he devoted «----- 1 attention to
geotofey and palaëV-—gy, under the 
tuition Of Raxnsjyr, Huxley and Ether­
idge; and to chemistry and metallurgy 
in the laboratories of Frankland an* 
Percy. His work on the geological sur­
vey has been chiefly in British Columbia, 
and the Northwest Territories, and in. 
the discharge of his official duty he has 
explored a large portion of the Western 
country, including a boat journey of
I, 300 miles, with one portage of 50 
miles, from the basin of the Liard river- 
to that of the Yukon. One of the most 
important of his public services was in 
connection with the Behring Sea arbi­
tration. As one of the British commis­
sioners, he spent the summer of 1892 in 
the Behring Sea region, for the purpose 
of inquiring into the conditions an* 
facts of seal life. TEe report of the 
commissioners constituted the case of 
Her Majesty’s government on this 
branch of the subject, and was of great 
service. For his services on this occa­
sion he received the thanks of the - 
Govemor-General-in-Coundl, and the C— 
M. G. from Her Majesty. In addition 
to his official reports, he was the author*- 
of a large number of notes and papers 
on geological, geographical and etnno- - 
logical subjects ,of which a list is given*.-, 
in the “Bibliography of the Royal So­
ciety of Canada." He received the de­
gree of LL.D. from Queen's University, . 
1890, and from McGill University, 1891- 
In the same year he was awarded the 
Bigsby gold medal by the London Geo- - 
graphical Society for his services to the.- 
science of geology, and he was elected a.

We now have a prospect of 
building a city as large as Butte in the 
Crow’s Nest coal district, and I cannot 
think it possible that either the pariia-r 
ment of Canada or the legislature of 
British Columbia will place any barrier 
in the way of the industrial develop­
ment of our country, or will adopt a 
course which may delay that develop­
ment half a century.

“ I therefore look forward with confi­
dence to a charter being granted, and, 
this being done, the development which 
I have outlined will be at once proceeded 
with; but unless the charter is granted, 
the development outlined cannot be 
undertaken.”

“All business men will at once realize 
bow important such a development will 
be to the country at large, as mining 
camps are invariably extensive con­
sumers of supplies. Not only will there 
be the direct employment of several 
thousand additional Canadian working­
men, hut a new and most extensive de­
mand will be created for the products 
of Canadian factories In the East, and 
the food supplies from the Western 
farms and cattle ranches. It is only 
fair to you, however, to state that the 
present demand of British Columbia for 
coal and coke would not justify any such 
expenditures as we propose to make. 
This is self-evident when I state tfiat 
the present demand of British Columbia 
does not exceed 1,000 tons of coal and 
coke per day, and we cannot expect this 
demand to increase in tile near future, 
even under most favorable conditions, so 
as to justify such expenditures. In order 
that we may proceed with this develop 
ment, it will be absolutely necessary to 
secure access to the American markets 
by a route that will put us in a position 
to successfully compete with the coal 
and coke producers already in the field. 
If denied access to the American mar­
kets except by roundabout routes, if de­
layed in our operations by legislative ob­
struction, if prevented in any way from 
cutting down the cost of production to 
the narrowest possible margin, our suc­
cess in the field will be proportionately 
cramped, and it will be quite impossible 
to undertake the development now pro­
posed.

A ROCHESTER
“There will also be an enormous direct 

revenue to the British Columbia gov­
ernment from the royalty. That gov­
ernment is cow deriving a revenue of 
about $100 a day from our present oper­
ations.

“In addition to the development of the 
coa, and coke industry, the proposed 
ra lway will open up an assured pros­
pect, of smelting development, which 
will prove from a public standpoint of 
the very greatest importance. The suc­
cess of the smelting industry depends 
upon the ability to assemble the various 
materials, essential to profitable smelt­
ing at the lowest possible cost, and if 
the proposed line of railway is built 
connecting the Crow's Nest fields with 
the United States railway systems, the 
balance of advantage will be decidedly 
in favor of the Canadian side as the 
place of establishment of a large and 
profitable smelting industry. The Can­
adian people have to but improve their 
opportunity to stand out of the way and 
let the good fortune in.

UNCLE SAM'S NAVY.

San Francisco, March 2.—At the ship 
building plant of the Union Iron Works 
this afternoon the torpedo boat de­
stroyer Preble was successfully launch­
ed. The Preble is one of the sixteen 
torpedo boat destroyers ordered by the 
government two years ago. and is the 
second one built iu San Francisco. The 
boat has a length on the water of 245 
foot, a maximum beam of 23 feet, with 
a draw upon the trial displacement of 
420 tons, eight feet of water over the 
tips of her two screws.

CENTURY FUND.

In the Supreme Court, in the matter 
of the application of Mr. Richard Hall 
to quash the Craigflower Road Re-open- 
tng By-law, 1900, Mr. Justice Waikem 
has handed down judgment, of which 
the full text is given hereunder:

“On the 10th of July, 1899, the city 
council of Victoria passed a by-law clos­
ing that part of the Craigflower road, 
or highway, which then ran through 
blocks N and P, of section 31, Esqui­
mau district. This had the legal effect 
of divesting the corporation of what­
ever title it had to the highway, and 
resting that title in the owners of the 
soil. Iu other words, the corporation 
abandoned all right and title to the 
road limits. On the 28th of December 
last, the council passed another by-law 
re opening the road thus closed; and a 
motion is now made, on behalf of Mr.
Richard Hall, who is interested in block 
1’, to quash the by-law on grounds men­
tioned in the motion before me. The 
first one is that thé by-law improperly 
enacts that compensation is to be paid 
for any expropriated land “except for so 
much of the proposed foad as may have 
at any time heretofore been actually 
used as a public highway, according to 
the measurements shown on the map or 
plan prepared by the city engineer, and 
numbered 1,466, and marked thereon 
within blue lines, and described therein 
ns ‘travelled road.’

