Fach delegation presented the case for
the company it representad, we are inform-
ed; though:the Globe’s despatch adds that
“sgeither the Midland or Grand Trunk were
represented to-day (Tuesday) before the
privy council,” We may safely take it for
granted, however, that in‘some way or other
the Grand Trank case has already been put
before the government pretty effectively,
and in all probability long ago too, we should
say. What the Grand Trunk wants is to
be allowed to build the road, taking the sub-
sidy and obtaining first control,  Other
companies would have runping powers,
of course, for the act is very posi-
tive on  that point, but the Grand
Trunk would have actual possession, which
is another point, the importance of which
caninot be over-estimated, ‘The Northern
railway makes the same offer, and is pre-
pared also to give the very best gusiantees
—financial and materisl—for the carrying
out of the contract to the satisfaction both
of the government and the public. Now,
it may be asked, why, if each of these
dompanies offers to build the neutral link
for the subsidy, and then give all other
companies running powers over it, why say
that the offer of the Northern should be
accepted, and that of the Grand Trunk
refused ?

‘We answered this question on Monday,
but let us briefly repeat. 1f the Northern
gets possession of the neutral link, with
first control, the Grand Trunk will be sure
of running powers s provided for by faw,
and will be in no danger whatever of beipg
absorbed or amslgamated out of its inde-
pendent existence, as the Great Western
and the Midland have been already. On
the other hand, with actual possession and
first control in the hands of the Grand
Trunk, that corporation would become so
overwhelmingly powerful that the Nor-
thern’s days as an independent company
would be numbered, The country may
safely give first control to the Northern
without anxiety asto the consequences.
But it would most empbatically nof
be safe to give this control to so
grasping and powerful a corporation as the
Grand Trunk, To the people of Ontario,
whose interests are at stake, we put this
plain question, to which let a straightfor-
ward, common sense answer be given :
Looking at what has bappened to the
Great Western- and the Midland railway
systems, aid the way they have both been
gobbled up—would it be wise to cap the
climax by giving over also the neutral hnk,
out dependence for the means of reaching
the Northwest by rail—to the same corpo-
ration? We say it would be utter madness,
1t seems almost inconceivable that such an
act of folly should be gravely proposed,
either to the dominien government or the
people of Ontario, The Grand Trunk is
much too powerful for us already ; shall we
make utter fools of ourselves by surrender-
ing to it the neutral link, and so making it
immensely more powerful still,

There is still another obstruction in the
way, however, and it is one that reflects
little credit either on the patriotism or the
good judgment of those who are responsible
for it, The Northern and the Hamilton and
Northwestern railways are operated by a
joint board of management, under agree-
ment for a term of years, but each company
still retains its own independent corporate
existence, Now, what the Hamilton and
Northwestern men want is that the nemtral

“link be built by their company and the
Noithern jointly, and that both companies
continue to be joint owners and operators,
This scems a fair proposal, on the face of it,
Jbut it is at the same time a very dangerous
one, as we shall briefly show,

The Hamilton and Northwestern stock
is pretty equally divided between partizans
of the Grand Trunk and tho Canadian Pa-
cific respectively, the city holding about
enough to turn the scale either way, or to
maintain a balance between the two parties,
They are balanced just now, so that neither
the two giant corporations of Canada con
get control to the exclusion of the other,
This evenly-balanced state of affairs pre-.

- 'If the é¢heme of nearly
two years ago had succevded, for handing
the Credit, Vellay line over,to the Grest
Western, the Credit Valley line would to-
day have been the property of the Grand
Tiunk, Our Hamilton: filends may have
the best intentions possible; but positively
it is not safe to place the Hamilton and
Northwestern in possession of powers which
may any dsy be teansferred to the Grand
Trunk or the Canadian Pacific, This is o
dsnger which the dominion government,
and the people of Oatario generally, had
better look at beforehand,

ENGLISH RAPACIIY.

