The Third Party Addresses Two Meetings
ot Picton—McCarthy Pays a Tribute to
st John Th Then That
He is Opposed to the Bowell Adminis-
tration on the Same Grounds as He
Oppised Sir John—Heckled by an

Auditor He Becomes Rattled.

Picton, Ount, Dec. 28.—“It would have
been far better for me if I had clung on
to the old party. 1 dare say I
would haye been Premier of Canada to-
day. As it is, I suppose I will never
be Premier and never hold office.” This
was thc confident and modest statement
that D’Alton McCarthy excitedly hurled
at the head of a Prince Edward Count.y
elector, who 4ibed him with being ani-
matec- by personal spleen at a meeting
here this afternoon, and immediately he
had said it he showed that he felt he
bad committed an indiscretion in 80
giving vent to his annoyance. His pn?-
vious premeditated remarks were princi-
pally . devoted tc an intimation that
the death of Sir John Thompson and the
advent of a new Premier would make
not the slightest change in his attitude
towards the Conservative party, and an
assurance that he was actuated oy no
personal motives in leaving that party.

At ar early hour this morning the
Third Party and his faithful henchman,
Col. O'Brien.. M.P., left Toronto to ad-
dress two meetings here and under the
euspices of the Picton McCarthy club.
‘At the = station €he independent poli-
ticiane were met by a handful of citi-
zens and a brass band, of which the most
prominent instrument was a drum. The
meeting, was held in the court room, the
first in the afternoon and the second in
the evening. Both gatherings, despi'te
the severity of the weather, were well
attended by citizens belonging to all
parties. At the first the farming element
were mostly represented, whilst at the
evening meeting the townspeople form-
ed the audience. i

Levi Williams, a Patron, occupied the
chair in the afternoon, and in the even-

_ing Mayor Laird presided. Among those
nosent at both meetings were: John
avan, Patron, ML.A; W. B. Pettit,

Patron. candidate for Dominion Parlia-
ment. and H. S. Wilcox, president of
the MeCarthy Ciub.

McCarthy Likened to Dizzy and Gladstone.

The aftefnooh meeting commenced at
8.30. In introducing Mr. McOoirthy the
phafirman delivered & high eulogium of
his merits, and ridiculed the idea that
he hafl left the Comservative party be-
camse he did not get the preferment
that he wished. He likened him to Bea-
consfield and Glafetone, who both left
their parties, and said they looked upon

. him as the rising hope of this young Do-

minion.
D’Alton’s Tribute to Sir John.

D'Alton MecCarthy then rose to speak,
anid loud applause. At the outset ihe
ajluded in feeling terms to the death of
Bir John Thompson. It had not ‘been,
he said, his good fortune to be on inti-
mate terms with that distinguished man,
but he wished to saly of him now,as he
had said of him when he was alive, that
he was an exceptionally able man, who
would have been an honor to any: coun-
try, and fa whose death we had exper-
jenced & great loss.

It haid been said that, owing to jeal-
ousy on his part in connection with Sir
fohn’s promotion, he had taken the
course that he had. He had also heard
for the first time from the lips of the
chairman that he had deserted his party
because he could not get office and emo-
luments at their hands. He degired to
say that under Sir John Macdonald's
Governmenrt he had mrore than ome op-
portunity of taking office.

The Third Party and the New Premier.

Mr. McCarthy then went on to relate
his attitude towards the mew Govern-
ment which had ¥fen formed owing to
¢he death of Sin John Thompson. - At
the head of that Government, said he,
wvas his ald friend, Mackenzie
Bowell, a gentleman whom
ke had known ever since he entered Par-
liament, & man for whom he h&d,. and
still had, notwithstanding their differ-
encps, the very kindliest feeling. o
has been thought, apparently,” con-
tinued the speaker, “that the death of
Sir John Thompson should put an end
my opposition to the Government, and
that 1 should no longer oppose the party
‘with whom I was formerly connected
now. that the man who was supposed to
be my rival had been removed from the
peene and that we had at our head a
gentleman who is an ultra-Protestant
1 so far as his Protestantism is aleo en-
dorsed by his Orangeism. My opposition
to Sir John Thompson’s Cabinet was not

use he was a Roman Catholic, unfl
my opposition t6 Mr. Mackanzie Bowell’s
Cabinet will be on account of the differ-
ences that exist between the present ad-
minietration and myself, just as thebe
differences existed between the last ad-
ministration and myseli.

