EVERY once in a while some cheerful
individual remarks to us, *‘Well, now
that the paper is out, I suppose you can
take it easy for three or four days.” Ves
how delightful it is that a country editor
has nothing to do between press days.
Business runs . along automatically.
When paper bills come due money drops
off the trees with which to pay them.
Subscribers vie with each other to see
who can psy the farthest in advance.
Advertisers beg for additional space.
And the way the news hunts up the edi-
tor is also pleasant to contemplate.
There is something strange about the
way the news items act. When the pap-
er is out the editor simply goes to his
desk and leans back in his easy chair
and looks wise and waits for next week’s
press day. The day before press day the
people line up in front of the office and
then they file past the desk and tell

him all the news of the week, He writes

it up in ten or fifteen minutes, %akes it
back and hangs it on a hook. The com-
positors take the copy and shake it over
the type cases, say a few mystic ‘words,
the type flies into place, and after a few
passes by the forman the forms are
ready for the press again, And the edit-
or goes down to the bank, It is the
greatest snap in the catalogue. Now, if
the editor could only do away with press
day his job would be complete.

There are some things about
which there can be no two opinions.
One of these is the rural telephone.
No sound argument can be adduced
against. It is cheap for the service
rendered. Its benefit in any rural
community cannot be over-estimat-
ed. It removes isolation, encourages
sociability, and is of an advantage in
many ways in economizing work
and ainimizing the difficulties under
which many farmers labor. To
advocate the rural phone, therefore,
is to stand up for something that is
of inestimable benefit to the whole
country. A community without a
rural phone service is not availing
itself of the privileges of modern
civilizition, as it should.  There
should be such a service in every
rural district. Once installed it will
never be discarded. In cities people
who once get a phone in their homes
think life hardly worth living with-
out one. If this be true of the city
where one can fraternize with his
neighbor over the back fence, how
much morg true is it of the country
where broad acres separate the farm-
er from his nearest neighbor.

The Doses That Mankind 8wallowsd
- Thousands of Years Aga,

It 1s admitted that the oldest medical
work known is the Ebpers papyrus,
discovered by~ Georg Ebers in his
Journey to Egypt in 18728. It is a
scroll tiventy yards long and a_foot
wide and has been studied and trans
lated by Von Oefele and reviewed by
Von Lippmann. It was written about
1550 B.+C., though some of the mate
ral of which it 1s a compilation dates
back to,about 8700 B. C.

The medical substances mentioned
include copper—once more costly than
gold and silver—lead, iron, antimony,
carbon, sulphur, salt, soda, gypsum
and other minerals; milk, fats from
many animals, wax, and the horn,
blood and other portions of domestic
and wild animals; castor and other
olls, honey, raidins, grapes, figs, dates,
wine, beer, linen, flax, lanolin, papyrus,
numerous resins, carawa, fennel, dill,
meliot, watercress, peppermint, corie
ander, lettuce, endive, absinth, pome-
granate, calamus, aloes, safflower,
crocus, indigo, henbane, mandrake,
opium and other plants and vegetable
products.

In preparing drugs solids svere grat-
ed or powdered in a stone mortar.

GIBRALTAR.

The “Key of the Mediterranean™ Has
Had a Stormy History.

England has been in possession of

the rocky promontory of Gibraltar

since 1704 From that time to this it '

-has been a crown colony under the ad-
ministration of a governor. By reason
of its important strategical position it
is called the “key of the Mediterra-
nean.”

Gibraltar has had a stormy history.
In 711 the rock was taken by the Arab
chief Tarlk, who called it Jebel-al-
Tarik (Hill of Tarik) and built a for-
tress‘on the promontory. Part of the!
ruins are still extant. In 1309 it Wwas
taken by the Castilians, only to be re-
captured by the Moors in 1333. It was
held by them until 1462. Following the
taking and sacking of Gibraltar in
1540 by Barbarosso, extensive military
works were built there by order of
Charles V,

In 1704 the promontory was cap-
tured by a combined force under Sir
George Rooke and the Prince of Hesse-

| Darmstadt, fighting for the Archduke

Charles of Austria. The moment it fell
into theilr hands the British admiral
threw off the alliance with the Aus-
trians and took complete possession of
the works,

British possession since that time
has been unbroken, although it was
under a Spanish siege for nearly three
years and eight months, beginning {n
1779. Twice the garrison was on the
point of falling because of the starva-
tion of its defenders,

STEADY GAINS MADE BY
STERLING BANK.

