Parents should understand that it is 
a breach of the law to keep their chil­
dren from school. The state is deter­
mined that every child shall have an ed­
ucation, and if parents are careless and 
indifferent, the state has to step in and 
take charge of the situation. The board 
of education here will enforce the Tru­
ancy Act rigidly this year. TJbere has 
been so much time lost through sickness 
that every day is valuable.

IT is probable that before the end of 
the present month most of the war-time 
restrictions upon trade and business will 
have been removed. It is the policy of 
the Dominion Government to remoye 
them just as rapidly as conditions will 
permit. Some have to be maintained by 
reason of restrictions still in force in the 
United States and Great Britain or by 
reason of the necessity of co-operation of 
Canadian officials with officials of those 
countries. It is thought that the oper­
ations ot the Canada Food. Board and 
the War Trade Board will cease within 
the next two or three weeks.

Of the 10,000 men and boys employed 
by London newspaper offices, 5,000 
joined the army, and at the moment of 
the armistice being signed, there' were 
not 30 men fit for general service in all 
the London newspaper offices.

That was a record, said Sir Auckland, 
which placed the press at the bead of 
every trade group in the matter of re­
cruiting.

Dea h of Mr. Samuel B. Howden

One of the very early settlers of 
the Village of Watford passed to bis 
reward early on Tuesdav morning in 
the person of Mr. Samuel B. How­
den, who had been gradually de­
clining in health for several weeks. 
For over fifty years Mr. Howden has 
filled a prominent place in the bus­
iness life of the town. He was bora 
in the year 1848, and was a native 
of Haldjmand County, where hq, 
lived until the year 1854, when, m 
company with his parents, he moved' 
to the township of Warwick. In 
1865 he bid good-bye to farm life 
and went to Adelaide Village where 
he learned the shoemaking business, 
and when his apprenticeship was 
completed he came to Watford and 
commenced business in .lie boot and 
shoe line, in which he was engaged 
until the time of his death.

Mr. Howden was twice married. 
His first wife, who was Miss Han­
nah Harrower, died in 1907. From 
this union six children survive 
namely:—Mrs. John Brent, Cole- 
ville,' Sask.; Mrs. Harry Graham, 
Burlington, Ont.; Miss Lily Howden 
graduate nurse, Chicago; Gordon, 
Elbow, Sask ; Lloyd, at the front 
and Harold, of Kitchener, Ont. 
About six years ago he married Miss 
Mary Dougherty ~f Jarvis, who sur­
vives him. He is also survived by 
one brother, Mr. Wm. J. Howden, 
of Watford, and two sisters, Mrs. 
W. D. Eckert and Miss Esther 
Howden, of London.

In his younger days Mr. Howden 
took a prominent part in the affairs 
of the town, having served several 
years as Councillor and also as 
ochool Trustee. He was an enthus­
iastic Freemason and one of the 
earliest members of Havelork 
Lodge. He was also an Oddfellow 
and a member of Court Lome, C. O. 
I’- Ho was one of the leadiug 
members of the Congregational 
Church and a faithful and devoted 
teacher in the Sunday School, sel- 
dom missing a church service cr 
a session of the school.

The funeral was held this (Thurs­
day) afternoon from the family res­
idence, Erie Street, to the Watford 
cemetery, and, was private. •

FTER a period of over five 
years spent in exploring the 
previously unknown terri­
tory of the Arctic regions, 

Viiltjalhmur Stefansson, commander- 
in-chief of the Polar expedition which 
left Canada in June, 1913, arrived 
recently in Ontario and reported offi­
cially to Deputy Minister Desbarats, 
of the Departmentj>l Naval Services. 
Mr. Stefansson’s work has resulted 
in the collection of valuable scientific 
information and data.

Stefansson left Ottawa in the 
month of May, 1913. and proceeded 
to the coast, leaving Victoria in 
June. He was commissioned by the 
Department of Nr-val Service to ex­
plore the then unexplored regions 
north of Alaska and west of the' 
known Canadian islands. He has' 
not only accomplished this, but in 
addition has done' far more in the 
way of geographical survey and 
correction.

