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The hopes held out to us by our farm-
ers, a short time ago, regarding the de-
struction of these troublesome pests of
our drchards, by the heavy frost which
occurred about the first of May,has, we
are sorry to say, not been realized.

The orchards all over the valley are
swarming with caterpillars, and the
prospect of a good crop of apples is,
Jjust now, very unpromising. A grest
many methods. have been tried and ad-
vocated for the extermination of these
insects, but they have scemingly failed

What remedy to advise.is not within
our: province as journalists; but we

" venture to suggest that if our orchard-
ists would be more sparing of the feath-
ered tribes, and hold out every induce:
ment for our native birds to build their
nests around their premises, they would
not be compalled to take their own va-
luable time to fight eaterpillars, The
destruction of the robin and other birds
common to our climate has been carried
on for years, and it is ‘mow' too appa-
rent that were they once existed in
large numbers, but few are to be found.

In the United States the importation
of the English sparrow has been resort-
ed to, and we learn from our exchanges
that it has been attended with good
results. . The same thing might, at a
small outlay of capital, bé done by our
people or the government. We sin
cerely hope that a strong and combin:
ed effort will be made to effectually ex
terminate these destructive insects.

The following extract from the Sci:
entific Monthly, of Toledo, Ohio, is wor-
thy of perusal:—

“The practical utility of our native
birds, as agents for the destruction of
noxious-insects can hardly be over es-
timated. By studying the habits of
birds and insects we may easily discov-
er the important part which each plays
in the economy of nature; and history
itself proves that any material interfe-
rance with their relations to éach other
is sure to be followed Ly disastrous re-
sults. tlence the subject becomes. of
the deepest importance, not alone to
the agricultural, but to every one who
has either business or patriotic interest
in our country., Nature, if left to her-
self, establishes a_wholesome balance
among her creatures—that is; she pro-
duces no more of one species than will
be kept in check by another, and, if
man will only leave them alone, this
beantiful and healthy harmony will be
maintained. If there isan insect which
feeds upon a certain plant, there is also
a bird which destroys the insect. But
kill the bird and the'noxious insect is
left to destroy the plant. It is because
man has destroyed their natural ene-
mies that insects have become a pest,
and they will cease to trouble him only
in proportion as he shall restore the
balance of which nature shows the ne-
cessity.”

TWO MILLION TONS OF PRECIOUS
METAL.
About ten days ago Mr. Wheeler, who
cultivated a ranche in Diamond Valley left
a most remarkable substance with an as-
sayer. Mr. Wheeler had tested the com-
pound and detected the presence of the
precious metals. Mr. Wacke expended
the whole night in a series of experiments,
applying every known tests to the article,
and detecting the presence of iron, nickle
cadmium, lead, silver, gold, zinc, cobalt,
silicia, and phosphorus. A surprising fea~
ture of the ore is its excessive malleabili-
ty and ductility. He has rent a portion of
it to San Francisco Academy of Sciences,
and algo to Professor Stilliman, of ENew
Haven, and in the mcantime is prosecut-
ing his searches. Professor Wacke has
found that the substance will reach $378
in silver, and $32 in gold per ton. The
strangest part of the  story remains to be
told. On the morning of the 7th of Janu-
ary, Mr, Wheeler was almost thrown from
his bed froth a violent shock, Getting up
and looking out of the window he observed
at the foot of the mountain an immense
mass glowing at a white heat and of in-
tense brightness. Hastily dressing he ap-
proached as’'near as possible, and found
that the object lay just at the foot of Dia-
mond Mountain range, but. the heat  was
80 great that he could not go within.

The mining district in Bolivia is report-
ed completely destroyed. Smelting and
other works near the shore were complete-
ly destroyed. The shipping at Pabellon de
Pica and the guano deposits suffered se-
verely, and some half dozen of fine ves—
sels. are peported ashore and' complete
wrecks. The sea in some places is stated
to have riscn over sixty feet.

With the meagre and unsatisfactory re-
ports that have reached us it is impossible
to form any fair estimate of the results of
this terrible visitation; but making
all due allowance for exaggerated state-
ments we cannot but believe the des-
truction of life and property must have
been enormouvs, whether the tidal wave ex-
tended further south than  Antofogasta and
with what result it is impossible to know.
We may at any moment receive further
particulars by way of Valparaiso and Tran-
sandine telegraph and Brasilian cables to
Europe. Between 600 and 800 lives are
said to have been lost. On the 10th of
May a tidal wave washed the State of
Guero, in Mexico, and rose as high as the
Plaza at Acal.

HARVEST PROSPECTS IN THE
WEST.

