Trouble at the Miaes.

O n gaturday, Nov. 20th, the miners at
the Saskatchewan Coal Mines, near Medi-
cive Hat, suddenly struck work witho ut
any previous notice or demand for increase
of wages. For somé days previous the
supply of cars furnishied by the C. P. R. was
not sufficient, but o0 that moruiug there
were sume 35 cars afithe mines ready to be
filled. Mr. D.wson. the Superiutendent,
had the supposed ringleader, one McDer-
mott, arrested for jostigating the strike, and
on Wednesday the 2rd December, he was
brought before Mr. Tweed, J. P. and Capt.
McDonald, Inspector of Mounted Police, at
the Barracks. Mr. Fitz-Cochrane, barrister,

of Calgary. and Mr. Mitchell, barrister, of
Mediciue Hat, appeared for the prosecution,
and Mr. Scott, barrister, and Mayor of
Regina for the ‘defence. The case rested en~
txrery upon the evidence of a little Italian
boy, and although was sufiicient to cast
considerable” shspicion ugbn MeDérmot,
who was mixed op m pre sious dutnrb.nen
at the mines, was not in the opinion of the
-mrt strong enough to warrant cénviction,
and the case was dismissed. We nander.
