satisfied with the form. Born in a christian coun-
try, receiving a christian education, possessing a Bi-
b'e, and sitting under the instruction of christian mi-
nisters, a man may, by the exercise of his natural
powers, obtain a complete acquaintance with the doc-
trines of veligion. He may be acquainted with the
depravity of human wnefure; he may have deep sense
of the purity and justice of that God with whom we
have to do; he may dwell with rapture on the love
of a Saviour, and even be able to describe the na-
ture of that chanee which the heart of man must un-
dereo hefore it is fitted for the enjoyment of Godl;
while all the time be iv destitute of any saving influ-
ence on Lis heart.

He may be just
and honest in lis dealings with others, regular in the
observance of religious duties,and kind and charitable
to the distressed. Iie may find pleasure in the
conversation of the godly, and avoid the company
of the openly profane; he may even ienounce many
pleasures and gratifications, which his rank or wealth
would procure him, aud lend his influence and exer-
tions to promete religious and benevolent institu-
ticns, while Le is destitute of that power of godliness,
which purifies the heart, and fits the individual for
the enjoyment of Heaven.  Inthe present day, it is
too commoesn to regard those as enthusiasts, who
nwention the pewer of godliness, or its influence vpon
tiie heart, or who think that any thing more is neces-
sary than a buare assert {o its doctrines, and an ex-
ternal conformity to its precepts.  But let the for-
malist pity, and the infidel ridicule; there is never-
theiess, a power in real, vital godliness,—a power
which every really converted soul must have felt.
