In most, if not all these, gratifying
progress has been made. Insome in-
stances places in which ashort timeago
our church was elmost unknown, w.ll
soon be in & position 1o obidin the
services of a seuled minister. A
brief notice of some of the more impor-
taat may be interesting. Annapolis
has been suppliel by Messrs. Ross and
McLean, McKenzie and McCully, and
has nlso been yisited by the Rev. J. L.
Murdochand Jo m Sprott. A few years
ago Presbytevianism was herc almost
unknown except by report. The labors
of your Missionaries, as well as of the
members of Preshytery, who have visit-
ed them, have been the means of gath-
oring o small, but active and zealous
congregation. Good auadiences wait
upon the ministrations of all our minis-
ters visiting them, and a decided im-
pression has heen made upon the com-
munity in faver of our principles.
Hitherto our friends have heen worship-
ping in a hall, but of late have obtained
a site for a church in a convenient and
central situation, and have resolved to
commence, without delny, building 2
place of worship. And they are not
without hope, that at no distant duy
they may be able o sccure the services
of 3 minister gettled among them. Some
supply has also been given at Digby,

Shelburne two stations in that neigh-
borhood, viz: Locke’s Island and Cape
Suble Island, have presented loud calls
for additional missionary labors. The
former received a portion of Mr Clark’s
time rogularly, and the latter in which
there are a fow zealous Presbyterians,
and a large population destituto of
sound ovangelical preaching, tho most
urgent appeals are mnede for futher sup-
piy. Mr McKay during the last sum-
mer visited both plaees, and also sup-

them. The Rev. Mr Cameron by ap-
pointment of Presbytery also visited
{Locke’s Island, Mr Mekay says in his
report, < With respeet to the whole field
|it is large and important, Mr Clarke
has it al% to himself 23 far asour church
Iis concernedy with the exception of the
lasgistance which he ohtains from mis-
sionary iabor, which though considera-
ble, is yet small compared with the ex-
tent of the harvest field. Hislabors are
crowned with marked success. But
with all his zeal and diligence he cannot
attend to all the calls made on him.
There is a strong desire both on the
part of minister and people to have
another labover: they are in fact now
ripe for it.”” Mr Clarke also reports
that Locke’s Island and Shelburne are
now prepared to take his whole time,
and that Clyde River and Barrington,
with Cape Sable lsland, are now pre-
pared to pay £80 toward a minisier’s
support, and that it aided by the
Board for a year or two, might soon
becomo & self sustaining congregation.
The Board need not say how desirable
itis that this ohject should be granted,
botk for the sake of these places them-
selves, and also as o means of consoli-
dating our Church in the Western part
of the Province. It would give Mr
Clarke the benefit of the counsel and as-
sistance of & brother, and also with Yar-
mouth, o Presbytery might be formed
in the West, which the Board conceive
would tend greatly to the stability and
advancement of the church in that
quarter.

In the same Preshytery, Sheot Ilar-

plied Mr Clark’s pulpit while visiting ‘

bor and the adjacent settlements have
heen twice visited hy Mr Grant. lere
Mr Grant Jabored with exemplary dili-
gence, preaching and visiting at Popo’s

| Taylor's Head and Quoddy. In each of]
theso there are small hodies of Presby-
torians, and duving Mr Grant’s last
visit the audiences in each of these
places amounted to about 100. The
people here showad evory desire for a
more regular supply of gospel ordi-
nances.

Mr Grant also performed two inter-
csting missions to Kempt, freaching
both on Sabbaths and week days for 2

eriod of nine weeks between Potite and

Jheverie. At the former of tiese places
the frame of & chureh has been erected,
which is expected to b2 finished during
the preszent season, ox early after. It is
expected to be capable of seating up-
wards of 200.

An intoresting repert of the stations
in the Truro Preshytery by Mr McKay
was received too lato for notice in the
present report.

In the Pictou Presbytery the stations
supplied have been Baddeck and Mar-
garee River in Cape Breton. The for-
mer place, which has been ocoupied

From this review of the mission sta-
tions of the Chureh it will be seen that
this department of the Church’s opers-
tions has been, and is still, rapidly ad-
vancing. In those places occupied the |

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REPGRT OF THE BuARD OF SUPERIN-
TENDENCE OF T'E SEMINARY AND
THE DIVINITY HALL, 1366,

The Board in once more laying their
roport before vhe Synod, have in com-
mencemeut to state, that as in bye-past
years, so in this the Lord has heen
pleased gbudantly to bless the efforts
made in behalf of our Theological Semi-
nary. All along the reportg have been
favorable,—so favorable indeed, that
some may have heen led to take the
ropresentations of the Board with a
little deduction. Bat the true and
genuine friends of the Institution knowv
and can bear testimony thut the state-
ments of the Board have been most just,
and that tho reporis have tallieu 1ai-

The Board now proceeds to give a
short review of the transactions of last
year, following the plan adopted in for-,
mer reports as much as possible in
éhronological order-

1. CLOSING OF THE SEMINARY, 1854,

_On Wednesday, Sept. Gth, the Board
met in West River meeting-house, to
superintend the examination of the
students at the close of another scssion.

Your Board refer
to thig circumstapce particularly, be-
cause it was supposec that some had
been admitted who had not come up to
the qualification required by the bye-
laws of the Seminary. It cannot be
denied that some young men have been
admitted who the Board did not consi-
der had come up o the qualification
required by the byelaws. But the
Board did not attach any blame to
theso young men, or to any party what-
over. Many of theso young men had
no opportunity, from the localities in
which they were situated, of obtaining
guch a preparatory education as the
Roard eould have wished; and there-
fore the Board were under the painful
necessity of rejecting them altogether,
or admitting them af & lower rato of
qualification. The Professors cheerfull
agreed to fall in with the latter method,
although the additional trouble to
which 1t has subjected them has not
been small.  To perfect our educational
system, it is evident fo every one
acquainted with its operations, that an
elementary or iniatory Grammar School
18 necessary. ‘The Board would there-
fore recommend this subject o the con-
,‘ sideration of the Symod. Such au

thereforo more difficult “yportions of

institution would not only diminish the
unnecessary lahour of ,the Professors,
but would enable them to devote their,
time and talents to the mure advaneed,
epartments of seience and literature—,
tho grand object fur whicl the Synu,
has been costablished. At the sawme,
time, the Board feel persuaded, that,
before any such measure can be carried,
into effect, the site for the Seminary,
itself must be determined. If the plan,
of erecting a grammar school should
nut be approved of or adopted, then
perhaps it would be well to lower the
standard of admission. It is evident,
that retaining the present standard,
and fullowing out tho present practicejj
of admission, must ultimately prove
detrimental to the institution. The
Board, however, merely bring the sub-
ject before the Synod, and leave it with;
