CANADA AND BRITISH TRADE.

In our preceding article re ",Canadlian Chutnnels t:! Trade,"
is given in tabulated fortu a statement showing the value of
articles therein nientioncd iimported juto Canada froin Great
Britain and irons thte United States during the fiscal year
1898. Thesoe articles 'vere tnostly products of iran and steel,
including building and other hardware, and articles composed

cltiefly of iran and steel. Thtis class of mnerchandiso wvns

selected for oîtr illustration hecause until recont years Great

Britain stood pre-emuinetît above aIl othor countries in thte pro.
duction of them, antd te itmports of sucit articles into Canada
were chiefly froni that country.

It ie not te be supposed that te quality of any of these
articles mtade in Great Britain litas doteriorated, nar tîn.. such
articles produced in the United States waro of suporior value
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to the otlîer", but the fact tliît tho values of importe into
Canada froin, Great Britain are nt a virtuai staxîdutill, flot-
witlistaiiding tho greater purchasing power of this country
and the twcnty.fivo per cent. tariff preferetico accorded to
B3ritishî goods, and the other fact that the United States le
ffast wresting te Canadiani market f rom iLs Britigli cutapeti-
Lors, is the cause for mucli speculation and anxiety bot iii
Great Britain and Canada. The natural love of Canuadians
for tho Moter Country wvae, probably, the impelling cause in
the muaLter of our tariff preferenco for lier, but 'wc find that
with this great discrimination in lier favor elle does not keep
stop to te music piayed by American inanufacturera.

wViy 1
Some attribute it to time exceedingly conservativel nethods

of B3ritish trade, whierein Britishi manufactures and rxporting
nierchants decline to pay as close attention te the demande of
this country as their Americati competitors. T.hey seem tu
think that Canada ahould continue to accept B3ritish niethods
as implicitly as iL did beforo tho advent of American metitods.
They seem te think that mnethods that are effective i
Australia and South Africa should be equally effective in
Canada, and they deeline te swerve from timeir old and well
beaten path. In fact, they blleo Canada for the ivhoie
busin-ýss. Tlîey think that articles that are good enough for
the Australian and African markets are quite good enougi
for the Canadian market, and-in fact they live in a foul's
paradise. Canada desires to trade witb the Mlother Country
and to cultivate that trade bas given it a very valuable tariff
preference, and that scms to be about as far as wve can con-
venientiy go. But if British manufactureradecline to produce
the precise articles required by tho Canadian market, and
American wanufacturera .tudy Canadian tastea and require.
inen La, it is noL surprising that British trade is rapidly falling
ofF In fact, under existing conditions it is bound te fail off,
even if Canada showed a fifty per cent. tariff preference to
British products. If Britisht trade uiethods are nlot us effective
as American trade methods, if British -coda do flot corne up
te tho Canadian requirement as American gode doit remains
with, British manufacturers, flot Canadian consumera, tel
rcmedy the ovil.

Thte vicissitudes of Canadian trade with Great Britain aîîd
the United State-o iii Lt, lat threo fiscal years are. rcmnarkablv
suggettive. IntUielines ofarticles alluded te laour precediîigè
editorial, the value of Canadian imports were as foilows:

CANADA'S FOREIGN TRADE.

The trade returns comupiled by te Dominion Custoinsi De-
partmlent for the inontli of April indicate that Lte growing
Lime in Canada'a zominprco continues. The valuo of dutiable
goods imnported for home conquniption îîînounted to e 0274
upon wlîicli duty te tho aincutît of E-2,320,4 19.02 was col-
lected ; free gooda, $4,381,305, and coin and bellion, 838,078,
making total importa of 81,5,1,as cuîîtpared wvith duti-
able goods, S0,082,404, upon wliich $1,753,6G5 3.90 wvas col-
lected; free goods, 83,5350,124, and coini and builion, S.495, 104,
witlî a total of $10,127,63-1 ln April, 1898. Thtis gives an
increase of $2,324,483 foi-Lte mnonth, as compared wviLl the
corre8ponding period of iast year. The total imiporta for the

Manufacturera' Association hold Nlay l11th, the followiîig
resolutions were passed:

RP INSOLVENCY LEGISLATION.

«Resolved tlîat the Executivo Comniiîtee af the Canadien
Manufacturera' Assoziation exceedingly regret that the Do-
minion Governiment have thouglit proper te requcst Mr.
Fortier te withdraw tic insoivcncy bii lie had introduced irito
the Hause ai Conîmons.

