EDITORIAL NOTES.-

A Moscow correspondent writes concerning the expulsion of Jews from
that city that the police have 12,500 Jews on their lists, and of these more
thsn ¢,200 have been expelled. To the Grand Duke Sergius is attributed
the original desire of ridding the city of its Hebrew population, and he is
said to have declared, prior to bis assumption of office, that the Jewish
question must be solved before his arrival in Moscow.

A large steel vessel has recently been built in Norway, among whose
fittings is a patent oil-distributer, by which oil can be thrown on the waves
during severe storms. Within the vessel there is an iron reservoir, from
which 2 pipe extends alongside of the vesscl near the waterline, and as
close 1o the bow as possible. A valve in the pipe, close to the reservoir,
regulites the distribution of the oil. This is probably the first case in
which provision for throwing oil upon the waves has been made from the
first designing and building of a vessel.

A deputation of the Imperial Federation League recently waited npon
the Marquis of Salisbury to request the Government to call a conference of
the British colonies to debate the question of a unification of the empire.
The Premier expressed his sympathy with the views of the delegation,
saying that he considered federation the ultimato future of the great empire,
and that an early maturation of the matter would be an advantage. He
concluded, however, by telling the deputation that he could not suramon
a meeting of colonisl statesmen until some definite schemo had been pre-
pared. This statement has called forth a good deal of criticism, and it is
thought that Lord Salisbury’s sympathies are anythiog but great, and that

1[ he has adopted the above plan of defeating for a timo the object of the

conference. Still as long as the premier is responsible he has to act

6 | cautiously, and it is Joubted whether the home Government is constit-stionally

justified in taking the active steps suggested by the delegation. The only
course for the league to pursue,is to summon a conference on its own
responsibility and devise a more definite policy. Should the promoters of
the schemo fail in this,it will doubtless cripple very much the cause they
have at heart.

A most curious religious order has recently been founded in Africa,
called the Warrior Monks of the Sahara. It is intended that they should
not only be ready to preach the word of God, but, if necessary, be also
prepared to use the more worldly power of warlike arms. They will pre-
pare the ground for tho seeds of_ Christianity by first gaining the sympathy
and goodwill of those among whom they are cast, and thep, after showing
them the advantages of civilization, they will gradually introduce the germs
of their religion, which will more quickly flourish because of the previous
preparation. Thus, although Christianity is the primary object, yet it will
be the last in order in the operation of these novel missionaries, They hold
that this is the proper 20d only way to convert the people among whom
they will be engaged. Cardinal Lavigerie, the founder of the order, has
given the subject long and careful study, and has come to the conclusion
that the present conventional manoer of making Christians in Africa is
utterly wrong. He considers the heroism of our unarmed missionaries has
been of no avail, and that the gospel must be supported if necds be by the
sword. It is truly a new idea to us, and we shall await with interest the
result of the scheme.  The headquazters of the order are at Biskra on the
Algerian borders of the Sahara Desert,

The inbebitants of Windsor, N. S, are evidently not afraid of the cld
traditional and erroncous idea that the planting of trees in close proximity
to a houso is injurious. In that pretty town we find wood:n houses
completely overhung by masses of foliage, while the porches and sides are
often partially covareC with hoacysackle, rose or Virginian creeper. Itis
to this appreciation of arborculture that the place owes nearly all its
beauty. No ont is afraid of trees, and they are placcd where the greatest
effect is produced upon an artistic eye. There are few things more beautiful
than a pretty house peeping shyly from masses of leaves or glancing with
well-bred reserve from among tree-stems and shrubs. There is something
so refined, 8o genicel and reuring, about such 2 place, so different from the
glating show which pleases a mind to which the charms of nature are less
plainly interpreted. In the town in question the houses are scldom built
on the street, but placed a little back, and nearly shut from view by clms,
locusts, chestnuts and other trees, which lend an air of loveliness to the
plainest building. Tt is a pity pcople do not more generally recognize this.
A large house crected just on 2 public way has a flashy appearance, and is
not in such good taste as the same building situated somewhat back and set
off by foliage, which acts as a foil. The former reminds us of a face with-
out eyebrows-—the other fecatures are besutiful in themaelves, Lut the general
effect is unfinished, displeasing. It is argucd that trees, by keeping off the
sun, produce dampness in 8 house—so, for the matter of that, does the roof.
It is said that water drips from them and injures the wocdwork—but water
can only come from trees when rain is falling or the air is saturated with
moisture, therefore the house is damp at sach times anyway, and the trees
need not be blamed. Everyoue thought once that ivy produced dampness
and dscay, but it has bzen scicntifically shown that the very opposite is the
result. The old-fashioned and mistaken aversion to being surrounded by
trees is known to be a popular fallacy, and it is to an adherence to this
belicf that Halifax owes much of its dinginess and want of bzauty. When
our people acknowledge its incorzectness, or are willing to accept a little
fancied inconvenience in order to obtain good results, they will begin to
be worthy to hold a candle to Windsor in the present matter, bat not before.
We have often heard people admire the latter place, but beyond vaguely
saying it was owing 10 the trees, they did not seem to know exactly where
the beauty lay.
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Milan has a curiosity iv a clock, which is made entirely of bread. The
maker is a nalive of India, and he has devoted threo years of his time to
the construction of this curiosity. He was very poor, and, being without
means to purchase the necessary metal, deprived himself regularly of his
daily bread, which he devoted-to the construction of this curiosity, cating
the coust and saving the soft part for doing his work. Ile made use of 2
certain salt to solidify his material, and when the various pieces were dry
they were perfectly hard and ipsoluble in water. ‘The clock is of respecta-
ble size, and goes well. The case, which is also of hardened bread, displays
great talent in design and exccution.

