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NOTICES OF MOTION.

1. Mr, Harman, on behalf of the committee, gave notice, that ho or some
other member of the committee will move the adoption of the Report of the
Committee on the Incorporation of the Synod, and that the Draft Act to provide
for the same, presented with the report, be entrusted to certain members of the
“logislature, with n request that they will use their efforts to bave the snme carried
through the Legislature.

2. Tho Rev. Dr. Read will, at the uprronching Synod, move the adoption of
a by-law to limit the nmount of episcopni income in the Diocese of Toronto ; and
also to make such provision as will fucilitate the division of the diocese into two
or more Dioveses, whenever it may be desirable so to do, and such division shall
be sanctioned by the Synod, or such other authority as may then be competent to
deal with tht subject.

3. Mr. C. J. Campbell gives notice that he will move the following resolution :
That the 5th canon of the election of a bishop be amended, by the introduction
of the following, after the word ¢ parishes,’ in the 4th line:—But if the result of
such ballot shall shew o majority of votes in favour of placing the nomination of
tyc bishop in the hands of the archbishops and bishops of the United Chureh of
England and Treland, or any one or more of them, then, on such nomination
taking place, it shall be final, and the person so nominated shall be considered
duly clected.

4. Dr. Beaven gives notice, that he will move that on a vacancy'in the See, the
Archdencon of Toronto, or in his absence the senior Rural Dean, shall, within
one week from the occurrence of such vacancy, communicate that event to the
Metropolitan, requesting him, with the coneurrence of the other bishops of the
province, to nominalte, for the acceptance or rejection of the Clergy and Laity of
the Diocese, a fit person to fill the vacant see.

That, s0 soon as the bishops of the Province shall think fit, the Metropolitan
shall call & meeting of the Synod of the Diocese, at which he shall preside, and
proceed to such eiection: provided that provision shall have been made for the
sustentation of such bishep, and accepted by the Governor-General of the Pro.
vinces of British North America, within which the Diocese of Toronto is situated.

That if the first nomination should not be accepted, it shall be competent to
the Metropolitan, with the consent of the Bishops, to proceed to a second or third
nomination ; and, if ncither of these be accepted, then it shall be left to the
Synod to propose three persons, from whom the Bishops shall select; o: to offer
oue person for the acceptance of the Bishops ; or to request the Bishopsto make u
selection from the Clergy of Great Britain and freland.

5. Mr. Gamble gives notice, that to any resolution that may be proposed to
alter or amend the by-law title 3, relating to the election of bishop, he will move
the following amendment : That the first section of that title be expunged, and
the following substituted in its place—1. In the election of & bishop to a vacant
see, or to o new sce, the Clergy and Laity shall vote separately by ballot; the
Clergy by individuals, and the Laity by parishes: the two persons having the

reatest number of votes in each order shall be the appointed candidates, provided
5:9.1. two-thirds of the clergy appointed to vote be present, and two-thirds of all
the parties entitled to vote be represented, otherwise two-thirds of the votes of
each order shall be necessary to determine the choice.

‘The choice of two candidates having been thus determined, each of their names
shall be written upon o blavk card (such cards being similar or near as may be,)
by the lay secretary, and dropped by him into a bag, to be provided for the pur-

0se,
i Prayer shall then be made to Almighty God, after the mauner set forth in the
first chapter of the Acts of the Apostles, the 24th and 25th verses; after which
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the Clerical Secretary shall present the bag to the Bishop, Archdeacon, or Rural
Dean presiding, who thereupon shall draw ono of the cards before mentioned from
the bag, read out the name of the candidate written thercupon, and declare bim
the bishop elect: the secrotarics verifying tho same by examining the undrawn
eard, and laying it upon the table.

6. The Rev. Mr. McCollum will move, seconded by Rev, Mr. Cartwright,—

That a committee be appointed to consider the advisability of forthwith estab.
fishing a Diocesan School, for the education of the daughters of the Clergy.

7. Notice of motion by Rev, C. BE. Thompson.—That this Synod desires to
reiternte its often expressed condemuation of the Common School system of this
Province, in its religious aspect, and to declare its conviction that neither picty
nor morality can bo advantageously cultivated amongst the youth of our country
until distinctive religious teaching 13 made part of public clementary education.

