Dear Brother Capp,—1 wish to give you my
thanks for THE CHRis11AN which comes with such
good chaoer to tho hoart an it records tho strugglos
and triumphs of those my brothren in tho prov-
Incos who earnestly contend for tho faith once for
all dolivered to the saintas.

Here our work differs. Wo are in the midst of &
poople who aro idolaters, who suffer from the de-
gradation and suporstition which attonds the ex-
altation of a orenture above tho Creator. Jn the
forment in which Japan now is the bettor classes
havo lost faith in idolatry; some, where Christi-
anity wos to bo heard, have becomo Ohristians,
others have road oxceptional works, (notably
Herbert Spencor,) which are translated by the
priests into Japanese and are trying to poss as
agnostics, Such thoy ave, tho' they do not under-
stand oxactly what nor why they beliove. The
Atlionians wero agnostics, they know not the true
God aind' there aro those to-day who know not God
bocause they know not His son,

It froquently happons here that such men hear
the word of God and live; they need only to bd led
to the conviction that there is a God in the Reavens
and thelr accoptanco of his rovelation is not diffi-
cult.

Our work is vory ohcouraging, we have had
about fifty additions during tho past year, there
wora six in the last month. Thesoe are mostly
young.men; they are the intelligent class, and most
easily break off from old asaocciations. Yot they
aro sometimes parsecuted in a social way, Tho old
people aro usually idolators and mosat are bitterly
opposed to the Christian religion. Yot wo have a
fow who are faithful believers. One olderly lady,
poor (the nation, like every heathon nation, is
poor), ignoraut, soignorsnt that it required many
months for her to understand the simplest truths,
bacaibe a Christian at length and rojoiced groatly.
Her adopted son, who was her support, told her
that if she did not give up the hated religion of
Jesus in ten days, he would turn-her out of doors,
Sho was in great distress and came and told us
saying *‘I can’t give up the raligion of Jesus, that-
i sure.” He did what be conld to make her life
wretched, and at last gavo Ler & small amount of
money and sent her away. Evontually sho found
& homo with her brother and is yot faithful to the
Lord.

Another old lady sitting on the floor in poverty
most keen, trying to patch someo rags, said ‘“Oh!
I don't understand your teaching, I am s0 igunorant,
but this I do know, there is a world of light some-
where and there the true God is, and O! that
tomehow or other T might reach that land of light,
for here it is cold and hunger and discomfort.”
She now rojoices in an assured hope. Such is our
miesion to bring glad tidings to those who sit in
the valley of the shadow of death.

ANNUAL MEETING AT P. E. I

The Annual Moeeting of the Churches of Christ,
on the Island, was held with the Church at Mon-
tague, beginning on the 7th of July. The. prepar-
alions mads by the Church, ind its deservedly
estsemed proacher, Xlder O. B Ewmery, contributed
muoch to the success of tho meoting, which was one
of the largest and most encouraging evor held on
the Island by our brethren. Not only was theéir
Beautiful and substantial church building newly:
painted and provided with a nice aofa, but the in-
viting ontrance was paved with a substantial gravel
walk, the fences whitowashed, and every part of the
grounds and horso sheds clean and tidy.

Church, mot those who came by rail at Cardigan
Stativn and conveyed them to the honses of those
vho wero prepared to entortain them. The enter-
tainment was aftor the usual manner of the peoplo
of Brudnell, New Perth, and Mnntague; which is
enough to say for any one who has oxperienced
their kindnoss. For my part I fell into the hands
of Sistors Mollish, Bell, Mrs. Isabella Stowart, and
others, and the only advico Y havo to give my
{frionds who may roceive such lavish kindness is, to
heed the advico of Solomen: Not to ent too much
honey, lesy, etc., otc. The view from the church
grounds i8 dehghtful. The town is in full viow,
extonding on both sides of . the river, built
chiefly on one streot, The river is .indeed:
beautiful, being fringed by the rich green of
tho trees on the rising grounds which enclose it.
Like the Jordan, it has beon consocrated as the
baptismal grave of the vounerablo fathers and
mothers who constituted the Church nearly eighty
yonrs ago, and is still used by their descendants
for the same purpose.

