A To iJ<orroIN correspondent writes as follows about the crops
in thtt vicinrity: 'lhe crops heret are not turning out so pourly
as was it first reported. In hay and straw althougli short the yield
is larger in proportion. Oats yield from 25 to 40 bushels per
acre; fall wheat is a first-class crop, while spring wheat l not
turninrg out su well. Althougli pos did not lake root as well as
iaral, owing to the excessive vet weather in the spring, they have
turned out largely in excess of what could have been expected
and lave been harvested in good shape so that the straw la boîter
for foider purposes than il ias been for nany years, and the pous
are frec froin w'orins. Alsike clover lias turned out fromn 4 to 10
biushels per acre; iay was a mtediui crop and since the rainls of
the last two or three weeks the pasture lias revived woiderfully.
Cor, wlile it lias not reacled the growtlh of sone years, ow'ing
to the drouth, is a large crop everything considered and has not
been hurt to any groat extent by frost. Potatoes look green and-
are going to turin out botter than was expected; so are turnips
altholugl these will not be a iealthy crop as the railns camie a
little toc late; but taking early and lite potatoes the crop will not
reach the average. Buckwheat promises a large yield. Ther
will be very little barloy in this section of the country this year.

-TniE iietiig of the Associated Chambers of Commerce and
of the sairreholders of the Bank of Enjfland, in London, have led
to a careful analysis of the trade and finiancial situation. The
Prosliects of the last two ionths have not showin Ihe continued
rimprovemient which tire early stiuer promuised, but nost judges
corIsiier the presit condition rather favorable thatt otherwise.

There were
1,110,187 sheep and lambs, 456,573 swine, and 30,408 hoses, nmak-
ing a total for the year of 2,300,000 animals..

-I'r is said that during the coming wir.ter Australian shippors
will nake an effort to compote with Canada for the British livc
stock trade, A sample shipment has been made of nineteen bul-
locks of tlree different grades, fat, partly matured and stores.

press last week-in time to make soue necessary cor-
rectiois.

Tlie facts are these: Customras-officer McLauaghlin was

lately placed inî possession of information (afterwards
sworn to) whlrch seeiried to his judgi'et srrflicient to

warrant himr ini consultinrg vith soie brother oflicers,
ai iii evenrturally lodginrg it before the auth-
orities, Lo the effect tiat the jute-cloth referred to
(knrown techiically as "hessians") lrad ibeen knowgily
cirtered contrary to the provisions of the Act ; tiat it
lad uidergonre two processes of manufacture beyond
tie limîrit or conrditionr whereby il lrad free entry under
the tarifl. These two operations are known as "lap-
ping" anid " croppîrrg," by hviich all surface iairs and

flitif are removed. Tie action of the custois oilicer in
tire matter is indicated by the following clause iii the
CristomLs Act:-

" \ienrever information ias been gvenr under oath
to any olicer of Customrs that goods or tinigs bave been
uilawfuily imported or entered, or whieenver any goods
lave been seizeti or detained uider any of the provisions
ofi tiis Act, or of any law relating to the Customs, the
importer or exporter thereof, or tire ownrer or claimant
thereof, shall immrnediately oni beiig required so to do by
a collector or other proper oflicer of Customs, produce
aid ianrd over all invoices, bills, accounrts and state-
r mits of the goods so imported, entered, seized or de-

McLauglinil felt imlîrself warranted in taking the
iatter before the Departmraenrt in1Ottawa, where Deputy-
Coimtîîissioner Watters, after taikinrg fuill cognizance of
the case, recommrîrended an investigation as above pro-
vided, and advised hrini to apply to the chief of tie port
it Moiitreail for authority to do so.

Armed vith the above documrent, the officers pro-
ceeded to the promises of the Canada Jurte Co. aird ai-
terwards to those of the Consmners' Cordage Co. ani
the Doinirion Bag Co., the lîst two practically under
the saine management anrd direction. The espiomnago
wbich preyails il toO many offices ii the city, caursed
informationr as to. the receipt of the Collectors le.tter
and the reply thereto, to be furnîished to an active city
newspaper reporter, who accordingly lost io time in
placing it before the readers of that journal. The ai!-
fair soon became the Lalk of the town, naturally to the
chagrin of the bouses conrcerned, who for years had
been entering the fabrics in question under the frec
list as provided, and as they uiderstood, by the tarif.

