JoER WxsLEY.—That Wesley was in the

earlier years of his life in many respects a high
Churchman, not merely acoording to the yery

low standard of his own day, bat of the present
time, is not disputed by educated Methodistas,
but they commouly sallege that all this was
changed after the spiritual crisis in his life
which he termed hia conversion—in the words
of Dr. Rigg: “ Wesley, up to 173%, bad been s
High Church sacramentalist ; all hia life after.
wards ho taught the Evangelical dootrine, He
ceared to be a High Cburchman fifty years
bafore his death.” That death took plaee in
1791, aod in 1789 John Wesley wrote the
following words; “I bhave uniformally gome
on for fifty years, nover varying from the dne-
trine of the Charch at all.” Nor is that all,
Ie 1790 he restates this more foreibly : ¢ I have
been uniform both in doctrine and dixcipline
for above these fifty yearo, and it is 8 little too
late for me to turn into & new path now that I
am gray-headed.” So moch for himeelf: now
as to hig alm st latest saying concerning his
society: ‘* I am not afraid that the people call-
ed Mothodists shonld evercease to exist, . . bat
Iam afraid lest they should only exist as & dead
gect ; . . . and thin undoubtedly will be the
cago, unlers they hold fast both the doctrine,
spirit and discipline with which they set out.”

Tue Bisanp or DERRY oN CRREMONIALISM.—
The Bishop of Dorry pre wched in Derry Cath-
edral, on the ocousion of & collection in aid of
the County Lufirmary, from 1 8t. Jobn iii. 186,
18. Iu the course of his sermon, Dr. Alexander
referred at some length to the sabjeot of cere-
monialism in religion. There were, he said,
thosa wh. thought that religion was only a
bundle or series of ecolesiastiosl aciions, Thig,
he thought, was & real danger. Poople taiked
of ceremonialiam, bat let it be clearly under-
stood what ceremonialism meant. There, in
that Cathedral, and iz numbers of other
charches, there was aan organ and a suarpliced
choir, and several alergymen pussed with the
choir regularly, and aot irregalarly, up the
aisle. Peoplo said there was ceremonialism in
that, and perhups there was in one sense or the
word. But if people went into a church where
a mao passed in, not in white linen or lawo,
bat in bluck, and with long bunds, was not that
ceremonis{ism as much as the other, We were
bound to offer the best we have to Got, and
thersfore the bestarchitecture in oar charches,
and the bpst masic we p.ssibly cun have shoald
badevoted to Hisservice. Again, ceremonialism
#asright, ascontinning a great Caristian tradi-
tion irom one generstion to another, IDid any-
one, readiog the nineteenth chapter of Ruvela-
tions, say that ceremonies must have been
utterly loathsome 1o St John, and thas, if he
oonld have seen a noble caibedral filted with
grand masie, it woald have been intolerable to
pim. If they read of tbe four-and twunty
elders lalling before the Throne, and of the
High Priest’s voice cailing oat of the throne,
saying, * Praise the Lord, all ye His servanta,
and ye thut hear Him, both great and small,”
and then ot the answering voice, like the noise
of many waters thunderiog on the shores of
Patmos, saying, * Allelaia: for the Lord God
omnipotent reigueth,” and if they still said that
the inspired writer had nosymputhy with cere-
monial, then he replied that they might be very
good men or women, but they bad not the apiri¢
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" whioh put.a writer en rapport with his readers.
Yes, ceremonial was in 1tself, a fragmeatary
snd mautilated form of the Christian religion,
“bat frequent services, frequent Comm inion—
he need not enlarge on that, for they had so fow
frequent commanicants that his remarke would
be personal to seven or eight people—decorated
_ oburches, stained glass windows, exquisite
sound, and lofty forms of worship—these were
means, and he thought legitimate means, when
the end was greater than the means, and there
were cases in which the meaus forshadowed
the end. We worshipped and believed not in a
dead Christ, bat in a living and ominipreseat
Christ, acd the Bishop said with emphasis that
if & man trosted anyoue but Christ, in any feel-
ing, in any formula, any philanthropic mission,
any good work or any ceremonial, then he
wunted t0 go back to the beginning; he waut-
ed to have the great familiar words of the
Gospel for the Sanday after Christmas ringing
in his eurs, ** His name shsll be called Jesus,
for He sball savoe Hia people from their sios."”—
Truah Ecclesiastical G azette.

THE BISHOP OF GIBRALTAR.
ON
Reformation Movements on the Continent of
Europe.

Dr, Sandford, speaking of the reforming
movement in Italy, says:—* The reports which
1 bave lately received of this movement are far
from saticfactory. It is wholly contined to the
lower orders, it depends entirely upon Foreign
suppott, it makes littie or no progress, and it is
a protest more agusiost the disciplive and the
politics than against the doctrine of Rome."”

Upon the movement in Spain and Portugal,
he eays it is in no sense & national movoment,
and that it makes slow progress. The reform-
* ing congregations in Spain ‘‘ ask for a BishoM
to be conseuasted by Hoglish Bishops. Bat,
have Bishops of the Anglican Church authority
to take 80 exceptional & step as to consecrate &
Bushop for native congregations in & foreign
oountry, within the limits of regularly consti-
tated dioceses? No doubt our Charch has
authority, in the present divided state of Chris-
tendom, to take this exceptional step for the
parposeof providiog Episcopul saperiatendence
for congregations of her own people. The

atriarohs of Constantinople and Jerusalem

ave lately expressed satisfaction at the ap-

ointment of an Eaglish Bishop to supervise
Euglish congregations in the East. But it is
one thing 1o consecrate a Bishop for the wants
of oar own people. Lt is another, and a very
difforent, thing to conseorate a Bishop for the
waats of men who are not our people, and are
dissidents from the Established Church of the
oountry of which they are citizsns."”

