COLLEGE GRANTS,

Tuun Ialifax IHerald has copicd into
ita coluimna some rorinrks of tho Kény's
College Hecard, upon tho subject of the
Synod's applieation for the coutinuance
of tho Government Crant.

The ltecord is conducted, we helieve,

by the undorgraduates of King's College,
aud in no way roprescnts or retlects the
Professorial views or opinions ; indecd,
wo nro givon 10 nndorstand, tho paper is
not in any way under the surveillance or
cousorship of those in authority, heing
simply the work of the students thew-
selves, Womako this oxplnination in order
to vemove from tho mindn of any who
‘may have adoplod it, the idea that the
paper spouks with suthority, not intend-
ing thereby to deprociale the Record's
lawdable offorts to promnolo an esprit de
corpy amang the wembers of the Univer-
sity, and-to foster a tasto for literary
jrursuite among the students,

Much of what the feecord las said wo
can ondorse, while wo doubt the foreo
and wiasdom of other parts of it; but
it lms failed to prosent the subject in
the light which must commoend it to the
favorablo consideration of the Govern-
moat.

What Church people can do, what
thoy ought to do, and what they have
not dony, aro questions not to tho pointd.
The Syned's resolution draws nttention,
as it should, to the coxisting stato of
things, oul to the serious consequences
which must cnsue upon a sudden with-
drawal of the Grant now -made.  But
the following clauess ceutain reasons
which ouglt to uanite the severl
Lodics of Christinns—both Protestant
and Roman Cathelie—in asking for a
renownl of tho Grants. **That for many
yoars Grants 6f public moxney have been
mado in aid of the Collegiato Institutivng
of tho soveral roligious denominations i
the Provines of Novi Svotin.”
