Who does not see that our fair Europe is seriously
indisposed?  From head to foot what alarming
symptoms !

Her noble countenance, alternately faint and con-
tracted, passes incessantly from rosy-red to death-lilze
paleness: Her eye, once so clear, so commanding,
is now troubled, closed, opens with a fearful stare, or
is fixed in stolid indifference. IIer mouth, so worthy
to comunand, now utters but wild, incoherent words.
Her feet, where are they 2 In the mire, which she
does bot increase, by ler tramping. Her arms either
hang listlessly,” or move convulsively. She does
things which would provoke a swmile, were they not so
deplorable.  She tears the hair from her head and
throws it under her feet, to see whether the latter
members will feel better when they trample on the
ionors of the head,

Decidedly our Europe must lose either life or
reason, if the remedy be not speedily applied. What,
then, is to be done?

Some say—7You are frightened for nothing. Itis
merely a swoon. Qur Europe, having conceived by
the modern spirit, is pregnant of a new world. Do
ot treat as disease what is no more than a qualm—a
state of transition. T.eave it to us to take care of
the patient ; we bave vinegar frowm four robbers.*

Away with yau, quacks! it is because she has

taken vinegar, not from four, bat from a hundred
robbers, that Europe is so ruch disordered. You
propose to be but sharpers, you would be assassins,
Furope is only pregnant of the millions of children,
whom she is accustomed to mive us cvery year. The
transition so perceptible is that {rom life to death, if
the remedy be not at hand.
" Othery say—It i3 a rush of blood, a severe fit of
apoplexy. L.t us haste to open at least {wo veins.
Jet us burn powder close by her. ‘Without a prompt
cffusion of bload, and a stimulating fumigation, the
catastrophe is inevitable.

Away with you, once more, physicians who par-
tially know the disease, but have only the treatment
of the butcher-school! Has there been any want of
bleeders during the last threc centuries?  Has not
the patient lost enough of blood, and inhaled enough
of the smoke of pawer? It is only wow that the
zerrible effects of the last fumigation are beginning to
clear away! What a stench of smoke and blood !
T'he feet of the patient are still red with gore.

If Europe bave had blood, that blood may again
become good. No more remedies, at least, no more
riolent remedies! No more drugs! A good regimen,
wholesome food, fresh air, and suitable exercise, these
are all that are required.

Why leave that fair queen of nations immured
within her capitai? Tet her visit ber immense em-
pire, especially those distant provinces now miserably
worked by thousands of blood-suckers. Let her
demand an account of their administration from the
pitiless Pachas of Asia, and of Africa; let her en-
lighten ther, meaace them, and, i necessary, depose
them, had they an hundred tails instead of one. She
will every where obtain admiration, gratitude, and
love, and will return home in renovated health, The
eongestion whereby her life is now endangered, and
which praceeds solely from inaction and the irvegular
use of berstrength, will be found (o have disappeared.

This is what simple common sense would say of,
aud ¢o Lurope, if Europe could reflect, or il those
who are comuuissioned to reflect for her would only
dive into the {rightiul convulsions which, to every
enlightened eye, are plainly discernible, springing up
in tbe bosomn of our soziety, so as to meet them with
the remedy, the only safe and efficacious remedy that
Christian statesmen can or ought to apply.

God, who kuows better than we do, the tendency
of the systemof doing nathing, or, at best, but trifles;
God, who happily for us, occupies himself with the
fate of the world, and the investinent of eapital
which Le has given, Tle acts in default of men.
What is it that Fle does? ’

God acts now with the family of Japeth, as he
formerly acted with the three great families wallowing
in corruption around ihe senselcss enterprise of Ba-
bel. He then struck to dissever what was too much
united ; Ie now strikes to join together what is too
much divided. Now, as then, He strikes as a father ;
but if we hold out, He will strike as a master.

God said to a minister of wrath, brought forth and
kept up on the shores of the Ganges by Asiatic fatal-
ism, filth and carelessness——Thou art pot from me;

but I will give thee a mission. It is onc of the pre-
rogatives of my goodness and mercy, to make evil
subservient to good. Ilere thou art every year hur-
rying millions and willions to the grave; the Turo-
peans know it, yet they take but little heed ; «The
suflerings of others is a drcam,” as they have been
told by those who despise my law. Go, then, no
sanitory rules shall restrain thee: strike on every
side, frighten much, but kill little ; these are my eld-
est born ; I will correct, but not desiroy them. Per-
baps, when they see their science at bay, their
strength powerless, before that Attila of anew kind,
they may then turn to me. Then will T say ta them
—Pray, it is well—but act alse, and act as children
of the Most ITigh. "These hands which you raise to
me, extend them also towards your younger brethren,
who lie grovelling in the mire, otherwise the deadly
miasma of the filth will reach yourselves, It is my
will that my children should make but one. Choose,
therefore, between a community of goods, or a com-
munity of misfortunes !

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POOR LAWS IN IRELAND.

The fellowing are extracts from the ¢ Fifth annnal
Report of the Commissioners for Administering the
Laws for the Relief of the Peor in Ireland,” which is
Jdated 1st May, 1852:—
¢« Thetolal number receiving out-door relief in lreland,
in the week ending 24th ullimo, was 3,493; the total
number in the workhouses at the same date was 186,-
453; showing a-decrease, in comparisen with the cor-
responding period last year, of no less than 70,261
pn.upers, or {wenly-seven per cent.

« With regard to the rate of mortality in the work-
houses, the week tables published in the first, second,

third, and fourth annual repatts, show in each year an
ascending series from the close of autumn in each
year to the close of spring in the suceeeding year, and
Trom that time a coutivually descending series to the
close of the following autumn. Thus, the maximum
rate of mortality in 1847 occurred in April of that year,
and amounted to twenty-five per 1,000 weekly, de-
scending gradually from that time to five per 1,000
in Nov.: from that date it rose to 11.8 in Jaruary, 1848,
and continued nearly at thal point until April, when
it declined again to 2.6 in September ; from that period
it rose 10 12.4 in May, 1342, and again declined 1o 2.4
in November ; il then rose gradually to 6.1 in March,
1850, and declined to 2.4 in December; whence it
again rose to 6.4 it hiarel), 1851,

« We are now at the period of the year 1852 when
the experience ol former years enables us to say that,
if no unusual extent of ¢pidemic disease should - un-
expectedly arise, the highest vate of mortality in the
workhouses in 1852 has been attained ; and that limit
appears to have been veached on the 20th Mareh last,
and amounted t0 3.9 per 1,000 weekly, or 2.2 per 1,000
less than the lowest maximum rate in any year since
the famine.

« Emigration under the provisions of the Irish Poor
I.aw Acfs has been more extensive during the last
than in any preceeding vear. In 184S-49, £16,564,
was expended under this head, incinding the emigra-
tion of female orphans to Australia; in 1849-50, the
amount was £16,260 ; am! in 1850-51, it was £21,075.

s [y the fourth annual report we pointed ot the al-
arming spread of opthalmic disease in the Irish work-
houses, and the steps which we took to arrest its pro-
gress, especially in certain workhouses in which it
had prevailed most severely. We regret o say, that
notwithstanding the publicily given by us 1o the re-
commendatious of the most eminentocculistsin Ireland,
the past year exhibits a considerable increase in the
numbers attacked, in comparison with those of the
previous year.

«The unions which have suffered most from opthal-
mia during the year 1851 arc those of Clonmel, Cashel,
Cork, Limerick, Kiliush, Kanturk, Kilmallock, Lough-
rea, Scariff, Millstreet, and Tipperary. The total
number of cases in the werkhous:s in [reland, during
1851, was 45,947; followed by loss of both eyes in
263 cases; of one eye in 656 cases; by pantial injury
to the sight in 754 cases; 40,684 having beendischarged
cured, and about 1,200 continuing under iteatiment.”?

The effect of that declaration
has been very diflerent on the continent of Europe and
at home.  Abroad it is received as a formal avowal of
designs constantly impmted to Lord Palmerston by
those who regarded him as their worst enemy, and as
the authoritative disclosure of a clandestine poliey
which is so well known 1o every cabinet in Lurope as
scarcely to need this conlirmation. At home, on the
contrary, we ate enabled to state that this posthumous
version of the foreign policy of thie Whig cabinet has
been received with suvprise and pain Dy the very
statesmen who are, conjointly with Lord Palmerston,
respousible for it.— Times.

