The Consulats General in San Francisco will have con-
sular responsibility for Northern California, the states of
Nevada (excluding Clark County), Utah, Colorado, Wyoming,
Washington, Orcgecn,; Idaho and Montana and the territories
of Hawall and Alaska. The Consulate General in Los Angeles
will have consular responsibility for the Counties of Santa
Barbara, Ventura, San Bernardino, Los Angeles, Orange, River-
side, San Diego, Xern, Coblspo, Imperial, in the State of
California; Clark County in the S*ate of Nevada, and the
States of Arizcna and New Msxico.

The Department also announced the aprointment of
Mr. F. Charpentier, until recently Information Officer at
'the Canadlan =mbassy in Parls, as resident officer at the
Canadlian cmbassy in Uruguay. The Canadian aAmbassador to
Uruguay is Majcr-General L.R. Lafléche, D.S.0., who is also
Canadian Ambascador to Argentina, In his absence, Mr,
Charpsntier will act as Chargé d'Affaires, ad interim. Mr.
P.E, Morin, D.F.M., First Secretary at the Canadian £mbassy
in Brazil, has bcon on temporary duty as Chargé d'Affaires,
a.1., in Montevidec and will be returning to Rio de Janeiro
in early April when Mr. Charpentier is due to take up his
new appointment.
