That
IS “to say, Ontario, in the  only
threé¢ competitions in which she en-
tered, carried off the cream in each
case. The appearance of Ontario
fruit, its quality, and its flavor, is
as good as the world can produce, but
what about her marketing methods?
To put it concisely, experts say they
are bad. She is putting' up her fruit
ir such a manner, they say, that it
disgusts both the retailer and the con-
sumer. It is no use complaining of
western prejudice when no trouble is
taken to satisfy discriminating yestern
tastes, 3
Criticisms.

The following extracts from a let-
ter received by P. W. Hodgetts, direc-
tor of the fruit branch, from a leading
Ontarfo grower who traveled thru the
west, casts considerable light on the
situation:

“Being desirous of finding out for
myself, first hand, as to the require-
ments of the apple market at Regina
and Moose Jaw, I took our last car at
the beginging of December, and ac-
companied it to Regina, where I placed
it in storage. It consisted of boxes
and barrels, about half a car of each.
They were all Spy, and No. 1 stock
thruout.

“I have met practically every ‘dealer
of importance in Moose Jaw and Re-
gina (retailers only), and could find
none who had boxed apples from On-
tario. Several cars of Ontario barrel
stock were placed here, and the most
of it was horrible to behold. The enly
barrel stock I saw which I was not
ashamed of, was at Moose Jaw, put
up by a fruit growers’ association.

“Fully 90 per cent. of the retailers

here, being so dubious of Ontario
stuff, have quit it entirely, and stock
up with the western fruits.

“I have been able in almost every
case to interest the retailers sufficient-
ly to have them examine these apples
and they all appear enthusiastic about
the wrapped and boxed apples: It was
a big surprise to me to hear most of
them remark that this was the first
lot of Ontario boxed stuff that they
had seen.

“One feature which has been most
gratifying is the fact that this car qf
fruit is superior to any western fruit
I have been able to find on sale.

“I will list as brieflv as possible my
observations of conditions as they at
present exist at Regina, Moose Jaw and
surrounding country.

“Ontario apples are admitted to pos-
sess the highest quality.

“Ninety per cent. of the dealers here
are stocked entirely with western bhox-
ed apples now. They buy western
fruit on account of getting an honest
and uniform grade thruout.

“Seventy-five per cent. of the re-
tailers are prejudiced against the On-
tario packs. These retmlers,_ state that
they would favor the Ontario apple if
they could get it wrapped and boxed
and honestly put up.

“Ontario can grow the best applgs
known, but in spite of t-t_his Ontario
é les have a bad reputation.
dp‘?lt is high time that crooked dealers
were roughly handled. j

“This lot of apples will net us ap_—
proximately $5 a barrel and $2 a box.”

TORONTO JAIL
DISGRACE T CITY

Dr. Bruce Smith\Advises Gov-
ernment to Withhold Main-
tenance Grant.

Violent condemnation of the Toronto
Jail occupies the greater part of the
report of Dr. R. W. Bruce Smith, BOV~
ernment inspector of prisons, sent to
the city council and read yesterday.
The report tells of a most lamentdble
condition of affairs, and recommends
that unless a new fireproof jail be
built -at once, the government with-
bhold its grant for maintenance of
prisoners. Parts of it read as follows:

“Conditions as they prevail today
are a disgrace to any civilized com-
munity. During the past winter there
have been nights when more men
prisoners slept on the floor than in the
cells of Toronto jail.”

“The absolute necessity of provid-
ing sufficient accommodation is wholly
ignored by the city council.”

“It is difficult to describe in words
the overcrowding that has for many
years prevailed in Toronto Jail. Dur-
ing the past four months the daily
average of male prisoners was 300,
and there are only 222 beds. So there
were 78 men above sleeping capacity,”

Sleep on Floor.

“There is no other jail in America
where such conditions would be toler-
ated. Fancy 100 men under sentence
having to sleep every night during the
past winter on the woor on mat-
tresses.”

“The Toronto Jail must be regard-
ed as a fire-trap.” The cells were lock-
ed and unlocked separately.

“The_city’s responsibility cannot be
appreciated, or these conditions would
be stopped. The manifest neglect of
the city is nothing short of criminal”

“A modern, up-to-date fireproof Jail
must be built without delay, and 1
recommend to the government that
until these provisions are met the
grant for maintenance of prisoners be
withheld.”

If removal  of the grant is not

New Brunswick Government to Survey
Its Timber Lands.
(Special Correspondence.)

St. John, N. B.,, May 4.—The enor-
mous value of timber lands is illus-
trated by the report of the New Bruns-
wick Government that the province is
receiving in bonuses from the lessees
of provincial timber lands the sum of
$795,750. The lands in question are
still held by the government, and have
not yet been disposed of to private
persons.

The timber lands were leased in
1898 for a period of 25 years, and last
year those leases still had five years
to run. In order that those who wish—
ed could renew their leases under a
new arrangement, provision was made
by which they paid a higher bonus
for an additional term: of twenty years

So declared Dr. J. W. Robertson in’
a public address delivered under the
auspices of the Brockville Board of
Trade on the subject of industrial tgain-
Ing and technical education. As chair-
man of the recent Dominion Technical
Commission, he imparted to his hear-
ers much valuable knowledge of what
the proposed new system of education
means. His address fairly blistered
the complacent self-satisfaction of
Canadians in their educational system.
After an extended and exhaustive tour
of investigation in Great Britain, the
United States, Denmark, Germany and
France, he says Canada is thirty years
behind the times, and that it is neces-
sary for her to sit up and reform her
system. With.a few local exceptions,
he characterized it as hopelessly out of
date. It is only by seeing what other
nations are doing, he stated, that Cana-
dians can realize the great distance in
the rear in which the country stands
in the modern race.

Industrial training and technical
education, according to Dr. Robertson’s
ideas, means the preparation necessary
for the intelligent discharge of life-
work and the training that is required
for the truest citizenship.

Store and Hotel Gutted.

A frame building on King street,
occupied by John Hunter, a butcher,
was gutted by fire and its contents de-
stroved. The blaze had its origin be-
tween a refrigerator and the wall, and
is thought to have been due to a light-
ed cigarette or cigar stub. The loss is
partially covered by insurance. The
building is situated in the congested
down-town district, but the firemen
confined the conflagration to it.

The Fine View House at Fine View,
on the St. Lawrence River, near T. L
Park, a well-known and popular sum-
mer hotel, was destroyed by fire, sup-
posed to have originated from an over-
heated stovepipe. Several adjoining
cottages were also burned, entailing a
loss of over $20,000. This is the fourth
summer hotel on the river to burn
within ten years.

New Hydropiane.
