RESULTS OF TIIE SESSION.
The last session of a parlianent is

tdmnost proverbially, barrin ofresults, and
the one vlicl lias just closed se infortu-
nately et Ottawa, is certainly no exception
to tli rule. 'lle rival statesmen.were
chi'etly employed in preparing l'or the
forthcoln'ing election. Still the !session
lias not been without resuilts. 'T'le tem-
perance party seC), on thie Iwhole, w'ell
satisfied with the Act respecting the traf-
lie in intoxicating liquors, and it imust be
admitted that it is ani improeemnent on the
law known as the Dunkin Act. The Act
foi' the botter auditing of the public ac-
counts is a valuable ele, and ive hope that
the Anended Stamp'Act w'ill be an im-
provenent. The Act w'hIich is chiefly
interesting te the citizens of Montreal is
thmat "for the better prevention of criiies
of violence in certain parts of Canada,"
and Vhich is specially designed te restrain
our over-excited population. The Act in
question was first proposed by Mr. BlIike,
but vas subsequently taken charge of by
the Governmient, and cai'ried without

serious opposition. The corporation ias
lad the subject under consideration, and
lias agreed with tolerable unanimity te an
increase of the police force. We should
have been glai if tle punishmen t for car-
rying firearmns had been a snmart. file, ele-
hal ' te go te the inforner, by vlich means
a detective police force wvould have been at
once crented, and parties îould have been
so appreliensive of detection tltt, th1y
w'ould probably have ceased te violate the
law. We confess that wre have but little
confidence in the eflicacy of a local
police in dealing with party quarrels.
\e have no intention whatever of dis-
paraging tlie Montreal police force b-
yond that, li other cities. Experience lias
proved tliat in thie cuntiry, from whicl we
have inharited our party feuds, the local
police is not toe relied on for lie ef'ec-
tual suppression of party conîflicts. We
have on more tli)lm ene occasion pointed
out the expediency of organizing a
Dominion Police Foice, anl ratlier moire
than a year cgo ve Observed witi satisfac-
tion tlat Chief Justice Hlaî'rison, in a
charge to the grand jury at Ottawa, ex-
pr'essed a decided opinion in favor of sueh
a measure. 2r. Blake, wve were sorry te
notice, adcverted in lis speech te the sub-
ject of a Government police, wlich lie Vas
of opinion was not a practicable measure.
We shall copy his remnarks on fint subject

The second question was tlat whicli lad
attracted attention some time previous te
this. It wvas that of possible ini terference
by this Tarliamîent, by the fornation of
a police force by Canada. To thIat to-day
as in timnes past, he wvould decidedly ob-
ject. The preservation of the pence
rested îindeir the eue readiig aud practice
of the Constitution w'ith tle local author-
ities. It vould be utterly imîpossible for
Canada te undertake te orgnlize a police
force sucli is wokild be reqiuired il the
considerable cities and in the rural places.
There was no doubt tlat any city which,
ow'ing to exceptional circumstmces, haid
to elarge itself with thei establishment
of an exceptionally large police force
wvould be glad te sec au. local birden dis-
eharged even by tlie Dominion of Canada.
His opinion vas that it devolved on tle
Local oermets ind Lcgislatu'res te
provide an adequate local force for tlie
maintenance of the peace. (Itear, bear.)

On1e of the principal objections raised
by Mr. Bîlalce Imiay)3 lie easily disposed of.
The advocates of Doininion police neve'
coitieiplatcd that a I local buirden
should be disehiarged by the Dominion of
Canada." Neitlier dO they tlink thant
it should be defr'ayed by thle Local Legisla.
tures, unless wlmen requireed foi' strictly
provincial objects. In the comities, cities
and tovns Of the Dominion, a very large
aggregate force of police ls required and
miaintained out of local funds. It ivoulci
be most desiiableif it v'ere possible, tlat

