Ottawa, May 13.—Scenes of great
enthusiasm mafked the announcement
by Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, at the
evening sitting of the house of com-
mons that Hon. Dr. H. 8, Beland, who

for years has been a prisoner in Ger-
many, had been released and is now
on his way home, Mr. Lemieux made
his announcement during the discus-
sion in the committee of the civil ser-
vice bill, and it was a signal for sus-
tained cheering by the¢ members, which
was followed by the singing of “For
He's a Jolly Good Fellow.,” Mr.
Lemieux stated that a despatch had
just been received with the news of
Dr, Beland’s release.

This announcement was followed a
few minutes later by a confirmation
contained in a cablegram received by
Sir Robert Borden from Sir George
Perley. The prime minister had not
been in the house when Mr. Lemieux
gave out the news, but entered shortly
after. He expressed his own great
satisfaction at the good news, saying
that all who knew Dr. Beland had a
very high appreciation of him, and that
much depression had heen caused by
his long confinement, The news was
most welcome,

Hon, Rodolphe Lemieux supplement-
ed the remarks of the prime minister
by stating that Sir Robert Borden,
Sir George Perley and the government |
had done everything possible since Dr, |
Beland was taken prisoner to have him |
released,

The cablegram from Sir George Per-

Ross Mackenzie, son of
License Inspector Donald Mackenzie,
Woodbridge, has survived a nmtbot
wound in the chest, received in the

Mackenzie
since he was discharged Zrom Man-
chester Hospital last November after
recovering from severe wounds, A
second cable from Premier Hearst's
office drew a ‘message from Col. Reld
last Tuesday to_the effect that Sergt.
Mackenzie was“not reported a casu-
alty, tut a cable from Col. Reid, re-
ceived on Saturday, read as follows:

“Sergt. Mackenzie reported wounc.
ed March 30. Gunshot wound, chest,
at Gentilles-Villers-Bretonneux. Was
in advanced dressing station taken by
Germans, Records cannot say whe-
ther wounded or dead, Continuing
inquirfes.”

Sergt, Mackenzie, who is 30 years
of age and unmarried, was in the
cattle business with his father prior
to enlistment. He was a member of
the business office staff o* The World

some years ago.

An older brother, Major Alexander
Mackenzie, M.C., who went overseas

MACKENZIE AND MANN
MIGHT TIDE OVER C.N.R.

L. F. Hellmuth, K.C., counsel for the
Bank of Commerce, at yesterday af-
ternoon’s session of the C. N. R. ar-
bitration proceedings, was of the opin-
fon that there was nothing to show
that Mackenzie and Mann were not
in a position to tide over the difficul-
ties of the C. N. R, and quoted from
the evidence of Sir Donald Mann that
he had approached the four western
provinces with a proposition that they
should pay the Interest on the bonds
they had guaranteed until better times,
but Sir Willlam Meredith was of the
opinion that there was no chance of
any such arrangement.

W. N. Tilley, K.C,, counsel for the
Dominion Government, stated that the
C. N. R. would not discuss anything
except on a basis of taking over 100
per cent.-of the stock, and the govern-
ment would part with its 40 per cent,

Mr. Hellmuth devoted the .greater
part of the hearing in convincing’the
commission that the 00,000 shares
were worth real money, despite the
fact that the immediate earning power
of the road was vague and shadowy.
He stated that the C. N. R. had been
handicapped by the lack of equipment,
otherwise the earnings would have
been much larger. This lack of equip-
ment he attributed as the result of
taulty appreciation of what was best,
He added that it should be borne in
mind that the road was in course of
development, that new mileage had
come in year by year, and also that
to a great extent the road had been
opening up new country, and operat-
ing costs had been abnormal of late.

When Col. Rep-
ington “left” The Times the hint was
or should have been sufficient for most
people. He has added nothing to The
Morning Post. The strange thing,
fwowever, is that General Maurice
should have heeen entangled in the
game snare. It was feared at first
that General Halg would also -have
been mjxed up with it, but he must
have been aware of the facts, or been
warned in time. As it is, General
Robertson, General Maurice, and Col.
Repington form a discredited clique,
and Lord Lansdowne and Mr, As-
quith, who supported them, have suf-
fered a grievous loss of prestige.

