The Toronto Railway Company’s an­
swer to the demand for more street 
car accommodation during the busy 
hours morning and evening is that pas­
sengers can neither be persuaded nor 
prevented from boarding the first cajf 
that comes along, even though othens 
may be coming behind at an interval 
of one or two minutes. The City En­
gineer ought to commission a number 
of his officials to ascertain whether 
the street railway company is really 
providing sufficient seating capacity, or 
whether the fault lies with the citi­
zens ln not abiding by the reasonable 
regulations of the company. The pas­
senger who pays his fare has a right 
to a seat, and especially should lt be 
provided for him when going home at 
the end of the day's labor. We have 
evidence of what the railway company 
can do in handling crowds by its ser­
vice to and from the Exhibition last 
fall. A company that was able to 
handle so many thousands of people 
as It did at that time should not feel 
any difficulty in providing accommoda­
tion for the comparatively small 
crowds that constitute the ordinary 
dally business, eten at 6 o’clock in the 
evening.

THE CIIAMBKBLAIN CASE.
The crime known as personation Is 

a serious one, and every effort should 
be made to stamp It out. It Is alto­
gether too prevalent in municipal and 
parliamentary elections, especially in 
the latter. It Is an offence that is per­
petrated in the Interests of one politi­
cal party as much as toe other. Speak­
ing from a moral point of view, per­
sonation Is not considered a very 
heinous offence. Its seriousness never 
amounts to anything, except when 
the crime is found out. And even then 
it does not meet with that general 
condemnation that is visited upon cer­
tain other moral offenders, who have 
violated the laws of society by being 
found out. Last month a case of per­
sonation was tried here in Toronto. 
William Rose was found guilty of the 
offence in the recent municipal elec­
tions. He was sentenced by toe court 
to 30 days’ imprisonment, and at the 
end of 11 days he was released, the 
High Court holding that under the 
existing law the prisoner should have 
had the option of paying a fine. No­
body here seemed to think that the 30 
days' sentence was ridiculously small. 
And yet Liberal members of Parlia­
ment are Indignant because Chamber­
lain, the Winnipeg personator, was 
liberated one year before his term of 
three years had expired. Some of them, 
indeed, were indignant because he was 
not sentenced to penitentiary tor 
thirty years, instead of three. The 
crime was exactly the same in both 
cases. The theory Is that punishment 
is Inflicted on criminals not as an ex­
piation of crimes committed but be­
cause of its supposed efficacy as an 
example to prevent others from com­
mitting similar offences. Now, the 
Iieople in Toronto stand Just as much 
ln need of a terrible example as do the 
residents of Winnipeg. In fact a little 
mere so. Charlie Chamberlain himself 
has the honor of claiming Toronto as 
hi» native heath. Why, then, was not 
Rcse sentenced to two or three years’ 
Imprisonment? The reason Is this: 
Vi'hlle personation is, as we have said, 
a serious offence, it has been more or 
lésa condoned by. both political parties.

Department and the University of To­
ronto, and a bill for further Improv­
ing the Agriculture and Arts Act. 
Your attention will probably be In­
vited also to a bill extending the pro­
visions of the mechanics' lien laws, 
and at the same time furthér simpli­
fying the procedure under their opera­
tion.

The time Is near for the decennial 
revision and consolidation of the 
statutes of the province, and you will 
be called upon this session to sanction 
the necessary preparations.

lUie Liquor Jut» » Appeals.
For several years the brewers and 

distillers of the province have disput­
ed the right of the Provincial Legis­
lature to charge them with license fees. 
To settle the question of authority, a 
test case was, at their Instance, sub­
mitted to the Court of Appeal, and 
Judgment has been given In favor of 
the province. The brewers and distil­
lers have appealed from this Judg­
ment to the Privy Council.

There has been unusual, and, there­
fore, unexpected delay on the part of 
the Right Honorable the Judicial Com­
mittee of Her Majesty's Privy Coun­
cil In rendering a decision on the ap­
peal from the Supreme Court of Can­
ada with regard to prohibitory liquor 
legislation. This delay Indipates excep­
tional difficulty in agreeing as to the 
proper conclusion on some of the ques­
tions Involved in the appeal. The Judg­
ment may be expected any day.

Provincial Accounts.
The arbitrators to whom were re­

ferred certain unsettled accounts be­
tween the Governments of the Domin­
ion and the Provinces of Ontario and 
Quebec have during the past year dis­
posed of several of the Important mat­
ters referred to them. Appeals have 
been taken against some of these deci­
sions to the Supreme Çourt, and some 
of them Will-go to the Privy Council.

The public accounts for the year just 
closed will be placed in your hands at 
a very early day. You will be glad to 
know that the total expenditure of 
the province was kept well within the 
appropriation, and that the actual re­
ceipts were considerably In excess of 
the estimate.

The estimates for the current year 
will, without delay, be submitted for 
your approval. They will be found to 
have been prepared with a due regard 
to economy and to the necessities of 
the public service.

The nickel and copper mines have 
bfen fairly productive during the past 
year; and the cmnplction of a blast 
furnace at Hamilton will, I trust, lead 
to the profitable working of our iron 
mines by providing a local market 
for their ones.

I regret to say that there has been 
no marked improvement during the 
past year in the condition of the lum­
ber trade, the prosperity of which ex­
erts so beneficial an influence on the 
general business of the province. While 
the sales and prices in the English 
markets have been fairly satisfac­
tory- the market for sawn lumber In 
the United States has been In a de­
pressed condition, owing to a con­
tinuance there of business stagnation 
and financial disturbance.

Dr. Black of Oakville testified to the 
attack of typhoid fever and loss of 
memory, and the Mayor, Police Magis­
trate and Mr. Bert Anderson, banker, 
all of that town. Joined in' giving Mrs. 
Raymond a character for Christianity 
and honesty. The defense failed, and 
In passing sentence His Worship 
marked that dealing with such cases 
was among the most painful duties he 
was called upon „to perform. “Some 
women,” he said, “when In the pre­
sence of a spread of merchandise, seem 
unable to resist the temptation to 
pick up something, 
must be punished."