I was much pleased to -hear the re­
marks which my friend, the member for 
Slocan, made in connection with the 
smelting industry in the interior on the 
floor of this house a few -days ago.

Our lead out­
put has been constantly increasing to 
such an extent that the American Smelt­
ing & Refining Trust, seeing us in such 
a position that we eamiot treat onr ores 
at home, have advanced the price of 
treatment so much that it practically 
prohibits our ores entirely—arid thus we 
feel the industry held np by the throat 
by a foreign trust. It is a: matter of 
paramount importance .to one of tbe 
greatest industries ln this province that 
the government should take some action 
in this matter, and either build and 
operate a smelter or assist in doing so, 
or it might be worth their consideration' 
whether or not a bonus could be given 
to lead produced in this province.

Mr. Taylor deprecated the attempt of 
the opposition to raise the party cry. 
His own experience was that the govern­
ment had acted with the utmost fairness 
in making appointments. In his con­
stituency six appointments had been 
made, and of these four were Liberals. 
(Applause.)

He dosed by extending his congratula­
tions to the government - for the very 
able programme outlined in the Speech 
from the Throne. (Applause.)

Mr. E. C. Smith (South East Koot­

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GREAT BRITAIN’S

GREATEST SOVEREIGNS.

It is a remarkable fact, and one 
worthy of note, that the two greatest 
sovereigns that England has ever 
known have been women, Victoria and 
Elizabeth. Probably if we were to look 
through all the ages we could not find 
a greater contrast to the gentle Queen, 
whom we have just laid to rest, than the 
proud, clever, haughty fearless Eliza» 
heth. Both these women were strong 
in their individuality. There is no 
question which of them was the more 
beloved, but it to a question which was 
the greater sovereign, a question which 
cannot readily be answered. England 
saw grand days under Elizabeth; her 
kingdom was enlarged twenty-fold. It 
had to wait another queen e’er it would 
grow in sucji vast proportions again.

Elizabeth came to the throne

The crown was 
debts,

nobles were ambitious, the people were 
poor and distracted by the claims of 
hostile religions. Writers tell us over 
and over again that Elizabeth deserves 
no praise for having left England so 
much better than she found it; that it 
was her ministers, her counsellors, her 
soldiers who made the country’s great­
ness possible. Certainly, seldom before 
or since have there been wiser or more 
brilliant men than Shakespeare, Bacon, 
Spencer, Sir Phillip Sydney, Sir Walter 
Raleigh, WalsinghanS, Drake, Fro­
bisher, and the other heroic mar­
iners of England, and lastly, 
Lord Cecil Burghley, the adviser 
of the queen for forty years. These 
names we cannot read without a thrill 
almost of reverence; yet was it not the 
queen who gave them their opportunity? 
Was it not her keenness that found out, 
for her id "whom lay the greatest wis­
dom? Men cannot do mighty thing* 
under a weak leader. Elizabeth show­
ed her strength in their strength, her 
valor in their valor, her greatness in 
their greatness.

While all over Europe the Church was 
setting her mighty self against the pro­
gress of science, in England there Was 
freedom of thought for Ml. The little 
green island out In the seas was a ha­
ven of refuge for the men, who, perse­
cuted far more unjustly than the Chris­
tian martyrs of earlier times, were be­
ginning to set right a world, that was 
all going wrong, and whose people were 
livihg in ignorant .and blind superstition. 
Elizabeth, as the head of Ml ecclesiasti­
cal authority in the realm, made this 
possible. At a time when the Roman 
Church was bringing all her mighty in­
fluence to bear against the inroads of 
Protestantism, when the Pope had de­
posed England’s queen and absolved 
'her subjects from allegiance; when In 
obedience to hie call, Spain fitted ont 
the great Armada to enforce hie de­
mands upon Great Britain; when the 
Jesuits were doing their effective work 
in the very heart of England, end the 
whole Catholic North was in rebellion, 
Elizabeth stood firm for the religion of 
her country, a religion that was to be 
the means of making truth attainable, 
both then and now. Her steadfastness 
in this, if in no other thing, would have 
made her An exceptional sovereign. 
Millie all the world was being ravaged 
by the horrors of religions wars, Eng­
land alone stood bravely, staunchly loy­
al to her own principles, an island king­
dom of peace.

The Elizabethan period was a time of 
mighty deeds. No one can claim for the 
sovereign a womanly, pure character, 
or always a trustworthy one. She was 
strong and brave, though unscrupulous 
in many things. But it was her 
strength that Inspired daring in her sol­
diers, her fearlessness that fired their 
ceuragü Danotleasly her . mariners 
launched their frail barks to sail against 
“the Invincible Armada.” They won 
thtir battles in the name of their queen. 
They wrested from Spain the title of 
Mistress of the Seas, a title that onr 
Empire has heid undisputed for four 
hundred years.