An addition of two cents per 100 pounds
on all loeal freight along the line of the
Great Western division of the Grand Trunk
railway is ome of the means lately intro-
duced to mske up what Sir Henry Tyler
promised his English shareholders should
be ‘‘a saving of millions by amalgamation.”
What do the farmers of western Oatario
soy to this style of taxation, and to the in-
vocation of & clause in & statute passed
thirty years ago and scoidently left unre-
pealed, to legslize it? And yet Sir John’s
government persists in tosdying the Grand
Trunk and its managing director in the be-
lief that he has great political ivfluence,

A candidate that would sncceed in apy
constituency along the Great Western di-
vision counld adopt mo more popular plat-
form than war against an amalgamation, of
which the legality is more than doubtful,
The small rate levied to meet interest on a
maunicipal bonus granted to s new railway
passing through the township is generally
paid with s grudging hand. It is direct
taxation, Mr, Hickson levies s far heavier
tax of two cents per hundred weight on the
county’s local freight, and because it is in-
direct i¢ is generally paid uocomplsiningly,

LOUIS RIEL.

An Interview With the Leader of the Pro-
vislonal Gover: ¢
From the Winmipeg Times.

Io & few minutes the reporter found him-
self in the presence of the man who thirteen
years .ago created such a commotion
throughont Canada, His appearance was
something of a surprise to one who had ex-
pected to see » rather desperate looking
character, He is @ man of medium size and
powerful build, His features are pre-
possessing snd almost handsome—aqnaline
nose, large dark expressive eyes, and a high
forehead—while his general expression is
mild and thoughtful. His hair is thick,
curly and brown, and he wears a full beard
of a reddish brown hue, Throughout the
whole interview his tone was subdued and
the serious expression of his' face was only
occasionally relieved by a pensive smile,

‘“How long have you been away -from
the province ?” asked the reporter.

““Ten yesars,” ;

‘ And what have you been doing all the
time ?”

“Trying to esrn my living honestly,”
said Riel quietly, but with dignity, “I
have been living in Montana and Dakota,
and am now settled in the former place,
earning my bread by hard mavoual labor,”

‘Do you intend to go back ?”

““Oh, yes. Iam only here on business
and will return as soon as i% is transacted.
Then of course I am glad to have a chance
to see my dear old mother and the family,
There has been a great change in the prov.
ince since I left it, and the reports which
I have heard of its marvellous developments
are not at all exsggerated.

‘“Have you any objection to saying what
you think of the justice of your sentence of
banishment 7" 7

Riel paused a moment, and then said,
‘‘Before entering on a discussion of that
question I must say that I respect all the
public men with whom I had to desl, I
admire them for their ability and their char-
acter, But I think that both parties have
made great mistakes, Now, when I come
to their public acts I say that sentence of
banishment was wrong—was an injustice,
And the amnesty which was granted did not
come from the proper quarter, It should have
come from the imperial government, The
secretary of state at Ottawa had no right to
grant it. I do mot, however, deny that
the amnesty has done good, because it kept
the people quiet and set at rest the difficul-
ties of 1869. But if you look at it from the
f»oint of view of principle, it was illegal, nay,

t was an insult to me and the population,
I may have acted contrary to tge good
pleasure of the queen. In defending our
rights, we may have done things that
were displeasing to the supreme authority,
But Canada was not that supreme authority,
If the queen had chosen to grant that am-
nesty, I should have been grateful for it.
But Canada was herself the party who did
us the injustice, and we were defending our.
selves, Therefore, I say again, that Canada
was not the party to grant the amnesty; it
| was we who had to forgive Canada—not
Canada us.”

““What were your objections to being an-
nexed to Canada at that time ?”

““We believed our institutions and our
rights to property were in danger; and we
did not wish to be annexed to Canada with-
out having secured to us our constitutional
rights as British subjects, We had no fault
to find with England, and the only aim of
our provisional government was for peace
here, and to enable us to treat with Canada
on fair terms, 1 bslieve that annexation to
the dominion would have been very advan-
tageous to Manitobs, if Canada had re-
mained faithful to the treaty of 1870, 1
admit that the Northwest under the new
rule has been prosperous, but I do not be-
lieve the prosperity will last,”

“How is that?”

“I think that emigration will cease be.