A Quiestion of Measures, Not Men.

“It is not a guarrel of men, but ajquar-
rel of measpres, It was not because Sir
John Thompson was a Roman Catholic
that I opposed him or his Government.
I recognize the right of all men to be-
long to whatever sect or religion they

lease. 1 first differed with the
&nse'rvativc party when Sir John Mac-
donald was leading on the question of
the Jesuit Estages Act, and from that
%ime the severance has grown between
the party,and myself, and I find myself
now oppoked to the Government in many
matters, although not belonging to Her
Majesty’s Opposition.”

Bowell Puts I’nrlyl;m Before Protestant-
S,

Continuing, the leader of the ‘Third
Party said: No doubt Mr. Bowell was
as sincere a Protestant as he was, but
he could not forget that although Mr.
Bowell. the Premier, was at one time
the Grand Fovereign of the Mighty
Orange body of this Dominion, he l'mtl
pever voted in favor of Protestantism
or of Orangeism or of anything else which
did not exactly square the interests of
the party. (Applause.) If ever there
was a matter in which the Orangemen
fn this country ought to have byuu un-
apnimous it should bave becn in op-
posing the Jesuit Bill, and yet Mr. Bowell
was just as ardent a supporter of that
measure as Sir John Thompeon.

1 Him on the Dual Lan-
- sl opp‘::l?uae Question.

Wher he (Mr. McCarthy) opposed the
perpetuation, or rather the establish-
ment in the Northwest Territories of the
dual system of languages and
the creation of n French national party
fn our new Northwest, and the s‘peqker
did npot think that auy two practical
men would differ with him on that,
Mr. Mackenzie Bowell was swayed by
the party, and he voted for the per-

petuation of that system.

When. he objected to insisting that in
the Northwest Territories they should '
have Separate schools whether they
would or not, notwithstanding all ‘hat
Mr. Bowell had said through all is life
against Separate schools, he voted for
the insertion of the clause in the North-
west Act.

McCarthy Will Stick to His Policy.

“Why should I change iny course,?”
asked Mr. #{cCarthy. “Because of a
change o Premiership, when:. the
new Premier has already announced that
the policy of the new Gov-
ernment will be the policy of
the old Government. If the Privy Coun-
cil determines that the Dominion Govern-
ment has power to deal with the Mani-
toba school question, I suppose we will
find the policy of the new Government
the same as the policy of the old, and
that an attempt will be made to coerce
the people of Manitoba to restore the
Separate school system, which they in
their wisdom have thought fit to abolish.
So I am here to-day to say that upon
thesc questions I have not and do not |
propose to make any change, and that |
unkik I find a Government in power that
agrees with me on thesq questions I am
not to be reckoned as one of its sup-
porters. (Applause.) !

Does Not Waut to Be Misunderstood

He might be told, continued the
speaker, that he had excluded nimselt
from all possibility of ever governing
this country. If that was €0 then he
hoped that the people who came after
him would reap the-benelit of his iabors.
(Applause.)

*1 want to make it perfectly clear
where I stand,” said Mr. McCarthy, in
dismirsing the subject, “ and to let it be
known that there is no change in my
course and. no change is likely to oc-
cur, or can occur, until there is a change
in the way the forces are administered
at Ottawa.”

Harping on an Alleged Deficit.

Mr. McCarthy then turned to his pet
subject, free trade, and for an hour
trgated his hearers to a rehash of his
recent speech at Georgetown. Protection,
he maid, meant that we were prepared
to establish industries in our midst by
giving them otur market exclusively, or
as far as we possibly could, and that
the means we took in order to do that
was to pass laws Xo prevent people buy-
ing outside, He again predicted blue
ruin with a deficit at the end of the
year of nearly six millions. He repro-
duced his figures as to the price of cot-
ton, and as at Georgetown he was sub-
jected to some heckling.