Annusl Statement Shows Bank in
Strong Position. Number of Share-
holderg increased to 1709,

The Annual Statement of the Sterling
Bank of Canada just issued, shows that
this conservative, yet progressive, young
institution did very well in its year’s
operations. While up to the present
time not much has been heard about the
Sterling, st1ll it has gone along very
quietly, building around itself a very
strong chain of branches throughout the
Province of Ontario, and has already
rounded out its organization by branches
in Montreal and Winnipeg. That 1ts
branches must be well located is indi-
cated from the showing they were able
to make during the past year when, as is
generally known, banking conditions,
more particularly in Ontario, were some-
what unsettled. The Sterling’s net pro-
fits for the year amounted to $96,825.00,
equal to 10.25 per cent, on the capital,
which compares with $92,832.00 in the
previous year and $64,146.00 in 1g90g.
Out of the net profits the sum of $47,-
025.00 was applied to payment of divi-
dends, while the balance with what was
carried forward from the previous year,
making a total of $85,245.00, was applied
to proit and loss account. The total
surplus and undividgd profits now
amount to $366,862,00 as compared with
$317,150.00 at the end of 1910.

The general statement shows the steady
headway the Sterling has made during
the past few years, the total assets now
standing at $7,202,341.00, which com-
pares with $4,304,368.70 at the end of
1908 and $3,428,956.13 at the end of 1907.
The total deposits are now $4,950,047.00
as compared with $2,583,691.45 at the end
of 1908 and $1,906,401.64 at the end of
1907,

The report of the Board of Directors
showed that, Owing to the somewhat .
favorable banking conditions which gll:d
prevailed more especially in Ontario dur-
ing the past year, a great measure of con-
servation had been maintained. This
resulted in the bank having at all times
very large reserves on hand. Notwith-
standing the fact that the resources had
been harbored in a most careful manner,
the percentage of earnings to capital were
the largest in the history of the bank,
having amounted to 10.25 per cent.on
the capital.

A feature of the statement which rather
indicates the high esteem in which the
bank is held throughout the country, is
that during the course of such a year as
the last has been, the list of shareholders
increased by some forty, now reaching a

Intensive Farming and Ceonser-
vation.

Conservation has become one of
the watchwords of the day. In the
youth of a country like the United
States or Canada, natural resources
seem to be illimitable, and” the only
problem is to kill the game, to ecut
down the trees, to make the rich soil
wield its increase, and to discover
and extract mineral wealth. As
population is augmented, the demand
£rows, and it is perceived that there
js a limit to the supply. Thus arises
the question of conserving and of re-
newing the gbore.

In the case of mineral wealth
there is at present no known means
of restoration or renmewal. In the
case of forest wealth, there is a pro-
©oss of restoration, which is extreme-
1y slow as compared with consump-
tion and destruction. In the case of
field crops and farm animals, there is
something like an equal race between
demand and supply ; and hence the
problem of conservation as applied to
agriculture is intricate and interest-
ing. It is dealt with by Mr. C. C.
James, the Deputy Minister of Agri-
culture for this Province, in an ad-
dress on agricultural work for On-
tario. Mr. James says that the aim
of science is intensive agriculture and
the production of high-grade food.
In Europe there is intensive ' farm-
ing, because land is dear and labor
is cheap. Tn Ontfario land is cheap

_aud Jabor is dear. In Europe farm-
ing is intensive b8catse of nécessify
and the hard teaching of experience.
In Ontario intensive farming must
be the result of foresight, andl of
recognition that all the young coun-
tries will become old, and that On-
tario must eventually face the prob-
lems of France and Germany.

Having this purpose in .view the
Ontano Department of Agriculture

% carries on & campaign for drainage,
for the care and improvement of or-
chards, for the raising of the stand-
ard of farm animals. Mr. James
gays thab it is ‘‘not so much a ques-

\ $ion of conserving our labor. What
; we are aiming at is to make the la-
bor now being expended more effect-
ive.” It is recognized that the re-
sources of the soil, if not inﬁnite, are
capablo of enormous expunblon by
scientific methods. It is the policy
of agricultural scientists to co-oper-
ate with farmers in increasing the
supply of food. “If we are to get all,
or a majority, of our farmers to drain
gheir land, to sow the best seeds, to
care for their orchards, to test their
cows, to raise only profitable stock,
and, in brief, to get the best results
for the expenditure of labor, we must
get into close personal touch with
them and give sympa.thetlc direction
to their work.” The population of
the ea.rth steadily increases, the area
of land is stationary, and, conse-
guently, the greatest problem of the
future, so far as our material inter-
ests are concerned, is that of making
the soil yield the maximum quantity
of food.