The main vessel of the expedition 
was the ill-fated Karluk, and, in ad­
dition, smaller gasoline vessels were 
added to the expedition at Nome, 
consisting of the Alaska, Polar Bear 
and Challenge.

There were thirteen scientific spe­
cialists attached to the party and it 
was necessary, the explorer explain­
ed, to go all over the world to secure 
these technical experts, New Zealand, 
Australia, England, France/ Den­
mark, the United States and Canada 
all contributed their share of the 
brains that were to make the expe­
dition the success that it has proved 
to be. Six of the scientists hailed 
from Canada, viz., Dr. R. M. Ander­
son, Ottawa; Kenneth Gordon Chip- 
man, Ottawa; John J. O’Neill, Mr. 
Malloch, of Hamilton, and J. R. Cox, 
geographical survey. The expedition 
was financed entirely by the Cana­
dian Government, and during the 
period of exploration there were ap­
proximately 100 men in the service. 
The average number of men with the 
expedition at any one time was be­
tween 60 and 70.

“Many of the news reports carried 
may have implied that sickness was 
our greatest enemy,” said Stefans­
son. “That is erroneous. The great 
enemy of the north is the ice. From 
Nomfe we went directly north, and it 
was not long before we encountered 
ice difficulties. The most serious blow 
that we sustained was the loss of the 
Karluk. The vessel got caught amid 
the ice floes and was eventually 
broken up. On board the Karluk was 
what was probably the finest scienti­
fic apparatus and equipment of any 
polar expedition. The Government 
spared no expense in fitting us out 
with the most modern equipment, 
and all this was lost. Thus our ex­
pedition was badly crippled. Our 
source of supplies was cut off by this 
disaster and we lived on the coun­
try, travelling by sled.”

Asked what the approximate area 
of the unexplored region was, 
Stefansson said it was about 1,000,- 
000 square miles, of which perhaps 
400,000 square miles had been ex­
plored.

The scientists with the party in­
cluded a stratigraphical geologist, a 
geological mineralogist, two topo­
graphers for the making of maps, 
one terrestial magnetician, one 
oceanographer to sound the depths 
and make reports on the sea bottqm, 
etc., one marine zoologist, three an­
thropologists to study the people, 
one mammelogist, and the expedition 
surgeon, Dr. MacKay, of Edinburgh.

The universities represented on 
the expedition were Toronto, McGill, 
Massachusetts Technical ; Institute, 
Boston, Yale, State College of Iowa, 
Oxford, Glasgow, Edinburgh, Univer­
sity of Paris, an engineering institute 
in Sydney, Australia, and Harvard, 
which was represented by the ex­
plorer. Mr. Stefansson took his post 
graduate course at Harvard and was 
for some time a lecturer in that 
university.

Asked when he had received news 
of the great war, the famous explorer 
stated that he first knew that there 
was a war twelve and a half months 
after It had started. This informa­
tion was only received by luck. A 
whaler which had gone a long way 
out of its ordinary course brought 
the news to Stefansson, otherwise he 
would not have heard for two or 
three years, as he received no official 
mail for three years.

Regarding living conditions in 
general, Stefansson stated that he 
could be quite as comfortable in the 
northern regions as elsewhere. » 

Deputy Minister Desbarats paid 
high tribute to the explorer and the 
manner in which he had accomplish­
ed his object.

“Stefansson has added to Canada 
several unknown lands in the Arctic 
region; he has done exceptionally 
valuable work by exploring oceans. 
He has discovered, at certain points, 
that there was only ocean, where 
land was supposed to exist. His ex­
periments and his work of sounding 
the ocean and studying the currents, 
and of studying the behaviour of the 
ice fields will be most valuable. He 
has shown the possibility of living 
on ice floes in the Arctic.”

Mr. Desbarats stated that the ex­
plorer found that Musk Oxv existed 
in certain regions, and had a theory 
that there might be some industrial 
possibilities there. Stefansson had 
discovered coal also. There was

copper in great quantities.
Mr. Desbarats stated that with the 

loss of the Karluk there had been 
a serious loss of life.