The Chicago ¢* Times” has gathered in
crops reports from the Western States.
The gist of them scems to prove that the
culture of wheat and the smaller cercals
in Northern Illinois is gradually dying out,

corn, to be consumed in raising hogs aud
feeding cattle, In agword, butter and
cheese and pork are to be staples of that
State and those farmers who have
been the first to recognize the neccessity
of a ehange in the products of the -region
have . grown rich and prosperous. In
Southern, Central, and Eastern Illinois,on
the other hand, it is expected that the
wheat crop will be very large this year—
fully 40 per cent. beyond what it was in
1876 and equal to the great yield of 1874—=
but the cold weather and the rains . have
retarded corn-planting, and a portion of
the southswest of the State is almost liter-
ally under water.

It is calculated that not less
than 15,000,000f. a year are thus con-
tributed, and from one of the sepul-
chres, which was opened in 1829, im-
mense sums were drawn.

pulchre was opened during the Cri-
mean War, and now the Sheik-ul-Islam
has gone to Mecca to draw funds from
the third, which has not been opened
sinee the yeur 1415. Taking the three
sepulchres together, it is computed
that they must contain about 600,000,
000!

MIRACULOUS ESCAPE.

The ®water being
low, they had erected a dam so as to
enable them to sluice the logs over the
falls, which were directed over through
an apron.

HOW A WOMAN HAS BEEN SLOW-
LY KILLING HER TWO
DAUGHTERS.

Thomas Lawton, who lives at Na. 112
Second street, Hoboken, complained to
Recorder Donough yesterday that Mrs.
CiciliaGibson, living in the same house,
wastreating her children inhumanly,and
would, in all probability, murder them
if she were not arrested. A warrant
was immediately issued, and in a short
time an officer brought Mrs. Gibson
and her two children, Lizzie Graves and
Mary Graves, aged respectively twelve
and eight years before the Recorder.

Mr. and Mrs. Gibson have been liv-
ing on the second floor of the wooden
tenement at No. 112 Second street for
several years past. They have been
three years married, Mrs. Gibson being
the widow Graves, with three children,
two girls and a boy. Sometime ago
the boy was arrested for petty larceny
and is now in the Reform School at
Jamesburg, N. J. At the time of his
arrest for the offense he complained of
the cruel treatment of his mother, but
little attention was paid to his talk. By
her second husband, Mrs. Graves has a
child a year old, which.thes neighbors
say she takes good care of, while treat-
ing her other children inhumanly.

In Court, the two children, half starv-
ed appeared covered with bruises and
blood. Around the slender neck of the
oldest girl—twelve years old — was a
dark blue circle, with abrasions of the
skin. She was bidden to tell her story
not under oath, on account of her ten-
der age. With trembling lips and scar-
ed looks she told of her harsh treat-
ment, ending :

% Mother tied ropes about our necks.
She dragged us about the floor by ropes,
and hit us with a stick. Yesterday
mother tied the rope about my neck
and it ohoked me till I thought I should
die.” ‘

The mother, so the neighbors say, has

treated the children ip this manner for|

months. Their cries of pain and fear
have echoed through the tenement
house at all hours of the day and night.
‘Once the woman tied the rope, which
‘was a piece ef bed-cord, about one third
of an inch in diameter, about her eldest
child’s neck, then threw. it over a stout
brass chandelier in the room and drew
the girl up until her foes scarcely
touched  the ‘floor.  Bhe . was
strangling, when one of the . women

held Mrs. Gibson's arm in time to pre-
vent a murder. One day last week she
Tastened the rope tightly -about the
child’s neck and then sent her out af
ter water. The litile thing, mearly
strangled, fell in the hallway and was
unable to rise until a friendly neighbor
untied the cord and let her get air.
The woman says she is thirty-seven
years old. She is -of medium height,
slender, of light eomplexion, with pale
blue eyes and sharp features. She lis-
tened calmly to the-steries told by the
little ones, did not attempt to deny
them, only saying that she had an un-
governable temper, and that when the
children provoked her she beat them.
Her husband is at home wery little
excepting nights, and, aeeording to
the statements of the neighboere, has

It is reported that Count Schouvaloff will
shortly bring to London and present to
Her Majesty’s Government the Csar's
assurances of Russian mnon-interference
with British interests in the East. '

Bismarck advises England to take Egypt
and to allow Germany to consolidate on
the Danube by an arrangement with the
Austrisn Government. It is no secret that
the sympathies-of the Imperial family of
Austria are strongly with the Russians. Tt
is believed the Greeks will join in the war
immediately that Russia has successfully
crossed the river.

Europe is certainly on the eve of great
extension of war or else on the threshold
of earnest peace negotiations. Taken
altogether, there is an improved feeling in
England ps to the prospects .of peace.
Gladstone’s demonstration has had no in-
fluence whateveron the' people of this
country.