"This Association, in harmony witlî the Boards of Trado
and manufacturing and commoetcial org-anizations throughout
Canada, lias for niany years besgoughit the Governnent te ennet
sne insolvency legislation that would apply cqually in every
province of the Dominion. If we are to enjoy unobstructed
inter-provincial trade, and, if the fundamental idea of a con-
federated Dominion is ta be carried out te the fullest extent,
our commerce shouid not be hampered and handicapped with
the enforceinent of obnoxious provincial Iaws that discrimin-
ate Most. unjustly in favor of sornie and against others; and
the abatement of this exil is ail the more important in view'
of the rapid industrial and comîmercial development now pro-
grcs3sing in our great, Nortli-West., and tic t rade that i8 bcing
developed hctiveen that section and the olcaer provinces.

"And not only is our inter-provincial tradc obstructed and
rctarded through lack of insoivency legisiation that should
operate alike in ai parts af the country, but our trado with
Great Britain and other countrie-s is retarded and obstrîîcted
t.hrough the sanie cause.

«IThis association is well aware that niany dificultips sur-
round the question, but it ie not creditable to tii! intelligence

of Canadian, tmat~ they catneS overcomoA the obstacles that
stanîd in the way, and wve rcspectfully sugg,-est te tic Govern.
ment the propriety of appointing a commission, whose duty
it would ho to confer with, the rcpre.sietaîives of the 'Jifferent
manufacturing, commercial, banking and tran8portation or-
ganizations of the country, with a view te drafting an
insolVency bill1 that would bu satisfactory ta tho4e intrcstï,
and wlîich the G3overnment would be pleased te endorse."

United States Consul-General Johni L. Bittiniger, nt Mont-

real, writes a nîost intcresting official communication te his
Government regarding the dairying industry of Canada, iii

In B3ritish Columbia in 1894 'vork of instruction by
mneans of a travelling dairy 'vas donc on the inainland and on
Vancouver Iriland. In 1895 an expert instructor a-3sisted iii
establishing creanieries and spout several wveeks iii giving
instructions to tiioso who wvishied to learn butter-înaking. In
1896 furtiier work wvith the travelling dairy waï donc.

IlPruiessor Robertson, Conimnissioner of Dairying, lias lîad
sortie packages of butter sont to Japan in tins, and, as the
reports rcgarding them have been favorable, it is proposed to
pack 1, 2 and à pound titis in a similar nianner for the Klon-
dike. Tho butter is wrapped up in wnxed paper and then
placed in lherinctically sealed tins, whichi, it is claimed, will
keep tho butter good in any climate. A number of tins havo
been manufactured in Montrent. and a shipmcnt lias been sent
front Calgary to, the Yukon. Tinned butter lias been a suc-
cms in France and there seems to bo no good reason why it
should not ba su bore. Profosaor Robertson tlîinks a largei
trado nay bo developed with China and Japan, but, as neither
Cliinese nor Japanese includo butter or cheeso in their bill of
farc, it would appear that they need education in that direc-
tion first.

tgTlie bighiest price realized for cîjeese during tho past year
(1898) wvas 91 cents, at i3rockviflc, Septeinbr 28, and tho
lowest 6.1 cents, whicli was taken for chee frora sotti of tlîo
Frenclicountries early in June.

"gButter prices fluctuated widely, but ruled for the season
practically the saie as during lat year, i. e., .$12.50 for a 70-
pound tub.

"During tho fiscal year ended Julie 30, 1897, thle -exports
of Canadian.i-ade checeso arnounted to 164,220,699 poundtt,
valued ut $14,676,239, of whichi 160,942,649 pounds, valued
at $14,64.r»859, wvent te Great ]3ritain.

"«Iil897 thie iport.sof cheese into GreatB3ritain amountcd
to 360,393,824 poutids, of which Canada supplicd 12,253,024
pounds. In tho same year Canada supplied that country wvitlî
170,98G,368 pounds out of a total import o! 291,!;55,936
pou nds."