According to a German railway journal, some interesting experiments
have lately been made in Germany as to the wearing qualities of steel rails
of different degrees of hardness. ‘The chemical and physical characteristics
of the rails tested had been accurately determined, and the test for wear
consisted in letling more than twenty-six thousand trains pass over them
during a period of about five years. The rails were then thoroughly
cleaned and weighed, and the difference between the ivitial and final
weights accepted as giving the loss from wear and rusting. The result
showed that the wear was in inverse proportion to the tensile strength of the
metal, so that high tensile strengths would appear to be the best.

In dropping the Cornwallis Street scheme and adopting the water front
extension plan for furnishing additional rail terminal facilities in Halifax,
we thick the Chamber of Commerce acted wisely. An extension of the
Intercolonial along the water front, giving direct rail communication with
the private wharves, would remove all possibility of delays for want of
wharf accommodation, ard the erection of a passenger station to or near
the Ordnance, as suggested, would be an imnrovement that the travelling
public,and especially the residents in suburban towns, would duly appreciate,
The old station could then be turned into a freight depot, and large addi
tional accommodation be thus secured. By all means let us have tho water
front extension without further delay.

McKinley, the author of the obnoxious tariff bill, which bears his name,
and which acts so detrimentally to many of the industries of the Moritime
Provinces, has been nominated by the Republicans of Obio as their candi-
date for Governor. Ohio is a close State, having been carried last election
by the democrats by a very small majority, and McKinley's nomir tion puts
squarely at iseue the question of high or low 1ariff. If thereis a State that
would profit by the Act it is Ohio, where thé wool-growers are a power, and
the Act was framed io their interest, so that the high tariff men bave
selected the most promising field for their purpose. Should they succeed,
the McKialey Act will be boomed as a permanent plank in the Republican
platform. If they fail McKinley will soon drop out of sight, and the tariff
reformors will have things their own way.

Nothing succeeds like success, is a truism that is being continuslly
verified by, we regret to say, more examples of a negative than of a positive
nature. Mons. de Lesseps, whon he so triumphantly completed the Suez
Canal and placed himself on the highest pinnacle of fame to be reached in
his profession, was dined and wined and decorated,applauded and rewarded,
until it is & wonder bis hcad was not turned. Szeking for new ditficulties to
be surmovnted, he originated the Panama Csnal scheme and pronounced it
practicable. Money was lavished on the work until it was feared that
France would become bankrupt if it did not succeed; but the great
engineer, full of years and honors, had undertaken an impossible task. He
failed, and now we have the sad spectacle of this once-honored man being
summoned to Paris, where he is to be plsced on trial on the charge of
¢ misleading " invostors who subscribed money for carrying on the Panama
canal work. In plain words he is accused of common swindling. Mons.
dcchsscps furnishes a striking example of the effects of both success and
failure.

The steady and rapid advance of the age is evidenced by the almost
complete removal of the obstructions, legal and otherwise, that in the past
have hampered women in their efforts to maintaia an independent existence.
Physically, they may be the weaker sex, but morally and iatellectually they
are no way behind the sterner sex, and in fact their moral firmness and
their comparative freeness from the smaller vices that are playing such
havoc with men, t/ill in time place them as a body in advance in tbeir
ability to provide for their material wants. Their intellectual attributes are
of the highest order, and now that the great universities have Leen thrown
open to them and they are nlaced in a position o compete with men for
.the highest educational honors, resulis prove that they have moro than held
their own, a8 in many cases they have carried off the highest prices. That
they have accomplished so much in spite of their physical inferiority to the
male sex is centainly the more to their credit, and no man worthy of the
namc would to dsy think of hampering them in the steady advance they are
makiog, or desire to sec the old reatrictions reimposed. We are led to
make these remarks by the grand showing the sex is makinog in the Donmin-
iop, a8 is proved by the avidity with which they are availing themselves ot
the privilege extended by McGill College. Of the seventy-cight persons
who bave 80 far passed this yesr's entrance examination to the faculty of
arts, just one half, thirty-nine, are women. As it is at McGill so it is at all
other seats of learning where like privileges have been extended, and the
results in all cases have proved the wisdom of what by many was consid-
ered a very objectionable departure.

Rudyard Kiplivg, we gladly note, is not dying of consumption, as was
currently reported, but is i England in the best of health, and busily
coployed in writing another bosk, which will soon appear to the delight of
the thousands of readers to whom Kipliug has become a favorite author.

Of all the legislative bodies of the world the British Patliament scoms to
be the most sensitive to public opinton. The strongest party ties are at once
hroken if weasures are introduced that members on the Government side
cannct conecientiously support, and opponents of the Government are often
found voiing with them entircly repardless of party. Especially is this the
case in measurea of a humane nature ; a late striking example being the
defeat of Lord Salisbury on an amendment to the Factory Bill Act.
Syduney Buxton, liberal, moved an amendment to prohibit chi'dren under
eleven years of age from working in factories. Mathews, Home Secretary,
oppesed, hut the amendment was carried by a vote of 202 to 186, a large
number of the Government sypporters voting for the amendment. Would
such a case be possible in Canada? We fear not.