8. ByJ. George Hodgins: That in order still more to perfect the details of the
Amended Church Temporalities Bill, Inid before the synod at its present meeting
by the committee appoiated to aid m revising it, a Committeo of four members
(two clericnl and two lay,) be appointed, to meet corresponding Committees from
the respective dioceses of Huron and Ontario, to confer upon the Church Tempo-
ralities’ Act, as amended ; and that this Committee bo invested with full power on
behalf of this Synod, to consent, to the bill as finally revised and agreed upon by
the joint committee,

9. By J. George Hodgins: That with n view lo promote the enrly passage by
the legislature of the Amended Church Temporalities’ Bill, the Executive Com-
mittee be authorized and requested to propose and present, at the proper time, a
memorial to Parliament, setting forth the necessity and desirableness of having
the proposed amendmenis to the Church Temporalities’ Act embodiedin a new
statute, as proposed by the joint committee from the three dioceses of Huron,
Ontario, and Toronto.

10. By J. George Hodgins : That the Report of the Vestry Manual Committee
be adopted ; and that ». Committee be appointed to carry it into effect.

11. By J. George Hodgins: That the following proposed canons relating to
the election and voting of Lay Delegates (as concurred in by the Vestry Manual
Committee,) be adopted,—

(1.) Inany parish or cure where there are two congregations having churches,
that one having the largest number of registered voters shall elect two lay dele-
gates to the synod, and the other one; and where there are more than'three,
those having the smallest number of registered votes shall unite, for the election
of one delegate, with the congregation of the church nearest to them; and in
all cases the church to which the minister is specially licensed or appointed
shall have the right to clect at least one delegate. .

(2) When only two lay delegates from a parish or cure arc present at the
meeting of the synod, the vote of the parish or cure shall devolve upon the senior
delegate, being the one first elected, as declared in the certificate of the chairmau
of the Easter meeting ; and when only one delegate is present, his vote shall be
regarded as the vote of the parish or cure.

(3.) The form of certificate authorized to be given to each delegate by the
chairman of the Easter meeting shall be altered, in accordance with the foregoing
canon, 50 as to read as follows:

This is to certify, that at & meeting held on the day of
of this year, for the purpose of electing Lay Delegates to the Diocesan Synod for
this parish [or cure], A. B., being a communicant of at least one year's standing,
of the full age of twenty-one years, and who has communicated at least threc
times during the previous year, was duly elected first [second, or third,] delegate
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1o tho synod of tho dioceso by tho Iaymen who have o right to vote at such
alection by virtue of their being members of the United Church of England and
Jroland, within this parish [mission, or cure].

12. By J. Gaeorge Hodgins : That hereafter the Minutes of Proceedings of this
Diocesan Synod be uniformly priated, by tender, in the same style as those of tho
provincial and the other diocesnn synods in Canada; and that a table of contents
and index bo inserted with cach year's proceedings.

13. By J. George Hodgins: That o Committee, consisting of the archdeacon
and rural deans be appointed to confer on the desirableness of suggesting to the
bishop the expediency of providing for the * division of the Morning Service, by
the use of the Morning Prayer, Litany, or Communion Service, separately,”
as authorized in the declaration of the bishops of British North America, at their
Quebee conference in 1851 ; so that it shall not be obligutory upon the officiating
minister (especially on Communion Sundays) to use more than two out of the
threo forms named at the morning service, except at his discretion.

14, ByJ. George Hodgins: As it is desirable that a central place for the as-
sembling of Synod and the meetings of the Church Society be provided in a con-
venient part of the city, with suitable rooms for committces, and for the
offices of the Synod and Church Society, and book and tract depot, be 1t resolved,
that steps be taken, with the concurrence of the Church Society, tor commcncmg
the establishment of & fund for the purposes mentioned, in the following munner:

1st. The setting apart of an offertory collection, to be taken up once in the year,
by.direction of the bishop, in all the parishes and missions of the diocese, in aid
of a fund to ba called the “Synod and Church Society House Fund.”

2nd. The yearly appropriation by the synod to this fund (after paying expenses,)
of all balancesin the hands of its treasurer, which may have been received assynod
assessment.from’ cach parish or mission in the diocese.