The anuunal sermon was:proached by Elder D.
Cravfoid to o largo and attentive audience. Sub-
joct: ** Christ the Author of ‘eternal salvation, por-
fected through suffering.” The ordinance of the
Lord’s Supper was then attended to, presided- over
by Eldor James E. Barnes, of St. John,N.B., assiat-
ed by the venerabloe- Elder Robert .Dewar, now
oighty-eight years old, and sixty years or more a
momber of the Church.

THE BRITISH EMPIRE AND THE
GREAT REPUBLIC.

Much has beeu said and written of the marvellous
growth aod development of the great republic
beside us. The territorios of the 13 original states
have been added to until a half cortinent is em-
‘braced within the union. ‘The:three millions of
-peoplein:1776 have increased'tn 60 millions in 1888,
Theso two features alone, to say nothing of the
development of commerco, farming and factory
industry, railways, telegraphs; etc.,, show a really
‘wonderful growth and- development. We do- not
withhold our admiration from the penple, of: our
own race and language, who have achieved all this.
! But, seeliig that wo aré British, ahating ‘a8 we
‘do the'glorious history and traditions of the empirs
of which we form' a part, it .is not unimportant
thatiwe should once in a while take stock of the
progross:of our own counfry, Oulya century ago,
twelve years after the declaration of-independence,
the geographles of the time gavo the extent of the
British ompire at 500 ,000 squaro miles, and the
population at 35000000 This may have been
‘lncompletp and inaccurats, but it will setve as a
starting point. Now let us place beside ihis the
figures whieli mark the progress of the empire
since. 'The ﬁgurel of population at the several
datea below are approximately correct:—~-

From 386 mllhons to 330 millions of .populativn
.in 100 years -is ar nnprocadented advance, The
-same authority gives tho.entire territorial extent
.of the empire to-day at 10,000,000 squaremiles.
:An offinial atatoment of 1881 gave it as 8,757,029,

but there hayebeenlarge acoessionssjnce in Burmah,
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Africa and tho islauds of the sea. Tho United
States hava gained no increaso of territory since the
acquisition of Alaska in 1867, The population of
the republic 100 yuars sgo was about 4,000,000.
Assuming it now (o be 60 millions, we find a gain
of 56 millions in the century, During the same
period the British ompire has added 295 millions.
The empire is old, but-aot in decay. In fact never
in the thousand years of its history has it displayed
such aggressivo vitality, such unprecodented pro-
greas as within tho .past hundred yoears, It fears
comparieon with none, not oven the gre-t republic,
in growth of territory or population, or in-material
and intellectual advancement.—Telegraph.

TEACHERS CONVENTION.

The Interprovineial Instituto was formally open-
ed-July 18. Dr. Allison in a felicitous speech in-
troduced the first speaker of the day. A wan

sure in introducing-to them the president of Mo-
Gill collego, president-also of  thé' Royal Society of
Great Britain—Sir William Dawson.

Scotia. In 1850 thore wure 886 schools on tho list”
—now-2 000; then 3,000.-pupils in attendance—
now 105,000; thenan avorage salury of $144'per
year, with some as low, as. 864 —now s third-class
toacher gots 8169, and the general avdrage is $250,
And the time is coming when the remuneration
will'bo still muro satisfactory; but to accomplish
this.the q bality-of work muit-risé and the number
of incompetent .compotitors be-lessenod, Jo 18601
Dalhousiy college was dowug, practically nothing,

and Kings, Aca'liaand Mount Aliison workieg ina
very small way. In Halifax thore were somse good
schools, both public and private, but thoro was no
common systom, no satisfactory suporvision. Thore
wore only 1,600 pupils in attendance in the city,
Now there ia an admirable systom, good buildings-
and appatatus,and 5,000 pupils are in attendance,
Donbtless the city has grown, but the educationat
progress has been moro than proportionate. New
Brunswick was aliead of Nova Sootia in the old
time, in having two training achools, and still leads
in that sho obliges all teachers to be trainsd. In
Nova Scotie last year, however, 82 diplomas were
granted. Toachora' Institutes in tho old time
wore non-oxistent, Now thero are coundy, pro-
vincial, and lastly an inter-provineial inatituto, as
woll as nn educational review, which is marked by
a high excellenco in tone and mattor.