There can' be no available grounds for even suspect-
inrg suci frirms or corporations of any desire to defraud
the revenue, and as there appeared on further investiga-
tion on the part of the officers to bc no justifllation for
arriving at anry conclusion questioninrg their good faith
in the matter, iL 18 isot at all probable tiat the Governr-
ment will Lake fuîrtier-stepus in the samre direction. IL is
not unlikely however, that some iew ruliing behnrirg
upon the case may be established; in anry event it is iot
probable that the goods eitered during the last six
years, aid those whici have recently been disposed of
to customters--for which the country lias benLfited 1by
the free entry-will bc charged witi any duty. What
the action of the Governmrenrt may be as regards the
goods on hIand, which iave irot becn distributed, and
whici.the irtanufacturers can aivance iii price to con-
smers to cover additioual cost, will doubtless be a mat-
ter for early consideration.

There bas been irmîcir discussion as to the termL to be
appliedi Lo the action of the ôfliccrs unider the above
quoted section of the' Cuîstomrs Act, niay conïtenrdinrg
that iL constitutcd a "seizure," and the customns ofTicers
and authorities, on the otier hand, denîying that tbere
was any grouid for surci air application,. Tlie proprie-
tors of the goods vere evidently ordered to detain tiemn
subject to the actionr 6f the Governmîrrent until furtier
advised. This order, in onie instance at least, was disre-
garded. Iiad a real seizure been made, the goods would
have been remaoved to Her Majesty's waroroons as pro-
vided for by the Act, but ithe o-wners wre informed
sbortly after the notice that they were at liberty to ise
the goods for the purposes of their business without
further parley or consideration, as it seemned thati the
investigation cîrtered inîto by the officers convinced
those in authority that thre liad not been sufilicieit
grounîds for the actiou takçeir. Somebody hilundered.

IL is averred by the Gorsumers' Cordage Co. that onre
of their carters was refuse4 a load of tieir goods at the
varehouse on Tuesday last. " Don't you call that a
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seiu?" argued one of tlie genittleiiLnl coicerlned. It
appears tliat Appraiser Brossard who had been passing
the goois duty-free for some years, felt it bis duty un-
der hie discussioi which luul Itakent place, to detain a
sample of eaci of the bales cal led for; but there appears
to ie n1o further detentioi, the goods being delivered to
the ownîers on demiad, witli the un îderstanding that
tley shali be subject to the ruling of the Department
ah Ottawa wheni the whole matter conmes up for adjudi-

The conditions
of the whealt crop, of lte cort crop, mid of tie cottoi
crop of the world are now tolerably accurately known
Congress ctinot meet nutil Ducenmber, and iii lte imeani-
tinte ic supply of gold and curruncy iii the U.S. Trea-
sîîry is stilicient te obviate any necessity for a bond.
issue ad lien ce no uicertainty as ho the financial policy

Stil I Lhe iiecessity of a conîservative policy, of close
buyiig antd selling, of business antd private economy,
aid of keeping sail shortenieed in case of any finîaincial
squall, was never mllore apparent tlan it is to-day. It
iiiist be remmberedi that the recuperative powers of
both nations are hiaiitpered by the lack of new fields of
Iinancial and inid ustrial enterprise. The railway lines
aitd telegraph facilities we require are already built, an.
with the filnaicial results of the existi ng companties be-
fore us, tiere is no innduceient ta conmence the coi-
struîction of otfhers. The VIld lanîds, suiluable for culti-
vation w itho utirrigation or artificial fertilization, ai
sullieieily close to traiisportation points to render
their cultivatioi profitable, have al beenî taken up-
And at ic presett price of agricultitual prodniets the
etmpîloymîent of artificial aids to fertility iii the counîtry
woild bu oti tf' ihe questioin ini nmay sections. We
have Lite linuber Of. mines, milts, and other industries
sumlicient to sipply our nleeds at the lowest possible cost
ato the consumer. To erect new ones at the present
mn110110t1h would be on ly to injure those already existiig
witiont benefiting Uhc nom comîsrs. lit short there is
n1o deilitatit ai; tLe moment l'or large amaounts of fresh
capital. 'lhis imeîans that our energies for Lthe present
imist he direceted to the muntuai supply of Our daily
wants, antl lienîce that a coiin'rvative policy is ite cite