Allnding to the well kaowa words of St.
Cyprian, ** Episcopatus unus est, cujus a singulis
pars tenetur,” the Bishop says:—* [{ the words
ot St. Cyprian be interpreted to mean that
every individaal Bishop basa kind of casumeni-
tial jariediotion, to be exercised whenever in
his porsonal judgment a oase of necessity arises,
the door will be opened to endless interterences
and disorders. Give this enterpretation to the
principle, and no diocese will be safe from in-
trasion of discords and divisions we have
enangh already in the Church of Chbrist. Bat
such an application of the principle would
maultiply tbem indefinitely, and wonid strike at
the root of ail discipline and order. If we hold
that R)me no longer re!ains a valid ministry,
that her Sacramenis are not true Sacrameals,
that she has forfeited her right to be treated as
a Christian Church baving jarisdiotion within
her own terriotery, then we shall decide that
the oase is one of such extreme neocessity ss to
justify our Church in & new departure. Bat I
would remark that if this be tho view taken,
then we ought to do much more than delegate
or consecrate a Bishop for this handful of re-
formers ; we ought to send missions under mis-

slonary Bishops to reconvert Southern Europe,

and restore it to Ohristiavity.” Haviag refer
red to the second Canon of the Second General
Conucil of Constantinople, which directs that.
* unless invited, Bishops shall not go outside
their own diocese for the purpose of ordination
or auy other ecclegiastical ad ministration,” Dr.
Sandford says * it is to be hoped that no such
action as the Bishops deprecate will be taken
by any portion of our Chnrch. A departars
from that policy which ever since the Reforma-
tion we bhave consistently followed, of mnot in-
terfering in the concerns of foreign Christian
communions, would plange us into a sea of new
difficolties. It wonld weaken our protost
against Roman aggression. It would involve
the abandonment of our uniqne position, op
which ardent hopes have been fixed, that our
Churob might one day be the means of restor-
ing anity to Christendom. It would produce
intornal divisions smongst our own people,
wouand the hearts of very many, and frastrate
those hopes which of late years we have been
entertainiog that the diffsrent parties withio
our charch were beiag broaght into & closer
accord, Tho Charoh of Eagland has a great
and important part to play in healing the div-
ision 'of Christ's people. Members of the
Charch of Ryme have themselves proclaimed
their belief that she is the only possible inter-
mediary in bringing together Protestants and
Catholics, Bat this part of peacemsakershe can
only play by loyal and resolute adherevce to
her own position and principles, to her own
dootrine and disciplive, and to her own histori-
ou] policy of not intrading as an active propa-
gaodist within the province of other Christian
Charches.” :

We
are sare that the many friends whom he made
duviog his long stay in this country will hear
of this most unexpeoted event with the greatest
pain; more especially the students whom he
instructed, and over whom he won sach infla.

ence by his clear intelligence, earnostness in
the discharge of daty, honesty of purpose, and
frank, open masuer. Dr. Lobley was a wvery
distingaisbed graduate of Cambridge, bhaving
been placedieighth Wrangler in Mathematics and
second olass in Classios at his degree e<vamina
tion. He was afterwards elected to & Fellow-
ship in Trinity College, which he subsequently
resigned on appointment to a college living.
His earnestness in diseharge of his parochial
duties was 80 highly appreciated that he was
asked to acoept a Missionary Bishopric. This
work he did not deem it right to take wpon
himself, fortunately for Canada, for when atter-
wards invited to become the first Principal of
the Montreal Diocesan Theological College he
undertook the important duties of the position
offered, and resigniog his Ractory, came to this
country. After some years of tabor in Montreal,
duaring, which, among other work, ho acted as
Exzaminer for McGill Uaiversity, he was ap-
pointed Principal of Bishop’s College, Liennox-
ville. After many years of noble service in the
College. the Grammar school and in The Chureh
generally he resigned this position and return-
ed to Eogland, residing for some time at Cam-
bridge. In 1837 his College appointed him to
the Vicarage of Sedbergh in Yorkshire. 1t will
be remembered that his services in thiscoantry
were 80 highly esteem- d that when & vaocanoy
acoured lust year in the Cathedral of Quebeo
he was invited to become Rector, bat dvemed
it his daty to decline the offer, althcugh greally
inflaenced by the many ties of iriendship
which he had formed in Canada and by the
high appreciation of his servioes to The Church

just shown. -~ While engaged in parochial work
in Bogland he did not resign. his interest in
education, being ovcapied at the time of his
death with the duties of an Examiner in the
ooal examinations of the University of Cam-
bridge.— Montreal Gazette.

NOTES ON AUTHORITY AND CON-

SCIENCE.

(From The American Church Sunday-School for
February).

The Divorce of Morals From Theology.

It may be fairly said that a text-book om
worals apart from religion is irreligious, and
quite as fairly it may be said that a text-book
on Theology apart from morals is immoral.
Religion and morality are wedded together in
the nature of man, and their divorce is the sep-
aration of what God has joined together., Those
who become religious teachers are too fre-
quently satisfied with the attainment of a few
orthodox ideas about the. Creed, and leave out
of their preparation an equasl degree of a‘tain-
ment in moral science, Haudreds of teachers
who cau handle a manual of dootrine have not
looked into a manual of moral science for years.
Hundreds of students who are preparing to en-
ter the ministry have the proof-texts of doo-
trines at their fingers' ends, and yet cannot on
demand furnish the proof texts for the cardinal
virtues. Oar Theological schools have profes-
sol:g of doctrinal theology but none of Christian
ethies,