Riors 1x ScHores.—During the greater part of
Thursday afternoon (the Sth Jfuly,) crowds of idle
stragglers continued t» assemble in the neighborhood
of Kerfool’s-row, and gave evident signs of another
row between the Irish Catholics located there, aud
the Protestant Orangemen, who, to promote their pre-
tended religious views, have several times held deadly
strife with the inliabilants of this locality. Several
street fights occurred during the afternoon, which were
put a stop fo by the police; but about eight.o’clock
the afiray began 1o assume a serious appearance, and
it was found necessary to increase the police force,
and from this time up to eleven o’clock was one con-
tinued scene of disurder. The Irish having sallied
out, armed with spades, pitchforks, pickaxes, reaping
hooks, tied to long poies, hammers, &ec., their oppo-
nents assailed them with sticks and stones, until the
whole of the windows of the houses in Kerfoot’s-row
were smashed to picces, and the furniture in several
of the houses was broken.  About eleven o’clock tie
mayor, accompanied by Joseph Acton, Esq., Reece
Beevan, Esq., Thomas Cook, BEsq., and Jonathan
L.amb, Esq., borough magistrates, and a number of
gentlemen armrived, and, with the assistance of }he
police and special constables, succeeded in clearing
the streets a little after twelve o’clock.  Abont a hun-
dred persons liave been taken into custody, and Wat-
mouth and Benaught, two of the police force, are
severely injured. Abnut twenty minutes past lwelve
a’clack, two companies of the 50th Regiment of Foot,
under the command of Major Waddy, arrived per rail
fram Preston, and were stationed in the Moot and
‘Town Halls to guard the prisoners. A paortion of the

Provost Murray, and would have seriously injured him
had he not escaped in a cab, His windows were
broken, as also those of 1he present Provost, of Hastie’s
commitlee-rooms, and the windows of others of
Hastie’s voters, who were forced to close their shops.
Some were dragged out of cabs and maltreated, and
their hals tossed in the air. The police were over-
powered and chased before the mob. The soldiers
were ordered out to protect the town. The Riot Act
was read. The sherifl was struck by a stone while
reading it. The soldiers had struck two oc three indi-
viduals with their bayonets, and one man had his leg
broken by the police. The soldiers did not leave the
town tifl nearly four o’clock next morning. The
Cathalic vaters were in grecat faver with the people,
At different times the procession cheered, and stopped
before the houses, and the bands serenaded them.
The Paisley electinn and lie conduct of the Paisley
people showed that they had no symathy with the no-
Papery brawlers, and that the people of Paisley were
for civil and religious liberty, and would have it even
al the risk of their lives. The Catholics are deter-
mined to double their numbersat the next registration,
which is the true place to fight their baitles.

Newrorrt, Jury 13.—Last evening an alarming
accident occurred in the town, which oceasioned the
most frightful apprehension as to the safety of nearly
four hundred men, women, and chilidren. The Latter-
day Saints, who form a very large propoition of the
population in Wales, have been holding their ¢ con-
ference” here within the past few days. To this
gathering have assembled many of the ¢ elders” of
the fraternity, some of whom lave held rank as
¢ prophels,” on the banks of the Salt River. Great
preparations were made 1o celebrate this conference on
an extensive scale ; and among other means, it is said
that promises had been held out, and believed in by
the too credulous Welsh people, that ¢ miracles would
be performed !> Yesterday afternoon, a Jarge build-
ing named the Sunderland-lall, in which the body
had held their services for a long period past, was
filled to averflowing by the members of the sect and
their families, who resided in Newport, together with
considerable numbers of the people from the hills, the
calliery, ironworks, &e. It is supposed that about
four hundred persons were liere assembled, about to
join in partaking of teaafter one of the services of the
day. Several Mormon elders had given out the bles-
sing, and some hints were thrown out thaf even that
day might witness some of the great miracnlous
powers of the saints. Scarcely hal tea been com-
menced, when, withont 2 moment’s warning, exactly
one-half of the lofly and heavy ceiling of the building
fell with a sudden crash. For a moment all was
blinding and suffocating dust and confusion, then sue-
ceeded the most appalling shrieks, and the most
terrifying clamor; and amidst the din and horrible
confusion thal ensued, people rushed from all the sur-
rounding houses, apptehending thal some great
calamity had occurred. - Fearful screams were again
heard bursting forth, presently the windows of the
hall were dashed out, and the affrishtened creatures
within flung themselves through the broken sashes to
the ground below ; some were observed elinging with
extreme lenacity to the window-frames and sills, ap-
prehending death within, and fearful of wmulilated
limbsif they fell.  The doors were burst open {rom
without, as well as the piles of people heaped upon
one another inside, permitted, an ingress being at
length obtained, the sight that presented itself was
enough to appal the stoutest heart—beams and rafters,
whole patches of ceiling, amidst clouds of dust, Iying
upon scores of people 3 while thetea-tables, aflording
protection to many, were crowded below with num-
bers erying alond for merey, for prolection, and for a
miracle 10 save them. The upper end of the hall,
where the elders liad been seated, was unhurt—the
ceiling above their heads was unbroken. Immediate
exeriions were made, and in the course of an hour the
wrelched ereatures were all extricated from the ruins ;
aud ou a minute search being instituted, not one was
found missing ; and what js still more remarkable,
although the beams and rafters were heavy, and some,
with huge pieces of entire ceiling, fell directly upon
the tables, and others in a direction that appeared to
insure inevitable death, not one single Mormon was
injured, though it was intimated that two or three un-
believers, who had gene thither to revile and sneer at
the true followers of Joe Smith, received slight injuries,
which may serve their conscience as remembrancers.
When the parties were all extricated, another hall was
obtained, and there the remainder of the evening was
devoted to an evation to 1he elders and the prophets
who had wrought the anticipated miracle of causing a
ceiling 1o fall upon the heads of the saints without
injury. The occurrence has occasioned a remarkable
sensationt in the town.

Criminan OrrenneERs.—The annunal tables showing
the number of criminal offenders in the year 1851
have been printed. 27,960 persons were committed
for trial or bailed in England and Wales, of which
21,579 were convicted, and 6,359 acquitted. 70 were
eapitally convicted, of whom 10 only were executed,
52 having had their sentence commuted into
transportation for life, and the rest into minor punish-
ments, with the exception of one frec pardon. 124
were transported for life, and 2,702 for minor periods.
Of the offenders 22,391 were male, and 5,569 females.
The total number of criminals in 1850 was 26,513 ; in
1849, 27,816 ; and inthe five years ending 1851, 141,-
771. In the five years ending 1846, 136,852. In
Seotland, 4,001 persons were commiitted for trial or
bailed, 2,892 male, and 1,109 {emales; of these only
one was capitally convicted, 15 transperted for life,
and 487 for ‘shorter periods. 3,070 cases resulted in
convictions, 907 in acquitlals.

BURNING OF THE STEAMER «HENRY CLAY.»
TERRIBLE LOSS OF L1FE.

Another dreadful catastrophe has occurred.  The
steamboat Henry Clay, Capt. Tallman, which left
Albany at 7 o’clock yestenday morning, with about
300 passengers, Lias been burned, and 2 large number
of persons are supposed to have either perished in the
flames, or to have been drowned in aitempting to reach
the shore.

The Henry Clay starled from Albany in company
with the steamer Aimenia, and the two boats engared
in a race, wluch was kept up with great recklessness,
and in defiance of the urgent entreaties of the passen-
gers, unil about three o’clock in the afternoon, when
the Meury Clay, having run ahead of lier competitor
about four iniles, it appears, the struggle {or priority
was abandoned.  Near Forrest Point, a shoit distance
below Yonkers, it was discovered that the woodwork
of the Henry Clay around her boilers and flues had
taken fire. The flames made rapid progress the tim-
bers having been se heated by the great fires kept up
during the race, that they kindled readily.