this force should be composed of men
subjected to a coinion discipline, and
wholly fie fron local feelings and preju
dices. There is a foreeinexistencewhich
nay be convenicntly refe'red to as a
model, viz., the Irish Constabulary. It is
truc that this force is independent of the
local police , but there seems to be n.
good reason wliy it should not b enlaIrged
up [0 the requireents of the varions
localities, and distributed among theni.
Alrieady there is a systeim under wiicl
localities are comîpelled to bea' tbe ex
pense of imîilitary vhcn rcquiired on occa-
sions of emiergency, aid in Irelaiid in-
stances have occurred where it hias b1)een
found Iecessary te substitlte the Con-
stabulary foi' the local police at the cost
of course of he comiunity r-equiring its
services. 'lie scheine could only be
sccessfully vorkel ont in] concert. vith
the Provincial Legislati'es and thle Muni-
eipal Corporations, but there is ne reasan
to doubt tl:r cO operation, and it woild
lot be iecessary for anv province or
micipality te be inclidel, unless vith
its own consent. We have no doibt
vhatever tiit tle advaitages resulting

fron an ellicient police force, fre from
local association, wonubl be found so great
tiait in a coimpjîar-atively short timle ail tlio
provinces aid municipal ities vould give
in their ad1hesion to the systemn. Wrhile
in our opinion such a force wroIld be
superior at aIl times to a iere local po-
lice, tlhe great advantage w'ould be, that in
periods of emner'gency, sicli, for instance,
as the railroad strikes, a very large force
could he detailed for selice elsewhere.
For this purpose, tle reserve woild be
available, Or, in case a considerable body
of me iras nceded, tliey coIuld be witli-
drawn, and tieir places temporarily sup-
plied by special conistables. We are un-
able to concir in M. 3lake's opinion that
" it would bie itterly impossible to under-
take to organize . police foice, suchi as
would be requîired iii the considerable
cities and in lie rmral places.'' " Wlhere
there's a will, tier'e's a vay," and re feai
it is hie iill lint is wrantuig. We have
adverted te tlie local ties of tlc police,
but wve mnay further observe tliat our
v'olintceers are all ubject to similar infilu-
onces. 'l'lhe day may not b far distant
wlion wre mnay have to laument iiost bit ter-
ly tait Our sole reliance for the preserva-
tion of' lie pence, in a city sO miucli undier
die con trol of the dangerous classes, as te
have rendered tle sudden intervention of
Parliamnent absolutely necessary, is upon
local forces iibue'd witlh tle saIe pre.'i-
dices as those very classes. IL is mnost
satisfactory te find tLhat the bill mI-ro
duced by Mi., Blalce, anc accepted by the

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overnmnenît, hns not met with any party
opposition in Parliamiient. In this City
the members of the Corporation and the
clergy, with hardly -n exception, have ac-
knowledged the necessity that exists for
t.he employment of energetie measures
for the preservatiori of the peace. Let
us hope that the Act will be put strictly
in force at once, and ie nay hope that the
prîtotice of carrying firearms vill have
been abandoned before our period of ex-
citemient arrives.

TIE CIIOWN AND THE CABINET.

Such is the heading or an article in the
Montreal Gazette of the l4th inst., the
apparent abject of vhich is to establish a
similarity of' views betiween those iw'ho
have naintained the constitutionality of
Lieuitenaunt.Govornior Letellier's recent
dismissal of his ministers, and a writer in
the London Quarterly Revici, vho lias
advocnted a complete change in the con-
sti tution. There is n old adnge " drowvn-
ing men catch at stravs," and there could
scarcely be a better illustration of its trull
than the article to. lhichi we have called
attention. It is scaircely necessary to
point out that there can be ne possible
analogy between the tiwo cases, for: the
writer in the Quarterly confines lis clain
for a more extended exercise of the pre-
rogative te matters." relating to foreign
aiihirs " wxith wrhich iwe Canadians have
nothing te do. Even, therefore, on the very
preposterous assunption that the yriter
in the Quarterýl had any considerable
following in support of his new theory, it
could have ne application ihatever to Our
constitutional question. But the Gazette
takes comfort in saome renarks an the
article in questidn by the London Sjccta-
tor, whîich-ve shall copy, togetlier with thle
introduction of our contemnporary. " Our
object is not te deal just noix ivith thei
general question raised by this discussion.
The importance w'hiclh the discussion lias
for us is thaf it has evoked certain state-
ments as te the true relations of the Croin
with the Cabinet, which are calculated to
disabuse people's minds of the extraordin-
ary doctrines to ivhich Sir Francis IIincks
lias not hesitated ta give tho sanction of
his naine.? We quote first froin the Spcc-
lator, of the 27th April, as follows :