Premier Lloyd George - is more
firmly fixed than ever, the war office
is . in better shape than it has been
since the war' began, the army council
knows its place and business, the
allied army* council is successfully
working out )u purpose; General
‘Wilson as chiéf of staff is the ablest
man in the British army, and General
Fooh is generaligsimo. All tais means
the consummation of ‘an evolution
that has been going on since war was
declared, and these arrangements
have come to pass because events re-
quired them. In the second and third
years of the war the progress made
was not what might “Zave been ex-
pected, and it is only now, nearing
the close of the fourth year, that the
principle of a unified command, which
is the main strength of the Germans,
has got itself adopted in spite of the
opposition of those whose ambitions
i obstructed. ,

1t s safe to say that the German

enerals hesitate as long over this
ew policy as they do over the diffi-

They know
now taat they have a strategist to
deal with who cannot be depended
upon - to overlook their blunders, but
who will be swift to pounce upon any
weaknesses they may develop, and
who will be loyally supported by all
the forces under him. .

Jess indulgence. We have been forced
to accept huge increases in the cost
of the necessities of ordinary life.
Under our present economic system
such increases seem to be unavoidable
in war time; but when a sudden, un-
explained rise occurs in the cost of an
article like tobacco, a separate ex-
planation is required.

to Public.

CONSUMPTION OF WHEAT

Must Be Reduced, or the Men
at the Front Will
Suffer.

Ottawa, May 13.—Henry B. Thom-’

son, chajrman of t Canada Food
Board, left Ottawa tonight on a
short speaking tour, including the
cities of Hamilton, London and To-
ronto, Before leaving the capital he
gave the following statement to the
Canadian Press: ’

“As airman of the Canada Food
Board,/ 1 earnestly appeal to the peo-
ple of Canada to seek to understand
the spirit as well as the object of all
food regulations. The help which we
shall give to our soldiers and allies
will be measured, not only by com-
pliance with the letter o’ the regula-
tions, but also by observance of their
gpirit. To evade the object and the
spirit of food‘\regulaticns, is little less
than treachery to our troops and al-
lles.

“If the situatio.. be as wtated, why
is not more vigorous action taken by
those in authority? It should be re-
eognized that food regulations in

great difficulty
the population is widely and sparsely
distributed, as ours 1s. At present
the food problem is further compli-
cated by difficulties of finance and
transportation, Moreover, drastic
‘ood orders might easily lead to de-
rangement of important Industries
and ultimate harm to the production
or the distritution of necessary foods.
80, too, orders which might with rea-
son be made to apply to certain classes
of workers, would, if applled gener-
ally, result in a lessening of general
efficiency. Individual responstbility
cannot be
solution of the problems
with food control

“The chief object of all food orders
s to conserve food to secure an equit-
able distribution of the avaiiable sup-
plies, and to prevent unfair price in-
flation. There is no difficulty in re-
cognizing the aim and object of any
specific order. It will help our men
at the front but little if compliance
with the letter of the regulations is

connected

Father of -~ Controller
O’Neill Dies at Ripe
Old Age.

John

John O’'Neill, sr., one of Toronto’s old-
est and most highly respected citizens,
died yesterday in Toronto, where he had
made his home for the past 68 years.

Mr., O’'Neill was born in Callan, Kil-
kenny, Ireland, in 1822. He came to
Cunada in his youth, and, engaging in
the dairy business, became widely known
thru his commercial and litical
sociations, as well as in
sport. He took an active interest in
lacrosse, when that game was in the
early stages of its development. Later
he was well known aus a breeder of
horses, being the owner of thorobred
stock, and for many years a member of
the Ontario Jockey Club,

Retiring from business many years ago,
Mr, O’Nelll retained an active interest
in the various organizations to which he
belonged. Important am these were
the York Ploneers and the t Toronto
Reform Association, of which he was at
one time president,

The passing of this fine old citizen
marks the severing of one of the few re-
maining ties that bind the Toronto of
today with the quaint old town, once
knows as Little York. The late Mr.
O’'Nelll’'s reminiscences of the early set-
tlement of this part of Canada were
many and igteresting, and always mark-
ed by that insight into human nature
which, of his many notable characteris-
tics, was the one to which he, himself,
f‘m.‘tﬂy attributed his success and popu-

rity.

His wifé, Katherine Bulger O’Neill,
predegeased him by several years. Of
their large family, fwo sons, . and one
daughter survive him. These are: Con-
troller John O’Nefll, Ja J. O’Neill and
Miss Annie O’'Neill, all of Toronto.

The funeral, which is to be private,
will take phace at 9.20 Wednesday morn-
ing, from the residence of James J.