Politics underwent vast çhanges in 
this reign. The Queen’s statesmen made 
greater freedom possible, enlarged the 
rights of individuals and lightened tax­
ation. They made laws which took 
from the nobles their undisputed author­
ity. The various industries of the na­
tion were developed. In short, there 
was established a civilization such as 
never existed before in any country, a 
civil izntiou which was to spread 
throughout the world in new institu­
tions, inventions, laws, languages and 
literature, and give rein to the power­
ful intelligence of man.

But apart from these things that went 
to make up the perfect woman, Victoria 
was a wise and far-seeing sovereign. 
She held the reins of power in steady 
hands. Justice sat always beside her. 
Of un scrupulousness, of underhanded- 
n<es, of intriguing, she knew nothing. 
■She hated war, and did all she could to 
soften what must ever be a harsh and 
cruel thing. She taught the British sol­
dier that he could fight, and yet act as 
became a man of honor. For counsellors 
she chose always the wisest and best of 
men. It is a notable fact that Cecil, 
Lord Burghley, Elizabeth’s minister, 
was an ancestor of the present Lord 
Salisbury.

The friend of artists and men of 
science, the Queen encouraged all 
branches ot learning. The world has 
taken immeasurably gigantic strides in 
the last sixty years. British influence 
has spread, carrying Christianity with 
it wherever it has gone. It has sent its 
searchlight of science over undiscover­
ed lands, showing us the wonders of onr 
own world, and pointing a pathway to 
the stars and the countless worlds about 
us, broadening onr knowledge, opening 
vistas of thought hitherto beyond com­
prehension. Elizabeth paved the way 
for the advancement of intellectual abil­
ity: under Victoria, science has been 
perfectly free and untrammelled. With 
the progress of learning, man himself 
grows in superiority ; his ideals are 
higher; he reMizes the infinite grandeurs 
of the universe of which he is a mem­
ber. He is constantly studying, delv­
ing, striving to attain the perfection of 
knowledge, and to be , worthy of hia 
place hi nature.

29.391.01Exception is being taken to the 
phraseology of the coronation oath, so 
far as it refers to Roman Catholics. 
Nowadays it is considered sufficient in 
Canada, when a Roman Catholic is ap­
pointed to office, to ask him to take the 
ordinary oath of allegiance, but it wa= 
not always so. When the political dis­
abilities of the members of this faith 
were removed, an oath of office was pre­
scribed that would be a curiosity to 
most people. We have no copy of it at 
hand, and not a very accurate recollec­
tion of its phraseology, but yre recall 
this out of several blood-curdling sen­
tences: “And I do abjure and deny 
that damnable doctrine that Princes ex­
communicated by the Pope of Rome 
■may be deposed or murdered by their 
•subjects.’’ Until less than thirty years 
■ ago every Roman Catholic who took 
•office under the crown in some of the 
provinces had to swear to this, and we 
venture to say that In nine cases out of 
ten the officers never heard of such a 

-doctrine until they were asked to swear 
that they did not believe it. There was 
.also a most marvellous combination of 
■words that were supposed to prevent the 
possibility of any mental reservation 
being practised. Xÿe recall the 
a worthy .Irishman to whom this oath 
was administered;' « After it had been 
read to him he said: “ I'm hanged if 1 
understand what it is all about, but.if 
it means that I’ll do my duty in office, 
JTÏ swear it.”

We have not a copy of the Coronation 
Oath at hand, but as it was framed on 
the accession of William and Mary, 
when the kingdom had just recovered 
.from the strife occasioned by the views 
-of James II on religious questions, one 
is safe is assuming that it deals with 
Roman Catholics without sparing their 
feelings in any way. The request that 
the objectionable expression should be 
removed from the Garth is wholly reas­
onable, and we note with pleasure the 
almost unanimous action of the House 
of Commons on the subject.

Tbe same is true of "‘other provinces, we 
think, but nave onjjr before ns the 
law of the province referred to.- 
The great body of the public will think 
this a very reasonable proposition, and 
that if a man is fit to practise medicine 
In Toronto or Halifax, he ought to be fit 
to do the same here without being sub­
ject to professional examination by the 
physicians already here.

Important Statement Made by 
Ministers at Banquet of 

Farmers Institute. m3
At this season of the year when the most 

effective work by means of «praying van 
be done against many of the most trouble­
some foes of the fruit grower. It Is wise 
to give serious attention to the condition 
of orchards and fruit gardens, with the 

" view of preventing or minimizing the loss 
on their account, at the smallest possible 
outlay of time and money consistent with 
success.

The practice of spraying fruit trees and 
plants against “insect pests and fungous 
diseases,” has become a recognized part 
of the regular routine of operations of the 
progressive horticulturist, and Is now on a 
very different footing to that which obtain 
ed^some three or four years since; every 
succeeding season of late has added some­
thing to the common knowledge of “pests 
and diseases,” and the value of spraying 
as one means of fighting them, and now al­
most every fruit grower has more or less 
experience In the use of spraying mixtures 
and spraying outfits. The gain from this 
experience has usually been determined 
by the amount of interest taken in his 
work by the operator—whether he has 
been careful to use proper remedies and 
methods of treatment for the particular 
pest or disease he was fighting, using such 
at the time when his enemies were most 
vulnerable or fewest In number, and espec­
ially in doing thorough, honest work, or 
whether he was just spraying on what may 
be called general principles, as being the 
correct thing to do, without taking much 
thought about the matter, has decided 
this question. In the latter case, and 
there are many of the kind, the spraying 
done has been, as might well be expected, 
more or less of a failure and disappointing 
in results. On the other hand, to the care­
ful, observant man. who has sprayed In 
time and season, who has been particular 
never by inattention on his part, to 1er 
posts or diseases get ahead beyond control, 
and so destroy the effect of his labors, no 
disappointment of this nature has come, 
ov.d he is generally well satisfied with the 
results obtained. Fortunately, Instances 
of the latter kind are now fairly plentiful, 
and a noticeable remark often made l»j 
such men in this connection has been to 
this effect: “Yes. I am glad to report* that 
the spraying I did, has greatly Improved 
the health and appearance of my fruit 
trees, and the fruit as well. I am going to 
give more attention to my trees and hope 
to do still better next season. I am con- 
vineed of the value of spraying, and do 
not grudge the expense or time taken in 
doing it, because it has paid well for it.”