Hard Times Killed U.S. Free Trade.

In reply to a question, he said that
what destroyed the free trade party in
the Umted States was the hard times,
for which they were not in any way
responsible, The policy that President
Cleveland desired to carry out had never
!)een carried out, because he was blocked
in the Senate by a gang of men who
turned traitors to their party and to
their  cause. But a compro-
mise bill was put th®ough
that only went into force on
July 1, and yet these intelligent people,
when the jaw had only been - three
months in force, ‘were said o ‘have
baen turned bat by a cyclone. Were
Ehey, he asked, a desirable people o
imitate ? L3 "

I Would Have Been Premier ToDay

Intthe cn;;:e of his remarks he made
mention in or of direet taxation, that
he had made spacial study of the sub-
Ject,vg‘nd a persistent queryist shouted :

Mr. McCarthy turned ‘indignantly to
the man and in a very excited voice
retorted: “It is not fair to taunt me
that way. I (lare say I would have
been Premier of Canada to-day. As it
in I suppose I willl naver be Premier of
Camada, and never hold office. I speak
b:ccf-re I bave investigated the sub-
ject.

This was received with loud applause
by the akdiepce, aind :the heckler -wap
strenuously hoated.

Col. O'Brien also spoke, intimating thait
his attitude to the Government was un-
changed.

Ruled By French-Canadians.

At 8 o'clock, when Mr. McCarthy again
stepped on to the judge’s bench in the
Court House, the hall was erowded to
the doors. Col. O’Brien was given the
firet chance to speak, and he called for
the attention of the audience for nearly
an hour; then Mr. McCarthy arose and
delivered an Oration lasting 90 minutes.
He dealt at length with the question of
the dual language in the Northwest and
Separate schools in ‘Manitoba and the
territories, pointing out that these ques-
tions involved a perpetuation of the
racial divisions, which keep apart the
people of the older provinces. He refer-
red with more vigor than he has pre-
viously done to his quarrel with the
French-Canadian influences.

“1 ptapd " said he “as an ex-
ample; a warn/ aigainst any man rais-
fing his voice in Parliament in opposition
to the Frehch-Camadian influence &t
Ottawa. My pogitical life has been blight-
ed: if I hajl aspirdtions for a political
future; apd no man should be iu politi-
cal life without them. I hawe to ac-
knowledge that sy French-Canadiamn
masters hayve conquered me unless you
stand by me. It is the’ men who pander
to them; whether it be Mr. Laurier and
his cohfrer#s on the bne hand; or Mr.
Mackenzie Bowell on the other, who get
to the. top. The men who aek that they
should be saved from these troubles and
these. difficulties ar® the men who be-
come obupxious to the powers; and unless
they have a reliance, as I belikve I Laye
in the pelople, they are likely to go to
the waill.

The Patron Movement Justified.

He then turned to the Patron move-
ment. He did not, he said, admire class
legislation, he did not desire to see any
particular section of $he community,
whether farmers, or merchants, or law-
yers, endeavor to have legislation of a
class character, for the prosperity of
this country depended upon the prosper-
ity of us all. It should not be a question
of towr agalnst country or country
against town, but what appeared {o him
to justify the movement was that dur-
ing the last 10 or 15 years their rights
and interests had been actually and ab-
solutely ignored by the Parliament of
thie country, although they numbered
one-half of the population, and the con-
trol of the manufacturing interests had
preponderated to an extent that could
no longer be borne. He did not wonder
that the Patrons had found it necessary
to band together in defence of their
rights. (Applause.)

New Blood of Vital Importance.