* ‘Certainly,’ was the earl’'s reply,
‘but tell me first who is that looking
over your shoulder?

“The highwayman turned his head
to look and at the same moment Lord
Berkeley shot him through the head
dead.”

The Lion of 8t. Mark.

The symbol of the Venetian republic
—the famous lion of St. Mark—is made
of bronze. There is a tradition among
the Venetian people that its eyes are
diamonds. They are really white, ag-
ates, faceted. Its mane is most elabo-
rately wrought, and its retracted, gap-
ing mouth and its flerce mustaches
give it an oriental aspect. The crea-
ture as it now stands belongs to many
different epochs, varylng from some
date previous to our era down to this
century. It is conjectured that it may
have originally formed a part of the
decoration of some Assyrian palace.
St. Mark’'s lion it certainly was not
originally, for it was made to stand
level upon the ground and had to be
raised up in front to allow the evangel
to be slipped under its fore paws.

If he had
been admitted he would have had to have
a separate room for himself, ss no
other inmate could have occupied a room
with him ; he would have to have his
meals by himself, as he could not have
been admitted to the dining-room with
the other inmates.

The House of Refuge is not supplied
with hospital appliances, neither are
there any attendants capable of looking
after such cases, ¢

These conditions have been recognized
by the heads of different municipalities
in the County and they have taken in-

curables from the Refuge and sent them
' to institutions provided for this class of

The Brooke

ooke Municipal Tele-
phone System.

The development of rural telephone
service in this province promises to be
much greater in the future and there is
no doubt, that if properly regulated, the
movement will have a far-reaching in-
fluence on the life of the farmer, by en-
abling him to render his social conditions
more enjoyable and also to effect the
saving of time in the conducting of his
affairs. According to the report of the
Ontario Railway and Municipal Board for
1911 it has been demonstrated by practical
experience that every telephone on the
farm effects a saving of not less than $s0
'a year, and there sre innumerable in-
stances where a' telephone has saved the
usér many times that amount in the same
period. An extract from the same re-
port says there is no doubt that the Local
Municipal Telephone Act offers the best
solution to the rural problems by means
of the sound financing, the convenient
means of payment and the ultimate low
annual cost to the subscriber at the end
of ten years, A municipal telephone
system has been formed in Brooke that is
making good progress in the southern
part of the township, The contract for
building the line will very likely be let
this week. The instrument used will be
a standard type of rural bridging phones,
The necessity for the farmers in tke
northern part becoming subscribers as
soon as possible is this : When the con-
tractor finishes his work in the southern
half, he will immediately begin work in
the northern part, by which time, in
order to cause no delay, every person
who wants a "phone should have signed
the petition, so that the advisory board
can make provisions for them in the con-
struction of the line.

The garticulars of the agreement with
the Bell Co are asfollows : Negotiations
with the Bell Co. have resulted in an
agreement whereby the Bell Co. will un-
dertake to do all the exchange work at
Alvinston and Watford for the sum of
$2.00 per subscriber, including, also, free
service to the Bell subscribers in Alvin.
ston for those rural subscribers connec-
ting with Alvinston exchange and free
service to Bell subscribers in Watford for
all rural subscribers connecting at that
exchange, By means of a local trunk
line built at the expense of the Brooke
system, Brooke subscribers connecting
with Alvinston exchange can talk to a
Brooke or Watford subscriber connecting
with Watford exchange on payment of
five cents switching charges to the Bell
Co., or vice versa. The same conditions
apply to the service with the Inwood
Rural Telephone Co. as between Alvin-
ston and Inwood, but. when an Inwood

subscriber wants a subscriber on K the-
Brooke system connecting with Watford,
the charge is ten cents either way. The
Bell Co. have agreed to take over the-
rural lines at the corporation limits of

Alyinston and Wattord and maintaim
within limits line equipment sufficient to-
handle the rural business leading into

the exchanges at their own expense with.

the exception that the rural system make-
them a bonus of any poles necessary to

carry the rural wires within the corpora--
tion limits where the Bell Co. have at

present no existing lines. The Tele-

phone Act provides tor people living two

miles into adjoining townships to become

subscribers.

The hours of service at Alvinston are to
be from 7 a.m. to 9 p.m.; at Watford.
trom 7 a.m, to 8 p.m. Shorter hours of
service on Sundays and holidays.