“Three prominent scientists and 
two other scientific experts died on 
Wangle Isle from exposure,” said 
the Deputy Minister. “Malloch, of 
Hamilton, died there. Then Dr. 
MacKay, Murray and Beuchag, all 
noted scientists, left the party after 
the wreck, and in their attempt to 
gain land they were lost in the Arc­
tic night and have never been heard 
of since.”

FELL RALLYING MEN.

How Capt. R. A. West Won His 
V.O.

Particulars may be cited of two 
cases which exemplify the bravery 
shown by men who receive the Vic­
toria Cross.

Capt. Richard Annesley West, of a 
tank corps, while commanding a 
battalion of light tanks, found the 
infantry endangered by an enemy 
counter-attack. Despite extremely 
heavy machine-gun fire and the pro­
pinquity of the enemy, West rallied 
men who had lost their officers and 
hastily issued orders. West then 
rode up and down in front of them 
In face of certain death, encouraging 
the men and calling to them: “Stick 
to it, men; show them fight; and for 
God’s sake, put up a good fight.” fie 
fell riddled^ with machine-gun bul­
lets. His magnificent bravery in­
spired the infantry to redouble ef­
forts and the hostile attack was de­
feated. West was a Canadian.

Another member of the tank corps, 
Lieut. Cecil Harold Howell, showed 
equal disregard for his personal 
safety. When commanding the whip­
pet light tanks he left the tank and 
crossed open ground under heavy 
shell and machine-gun fire in order 
to rescue the crew of another whip­
pet which had sideslipped into a 
large shell hole and had overturned 
and was afire. The tank door was 
jammed against the side of the shell 
hole. Howell, unaided, dug away 
the entrance to the door and released 
the crew, thereby saving them from 
otherwise certain death.

Social Hygiene.
The Social Hygiene Association of 

Canada has endorsed the principles 
adopted at the New York conference, 
and the Dominion Government has 
been requested to adopt the general 
principles in any plan which they 
may have in view for Dominion con­
trol. The principles are as follows:

1. That the single standard of 
morals should prevail for men and 
women.

2. That continence is compatible 
with health and intellectual vigor 
for both sexes.

3. That men and women should 
serve together whenever possible on 
bodies whose functions concern the 
development and enforcement of 
moral standards.

4. That prostitutes be not treated 
as a class apart from other women, 
and that prostitution be not recog­
nized as a trade.

5. That all measures, either pre­
ventive or repressive, concerned with 
social morality, apply impartially to 
men and women.

6. That a simultaneous vigorous 
attack on venereal disease should 
be made, and that the issues of pub­
lic health and morals be thoroughly 
correlated.

7. That sound sex education be in­
corporated into one entire education­
al system in homes, school, college, 
and the church and press.

8. That social and economic ad­
justments granting to the individual 
decent living conditions and ade­
quate recreation are essential to pro­
gress in social morality. These ad­
justments concern especially:

(a) Housing conditions.
(b) Industrial conditions, includ­

ing conditions of work and wages.
(c) Proper and sufficient recrea-

Orr, curator of the Provincial Mu­
seum at the Normal School, distin­
guished themselves in splendid style. 
The gun wasA-captured by this com­
pany after a night of heavy fighting 
and rounding up of several hundred 
Hun prisoners.

Sam Sharpe, M.P., the fighting com­
mander of the battalion.

14 C. G. H. Eastbourne.
Dec. 26tb, 1918.

Dear Mother.,—
Just a tew lines to-night hoping 

you are all well. I feeling fine now. 
We had a great time Xmas, every soldier 
got a Xmas sock and a story book from 
tbe Red Cross, and a box ot tobacco and 
cigarettes, and writing pad and envelopes 
from Premier Hearst. It was a nice day, 
the sun shone all day, but all the snow 
we bad was cotton batting, we had it on 
tbe Xmas tree. I wrote up to Seaford to 
Cecil McNaughton. I was talking to one 
of the fellows from his c^aft that was sent 
over here sick, and he said that they had 
been seolover to Seaford. So I .wrote to 
Cecil and got an answer right back. He 
is feeling fine and had received Myrtle’s 
box. I had an examination by Major 
McPhedran the other day and he would 
not let me go back to camp yet. But 
don’t worry for I will be alright now, 
Major McPhedran came from Wanstead, 
bis home used to be there. I met his 
wife and she invited me for tea some 
evening.