Loxpow, June 4 —A  correspondent ai
Constantinople writes = # Corruption and
bribery, which are rife everywhere, destroy
all chances of Turkish success. There are
no horses, no money and no order in the
management of affairs—all carriage horses
in the country have been seized by the
governmeut for war purposes. Another
body of Softas were exiled y, who
were accempanied to the vessel on which
they took their departure by a large num-
ber of sympathisers. The Sulten is a
nonentity—with 800 women and 5000
persons of all classes in the palaces to feed
daily the strain on the treasury is intense.
There is not a partiele of patriotism among
the officials to give ground fer the slightest
hopes. Contracts for army stores and
equipment are awarded by means of bribery
by officials baving the matter in charge.
The Sultan has given up all hope of aid
from the English Government.”

Loxpox, June 4.—1ntelligence is receiv-
ed from Constantinople that after the pro-
clamation of a state of siege 200 of Midhat
Pasha’s adhcrents were arrested and im-
prisoned. Many people are tarning $o-
wards ex-Sultan Murad; his health fs
greatly improved, and if he appeared in
public the people would demand his res-
toration. Murad has applied for permis-
sion to go to his country residence at Scu-
taria. The Sultan is greatly embarrassed.
The situation is one of great delicacy and
peril. It is feared that the people will rise
in many parts of the country. If they do
they will triumph, unless revolting severi-
ty is used.

It is said the Russians lgst 3000 men in
the attack on Kars.

A conspimacy has been discovered ia
Belgrade agalnst Prince Milan and in favor
of the Prince of Montenegro. Many mem-
bers of Onsladina have been arrested and
serious events are like to follow.

Kars is now completely invested. It is
amply provisioned, but the garrison is put
on half rations as a precautionary mea-
sure.

Russian headquarters have been advanc-
ed, and a great battle will soon take place.

A Constantinople special says the crp-
ture of Fort Fil, near Sukem Kaleh by the
Turks is confirmed.

The slaughter of 3,800 Circassion caval-
ry out of 4000, who were ordered to make
a reconnoisance in the direction of Kars, is
reported, under the command of Mousha
Pasha, who is also missing. The Russians
surprised the village by night.

The Montenegrins lost 111 killed and 19
wounded. The Prince of Montenegro has
goune to Duga Pass. The Montenegring
will endeavor to take Nicsic before Suleis
man Pasha con penetrate Duga Pass, held
by insurgents.

A telcgram from Athens says at a
meeting of 8,000 persons at Stadium last
night, resolutions were adopted declaring
the necessity for fosming a ministry of
leaders of the respective parties, so that
dissensions in the chamber may be avoided
and that the government carry forward
military preparations promptly and ener-
getically. A deputation nominated by the
mecting waited upon the party leaders,and
urged united action, and requested in each
case that a distinct reply be made public.

A despatch from Orelak to the ¢ Times”
says that the Christian doctor who deserted
from Treleioji, gives a gloomy account of
the condition of the Turkish army. 2,400
men had died at Trebigne since the cam-
paign began, that city being the hospital
depot of the army now concentrated . at
Gatschks. Atleast one half is suffering,
chiefly from scurvy, Physicians and sur-
geons are subject to fanatical outbreaks of
Mussulmans and are continually men«
aced and insulted, and never paid. 3,000
men are sick at Morston, and deserters
from Podgoritza report the same condition
of-affairs as prevailing there. The troops
are underfed, having nothing beyond the
barest means of sustaining life, and are
compelled to work continuously on the
earthworks. The health of the Montene-
grin forces is excellent. .

A report that Russian menitors had suce
ceeded in forcing the Sulina mouth of the
Danube is unconfirmed.

GREAT STORMS OF PAST CENTUR.

It is certainly a singular fuct that, if we
look back over the vecords of past centur-
ies, we shall find_that about once in every
hundred years the: whole surface of the
world is swept by gales and tempests. The
Iast great storm in England was, as we
bave said, in 1703. On that occasion the
damage done in London alone was estimats
¢d at two millions sterling, The number
of persons drowned in the floods of the
Severn and the Thames, or lost on the
coast of Holland, or in ships blown from
their anchore and never afterwards heard
of, is believed to have amounted to eight
thousand. Twelve men.of-war, with two
thousand men on board were lost within
sight of the shore.  In Kent- twenty-five
thousand large trees were torn up, by the
roots. The Eddystone lighthouse was
carried away, and Winstanley, its ingen-
ious constructor, perished with it. The
Bishop of Bath and Wells was killed i
his bed by the'fall of a stack ' of chimneys
which crushed through the roof of his

palace. All over the country the damage

done was enormous, and in one sea level

alone 15,000 sheep were drowned in g
single night.

The hair, especially that growing on the