PACKING FOR EXPORT.
Another thing that is hurting us is the gross carelusnes

o! some o! our expocters in tho 'United States. Whien pre-
paring my anrimal report of trade I visited the store-s bore and
asked if they had any conîplaints or sugstions relating te
Arnerican good,;. One of tho largest iînperters took me into
bis recehving warcroom and showed tue fiye cases of cheese
that had just ijeen recoived, Each case héld six clieese-s and
ail wvete absolutely uselcss-fuil of worms, eaten eut, dccom-
posed and covercd with green mould j only two cases lind beon
opened bLforê 1 camne, su, ut my request, tho other four were
opcned in my presenco;- thoy w;ere worse, if possible. 1 said
tte i ercliant, "lThut is a shiaio." Ho said, IlYes, and it
is a dead loss to me."~ Ho thon told mue tiat the sanie tbing
lîad happencd muny tinies beforo; that hoe liad written to the
shippers asking for a rebate, but noue was given. Titis
nierciant wwi positive tlhat tlîu checs were bad , 'bon put on
board sIiip ut Sun Franciqco, hec:iuse it wouid have beon im-
p.aible for thcmn to get iuto thuat condition in fivo or six
wccks. Sucli goods are supposed te keep good for years. WVo
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then wvent into aniother large rooin, wliere I saw foreigmier
(Gerxmtiîs) unpacking cases of caniiied ffihl-anciovieu. The
emell 1 wit horrible, for eut of forty or fifty f ins 1 saw t.lî tops
oir of at îeast four-fmftlis, and tlîe contents oozing ail over the
boxes. Each titi wvas securely placed and lîad not beoni ro-
inoved (roni thle box. The niercliant aaid : lThîii i8 the way
1 ain treated, and yet, tlîis is part of a EZ5,000 order. Thiese
goodu are front Sait Francisco (shiowing nie tlîo firni'a naine).
I buy there becauso I cati get tho goeds a mnentit quicker than
froin iny country (Gertnmaiay), and, as you know, timie is every-
thmiimgta me. These cliceses wvere boughit wgoto Port Arthîur
(tîxis firin lias the contract. for provisioning tho Russiane o% er
thiere and the Germian.4 nt ICyao.clmau). 1 liad ta telegrapli
tw Sliangliai for clîcese. The ancliovies were for Kyao-clau,
and aIl are a dead bass." 1 'vent into anotiier large imiiporter's
-a Britisli lieuse. Heru Iw'assahownv tabloids in papor boxes9
mnelting %vitl tîme lient anîd. dauip, and the contmnent was:
"Surely Aniericans oughit tw kîow thiat tabloids being sent te

Asia slîeuld be put into glass bouales, as tlîe Engliali send
tlheirs." Here I was told thiat tlie Eastern firius pack tme
best., and thiat saine Citlifornian slîippers are extreinely caro*
less.' A bicycle sent to nie, wlien unpacked, wvas found we be
completely covered wvitlî rust and tlîe front tyre full of cracks.
A box of 'vatclies tvas received in tlîis port; on being opened
in mny presence several of the crystals were found wa be
broken. Thiese wvatches ivere very cheap-from $2 te $6.
ihey were packed iii a thîin cardboard box, and vhmen it is
knewn tîtat watches can be repaired in enby a very fewv places
in China, tîtat a crystal costs 50 wa 60 cents, and ta seîid a
watch te Sîmangliai involves anoblier 50 cents, it is easy to see
tîmat thie original coit meounts up very rapidly beforo tic deaIer
can aven place it on the couniter. Tlîe bicycle referred wa liad
wa be sent te Shanghiai for a new Lyre, cesting $24 Mexican;
the machine ini the first place cost only $140 Mexican. Here
wans ai addition of $24 before it could be used, besides the loss
of its use for five weoks, due entirely te the carelessness of
the rîuippers. It is sucli cases as the abeve (I have only de-
tailed those that I have personally seen in tie past two
maonths) timat hurt our trade. 1 nover liear of sucli complaints
about Englishi goods. In the 'United States the reniiedy is wa
return tho purclmaso; but in China thmat is ont of LIme question
on account of distance and freiglit. I understnnd iliat Ger-
tuait inerchants have a niethod of sottling such cases by
arbitration at their consulates. A merchant in China receiv-
mn-- a consi-nmnent (rom Germn net up we Lîe mark, lays
tho inaLter before time Gerînan consul, wlmo, after an examina-
tien inte thme case, -ives lus decision, wvlich is sent we thme
shipper in Germaîîy and by himn honored. 1 believe tîmat this
would bc a good plan for Anierican mnerchants ta adopt. I
recently saw ant order for 500 wheelbarrows, 1,500 shovels and
1,000 picks; and 1 ama iîîcined te tlîink thmat a market can be
inadeliero for a far greater number. Wheelbarrows usedlbore
are hieavy, clumsy affairs, aIl wood. They canixot be oiled
and tme noise caused by Ltme turning of tlim wheel in tie hub
is unpleasant; besides, wood turning on -wood dees not mako
an easy wvheel.-.United States Consul at Chefoo, China.

He i8 particularly de8irous of obtaining satuplca,
and requests dhit saute mnay bo sent lmnt wlîerever practicable.
The 8amiple mont will, hie beliovoq, lend to amure sati8factory
results timan any other mnet.hod of business which lie could
adopt ; and withi this, 1 agree wvholly. 0f course, thora arc
soute lines iii which saniples are out of the question. For
such, hoe desires plîctographa or other pictorial represemita.
tion. The Edimunds establishmnent wvill be the only bouse
wvorking on this basis iii tho i8land, and, as both Japanese and
Chineso liko te sc style of goods before ordering, I have
gYreat confidence in ita ultinlîLtte success.