Common thyme, which wis recommended for whooping cough three or
four years ago by Dr. 8. B. Johuson, is regarded by Dr. Nevins, who writes
a paper on the subject in a Finnish mcdical journal, as almost worthy of the
title of a specific. Daring an epidemic of whooping-cough he had ample
opportunities of observing its effects, and he came to the conclusion that if
it is given early and constantly it invariably cuts short the disease in a fort-
night, the symptoms generally vanishing in two or three days. They are,
he finds, liable to return if the thyme is not regularly taken for at least two
weeks, Reégardiog the dose, he advises thst a larger quantity thsn De.
Johnson prescribsd be taken. He gives from one ouace and a half to six
ounces per diem, combined with a little marsh-mallow syrup. He pever
saw any undesirable ~flzct produ:ed excipt slight diarthoer. It is impor-
tant that the drug should b2 used quite fresh.

A Parisian surgeon has the credit of hiving obtained a remuirkable
result in a casein which he operated upon a child. The patiznt was a girl
eight years of age, who, at the age of eighteen months, had been noticed by
her parents to be deficient in intelligence, Subsequently she became sub-
ject to epileptiform attacl,, and these had only ceased a vear bafore she was
seen by the surgeon, When she came under professicnal observation her
physical development was normal, but her intelligence was that of aninfant.
The child had been sent to school, but she had never been able to learn
the alphabet, neither could she tslk intelligently., The conclusion was
formed that the brain had ceased to develop, owing to the too early coales-
cence of the bones of the skull. The surgeon accordiogly operated,
removing several small picces of bone from the top of the skull, and by
this means relieving the pressure on the brain and allowing it to expand.
The day following the operation the child took notice of every one, asked
for something to eat, and crisd for her parents. Bzfore leaving the hospital
she was able to talk woll and amuse herself. The operatiou wound in the
scalp had soundly healed in eight days.

The Dominion Franchise.Act is ' very stringent measure, so stringent
in fact that there ars few constituencics where the elections could not be set
aside for some of the innumerable petty offences that are sufficient to unseat
and also disqualify. By tacit comsent of both parties the Act is openly
violated in most eleclion contests, and unless the majority is very smali the
successful candidate is seldom petitioned sgainst, although grounds are
oot wanting. \When he is petitioned against, unlesstbe petition is seiaside
for some irregularity, he geoerally surrenders at discretion and resigas his
seat, happy in escaping disqualification. This being the general rule, the
large batch of controverted election cases, some eighty in all, to be dis-
posed of, have a most important beating or the future of the two great
political parties in the Dominion. A number of these cases will doubtless
be ¢ sawed off,’ but at least twenty or more will be tried, and there may be,
as a result, elections in twenty constituencies. Whether the present
aajorily of the Government will bs reduced still remains to be decided, but
as a change of ten yotes would virtuslly defeat them, it will be seea that
those election contests may result in a chinge of administration.

If there is one thing more than another that the Domivion of Cansda
has to be proud of, it is its banking institutions, and of all the Provinces
Nova Scotia stands highest in this regerd. As the gencral public have very
vague ideas regarding the volumo of business transacted by the banks, and
generzlly look upon baok emnplosees as lucky individuals with little work
to do and large pay, the following account of the transactions of one bank,
taken from the Montreal Guselfe, may prove instructive :—** Some figures
given at the Merchants bank mceting 125t weck will help the pablic toappre-
ciate how immense are the sums a banker bandles in the course of a year,
In twclve montbs in the Merchants, customers® cheques to the value of two
hundred millions were cashed at the counter ; over one hundred millions
were loaned to custcrers ; ooe hundred and sixty miliions were received
on deposit, and a hundred millions more were collected apd transmitted
from one point of America and Europe to another. The aggregate of all
this is five hundred and sixty millions, and the profit to the bank on the
wortk it did was uuder 8580,000. The claim that t!us is a small remunera-
tion for the trouble and risk involved in the care of such amounts does not
seem unreasonable.”

Lvery
consideration of good health adds emphosis to t'ie hopo that Mr, Bacho is
not a deluded prophot. ILlectricity will score ita grandest triumph if it
eliminates the perils that lurk in contaminasted wator.

Japan commenced railway building in 1870, and at tho end,of last yesr
had 10,402 miles in operation, with 874 miles moro under construction,
About ooe-half of the mileage is ownod by the Governmont. The rapid
progress made by this enterprising country is in striking ocontrast to the
timid conservatism which Las prevented her great neighbor, China, from
allowing the locomotive upan her soil, with the exception of the building of
a fow miles of local road chiufly for coal transportation. While Japan is
prospering, infused with tho spiril of the nineteenth contury, China is still
centuries behind the reat of the world,

It is of the utmost importance to all concerned that thore shall be no
narrowness on the part of the World's Fair management in desling with the
electrical exhibit, This feature of tho fair wiil be essily the newest, and, in
all probability, the most interesting from a scientific standpoint of all that
vest array of the products of human industry .and inganuity. If properly
oncouraged it will bo so extensive as to embrace overy discovery and overy
applianca known fo «man iu a field that is widening daily and whose resour-
ces have beon developed during rocent yoars in an estonishing degrae.
Compared with previous oxhibits cf this class, that at Chicago will be =
revelation, for progress in electrical scienco bas been mest marked in Amer-
ica, and there can be no doubt that the Amorican exhibit alone will prove to
be a marver.