3rd. The yearly application to the fund by the Church Society, of a sum at least
equal to the . ynod appropriation,

4th. The application of any further sums specially granted to the fund, either by
the Synod or Church Society, or of any donations, subscriptions, or other moneys
received in aid of the fund.

5th. The moneys so received to be invested, from time to time, in debentures, or
other securities, under the direction of » Jomt comuittee. of the Syuod and Church
Society, vatil a sufficient sum be accumulated to purchase a site and procure the
erection thereon of a suitable building for the Synod and Church Society House.

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PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE CHURCH
TEMPORALITIES’ ACT.

The Synods of the Dioceses of Toronto, Huron and Ontario, baving appointed
committecs to consider what nmendments, were desirable to bo made in the
Church Temporalitics' Act, theso committces met at Toronto, on tho 25th snd
26th of April. Tho members of the respoctive committees present were—Ven,
Archdeacon Patton, of the Diocese of Ontario, in the chair; Rov. J. W. Morsh,
M. A., and Snmucl 1 rice, Esq., (Clerical and Lay Sceretaries of the Huron Synod)
Rev. Dr. Sandys, Rev, John Gunne, A.B., of the Dioceso of Huron ; and Rev. Dr.
Beaven, Rev. Dr. Read, Rev. . C. Cooper, M.A., (Secretary of tho Joint Com-
mittee) and J. George Hodgins, LL.B., of the Diocese of Toronto. After careful
consideration, the Joint Commitico unanimously agreed to propose to their
respectivo Synods that the Temporalities’ Act should be smended as below.,

No provision, it will be seen, has been made in this amended draft of bill for
the creation of Seleet Vestries, as in England and the United States, or for the
formation of Provisional Vestries (by the subscribers to the building fund) of new
churches (i.¢. those in course of crection). It is however, wo believe, intended
to move for the appointment, nt the appronching meetings of Synod, of o com-
mittee, consisting of two clergymen and two laymen from each Synod, to form a
joint committee, and to be invested with full power toagree finally upona revision of
the amended bill, so that when submitted to the Legislature for its adoption, the
bill will be in as complete a state as possible. Under these circumstances, it is
hoped that the subject referred to, as well as any others omitted in the bill, will
receive attention.  Any proposed amendments to the bill might be laid before
the respective Synods, and by them be referred to the joint committee for its
consideration. One important alteration, it will be observed, hag been made in
the bill, which takes away the power of churchwardens to sell pews in
churches hereafter. It might be well absolutely to forbid such sales, saving, of
course, the rights of private pu.ties, who have already bought pews to dispose of
themagain, with a view to their uitimate re-purchase by the churchwardens,

PROPOSED DRAFT OF AMENDED BILL.
LPreamble.

Whereas it is desired, on behalf of the United Church of England and Ireland,
in Upper Canada, as at present constituted, thpt further provision should be made
by law for the internal management, by the members of the said Church, of the
temporalities thereof, and also for allowing the endowment thereof by individ-
uals or otherwise, s already provided in the Church Temporalities' Act, passed
in the 4thand 5th years of the reign of her Majesty, and it is just and expedient that
such further provision should be made, be it therefore enacted, by.the Queen’s
Most Excellent Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative
Council and Assembly of Canads, as follows : —
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Church Temporalities' Act amended.
1. The various sections and clauses of the said recited Church Temporalities’
Act shall be amended, 80 as to read as follows :—

Title to Site of Church and Burial-grounds— Proviso.

2. From and after the passing of this Act, the soil and freehold of all churches
of the communion of the said United Church of England and Ireland, now erected
or hereafter to be erccted in Upper Canada, and of the church-yards and burying-
grounds attached or belonging thereto respectively, shall be in the parson or other
incumbent thercof, for the time being, but the possession thercof shall be in
the incumbent for the time being and the churchwardens to be appointed a8
hereinafter mentioned, by whatever title the same may now be held, whether
vesled in trustees for the use of the church, or whether the legal estate remaing
inthe crown, by reason of no patent having been issued, though set apart for the
purpose of such church, church-yard or burying-ground: provided always, that
nothing herein contained shall extend to affect the rights of any other church or
body of Christians, to any landed property, or church now erected, but that the
same shall remain as if this Act had not been passed.

Who shall be Members of Vestry.