With an apolegy for &u old man's'love of remini-
iscence, Sir William zeferred. again ‘briofly.to per-
sonal experionces while suparintendent, and theu:
turned to the consideration of the cducational out-
look., We have an unfortunate habit in the Mari.
time provinces of rogarding ours ar s small coun-
try. We ave over modest, He had boou.lod to
bolievo thatithe children reared in these provinces
by the sen were movo shifty, active, independent,
and gelf-rolinnt, thati those farther inland.  This is
largely owing to the fmore varied chisructer of their
training, which pives them greater.edaptability.
This was an advantage to be .profitad:by in edu-
cation. As to artaand trades a littly.of theseshould
be taught. Tho oloments, the woods and how to
work thom, the motals and thoir proporties—theso
should be'learned; but rather as a matter-of play
than of work. Tho resl-wors should bo.da training
.the goneral intelligence. That has largely been
the,plan in the Now Englaud aud Scotch. svhools,
.aud t0 a large oxtent with us. Tochnical inatruc.
ition is-valuablo as un accessory, but is not essential.
The -young peoplo-.from theso provinces scatter

| overywhere -over the continent. You meet, them:

everywhere, and find that they have made their
mark. Thoy owe it to their training in shiftiness,
to the influence of pious hdmes, and' tHe traiding in
good elomentary commori sohools.  Itshould be'our
aim-to. keep up the standard of these common,
achools—keep them. up to the siaudard of the best—
80 that what Now England is to the United.States
thesé provinces may be t6 the Dominion.

The rosources of these provincos mark for them
a destiny such as you scarcely dresm. Nowhore
from here to Florida or from here to the Rockies
are thore such magnificent natural .resources, such
facilities for doveloping and profiting by thom. In
the matter of this ‘development we ate-aomowhiat
behind. Circumstances political and financial have-
caused the dolay. We cannot .hurry these. great
movements, But the time of development will
come. Nature will prevail, The countries of great
‘patural resources become the countriee of great
waalth and population, That time will come to
‘these provinces—a time when their relative. in-
fluence will be infinitely greater than to-day. There
are indications oven now.

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THE ESTADLISHMENT QF THE CHURCH CF CHRIST.

Beginning at Jorusalom: Luke xxiv.-47

This articlo treats of the beginning of tho Church
of Olirist.  Should any objeot to such a discussion
as this, and suggest the propriety of leaviag the
orinciples of the doctrine of Christ and going on to
perfection, our reply is, that we aro not in favor of
being driven. from an oxtrome to its opposite.
The schoolbay who is content to know nothing more
thah the alphabot of the lauguage and the figures
of arithmetic, and decidos to gzo no further in his
studivs, is only excelled in folly by the one who
imagines that he can affurd to ignore these simple
rudiments and advance in soholarship without
alphabet or figures. Just ss certain as alphabets
and figures are indispensible to the must advanced
acholars, so are * first principles” to the most
niature christiun, nor can they ever be ignored in a
succossful strugglo for oternal life, He needs to
remembor them in order to dofend them against
the attacks.of oppounents, as-well as to spread them
before those who are anxiously euquiring for sal-
vation. They help himself to grow in arace and in
the knowledge of the Lord and Saviour, while his
pure and self-sacrificing life enables him, under
Christ, to use ** first principles * in the manner and
with the success which his Lord designed.

On the other hand, professors who are not sv
much concerned about justice and tho Jove of God
may be rather expert in their use of ** first prin.
ciples,” but their influence is agaiust their teaching
while they disregard the words of Jesus: ** Theso
ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other
undone,” Matt. xxui., 23.

‘On the coast of Cwesarca Philippi when Peter
confessed that Jesus was the Christ the Son of the
hvmg God, He told him that He would build His
Church on.thai.rock, and it is for us to ascertain
when Ho fulfilled that promise, or, in other-words,
when He established His.Church, The importance
of knowing this cannot be overestimated. A mis-
take here, and an amalgamation of Jewish and
Christion institutions stand at the bottom cf almost
all thé corruptions of Christianity.

In enquiring when acd where the Church began
wemay puss by many.theories on the subject, such as
its beginning being in eternity or in the Garden of
Eden, or in the family of Abraham, and notice the
ono that locates its beginning with John the B.ptiat
in the wilderness.