iost calculated to build up the prosperity of the couin-
try tpon asoundi and stable basis. Sucli a policy, faitli-
fully carried out, is far more boneficial in the long rua
tiat feverish spurts of speculation, or the undertaking"
of a nuiber of niew inoney-making scienies whici nay
only uend ii disappointmnîcît to their projectors, if net
iii tie detrangmcncnt of the industrial market by the
sudidei tlhrowing Of a iumiber of enployes on the street.
I t mnay not possess the alluring features of a more ag-
gressive policy ; but at a time like the present, whei
the country is gathering strengtLh froi lier struggle
withi unîtoward trade conditions, it is the only policy
that can render lier cominîg prosperity stable and long
contiiuîeul. No doubt sucI a policy lias a tendency to
curiail trade and to retaini prices at a rock-bottoiî
figure ; foi' the truly econonical mat puts less money
inîto circulation than the spenfdthrift. But theni his
payments are in genuine mnoney, iot ini notes or proit-
muises to pay whicih may eveitually bc realized or not,
and lence chey represent genuine accretions 'to the
common stock and net ierely an ilcrease of liabilities
on the part of the buyer. If a poliey of tlrift repre-
sents a smîualler volume of business it also ieanîs a
greater promptitude in paynients and a snaller percemi-
tage of bad debts. If il means fewer rich men, ià
imeans infinitely fewer baikrupts and a niiore evei dis-
tribution of the good tLinîgs of life. Of course it iii-
volves botht patience and self-denial--two qualities
which are rarer to-day than tlhey vere before the
" boom" yeatrs--but iLs value in replacing the business
Of Lthe coumtry uponi a solid basis oailot be overesti-
iiated, aiid umder circnmiîîstances like the present it is
the only policy possible.

LAST YEhAWS INSURANCE.
If tiose who combat the necessity for any advance iii

lire insuratnce rates will glance at the last annal îre-
port of the Superinatendent of Insurance, j ust issued, tlhey
must Lb cotivinîcd thïat the conmpaiies Can at ail events,
adduce sound reasonîs for their position. The business
of 1893 shows ani exess of expenditure on thte part of
the companites of $383,142 over Lte receipts. Of this de-
ficit $205,430 was borne by the British, $42,205 by the
Amerisai, and $I.5,507 by the Canadian companies antd
the fact that every companly was compehled to assume a
portion of the burden argues that fire insurance was

oe of the commnodiities whose selling price during the
year was less than its cost.

To put it concisely, for every $100 of their premiuim
incomne tie British companies paid ont $1,04.44, the Am-
erican $104.04 and the Canadianl $106.83. This is made
up as follows:-

So far as the experience of the Canadiai comnpanies
weIt, the year just past was a more profitable one thai
its predecessor, altiough not so profitable as the figtires
giveht vould indicate. According to the returns the to-
tai receipts of the six coipanmies.were $4,488,025; or an
excess of incomue over expenditure of $61,993. But of
titis sIm S197,500 consists of the premiunms on new
stock issued by the British Atmerica and Western.
With this deducted the returns show a deficit of $135,-
507; but even Lthis is an improvement upon 1892 when
the deficit atmounted to $243,333. During ithe year the
premtitumit income iicreased by $503,430, the interest in-
comeG by $21,310; anîd the getneral expepses and dvi-
dends ivere reduced by $54,34I. But, unfortuately,-this
was offset by an increase of $456,184 in the volume of
losses paid, amd thus. the total expenditure of the year
was $101,843 more titan Liat of its predecessor. Ii fact

for every $100 of liicome received there were paid ont
for losses $04.80, for expenses 531.20 and for dividends
$2.50. mnaking S08.02 iii all; while for every $100 of,
premititns reccived Lte expteilitture was $106.83.