The Symmetrical Relation of Theology and
Morals. .
The Church Catechism, the teacher’s only au-
thorized manual, ontside of the Bible, is an ex-
cellent model, combining as it dnes the Creed,
the Command ments, the Liord's Prayer and the
Sacraments. Oa reflestion it is evident that in
our Sanday-schools the right proportion
between dootrine and practice oalls for the
exposition of the Commandments a3 well as of
the Cread. Now, the treatment of the Creed in
manuals for teachers is nsuslly fall aund olear,
bat the trestment of the Commandments is
meagre and lifeless. The Ten Commandments
can be illustrated by proof-texts from the broks
of the Old and New Testaments, but how little
has been done in this direction compared with
the exhanative Sariptural illastration of the
Creed. One of the most striking examples of
the neglect of the moral element in Christian
teachingz is the fact that proof texts of dootrines
takon from the New Testamount have sometimes
been torn from the ethical connoction in which
the original writer was nsing them, and have
been given u theoretical import instead of their
origina! moral force. Take the often quoted
phrase, “ The truth as it is in Jesus ™ and look
at the Seripture context aud there you find it
« As the trath is in Jesus” with & moral im-
port, showing the necessity of * putting off the
old man.”

The Materials in Holy Scripture for Moral
Teaching.

There are specisl books in the Bible where
the moral aim is predominant ; such books are
Exodus, Deuteronomy, the Psalms, Proverbs;
and in the New Testament- the Gospels and
such sections of the Epistles as relate to the
nature of man, the heart, the mind, the will
aad the conscience, and above 11l such passages
as desoribo tho work of the Holy Spirit and the
progress of the spiritaal life in the believer and
in the Charch. There are few, if any, dooctri-
nal statements in the New Testament separated
from a direct moral application in the context.
Here the important lesson for every teacher ia
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the ever resent- moral bearing of religious
theories. Koeep this in mind, snd no one will
over teach a profitless lesson, Abandon this,

and the result will be endless specalation and
ind. flaite controversy, leaving the conscience,
and heart, and will of the pupils to seek else-
where the lessons which every hour demands.

Two Points of Moral Teacking for Church
Instruction,

After a due recognition of the moral element
in teaching, the Church teacher needa to ask
under what principal heads does my stady of
morsls fall ? If youa were a secalar teacher the
anewer might be tbat social progress demands
educstion on Auathority and Conucience. Jaat
these two factors are in question in the Church,
end cannot be gotten rid of, We cannot make
the line of our study any simpler than this.
Bome may think that it is sufivient to tuke one
{actor alone, such as suthority, and work oat a
system solely with reference to authority.
Others may suppose that to take conscience
alone will give a sufficient basis of Christian
morals, holding that tho supremacy of con-
soience renders other anthority useless. By the
adopiion of one fuctor to the exelusion of the
other we get into a conflict in which authority
prooseds to a war of extermination on consei
ence or conscience plans a campaign to &onihi-
late suthority, The ¢vil of such a procedare is
evident from the parallel of civil society in
which the anarchist endeavors to overthrow
law in the interest of liberty, or the tyrant
arises to svppress liberty in the interest ol
government. Just a8 law and liberty are two
insepurable factors in any true civil society eo
are suthority and consocience both never to be
eliminated tactors in spiritaal life. They have
come to stay. Lt matters nou that they uppesr
in conflict. They are rantnsl checks in the
bulacce of all haman affars and the oniy hope
wo may entertain is their progress rec.noila-
tion, The problem of how to adjust authority
and conscience is part of the state of probation
in which God has placed us, and each individ-
ual mast do his part to bring them into har-
moony in his own life,

The Nature of Authority in the Church,
The nature of authority is the first question
that the student is interested in. It is not to

be found in any definition for the definitions
disagree, bat it is an ever present fact. It
shadows our childhood in the protecung ocare
of father and mother. It leads our youth as
teacher and guardian. It restrains oor man-
hood as law and order. It moulds oar social
life in the existing iostitations of civil ana reli-
gious government. Few men will rejeot the
value of suthority in oivil institations which
preserve the lives and properties of citizens
agaiont riot and orime. No man will practice
medicine or law withoat due regard to medical
and legul anthorities, No educated person will
dety the aothority of the grammar and the
diotionary, but when we come into religion the
common sense valuation of authority 18 loat.
It is loat partly becanse tooc much is claimed
for it and oo mnch asked of it, When ecole-
sisstical authority oclaims to be infallible it goea
on record generation after generation in the
light of history, and one age 1n history refates
the claims of the preceding age by the discov-
ery of mistakes and fraads in the very precincts
where the dogma of infullibility was adopted.
Not only these who claim infallibility have
failed to exerocise it bat those who ask infalli-
bility are cheated by their own experience.
Many a soul, unnerved by life’s mistakes and
fecling ita own weakness, appeals for kindly
light to lead it to an infallible rest where the
weary mind may delegate its liberty to another
and find an unerring adviser in all perplexities.
Bat this demand for infullible gnidunce has led
men apd women into wh. esale immorality,
and there is no ditch deeper than that into
which the blind have fullen when gnided by
the blind who call themgelves infallible.

The Authority Need not be Iofallidle. -
It must not claim that and we must not ask
that. The father's authority need not be infal-
lible to bind the child, The child must not re:
fuse honor 1o a parent even thongh the parent
be fallible, Aunthority may bs competent fo-
its funotions withoat olaiming an atiribute
which belongs to God. For instance, & witness
in court need not be infallible but only need be
troe to make bis evidence sutboritative. The
measengers of Gud to men need only to be trae
messengera, delivering the message withoat
dimioution or addition, to make their offlve
authoritative. The authority of God's Cherch
is its trastworthiness in delivering to mon the
faith delivered to thoe Church. The Church
delivers what it has receivad and it is the de-
posit, not the steward of the depouit, that is
infallible, The castody of gold coin is entrust-
ed to a safe that is not made of gold but only
of iron. The safe is only required to be burglar
proof and fire proof. The custody of Divine
blessing is entrusted to men, but they are not
required to be divine. It is only reqnired in a
steward that he be faithfal, not infsllible. Xo-
olesiastical authority means that mon as God's
ministers are authoriz:d to make certain terms
with men for their reconoilistion with God,
which terms need only to be truly stated and
represented for God to back them up with His
almighty trath, power and love.