Captain Tallman was in his siate roumn at the time,
suflering it is said, from a recent iliness, but as soon
as the alarm was given, he sprang from his bed, and
ordered the pilot to steer the boat ashore. Her head
was accardingly turned towards the Westeliester Co.
shore, and in a few minutes she struck with great
-violenee, her how being forced up twenty or thinty feet
on the land, and lodging rear the embankment of the
Hudson River Railroad. The shock brought down the
chimneys, and seemed to increase the fury of the
flames.

All the passengers who happened to be on the for-
ward deck now readily escaped, but the stern of the
boat was still in deep water, and the fire raging in the
middle, the passengers aft were compelled 1o choose
between perishing n the ames or leaping averboard;
the latter alternative seeming no less fatal than the
former 1o those unable to swim. The steamer was
two hundred and six feet in length, and as she ran
head foremost on the shore, and not obliquely, it is
apparent iow perilous was the position of the passen-
gers aft.

Those who first reached the shore tore down a board
fence, and threw the boords inte the water. Upon
these many managed to float to the land. A Jew
boats were also despatched to their aid {rom sailing
craft in the river. No list of the passengers was kept,
and the whole number of lives lost is therefore as vet
uncertain.

As ta the number of dead, all rests npon estimate.
From the observations of those on the shoie, and the
statemenis of survivors, it is not probable that less
than three hundved passengers were on board. Not
more thar: two-thirds of this number, it is believed,
were saved ; and gentlemen on the ground this morn-
ing, who had the best opportunities for forming a cor-
rect opinion, thonght that not less than one hundred
lives have been lost by this direfal calamity.

The New York Commercial Advertiser has the fol-
lowing remarks on the conduct of the reckless sconun-
drels, who are wholly and solely responsible for this
terrible event:—

cut the chief engineer apprised Capt. Tallman, or the
pilot, that his boilers were 30 heated that he was in
momeniary apprehension of the wood-work laking fie.
The only respouse he received was a coarse nath, with
an order 10 continue his furnaces at the same heat,
aund it wonld be time enough 10 put out the fire when
it had caught, Such inhumanity puts him who gave
uilerance 1o it out of the pale of civilization, and ought
to stamp him with Cain’s brand as long as he lives —
if the law permits such a murderer 10 live.

MrviTary Ovarion To Me. Meacrr.—The 9th aund
the 68th regiments of state militia, with the Emmet
Guard, the Shields Guard, the lrish American Guard,
and the Mitchel Light Guard, composed chicily of
Irish citizens, were reviewed on the Battery yester-
day, by Mr. Thomas F. Meagher. Alter the parade,
the soldiers entesred Castle Garden, where a large nnm-
ber of ladies and civilians were assembled to hear the
interchange of speeches between Mr. Meaglier and
Lieutenant Colonel Michael Doheny. Mr. Doheny
read a glowing address, which we learn from the
Times “was received with repeated cheers, mingled
with hisses at such portions as referred to the treatment
of the exiles by Great Britain.””

(Boston Journal,) fiom all quarters are correct, there
never was 5o large a gquantily of liquor stored away in
the private residences of the citizens of our Common-
wealth as at present. The following paragraph from
the Yarmoulh Regis(er isa sample of many which have
come under onr cbservation :(—¢ From statistics that
we have taken the painsto gather, it appears that not
far {from five hundred demijohns, jugs, &e., and one
hundred barrels of the different kinds of liquor have
been sent in our packets this spring, since the passage
of the law. We will venture the assertion that so large
a quantity of liquors has not been in town during the
whole of the last ten years, as is here at the present
time. Families that have not consumed a quart a year
of any kind of spirits, have ¢ Jaid in ’ an ample stock
of the different varieties.”

The destruction of liquor was commenced in Provi-

dence, last week, in good earnest,

Inrorrant ¥ro) Cuna.—The New Yurk Courier and
Inguirer has advices from Havana, which go 10 show
that the fate of the Lopez expedition has not enlirely
suppressed any tendeucies to revolution whieh the
Cuban people may bave entertained. The Courier
und Tnquirer says:—

# For some time back we Tiave had it intimated to us
ihat a deep laid and well arganized conepiracy existed
in the heart of the island, in which not only nearly the
whole Creole population, bt many of the Creole offi-
cials were implicated. We discredited the ramor as
an emaration from the Junfa, which has been acensed
of fargiug the inflammatory pronuanciamentos of Jast
simmer.  Bat we now have it repeated lous in a new
and extraordinary form. A Cuban merchant, a gen-
tleman with whom we are well acquainted, and in
whom we have the fullest confidence, and who is nat
ostensibly implicated in the conspiracy, nrrived here
on Thursday in the Cherokee from Havana, and has
given us a copy of a journal published in Havana by
a secret Junta at the risk of their lives, for the purpose
of informing the conspirators of the progress of the
plot. It is printed on ane side of the paper only, and
has the appearance of having passed throngh o great
number of hands. We are informed that it ig the
only copy that ever reached the United States.

Our informant says that the paper will be published
as regnlarly as the circomstances will permit.  ‘The
second number was in press when he left Havana. It
is circulated from hand to hand, secretly among all
classes of people, and #0 important did the Govern-
ment consider the movement, that a reward of $20,000
has been offered for the discovery of the printing
office, and an additional yeward for the seizure of the
impressions. Thirly thousand copies of the first num-~
ber were struck off.”

Several translations from this organ of the liberatory
are given.

The Weekly Despatch alone
ventures an apology for the conduct of Lord Camp-
bel} :— The poor, silly old man is in Lis dotage, and
his impertinent remarks are to be taken as the inane
drivellings of a weak head, rather than asthe ex-
pressions of a corrupt heart. The Catholic Stand-
ard has published the names of the jurymen, in order
that the fellows may be held up to the scorn and
excerations which they so richly deserve. The
Tondon correspondent of the Ozford Herald, a
Protestant paper, says—%It is very confidently
stated that both Lord Brougbam, and Lord Lyund-
hurst, have taken no pains to conceal their disgust at
Lord Campbell’s conduct at the trial of Achilli .,
Newman. It is considered ihat there is ample
ground for the prosecution. of Achilli for perjury,and
it has been thought not unlikely that Dr., Newman
would take that eourse.”

One elfect of this celebrated triai, as will be seen
by an extract from the Austrian corvespondent of the
T'mes, has been to furnish the opponents of ¢ Trinl
by Jury,” with an unanswerable argument against the
introduction of that system- on the continent: with
such a specimen of its results, honorahle men must
shrink, with disgust, from ¢ ‘Frial by Jury.”?

The surrender of the Irishman, Kaine, by the
anthorities of New York to the British government,
on a charge of attempted murder, has led to aserious
riot. A large body, composed principally of Irish,
attempted to rescue the prisoner on bis way to juil,
but were repulsed by the city police. Several per-
sons liave been scriowsly injured.

‘I'he Boston Atlas says, that despatches have been
received at Washington from Mr. Webster, con-
taining assurances that the dificulties upon the ques-
tion of « Fisheries” would be promptly and amicably
adjusted.

PROCLESSIONS.

So rauch hias been said of late about the impropriety
of tolerating processions of any kind,—so much bad
argument, and good ink have been wasted on the sub-
ject, that we should not venture to revert to it, had

raries, an attempt has been made to establish an ana-
logy betwixt the Catholic processions in honor of
the Feast of Corpus Christi, and the Orange pro-
cessions on the 12th of July, in commemoration of
the conquest of Ireland by William the 11T ; and to
argue that both ought to be suppressed, both being
cqually offensive—the first to Protestants, the second
to Catholics. Our object is to show that there is no
analegy whatsoever betwixt the two processions, and
that the arguments, in faver of the suppression of the
latter, ave perfcetly incenclusive when adduced for
the suppression of the former.

The arguments brought forward for the suppression
of Orange processions are,—that their primary object
is to insult the religious, and national, feclings of Irish
Catbolics, and that their almost inevitable results are,
breach of the peace, and too often, alas! the loss of
human life.  I¥ these objections against Orange pro-
cessions are well founded, and borne out by fucts, a
good case for their suppression will have been made
out ; but, unless it can be shewn that the primary ob-
Ject of the procession in honor of the Feast of Clor-
pus Christi is to insult the religious, and national,
feelings of our Protestant fellow-citizens of British
arigin, and that its almost inevitable resalts are,—
breach of the peace, and destruction of human life;
unless history and facts can be adduced 1o.substan-
tiate these objections, then it is very clear that tle
argument, though unanswerable against the toleration
of Orange processions, is perfectly inconclusive when
adduced against the Catholic procession of the Fete
Dieu.