"lThe safety of the Throne, which,as Ire
have se often argued, is essential te our
inoderated liberty, depends on its release
from responsibility, an its relief from the
burden of personal pover, on the wvilling-

fess ofils occupeait to confide in the Minis-
Iry wohicht the olc c choose, and te support
the policy which tlhey, thrbuvy tlheir repre-
senitatives, have accepted. 'Ihat the King
should remonstrate, and argue and in-
fluence, and do all.tliese things with
the force inseparable from ancient king-
ship, is nost legitimate rUT 'VO OrrOSE A
'otIcY Ot DICTATE ONE' is TO EMEiRoE noM

Tnl sECUsiON i wIcii oun ENa.
LîsiroR ANY RNcs Al sAFym , and te lower
the Crown te its position l the countries
where defeat imnplies, iL net a revolution,
at least au abdication of the tlirone."

To the spectator's riemarks, as ie un-
derstand them, wve give our entire asseit,
and they are consistent w'ith every line
that we have written on this question at
issue. We should ]lave been very glad te
have had an explanation of the mode by
wihich the King ean " reionstrate and
argue and iiluence " if ic measures of
luis ministers are carefully concealed from
him. We are quite certain tLht thie pec-
tator w'ould never for a moment deny the
righut of the Crovn to appeal to the people
under the circumstances which led ta that
appeal in the Province of Quebec. With
regard to Mr. Egehot's authority we shall
nerely observe, as iwe ]ave already hîad
occasion te do, that it is far safer ta rcly
on the utt erances of English Statesinen of
practical experience as te the relations
between the Sovereign and fic iniisters
of State than on mere general statements
by constitutional writers. No eue lias
disputed the rlIe that the individIual hIio
exercises the regal power should " confide
"i the minlistry wlich the people choose,
"and support the policy rhich tlhey,

throigh their representatives, have ac-
' copited." Nor lias any ane proposed
i the revival of its poivers inder the
" Tudors or' the Stuarts." We miust add a
vord on I the bold constitutional innova-
tioi" of the veto. The veto has beie
rendered unconstitut'onal in England
simply because aill measures introduced
into Parliaient have hîad the previous
sanction of the Crown. Instances have
occurred, and have been quoted during
the presenit discussion, in which the assent
of the Crownu vas given ivith reluictance,
and in which the Crown at a later stage
endeu'ored te defeat the nmasure of its
ministers. If ith las been difficulL te cite
a precedent exactly in point for the Que-
bec case, it bas siiiply been because ne
English minister has veiitured during a
period of iiearly tio centuries te trent the
Criow'n or its representatives as the Que-
bec ex-miniistcrs treated the Lieutenant-
Governor. The ibsurdity of the reference
to the veto is that the DeBoucherville
Governient ias ivilling to have reserved
thieir own railiway bill te ineet the Lieut-
anant-Gover'nor"s wishies, a proceeding for
which we n' defy theiradnirers to cite a pre-
codent. The Gazette chooses ta misap-
preiend our remarks on the reservation
of bills. le cannot iniagine that ie ever
intendcd to niaintain thiat bills mightnot
be reserved by a subordinate goernient
uu'er instructions from a higher Oe, i re-

cisely as the four bills lately reserved by
the Governor-General, and whici of course
I wxill become lawe, nevertheless." Iiad
tliere been any instructions froi the
G overnor-General te the Lieutenant-G ov-
einor to reserve the railhvay bill ou any
special ground such as that it iras beyond
the poivers o the Local Legislature, or for
any other cause, ien its reservation iould
have been a mîatter' of course, and wvoul
have led ta no difficulty. ''he proposed
reservation by Mr. DeBoucherville w'as
siiply a mode of escape froi a dilemmna
in which lie and his colleagues found then-
selves, owing te tlieir having introduced as
ministers of the Croira a bill to iwhiclh the
Lieutenant Governor, had net given his
sanction. They proposed, and the Gazette
supported thein n doing se, the reserva-
tien of such a bih,knoiing that the Lieut-
enant-Governor held il te be " contrary te
law' and justice." Why iwas it t be re-
served ? Was it contenplated that the
Doiinion Govrni muent wvas to act as um-
pirebctwieen the Lieu tenant. Governor antd
his ininisters ? It wa'îs simnjply absurd, and
wholly in violation of the principle of re-
sponsible governiment ,to iw'hich the Gazette
is se much at tached, for a ministry to ad-
vise the reservation o a bill introduced
and carried by theiselves. A niw iniis-
try mîighît coistituitionially and consistent-
ly advise such a course, and it did se. We
ivill observe in conclusion that ive are un-
der lie appreiensioii as to any satisftactory
reftutation of the viciws oi this question
iwliich have bceen miaiiitained in our
coluins.