This is really the crux of the question 
with the majority of fruit growers. It is 
a matter of dollars and cents, until the 
Important question °as to whether spraying 
“paid or not ’ hod been decided In the af­
firmative, a general adoption of it as part 
of the regular routine of work, could hard­
ly be expected.

It is not proposed in this article to give 
an extended account of the various insect 
pests or diseases, commonly occurring, 
more or less, every season. This informa­
tion can be had in the form of a bulletin, 
on application to the Department of Agri­
culture, but attention is called to the value 
of winter spraying, and particuarly of the 
No. 1 spray, the formula for which, taken 
form the Bulletin referred to, is as fol­
lows:

No. 1.—Winter spray for woolly aphis, 
scale insects, and pear leaf blister mite; 
the ingredients of which are as follows: 
Lime, unslacked 
■Sulphur, powdered .
'Salt, coarse ......... .
Water............ ..

laid across the top of the barrel, no fur­
ther attention will be required.

In another vessel place the 8 pounds of 
lime, using care in order to obtain a very 
smooth pastq free from grit and small 
lumps. To accomplish this it is best to 
add only a small quantity of water at 
first, say two or three pints. When the 
lime begins to crumble and the water dis­
appears, add more water gradually. r

If added carefully and slowly a smooth 
paste will be obtained, provided the lime 
is of good quality. Then add sufficient to 
bring the whole up to 25 gallons.

When the copper sulphate is entirely 
dissolved and the lime cool, pour the lime 
milk and copper sulphate slowly together 
in a barrel, and stir well with a broad 
wooden paddle to ensure perfect freedom 
from lumps of lime; It Is often necessary 
to pass the whole mixture through a fine 
wire sieve or strainer before commencing 
to spray.

Not only did those who were fortunate 
in attending the annual dinner and 
meeting of the Victoria District Farm­
ers’ Institute at Saanich on Friday 
evening have the privilege of enjoying a 
dance with the young people of the dis­
trict, but advantage was taken of 
the presence of some members of 
the cabinet and legislature to have 
a programme of speeches, which 
naturally had mainly to do with 
the industry in which most of those 
present were directly engaged—that of 
agriculture. There were, however, some 
remarks which, while indirectly affecting 
the farming community, were of such 
import as to be of wide interest to all, 
being, as they were, rather more definite 
expressions of policy on the part of the 
government than hitherto made public. 
It was fitting that these remarks should 
come from a member of the cabinet to 
his constituents gathered irrespective of 
political belief.

The president of , the Institute, Mr. 
Shopland, called the meeting to order, 
and invited the visiting gentlemen 
gether with some prominent members of 
the institute, to the platform. He 
opened the programme by proposing the 
toast of the King, which was given with 
the national anthem. The toasts o£ the 
Governor-General and Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor were greeted with three hearty 
cheers.

Mr. E. C. King sang 
Monkey ” very effectively.

The chairman then proposed the health 
of the provincial government, coupling 
therewith the names of Hon. Mr. Turner 
(finance minister and minister of agri­
culture) and Hon. Mr. Eberts iattorney- 
general). Hon. Mr. Turner sa*d.

Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen : 
The chairman has introduced me in a 
dual capacity, but I do not wish you to 
compare me to the character in the 
“Mikado” who combined many offices 
without fulfilling the duties of any 
properly. He said he was pleased tc 
reply to the toast on behalf of the gov­
ernment, in the absence of tho Premier. 
He thanked the company for the toast 
and for the invitation to be present. He 
would confine his remarks more to that 
department which had to do with their 
interests. The government was one 
which intended to do all that it could 
for the province and for the district to 
which they resided. The government 
had already evinced its interest in agri­
culture and desire to foster that indus­
try. The agricultural products of the 
province really aggregated more than 
the mineral products even yet, after all 
that had been said and done ot mining. 
Speaking of the importancé of agricul­
ture, he showed the peculiar value of the 
industry by saying that the resources 
of the country were not depleted thereby. 
On the other hand, the moiy cultivation 
and produce raised, the greater the addi­
tion to the wealth of the_ chantry. ' The 
government had àlréady introduced acts 
which, while not perfect, had yet tenta­
tive effect in improving agricultural con­
ditions. The government had first 
assisted creameries, and they had been 
successful. Saanich was shhrfly to have 
the benefit of one being established ‘n 
the district. He had that evening talked 
with a gentleman from Duncan. Mr. 
Hadwen, who had borne ample witness 
to the prefit to the farmer from the 
creamery since it was established.