The influence of new blood was of the
greatest importance at this moment in
our country’s history. They must act
as a solid body, each giving way in
some little respect to the voice of the
majority, but no man surrendering his
conscientious convictions at the dicta-
tion of apy party. It should be theix duty
to see that the machimery of Govern-
ment was earried on upon a fair basis.
It was most essential that they should
have some men in Parliament not wed-
ded to the existing parties. It was a
difficult matter to get the present mem-
bers of the House of Commons to deal
seriously with any question involving
the expenditure of public money.

The Patrons Unwise in N¢§ Endorsing Mec-
Carthy.

The Patrons, he moticed, were very

muck moved about comparatively trifling

matters, and when they sent their repre-
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sentatives to the House of Commons they
would find there were bigger fish to
tackle than the salaries of civil servants,
apd he alluded to the; St. Charles Branch
Railway of 14 miles in length, which
he safd had cost $175,000, the Taw
Canal and the Curran Bridge expen-
ditures, also Mr. Foster's application for
$125,000 for the Prohibition Commission.
We want, said Mr. McCarthy, new blood,

_who will not look upon these matters as

y matters, and while I say that of
the ' Patrons ‘I find they bave no
regard for me, and there is no
meriprocity between us, I find that the
grand master says he won't hagf anything
to do ovit h McCartlyites anybody
else. Well, now, I don’t know whether
it is altogether wise. I am sure that it
would mot have done any harm for us
to have gone together as far as we could
agree 4 am not going to force myself
upon them if they do mot like meu [ am
not going to compel them to like ma,
but det me warn the Patrons that in
their gdesire to monopolize the politi-
cal virtues and the political representa-
tion of the country, they may perhaps
come o grief. They should ponder
whether they are not ldsing the - sub-
stance in grasping after the shadow, pon-
der and consider whether it is wise for
them to endanger the common cause by
too strict adherence to their own plat-
form, their own professions and their
own party. They are organized for the
purpose of ilenouncing partyism. Let
them smake no mistake, on the other
hand, of carrying partyism too far.
(Applagise.)

The ppeaker's peroration was quite
pathetic. I don’t know, said he, what
the future has in store for me. 1 can’t
ptetend to say. All I can hope to do
is to pursue what 1 believe to be the
straight path of duty, and I must leave
events in a higher hand.

ITWAS A WILFUL MURDER

So Finds the Jury in the Middle-
march Tragedy.

VERDICT RETURNED AT MIDNIGHT

W. D. Welter the Man Who Killed W. H.
Hendershott—John Hendershott An
Accessory Before the Fact—Three Ses-
sions of the Ingquest Held Yesterday.
When -Damaging Evidence Was Given
Against the A d-The Dead Man’s
Shirt a Stlent But Speaking Witness,

Hendershott came to hig death in War-
dell’s woods on Friday; Dec, 14; ap the
hands of W. D. Weltar; and John Hen-
dershott was -an accessory before thé
fact.”

Sueh was ‘thel umanimous verdict the
16 jurors; whoi for four days have heard
the ‘evidence offered by the Crown as to
the cause of the death of deceased; re-
turned at midnight. The jury passed a
vota of thanks to County Crown . At-
torney Donahue; Detective Murray and
Frank Hunt; J.P.

The jury held three sittings yester-
daiy; and a summary of thel evidencce ad-
tluced wil] be found below.

The Tree Was Felled Before the Murder.
At the morning/ session - Sylvester
Swisher gave evidence as to the finding
of the bloodstained ax under the log
in the woods last Sunday. Neil Camp-
bell and Henry Couse were also present
when the ax was found. Mr. Couse|
after making & thorough examination
and measurements, gave it as his opinion
that the skid was placed under the tree
after it had been chopped down. The
skid was a piece of a dead log, which
lay in the path the deceased was said
to have run for his watch; if the skid
bad been under the tree there would
have been a dint in the log. The blood-
stained ax found in the woods, he was
ratisfied, was the on{with which the
tree was chopped down, as knicks in
the blade of the ax corresponded with
nicks in the tree. 'The ekid was &
beech sapling, formerly cut. The tree
bad been chopped by a right-handed man
and the sapling by a left-handed man.
Made the Handle of the Bloody AX.
.Jeriah Fortner, formerly a wagon-
maker at Middlemarch, said he made
the handle of the bloody ax on Feb. 17,
1892, for John Hendershott. He recog-
niged it by the general make of the handle
and a piece of bark he had to leave in

to form the kuot.