I put in for six days leave with some 
of the other boys to-day, so hope we get 
it now. Well I think I will close for 
this time so good-bye. Love to all.

Cost of Our War.
The cost of the war to Canada In 

money is expected to be at least 
eleven hundred million dollars. Up 
to thé end of October war accounts 
which had actually passed through 
the Finance Department totalled ap­
proximately 11,046,844,000. This 
does not include deferred pay for sol­
diers in France and some large out­
standing accounts. Some months 
will probably elapse before the actual 
cost of the war to the Dominion will 
be known after the actual declara­
tion of peace.

Estimates now given are merely 
conjectural.

Considerable expenditure arising 
from the war will continue after the 
conclusion of peace. For the present 
fiscal year expenditure of the pen­
sions branch was estimated at ap­
proximately fifteen millions; that of 
the Department of Soldiers’ Civil 
Re-establishment at twelve millions. 
With the cessation of hos til ties ex­
penditure under these boards will be 
reduced to its minimum, but will 
continue to be heavy for years to 
come.

T
HE Presbyterian Church In 

Canada may well feel deep­
ly satisfied with the revision 
of Us "Book of Praise.” It 

is worthy of a great church, and 
worthy of the great press which pro­
duces it. Indeed, as a mere feat of 
book-making during the war, it is 
wholly remarkable. We are sure 
that, to use the compilers’ words, it 
will be gratefully received as an “ex­
cellent gift to the church." Some 
two hundred hymns have been added. 
This is partly accounted for by the 
very generous provision made for 
children. It Is a noble conception 
which alms to make the church's 
"Book of Praise” their book. Fine 
hymns in the former book, which 
somehow failed, have been given a 
more successful setting, as “There 
Came a Child to Earth” and “Again 
the Morn of Gladness.” Exquisite 
gems have been added, such as 
"Luther's Cradle Hymn" and "The 
World Looks Very Beautiful"; and 
we can imagine the welcome await­
ing “The First Nowel” and “God 
Rest You, Merry Gentlemen," when 
the Christmas season arrives.

It is interesting to observe that 
what appears in the new hymn book 
of the Methodist Church as a section 
of hymns on “Social Service," is here 
described as “Brotherly Love and 
Service." Phrases sutftly expressive 
of the time will pass, the thing in 
itself endure. We could perhaps have 
wished that Dean Alford’s "Speak 
Thou the Truth” had been here in­
cluded by the Presbyterian Com­
munion. On the other hand, the 
third stanza of Hosmer’s splendid 
hymn is not omitted. Der Tag! Were 
ever human aspirations at a great 
crisis so voiced as in these stanzas:
"And lo! already on the hills 

The flags of dawn appear;
Gird up your loins, ye prophet souls, 

Proclaim the day is near:
‘‘The day in whose clear shining 

light
All wrong shall stand revealed. 

When justice shall be clothed with 
might.

And every hurt be healed.”
It is well to consider the difficul­

ties of such an undertaking as this. 
Use and wont hallow words and 
music in despite of maturing judg­
ment and richer experience of life. 
In the sphere of the ideal—how much 
more in the field of religious aspira­
tion—we would impose our personal 
likings upon young and old alike. 
More than all, it is the note of North 
American life to cut adrift from tra­
dition. With admirable taste and 
self-restraint the “Book of Praise" 
provides for young and old, for the 
eager, forward-looking temper oi 
the time, and for those who follow 
in spirit, but not with their feet, for 
whom “the old is better." But the 
compilers are more than conserva­
tive. They seek to release with fresh 
power the universal through the 
Christian ages. While the senti­
mental and eccentric are avoided, 
tenderness and simplicity have equal 
place with the dignified and noble, 
as they should. “Shall We Gather at 
the River” and "There Were Ninety 
and Nine” belong to the same dav

ana generation as "O Thou Not 
Made With Hands," "The Saints of 
God, Their Conflicts Past," and 
“None Other Name,” and by their 
presence they exemplify the spirit in 
which the revision has been made.