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PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW,

Doxnior.—The proceedings in Parlisment during the past week have
proved moro amueing than profitable.

The Liberals are most aggressivo and have adopted tho principle of hit-
ting a Tory head as soon as thoy see it, and thoy aro plamly * agin'' any
measure introduced by tho Governmont, be it good or bad.

Aftor tho Budgot sposch, in which tho Minister of Finance had cloarly
outlined the Governmont's policy of placing raw sugars on the free list and
raising tho largo loss of rovonue that would follow by a largaly ivcreasod tax
on intoxicanis and tobacco, further debaio of tho Jameison prohibition
rogolution was shoer wasto of timo.

IHowever, on this resolution and tho submarine tunnel to Prince Edward
Island, a day was lost.

Foster's specch was unique. 1o was thoroughly in favor of prohibition
but was prohibited from prohibiting as the Govornment would bo attacked.
In his caso party was away ahead of principle, at loast prohibition principles,
and this, with ono or two doubiful exceptions, may be samd of nearly all tho
members. Ho rathor clumsily sholved the matter by moving the appoint-
wobt of a Royal Commission to desl with it.

The proposition o subsidize the Winnipeg and udson Bay railroad to
tho extont of $80,000 per year was dobated at Jongth aud finally passed com-
mitteo and a bill has been introduced to give offect to the resolution.

On Friday a resclution authorizing tho salo of the Carleton Branch rail
way to the city of St. Jobn was passed and it was decided to adjourn from
Friday night to Tuesday—Monday being ono of tho innumerable saint dsya
—but to sit on Wednesday, Dominion Day,

A long discussion took place on Sir John Thompson's bill to provide for
the exercise of admiralty jurisdiction in Canada under the Imperial Act of
1890. Sir John said that the Imperial Act required that the court authorized
to.deal with admiralty business must be one havivg unlimited civil jurisdic-
tion all over Canada, hence he proposed to givo the Exchequer Court
authority in such matters. The bill wa3 passed through cormittes.

Aftor recess Mr. Fostor moved the second reading of his tarifl resolutions,
and Six Richard Cartwright presented his amendment. The debate on the
budget was lively and continued up to adjournment.

On Tuesday the House again met, when Mr. Tupper introduced a bill
to amend the Fisheries Act by prohibiting tho use of purse seines,

On motion to go into supply the Government’s Indian policy was warmiy
attacked by the Opposition, and defended by Sir Jobn Thompson, and so
the session drags olong,.

Tho soneation of the woek was the testimony of O. M. Murphy before
the committeo of priviloges and elections, when he ststed that he had paid
direct to Sir Hector Langevin tho sum of $10,000 in casb. We may add
that Sir Hector strictly donies this, and that ho also assorts that he had
nover seen Murpby until he was pointed out to bim on the witness stand.

On Saturday night tho above witness was brutslly assaulted in St
Laurence Hall, Montreal, by 3ichaol Connolly, ono of the partners in the
now notorious firm of Larkin, Connolly & Co.

COMMERCIAL,

Although moro than a weck has elapsed siuce the changes in the tariff
wero made thero has been as yet very little actual change in business to
pote. For some days the collectors of customs and of inland revenue wero
directed by telegraph to pass entries “‘subject to amendment’ and to await mail
advices. The tolegraphic reporta to the nowspapers in many cases so conflicted
as to details that the greatest uncertainty prevailed, Iun duotime the “mail
advices ” came to hand and then the depariment named could instruct the
public. It would appear only right, in the light of this incident, that
changes so vitally sfecting tho business intorests of the country should be
officially advertised in all papers published. However, wo expect to have
the pleasuro very shortly to note a much increased activity in trade gonerally,

The weather throughout the wholo of June was a sorious deterrent to the
effecting of transactions in all lines and, though the rain bas undoubtedly
very groatly benefitted the growing crops, which were previously drooping,
and will increaso tho tncome of our farmers as a body by millions eventually,
still, for the present, it renders business slow. Returning fine weather will
undoubtedly liven up businass in most standard lines.

Locally, thero ie little to say as to finance. Morcantilo discounte are
steady and unchanged at 6 to 8 per cont., according to names and dates.
In London, in the open market, money was oasior, being at 13 per cent.
In Now York it ruled at 2 por cont. No g1 has been ongsged for ship-
meont from New York so far asreported dunog the past weok, and this has
had a steadying effect on the money market and has greatly strengthened
that of New York. A noticeable feature in the sterling oxchango markets
is tho reluctance of Amerizan bankers to cover their drafts with commercial
bille. Owing to advices from abroad they discriminate very sharply in
buying theso bills and, io conscquence, the bulk of their drafts havo to bo
covered by gold shipments. The intornal demand in England for gold to
meet barvest and holiday requiromcnts 18 near at hand.