3. All pew-holders in such churches, heing members of the United Church of
England and Ireland, and holding the said pews by virtue of an original purchase
of them effected before the passing of this Act, or by lease, and all persons
holding sittings therein by the same being let to them by the churchwardens, and
who shall have certificates of the same, shall form a vestry, for the purposes in this
Act mentioned and declared; provided always, thatno person shall be allowed to
vote at auy vestry meeting who shall not have held a pew or sitting in the church
thereof for six months previous to such meeting, or who shall not have paid all
arrears of rent or dues on his pew or sitting.

Annual Election of Churchwardens.

4. A meeting of each vestry shall be holden on Monday or Tuesday in Easter
week, in each and every year, afier due notice thereof, given at any time during
Divine Service on Easter Sunday, for the purpose of appointing churchwardens
for the ensuing year, and for the transaction of other business; and at such
meeting one churchwarden shall be nominated by the incumbent of the rectory,
parish, or mission to which the said church belongs, and the other shall be elected
by a majority of those present, and entitled to vote at such vestry meeting, as
aforessid. In case of the incumbent declining or neglecting, at such vestry
meeting, to nominate a churchwarden, then both of the churchwardens for the
current year shall be elected by the members of the vestry present; and in case
the members of such vestry shall neglect at such vestry meeting to elect a
churchwarden, then both such churchwardens for the current year shall be
nominated by the incumbent.

Qualification of Churchwardens.

5. No person shall be cligible to the office of churchwarden except a member
of the United Church of Knglaud and Ireland, of the full age of twenty-one years,
being also & member of such vestry, and who shall have been a communicant
during the preceding year.
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Filling up Vacancies in the Qffics of Churchwarden.

6. If from any causs a vestry meeting shall not have been held on Monday or
Tuesdayin Easter week, the nomination and election of churchwardens as aforesaid
may take place atany subsequent vestry meeting, to be ealled in manner hereinafter
provided ; and in case of the death, resigoation in writing to theincumbent, declining
toaccept office, or change of residence to seven or more miles from the
church of which he was chosen churchwarden, of either of the said church-
wardens, & vestry meeting shall be thereupon called, for the nomination by
the incumbent, or for the election by the said vestry, as the case mey be, of o
new churchwarden, in place of tho oue deceased, or who may bave resigned, or
declined to act, or removed, as aforesaid.

Churchwardens’ Period of Office.

7. The Churchwardens shall hold their office for one year from the time of
their appointment, and until the nomination or election of their successors, except
in case of & nomination or election to fill up the vacancy occasioned by death,
resignation, declining to act, or removal as aforesaid, and in such case the person
5o nominated or elected shall hold the said office until the next annual vestry
meceting, and until the appointment of his successor.

Churchwardens to be a Corporation.

8. The Churchwardens, appointed as aforesaid, shall, during their term of
office, be & corporation to represent the interests of such church, and of the mem-
bers thereof, and shall and may sue and be sued, answer and be answered uato, in
all manner of suits and actions whatsoever, and may prosccute indictments, pre-
sentments and other criminal proceedings, for and in respect of such churches
and charch-yards, and all matters and thingsapperiaining thereto, and shall, in
conjunction with the rector or incumbent, make and execute lenses to pew-
holders at their charge, when by them requested ; and such churchwardens shall
grant certificates to those who shall have rented pews or sittings.

Vestries and Churchwardens of Iree Churches.

9. The vestries of all churches, in which the pews and sittings are free, shall
be formed according to the canons, rules or regulations of the Synods of the
respective dioceses in which such churches may be situated; and the church-
wardens of such churches, appointed according to such canons, rules or
regulations, shall be a corporation as aforesaid, and shall be invested with all the
powers and be subject to all the obligations now conferred and imposed upon
churchwardens by this Act.

Churchwardens to Lease and Rent Pews ard Sittings.

10. It shall be theduty of the churchwardensfrom time to time to lease and
rent pews and sittings, upon such terms as may be scttledl and appointed at
vestry meetings, to be holden for that purpose, as hereinafter provided; and
such pews and sittings shall be subject to such annual rent or other dues as may
from time to time be rated and assessed in respect thercof at such vestry meetings.

Former sale of Pews confirmed.