Many sffirm that the Church of Christ was
established in the lifetime of John the Baptist, ard
not a fow contend that on account of its relarion.
ship {o him it should bear his name. John cuts off
all such ideas root and branch, by declaring to his
disciplea who seemed perplexed on the matter, that
hb was not the bridegroom, but only his friend,
who rejoiced greatly at hearing the bridegroom’s
voice. John iii., 26-29.

The Church was not set up in John's lifetimo by
him’ or any one else. It was after John's death
that Jesus said, 1 will build My Church, Let the
following facts be considered:

1at. If there was achurch bwilt in: John's life.
time it was not the Church of Christ, for Jesus
8aid - after John was dead, I will build My Church,
Mart, xvi., 18,

2nd. If thero was a church in John's day it was
not ‘built on ‘‘this rock,” which is the Lord’s
divinity, for Jésus charged His disciples to toll no
man He was Jesus the Christ. Matt. xvi., 20.

All this preaching and buildizg was he)1 over for
another day.

3rd. If there was a Church in John's day they,
its members, did not meet on the Lord's day, for
that day was not uvbsorved till aftor the Lord's
death and resurrection,

4th, If there was a church in John’s day they
had no Lord's Supper, for this was not instituted
until the same night in which he was betrayed.

Hth. If there wos a Church in John's duy they
kad no sacrifice for sin, for it was after it that
God’s Son was offored for the sins of the whole
world,

Gth. If thero was a church in John’s day they
ihad no priest to offer for them or stand betweon
‘them and God, * For if He (Ohrist) were on earth
:He should not be a priest,” etc., otc. Heob, viii., 4.

It was aiter His death that Jesus by His own
blood entered in once into the holy place, having
obtained eternal redemption for us. Heb, ix., 12.

7th, 1f there was a church in John's day they
had no Holy Spirit, for the Holy Spirit was not yet
given, because Jesus was not yot glorified. ¢ Itis
oxpedient for you that I go away, forif 1 go not

I depart I will send Him unto you.” Johnxvi., 7.

8th, If such a church oxisted in Johun's day it
was nover mentioned in Old Testament or Now.
‘Neither the disciples of John nor of Jesus ars over
called a church until Jesus had passed into the
heavens and the Holy Spirit had come forth from
the Father and the Son to animate and fill His
body, which is tha Charch,

Ou the day of Pentecost, after that the Apostles
wers filled with the HolySpirit,and as the Spirit gave
‘them utterance they had declared unto the puople
that God had made that same Jesus whom they had
crucified both Loxp and Crrist, and threo thousand

were added to ths. disciples; they were firat called
the Church., (Acts ii., 47.) Ever after that this
was their constant designation. The disciples wore
never. called the Church till these three thousand
wore added to-them in Jerusalem on the dey of
Pentecost, und they were always called the Church
after that event. This makes the time and the
place of the establishment of the Church of Christ
plain and positive to those who set to their seal that
God is true. Jesus once told His disciples not to t.])
men that Ho was tho Christ, but now everything
was ready 1o proclaim the glorious truth, XEven
after he hud risen from tho dead and when he gave
them the gospel, he tuld them to wait at Jerusalem
till they should be e¢ndowed with power from on
high, But now everything was ready; the great
atonement was made, Death was vanquished. The
Conqueror had taken His seat at God’s rixht hand.
The Holy Spirit had come, had ffiled the Apostles
and quelified them to address in their own language
all the Jews assembled from the different nations of
the earth. The divinity of Jesus, which was the
rock, had endured every trial unmoved. Tho
gates of hades, or death, the last enemy, had not
prevailed against, the rock. When the Apostles
preached this the people wero, by the Holy Spirit,
convinced of sin; they were drawn to.Jesus, and
Jesus built them as His own Church on that rock.
They were united toHim, the Son of the living
‘God, and thureby bucame partakers of a divine
nature. They had the Spiriv of Christ and the
hops of glory.

How different from thls is the iwaginary church
built before the death of Jesus: 1. It is built bo-
fore Jesus built Bis Churck, 2. It had not *f this
rock ™ for a foundation, 3. It was withouta proper
worsbipping day. 4. Without the Lord’s Supper.
b. Yithout a saarifico forsin. 6. Without a high
priest. 7. Without the Boly Spirit. 8. Without
80 much as a name in the oracles of God.