The accoûnits of the 23 British companies doing busi-
Iess in titis coulîtry'show ail'adverse balance of $205,-

430 for the year. Tieir premium incoôinewas$4,623,.1 ,
but tLhey were coitmpelled to pay $3,490,112 for losses
and $1,332,514 for expenses; tlus for every $100 of pre-
miums received they had to pay out $75.62 for losses
and $28.82 for general expenses, or $104.44 in all. As
the accounts of the British companies are inade up in a
formîî not generally uiderstood, the subjoined anîalysis of
their position will interest the insuring public. Tlie un-
earned premiums are calculated upoi the basis of 60 per
cent. of the annual revenue from preminims as a fair
approximation of the pro-ratio of the preniums or tt-
expired risks which forms the basis of tiat item in our
Caiadian- returns. [i cases where life insurance is coIi-
bine'd With fife thé'life* busihiess is ômitted, as ,iVeilife
ftunds are more than siicieho coverthe liabilities in
that branch. This mnakes the results, as regards paid
up capital, less favorable to Lite companies. The suts

The retums of the eight American compaiies awho do
business in this couitry also show an adverse balance
of S42,205. Their premiui receipts were $1S,044,710
thoir expenditure $8327,4,92, and their loss payments
$759,429. Thus for every $100 of premiums they- paid
out $72.09 for losses and$31.35 for expenses, or $104.04
in ail. This is a slightly worse showing than tiat of
last year when their debit balance was $10,487.

The inland marine insurance of last year vas dis-
tinctly less profitable than that of 1892. Tlie losses in-
curred were 93.82 per cent. of the preinulms received,
while in the year previous they were onily 70.88., lit was
the saine with the ocean- bsiness. The bulk of titis
business is doine by companies which do not require Lo
be licened, and hence do not report to the departnent;
but the losses of the two Canadian comi palies amîounted
to 72.89 per cent. of the premiunms received, as against
60.73 per cent. in 1892.

On another page is given in tabular forn an abstract
of the life insurance done in Canada during 1893. It

THE BANK STATEMENTS.

The statements of the chartered banks, which reaclh
lus too hate for insertion in the present issue, show that
lie business situation improved materially during the
imonth of August. 'Tle circulation showed an increase
of $468,5W, over the July figures, due possibly to the
larger inovement of dairy produce and the high prices
ruling for butter and cheese as well as to the first
marrkceting of the harvest. Deposits on demand show
a gratifying inîcrease of 81,430,383 and those after notice
have decliied $1,634,715 showing that business men ara
beginiiing to withdraw their money from the banks
whbere it luis beenî lyhig so long, and are once more in-
vesting it in comnercial enterprises. The increased
activity on the stock exchange is shovn by the advance
of $605,209 in call loans, and the decline of $2,812.420
in the amouiiiiit of current oans is probably due as muhei
to a decrease in the volume of renewals as to the con-
servative policy which most ierchants are.following
to-day In fact the changes in' the statement are aIl
indicative of reviving confidence and avalening enter-
prise, and w1ll probably be still further proininent iii
the figures for tlie present month.

Subjoined is the usual comparative statement. The
extended tables, together with a more conprehensive
review, will be publisled in our next issue.

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AS OTHERS SEE US.

It is soinetinies pleasant te sec ourselves as others sec
uts-tiat is wlien the unbiassed views coincide with our
owi impressiois,- and when the views are expressed by
vriters usuîally hostile to this country and raLher dis-

posed to speak disparagingly of our progress and
institutions thian otherwise, the compliments
drawin fron them aclieve additional value fron
tie very reluctance with which they are
vouclsafed.. Of late it lias been apparent that the
toie of the press of the United States lias been distinct-
ly less contemptuous when speaking of Canadian re-
sources and commercial enterprise than it was wont tó
be in times past; the contrast hetween the relations af-
fecting capital and labor on the two sides of the line
lias become so narked, that it lias attracted more than
a passing notice froin Anericah writers.