What Relation does the Teacher in Sunday-school
Hold to Awthority?

The fanction of teaching is given by appoint-
ment to the Ministry, who are commissioned to
teach only & message delivered to them. This
teaching function is enlarged by the aid of
other teachers, prepared, it is to be taken for

grauted, by the Ministers in charge to extend
the message more rapidly; so all the edaca
tions! work is aathorizad by competent suthor.
ity. Taoe teacher has a lesser stewardship in
which the senae of fidelity to the mossage and
to the head steward are involved. The teacher
is a representative of the Church and the mess-
age of the Church to God’s ohildren, Now, in
the trusted position of teacher there are tempt-
ations. The teacher may win the affactions of
the children and the teacher’s word may become
law to the class. Ia this personal popularity
and personal inflaence self may become vain
and seize on the affsctions of the children for
wolish ends. Tho duty of trapsferring the
popils from self to Christ may be forgotten.
Personal vanity may be glad to hear the olass
guy, * If any other teacher is appointed over us
we will lesve the school,” orto hear a pupil
say, “ If I cannot be in your clags I will not
come to the school.”” This loyalty to a teacher
must bo enlarged 8o that the loyalty to the
teacher i8 transferred to the Head of the Church
and to the Church which after all ths teacher
only represents. Christ must inoresse, the
teacher must decreass. The ohild must love
Christ and His Church more than the person of
the teacher. It is proper and right for a papil
to love the Charch of God in and through the
teacher's loveableness, bat only as that lovable.
ness is representative of Christ, and the paupils
belong after all only to Christ and His Charch,
not merely to the school and the olass. The
teacher in the class is reprosentative of that
larger family of God, the Church of God, and
to teach the class its relation to the Charch is
the only faithfal stewardship.

The minister of God should mever forget
Whoin he represents, nor should it be for-
gouten by any one whom he delegates to &ct in
any holy funoction. ,The ‘relation of every
teacher to the Rector, not through the superin.

endent, but through the ministry of boly ordin-
ances, shoald bs borne in mind. Baptized at
hia hands, fed with the bread of life by his
office, cheered in sickneas, comforted in bareave-
ment, strensgthened in temptation and also
reproved in backsliding, the trae member of
the Church must 80 valae the ministerial office
and agent that the children may be led to desire
the blessed funoctions of God’s ministry in their
own behalf. The Church of God with its wor-
ship aud its mesns of grace must be endeared
to the elass by the teacher. From the opening
words of exhortation to the closing words of
benediction, while every holy fanction is exer-
cised by an ordained ministry, the Service of
the Church of Christ stands above all means of
blessing,to a rightly instracted believer, and no
other exercise or asrembly can for & moment
compete with the higher fellowship possible in
the oloser covenant relation of the kingdom
where every visible sign is the appointed
agenoy of spiritual blessing.

At 9 30 a. m. the clergy reassembled, and the
proceedings opened by an address by the Bish-
op. in wh'ch he dealt mainly with the gnestion
of the beginning and continuance of the spirit-
ual life, attaching rpecial importance to the
distinotion to be drawn between justification
and sanatification, the former being the terminys
a guo of the conscious practical Christian life—
the latter in its completeness, the ferminus ad
quem, one is & judical sentence of acquittal
pronounced by God over every penitent
believing sonl—the other is a slow gradual pro-
cesg, susceptible of fluctuationa—the ore is im-
puted, tho other inwrought. Tho one affecta
our standing before God; the other representa
the measure of our victory over the power of
sin, and of our couformity to Christ’'s image,
The means of this sanotification are simply all
the appyinted means of grace ; not public wor-
ghip only, or the divinely instituted Sacrament
of the Body and Blood ; bnt with thee all other
channpelsghrough which God, in His sovereign-
ty, sees fiv to work ; such a3 secret prayer, pri-
vate self examination, Christian fellowship, the -
devout contomplation of Christ's character and
constraining lova.

Through all these, and other channels, the cur.
rent of divine grace ronches every thirsty soul
that waits to receive it. Carefully to be dis-
tinguished from the ‘ means’ of grace is the
agency employed. This is ever and exclusively
the opera'ion of the Holy Ghost. Old and
New Testamonts alike testify to this faot
Christ was carcful to accredit the Holy Ghost
as his representative, before leaving the esrth.

The Iowa Churchman saysis * Christianity a
failare I ;:—

The writer of a recent novel, which, from its
andacity of statement as well as attractiveness
of style has been read by well-nigh every one,
spezks of Christianity as ‘“a religion which
can no Jonger be believed,” aad as *‘ falling out
of count with men of edacation.” We can only
say, in reply to such insolent nonsense, that
when the greatest scholar of the age is con-
fessedly the holy and hamble Lightfoot,
Bishop of Durham ; when the most profound
historian and the deepest student of constitu-
tional Jaws is the earnest and devout Stubbs,
Bishop of Oxford ; when the great scholar and
statosman, Glad-tone, takes np the pen to
answor theinfidel vaporings of Rybert Elsmers;
and the President of the Riyal Society of Great
Britain is an avowed and consistent Christian
s#nd Chorchman ; and these are buta few who
might be named in this connection,~i$ is idle to
notioe, and very hard to bear with, the arrogant
conceit and pitiable ignorance of writers like
Mrs. Humphry Ward. Lt is painfully easy, it
would geem, to secara a cheap reputation for
smurtness and tneological insight, among ill
instructed persons, by farbishing np & number
of anti-Christian fallacies long since answered
and long ago remaunded to the * Tomb of the
QOapulews.” A recent critic plainly styles the
argumepts and assertions of this class of as-
sailants of Christianity as “fool-talk.”  This
language, more forcible, it may be, than polite,
is just. ‘The fool hath said ia his heart, there
is no God.” No one bat a fool could say it.