T. We say then, that tlxe‘[;rimary object of Orange

it not been that, in several of our Canadian cotempo- |

processions is to insult the religious, and national,
feelings of Irish Catholics ; that they almost inevitably
lead to a breach of the peace, and the sacrifice of
human life, and that therefore they ought to be sup-
pressed. . . o

II. We say, that the primary objects of~ the Ca-
tholic procession of Corpus Christi are, the honor
and glory of Gad, and the commemoration of the in-
stitution of the Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper,
and that there is therein no intention to insult the re-
ligious, or national, feelings of our Protestant fellow-
citizens of British origin; that it does:not lead toa
breach of the peace, or the sacrifice of human life;
and that, therefore, the argument, in support of the
propriety of suppressing Orange processions, is incon-
clusive, when adduced against the Catholic procession
of the Fete Dien. If we can make good our as-
sertions, our coaclusions are logically correct; we
will endeavor to establish our premises.

We have to establish, first, that the primary object
of an Orange procession is to insult the religious,
and national, feelings of Irish Catliolics; and that its
almost inevitable results are,—breach of the peace,
and, very often, loss of humanlife. To establish this
we have only to revert to the history of Orangeism,
and the events which Orange processions are intended
to celebrate.

In the latter end of the XVII. century, Ircland
was inhabited by two distinct races, differing from one
another in origin, in language, and religion—by Celts
and Saxons—Irishmen and foreigners—Catholics and
Protestants. ‘The first comprised a population of
about one million; the second, a mongrel population
—a sort of dirty cross, between low-country Scotch-
men, and the camp followers or sutlers, of Cromwell’s
army—numbering about two hundred thowsand.—
Aided by thearmsof Ingland, partly by brute force,
partly by chicanery and low cunning,—the character-
isties of the “ dlack north” at the present day—this
small body of foreign colonists had managed, to de-
spoil the ancient proprietors of the soil of their pro-
perty, to trample upon the rights and privileges of the
Irish aristocracy, and to hold the great mass of the
Irish nation in a state of serfdom. In the language
oft Macaulay—

¢ The relation in which the minority stood to the
majority, resembled the relation in which the followers
of Wiltiam the Congueror stood to the Saxon churls, or
the relation in which the followers of Cortes stond to
the Indians ot Mexice. The ascendaney of
the ruling caste was upheld by a standing army o
seven thousand men, on whose zeal, for what was

called the English interest, full reliance could be
placed.”

Such was the political, social, and religious, condition
of Ireland upon the accession of James II. to the
Crown of the three Kingdoms; and the sin of this
monarch was, that he attempted-to remedy, by hasty,
and ill-advised measures, the wrongs under which his
Catholic subjects labored. In the meantime, the arms
of the foreigner, seconded by the treachery and fe-
beliion of his English and Scoteh subjects, had de-
prived James.of the Crowns of Tngland and Scot-
land ; that of Ireland alone vemained to him; for it
must be barne in mind, that the union of lie crowns
upon one head was but an accident, and that, in the
XVIL. century, the Legislature of Jreland was as in-
dependent of that of England, or of Scotland, asin
the reign of William tle IV, the Legislature of Ha-~
nover was independent of that of Great Britain.—
Nosw the forcign colonists, in the North of Ireland,
beheld thisstate of things with greal uneasiness ; they
feared, not without reason, that if the lawful king
could maintain his authority, they would be compelied
to regorge part of their plunder, and make restitution
of their ill-gotten wealth; they trembled lest Ircland
should be for the Trish, and not for the alien mongrel
to trample under foot ; this dread of justice to Ire-
land, far more than any religious consideration, prompt-
cd the foreign colonists to insurrection against the
King of Ireland, and, as they knew that they were
but a contemptibie minerity, neither loved, nor re-
spected, by the Irish, they called in the assistance of
Duteh and English troops 1o aid them, in their rebel-
lion against their sovereign, and their conspiracy
against the civil, and religious, liberties of Ireland.
The rebellion was successful ; foreign arms triumpled,
and Ireland was conquered ; yet not without a strug-
gle. Abandoned by their sovercign, who proved him-
self all uaworthy of the heroic devotion of his loyal
Irishmen, the war was concluded by the treaty of
Limerick—a treaty which recognised Ireland as an
independent power, and not as a rebellious province
—a trealy, of which it is sufficient to say, that hardly
was its ink dry, ere, with true Protestant perfidy,
every important provision in favor of Irishmen and
Catholics was basely violated. Then commenced a
series of persecutions, inflicted by the victors upon
the vanquished, unparalleled in the annals of any an-
cient or modern nation ; still, as if in mockery of the
cruelty of their oppressars, the oppressed increased
in numnbers and i strength; the day of Protestant
ascendancy could not last for ever, and, like a dog—
multering and growling over the hatf-gnawed bone,
which it is compelled, by dint of kicking and fashing, to
drop—the Drolestant Goverument of Great Britain
was compelled to abandon, reluctantly indeed, and
sore against its will, one by one, the provisions of its
much loved Penal Taws; for these concessions Irish-
men know that they are indebted, not to any love of
justice, but to the fears of their persceutors.

Now, it was to celebrate the conquest of Ireland,
the persccution of the Catholic religion, and the as-
ccudaney of the mongrel, Protestant, and alien fuc-
tion above mentioned, that Orangeism and Orange pro-
cessions were established ; it is to remind the Irish
Catlolics of their defeat, of their wraongs, and of the
desire of their adversaries to revive, and perpetuate
the old Penal Laws, if they had the power, that
Orange processions are continved up to the present
time. In the words of Macaulay—tle Oranee vib-
bon retains, after the lapse of more than oac hﬁndred

years, the signification attached to it i m
century. Whatever it may be to the Protestant
Englishman, ¢ to tlie Roman Cathlic Celt it is ag["lt
the emblem of subjugation and persecution.” ul
- So strong is the love of persecution in the beart
of an Orangeman, that if deprived of the power t
outrage Catholics, loyally to the Hanoverian sucee :
sion—the loyalty of which be boasts so much~loss‘
for bim all: its charms.  When the British Goye-""
ment was compelled to do-a tardy justice to the dZ-
mands of a people grown too powerful and numeroyg
to be refused, rather than "abandon his privilege to
persecute, the Orangeman was prepared to-lhroi o?f
his allegiance ; and if he did not engage in plots to
take the life of her present Majesty—for there are
doubts upon this point—he certainly conspired 1o
exclude her from the throne, and to substitute for her
the Orange Grand Master, the most unpopular of u\é
very unpopular family of the drivelling old igjor
George ITI.—a man, of whom the best that can bc’
said s, that a Windsor jury did not find bim euiite
of murder. o

Such was Orangeism in its origin ; such is Orange_
ism at the present day. Have we not, then, fully
made out our assertion, that the primary object’ of an
Orange procession is to insult the religious, and ga-
tional, feelings of Irish Catholics? That the ajmoyt
inevitable results of these processions are—breac), of
the peace, and, too often, loss of human tife, requires.
no proof.  We have but to look to the history of
Ireland for the last fifty years—iwe liave but to (ake
up the journals giving an account of these processions
to-day to find ample proofof the result of Oranee pro-
cessions. Ta the melancholy events rcc01'ded°in the
Hamilton Spectator, we sec the almost inevitable
tendency of these processions ; indeed, so well aware
are Orangemen themselves of the tendeney of their
displays, that they usually attend armed, and with 5
large supply of ammunition. Most certainly, armed
processions should not be allowed in any civilised com-
munity.

With regard to our second proposition, respecting
the objects and the results of the Catholic processio:
of the Ieast of Corpus Christi, we might logically
argue that, as no one can be culled upoﬁ to p?m'e a
negative, it is for the oppenents of this procession to
prove, that its primary object is to insult the religious,
and national, feelings of Protestants of British origin,
and that its almost incvitahle results are—breach of

¢ { the peace, and, often, tie loss of human life. Not

only, our Protestant objectors cannot do this; but we
can prove that the object of this procession is not to
insult our “separated brethren,” and that its results
are not such as to lead Lo a breach of the peace, or
loss of human life.