CITY FINANCES, TORONTO.

The time lias arrived, nay it lias loig
silice arrived, iwhîen i lias becoie a neces-
sity that in Our city counîcils the financial
nanagenient sliould be entrusted te sone
meniber of the council who is possessed
of the ability, inclination, and leisure ta
devote himîîself te the subject. In ouir
ownr city, Alderman Nelson hus succeedcd
in obtaininîg the confidence of his col-
leagues, and hias-been for some yeirs in
succession placed at the lead of the
finance comn ittee of the corporation. In
the sister city of Toronto, Alderman Tur-
nier has devoted himself most assiduously
te similar iork, and iwe have had an op-
portunîity of reading au elaborate exposi-
tion of the financial position of Toronto,
made by him an the dti instant, in a
speech delivered at a special meeting of
the city cotncil. The figuras dealt in are
large, and it is ratier startling ta find that
the city debt of Toronto is larger than
tlat of thie Province of Upper Canada at

ic period of the union in 1841. The -ci-
tire revenue o Upper Canada ias, at that
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period, about $400,000, and the charge at
the present time for the interest and
sinking fund of the Toronto debt is fully
$500,000. Alderman Turner's speech is
w'ell worthy of the perusal and attention
of our city financiers. His abject is to
show the rapid increase in the debt, and
the absolute necessity that exists for lim-
iting tbe borrowing powers of the corpora.
lion. Alderman Turner's proposition is
ta consolidate the debt, and after,making
provision for certain anticipated demands,
which wivll increase il to $7,500,000, to
imake that the limit of the general debt;
further outlay for local improvements,
.such as sewers, roads, sidewalks, &c.,
being provided for by local improvement
rates, leviable on tle property in tle
streets beniefited thereby. In order ta
satisfy tlie owners of property in new'
streets, Alderman Turner proposes to
appropriate $500,000 of the new loan ta
tle improvenent of streets which have
not yet participated in the streat expen-
diture, and lie likewise provides $400,000
for possible railvay bonuses, $150,000
for an exhibition building, and $250,000 for
a main sewer in front of the city. Tlie
government debt wvill tlus be raised to
about $7,500,000, whiclh is ta be the
umount of tle nev consoliclated debt,
and this is ta be raised by the issue of
sterling debentures, bearing interest at
41 or 5 per cent. There eau be no doubt
that it is irise ta borriow ut a louer rate of
interest tlian t per cent., whicli is the
present rate. Englislh lenders very much
prefer loaning on bonds wlich inust be
placed below par, and wliicli are likely ta
increase in value. Alderman Turner sug-
gests that the special sinking fund be
abadoned, and that, instead, the special
revenue derivable from the rents of
the city property be appropriated as a
sinking fund. The schene involves a
nunibr of details, one of the principal of
which is a provision for raising money for
special improvements, chargeable on tle
streets benefited. One of the difliculties,
indeed the principal one, is that the ont-
standing 6 per cent. debentures may ot
be presented for payment. Aldermin
Turner proposes that in future there shall
be no sinking fund provided, except for
the new loan, so that 6 per cent. vill be
the outside amount required, and tlat on
the consolidated debtof $7,500,000 would
be $450,000 or $50,000 less than the pres-
ent appropriation for the deb t. Alderman
Turner bas invited criticism on lihs
scliemne, and our Toronto contemporaries
have not received it with disfavor. Saine
of his views are applicable ta our own city
debt, and ta our appropriations for local
improvements. The taxation in Toronto

lias reached 2 1-5 per cent. and we observe
that the debt bas increased in a much

greater ratio than the value of assessable
property. Alderman Turner's speech is
well deserving of careful and thouglitful
consideration.