It is the Intention of the government 
to go on in the same lines. Tho im­
portation of thoroughbred stock hi^d been 
taken up, and the government intended 
to continue the policy which had been 
found to be beneficial. He referred to 
acts passed respecting Farmers’ Insti­
tutes, the Dairymen’s Association, and 
the Flockmasters’ Association. The 

lines would be continued, but there 
limit to the financial means for 

assisting various enterprises, however 
deserving, it is the intention of the 
government to promote the construction 
of good roads, trails, etc., in agricultural 
districts. The government .wanted insti­
tutes and residents of agricultural sec­
tions to make their desires known. All 
requirements could not be granted, but 
they could all be sifted out, and the most 
pressing and deserving could be attended 
to. Concluding, he referred feelingly lo 
the sentiments evoked by the toast of the 
King, ft was a new toast, which he 
had but once before heard on a public 
occasion. Tho sorrow for the loss of her 
ou Majesty had been deep aud true 
here, as also the other sentiments of 
loyalty to the new sovereign, who so well 
merited the feeling shown by his sub­
jects. It was worthy of remark that tho 
change of rulers had been effected— 
great change as it was—with so little dis­
turbance to the government of the 
country, ft was a tribute to the great­
ness and stability of the Empire’s institu­
tions.

Place 10 pounds of the lime and = 29 
pounds of 'sulphtfr in !S' bblfér -with ’20 gal­
lons of water and bolt over a brisk fire 
for two hours, until the sulphur Is thor­
oughly dissolved. It will then be amber- 
colored. Next place 20 pounds of lime in 
a cask and pour water enough over it to 
thoroughly slack it. Add the salt. When 
dissolved, add to the lime and sulphur 
■and boll half an hour longer. Add enough 
water to make 60 gallons. Apply luke­
warm.

Spray when the trees are dormant, or as 
as the leaves fall, and again in the 

spring before the buds swell. A good force 
-pump should be used, and care must be 
taken to thoroughly cover the infected trees 
with the mixture, which should be con­
stantly stirred when applying.

To ensure freedow from lumps it Is ad­
visable to pass the mixture through a 
wire sieve or strainer. Nozzles which 
are self-cleaning and adjustable, such as 
the “Improved Bean” and “Bordeaux,” are 
best adapted for distributing this and 
other spraying mixtures which contain a 
considerable amount of solid matter.

The No. 1 Spray Is certain death to the 
“woolly aphis” whenever It comes In con­
tact with the pest, but It Is importaht In 
spraying against this arch-enemy of apple 
trees, to take pains by Judicious pruning 
and thinning out of surplus wood growth, 
and by removing dead or decayed bark 
from infected trees, to give the mixture 
opportunity to reach the insects, which 
take advantage of any cover or protection 
the trees afford, and are often safe from 
the action of the spray on this account. Eggs 
of the common “green aphis” which may 
be found in abundance in many orchards 
on the young shoots or clustered round 
the buds and fruit spurs, especially on 
young apple trees, appearing now as small, 
bead-like, black, shining bodies, are des­
troyed by the action of this spray, and a 
very injurious pest of pear trees, common 
In many orchards, known as the pear-leaf 
blister mite, a very minute pest which 
destroys the foliage, easily succutnbs to the 
spray at this season of the >ear, while 
during the growing season, on account of 
Its habit of living Inside the leaf tissue 
it cannot be reached. During the winter 
months. It shelters under the bud scales, 
where the spray will -reach it. If properly 
applied with a good sprAy-pump. In fact, 
it may be said that Insect pests cannot ex­
ist when exposed to the action of the mix­
ture, while In addition to this value as an 
insecticide, it is also a good fungicide, and 
will destroy growths of moss and lichens, 
and has a very beneficial effect upon the 
foliage and growth of • trees and hardy 
■plants on this a count. Enough has been 
stated to demonstrate the. general useful­
ness of the No. l Spray. I would add ttiat 
no spraying which can be done during the 
season of plant growth will make up for 
neglect of its use, because then, only such 
sprays can be used as are comparatively 
•mild In effect, and not Injurious to foli­
age. Objectlonswhichhave been made to 
the No. 1 Spray on account of trouble In 
applying It, will disappear, if the mixture 
is kept well stirred while spraying is done, 
and a nozzle fitted to the spraying outfit, 
suitable for thick mixtures. Care should 
be taken, as well,e to have the mixture 
srnined from pieces'of lime or sulphur too i 
large to go through the nozzle . I

When fungous diseases only have to be 
dealt with, the most efficient spraying 
mixture is Bordeaux Mixture, of double 
strength.

"That this object shall be worked for 
in varions ways, and by the individual 
effort of members, and that subscrip­
tion lists be opened in various conveni­
ent places, so that all who are desirous 
of so doing, may have an opportunity 
of subscribing; but that there shall be 
no soliciting or house-to-honse canvass­
ing. The ladies consider these methods 
inexpedient, and do not believe that they 
will be necessary;

‘That a carnival be held in the spring 
of next year, and that meanwhile every 
woman will be at liberty to make such 
individual effort on behalf of the object 
in view as may seem good to her.”

Before closing, Mrs. Robertson ex­
plained that this work, taken up by the 
Women’s Auxiliary, was not intended to 
interfere with any public monument to 
Her Majesty; it was simply a continu­
ation of their long and consistent work, 
carried on through so many years, in 
the interests and for the perfecting of 
the hospital. The hospital itself was a 
memento of the first Jubilee; the fund 
for the children’s ward was started at 
the Diamond Jubilee, and a maternity 
ward would have followed in the natur­
al sequence as a work of special solici­
tude and interest for them. That the 
movement to commence this work coin­
cides with the death of the Queen only 
gives the opportunity to which every 
woman’s heart must respond, and which 
will again enable them to associate her 
beloved name with their loyalty and life 
service. After a unanimous and heart­
felt response to Mrs. Robertson’s words, 
the president again took the chair, and 
after appointing Mrs. Daiby and Mrs.