He was ane of those who
wemnt to the woblls affter deceased’s bodys
antl the blooil marke eaused him to sus-
pect foul play. The cap of deceased he
found hanging oin a bragch of a sapling:
six feet' from the ground.

Welter's Story Contradicted.

At the afternooin session Mrs. 0. L.
Bameroft; 'wile of the proprietor of the
Penwarden Hotel; St. Thomas, testified
that she -saw Prisoner Welter and con-
versed with him in the mitting roomy of
the hotel on Friday night of the killing.
Walter swore he was not in St, Thomas
till the following daly. She also bsaw
him on the Saturday at the hotel. The
prisoner Hendershott amd his daughter
were around; and when told that Wel-
ter had driven up neither expressed any
desire to see him. Ten minutes .aditer,
when Welter came into the room where
they' were, meither of them agked him
about the accident.

Mrs., Charles E. Welter gave evidence
as to her movements and those of her
husband on the day of (he -accident.
Nothing  importamt was elicited drom
her evidence.

sSought Insurance of Fitzpatrick.

Dr. C. E. B. Duncombe examined de-
ceased for insurance, John Hendershott
brought him to his office on Sept. 2 'last
to be examined for $5000 insurance in
the Covenant Muthal Insurance Company
of Galesburg, Ill. It was payable to John
Hendershott. On ‘June 7 last John
Hendershott and J. W. Cook, local azent
of the Covenant Mutual, brought Pat-
rick Fitzpatrick, a drunken, worthless
character, several times and at present
in jail for drunkenness and vagrancy. to
be examined for an insurance of $2000
in the Covenant Mutual, payable to John
Hendershott. The doctor rejected the
applicant, because of his personal know-
fedgze of his character. John Hendershott
called at the doctor’s office three times
to see if the policy had been issued be-
fore the doctor told him that he had
reported adversely.

John Hendershott called a fourth time
upon the doctor to ask il Fitzpatrick
was examined again. if he could pass.
The agent told the doctor that Titz-
patrick owed Hendershott for land and
that Hendershott was placinz an in-
surance on Fitzpatrick’s life so that he
could collect his bill. Fitzpatrick was
then taken to Aylmer by the agent and
Hendershott and examined for insurance
by Dr. Marlatt. The applicant was then
described as Patrick Dowd Fitzpatrick
of Middlemarch. The policy was not is-
sued upon this application, because the
manager noticed the sameness of name
and description of applicant comiung
from St. Thomas, and made such inquiries
as led to his rejection.

The Agent Suggested Making the Policy
Payable to the Uncle.

Gilbert Roche, local agent of the New
York Reserve Fund, said that he spoke
to Johu Henderghott about life insur-

ance and he said his nephew wished to beost is evident from the fact

The agent then™appli
to deceased, and secured an application
for a $6000 poiicy. The application was
at first rejected because the policy was
made payble to his uncle. The agent
pxplained that it was at his
wsuggestion that the policy was
made payable to John Hendershott. He
undesstood the deccased was engaged to
be married to Miss Edith Welter, and
he (Mr. Roche) suggested the policy be
made payable to the uncle, and at any
time §t could be trausierred to his wife.
The deceaped told him that there
was mno other insurance on his
life. John Hendershott paid the first
premium of $48. The yearly premium
was $82.

At the evening session Edwin Wardell,
owner of the farm Jleased by Hender-
shott, and who lives a quarter of a milg
fron: the woods, said that Hendershott
had no right to fell trees in the woodHq
without he first pointed out the trees;
Peter Smoke’s house was 60 rods from
the woods, and witness’ and Richard
Saunders’ about a quarter of a mile, but
Welter gave them no alarm of the acei-
dent, going a mila and a half away to
Charles E. Welter’s.