Perhaps the most striking feature 
In the words is the richness of the 
material from the Psalms. How 
many men and women have felt dur­
ing the great war a life glowing 
within the Psalms such as they had 
never suspected! A quiet effort is 
here made by drawing upon richer 
versions, by exquisite taste in select­
ing and editing the older literal ren­
derings, and by making the whole 
body of selections an integral, not a 
special, part of the book, to assert 
the undying value of the Psalms. 
As for the musical settings, we ven­
ture to express our belief that no 
hymn book prepared for the actual 
use of a whole church has ever 
come so near to achieving the im­
possible. The number of tunes spe­
cially composed is very light, but 
the range and wealth of material is 
great. The “Oxford Hymn Book" 
had already drawn fresh attention 
to S. S. Wesley’s “European Psalm­
ist,” and the influence of both Is vis- 

! ible in the “Book of Praise." The 
“Scottish Mission Hymn Book” and 

j the “English Hymnal!” have been 
I pointedly suggestive, the latter espe­

cially in redirecting attention to old 
English and French melodies and to 
the Genevan psalters. The attempt to 
revive the plain-song will be watched 
with great interest, while the selec­
tion of Welsh melodies will create 
surprise that we have remained In 
ignorance of this fertile field.

GRAPERIES FOR WORN HATS

FIGHTING FOB LIBERTY.

Czech o-Slovaks In Canada Are 
Strongly Organized,

Czecho-Slovaka In Canada are pre­
paring to celebrate the re-eetabliah- 
ment of a free Czecho-Slovak nation, 
after three hundred years of enforc­
ed submission to Teutonic rule. 
There are twenty-four branches of 
the Czecho-Slovak National Alliance 
in Canada, with headquarters in 
Winnipeg. The Canadian president, 
W. Blaha, has despatched the follow­
ing telegram to Prof. Masaryk, the 
first President of the young republic:' 
"The Czecho-Slovak people in Can­
ada are thrilled with great Joy in 
reading the proclamation issued by 
you to the world announcing the, 
fundamental principles which are to- 
be adopted to govern the present 
Czecho-Slo-vak republic. There is 4 
fitting victory for your indomitable* 
spirit, supported by all liberty-loving 
Czecho-Slovak people the world! 
over."

The activités of the alliance sined 
the outbreak of war, directed to the 
achievement of their national aims, 
have been seconded all along will* 
the most earnest effort to give prac­
tical assistance to the Allies In the 
war. Thousands of men of the op­
pressed nationalities of Southeastern 
Europe have fought tn the Canadian 
army. August Fibiger, former Cana­
dian president of the alliance, re­
cruited a unit of Czechs in Winnipeg 
and the West, which went overseas 
as a company in the 223rd Manitoba 
Battalion about two years ago. The 
225th British Columbia Battalion 
also contained a number of soldiers 
of this nationality. Many Czecho­
slovaks have gone overseas front 
Eastern Canada, and Czechs resident 
in the United States came to Canada 
at the financial expense of the alli­
ance to enlist against the Teutonic 
alliance before the United States 
came into the war.

The Czecho-Slovak army Is in the 
fifth place numerically with the Al­
lies, fighting on the French, Italian: 
and Macedonian fronts. They form 
the nucleus of a new Entente fores 
on the Russian front, opposing Bol­
shevism and German influence In 
Russia and Siberia. Thousands are 
In the United States army.

The white and red flag of thfll 
Czech people now floats over the his­
toric castle of Hradsin, seat of for­
mer Czech kings, in Prague, symbo­
lizing the dawn of freedom from 
Teutonic rule and oppression which! 
the Czechs have fought against with 
every means In their power for 300 
years.