WeesLy Fixanciat Review or Hexny CLews & Co.—New Youx,
Juxe 27, 1891, *Wall Street is still in an expectaut mood, but the gnod
things boped for feil to put in an appearauce. Thore is little the matter
with the couditions ; tho main trouble appears to be in the lack of buyers ;
and why thoy are not forthcoming is not altogetbor an agrecablo question
for contemplation. It is ordinarily taken for granted that, whon thiogs ore
on all sides conceded to be cheap aud yot nobody wants thom, tho trouble is

to bu sunbuted to the buyers. And in this case it is not at all unressonable
to auppose that thero may bo an unnoticed something that is preventing

people from availing themselves of profits from a prospective improvement
1o the intrinsic value of stocks, When it is considered that, no more thsn
eight months ago, Wall Street was vinited by a oyclono that swept away
aevory vostigo of speculative margins and leRt many operators without the
moans of recovering the whorewith to oporate, it does seem sanguine to
oxpoct that already the places of these disabled operators should have been
rofilled by a new contingent of well equipped buyers. Ordinarily,the bond
markot is regarded as affording a good oriterion of what may be expected in
the sharo market ; and it is sound ressoning, when we flud nobody wanting
unexceplionable mortgages yielding 4 to 5 per cent on their market value,
to conclude that thure is a scarcity of funds seeking investment ; and the
roasons that make money scsrce for investment are likoly to make it still
moro 8o for speculstion. This obstacle to buying is the more important
whon, as in the present case, it applies not only to our own market but also
to tho foroign marketa that deal in our securities, And it is further to be
considered that the market is still struggling against an extrasupply of stock,
which waa in psrt sent hero pending last Fall's break in the foreign markets
and in part contributed by the largo local realizing on both investment and
speculative holdings at about the same time.

Theso factors are not cited as amouunting to s really insurmountable
obstacle to any advance in prices in the comparatively early future, but
rather as largely explaining the psst and present quiet of the market and as
suggesting ressone for moderate expectations for possibly some time to come.
It would be a mistake to infer from them that the promised sbundsnt har.
vost, the comparative ease in money, the telatively strong condition of the
bank reserves,and the probable return of lsrge amounts of gold from Europe
within tho next three months, will have no effect upon the demand for
stocks during the Summer and Fall months. Such contributions to the
national wealth and to the operations of trade as must come from an extra-
ordinary harvest cannot fail to materially augment the funds seeking invest-
mont aud to swell the floating balances that constitute an important part of
the resources that contribute to trausiont spaculation. It is not impossible
that these reinforcemonts may suffico to compensate for the loss of spsculative
nesns above referred to.

Considerablo surprigo is fell at the continued exportsof gold, though thoy
aro on a reduced scale. It is inconceivable that, after the extraordinary
amount of cash liquidations this conntry has lately made, there can be still
outstanding sgainet us an adverse foreign balance, We must therefore
regard the continued shipments as due entirely to special causes. The
priucipal cause appears to be that while there is an abundance of oxchange
being made to meet all necessary renuirements for remittances, yeta con-
siderable portion of the bills are unavailable in consequence of the credit of
the payers having been unfavorably affected by the prevailing financial
distrust in Great Britain and ontho Continent. This causes a scarcity of
negotiable exchange, and the result is that we are romitting gold at a time
when the balance of our account with the rest of the world is in our favor.
While this causes an uneettling drain upon out cssh resources, there is the
satisfaction that it correspondiogly augments the amount of gold to be
returned at a later etage,

Taking the situation as 2 whole, I regard it as favorable to an ullimately
higher raoge of prices ; but at the same time the immsdiste future seems to
warrant nothing beyond moderate purchases on the raide for small profits.”

Specis! London correspondent of Henry Clews & Co. saya: *“I sm
glad to bo able to present a more hopeful view of tho market. Money is
plentiful here and in Paris, Argontine matters are assuming a little more
hopeful sbape. No embarrassments of houses aro gpoken of, save one that
has boon embarrassod for a long time. America wouuld doubtleas have had
a groat boom ere this if it had not been for tho gold shipments, which pre-
vonted several railroad companies from negotiating their bonds, Altogether
the situation is much more favorable, and tho best financial heads see *no
breskors ahead.’”’

Dry Goops.—The dry goods situation shows no improvement over last
week, Tho few orders sent in by travellers are all for future delivery, and
tho absence of gorting orders appears to moan that country rotailers are fairly
well eapplied for present demsnde. ‘The fact seoms to bs that everyone is
holding off at presunt, but if once sssured of a good harvest, and the recent
copivus rains justify us in oxpecting it, the dry goods trade would spring up
at once. The city retail trade is quite good, and men in that branch seom
to be satiefied. Remittances, however, continus unsatisfactory, and the total
volumo of business falls under the averago.

Irox, HARDWARE axp MEeTrars.—This market has baen quiet during
the week, and prices bave not essentially changed. Stocks of all sorts of
iron aro very small, and sollers do not secm at all anxious to deal. The cop-
por market is very strong, cspecislly for the lower grades, owing to the
demaud from Europe. Tho whole output from Arizona bas been contracted
for for oxport for some months ahead. The Anaconda has shut down and
Lake copper is held in Now York at 133c¢. for futaro delivery.
Breapstorrs.—The local flour market is without change, and only a
band-to-mouth business is doing. In Liverpool wheat bas been slow, and
corn quiet. The weather in Xogland has been hot, but humid, forcing
crops. In Southern Russia they have oxperienced tropical heat, which is
said to havo matorially damagoed the growing crops. The French country
markets are easior. In Chicago wheat advanced lc., corn was stronger,and oats
were in domsnd at unaltered prices. In Now York whoat was stronger and
advanced 3c. to gc. At Toledo wheat was active, making an advance of }c.

to 13c.