11. In case of the absolute purchase of a pew in any church, as aforesaid,

before the passing of this Act, the same shall be construed as a freehold of

nheritance, notsubject to forfeiture by change of residence, or by discontinuing to
frequent the same, and the sume may be bargained, sold and assigned to any pur
chaser thereol, being a member of the United Church of England and Ireland;
and such purchaser, provided thesamo shall have been duly assigned and con-
veyed to him, shall hold the same with the same rights, and subjeet to the same
duties and charges, s the original purchaser thereof.

Pewholders secured in quiet possession.

12. Any pewholder, whether by virtwe of an original purchase completed
before the passing of this Act, or by lease, and any person renting a pew or sitting,
shall, during their rightful possession of such pew or sitting, have a right of action
agaiust any person injuring the same, or disturbing him or his family in the
possession thereof.

Churchwardens shall account to Vestry— Auditors Appointed.

13. All churchwardens, nppointed as aforesaid, shall yearly and every year,
at the annual vestry meeting, render in writing a just, true and perfect account,
(fuirly entered in o book or books, to be kept for that purpose, signed by the said
churchwardens, which book or books, shall be the property of the vestry,)
of all sums of money by them received, and of all sums rated or
assessed by the vestry and remaining unpaid, or otherwise due and
not received, and also of all goods, chattels, and other property of such
church or parish in their possession as such churchwardens, and of all moneys
paid by such churchwardens so accounting, and of all other things concerning
their said office ; and said account, and book or books, shall be referred to two
or more auditors, to be appointed at the annual vestry meeting ; which auditors
shall present their report at an adjourned meeting of the vestry, to be held
fourteen days after the annual meeting. In case of the appointment of & new
churchwarden or churchwardens, the churchwardens then retiring from office,
shall pay and deliver over unto such succeeding churchwardens all sums of
money, goods, chattels, and other things, which shall be in their possession ; and
the said book or books shall be carefully preserved by such churchwardens, and
they shall and are hereby required to permit any member of such vestry, as
aforesnid, to inspect the same at all reasonable times, puying twenty cents for
such ingpection. In case any retiring churchwarden or churchwardens shall make
default in rendering to the Kaster Vestry meeting a correct account as
aforesaid, orin delivering over such money, goods or other thingsas aforesaid,
it shall be in the power of the succeeding churchwardens, or any member of such
vestry, to proceed summarily against him or them before a justice of the peace,
who is hereby authorized and required, on proof of such default, to impose a fine
or penalty of not less than fen dollars nor more than forty dollars each on such
churchwarden or churchwardens, which fine or penalty, with costs, shall be levied
by distress and sale of the goods and chattels of the retiring churchwarden or
churchwardens making such default.

Special Vestry Meetings may be called.

14. It shall be in the power of the Incumbent of any such rectory, parish, or
mission as aforesaid, or uf the churchwardens thereof, to call a vestry meeting
whenever he or they shall think proper so to do; and it shall be bis or their duty
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50 to do, upon application being made for thut purpose in writing by at least six
ofthe members of such ~estry as aforesaid; and in case, upon such written
application being made as aforesaid, such incumbent and churchwardens shall
refuse or neglect to call such meeting, then one week after such demand made, it
shall be in the power of any six ofsuch members of the vestry to call the same by
notice to be affixed on the outer church door or (church doors where more than
one), at least one week previous to such intended meeting.
Chairman and Secretary of Vestry Meeting.

15. At all vestry meetings the rector or incumbent of the chureh shall preside
as chairman when present, and in his absence the curate or assistant minister, or
in the sbsence of both the incumbent and the curate or assistant minister,
such person as the majority present at such meeting shall name; and the vestry
clerk, when there is one, and present, or in case there be no vestry clerk or he
be*absent, then such person as the chairman shall name, shall be secretary of
such vestry meeting, and the proceedings of such vestry meeting shall be entered
in & book to be kept for that purpose, and preserved in the custody of the church-
wardens,

Vestry to Regulate Rent-charge and Pew-rents.