Wo will now notice some pasaages which secm to
favor the existenca of the Church in Jeho's day.
The Church is often called the Kingdom of Heaven;
and Jesus says, ‘ From the days of Joha tho Bap-

away the Comforter will not como unto yon; but if-

souls believed and obeyed tho Sun of God and.

tist until now, the Kingdom of Heaven sutforeth
violence, and the violent take it by force.” Matt,
xi., 12, This, with liko passages, such as: The
Jowish toachers neither enterod the Kingdom
themselves nor suffered those who desited to enter,
and tho Kingdom of Heaven Is preached and men
press into it, oto., oto,

Theso passages at first sight seom to intimate
that the Kingdom had come in John's time, and
that men wore actually entering it, or joining the
church, while others wore trying to prevent them
from becoming members.

Now, the burders of the preaching of John and of
Jesus and tho twelve was thig, ** R-pent, for the
Kingdom of Heaven is at hand.” Jesus told of
certain things that would not ocour till the King-
dom of Hoaven should- cume, and told His dis-
ciples tu pray to God, ““Thy kicgdom comoe,” all
of which shows puositively that the Kingdom was
still future, but near at hand. How, then, could
it be said that mon entered it, preseed into it, etc.
This is very plain indeed, whon we consider how
the near approach of a greatly desired object
affocts mon’s hearts and life. “They are won over
to tho object, and live and act for it. It enters
iuto them, and they into it, even befere ita actual
approach.

Should a number of furmers and mechanics in one
of these Provinces become diasatistied with ¢ the
dull times;” and: wish for a change, a leading man
among them called James tells them of a grand
prospect in the Nortk West—a fine climate, good
crops, and a growing trade. They often meet to
hear James describe the country, and he urges
thém to- soll out aud prepare to go and forma
-culony as'soon as practicable, Friends at home
are greatly opposed, und neither go themselves nor
suffer those to go whom they can prevent. 'Still
James persundes the people; they hear him, be-
liove him, sell out and prepare for the new colony.
Although they are here in.purson, their hearts and
hopes and energies ate in the North ‘West; for it
they-live and plan and work. How natural it is to
say of thoso who thus plan for the new culony, that
they enter into it, though:it is yet so far away, and
that their determination is so strong that all oppo-
sition is unavailicg, for they take it by forco. But’
should' James die before the company gains the
colony, then it could be said that thé least in-the
colony is greater than James. Not & better per-
son, nor a greater or more influential worker, but
he enjoys greiter privileges. What James worked’
for he onjoyed. The joy of anticipation is
swallowed up in the joy of possession, :

The Jews were long expecting a Messiah to sst
up His Kingdom on earth. John came to tell that
He was now-here, and His Kingdom was at hand.
He called vpon the people to repent and belisve
the gospel of the Kingdom. Those who did so
woro baptized by John with the baptism of repeut-
anco for the remission of sins. They renounced
‘their former lives and former leaders, and looked
to.John, under God, to guide them. They believed
tho Kiugdom was at hand, and they hoped and
lived for it,.and thus it could bo figuratively said
they entered into it even befure it came. John
preached and suffexed for that Kingdom, but died
before it came. Some of John's disciples survived
him and lived till the Kingdom did actually come
and really entered into it. The least ono of :these
was greator than John, Not that he was a truer
man than John, nor a more faithful worker, but
that he had a greater privilege. Ho held a seat in
the Kingdom, which Joha did not hold, Let every
cne who now holds- this position remomber that
* To whom much is given, of him will bo much
required."”