A notable example of this is to be found in
an editorial, from the Chicago Tribune, in which
the causes of the tranquillity in the labor situa-
Lion in Canada, during the present strained relations b-
Lween employer and employed in the United States are
frankly discussed. The writer holds that one great
reason is that this country is exempt fron the semi-
anarchical theories so freely lint forward by politicians
of certain stripes in the United States. We have
nieither silver .îoometallists, nor sliinplaster populists,
to fill the heads of our fariers with visionary ethics.
O(r currency system is sound, clastic and thoroughly
adapted te the needs of the country. We have no poli-
tical party endeavoring ta undermine it, and thus in-
evitably weakening public confidence and keepling every
i- ail who has saved some of his earnings in a condition
of perpetual iinrest. None of our thrce political plat-
forms inivolve the repudiation, or semi-repudiation, of

lebti, and consequently Canadian securities are not
realizdi ion by timid holders as American stocks have
beenl. le iniglit have added that as yet, we fortunately
have net among us the numbers of semi-educated for-
nigners, Italians, Slavs, Czechs, Poles anid iuns who
forim the nost dangeroùs element in American mobs,
andl le might have paid us a compliment on the sober,
hiu-abiding God-feariig character of our population.

Then, again, we have not been troubled by disloca-
tory cianges in the tariff. Our tarift changes were so
mlîodest iii character as ta involve little jar to the frame-
work of Canadian industry. lence there have beeni but
few chaniges in the rate of wages, and consequently
very little discontent among working men. Whlen
shut-downs occurred, or reductions w'ere ordered, the
reasis were frankly explaiied to the mon, who dis-
pliycd their sound commionsense by accepting the
situation in a friendly spirit. Hlence there lias beeun
but little work ini Canada for the labor agitator and the
walking delegate to do. In the United States it lias
been difereont. E ver since the election of President
(Clevelaid Aimîerican manufacturers have kno,vn ithat
tle Protection wyhich lias enabld thiem ta pay igh
wigs was goinîg te bo cut down, and they have been
eideavoring to adapt themselves te the new conditions.
IL is hardly necessary te say that the process .was au
unpleUsant one. Wages iad to be reduced, and mills
and factories lad to be closed down, or run on. short
time. This produced a plentiful- crop of strikes and
luckouts which gave an openming tb the swarinof labor
demltagogues, socialistic agitators, and professional ex-

ploiters of the woes of the working man, whiclithey
were not slow to eibrace. On the top of the attacks
on the currency and assaults on the tariff came viola-
tions of the commercial rights of the community.
Inder the connand of semi-anarchical leadersý,like
Debs and Sovereign, the railroads froi Chicago to the
Pacifie were sunmarily tied up, and. inter-state com-
merce and passenger travel stifled for a while. This
aggression upon the liberties of the population of- the
United States was put dowvn by the stern arm of the
federal executive. But not before a dangerous prece-
dent had been established, and the relations bet-ween
labor and capital lad beei severely strained.

During this period of excitement and anarch'y Canada
contimied the even tenor of her way, undisturbed by
organized anarchy, tariff reforn, or free silver. Cana-
dians contrasting the situation on the other side of
the line with the quiet acceptance of existing ,coii-
ruercial conditions, and the determination to put the
best face possible upon then, that prevailed in their own
country, could1notrepress a little exultation at the .con-
trast, and what little aninexation sentiment still lin-

gered here speedily died out before it. No one desired
to become part of a country where governors like
Altgeld, Tillinan, and Waite could be elected ; where
fìat shinplasters were extolled as the best formn oecur-
rency ; where the industries of the country canli e
thrown into confusion while the two houses of. the
legislature wrangle over the tariff, and where commerce
is at-the mnercy of the walking delegate. They were
quita satisfied to remain Canadians.

This, and much more, does the Chicago Tribune say
of Canada. And the fact that it cones froni such a
source renders it additionally complimnentary to this
country. The fear of being thought boastful and vain-
glorious must have made us hesitate to say as mucl
ourselves ; but we can accept with pleasure the out-
spokeii comnments of an intelligent and appreciative
neiglibo r.