The Banner of December 28th, very perti-
nently remark:—

“ A Nonconformist contemporary takes ad-
vantage of this proposed addition to demand
what it oalls ‘ another mode of enlargement,’
namely, that Nonconformist ministers shonid
be allowed to conduot roligious services wheo
famous Nonconformists are baried within the
Abbey. Now, if in one senge the Abbey ba the
property of the nation, it is in another and
more exolusive Bense the property of the
Cauroh ; and Nonconfuormist ministers have no
more clasim to oconduct & funeral ceremony
within its walls than an Aoglican minister
would have to do 8o within the Tabernacle of
Mcr. Spurgeon or the Tewple of Dr. Parker.
Aod, again, when such & man as Dr. Living-
stone is interred in the Abbey, it is not as a
Noaconformist, but as one who has done good
service to the Commonwealth. It is only
nataral and proper, therefore, that the Angli-
can rite should be celebrated within this great
Anglican Church and minster. Other and
even Stronger objections might be adduced to a
demand which, specions asitis, is at bottom
both unreasonable and illiberal. Nothing is
more 8trange, indeed, than the hankering
among a certain olass of Nonconformists after
our Aaglican pulpits. Do they feel that an an-
thority and an influence attach to them in
which their own sre lacking? We do not af-
firm that such is the case, for we have no de-
sice t0 say aoything offensive; but the infer-
ence is really psrdonable, when one observes
their anxiety to preach in oar wlpits and to
officiate even at our graves! We should he

sorry to exhibit any narrowness of view or
limitation of sympathy, and hope we have al-
ways been foand ready to do justice to the
Christian z3al and energy of the great Nonocon.
formist commanities; bat we do most firmly
assert our right as Onurchmen to omur own
puipits and our own sepulchres, and do protest
against any extension of Westminster Abbey
which shall separate it from the jurisdiotion(so
to speak) of the Chuarch of Eagland. Itisours
by a thousand precious memories which no
Churchman will ever forget; by & right which
no Charchman, we hope, will ever surrender.”

(4 Sermon Preached in St. Paul's Cathedral, on
Sunday afternoon, Dec. 30th, being the First
Sunday after Christmas, 1888.)

“ My time is in Thy hand.”—Psalm xxxi, I17.

When St. Peter was kept in prison, * prayer
was made,”—we cannot doubt by his suthority,
—* and without ceasing, of the Church unto

God for him.” When St. Paul is giving some
ffoal instroctions to the Romans towards the
oloso of his Epistle, he writes as follows : * Now
[ besesch you, brethren, for the Lord Jesus
Chrint's sake and for the love of the Spirit, that
ye strive together with me in your prayers to
God for me.” Aud then he proceeds to specify
four favours which they were to join him in
asking God to grant: “That I may bedelivered
from those who do not believe in Jerusalem ;
that my service whick I have for Jernsalem
may be acoepted of the saints;” in other
words, that the Christians of Jeransalem might
gratefully receive the slms which were sent
them throegh St. Panl by the Greek Churches
—*“ihat I may come unto you, Romans, with
joy, by the will of God ; and that I may, with
you, be refreshed.” Here, I say, are four
specifio petitions—for deliverance from a given
temporal danger, for a particnlar state of mind
on the part of a partioalar Caurch, for a pros-
perous j>urney aorossthe Mediterranean, for a
spiritual revival after his arrival at Rome.
Clearly we mast say, either that St. Paul gives
very unwarrantable instructions, indeed, to his
Roman converts, or else that this theory of
declining to make particular petitions becanse
a real spitituality of mind would confiae itself
to general language is as mistaken as it i+ un-
apostolio. Hvery prayer for a particular blees-
ing is, indeed, accompanied by the reflaction
that God in His love and wisdom may not see
fit to grant it.
Tay WiLt Bz Doz,

All prayer has the tacit condition attached to
it, “ Thy will be done.” No one ever felt this
more traly than did the Apostle, who yet pray-
ed for panticular blessings because he believed
in a particularizing Providence. It is soarcelp
necessary to reter to the practice of the Church.
What is the Litany bat a long list of petitions
for single blessings—temporal and spiritaal ?
What are the prayers for the Queen and the
Royal Family, but a0 extreme example of this
principle? These prayers sssume, with the
Apostle, that & given huaman being, the sover-
eign, is such an object ot God’s regard, that it is
not wrong or irreverent to ask Him to replen-
ish her with the Grace of His Holy Spirit,
that she may aiways incline to His will, and
walk in His ways; to endue her plenteously
with Heavenly gifts; to grant her in health
and wealth long w live; to strengtheun har that
she may vanquish and overcome all her enem-
ies, and that, fioally, after this life, she may
altain everiasting joy and felicity. This, surely,
would be wholly iniefensible if God only

concerned Himself with general laws. Ba if
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it is right thus to follow the Apostle's instruoc.
_tions, 1then prayers equally specific in their.

urpose may rightly be offered for others also.

t is unnecessary to point out the prayers for
rain, for fair weather, in timé of famine, in time
of war and tumult, or any common picgue or
sickness, or for the guidance of the delibera-
tion of Parliament, are all prayers that never
could be offered without even gross superstition
unless the doctrines of God’s particular Provid-
ence in the physical and nataral, as well as in
the spiritual and supernatoral, world were
certainly true.—Family Churchman.