To do this it is sufficient fo remark, firstly, thal
the Procession of Corpus Christi was general all
over Christendom centuries before the origin of Pro-
testantism; that, therefore, its primary object eannot
be to insult the re/Zgions feelings of a sect which did
not cxist when the ceremony originated. Secondly
—that the forefathers of the present objectors—that.

I Iinglishmen and Scotchinen before the great apos-

tacy of the XVI. century, took: part, and waiked,
with devotion to the Blessed Sacrament, in this same
religious procession ; and Lhat, therefore, it is impos-
sible that its primary object can be to insult the »a-
tional, any more than the relizious, feelings of our
Protestant fellow-citizens of British origin. To prove.
that its tendeney is not Lo lead to a breach of the
peace, or to the destrustion of buman life, it is sufi-
cient to remark, that no such results have ever yet
occurred ; and, above all, (and bere, be it remarked.
is another characteristic difference betwixt Catholic,
and Orange, processions) that Catholics who walk i
the procession of the Feast of Corpus Christy do not
supply themselves with arms or ammunition ; if they:
did, the law would do well to put a stop to Catholic,
as well as to Orange, processions. We hare now,
we trust, fully substantiated our assertions concerning
the primary objects, and the results, of the Catholic
procession ; if 50, we have the right to conclude that
the arguments in support of the propriety of suppress-
ing Orange processions are inconclusive when ad-
duced against the Catholic procession of the Fele
Dic:.

In the ahove remarks we have endeavored to ad-
lere closely to our thesis. which was, not that the
procession of Corpus Christi shouid be alloweil, bul,
that the arguments usually adduced against the tole-
ration of Orange processions ave inconclusive against
the Catholic procession of the Fete Dieu. \Wewill
now venture a plea why the latter procession should
be continued.  Our Protestant {riends must remen-
her that the procession did not come fo them, but
that they have come, knowingly and willingly, to the
procession ; that the ceremony was in use cre ever
lnglishmen or Scoltchien became residents of
Canada ; and, above all, that the right of the Ca-
tholies of Canada to continue this time-honored prac-
tice was especially guaranieed to them in the trealy
of peace by which France ceded Canada to Great
Britain—the treaty, be it remembered, in virtue ot
which alodie, the allepiance of Canadiars is due te
the British Crown, and Proteslant Lnglishmen, and
Scotchmen, can claim the rights of British subjects
in Canadn. Not only then it is the duaty of the
British (3overnment to tolerate Catholic processions.
and 1o ofter no obstruction to them, but it is its duly
to protect themn, and to take care that no obstrue-

tions be offered to them by others. Into the religious

question we will not go ; we contend only, al preseat,
for the civil rights of Catholics in Canada—rights
guarzuteed by international treaties,  'T'o the argu--
ments of our opponents against these processtons,
grounded upon religious principles—¢ idolatry—dese-
cration of the Sabbath,” &c., &c., we will not ¢n-
ter at present, beeause they are perfectly irvelevant.
They might have been adduced as good reasons for
not signing the original trealy, but they are ulterly
worthless when brought forward as = reason for via-.
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lating. the provisions of a pre-existing treaty, of that
treaty, in virtue of which Canada is an appendage,
and certainly not one of the least valuable appendages,
of the British Crown. CL .
One thing we will readily admit, and that is, that
it is the interest and duty of Catholics, in the cele-
bration of their religious ceremonies, to offer as little
annoyance or obstruction to their Protestant fellow-
citizens as possible ; to show, by every word and ges-
ture, that they desire to live on good terms with their
neighbors, and to be in charity with all men. . This
we know is the earnest desire of the Bishops and
Slergy throughout the Province. We sincerely trust
that the inconsiderate fanaticism of a few Pharasaical
pi'etenders to godliness will not be allowed to break
up the harmony in which Catholies and Protestants
Lave so Jong dwelt together in Montreal.

NUNNERIES.

tablishment, from Seminary to Convent: now
alighting upon the Jesnit Coliege—anon upon the
Grey Nunnery—and ever leaving behind him the
nauseous slime of hLis filthy presence. Hardly have
we exposed him in one lic, ere we are called upon to
refute him in another, * Yesterday he was maligning
the Jesuits. The Convents of Montreal have the
especial honor, this time, of being the subjects of our
pious friend’s objurgations; and that because, in the
calamity with which this city has been visited, they
have proved themsclves so useful to the community,
in alleviating the sufferings of the poor, and bearing
prompt succor to the unfortunate victims.

¢ Nosooner did the fire take place, than Priests and Nuas
sere fying round, like angels of merey, relieving the sufferery,
aot only of their own eomimunion, but Proicstants ; they also
ihrew open their Colleges, schools, and some other boildings,
us refuges for the homcless.”? [Oh what monsters! Surely here
1he Protestant cye can detect the < working of the mysicry of
iiquity.”’] ¢ Thus, whilst there was no Protestant organisa-
¢ion for the relief even of Protestants, much less for Romaun
Catholics, there was abundanee of Roman Catholic ministra-
tivos for both.”?

iIinc ille lachryne—hence the groans which rend
the breast, the bitter malice that surcharges the
beart, of our amiable cotemporary. Popery, in
theory, is bad cnough; so bad thatour learned friend
will not attempt 1o use the weapons of logic against
it; hut Topery in practice—Dopery bousing the
homeless, tending the sick, feeding the hungry, eloth-
ing the naked, and ministering to the wants of the
poor, not only of Papists, but of Protestants—calls
forth, from the store-house of the Montreal Wit-
stess, all the weapons of calumny, falschood, and
uncharitableness, with which it is so abundantly pro-
sided.  Yes, whilst by his own confession, the
Catholic Clergy have throswn open their colleges,
schools, and every dispesable building, as “ refuges for
the houscless”—swhilst .the Nuns are “ flying round,
like angels of mercy, relieving the sufferings, not only
of Caltbolics, but of Protestants,” without distinction
of ereed ororigin—whilst for the relief even of their
awn poor there exists “ no Protestant organisation,”
our evangcelical cotemporary ean « improve the occa-
sion,”’ by foully libelling, and insulting those ¢ angels
of mercy,” to whom le, and the whole community,
aie under the greatest obligations: obligations which
they are as unable to compensate, as he is incapable
of appreciating ; teuly, the act, the oceasion, and the
time, are all worthy of the man. T.et us analyse,
however, his objections against Catholic charitable
institutions, and endeavor to answer the question he
attempts to raise— Whether Canadn does not pay
teo dear for the aid rendered to society by Priests
and Nuns, at a period of calamity like the present 1

To this we would answer in the first place—that
we do not believe it possible to pay too dear, or cven
sufticiently to remunerate, in any worldly manner, the
services vendered to society by Driests and Nuns, at
n period of calamity like the present—that but for
that aid the horrors of the fire would have been ag-
gravaled tenfold by the horrors of sickness and
famine—and that it is impossible to pay too dear for
the health which, under God, they have been, the
meaus of preserving, and for the solace which they
have been the means of imparting to many and many
a well nigh broken heart.  In the second place, we
would abserve that Canada, that is the State, or
Government, bas paid nothing whatever for the aid
s rendered to society. The Goverament, the Cor-
poration, individuals of all classes, and of all religions,
live generously contributed their share fo the relief
of the sufferers; but the services of T’riests and
Nuns have been rendered grafuitously—simply in
fulfillment of the Divine precepts. The property of
the DPriests and Nuns was not given by. gevernment,
cither French or British, and the former lave only
to be thankful for that they have not been. as is too
often tlic case. in’ Protestunt countries, robbed and
pillaged ; our religious establishinents receive nothing
from government, but live upon their own property;
property as lonestly acquired, to say the least, as that
of their cowardly traducers: at least we can assure
our colemporary, that it has zof been gained by
¢heating the poor, and by frauduleat bankruptcies.

Tke first -objection urged against our Catholic
charitable establishments 15—

“That in order to have Priests and Nuns ready for such an
emergeney, therc must be regular communities ot “persons who
have tenounced the oxdinasy cares and dnties of life, nad who
are, generzlly spenking, idle, and unproductive members of the
bedy politic, 1n every sense of the word.”