GILT-EDGED BUTTEl.
The old and true saying, that IlWhat-

ever is ivorth cloing at all is wortli doing
well," applies more strongly ta the mak-
ing of butter than perhaps to any other
article of industry, and more especially at
tLIe present day in Canada. The immense
quantities of this important article of ex-
port which laid all last full and winter in
our warelouses, uniimarketcl because un-
imarketable, entailing heavy losses upon
the tiade and wrrecking saine of our most
enterprising dealers, should be suficient
experience for the present generation, and
ilduce thiem to guard against tLe recur-
ronce of such a catastrophe. ''lhe trade
as well as the consuners will recolleot
whîat huigh prices iwere procurable during
last season for good, sweet butter, as huigli
as 35 cents per lb. being paid to tle re-
tailer for sucli an article, and for wlicl lie
found iL diflicult ta supply the denand
at a Lime wlien the narket was glutted
wiLli wliat should have been worth liun-
creds of thousands of dollars hlad reason-
able precautions been taken by all parties
concerned. We deemi it our duty ta set
our readters a-tiiiking seriously on tLis
subject, and ta afford a few practical hints
as ta the method and possibility of alvays
producing what is known as ' gilt-edged "
butter, as applicable ta both creanmeries
and farni tdairies.

Let us begin at the beginning. Perhaps
a fewv words as ta fle clioice of stock may
not ba out of place. Mir. Geo. E. Waring,
of Ogden Fanni', New' York, in lis Il Hiandy
Book of Iusbaidry," recently issued,
satys:-"MNuch attention lias been paid
during a few' years past ta wliat is kniown
as the Milk Mirror or Escutcheon. The
relation betaieen this and the capacity for
milk was tliscovered by Mir. Guénon, a
native of the south of France, ivliose early
life was passed in the care of a bord of
cows. Being a close observer of nature,
an excellent judge of cattle, and a man of
great natural sagacity, lie established,
aifter inany years of investigation, a sys-
tom by iwhich hie claimned ta be able ta
determine the quantity of the yield, its
duration, and the quality of the milk for
tie manufacture of butter, by ilit lie
called the " Escutlicon." le received a
gold mnedal from the Agricultural Society
of Bordeaux, as a recognition of thé value
of iis discovery; and althougli many of the
details of the intricate system establislhed

by him have failed of general adoption,
the general principle on which bis system
is based is ofso niuch value that it is often
taken as an important criterion in the
selection of dairy animals. The milk
inirror is ic upvard-growing hair on dhe
back part of the udder, and the inside of
the hind legs. An examination of any
cow will show that the lino wlere this hair
meets the clownward-growing hair of the
immediately adjacent parts of the body is
well defined by what is called a " quir,",'
and the hair included within the quirl and
covered by the upward-growing hair is the
M1ilk Mirror. The chape of the Mirror is
very difIerent in different races, andi gen-.
erally assumes one of two or three differ-
ont forms. For de tails concerning this sub-
ject the reader is referred to well known
publications in whicih it is set fortli. Foi
the present purpose it ivill be suflicient to
say, in general trins, that, as a general
î-ule, the size of the Mirror bears a pretty
constant proportion to the ainount of the
yield Of milk, and whlile iL is true tiat tLis
indication of great imilking qualities, in
tùhose cases wliere it is a reliable indica-
tian, accompanies such other general
chiaracteristics as of theinselves indicate
good inilkers, at the sane time it is onle
which is sa easily studied tlat il consti-
tutes perliaps the simplest indication o
the gencral dairy qualities of any indivi-
dual animal.

The great value of Guenon's systei de.
pends on the fact tlat in calves wlicli
e ithier by the texture of tieir hides nor
tie conformation of thleir bodies, nor, in-
deed, by any of the general marks on
which we depend in the selection of dairy
animals, give any indication of their future
tmilking qualities, it is possible, by a sole
dependence on the cliaraUeer of the Escut-
cleon to precict with considerable cer-
tainty their future usefulness for the dairy.
Of course, owing ta the slight develop-
nient of the udder, the Escutclieon is
always very much smaller even in propor-
tion ta the size of the animal, than in the
milch con'; yet the ifferent proportions
that the escutclieons of two calves bear ta
their size are an excellent general indica-
tion of their future usefulness ; and any
farmer wlio iivill carefully study this pecu_
larity ai' his animals cluring the various
stages of their growth, with the assistance
of the plates laid down iiin G uenon's book
(also ta b found in Mr. Flint's work), will
arrive at a tolerably accurate means of
judging of the value of full-grown animals
tliat it is conteniplated ta purchase, and
of the calves that his own bord produces."