The theory of “buffer-states” has been 
and still is; largely accepted in England, 
and this is the role that Afghanistan is 
at present called upon to play; hence the 
jealous care with which England main­
tains the integrity of Afghan territory. 
But it may well be argued that the ex­
istence of such a “buffer-state,” belong­
ing to barbarians, is highly detrimental 
to British interests. Such a state offers 
very doubtful security to life and prop­
erty, and in consequence commercial en­
terprise within its borders is reduced to a 
minimum. If Afghanistan were divided 
between Russia and England, if the 
frontiers of the two powers were conter­
minous alone the whole range of the 
Hindoo-Kush an immense impulse Would 
be given to commerce in those regions, 
and this development would bring with 
it corresponding benefits to the English, 
But, apart from commerce, it would be 
no email advantage to Great Britain to 
have an interrupted line of rail from 
Calais to Calcutta, affording her facili­
ties for.the rapid transport of troops to 
India in case of necessity. Eliminate 
Afghanistan, bring together the frontiers 
of the two great empires, and this rail­
way would be made at once; nor can 
there be any doubt that if England would 
conclude an alliance with Russia, the 
latter would raise no objection to the 
passage of English troops through her 
territory.

So much, then, for Afghanistan. As 
for Port Arthur, the advantages which 
must accrue to England from its occupa­
tion by Russia are plain to see. The rail­
way from Stretensk to Port Arthur 
means that a vast country (Manchuria 
contains 362,000 square miles—that is 
to say, three times the area of the Brit­
ish Isles), today plunged in profound 
slumber, will hence forth be open for ex­
ploration. It is clear that with Russian 
Manchuria England will carry on com­
mercial operations indefinitely more im­
portant than has hitherto been the case, 
for, under the regime of Chinn, her com­
mercial relations with 'Manchuria have 
been practieally nil. It will be at Port 
Arthur as it is at Odessa, at Riga, and 
at Batoum ; three-fourths of the vessels 
which carry merchandise from these pirlg 
are English.

The opposition of England to the 
Trans-Siberian railway forms an exact 
parallel to her opposition in the case of 
the Suez canal. Lord Palmereon put all 
kinds of difficulties in the way of Ferdi­
nand de Leesepe, and by so doing he 
caused incalculable mischief to the true 
interests of his country, for, in 1898, of 
3,503 ships which passed through the 
canal, no less than 2,295 (or 65 per cent 
of .the whole) were English. It has been 
estimated that without the opposition of 
England the cost qt the Suez canal 
would have been diminished bv some two 
hundred million francs (£8,000,000), and, 
consequently, the passage dues paid to­
day 'by English ships would have been 
correspondingly reduced.

These various arguments show, plainly 
that between the real interests of Great 
Britain and of Russia there is not a 
vestige of any antagonism. The truth of 
■this contention may still be farther de­
monstrated by the history of 
bons in the past.

Throughout the eighteenth, and during 
the first part of the nineteenth centurie», 
Russia and England were in almost 
interrupted alliance. When, in 1769. the 
Russian fleet sailed from the Baltic to 
the Mediterranean to fight against the 
Turks, the French, as secular allies of 
Turkey, wished to bar its way.
English cabinet at that time notified to, 

'the cabinet at Paris that any each action 
would be regarded „ by England as a 

casus belli.” France yielded perforce, 
and the Russian fleet, largely officered 
by Englishmen, passed on its way to win 
the brilliant victory of Tchesme.

For the space of sixteen years, from 
1(99 to 1815. England and Russia strove 
together .to break the tyranny of Nnpn- 
looo. In 1827 their fleets combined to 
tight the battle of Novarino. It was not 
until after 1830 that, on a sudden, the 
discovery was made of an irreconcilable 
antagonism between England and Russia. 
The circulation of this belief among the 
English public was due in large measure 
to the fanaticism of Urquhart. Need it 
be said that it is one of the most fatal 
and colossal errors that can be imagined, 
{or a close examination of the facts 
from a practical and realistic standpoint 
shows clearly that England and Russia 
are, on the contrary, natural allies, inas­
much as they have a common task to ac­
complish: the civilization of Asia.

What is it that England must do to 
win the sympathies of Russia? One 
thing only I She must renounce the phan­
toms and prejudices of the ancient em­
pirical policy, and act as the real and 
true interests of the English people de­
mand. Great Britain has unhappily 
drawn upon herself the ill-will, not only 
of Russia, but of almost every nation in 
Europe by reason of the cold and 
haughty tone which she almost invaria­
bly adopts in her dealings with them. It 
is to be hoped that this unhappy Trans­
vaal war will at least serve to soften the 
manners of the English government. The

In the first place, evejry advance made 
by a civilized people on the territory of 
barbarians is so much gain for nil civil­
ized peoples.

DIRECT IMPORTER OF BULBS.
VISITORS’ REPORT.

Madam President and Ladies: In 
compliance with your appointment as 
visitors for the month, we visited the 
lb capital on January 29. We found 
everything apparently in good order. 
The hospital was overflowing with pa­
tients, and the staff all extremely busy.