William Jones was sentenced at the
Sessions yesterday by Judge Morson to
60 days in jail upon a charge ‘of bigamy.

but once, Jones has been legally held to
be guilty of bigamy.

CHINA  PLUCKING UP COURAGE,

Proposals for Peace Made Onmly to Gaim
Time— larassing the Flanks of a
Snowbound Foe.

New York, Dec. 28.—A special to The
Herald from Shanghai says: Private let-
ters from Wei-Hai-Wei affirm that
China’s fleet is in a hopeless condition.

In their operations by, land the Chinese
are following the famous Russian tae-
tics of 1812 and ,harassing the flanks
of the first army, which is stuck in the
Snow,

The action of the Chinese indicates
that the proposals for peace are being
made merely to-zain time and let the
winter play havoc with the invading
forces.

CANADA TR " PIVOTAL POINT.
Lo rassey on Fast Steamships and Im-
perial Federation.

Lohdon, Dec. 28.—The Canadian Ga-
gette publishes an interview with Lord
Bragsey, formerly a Civil Lord of the
Admiralty, in which he is quoted as
saying: ‘“The leading men in Canada
are exceedingly anxious that a fast
mail service should be established, with-
out reference to Imperial Federation,
for if the time comes when Canada should
contribute to the Imperial fleet it must
be by an adequate representation. In
regard to foreign affairs,” Lord Brassey
continued, “ perhaps a council of advice
for the Empire, resembling the United
States Committee on Foreign Affairs,
might be satisfactory. But Canada is
not really threatened directly in any
way by external foes. In the United
States she has a neighbor so powerful
that war with the latter would be so
obviously unequal & to be hardly con-
ceivable. I regret that the Imperial
army was removed from all Canadian
points except Halifax. The few regi-
ments kept there ecould always have
beer ready for service in any nart of
the world, and the presence of the troops
had a moral and unifying effect. A
reformed House of Lords should certainly
have colonial represemtation in propor-
tion to the population of the colonies.”

Finally, in the interview, Lord Bras-
sey favors General Booth’s scheme of
emigration to the colonies, and speaks
favorably of the colonies of homeless
boys and girls established by Dr. Bar-
nardo in Manitoba. Lord Brassey, how-
ever, does not think that an Imperial
tariff is feasible. \

POLITICIANS HAVE REVENGE.

Arrest of the Newfoundland Bank Diree-
tors Ascribed to Political Influence—
_ The Guaranteeing of Notes.

St. John's, Nfld,, Dec. 28.—There is a
strong feeling in certain quarters that
the “arrests of the directors and manager
of the Commercial Bank are largely due
to political animosities.

8ir Willlam Whiteway and ex-Speaker
Emerson of the Assembly are prosecut-
ing counpel on behalf of the crown, and
the men arrested are all political op-
ponents aud were chiefly instrumental
in institpting the election trials - by
which Whiteway, BEmewson and 15 of
their party were unseated and disquali-
fied for four years for gaining their seats
by bribery.

All five arrepted men ‘were admitted
to bail, two sureties for $18,000 each
being furnished for each accused. The
|sureties were obtained without diffi-
qulty, though the bonds were the larg-
est ever given here,

The Union Bank shareholders are agi-

tating for a meeting now, and threaten

similar proceedings against the directors
Proposals to Guarantee Notes.

The Legislature was engaged all day
in discussing proposals for guaranteeing
the notes of the suspended banks. The
Government adhered to its proposition
to guarantee Union Bank paper to the
amount of 80 cents bn the dollar and
Commereial Bank paper to the amount
of 20 cents on the dollar. The Opposi-
tion introduced an amendment to guar-
antee all notes at their face value, to
raise & loan to meet obligations thus
created, and to return $50,000 yearly
by & sinking fund or by the allotatfion
of that amount directly from the Treas-
ury. It is eaid om reliable authority
that th# Government will arrange to
have its proposal defeated in the Upper
House to allow incoming banks to steady
local ones, upon which point an agree-
ment has been arrived at.