Provistons,—The local demand for provisions continucs very light, only
the smallest jobbing trade being done. Of course, at this seacon, with fresh
fish plentiful, and at as cheap rates relatively as provisions, very little can
be expected to be done in aalted or cured goods, go that dullneas in this line
is quite natural. The Liverpool provision market was quiot and unchanged
as to quotations, At Chicago provisions show a weskoning tondoncy, but
light hogs wore firm, whilo heavy were steady. The cattlo and sheep
markets were steady, and prices bavo beon unchangad. :

Burrer.—The buttor marl-et is etill moving along quietly in the old
groove, doing only a local trade. Choice country butter in small tubs or in
rolla and prints are worth 17c. to 180, In largotuts 16¢c. to 16¢. Canadian
selected Eastorn TownsLips butter brings about 180., but it must be * gilt-
edged " to do that.

Cuerse —The cheese market has boen iocally rather quiet owing to a
comparatively amall deman and large receipts ot new made. Consequently
old cheesa (1890) is quoted at 4o. to 7c. and now at 94c. to 10c. The msko
this yesr promisos to be & very large one in this province, as the excellent
pricea obtained * across the ditch,” especially in Evgland, bave stimulated
manufacturors lo produco all that it is possible to turn out. We hope that
choess makers will not lose sight of thoe fact that the prices will depend more
upon the quality than on the quantity that they offer to the market. It is
far casier to ruin a bu-inees by placing inferior goods bofore the public or
the strength of former sterling consignments then to retrieve it sfter confi.
dence has once beon shaken,

Eqgcs.—Ia the locsl market eggs are in good demand and are firm at
13c. for strictly fresh in large lots, In Montreal tho demand is very
brisk and the tuue of the matket is strong. ‘This is owing to the fact that
shippers are buying all they can got that are fresh to ship to England,

Fruir.—An increase of business transactod in dried fruit during the past
week is to bo noted. This is because buyers could not bold off much looger
while valuos, on raisins especislly, sre down low, and this has proved an
inducement to purchase moro freoly. These low values ato atiribated mainly
to the large offerings of Californis fruit at the New York market, aud tho feel-
ing of buyers on epot has been sympathetic. Currants are rather scarco hers
and the prices of those in stock are firmly held. A good, active, seasonable
trade is doing in staplo lines of green fruit, Oranges, lomons, bananas and
pine-apples are moving well, at steady prices. Native strawborries bave
made their appoarance upon tho market fully two weeks later than last year
but prices are hold too high to be popular.

Teas.~Since the budget was broughidown there has been an increased

demand for tess, and buyers ara anxiously enquiring for now crop, takingall | T

that is offered. The tone of the Euglish market is ensior and prices seem to
bave a downward tendency.’

Correg.—Though business has not assumed a regular course, still we
note more of a disposition in that direction, which has induced a littlo more
stir in coffee. Ooce tho movement commonces it is felt that it will be brisk,
88 supplies in third bandsare pretty well run down.

Sugar.—For some timo back the uncertainty about the sugar duties has
been retarding busincss in groceries, as it is a leading line, inducing business
in other lines, but, now that this is removed, a brisk trade is expected,
especially as the roductior. is tempting and actual nccessities alone will com-
pel conviderable business, for stocks throughout the country in third haunds
aro slmost nil. The refineries bave reduced their figures about two cents
and the salesmen in them are kept busy from an early bour filling the ordors
that have beon ctowded in, The custome authorities aro still in charge of
the refinerien, but are.relessing refined sugars as they sro inspected. It is
ssid that tho refiners havo a large stock of refined sugar in bonded waro.
housoes which, under tho new regulatione, will not bave to par duty. We
note that, a few days ago, a city grocer offered 20 1bs. of granulated sugar
for 81 and that another promptly ¢ went him one botter™ by sdvertising
that he wourld give 21 1lbs. for that « alwighty ” piece of money.

Morasses.—Tho molasaes market .as been quiet, the distributing de-
mand being small. A cable from the 1slands quoted 20c. as tbe first cost
with a sma]l supply oftering, supplies beiog nesrly exhausted. Tho new
tariff regulations will have no effect here, as thoro is no stock under 40 test
now here and Jittle if any is imported. A cargo which arrived at Montreal
from Barbados last week was gold to a local firm at about 40c, per gallon.

Fren.—There is little new to note regording the wholesale fish trade in
thia market. It remains duli and lifelese, and practically no transactions

transpire. DBait continues to be very scarce, though mackerel are used, per- | N

force, to a certain extent. Deep ses fish such as cod, halibut, haddock, otc.,
do pot relish them, and catches so far have been small. Mackorel have
swarmed all alongour Western shores, and thousands of barrels bave already
been taken, and tho catch so far is much larger than that for the past three
or four years at this season.

Taxaier,—The Lssox Mine, now tho proporty of Frederick Houdlett of
Boston, hms beon sdized undor a writ of attachmoni at the instunce of ox-
Alderman Johns.

It is yoported that a largo vein of silver has heen discoverod at Carroll’s
Corner, Gay's River, Halifax County, and a lease covering tho samo has
been taken out by Councillor R. E. Poole, of Guysboro Road.