16. The rent-charge to be paid upon pews holden in frechold, which shall bave
been acquired before the passing of this Act, and the rent to be paid for pews and
sittings in pews leased or rented, shall be regulated from time to time by the
majority of members present at any lawful vestry meeting as aforesaid, and no
alteration shall be made therein except at the usual annual Easter vestry meeting,
(of which intended alteration notice shall have been publicly given, when calling
such vestry meeting); or such alteration may be made at a special vestry meeting
called for such purpose, and so expressed in the notice calling the same; and
further, the charges to be made for leases, shall in like manner be regulated
at such vestry meeting as aforesaid.

Appointment of Subordinates by Imcumbent and Churchwardens.

17. The clerk of the church, the organist, the vestry elerk, the sexton, and
other subordinate servants of the chureh, shall be nominated and appointed by
the incumbent and the churchwardens for the time being, and their salary and
wages shall be brought into the general account, to be renderedas aforessid.by
such churchwardens.

Certain Fees to be regulated by Synod and Vestry.

18, The fees for the registration of baptisins, and fees on marriages, burials and
other services of the church, shail be regulated by the respective diocesan synods;
and the charges payable for burial plots, and on brezking the ground in
cemeteries or church-yards, for the purpose of burying the dead, and all matters
of like nature therewith connected, shall be regulated by the vestry of each church.

Vestry may malke necessary By-laws.

19. Tt shall be in the power of the members of such vestries, at such vestry
meetings as aforesaid, to make by-laws for the regulation of their proceedings, and
for the msnagement of the temporalities of the church, parish or mission, to
which they belong, provided the same are not repugnant to this Act, nor contrary
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to the Canons of the said United Church of England and Ireland, or of the Synod
of the Diocese, in which said chureh, parish or mission is situated.
Certain endowments and trusts authorized.

20. Any deed or conveyance of land, orof personalty, that may be made to any
bishop of the said church, in Upper Canada, and to his successors, for the endow-
ment of his see, or for the general uses of the said churgh, as such bishop nay
appoint, or otherwise, or for the use of any particular church then erceted, or
thereafter to be erceted, or for the endowment of a parsonage, rectory, living,
porish or mission, or for other uses or purposes appurtenant to such church in
general, or to any particular church, parish or mission, to be named in such deed,
and any such deed or conveyance, to any parson, or rector, or other imecumbent,
and his successors, for the endowment of such parsonnge, rectory, living, parish
or mission, or for other uses or purposes appurtenant thereto, shall be valid and
effectunl to the uses and purposes in such deed or conveyance to be mentioned an'd
set forth, the acts of parlinment, commonly called the Statutes of Mortmain, or
other acts, laws, or usages, to the contrary thereof notwithstanding ; provided
always, that in order to the validity of such deeds and conveyances, the same
shall be made and exccuted six months at least before the death of the person
conveying the same, and shall be registered not later than six months after his
decease.

Erection and Endowment of Churches—ILay Presentation.

21. In the event of any person or persons, body or bodies politic or corporate,
desiring to erect and found a church or churches, and to endow the same witha
sufficiency for the maintenance of such church and of divine service therein, accord-
ing to the rites of the said Church of England and Ireland, it shall and may be lawful
for him or them to do so, upon procuring the license of the bishop, under his hand
and seal, for that purpose; and thereupon, after the ercction of a suitable church,
and the appropriation by the founder thereof of such church so erected, and of
lands and hereditaments, or other property, adequate to the maintenance thereof
and of an incumbent, and adequate to the usual and ordinary charges attendant
upon such church, such provision being made to the satisfaction of the bishop,
such founder, his heir and assigns, being members of the said Church of England,
or such body politic or corporate, asthe case may be, shall have the right of
presentation to such church, as an advowson in fee presentative, nccording to the
rules and canons of thesaid United Chureh of Iingland and Ireland, or of the canons
of the Synod of the diocese in which such endowment may have been made.

Synods may fix Synod Dues payableby Parishes.

22. The synod of each diocese in Upper Canada, as aforesaid, shall have
authority to fix the Synod dues or apportionment which shall be paid by each
parish or mission, within such diocese, towards defraying the expenses ofsuch
synod.

Vo Spiritual Jurisdiction or Rights conferred by this Act.

23. Nothing in this act contained shall extend, or be construed to extend, inany
manner, to confer any spiritual jurisdiction or ecclesiastical rights whatsoevrr
upon any Bishop or Bishops, or other ecclesiastical peison, of the said church, in
Upper Canada.