Tha-burden that is well nigh overwhelming many
of-the Disoiples to-day is-tho thought that 8o little
has been done for the blessed Master, and tho
failure of the past hava struck such a dread of any-
thing being done in tho future, that many acknow-
ledge if anything is ever done it will be a miracle.
Ba of good oheor, frionds, all will bo woll in the
end. Miraclo or-no miracle, here is what we pro-
pose to put befors you, which many of tho good
brothren have.sndorsed, and if that is the kind of
& thiracle you think will bring succoss to the causo,
let us-hear from all who lovo to lighten the bue-
dens of those who are oppressed and cast down.
Now for the problem that is to work wonders. No
doubt you are all anxious to know what this prob.
lom is. It is one thing to know what it is, and
another thing after you have known, to act accord.
ingly. Tho problum is this: we.propose to all the
brethren to put into one common fund, say the
least from each member one dollar—thoso who have
recéived much, much will be required of them.
‘We havo now in tho Province of Nova Scotia two
ovangelists; in New Brunswick two. Those four
evangelists are almost stationary; they do not
sprend out ovor all the territory of the Disciples.
Andjin order to have two or more evanyelists.in the
field, we wish to put before you this new problem.
Brothron, it is not with the desire that we ghould
interfore with any.other.of the plans that have
boen so long in'vogue, Brothren,.it is our desire
to bring all the evangelists on an equality; by all
contiibuting to one cormmon fund, and all giving as
the Lord hus prospered us, we.would see wonderfn}
things done- in these Provinces, and each.evan-
golist- would foel more determined. to work, You
who havo not been made cequaintad with-the cir-
cumstances of one of our ovangelists who started
out into-the field with two thousand dollars, who
has: not ono dollar to-day of -that amount, who at
this time is only getting .£400 per year. Is this
right, that one should be burdened and another
eased. Brethron; if -we..want to keep those we
wants at. home, it is time we attended to .their
gract, .Who will be held responsible un the last
day- for. the lives of those.around.us if we neglect
to have the gospel preached to them? Not the
preachers, but you, and mo, for not sending
preachers to them. Paul's heart’s desire and
prayer to God for those of his brethren in the flesh
was, they might bosaved. Our heart’s desire and
prayer to God for those of our brethren in the fiesh
ahould be the same; and if we aro desirous of sec-
ing our brethren in the flesh saved, let. us not with-
hold the meaus that will suve them. Xlease. re-
momber that it is not the want of preachers that
is bindering the work, but the want of funds to
cerry on the work. Is it possible out of two
thousand Diaciples that wo can't raiso four thous-
and dollara. 1f we could raise four thousand
dollars, that would put five ovangelists in the field
at a salary of eight hundred dollars each. This is
what wo used to have in good times. Xet every
Disciple. corsidor this problem and see if it won't
work like a cherm. Certainly, somo will find fanlt,
we havo not the least doubt of it, but those who
would do 80 arc not the ones to propose some bet-
ter plan. Some more will say have we not the N,
B. and. N, .S. Mitsion Fund, and the Education
Fuod to contribute to. Yes, you have, but if all
would put their doller, or as much more as thoy
can- well afford to, into this one:common fund,
thero would be no.noed of the N. B. and N. S,
Fund. What wo want is to-have this'fund placed
in the hands of the membors of the Church, so that
the Church could.-send out the evangelist, and
have vvery. Church visited, and each Church have

her equal share of the evangolist's labors. Thore
never will be much work done it thia is not soon
attended to. Weak churches are not able to pay
pastors ; therefors it will bo the grandest thing for
all the weak churches to make up this fund, Lot
us hear from you as acon as possible, by letter, so
that we will bo ablo to put your thoughts before
the brethren in tho noxt CHRIsTIAN,

GENISIS OF THE CHURCH OF CURIST
AL NEW GLASGOW, 2. E. 1,

Tho Church of Christ at New Glaagow began to
worship about tho year 1830, In 1820, John
Btovenson, Sr. (afterward elder ),with his wifo and
family emigrated to this country from Scotland and
eottled at Now (Hasgow. Thoy were members of
the Scotch Baptist Church, The other early sct-
tlers were principally Presbyterians, Mr. Stoven-
son and his partner being the only Baptists. It is
supposed that Mr. Stevenson nover preached in his
native country, but as ho was about 40 years of
age it is quite probable he took an active partin
church mattera before coming here,

John appears to have beon quite pious osrly in
lifo a8 the following incident will show. 1t happen.
ed before ho was twenty years old, After he had
Jearned his trade—he was a silk weaver—ho went
to work somo distance fromn home. On his arrival
in the place whero he was to work, he went to a
lady who was in the habit of boarding persvns who
came there to work. She told John she would take
him, but would rather havea person who could con.
duct family worship at hor house. Johs, no doubt
pieased at this proposition, readily assented. and
while he remained with her, we are led to believe,
performed his duty faithfully.