THE GAS DIEAL
IL looks as if the large brass plate 'which ornaments the

offices of the Consumers Gas Co. on St. Alexis street, would be
for sale within a few days. The friends of the management
assert-although ithe dii-ctors themiselves are reticont-that
the transfer of Llat company to the Montreal Gas Co. is
practically completed, and that all that is now pending is the
settlement cf some minor details. [t is evident tat thie specu-
lative fraternity believe [hem; for Gas stock has risen to 180,
at which figure certain aldermen unloaded at a round profit,
ee civic leader alone being credited with making over $20,-
000 on the deal, doubtless largely overstated, as usual. The
bears, however, say that it is net as plain sailing as the con-
pialy's friends state, and that the City Council lias something
te say in the matter. The Consuiners' Gas Co. have a ton
years' contract to furnish the city with gas at 95 cents per
1,000 frin the first of May next. By a special clausè in the
by-law the conpany was prohibited freom transferring 'tho
contract to any other concern, the idea being ta frustra'te any
such schemne of amalgamation as that which is now-believed
to be conîsunmated. The question therefore, is--what action
will the City Council take? Will they insist on holding the
Consu mers' Gas Co. to their contract, or 'will they quietly per-
mit it te lapse aiid' enter into a new eone' at a higher figure
with the consolidated company? On this dependsýlargely the
suce(ss of the amalganmation, andit lo'ksnow-that those of our
city fatliers who held Gas stock'have realized theirprofits
and. hence have no interest in "keeping up the stock, as if
there were possibilities of- civie opposition te the transfei
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'Tlic price to be paid for hi Consumers' privileges and
plant is said to be a387,000 in Mont'al Glas Stock ai par.
This is to le issued as iiew stok, aud ai preseut îrices should
be worth about $700,000. 'This is considered to be a very
hlacvy prico for soeuCr'iig a moienopoly Of lie gas supply Of this
city as, althoughi C hi Coinnsumîners hav 10 year contracis with

On account
of his saisfactory carcor, odd bargains are offercd him, and
reguli goda 'earo sold tO him ait pricos often iiuch lower Chan
ho cold otlhrwisa obtain Lhem. lHe is known by what lie
lias aliready accomplishîed, and wlonl the w'hiolesalr or Manu-
facturar finds il nocessary te couvert a certain aimounit of
goods into iioneoy, liey iivariably scek lie marchant who eau
b rolied on fo pay his draft at maturity, or' carry a bargain
stock i xcss of his reireoineits lhrough tlie season un-
assistcd.

Tho sînecssfuîl dualor fias anothor advantage over his con-
promising nighbor. île lias in Ciho first place a perceptioin
nîudinmîîînodi by lio %vorries of occasioned legal disputes, or
Cho ever-r'curring thougi that lie purchased goods for
whîiehc le could nl pay. And again, tbe clear kvowledge of
iidopenditl succossful achievoionts is a steady pillar of
guidaneo and encouraigeiont tovard further. ambition, and
thorefora a lastiiig source of strenîgtl in assisting himîî towards
a iigluor position et indopndence and business stability.

THE PANAMA CANAL.

It iiay be that the Panaia Canal will become au accom-
plislhed fact after all ; possibly before its rival waterway
across tlic Nicaraguan isthmnus, About the feasibility of its
contruction upon the lock systein ongineers seemî agreed, and
they also concur that ihe outlay required should nt exceed
$100,000,000. This estiiate is of course based upon the as-
suimption Chat the work will be econiomically and honestly
donc, and that no pari; of the imoiiey subscribed will be
diverted ta corruption funds, or sunk in enormous profits
collusively conceded te contractors.

'lie question now is-what return docs the venture oller
te investors? For unless lhere be some definite prospect of
returni il would be idle te endeavor te enlist capital. It is
calculatad Chat the net annual incorne of the canal after its
complotion, will reach about 10,000,000 per year. This
would indicate a handsome dividendwereit all divisible amnong
the hiolders of the new stock. But it will not be. Public
opinion in France would net permit the early shaareholders te
be entirely frozen ont, and il is a fundamental condition of
the scieme :anctioned by the official liquidator that lialf the
net revenue of the waterway, when completed, shall bc re-
served for the creditors of the insolvent companîy. This
would leave an estimated income of $5,000,000; or enough te

pay at least 41 per cent. on the new hundred million issue.
But in order te build the canal the new issue muist be sold ai
par or near it ; for the cost of the works will be close te its
face value. If they are net, otier bonds must lic issued in
order te inake up the sum. This would involve a further
decrease in the prospective dividond and thus discourage in-
vestors fron subscribing.