This is & book of verse by a vative author
and bas been pronounced by a competent oritic
to be in his opinion equal in merit to any first
volume issuing from the pen of a native Cana-
dian writer of verse, The author has we think
wisely pablished it in London as he wishes his
work to be jodged on its merits, and least of ail
does he wirh his work to be patronised or have
allowances made for it ‘ hecause he is a Cans.
dian,’ We speak of British, Ameiican and
. Capadian literaiure, but do we really want sep-
arate literatures for the one tongue? Do we
not want ruther contributions to English litera-
ture iom all Eoglich speaking countries ? Let
the flavour be local if you will, but do not let
u8 disintegrate Koglish literature ; let all Eng-
lish writing that is worthy to be published, that
is the frait of thovoght and that stirs thought
contribate to that one great whole—Eunglish
literature. Let us in Canaua mnot be in too
much of a hurry to be & nation. The present
writer believes that the undue worship of na-
tiopality has done much harm to the cause of
religion and civilization, but this is not the
place to expand his idoas, sufficient to say that
in his opision English literature sbould be
treated a8 & whole, and that literatore is the
outcome and vivid pressntment of heart
thoughts, from all places where Kaglich is
thought and spoken. If this be the cage Mr.
Scott's poems are a contributicn not only to
Cunadian bat to English literature. He really
seems 10 us to be not a verse-maker or tagger
of rymes, but one who * sings because he must
and pipes but as the linnets sing.” The form
in which he presents his thoughts is carefally
but not excessively elaborated, in fact some-
times he might improve with a litile more
Ernning : but the verses strike us as a whole &s
eing smooth, and to huve a realy Bow. There
is a flexibility and satrength abont his work.
His inscription or dedication wins onr hearts
at onoe : he tells us—
“ Flower after flower
Has bloomed beside my path.”
and that .
 Some are gay
Sparkling with joy and the bright sun of hope,
And some are sad
Dipped in the crimson of the setting sun.”
When he tells us that each has sprung * From
the warm life blood throbbing in his beart,” we
feel that it is so. There is a spontaneous life
about his writing and & decided originality.
The firat three poems in the book occupy
more than one third of the volame: (1) The
Suul's Quest.” The sounl is sad and seeks for
reat, * L seck to-morrow or yesterday,” the foot-
_less longings for the past to retarn or yearnings
for a future that shall be different from the
painful present one, thus symbolically express-
ed: The sin-stricken, panting yearning sounl
finds. its rest at the cross of Jesas :
“ So in the present p:ople say
Ot holy deed and prayer alway,
She finds to-morrow and yesterday.”

We do not complain,
but ic our heart of hearts we feol the keen
sting of sorrow.

As I think of him as he ever was under all
circumstances, 80 just, aod true, and so diligent
avd copscientions; and withal so Aumble so
completely a Christian man, I cannot bat feel
that in him we young men who were sc highly
privileged in beiog brought into daily contaot
with him, have an example worthy of follow-
ing.

He will ever live in our memories, and for
all future time when we meet, I am sure we
shall not forget him. Of course something will
be done to perpetnate his memory at Lennox-
ville. The dining hall must not remsin any
longer than possible without an o0il painting of
bhim; apd the chapel he loved so well ought
not long to be without a memorial window.

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MARRIAGE OF CLERGY,

Dr. Liddon, when preaching before the Uni-
veysity of Cambridge, touched in his eloguent
aund thoughtfal sermon npon a matter which
has been of late much debated, viz: the Mar-
riage of the Clergy, He first very properly
drew a line between the ecolesiastical vocsation
and the vocution to a single life. * Experieuce,”
the preacher observed, * has shown that to im-
pose a rulaof celibicy up n some thousands of
men, withoat taking note of individaal temper-
. ament or vocation, is to put & strain even upon
conaeécrated buman nature which it will not al-
ways bear.” This is only to say what our Lord
had affirmed before, that * all men cannot re-
ceive this saying, save they to whom it is
given”: or, what the A postle St. Panl admitted
when he wrote that ‘*every man batb his pro-
per gift of God, one after this manner, and an-
other after that.” The Foglish Church take.
the middle course between enforced. marriage
and enforced celibusy. Thaus, the question of
the marriage of the Clergy—apart from the
consideration, of individnal vocation —bedames
with us not one of right or wrong, but one of
expediency. We have to take into consider-
ation in esch osse, not ony the ‘‘individaal
temperament,” batalso the spnere of work 10
which & man is drawn or called, and his
worldly circamstances,

With regard to nphere of work. We are in-
clined to syree with Canon Iraue Taylor, that
Mirnionaries to the heathen'would do better as
a rule, at leaat for the time, to lead a single
life. He has been acounsed, we are aware, of
making a bard life barder still, by depriving
the Missionary of matrimonial bappiness, But
there are olher sides to this sobjiot; whather,
for instance, it is right to muke wives and
children share in the hardship and sufferings
which sach a life tovolves ; and whether a life
detached frows family cares and affuctions is nut
more saitable for snch & work., Weure regard-
ing the matter from no exalted standpoist, bat
simply in & practical matter-of fuot way, The
same objections, in & modified degree, will ap-
ply to the marriage of the Clergy who are oalt-
od to work amongst the dense mausgses of poor
and often depraved people in the Hast end of
London and in the courts aud alleys of uther
cities. In the midst of the vices and diseases
which haunt these overcrowded localities, it
would be undesirable to place a lady and a
young family. We want Sisterhoods and Bro.
therhoods for such work, We can then join in
Dr. Liddon’s wish that “ the freedom of choice
in this matter which is happily allowed to our
Clergy were more often exorcised thun it is, in
favor of a single lifo.”” Dr. Liddon does not go
so far as St. Panl and say, **I would that all
men were even 83 myself,” he only wishes that
more were.