It is certainly true, that te kave Pricsts and Nuas
ready for such an emergency as.the present, it 7s ne-
cessary to have Priests and Nuns, and persons
organised in regular communities, who have renounced
the world, and worldly cares, for heaven, and the
things pertaining to the kingdom of heaven; but itis
not true that persons who have so renounced the
world are “idle and unproductive members of the
body politic,” in any sense of the word. On the
contrary, even in a worldly point of view,society has
been more indebted to the monastic orders than to
any other institution that ever existed. In saying
this, we do not desire to be thought capable of falling
in with the common cant of the day, and of defending
the cause of monastic institutions, decawse of their
beneficial material results; far from it: great as are
the advantages derived by society from the active, we
believe it has derived still greater, and far more im-
portant advantages from the contemplative, orders;
but here we are certain that cur opponent is ineapa-
ble of understanding us, because, incapable of appre-
ciating aught save tnaterial things ; it is therefore our
intention to aliude only, to the beuefits conferred on
mankind by the active orders, to henefils solely in the
maferial order. We assert, withount fear of contra-
diction from any who are acquainted with conventual
lile, that so far from its being a life of ease and
idleness, it is a life of continual teil and exertion ; of
labors from which, we are sure, that the revilers of
conventual life would recoit with dismay, if exposed
to them for one week. T'o the monastic orders Eu-
rope is indebted for its letters, for its arts, and for
all that is valuable in its material civilisation. By
lazy monks copies of the Sacred Scriptures were
preserved and multiplied—by the hands of monks the
forests were cleared—the soil tilled—and the earth
compelled to bring forth itsincrease. The Protestant
historian, Gibbon, no friend of monks, admits, that—

¢ The brethren were supported by their manual labor, and
the dnty of labor was strenuously rccommended as n penance,
ag an exercise, and as the most landable means of securing
their daily subsistence. The garden and fields which the in-
dustry of the monks kad oftien rescued from the foiest, or the
morasy, were diligently cultivated by theiv hands.  They per-
formed, without reluctance, the menial oflices of slaves and
domeslics; and the several trades that werc necessary 1o pro-
vide their habits, their utensils, and their lodging, were excr-
cised within the precinets of the great inonasteries.?

Though Gibbon regrets that the monastic studies
tended ¢ for the most part, to darken, rather than to
dispel the clouds of superstition™—that is, to the pre-
servation, rather than to the overthrow, of the mys-
teries of Clristianity, still ke conlesses, that—
“ posterity must gratefully acknowledge that the
wonuments of Gireek and Roman literature have been
preserved and moitiplied by their indefatignble pens.”
But it is in vain {or us to cite history, or Lo appeal to
the records of the past, for we are sure that our
cerudite eolemporary kuows nothing whatever about
them ; still, we can assure him, in answer to his eom-
plaint, that, Nuns and Priests ® must be supported at
a continual heavy expense”—that the Nuns and
Priests of Canada arc supported by the labor of their
own bands, and the revenue derived from their own
properly.

o the second, and third objections, we think no
reply is necessary. \What (he Ieclesiastical Corpo-
vations of Canada hold, they hold in virtue of the
right which every man possesses, to do what he will
with his own—to give it to whom he thinks fit, with-
out being subjected to the impertinent interference of
a third party. We admit, also, that the Catholic
orders are very useful ausiliaries to the Church of
Christ; aud i it be true that, owing to their ex-
ertions, the secular government becomes powerless,
cxcept it act in accordance with the will of the
Church, we thank God for such a blessed consumma-
tion; we fervently hope that every secular govern-
ment which does not act in accordance with the will
of the Catholic Church, whick is only another
formula for expressing the will of God, may be con-
founded, and put to shame.  This hope is expresscd
by the Catholic every time he gives ntterance to {he
petition—* I'iut Voluatas tua, sicut in calo, et in
terrf.” ,

The fourth objection to monastic institutions, raised
by our colemperary is, their immoral tendency :—

© The wholesale contravention of the Divine precept given
to,man at his creation, involved in these commmunities of celi-
hates, ennnot tail ta prove most disastrans w the marals of
country ; it has always done so, and must, in the very nature
of things, coatinue to do so. Monkerics, Nunuerics, and
Foundling Hospitals, wil] always be found to go together.”

Sad things these Monkeries, Nunneries, and Found-
ling ospitals ; but still we may be pardoned for ob-
serving, that Monkeries and Nunneries are betler than
Poor Law Bastiles ; that the evils of rearing children
abandoved by unnatural prothers, are not so great
as those of infanticide ; and that a T'oundling Hospi-

tal is less a disgrace 10 a country than those Acts ol §

Parliament against the erime of child wurder, with
which the Scotcl Protestant Statute Book is pleati-
fully garnished—a melanclioly, but ever abiding mo-
numeat of the extreme incontinence, and extraordi-
nary depravity, of the women of a country in which
such statules were considered absolutely necessary,
in order to prevent mothers from cutting their babies”
throats. As to Monkeries, Nunneries, and IFound-
ling Hospitals, being provacative of immorality, it is
a sufficient reply to point oat the bistorical fact. that
the most Drotestant, are invariably, the most immoral,
countries in the world. We have said before, and
we have proved from Protestant statistics, that, for
drunkenness and every kind of Dbeastly debauchery,
Ingland and Scotland are pre-eminent amongst the
nations of the earth; that they are only surpassed, if
surpassed at all, by Protestant Sweden. What the

latter country is, we are informed by en extract which, |

funnily enough, we take from the same issue of the
Montrea? Witness as that in which the immoral ten-
dencies of Catholic ‘conventual institutions are de-
cried. Surely, there are not many Monkerles or
Nunneries in Sweden, and yet we read in the Mont-
real Witness, under the heading, Swedish Deterio-
ralion—

« Professer Huss, the first physician in Sweden, has pub-
lished an important book on the discases of the Swedish peo-

ple. He proves that the Swedes are rapidly deteriorating,
physically, as to stature and strengib, and morully, as to

nteliect and virtue.”? -
Professor Tluss attributes this deterioration, moral as
well as physical, not to Monkeries and Nunncnes,_lnr
they are prohibited by law, but to the beastly im-
morality of the very Protestant population of evan-
gelical Sweden ; another land of ¢ Civil and Religious
Liberty” of “Gospel Light and Sanctuary Privi-
leges.” _
We will not attempt to defend, against the stric-
tures of our cotemporary,  the wholestle contraven-
tion of the divine precept given to man at his crea-
tion.” Chastity is eminently an anti-Exeter Hall vir-
tue; not practising it themselves, unab!e, therefore,
to conceive the possibility of the practice of sucha
virtue by others, Protestants have long ceased to look
upon it as pleasing to God, or conducive to the hap-
piness of man. It is in vain to attempt to undeceive
them ; useless to argue with them, as if for mau there
was any destiny higher or nobler than gratifying the
lusts of the flesh, Protestantism, in its origin, was the
revolt of man’s lower appetiles against the precept

of cliastity; it tvas this that aroused the wrath of

Luther against the Church of Rome—this, that stirred
up a Henry VIII. to establish a pure branch of the
Catholic Church in Lngland—his, that has led, in
every Protestant country, to the degradation of the
marriage tie, from the rank of a divine institution to
a mere civil contract, and which, by ratifying the
right of divorce, has recognised the old heathen prac-
tice of polyzamy under another form, and reduced
the once 1loly State of Matrimony to the condition
of legaliscd concubinage. Tt is the same spirit of re-
volt that is actuating the rulers of Piedmont, at the
present moment, in their unhallowed resistance to the
Holy See, and in their advocacy of the « Ciril Dar-
riage Law”—this, too, the spirit which speaks by tle
lips of Ackilli, and raises him to the rank ot a Pro-
testant Saint, because he has antraged every precept
of decency and chastity. In * beastly lust” did Pro-
testantism originate, says Cobbett. The remarks of
our cotemporary upon “ the wholesale contravention
of the divine precept given to man at his creation,”
abundantly prove that Protestantism to-day is faith-
ful to its origin. . )