Those wlîo have had exparience in the
care of coivs need no hints from us as ta
the character of food whicl influences the
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quantity as wvell as the quality of milk,

and the effect certain weeds and plants

growinig in pastures have upon the butter

product. Wild cions aire well knoivn to

fiavor the butter made from the milk of

cows w-hici graze wliere that plant grows
and the butter product of the Township

of Osgood, Ontario, suffers from seme such

plant in a most remarkable manner at

certain seasons. But it is during and after

the milking process that the greait differ-

onces are to be found. Those who have

watched I the pretty girl nilking ber
cow" cannot have failed to observe that
the scrupulous cleanliness, whicli is the
chief desideratum tlroughoLut the process
of butter mnaking, is already ieglected at
the very outset. The hands are not always
fiee fromr sweat, aid sufficient caîre is not
taken to sec that the teats are frece froim
the dustwlich is raised by the hoofs along
the cowpath. The fitrst jet of mik is used
to inoisten the teats, and shortly after a

grimny mixture Of nîilk, sweat and dust is
finîding its way into tie pail,contaminating
the pure yield and laying the fotindation
for butter which will bring only 10 cents
to 12 cents a pound, and no deinand at
that, unîîtil it finally feitches up iii a glutted
narket w-ience the only hope for it is in
the hands of the baker or the soap or axle-
grease manufacturer. The remedy for
this nîeed scarcely be montioned. The
teats of the cow as well as the liaids of
the niilker should be carefully washed in

pure water at the outset and at intervals
as often as necessary duriig the milking
process.

Il the setting of the nilk, the shape
and size of the vessels, the separation of
the cream, the churning, the washing and
the pacliig, there aire any tleories as
to the best means. We should natirally
look for the best plan from those who get
the highest price for their butter. Danish
butter sells iu the London market et 3s.-
6d. to 4s. sterling, equal to 85c. to $1
pier lb. The Daes learnt the process
from tiheir neiglbors, the lolsteiners, a
fev years ago, and soon excelled their
teachers.

ADULTERATION OF FOOD [2j.

'Tlie circumstances rferred to in our
article under this heacling last week lias
led to the imposition of a fine of $100
upon the wiolesale grocer who refused to
band over bis goods to this modern Giafer,
who could show no semblance of author-
ity for his demand. We rejoice to learn
ttat the merclant lias already taken steps
to appeal the matter, as it must result in
the quashing of the conviction and should
lead to a reprimand or dismissal of the

officer who is responsible for such a high
handed procecding. The very faet that

the collector informed us, that in future
bis janizaries should go armed vith a
written order, was sufflicient admission
that his mode of procedure was not the
best.

No merchant will deny that there are
considerable quantities of colored, Ifa-
cccl," and lie tens brouglit into Ca-
nada froin the United States, to which
market wre are now limitei for our '' cheap
breakfast table, " so fer as tea is con-
cerned. We doubt, whether the 'lhonest
farmer " will relish the now found article
as iell as lie did that of old, wlen ships
laden with tea came direct to Ifalifax
St. John, Quebec and Montreal froin the
country of growth, giving our people the
worth of their mneuy, and saving consid-
erable of the latter froim the doctors, vho
find tieir best friend in the fiscal policy
of the government, in this respect- We
have no wish to destroy the generally
robust. appetites of eour- agricultural
friends ; they need no werning ut. oui
bands ; any person may Observe this in
the gradually diminishing consumption of
tea, especially in Ontario, and those wlio
are in favor of anti-liquor legislation imay
satisfy themselves that where there is a
lessening clemand for the " cup that
cheers but not inebriates " there is sure
to be an increase in the consumption of
that which does.