“And whereas there has long been 
established a line of steamers between 
Sydney, Australia, and the city of Van­
couver and province of British Colum­
bia, the city of Victoria being the first 
and last place of call:

“ Be it therefore resolved, That an 
humble address be presented to His 
Honor the Lieutenant-Governor, request­
ing him to extend to the Governor-Gen­
eral of the Commonwealth the hearty 
congratulations of this house upon the 
accomplishment of such a happy and 
momentous event, and expressing the 
hope that prosperity and influence may 
follow the new federation, and its 
mercial relations with the Dominion of 
Canada and this province may be mater­
ially increased; and that, though the loy­
alty and devotion of the Commonwealth 
of Australia and the Dominion of Can­
ada to the Imperial Throne, the perma­
nent unity of the British Empire 
become assured.’’

Speaking to his resolution, Mr. Helm- 
cken said he had no doubt the house 
would concur heartily* in the resolution. 
British Columbians had taken great in­
terest in the proceedings preliminary to 
and the passage of the Australian Com­
monwealth Act in the Imperial Honse 
of Commons, which was framed on the 
lines of our own British North America 
Act. The Confederation of the Aus­
tralian colonies was another important 
step in the progress of Greater Britain— 
another link in the chain of outposts of 
the Empire. British Columbia appre­
ciated and sympathized heartily with the 
loyalty and devotion to the Empire of 
our fellow-subjects of Australia, and he 
considered it a privilege and a duty to 
forward them hearty congratulations. 
(Applause.)

Mr. Oliver (Delta) withdrew his r,““' 
lution for correspondence in connection 
with proposed government work on tne 
Yale road (Serpentine Valley, Surrey), 
and the Town Line road, Langley (Sal­
mon river flats), and for copies of all 
correspondence between the government, 
or any member thereof, respecting the 
appointment of road foreman in Delta 
riding.

That an humble address be presented 
to His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor, 
requesting that this resolution be for­
warded to His Excellency the Governor- 
General of Canada, for transmission to 
tiie proper authorities.

Mr. Brown (New Westminster) second­
ed the resolution, expressing his satis­
faction that the government had extend­
ed the invitation to His Royal Highness.

Mr. Helmeken (Victoria) suggested 
that the resolution be telegraphed to 
Lord Minto, so that it might be forward­
ed to the proper quarter by cable.

Hon, Mr. Eberts considered the reso­
lution well-timed, and hoped it might 
lead to His Royal Highness visiting the 
province. He had had a letter from a 
prominent British Columbian in London, 
urging the government to take action in 
the matter.

RESOLUTIONS.
Mr. Helmeken’s resolution, that the 

speech of His Most Gracions Majesty 
King Edward VII., on his accession, as 
well as his gracious message addressed 
to his people beyond the seas, be en­
tered on the journals of this house, was 
adopted.

Mr. Helmeken moved the flbllowing 
resolution:

“Whereas, resolutions have from time 
to time been passed by this house, re­
questing the Dominion government to 
establish, a mint in Canada, snch mint 
to be established in the province of Brit­
ish Columbia;

“And whereas the people of British 
Columbia have learned with much satis­
faction that the Imjrorial government 
has given to the Dominion governipeut 
the necessary sanction for the establish­
ment in Canada of a branch of the 
Royal Mint, and that a bill will be intro­
duced at the present session of the 
House of Commons of Canada to give 
effect to such permission :

“ Be it therefore resolved. That an 
humble address be presented to His 
Honor the Lieutenant-Governor, request­
ing him to impress upon the Dominion 
government the strong claims of this 
province to have such branch erected in 
this province.”

In moving his resolution, Mr. Helm- 
fken said the house was aware that 
much had been done in the past towards 
securing a mint in Canada and having 
it located in British Columbia, which 
lias the strongest claims as the province 
nrodneing the bulk of the gold of the 
Dominion. He would not at present 
'nter upon the claims of Victoria as a 
proper site for the mint. He. was

In moving the second reading of the 
bill respecting the town of Wellington, 
Hon. Mr. Turner explained that the 
object of the bill was to provide for the 
protection of certain assets of the town 
and dispose of them to the best advan­
tage in the interests of the créditons of 
the corporation. It was well known that 
the town was practically defunct, as a 
majority of the people had moved away 
since the Wellington mines closed 
down. The biH proposed the appoint­
ment of a receiver, who would wind np 
the affairs of the town, and in the mean­
time care for the municipal property.

Mr. Brown, New Westminster, while 
not-opposing the bill, would Hke to have 
more information. It seemed to him that 
the receiver might become an autocrat, 
and treat the people who remain in the 
town as he pleased.

Mr. Mclnnes, North Nnnfllmo, sug­
gested that the bill should be referred 
to the municipal committee, so that the 
citizens of Wellington might appear be­
fore that committee and explain their 
side of the case. He understood that 
the people of Wellington were opposed 
to the passage of this bill. __ '

Hon. Mr. Eberts explained that the 
government had received duplications 
for the disineorporation of Wellington. 
The town was bankrupt, the only as­
sets it possessed were a fire engine and 
some hose; there was no council and no 
responsible municipal officers. The gov­
ernment wished to protect the engine 
and hose from damage and enable it to 
be sold to advantage in tbe interests of 
all concerned.