Collections through-
out Nova Scotia are slow. In Newfound-
land the business gitasation remains un-
changed.. or, as previously described,
somewhat ehaotic. Bank clearings at
Winnipeg. Hamilton, Toronto, Montreal
and Halifax aggregate $15,412,000 this
week, against $21,171,000 Jlast week
and $16,850.000 in the week last year.
Canadian business failures during 1894,
as reported to Bradstreets, aggregate
$1,851,781, against $1,643,000; total lia-
bilities amounting to $17,724,000 this
year and $14,762,000 last year, with
customary ratios of assets. There is a
moderate increase in the number of fail-
ures in the Province of Ontario, but a
falling off in total liabilities, a greater
relative increase in the number of fail-
ures in the Province of Quebec, with a
sharp Zain in volume of liabilities. New
Brunswick reports a ‘moderate increase
in the number of failures, with nearly
double the amount of liabilities in 1898,
and Nova Scotia a moderate decrease,
and a heavy decline in volume of liabili-
ties, the like beinz true with reference
to Prince Edward Island. In Manitoba
there is one less failure than the year
before, though with a slightly increased
volume of liabilities, Failures in the
Northwest Territory dropped more than
one-half this year, and liabilities still
furtbher. There is also a small number
of failures reported from British Colum-
bia, but liabilities have increased. There
are 22 failures reported from Newfound-
land, azainst 15 the year before, with
liabilities of $6,250,000 this year,azainst
$927,000 last year. The situation in
Newfoundland appears to have been one
of suspended animation rather than Zen-

Judge Sinelair
dismissed the case. Another effort will
be made to extradite Brothers.

THE LATE JORN PROUT,

— 5
Death of an Old-Time Resident—Sketch of
"His Career.

The death of Mr. John Prout at his
country residence, Roselands, S8awbridge-
worth, En%., took place on the Tth of
this month) More than half a century
since the deceased gentleman took o
very active part in the social and poli-
tical life of the township of Pickering
in this province, where he was then re-
siding.
Mr. Prout was born in Cornwall, Eng.,
and came to this country in 1832, while
yet a very young man. He at once began
farming and continued that occupation
during the two years of his residence in
Canada. While here he was very active
as a politician, beinz a most advanced
Reformer, and in hearty sympathy with
William Lyon Mackénzie and others of
his party. Mr. Prout, though, always
looked upon the resort to armed resis-
tance on the part oi Mackenzie as hav-

ing been a blunder.

Returning to England in 1842, Mr.
Prout ame engaged in business in
conjunction with his uncle in the Strand,
London, and was most successful. The
firm is now managed by his only son.
Mr. Prout though still retained his iu-
terest in agriculture, and, having pur-
chased an estate of about 450 acres
in Hertfordshire, known as the “‘Blounts,”
he made one large farm of it, farming on
scientific principles, and discarding the
old notions of a rotation of crops grew
wheat for several years on the same
land.

In farming, as in commerce, Mr. Prout
wais  most prosperous, and made his
farm pay bandsomely when other lands
in his own county were given up by
the tenants. As an aiuthority om every
matter connected with agriculture, Mr.
Prout was regarded as unrivalled, and
every year large numbers of visitors of
every rank in life went to his farm to
enjoy his profuse hospitality and admire
his farm.

To the very last Mr. Prout retained
the warmest interest in Canada and Ca-
nadian affairs, and no summer ecver
passed without his entertaining Cana-
dian friends or relatives. While in Can-
ada Mr. Prout married the daughter of
the late Andrew Thomson of Scarboro,
and leaves behind him one daughter nand
a son, besides saveral grandchildren.
Mrs. Prout died nearly two years ago.

At the time of his death Mr. Prout
was on the threshold of his 84th Dbirth-
day, and until a comparatively recent
period was hale and vigorous. Many
residents of Toronto and the province,
when- they hear of the death of the
kindly old man, will experience a feel-
ing of real sorrow.