Miners, Quarrvmen and others izterested should noto that at the coming
Provincial Exhibition thero is to be a mizoral exhibit and everyone should
send in samples and try and make it a success.

At the close of the «xhibition it is proposed {o donate tho specimons
of rock and mineral, suitable to the purposo and of little intrinsic value, to
Mr. Powor, of the Public Gsrdens, to bo made into a rockery, s arranged
that each samplo will bo legibly labeled with the sendor's namo, etc., thus
forming a most unique advertisement.

Wo join with the Miner, s British Columbia journal, in urging that
tho duly on pig lead should be raised to 830 a ton; on lead bars, blocks
and sheots, §50, and a uniform duty of 30 per cent. on all lead products.
Tho United States now impose a duty of 350 per ton on lead ore importoed,
and this prevents tho shipment of Canadian ore there and the pricoe in
England is too low to make it profitable to ship in that direciion.

Thousands of tons of lead are annually used in Canada which is all it
ported from England or the United States, whils in Nova Scotia alene o
have unworked lead mines capable of supplyingthe entire demand of tho
Dowipion and giving employment to thousands of workers. But our
present low tariff of 5.00 per ton does not furnish incentive enough or
givo suificient gecurity to warrant capitalists in putting up the large amount
of money required to properly dovelop the mines and erect smelting plants.

With a similar duty tothat imposed by the United States, the capital
to develop and work these mines would at onco be forthcoming and the
$500,000 and over yearly now paid on imported lead and its products
would be retained in the country.

GoLp i¥ Dorcaesrer.—Tho Comeau ballast pit which was leased last
wi.ter for glass manufacturing purposes has turned out to be & very rich
gold mine. The lease owners will bo here in about a week to begin
operations in finding the lead, which, if a good ono, the mino will bo
worked. A largo force of men will be put on at once and all aro jubilant
that Dorchester has a gold mine.—Transcript,

The Londonderry Iron Company, Limited, at present have 630 men
employed about their mines, blast furnaces, rolling mills, water pipe
foundry, clc., the aggregato amount of wages of which amount to nearly
2300,000. The now ore kilns with capacity of ono hundred tona daily and
#as producers for samo, have hcon erected recently and are mow in
operation, treating the valuable carbonate ores found in great sbundanco
on the Company's property. A now blast furnace of increased capacity has
also been put in operation within the past few wecks and is doing good
work. Tho annua) production of pig iron is from 25 to 30 thousand tons;
annual production of bar iron 8,000 tons ; cast iron water pipos 4,000 ; the
manufacture of which requires one thousand tons of cosl, 65,000 tons of
ore and 15,000 tons of limestone.

The row botween the United States and Canada over Huuntor's Island,
lying dircctly north of Lake county, Minn., is exciting a great deal of
attention owing to tho millions of tons of iron oro which tho island cou-
tains. Among tha claimants are mapy St. Paul, Mioncapolis, and Duluth
capitalists, who will at once homestead tne island and raiso an issue
botween the United States and Great Briiain as to the boundary line bo-
tween Canada and Minneeota. Heretofore it has been claimed by Cansdannd
that tho cntire island belonged to the Uritish possessions, and all American
maps havo shown it to bo on tho Canadian sido of the line.

Prof. N. H1. Winchell, Stato Goologist, says: Neithor the United States
por Canada has ever surveyed the castern portion of Huater’s Islind. We
havo beon wrong in placing tho boundary side of the castern portion of the
island, for the treaty plaicly says that it cannot run through Cypress Lake,
which is on tho north sido. I cannot seo how it could run anywhero clso,
according to tho terms of tho "Wobstor-Ashburion treaty. The men who
havo taken up claims on tho castera poriion of Hunter's Ieland soem to
have a good casc, as apparcatly the land they aro on belongs to the United
States and not to tho English Governmont.—American Exchange.

ASBESTOS MINING IN QUEREC,
By K. W, Ellx,
. ( Concluded.)

In *iza they rango from moro throads up to a thickness of five or six
inches, though tho most of the workable veins in tho principil minos do not,
or but rately, exceed two and o half inches in width or leugth of fibre, aud
such veins, whera the usbustos is of good quality and unbroken by partings
of iton, are regarded as extra No. 1 material. ‘Thore are, however, gonerally
moro small veins of ono inch or less than of the larger siz). Serpontines
associnted with talc or with soapstone, where tho lattor i3 in quintity, rerely
appear Lo carry veins of acbestos lo any extent, and such steatitic rock is not
usually considered good wining ground. The Broughton mine miy possibly
be cited as an oxception to this principal, since at this placo a vein of large
siz2, of very fine fibre was fovnd lying betwoen serpentino and soapstone
walls  As tho eoapstoae becamo moro abundant, howevor, tho size of the
voin rapidly becaua less and finaliy split up into small strings and becamo
uselegs, and it is a fact worthy of noto that at tho great and profitable mines
in Thetford and at Black Like soapstono is absent from the rock mass,

Sinco tho asbestos veins occur throughout tho mass of rcck, and come
dircetly to tho surfaco whero exposed, as in the hill at Thotford mines and
tho groat escarpument to tho southeast of Black Lske station, the mining of
the minoral is simply opon-quarry work, the entire rock being removed,
broken up, and the veins of the asbestos separated by hand cobbing, in €o
far 2s tho sizo of the veing will warrant the expendituro of labor for this
purpose. The bulk of the barren serpontice necessiry to be romoved in
order to obtain a ton of fibro is conroquently very groat, and whilo no exact
data ere to hand by which tho relative proportion of asbestos and serpentino
can bo detorwiced, it has been ostimated to rsuge in tho ratio of 25 to 1 in
very prolific ground, to 50 to 1 in ordinary mining. Of course, in such a
great quantity of wasto rock, under tho present system of woiking, miny
smll veius or portions of veins are nat removed, owing to the oxponso and
difficulty attending such operations by hand labor only, aud the great heaps
of wacto materisl have accumulated till they now occupy lsrge aress of
valusble groand.