More than a aozen yoars passed after Mr, Steven-
son's arrival on Prince Edward Istand before he
began publicly to preach. He erected his pulpit in
his own house, or during the summer months, when
the weather was warm and his audiences-larger,
ho removed it to the barn. In those geod old pio-
neer days there were no stately edifices, .with freaco-
ed walls and cushioned scats’in which to worship,
There was no fashionable choir nor fashionable mu-
sic; no fashionable musical instruments to tickle the
fancy. The pulpit consisted of a common flour
barrel with a board laid across tho top. Upon
this rude structure rested the good old Bible—
John's greatest earthly treasure. Duch opposition
was encountered, but DMr. Stevenson, strong in
faith, did not become discouraged. The good seed
was sown and many were brought to Christ. Soon
a meoting-house was constructed and a church
organized, John Stevenson, Sr., was appointed
elder, which important position he faithfully filled
until his death at the advanced ago of 84 years. Ho
might have lived many years more had- not his life
been cut short by a contagious discass. He retained
full possession of his mental faculties, and was
sarprisingly strong and robust when he was called
from time to oternity. About the time Elder John
begau to preach he became acquainted with the
writings of Campbell, and learned the way of the
Lord more perfectly, Being a member of the
Scotch Baptist Church, and having renounced all
human creeds as standards of Christian morality,
and resting on tho Bible alune, he was ready to fall
into line with tho Reformers. Elder John Steven-
son, Sr., has now been dead nearly thirty years, but
his work still remsins, The good seed ho sowed atill
bears fruit. Etcrnity alone will reveal the good
work ho has donoe.

When wo think of those primitive times and the
way tho gospel was preached under the groatest

disadvantages, our minds revert to the time when
our blesscd Redeomor wandered up and down the
hill country of Judea, proaching tho good mnews
that the kingdom of God was at hand, and. healing
all manner of discases. He erected His pulpit -by

the dusty highway, tho pebbly seashoye, or the

ragged mountain-aido. People listened to His

teachings and oboyed His voice. Oh for a return

of tho 2nod old times ! Haatono,
Now Glasgow, May 18, 1888,

WHAT DO YE MORE THAN OTHERS?

I have boen considering the words of the Mastor,
—What do yo moro than othern? Reading uver
the thoughts of different men, and -paying atten-
tion to.tho word preached, 1 have:been led to ask
what aro we doing more than others? Our eyes
can’t be closed to the fact, that the Christian world
is moving on, while thoss who profess to be ad-
hering strictly to Apostolic toaching are not mak-
ing a8 much headway as they should, Again I sm
here lod to ask: Aro there only those who profess
to bo Apustles to enter into the heavenly city ?
In looking at the inconsistoncies of Christians, 1
am led to believe that we ofton sce the mote
in our brother's eye, and forget the beam in
our own eye. Why such controversy over. non-
ossontials, which are only transitory? Why not
givo more heed to the things that aro to abide
forever 1 The beloved Paul in closing the twelfth.
chaptor of 1at Corinthians said, * Aad now abideth.
faith, hope, charity.” If wo have not charity for
one another, how can we have love,for our enemies
and thoso that curse us, and how pray for them
that despitefully use us and porseoute us,

We have before us (1 Cor. xii. 13) the three
things -that abidoth—f{aith, bope and charity, but
tho greatest is charity (or love).

Have wo love for one another? Do we go as
far with those as we ought who love tho Lord Jesus
Christ as much as we do; who show itby their
missionary spirit aud good works, but yet are
not in the light that we profuss to be
in? I say are wo heaping coals of fire
upon their heads? I think not. What do yo
more than others? I am afraid we are too often
liko the dog in the manger. We can go a.long
way with the denominations, and not compromise
the truth, while we hold aloof aund not mix with
them, very little can be expectod of us in winning
them to Christ. But by taking. an interest in
them, wo will be able to manifest the spirit of Christ
toward them shich was love. I am afraid we
often show too much hatred toward thosp who are
not of the same mind as ourselves, and think that
we aro the only ones that will be saved, sowe
will even go 80 far as to say that those who use the
organ aro in danger of eternal condemnation, If
that is the case who are those that will bs saved ?
Only those that don't use the organ ! indeed, will
they be 80 great that no man will be able tonumber
them. If thatis the case we necd not be afraild
that the world will come to a close in the yesr
1901. What do ye more than othera? Others are
moving on to the conquest of the world for Christ,
and giving their lives a living sacrifice to His cause,
while others are looking on and not making an
eflort to spread the true religion. Why don't you
como out of your iron chest and show yourself
Apostolic and not hide your light under a bushel.