The working capital of flic company is $13,000,000 whiclh
will suflice to defray the cost of the preliminary expenses.
It is made up of the $8,000,000 which lias been disgorged by
fraudulent contractors and manipulators like Messrs. Eiffel
and Herz. The remaining $5,000,000 of the new capital
stock will be offered, first, to bond holders and shareholders
in the old corporation, and ihen te the genoral public. In
order te give prospective investors confidence in the probity
and business capacity of the management, representatives of
the Credit Lyonnais, the Credit Industriel, and the Societe
Generale vill have seats on the board of direction. Te lie
coipany lius organized the liquidator turns over all the
f ranchises, buildings, inachinery and plant of the old corpora-
tion in return for a guarantee of ane liaif of île net revenue
of the canal when coipleted te the Old shareholders.

The future of the canal rests in te liands of the three
great financial institutions whose representatives Lave scats
at the board. If they undertake te Iloat the bonds they can
undoubtedly do se, and in that case the canal ivlll take a long
stride towards completion. But if they inerely sit at hlie
board as supervisors of the expenditure, and do not tako an
active part in its financial affairs, it is very doubtful if the
publie can be induced te subscribe for the new bonds save ai a
ruinous discount.

WEAK SPOTS IN TIHE TARIFF.
It would be diicult to find a Tarlif free from faults. Our

own is mlIarked witl somte inconsistencies that tend to main-
tain a feoling of antagonismii in the minds of those nial-affect-
cd by tlemn. Take for examiplo the duty on rough leather,
such as tiat specified as " Belting and upper leather, tanned
but not dressed, waxed or glazed, 15 per ent.," and the ar-
ticle of "Sole leather tanned but rough or undressed, 10 per
ceit." Now it would try tie ingenuity of a Philadelpliian or
a Botonfian to distinguislh a piece of say six incies square of
aci of these leathers placed side by sida, and yet -hare is our

taritf imuposing 50 par cent. more duty on one thanî on the

other. It is surely a imatter for surprise tiat efforts 1àt à va-
sion are not being ado vhel such incentives are phiced e-
fore the people. To be sure the shoc manufacturer allmploys
leathOr inl his business as Weil as in drivinîg his machiîîes, and
this consideration doubtless inflinienced the franers of tUe
tariff, but a iore important one is wlether the duty cannot
he readily evaded, and a. premliumn therefore offered to dis-
hionesty. A fence tlat any one can step over is no fence at

all. There seems no val id reasont otier' for clar'ginîg one class
of manîufacturers 15 per cent. on their raw msaterial and an-
other class only 10'per cent.-unless it be to furnisli addition-
al proof tLhalt "Thero's notbing likce leatier."

against 180,000,000 last year, and that all other states will equal
150,000,000 busiels, compared with 132,000,000 last year. This
Inplies 1,400,000,000 bushels as the minimum basis of calculation
thie scason. Wlcat in winter grain regions continues te be spar-
ingly of ered. Prev'iods indications favoring about 500,000,000
buislicls is ithe total crop arc being imaintained.

-TiE destruction of property and loss of life by forest fires l
the state of Minnesota, is sonething appaling. The district de.
vasted lies south of uilti, near the boîundary of the three states
cf Minnesota, Wisconsin, and i'ichigan.

region. The lire has extended into the other two states naned,
and a number of towns have been completcly wiped out. The
great pine forest in northern Minnesota along the Rainy river,
east of the Lake of the Woods, is aise on fire, and the lire lias
crossed the river into Canada. The latter district is the chief
source of supply, for Manitoba.

-U. S. SEORETARY CARLIsLE is preparing regulations te carry
into effect section 9 of the new tariff law for the manufacture le
bonded wareliouses of materials imported and manifactured for
expert.