Then concerning circumstances, we think—
without deescending to the level of the immor-
sl question ° Is Marriage & Failare ?"—mar-
riage is often productive of much unneocessary
toil and privation, because it is entered upon
without proper consideration 88 to ways and
mesant, Nothing is nobler than for a man to
devote himeelf to Apostolic poverty if he likes,
but he has no right to inflict the same upon s
wife sud family who are not called to it, and
thercfore prerumsbly have not the grace which
is given 10 thuse who bave that vocauon. It
i= ut Jeart reqoired of the Clergy that they ex
ercise the same prudence sud toresight in this
resp.ot as the laity. Tbere is another side to this
matter, 100. People often tay that 1hey preter
married clergy, && maoy bave & preterence for
married dootors, 1f then, they want the paro.
chus and his nesistants to. be whut they call
“tamily men,” who can enter by experience
into their socal diffivaliies ana - trials, they

must take more earnestly to hesrt the teaching
of the text—*‘ the labourer is worthy of his
hire,” THey must contribate more largely and
geunerously to the support of the parochial
clergy, and to those Sovieties which are form.
ed in order to prov de for their foture in time
of weakness and age. We remember that Dr.
Liddon in & sermon for the *'SBons of the
Clergy,” whioh be preached many yearsago at
St. Paol’s vigorously enforced this pravtioal
Jesson.

A there are fields of work in which celibaoy

is an adage: o, on the other havnd, there are
positions in whioch the benefit of a married
clergy i8 undeninble. In country parisheas, for
instance, the clerggyman’s wife and fawmily can
do s work which the incumbent ocannot effect
without them. They ensble the priest to give
himself more tn the spirilual side of the work,
whilst they influence the penple, and look after
their tpmporal cuncerns. M reover, the so
litariness of a bachelor in a cuuntry place, per-
haps in a large houre, &nd with no being near
him who has any edacation or reficement and
who oun be hig friend or companion, is apt tu
have & bad effect upon ordinary men—men
without sny attraction to the life of a hermit.
or recluse, or perhaps stadent, The single life,
too, is not withoat 1t+ dangers in moure favoar-
able circumstances, when it in not embraced in
8 Religious spirit and consecrated to God.
There ure the temptations 1o selt induigenve,
narrowness of mind and of sympmby, or in-
cressing self cuntredvess. He that * hath
power over his will and huth a0 decreed in his
heurt” leads a life on & bigher lovel and knows
something of thut fervent love fur 1he Bride,
the Church, 1but ¢ the espuusals of the soul”
which goard the lifo from the snares which
mav busel mere bachelorship,
We trast Dr. Liddun's apt allusions to this
controversy, us well 83 his oouusels which were
given irom the pulpit of Great St. Mary's,
may be well weighed by our yousger clergy
and those who are entering Holy Orders
Cle gy. both married und single, will do well
to remember more frequently that * the Huly
Bride,” the Church, is to be wooed for her own
sake, and not for anything she might bestow ou
those who would win her.” A greuter, a more
enthusiastic love for Tae Church would briog
all into lie—tne Church not merely as un
Egtablishmont, though her temporal saccidents
are 0 be contendea for—but as & Spiritual
Kingdom,. the Bride of Christ, the Home of
Truth and Gruce.—Literary Churchman.

To prevent inflam-
mation, use poltices of worm-wood,
hops, or tansey.

Evzry effort on the part of the
patient to repeat in detail the chuse
of the acoident, the sensations, ex-
perience, oto., should be discourag-
ed. Cheerfnol conversation upon
other subjects and perfect rest, will
bring about speedy recovery and
strengthen all concerned in the
belief, that it is not always neces-
sary to send for the doctor.—Good
Housekeeping.

THZ BISHOP OF LICHFIELD
ON FOREIGN MISSIONS.

In my address to tho Dioeesan
Synod in September lust, T called
your attenticn to our Foreign Mis-
sion work, but more as regards per-
gonal tervice in the Mission Fields
than tho furtberance of the canse
of Missions in the Church at home
This, however, is a muttor of press-
ing importance, and 1 am eorry to
pay it is one in which this diocese
is much behind many others, and
falls far short of what it ought to
do. 'There uro, I regret to confoss,
a certsin numbor ot our purishes
whero thore is no purochisl effort
whutever to further the work of
Forcign Missions—no meeting, no
germon, No arrociation oi any kind.
There aro others where a yearly
germon or meeting, or perhaps
both, find a place, but little or
nothing is done in the interval, In
short, exoept in u small number of
parishes, the Foreign Mission work
of the Church does not hold the po-
sition to which it is entitled ; the
interest taken in it lacks continaity,
and thereforo intousity. Onceina
yeur, the people have the subject
brougbt before them, and then 1t is
put sside till anothor year bas ran
its courze. Even when the sermon
is listened to with interest, the im-
pression soon passes away. The
meetling i often very poorly at
tonded in some not very comfort
uble schoolrom; and only a very
smull portion of the pepulation are

resent to hear what God is doing
y His Church in gathering in the
heathen for His inberitance. It is
quite evident tbat these thinga
ought not so to bo. We do not look
at the matter in its truwe light
.Some of us reem inclined to think
tbat in having & missionsry sermon
or weoling weo are doing & favor to
one or other of oar great mission-
ary socictics, and tbat we deserve
some credit for sotting apart a San.
day for ths purpose. Batit is not
a question of societies. It is the
wo: k of Corist—tne work which He
committed to Bis Church and to all
its members when Ho guve us the
commandment 0 preach the Gospel

joners, and till we look at it from
this point of view we shall huve to
go on Jamenting that Foreign Mis.
sions are allowed to languish for
lack of support. The reason why
our collections are often so small is
bocause the people generally have
go little interest in the matter.
Now thero is scarcely any subject
80 well fitted, not only to awaken
interest, but also to excite enthasi:
asm, a8 that of Foreign Missions, if
only it bo dealt with in & reason-
able way. Bat under tho system
too provalent at prosent there can
be no wonder that so little ifiterest
is taken in this noble work.