Having proved that Monkeries and Nunneries are
so fatal to the well being of the commuuity ; having
shown us—the ¢« idle, aud, in every seuse ot the word,
unproductive members of the body politie?’—throwing
open their  College schools and svme other buildings
as refuges for the homeless,” and ¢ fying round like
angels of merey, relieving the suflerers, not only of
their own communion, but Protestants ;> and having,
by way of afitting return for these acts of charity to-
wards his ¢p-religionists, poured forth the venom of his
abuse against ¢ priests and nuns,” like 2 true Lrotest-
ant—our cotemporary winds up by asking the not un-
imporiant queslion—¢¢ How is distress to be relieved
without these orders 7°? seeing that ¢ Protestants have
neither elergymen, nor laymen, ready to go roumd,
devoting thetr entire time, or a great portion of it, 10
sufferers from fire®—and that “¢all, or uearly all,
being under the necessity of attending to their ecen-
pations for a liviug, there isno one in readinesa o
perform statedly, or gratuitously, the necessary Jabor.”
We will be more just to our Protestant brethren thaa
is theic ownorgan.  We know several Protestant gen-
tlemen, both clergymen, aud others, who have beeu
unremitting in their exertions for the relief of their
suffering brethren, during, and since the fire, though,
we are sure, they would not thauk us for publishing
their names; God Las seen thewn, and will, we doubt
not, reward them. But the question of the Montreal
Witness is highly important; {or it is true, Protestants
have no organisation, and isolated efforts can do but
little towards alleviating the immense amount of mi-
sery now existing. Our cotemporary recommends the
formation of commiltees, and the hiring of eficient
persons who, as hirelings, would act in all haman pro-
bability like hirelings. ™ To this we auawer, that the
plan has been often tried, and has always failed mi-
serably—that the hirelings have, asis their nature,
always managed (o {eather their own nests, and starve
the pour—that, at Quebee, for inslance, large sums
jong remained in the hands of those wha were en-
trusled with their distribution, and that lond complaints
were utlered in consequence ; and, finally, we kuow
ta what kind of men, if our cutemporary’s plan were
adopted, the funds for the reljef of the poor would be
entrusted § to the very men, iu all probability, whe
are so infamously nolorious for their dishonest mal-
admistration of ihe funds of the Montreal Provident
and Savings Bank. We know what these nen, and
the clique with whom they usnally act, are : we know
that they robbed and cheated the poor once, and knosw-
ing them, we will not be such {ools as {o trust them
again.  We hope our opponent has o satisfactory an-
swer.

AUSTRALIA.
THE AUSTRALIAN GOLD FIELDS,

The following is an extract from 'a letter just.
received in Southampton:—

« Ashby, Geelong, Victoria, Feb. 23rd, 1852.

“T promised to write to you immediately upon
landing. Business has hitherto prevented. You will
read this with the greatest pleasure,as I can now
give you the experience of a few weeks. We landed
January 2nd, 1852. The steamer came alongside
the vessel. Four families ehose this place as their
residence. T make but little doubt you would like to
know something of the second town as regards its
importance in this supposed semi-barbarous region. I
assure you if it be barbarous it is the fault of the
Lnglish themselves. There are no natives to trouble
us. I have-seen but about half a dozen since I
came here. There is nothing in them to excite your
fear, but a great deal to excite pity. Poor,miserable,
squalid-looking creatures, who generally beg for
bread. There are some few civilised, and laboring
in various capacities.

“ The town of Geelong is seated on a bay (as fine
a one, I suppose, as the world can boast), and extend-
ing about two miles inland, all the distance a slight
hill, with 2 church at the top. I cannot describe to
you anything half so beautifully picturesque, as you
stand at the fop of either of the sireets, and look
déwn upon the silvery bosom.of this extensive bay.
The land on three sides is prettily wooded hill and
dale, tlie other'side extending onward to the great
ocean—even till it reaches yourselves; and often do
I stand at the front door, look at it, and think we are
only seventy-five days apart.

“ We have a very large market square, with well-
built streets at the four corners. 'There are many
more streets, but all wide and well built. Indeed the
town is well laid out, and bids fair to rival Little Eng-
land and Liverpool. The shops are very large, even
for home; but here they have such immense stocks.
All are ‘doing well, consequently can afford to con-
sume largely. ‘Taking the suburbs, Ashby, Little
Scotland, Newton, &c., I should think the population
to be about 40,000 or 50,000, ihat is, when all are
at their houses, but now most of the gentlemen are at
the diggings. It would take an abler pen than mine
to convey even a faint idea of proceedings here. The
fact is, everybody—old and young, rich and poor,
learned and illiterate—are all off to the diggings. A
Church of England Minister thought-he should be
Justified in quiiting his Ministerinl functions and
going. His first efforts were crowned with success ;
the first piece he dug weighed 7lbs. "I'wo men came
down last week with 90lbs. of the precious metal.
Another with 48)bs.; this I weighed for him.
Through it all business is stopped. 'Though all do
not realise such immense sums, all do well. - A young
man, whom I intended returning with, told me last
weelk he would not take £400 a year from any house,
“for he had worked a fortnight and a day and had got
£210. The same person had been before, and when
he came down he bought a house for £200, and he
is letting it for £50 per annum. . All buildings are
stopped. T grieve to look at them, though I rejoice

No subject can have any justice if the
judge, who acts as assessor to the jury, secks illegi-
limate opportunities, in a running fire of irrelevan:
observations, of bending the minds of the jurers all
in one direction throug?xout the trial. 1t could serve
no good or honest purpose to fling a political insult as
Dr.” Grant, such as Judge Jeffries might have con-
ceived, about the assumntion of the episcopal title
and, thereby, while he was under the solemn sanctim;
of an oath, to disturb his mind from that dispassiouate
serenity which the .occasion required. [t certainly
elicited “three times three and one cheer more,’
which the judge did nof seek 1o repress, when lis
lordship repeated and reiterated his thanks to Godt
that we had no Inquisition in this country, and apolo-
gised to his audience for admitting any evidence which
was not entirely in favor of Protestantism ; but it
would have been very much better {or his own foren-
sic character, and the credit of British justice, if he
had rellected that there was nothing in tgxe law which
prevented the panel from being composed entirely of
Papists, and from having placed a Catholic judge on
the bench to try the canse. He might, by repressiny
his infirmity of chattering from his judicial spray,
have also prevented himself from exposing his igno-
rance—seeing that there is in this conutry an Inquisi-
tion just of the kind of that which recorded Dr. Achil-
li’s confession of unbridied and sacrilegious inconti-
nence in Italy. A single bishop, without reason as-
signed, may now suspend any person from officiating
in his dincese. On the occasion of just such a scan-
dal as that which Achilli raised, the bishop in this
country orders a secret inquiry—and heresy or schism
may be, and sometimes is, visited by dragging the
victims through the spiritual courts, pro salufem animi,
until they are ruined by the costs, and cast into prison
by their ecclesiastical -superiors. It is extremely
amusing 1o observe low eager some of our cotempo-
raries are, both to have their cake and to eat it. They
think that this trial conveys conclusive proofa of the
lust of the Popish clergy, while they praise the jury
lor ignoring these proofs and refusing to believe them.
But if they will consult our police reports, scandalons
chronicles, and civil and eriminal trials, they will
discover that “evil concupiscence® is by no means
confined to the Catholic clergy ; and if they will stroll
through our cathedral towus, they will speedily satisfy
themselves that neither incontinence nor sacrilege
are vices peculiar to Popish hierarchs. - It is troe our
code of clerical morals is stricter than that of the con-
tinent ; but that extends equally toour Catholic clergy ;
and it is notorious that the chastity of the Irish lowor
¢lasses is much greater than that of the same class in
England or Scotland. That this shameless travestie
of judicial proceedings will rest where it is we cannot
believe ; and we shafl probably see, in a motion for a
new trial, on the ground of the verdict being diame-
trically opposed to the evidence, whether the ear of
justice is so poisoned with the leprous distilment of
bigotry, as that the judges will ratify the monstrous
act of the jury. Sir A. E. Cockburn, - distingnished
for his manly moral courage, and never more emi-
nently displayed than on this occasion, has before this
made the Chief Baron repent, in sackeloth and ashes.
that ilch for prating on the bench which appeatsto
grow with years; and he is not likely to permit the
garrulity of the Chief Justice to escape with impunity.

n fact, no man should be tolerated on’ the bench
after 70. He ceases then to be a judge, and only con-
tinues from instinct to perform the routine of* a legal
machine, desperately out of order, and in want of
lubrication.