It is worthy of remark that in the blue
book under review nearly all of the whole.
sale grocers of Toronto have been called
upon for samples of tee, while in Montreal
hitherto the attention of the officers lias
been directed principally to a few obscure
dealers. Tlree out of eleven specimens
obtained in Toronto were " faîced with
Prussian Blue," the others were genuine.
Eighîteen samples iwere examined in
Montreal, the majority of vhicli were
genuine, pure teas of various qualities.
A few wiere faced with gypsun and Prus-
sian blue." W. I. Sliroud " (sic) furnislied
three samples as follows :-(l) " Genuine
Japan tea of low quality, but not adulter-
ated." (2) "Daniaged tee mixed with
20 per cent. exhausted tea laves." "' (3)
A low description of Ping Sueys tee,
highly faced with Prussian blue and gyp-
sum, and mixed with leaves of camelia
and chloranthus to the extent of 15 per
cent."*" I consider," says the analyst,
" this tea adultorete d and unfit for human
consumption, and that it lias been imîport-
cd in this state." The italics aire ours.
Of all the fourteen sanples furnisled in
Quebec the analyst reinarks, " not adul-
terated.' 0f the fifteensamnples examin-
ed in Hfalfax, two shiiowed a slight admix-

turc of foreign leaves, and one saniple
an admixture of " spent leaves."

It w-as stated in a highly respectable
journal as long ago as IS55 that tliere was
no such thing as pure green tee to bo met
with in England. It is adulterated in
China. The pure greien tea male froui
the nost delicate green leaves growil
upon manured soil, sucli as the Celestials
use themselves, is, it is true, wholly un-
painted ; its beautiful bluisli bloom, liko
that of a grape, is given by the third pro-
cess of roasting which it undergoes. The
enorious demand for green tea lias led
the Ioiog-Kong merchants to imitate this
peculiar colour, and so well as to deceive
ordinary judges of the article.

TORONTO NOTES.

The celebrated railway troubles in the Pro-
vince ofQuebeclhave no coutnterpartin Ontario.
but the railway ides bere is worth observing,
Thi earliest gushing toises of the promoters of
a newv line or branch dvell oi the immense ad-
vantages it will b la the farming communities
througuh whose country the rond will run. IL
tias all. been planned with a view to develop
the resources, and facilitate the transportation
of produce of the district, and the rural munici-
palities are bidden to be grateful for the aid
extended by tlie cities in assisting this develop-
ment. But this theory gets strained beyond
all rational explanation sometimes. We lad
the Northern Railway and the Toronto, Grey
and Bruce Railwayrunntting from Toronto ta the
north and north-west as fsr as tlie limits of
civilization. Tha Hamilton people desired to
develop still farther, and have run a line fron
this city, away round oir north-west, LiI it
strikes Barrie. This Hamilton and North
Western Railway itersects the Great Western,
Credit Valley, lie Grand Trunk, tlie Toronto
Grey and Bruce, and finally enters Barrie, the
greatnorthern stronghol ofthe Northern Rail-
uway. It was ait first considered that tie Ilmil-

ton nerchants had achieved a success for the
extension oftrade coming ta tiheir city. Iowever,
Toronto men were not resigned sufferers. The
Ilamilton road crosses the Grand Trunk at
Georgetown, and it bas occurred that a great
portion of the produce nud passengers brouigbt
down from the Barrie direction by the Hfamîilton
roand is transferred ta the Grand Trunk at lie
Georgetown jonction, and rench Toronto by that
route. It has comie to be pretty generally on-
tertained by all the people who are not engaged
in trade that railways are now operated for the
first advantage of commercial men, and there is
s. widespread suspicion among the municipal
ratepayers, in cities as well as in the rural
municipalities, that lthe bensefit to bc derived
from railway interprise, as it is called, is only
a partial bonefit, and that fails ta the minority
of the assessed. Speaking of the diversion of
trade whicl it was feared would be caused by
this Ilamilton and North Western road, Toronto
lias certainly not suffeored anytiiing; but the
Northern and Toronto, Grey and Bruce Rail-
ways bave lost a large amoutit of freight which
the Grand Trunk bas gained.

There is souse force in the systemi of central-
izing business,even in a city situated as Toron-
to is. IL saves time and travelling expenses,
wlhen a buyer can find his market for dealing
within a radius of four blocks. But if tle
buyer can find asgood a market within twentv-
five miles to-day as could only be reacied a few
years ago by going fifty miles, thon the reinote
market will be deserted. The railroad is the
great decentralizer, witlh itland towns and
cities. With liglhter mîsunîiciplîtt burdens and
lighter expeinses, the cilles of St. Catarines,
laniltoni, Loidon, andl Straîford may coinpte