Likelihood That Session at Ot- 
tawa Will Close By 

Easter. was

From Our Own Correspondent.
Ottawa, Feb. 23.—Although the House 

of Commons has not sat for very many 
hours in any one day during the present 
session, business has nevertheless been 
rushed-along at a rate which has prob­
ably no precedent in the history of the 
parliament of Canada. Everybody seems 
auxious to get through as soon as pos­
sible, and both sides are cordially co­
operating for this laudable object. A 
number of the members have given no­
tice of motions which =will enable them 
to air their particular views but even: 
in this they have been very considerate. 
Such notices are not numerous as com­
pared with formed sessions, and those 
which have already come up haVo not 
beén discussed with any heat or at any 
great length. The first evening spent on 
the estimates was last Tuesday, and tne 
items were rushed through so fast that 
the deputy speaker hardly had time 10 
read them. Fifty-eight items in all were 
passed within a little less than two 
hours. Most of these, of course, were 
of a non-oontentious character, but some 
of them were such as might easily lune 
given rise to a good deal of dis mss.ou 
had the opposition been in that mood. 
In every instance, however, the brief 
planations offered by the ministe -s of 
the crown were accepts! without ques- 
tio i. and several times when information 
asked for was not imm-i-ilsielv available, 
the items were takm on trust and al­
lowed to go through. When the House 
assembled on the 6th of February it was 
expected that the session would be short, 
and the early part of May was predicted 
as the time for prorogation. There is, 
however, so little legislation to be con­
sidered, and such a general disposition 
to have no delay, that there is now a 
possibility that members will find them­
selves at home again by Easter.

Mr. W. F. Maclean used up one day 
of the week in the discussion of ms 
favorite idea of government ownership 
of railways. He brought it up in a 
motion, which declared in effect that 
the management of the Intercolonial rail­
way should be freed from political in­
fluence; but he utilized the opportunity 
to discuss the railway problem in all ils 
phases. It would be a poor compliment 
to Me. Maclean to hint that his speech 
embodied his full knowledge of the sub­
ject.' The whole discussion was rather 
a disappointment, as it did not at any 
time rise to an especially high level. It 
was made remarkable chiefly by Mr. 
Blair’s candid, though somewhat cynical, 
declaration that railways controlled by 
the government could not be managed 
without political interference. Mr. Mac- 
lean is being criticized in a good-natured 
way by his friends, who are pointing 
out to him that he missed aa excellent 
opportunity to divide the House. His 
resolution was of a character which 
would have secured the votes of many 
on the Liberal side of the House, and 
as the motion was opposed by Mr. Blair, 
it would have been technically a vote of 
confidence or otherwise in the govern­
ment. A great many bets were made 
at the last election which are still await­
ing the first division in the House, in 
order to decide what is the government’s 
majority. A vote on this particular 
question would have cut the majority 
down very probably to such a figure as 
would have enabled the Conservative 
bettors to win their money. Mr. Mac- 
lean did not see his opportunity until it 
was too late.

A question asked in the house the 
other day drew from Solicitor-General 
Fitzpatrick a statement as to the opera­
tion of the tieket-of-leave system which 
was established in Canada about two 
years ago. Under this system the Min­
ister of Justice has power to release 
convicts from prison before the expira­
tion of their sentences, but they remain 
liable to be re-arrested and compelled to 
serve the rest of their term if their con­
duct proves unsatisfactory. The num­
ber liberated in this way since the act 
went into operation has been 207. Of 
these, so far as the department of justice 
is aware, only seven have since been re- 
arrested. This is naturally regarded as 
an excellent showing for the present law, 
and since such an encouraging result 
has been obtained, it is not improbable 
that the discretionary powers of the 
minister of justice in dealing with con­
victs of all classes may soon be consid­
erably enlarged.

Much unfavorable comment has been 
aroused here by the fact that the statue 
of her late Majesty Queen, Victoria, 
which is intended to be set up in front 
of the parliament buildings, is beiilg 
brought from the Old Country by way 
of Portland, Maine.

Binder twine, a perennial subject of 
discussion, came before the house this 
week.

Ladysmith will be put in operation by ! 
the C. P. R and E. & N. railway. Geo. 
L. Gourtnay, traffic manager of the lat­
ter road, returned from Vancouver last 
night, after completing the details of 
the .ferry arrangements with F. W. 
Peters, assistant general freight agent 
of the C. P. R. He said that the barge 
Transfer No. 1, which has been ferry­
ing cars of coal across the Gulf for the 
Union Colliery Company, had been tak­
en over from that company, with the 
tug Pilot, which has been towing the 
barge between Vancouver and Union, 
and she will commence her service on 
the freight ferry route to-morrow morn­
ing, leaving Vancouver at 8 o’clock each 
day, and arriving at noon at Ladysmith, 
where the'cars brought over by the 
barge will be landed and despatched to 
Victoria the same afternoon over the 
E. & N. road. The arrangement is the 
outcome of the agreement in this con­
nection made between the C. P. R. and 
E. & N. Railway Companies last fall, 
and was to have been in operation, ac­
cording to the arrangements then made, 
by March 1. Already many unbroken 
cure of freight have been brought into 
the B. * N. station on Store street, 
which were brought across the Gulf by 
the big barge, but now that the ar­
rangement for a regular service has 
been made there will be much more 
freight received and ta$ten away by this 
route. The Charmer will carry no 
more freight, all coming by this ferry 
in unbroken carloads, thus saving time 
and' handling in transportation. The 
ferry arrangement will without doubt 
be most welcome to Victoria merchants.