Tho bietory of asbestos mining presonts some points of ivterest in view
of the rapid growth cf the industry. Comparatively little importance was
attached to tho mineral, from the economic standpoint, in tho carly days of
the Canadian Geological Survey’s operations, and this, combined with the
fuct tha, although asbestos had beon known before 1830 jr the serpontines
of thu osstern townships, tho quantity seon at tho places where discovered
was very limited, led to tho result that but little heed was paid to its
occurronce. In 1877, owing to the burning off of theforest in Thetford and
Coleraino townships, the hills of serpentine beeamo leid bare, and tho
wasthering speedily produced the peculisr felting of the asbestos fibro on the
sutfsce wherever veins occurrod. T'his was observed by a Freach Canadian
named Fectoan, it is siated, and the importancs ¢f tho new material was
£0on ascertained, which resuled in tho estabiishment of wining operatjous
on a small fcalo in the summer of tho saae year, by the Johnson's Asbostos
Mining Company, although the cradit of the first atiompt at working should
probably be given to the Ward Brothers. Tho areas ia the immediate
vicinily wero speodily secured and now miaes located, since which time the
growth of the industry has baen constant and rapid, tha outpul iuncreasing
from 50 tons only iu 1378 to probably not far frow $,000 tousin 1890, while
the pricea have alsoadvanced within the last yoar or two at a liko wondeiful
rate, till now No. 1 Quebee asbostos commands probably as good a price in
tho matket as the best Itslian, while No. 3 orings acarly as much as was
obtained for No. 1 six years ago. s

Accordivg to the Oatario Commission’s report, actinolite mining in that
province was commenced in 1851, sinca which time about 3,000 tons have
been extracted. ‘T'his malerial, howover, does not command the price of
tho Thetford mineral, selling at about the samo figuro as tho wasto or No. 4
from that locality, it being used almost eatiroly fur asbestos reofing, for
which purposo it is mixed with tar, as already stated, and then applied in s
costing of about half an inch in thickaess. The waste from tko wines of
the eastern townshipe, and formerly tho output graded No. 3, was at one
timo quito exiensively used for thio sawne purposo

The asbestcs of Terploton was probably fizst mined in 1883, but tho
industzy has neser praved very remunerative, o®ing to tho limited nature of
the deposit and the smalluess of tho veins, so that for somo years mining was
eutirely abandoned. Duriag the last season, however, operations have beon
staried anew, and somo very excellont fibre taken out, it i3 chiwed, at a
piofit.  The conditions under which thay asbestos cecars in this district aro
distinct from thesy which are found bath at Kalidir in Oatario and in the
s~1pentino areas of the casterv towaships, tho serpentine in which tho
asbesios veine cccur being intimately assoctatzd with crysta lino limo.
stone, and in mauy places the la tar is higbly serpootinouas. The fibro
cf the asbeatos is diningnished from that of Theiford in baviog a marked
pearly and wavy luster, in haing generally lighter colored, aud by an eatire
ateenco of impurities in the form of iron grains. Sufficient study of thesa
peculicr rocks has not yet been made to pronounce definitoly upon their
prolable importauco, but when tho deposits are mado woro acceasiblo
coneiderable miniog will undoubtedly bs doue, as these appear to bo quite
extensive. .

Just a brief description of ono or two of these noveltios: Tho
dosign of the * Goorgo Washington spoon ™ consists of a finely modeled
bust of the Father of his country, which is a faithful copy of the Houdin
Mask. The bowl is etched with a fino representation of Mount Vernon in
low rolief, leaving space to otch the name of any desired locality. The
“ Br.oklyn Historical spoon” is a very clsverly designed specimen. Theaim
has been to select familiar objects, the old in contrast to the new. On one
side of the handle is a representation of Fulton Ferry of 1746, while the
other side has tho Brooklyn Bridge as opened to the public in 1883. ia
producing a souvenir spoon to represent all Americs, the first American—the
red wan—is appropriately chosen as a mudel. The handle is of an original
outline ; on the uppet portion of the cbverse side is a fine rolief madel of
the bust of a chirscteristic Indian ; below is a representation of Indian corn.
Oa the reverse side of tho handle is a group composed of a tomabawk, bow
and quiver, above which are two pipes of pesce. We might go on, but the
number of difforent styles of these fashionable articles is almost endless.
Some of out city jewsllers are showing very dainty little spoous as souvenirs
of Halifax, which makoe.a unique and acceptable gift for our {riends who
visit us this summer to carry away as a memeonto of pleasant dsys spent in
our midst. )