What then can be done, as part
of our special work in the coming
year, to place Lhis matter on a bet-
ter footing and to make it more of
& reality than it has hitherto been?
First of al], it seems to me that it
must be dealt with more within the
walls of the Church, In this, asin
many other ways, we do not make
sufficient use
There is no reason why the Mis-
sionary meecting should not be held
in church instead of in the school
room, and best of sll on Sunday,
when the largest number of parish-
ioners could be present. It might
very well take the place of the ser
mon &t the evening service, which
is 8 modern, although perhaps ne-
cessary, innovation in the order of
the Church ; or & missionary ser-
mon might be preached and the
meeting might follow. A large
number of the congregation would
almost certainly remain in their
places. A hymn and one or iwo
collects or an extempore prayer
might be used, a8 on similar occa-
sions elsewhere. A missionary, if
present, or a neighboring clergy-
man, or the parish priest, or all of
them ruccessively, might then ad-
dress the people and give them in-

of oar chorches. s

formation sbout some of thedeeply
interesting mission fields in which
the Cburch of England is at work,
Tha tone of the addresses would be
chastered by the associations of the
place, and this might not be a dis-
advantage.

uration than twelve months, In
the discussion which followed,
doubt was exprersed as to whether
inebriety should be considered a
disease; and the ususl arguments
about total ahstinence were brought
forward. Dr. Stewart, referring to
{bere in his reply said, ““Ithink it
is better for a man of cducation
not to takethe pledge,”

The Bisbop of Norwich has ap-
ointed March 10, tho first SBunday
in Lent, a8 the day for the preach
ing of rermons tbrovghout the
diocese on behalf of the 0.E.T.8.

Tus Bishop of London on the
aim of the C.E.T. Society :—

The evnusl festival of theC.E T 8.
at St. Leonards, commenced with a
gervice in the Parish Church in
the afternoon, when a large num-
ber of pereons attended to bear ap
addrers on Temperance by the
Lod Bishop of Lordon, (Dr. Tem-

le). The Right Rev. gentlemsan

ared his observationa on the
works inthe Lord’s Prayer, ** Lead
us not into temptation.”

His Lordcbip dilated upon the
peed of patting temptation as far
away 88 possible, This was & very
important matter for them to con-
sider when they were fighting the
great battle with intemperance ; it
was then that they had especially
to puttemptation away. What was
the great work that an ordinary
man could do in fighting such &
battle as he had spoken of ? It was
in putting as wide & gulf of separa-
tion as possible between the tempt.
ed sipner and the temptation
which beset him. Let every man
look to his own life. Let him
fairly weigh this and say, * Is the
consumption of intoxicating liguors
a real source of temptation to me ?
Do find that it has tempted me in
the past? Do X find that it is, in
the slightert degree, growing upon
me in the present?

Do I find apy weakness in me in
this direotion ? Depend upon it,
if we do, our one business in this
matter is to keep away from the
temptation. This is the condition
that God lays down in respect to
every grievous sin, IF there was
something that tempted them to
sin; if they found it was a real dif-
ficulty to keep straight, their bnai-
ness was to keep away from that
temptation. * O,” they might say,

it neceasary for them to face temp-
tation, then by all means face it,
snd the Lord will surely give them
strength to do the duty they were
called upon to do. Unless this call
was made, the only course open to
them as true soldiers of Christ was
to run no risk with sin, If they
were really in earnest aboumt the
metter, there should be a resolute
determination to fight ihe enemy
whenever thoy and it were face to
face, but never on any sscount to
run 8ny risk that could be possibly
avoided, Baut they had, maybe, an
honest right to suy, I don't find it
atemptation. Itis no real temp-
tation tome at all. I do not feel
there is the slightest danger.
Whenever I feel there is danger,
then will I do what you say. Then
[will give np everything of the
kind ; but at present there is no
danger.” The¢ might be so, but
look at the other side of the ques-
tion. Were they quite sure that
they were not putting a stumbliog

block in their neighbour’s path? It
might votbe a stumblineblock to
them. but was it to their mneigh-
bour? That was the thought and
the principle that led & good many
of them to thipk it & doly to give
up intoxioating liquors altogether.

There were those who gave them
up because they found thew a temp-
tation to themnselves, and there
were those who gave them up, not
because they found them & tempta-
tion to themselves, but for the
sake of others—believing, and be-
ing confirmed in their belief by
lo,g and continuned experience,
that there was no help that they
could give to & weak man, fighting
this battle, 80 great as in their own
persons to remove the somrce of
temptation as far away as possible,
“ But why,"” some may ask, ‘‘limit
our liberty because other men are
weak 7" If they felt it was a limi
tation of their liberty, abstsiners
could not presoribe for them what
to do. They could not eay they
were bound to do it. Bat they
could say, * You are bound to take
up the Cross of Christ, and help
your brother in need.” Buat the
way in which they did their duty
must be left to their own ocon-
science; and they (abstainers)
would be doing very wrong indeed,
if they passed the alightest word of
condemnation of thgaaushic"thon
different from thg
and said they didW
abstaining would Uy el
other people who were riot abstain-
or8. They oould not condemn
them, bnt notwithstanding they
would press upon them all the
misery and orime which drink
causes, and all the suffering which
doscended from generation to
generation through the infection
of evilexample. They would press
that npon them, and tell them, if
they would not join the abstaivers
in their work they must take their
own course, but they must beseech
a'l not to be indiferent while their
fellow men were perishing. * Take

your own course,” the abstainers