He is a Protestant
to an exireme; indeed, if we are to judge by some
of his recent.acts, he is Prolestant {0 an absurdity.—
We refer to_things more recent than the Lcclesias-
tica] Titles Bill ; for that, repugnant as it was to all
American ideas: of religious ireedom and equality,
still sprung legitimately enough from the peculiar
union of Church and State and the theoretical supre-
maey of the Sovereign over both, aud withal hasbeen
reduced by evasion to a virtual nullity. The Achilli
trial, and the Proclamation against Roman Catholic
processions are demonstrations far more remarkable
and significant. The one reveals the extiavagance of
the auti-Popery spirit of the people, the other of the
Government. They read like the doings of a medi-
val age.

Their testimony was direcl, distinct and ex-
plicit; it related to various aets, perpetrated at various
places, liundreds of miles apart, and at various times
years asunder § it involved no antecedent or inherent
improbability, was consistent throughout, and success-
fully stoud the test of a searching cross-examination ;
it was, in respect to the most grave charges, in strict
accordance with what he bimself had unreservedly
acknowledged before another tiibunal ; it was contra-~
dicted only by his own individual eath in regard to
the specific allegations, and that too with the salvo of
refusing to answer in reference to his general inno-
cence. Yet all this testimony, thus extensive and
foreible, was held by an English jury to be insulli-
cient to prove Achilli a guilty man! It was a verdict
waich shocks every principle of common sense: if it
be tine, no reliance is to be placed npon any human
testimony whatever. The mode of trying the case
was as extraordinary as the result. The Lord Chief
Justice—he who had written the lives of all the emi-
nent British judges of past times, and of all other men
ought 10 be imbued with the spirit of British justice—
permitted the solemnity of his Court to be profaned by
the partisan eries of an excited throng of bystanders;
nay, he himself mads and repeated invidiousremarks
that were clearly extra-judicial for the express pur-
pose apparently of proveking such cries; moreover,
his summing up to the jury was partial and imperfect.
The student of History in reading the proceedings is
irresistibly reminded of the tiials under the * Popish
Plot” of 1679, in which Titus Oates bore such a me-
morable part as a witness. We read’ in Hume that
“The violent animosity which had been excited
agaiust the Catholics in zeneral, madé the public
swallow the grossest absurdities when they accompa-
nied an aceusation of those religionists. The victims
belore their arraignmeut, were condemned in the opi-
uion of the judges, jury and spectators; and tobe a
Cathalic was of itself a sufficient proof of guilt. The
Chief Justice in particular gave sanction 10 all the
narrow prejudices and bigoted fury of the populace.
The opinion that the Jesuits allowed of lies and men-
tal reservalions for promoting a good cause was at this
time so universally received, that no credit was given
ta testimony delivered either by that Osder or by any
of their disciples.”? This same bigotry identical in
essence, though not equal in intensity, in spite of all
the boasted advance o? Biitish intelligence and free-
dom, has been exhibited in the same court in 1852—
the Roman Cathalic ecclesiastic John Henry Newman
instead of the Roman Catholic Lord Stafford being its
vietim.

"These things are no doubt regarded with the sin-
ceres! sorrow by vast numbers of English Protestants;
but still they indicate an extent and degree of Protest-
ant prejudice and intolerance of which we here know
nothing. There is in England a Christianity—no we
retract—a religionism'which instead of apostolically
avoiding strife’and. working by love delights in being
vexatious and obstructive—a religionism that makes
a conseience of galling consciences not its own—that
strains its utmost for things trivial or indifferent, and
is silent before evils which it ought to denounce with
a voice of thunder~—a, religioniam which would con-
tinue all the dread{ul evils of intra-mural interments
rather than compromise any ot its peculiar notions
about consecrated and uncansecrated ground—a reli-
gionism which is scandalised atthe sight of a Cathalic
cassock in the street, and yet deliberately sits in.a
Courl of Justice and delivers a sworn verdict that that
which hath been, hath not been, and that which is,
is.not. .

Newman pleaded justification, and
produced in court a variely of inleresling witnesses
from Malta, Venice, Coifu, and other places in which

The old spirit of No-Popery blazesup again,
undimmed by the progress of the age and the ad-
vanee of civilisation. We did mot supposs such an
aflair was possible in our times.

The recent trial of Dr. Newman, for libel on Dr.
Achilli, very naturally supplies our religious exchanges
—both Americanand foreign—with a topic for remark.
From our English papers we learn thatthe small place
of worship in Dufour Place, London, where Dr.
Achilli preached, is now closed. We are free to say,
after carelully reading every line of the report of the
trial, 1hat we should have marvelled indeed had this
not been the case. It entirely passes our comprehen~
sion how any jury, solemnly sworn to render their
verdiet according 1o the evidence, could declare the
impurities charged against Dr. Achilli ¢¢ not proven.”
The evidence of the Italian women was not in the
least degree shaken or dispruved; in some cases it
was strongly corroborated ; it was met only by the
personal denial of the Doctor, who declined lo say on
aath that he had not been guilty of other and similar
immoralities, But it was not on the evidence of Italian
women ouly that the proofs of impurity rested. Eng-
lish women also testified to similar conduct on the
part of -Dr. Achilli, after he had come to reside in
England. 1Inour judgment there was a most fatal
uniformity of testimony against him at every stage of
his life, and to have learned that his eongregation were
still receiving counsel in sacred things from his lips
would have made us feel that partisanship had tri-
umphed over prineiple and piety.

Some of our exchanges, which still espouse the
cause of Dr. Achilli, seem to us to make a fatal mis-
take in their leading idea. They account the Doctor
acquitted of the abundant charges of gross immorality ;
they say virtually that the witnesses against him were
perjured and unworthy of belief; they repndiate their
testimony altogether; and then, on the strength of
such repudiation, pronounce Dr. Achilli an innocent
and grossly libelled man. But in the next breath they
declare that the revelations made during thetrial show
how ullerly corrupt and debauched are the Catholie
priesthood. Now if those witnesses spoke the truth,
they proved Dr. Achilli o -hardencd, habitual de-
baunchee—a very wolf in sheep’s’ clothing. If they
gave false testimony ‘(on which supposition alone ean
the verdict of the jury be justified,) then are they
utterly-unworthy of eredit in everything they said,
and they do not prove the general impurity of the
Romish priesthood. In fact, their evidence mnst be
thrown aside entirely—accounted as a tissue of false~
hoods from beginning 1o end, or Dr. Achilli was guilty
of ihose things whereof he was accused. We cannot
in ‘common justice reject their testimeny as againat
Dr. Achilli on the ground of its being unworthy of be-
lief, and then receive it as against the system of
Papeiy, or the papal clergy generally. This is so
obvious that we marvel that it has been overlooked by
Dr. Achilli’s ever zealous defenders.

If Dr. Achilli was the man these witnesses repre-
sent, and still was permitted for years to officiaie as a
Papish'priest, ther might the inference be drawn that
such immoralities are at Jeast winked at under the
system of Pupery, as a necessary consequuence of
carrying out its dogmas. But even then, if candor go-
vems our judosment, as it ever should, it must be
borne in mind that the evidence of sitilar immorali-
ties extends to his Protestant carcer, and also that he
was [inally permanently deposed from the office of a
Romish priest. But'if it be claimed that Dr. Achillj
has been slandered by these witnesses, it must be
equally admitted that Popery and Popish priests have
been slandered also, The authority, sofar asthe re-
velation may on this trial go, on which the latter are
accused of habitnal immorality, it is no better than
that on which Dr. Achilli wus accused. It is just
the same ; and if it be rejected in one case, it must
in common justice, be rejecied in the other,  We can-
not ourselves, kowever, avoid the settled gonviction
that the jury gave a verdict aceording to their feelings
aud not according to the evidence, and therefore did,
Protestantism more hort than Popery ever could do,