successfully for the trade of their districts wth
the city of Toronto. It is a mare question of
time wien the tradition of Toronto being the
commercial capi tal of the 'est wili be weaken-
ed, and.the West will tiave halfa dozen districts
with as many cities. One of the speakers at a
meeting of tlie Property Owners' Association,
tlie other night, stiiibld on this idea, but ap-
proachedl it from an entirely different direction.
le was denoincing the practice of the city in
granting bonuses te railroads runnîîing out of
Toronto, which lad been lie means of building
up n dozen towns and numiitberleis villages that
were nourishing business and manufactures
and industrious populations that should have
been all gatiered within Our own limits. The
situation and advantages of.a ses-port are un-
ciangeably different, and it is a grain of relief
to our wliulesale merclants to know lthat, in
their competition with the traders of Montreal,
they are contending not only against immense
capital and men of judgnent and experience,
but against lie peculiarly diflicult navigation
of the St. Lawrence River between Moitreal and
the foot ofLake Ontario. George Laidlaw, in
an appeal to the city for a bonis of $250,000 for
the Credit Valley Railway (which lie got), made
the bold statement that tlie grand mistake in
building the Grand Trunk wras inhaving it
taken one single mile est of Toronto. And it
woulid scms that it "was a grand mistake of
Nature, still is the interests of Toronto, that
the St. Lawrence had not a uniforn depth, to
lthe mitre sill, of fourtecn feet, riglt up to thé

Thousand Islands.

The observation tiat the wholesale trade is-
dull at present has no peculiar significainle _r
this connection ; but the observation is male
occasionally that there.are plenty of premisde
vacant when any one may desire to enibark in%
the wholesale line.

I think it is.safe to say.that underwvriting is
not profitable this season. Inlanil Marine In-
surance lias been reduced - per cent. silice tle
opening of navigation, that is on huill, and
there lias ailso been made a reduction of 33 du
cargoes off last year's rates.

There is umnistinkable leisure in business
houses at present, but every trader is somewlat
sustained by an opinion that got currency that
the founidations of tradeare firmer ilian they have
been for years past. It is prolable that any one
of our nerchants could give satisfactory iroofs
in support of this opinion wliclh, it is still to bc
asserted, is largely made up of aspiration, ont-
side of good argument. The country trade is
not brisk yet, and the volume of business will
not be probably any greater than it was last
year. Farners are not yet over the hurt of pre-
vious years of short produce from their fields,
and people in cities ani villages are not studden-
ly so nuch botter thait their oulay this year
will be sensibly more tian during tue past.
And ail over the western part of this Province,
lie promise of another abundant harvest is a

guarantee thait merchants will be able to collect
the values Of their goods sent to the country.
There las been an extra area of grain sown titis
spring, and tue growtth ofall the cropts is aliaz-
inîg. Vegetation is fully alto month firtie-
advanced than it was last year at titis time, aud
farniers are speculating whether such ait un-
timely naturity will not lie marred by saine
iiilooked for occurrence. If the harvest arrive
as mucl etarlier as the seeding lias been donte,
the new crops will be on the nrket before the
old cropis lias been nearly clearedi out of the-
barns and storelioties.

Tihere was just a ripple of excitement liera
over tlie decline ofOntario stock. A nd the de-
eline that did take place was not really demand-
cd by the event, or a greater declie was
demanded. It is tint easy to accouit for the
degree of surprise liat folldowed the anînotnce-
ment thtat the lialf-yearly dividend was not
greater than it turned out to be ; and perhaps
the feeling was more simulated thaa roi. A n
exact knovledge of the interior affairs of such anu
institution is, even la the interests of those wlo
dabble in stocks, wisely withlio1d. The mana-
gers of these concerns "more in a mysterious
wayI tiat satisfy al the requireients for specu-
lations in stock jobbing, and give to transactions
just that colour of uncertainy andi hope of gaini
which constitute lie charin of the Stock
Exchange. Titis subject tends to the observa-
tion tait the Corn Exehange here lias suffered
no tibatensett in Ithe state of unrest that arises,
from waiting for events over which we haveano
control. For many weeks the variations have
been withini a range of not over five or:six cents,.
but the probabilities being so much greater tho-
situation lias rendeted operators exceedingly
nervous. If prices were going up it wouid'
bring into the market a large quantity of grain
whiich, with a idull market aînd receding prices,
will lie on tlie books for montis to come, pay-
ing i.terest and suwffering dep)rc!iatioi, anit
clogging the wheels of trade.
