CONVENTION

~; DID VERY LITTLE YESTERDAY

President Mitchell Addressed the Delegates Sensibly, and Cre-
dentials Were Presented —Adjournmcat Made Early—Talk
Indicates That Operators’ Terms Will Not Be Accepted.

Scranton, Pa., Oct. 12.—The convention of
s(r!‘lng anthraclte mine-workers, called by
President Mitchell of the United Mine-
Workers for the purpose of considering the
10 per cent, net advance offered Ly the
mine-owners, . commenced In Musle Hall
this morning. The little hall, which has a
capacity of about 700, was soen-filled after
the doors were opened. Unllke most con-
ventions, there was an utter lack of deco-
rations in the hall. As each ofricial of
the United Mine-Workers entered the kall
be was applauded, but the most enthusias-
tie demonstration was reserved for Presi-
dent Mitchell.

President Mitchell’s Address.

The convention got down to work very
quickly. Ten minutes aftsr the national
president’s arrival he called the delegates
to order and dellvered an advisory uddress
to the delegates, admonishing them to con-
sider seriously the course they intend to
pursue. ‘‘The eyes of the Ameriean people

are centred on the City of Scranton to-day,
anxlously awaiting the result of this con-
vention. I do not wish you to accept ime
cent less for your labor than it is possibla
for you to secure. I do.not wish the great
organization which has been buiit up amonz
you to be wrecked and ruined tbru any mis-
takes of mine or yours,” sald President
Mitchell in the course ol‘hls address, which
way well received.
Committee on Credentials,

The next order of business was the ap-

pointment of the Commfittee on Credentials.
‘Lhe -commnittee consists of nine nembers,
three from each of the three dlstricts.

After the Credentials Committée had col-
lected the credentials of the delegates, the
convention at 11 o'clock took a recess until

.30 p.m., to allow the committee to ex-
amine the credentials and make a report
thereon.

Nothing was done at the afternoon ses-
sion, and the convention adjourned to meet
at 9 o'clock to-morrow morning.

Little Chance of Settlement.

From the trend of the remarks of the
delegates, it was gathered that the 10 per
cent..proposition as it now stands has very
little chance of being accepted. The dele-
gates seemed, It was learned, to be almost
unanimous that the operators should first
make concessions In the other grievances
before the increase is accept by the
mine-workers.

The Sliding Scale Not Liked.

Great stress was lald on the necessity of
abolishing the sliding scale and substitut-
ing therefor a tonnage basis, on which to
fix the rate of wages. The proposition of
having the operators guarantee a fixed time
for paying the advance was also thoroly
. discussed, while not a few delegates sald
they would be satisfled with nothing but a
more liheral increase in wages.

ronto during the past five years to the
reduction or removal of the dutles on cer-
tain kinds of iron apd other raw materials
required by the manufacturers of iron pro-
ducts, such as engines, ' castings, steel
ships and the llke, The idea sought to be
conveyed is that the application of free
trade to the fron industry has resulted in a
large Increase in the output of the manu-
factured products of Iron. No credit is
given to the duties on these products,which
range from 25 to 35 per cent., and which
hdve been almost wholly Instrumental In
causing the Increase in the output and the
number of employes. But, while the Gov-
ernment has reduced the duty on certain
kinds of iron, it shounld not be fgrgotten
that it has imposed extravagant bounties
on pig-iron and steel, which will have to
be paid in cash by the people at large. If
the Dominion Iron & Steel Works at Syd-
ney produce the quantities of iron and
steel that thelr plant is capable of produe-
ing, the people of Canada will be taxed
to the extent of many million dollars, The
four blast furnaces will, it is estimated,
turn out from 1200 to 1400 tons per day,
working on Belle Isle ore. Notwithstand-
ing the great advantages this company en-
joys, it will recelve from the Dominion
Government a bounty of $2 per ton on all
the pig-iron it makes out of the Newfound-
land ore and $3 per ton on all that it may
make out of native ore. On the steel in-
gots and puddled iron bars made out of
this pig-iron it will receive a bounty of $3
per ton more; So, on every ton of steel, we
shall pay a bounty of $6 per ton. The
Dominlon Iron & Steel Company stand to
collect a couple of million dollars a year
from the Domlinion Government in the
shape of bounties. Nothing so radical in
the way of protectlon was ever suggested,
let alone adopted, by a Conservative Gov-
ernment in Canada.

" LAKE AND OCEAN NAVIGATION.

'.l:he first practical attempt to utilize the
St.Y Lawrence canals and waterway by
ocean-going vessels will be made this fall
by the enterprising Mr. Carnegie. Railway
rates from Pittsburg to New York are too
high, and he proposes to try the all-water
route from a Lake Erie port to Europe. The
Carnegie Company owns a railway of its
own from its works in Pittsburg to Con-
neaut, the port in question, The company
will consequently now be in a position to
export the products of its steel mills with-
out paying toll to the eastern trunk ‘ine
Tallroads. The experiment is the outcome
of a long struggle to secure better freight
rates to New York, the Pittsburg maufac-
turers finding that they had to pay more
than their Cleveland competitors. The Car-
negie Company has already tried the ex-
pedient of shipping over the Erfe Canal and
found that money was saved thereby, but
apparently it thinks the Canadian route
better for export business. The experiment
Is to be made next month, and it goes
without saying that it wiil be watched with
a great deal ,of interest, not less ny the
United States than by Canada. It will be
noticed that in this particular ipstance at
least it Is the United States nn“ not Can-
ada’ that is reaping the benefit of our im-
proved waterway. The millions that we
have spent in deepening the canals will
benefit the United States as much as our-
selves, and it is just possible that the deep-
ened waterway may prove of great service
to the United States steel producers in
their fight with the British fron men for
control of the British markets.

PRINCIPAL GRANT LAYING PIPES.

Principal Grant is still working on his
scheme to graft Queen’s University on the
province, The means the rev. gentleman is
adopting to accomplish his ends are on a
plane with those employed by a ward poli-
tician. First of all he got a fake resolu-
tion passed by the General Assembly
transferring the jurisdiction of Queen’s
from that body to a board of trustees. This
expedient was resorted to for the purpose
cof denominationalizing the University. The
separation of the University from the juris-
diction of the General Assembly is a trans-
parent fraud. It is quite on a par with a
man"s putting his property in his wife’s
name in order to e'scape financial responsi-
bility. The next step in the scheme is to
get the city of Kingston to contribute $50.-
000 for the enlargement of the University.
With this feature of the scheme we find
no objection, altho the ratepayers of King-
ston should bear in mind that Rev. Mr.
Grant has not yet succeeded in making his
Unlversity a State-endowed institution, and
the chances are that he will not sv xceed in
so doing. If they decide to glve the Uni-
versity $50,000 it will be so much waste
money unless Principal Grant can persuade
the people of Ontario to subsidize and en-
dow ‘a denominitional university. We ad-

Eduard Strauss, Conductor and
Composer.

Eduard Strauss, who comes to America
at this time with his famous Vienna Or-
chestra, for a continental tour under the
direction of Rudolph Aronson, has long been
admitted to be one of the most, if mot the
most, unique figures in all the musical
realm of the Old Wor'd. He possesses geni-
us for doing things in his own dynamie
manner. He is described as a perfect dy-
namo of flashing energy, always pictur-
esque, for he is upceasingly in action. Un-
like Mascagni and Leoncavallo and others
of the later day school, he did not spring
into fame at a single bound, or upon a
startling occasion, but wrought out his own
success in his own way by degrees and un-
erring efforts.

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THE POLICE N A NEW ROLE

Employes Threatened With Arrest for
Fast Driving When Mails Are
a Little Late.

i

MR. PATTESON WANTS A BYLAW

Which Will Give Her Majesty’s Mail
Automobile Service the Right
to Go Faster.

The public will be surprised to know
that the Toronto postoffice considers itself
badly used by the police. The following
letter from Postmaster Patteson to the
Mayor tells the story :

Sir,—A few days ago @ lad driving one
of the ved mall wagons on bhis round from
ithe: branch offices to the Gemeral Postoffice,
about the hour of noon, was threatened
with arrest by a policeman at the Inter-
section of Adelakde and Yonge-streets for
furious driving. The policeman subse-
quently called on me to make complaint
in the matter, but I suspected some exag-

geration, knowing the dniver of the horse
in question.

I wrote to the chief comstable deprecat-
ing such a display of zeal on the part of
his officer and calling his attention to the
occasionnl necessity of extra speed on the
part of these drivers, who may be delayed
by waccidental causes wholly beyond thetlr
own control, and yet be obliged to be here
to the minute to catch outgoing malils, and
the sity of tion being of para-
mount lmportance to the public, I also
pointed out that in the case of fire reels

driven thru the streets the fact that ‘‘ne-
cessity has no law’ was recognized and
the speed bylaw set at naught. I added,
however, that of my own knowledge the
horses used in the old wagons were in-
capable of a rate of speed dangerous to
vehicles or gpedestrians.

In his reply, the chief constable, while
agreeing with me that polécemen should
give some latitude to mail drivers, express.
ed the opiniom that the matter bhad wetter
be decided by the Police Magistrate, but
I have heard nothing more of it.

Some time ago the dniver of a mail wag-
on wias fined $1 and costs for driving fast-
er than a walk over ithe Arthur-street
bridge when be was behind time. Police-
men also have denied mail wagons the
right to cross thru a procession on their

_way from the General Postoffice to the
Umion but the chief constable, at
my request, desived his officers to discon-
tinue 1mr&erence in such cases. Under
these circumstances, it occurs to me that
it would be much better for all parties .if
a bylaw were to regulate the driv-
ing of mail wogons within the city Xmits.
Many of the wagons in g few weeks will
be replaced by automobiles, which ft is
des e should be run at least at the
speed allowed to the electrie street cars,
thereby giving the public the advantage
of late closing of the mafls at the several
branches, as well as of quicker city de-
tivery; the limitation of epeed according to
the distriot in -which they are moving, the
sounding of a gong by way of warning and
the might tb cross processions and fire !ines
to be dealt with in such bylaw, It §s un-
satisfactory that the drivers of mail wa-
gons should be, as now, subject to the gen-
eral law, and therefore always at the mer-
cy of a policeman, whose zeal may outrun
his discretion. It %s hardly enough that
the policeman ghould be told by his supe-
rior officer to wverlook infringements of
existing regulations, and the passing of a
new law to meet the case would obviously
be mreferable. This was found necessary
at New York in 1804, and I would respect-
fully suggest that the City Clerk of To-
ronto be instructed to obtain a copy of
that bylaw for the informmtion of yourself
and Council. T-do mot now mmke any ex-
tended reference to the facts of the case
which occurred at the intersection, of
Yonge and Adelalde-streets, because Col.
Grasett’s letter led me to believe them
to De sub judice ; but they were such that
in my opinion, for the protection both of
policemen and drivers, the passage of an
up-to-date bylaw is emphatically called for.

Bigger Plant for the Mikado—Golden
Star Lower—Sales of Stocks
Yesterday.

The mining stock market was about fea-
tureless yesterday. Golden Star sold down
lower. Crow's Nest Coal brought 163 on
the percentum basis of quotation.

In Boundary District, B. C.

Grand Forks, B.C,, Oct. 5.—The size and
extent of the ore bodies opened up in the
various mines of the Miner-Graves syndi-
cate at Phoenix, B.C., falrly stagger the
imagination. Development work has been
in progress for over five years. The an-
nouncement has been made that ore will
be quarried next spring from the surface
of the Knob Hill. This will be a unique
departure in copper-gold mining. Now tun-
nels and shafts and cross-cuts, representing
over two miles in distance—ovenr 11,000 feet
—plerce and penetrate a mountain of cup-
per. The ore is a sulphlde and contalns

subsidlary values 'n gold and silver. The
mines, all of which adjoin, are the Kuob
Hill, Old Ironsides, Victorla and Grey
Eagle. Each is owned by a separate cor-
poration. In June, 1891, they were located
by Henry White, an adventurous prospec-
tor, who made his way thru trackless for-
ests and across almost inaccessible peaks
to the summit forming the watershed he-
tween the Kettle River and Boundary
Creek. Since then a great transformation
bas taken place. 'The towm of Phoenix,
with a population of five hundred, will soon
be incorporated. It lies in a hollow basin,
whose rim is fringed with huge ore dumps
and shaft houses. Phoenix beyond a doubt
is destined to become a second Rossland.
The C.P.R., at enormous expense, has con-
structed a spur from the main line to the
mines, a distance of eight miles.

In a recent report, W. Yolen Williams,
the general superintendent of the Miner-
Graves syndicate, submitted some inter-
esting data respecting the Knob Hill, De-
spite extensive work the width of the ore
body has not yet been determined. The
values vary at 'different points, the ore
for nearly three hundred feet of the tun-
nel averaging $10.24 per ton. Mr, Willlams
estimated the amount of ore in sight above
the tunmel level at 1,537,000 tons.

A Dbrief sketch of the development work
to date may not prove uninteresting, espe-
cially as tne Old Iromsides,- Victoria and
arey Kagle, all possessing the same ledge,
are confidently belleved to be equally as
big propositions as the Knob Hill. The
main working tunnel in the Knob Hill is
1242 feet, or over four hundred yards long.
One huuéred and fifty feet from the portal
ig No. 2 west cross-cut, 212 feet Ilong.
No. 3 west crosscut, three hundred feet
from the end of the tunnel, is 176 feet long.
Upralses extend from No.. 1 and No. 3
cross-cuts to the surface.

Cross-cut No. 1 east is 180 feet long. It
starts at a point 617 feet from the portal
of the tunnel. East cross-cut No. 2, 300
feet from east cross-cut No, 1, is 205 feet
long and is connected with a drift south
334 feet long. A winze sunk in the tunnel
opposite cross-cut No. 1 west has a depth
of 213 feet. At the bottom of the winze
the same character of ore as in the upper
level was encountered. Drifts on the 100-
foot level extend east and south forty feet
respectively. At the 200-foot level a drift
to the east Is'364 feet long, from which
working an upraise of 100 feet towards
the surface has been made. Ore is being
shipped from three stopes. No. 1 is in
cross-cut No. 1 to the west; No, 2 in cross-
cut No. 2 to the west, and No. 3 at a point
1000 feet from the portal of the tumuel.

No. 1 shaft of the Old Ironsides mine has
attained a depth of 223 féet. One hundred
feet of drifting has been done on the 100-
foot level. On the 200-foot level therc is a
Grift 400 feet long to the east, and 100 feet
ifrom the shaft there is a drift 400 feet
long to the north. A cross-cut 250 feet long
from that drift is connected with the main
tunnel, a distance of 225 feet.. At a dis-
tance of 100 and 400 feet respectively from
No, 1 shaftare drifts south haying a total
length ‘of 558 feet and 467 feet, They are
each connected with-the main drift by
cross-cuts 200 feet long. &

No. 2 shaft is 420 feet deep. |It is con-
nected with the cross-cuts from off No. 1
shaft, and on the 300-foot level there is a
cross-cut to the west 300 feet long. ' At
the end of this cross-cut is a drift <outh
168 feet long, and one north, opposite the
shaft, g distance of 300 feet.

At the end of the Jast mentioned drift an
upraise has been made to the 200-foot leval.
The amount of ore blocked out s estimated
at 1,500,000 tons. There are two stopes on
the 200 and one stope on the 300-foot levels
respectively of the Old Ironsides.

The Victoria mine is¥®nnected at the 200
and 300-foot levels with Old TIronsides
shafts Nos. 1 and 2. On the 200-foot level
is a cross-cut east 538 feet long, and drifts
have been run therefrom north and south
148 and 175 feet respectively. At the 300-
foot level is a cross-cut 476 feet to the east
and an upraise from the end of the cross-
cut to the 200-foot level. Ore is taken from
stepes on the 200 and 300-foot levels. The
Knob Hill tunnel has been extended into
Grey Eagle ground for 400 feet, and hqs
proved that the lead on both properties is
tdentical. Shipments to the smelter at
Grand Forks now amount to 300 tons daily,
bat within a few weeks, when additional
ore cars are provided, the output will be
doubled.

The Tom Thumb and Morning Glory
mines, Republic Camp, are now shipping
ore by wagon to the Grand Forks smelter.

Paul Johnson, . superintendent of the
Mother Lode smelter, now nearing comple-
tion at Greenwood, has offered the Winnui-
peg mine a rate of $4 per ton for freight
and treatment. This, it is understood; is
the lowest figure ever made in British Co-
lumbia. The railway haul from the mine
to the smelter is over seventeen miles.

Reports have reached here durlng tne
past few days of a very rich discovery in
the northwestern part of Shoa] Lake. It
is .sald to be a vein five feet wide, and
showg much visible gold. It was the dis-
covery of an Indian, and Is said to be on
an island. '

P, H. Hickermann of Milwaukee Is here
in the interest of the owners of the Esch-
weller gold mining property, six miles east
of Rat Portage, nﬁjnlning the Wimor mine.
He Is arranging a contract to do .some
development work on the property.

Some extraordinarily fine specimens,show-
ing visible gold, were brought in from the
Baden-Powell mining location this week.
This is a recent discovery in Eagle Lake,
about 50 miles east of Rat Portage. 'The
discovery was made oy an island by Stod-
dard Forneri,and is wopked by himself J. A,
Partington and E. ppleton. Since the
discovery some “stripping and test-pitting
has been done. The prigipal vein is about
four feet in width, and "is traceable for
600 feet clean across the Island. Some
very fine, ore has been taken out of the
test pits, showing nuggets as large as
marrowfat peas, tho irregular in form, as
well as smaller nuggets and fine gold, gen-
erally distributed thru the ore. There are
also two other veins showing much visible
gold.

Thas
Iy the fair representation that the aleged
compact or understanding hag given the
Irish Catholics of this city.

To an observer of political tactics it is
quite obvious that in the capital of the
Dominion, boasting of the impartiality or
Hs public sentiment, Irish Catholicg are,
by speclous and debasing methods, trick-
ed out of their proportionate share of pub-
lic lfe, and at the same time they are
coolly expected to submit to this ostractsm
because suits certair politiciang not to
have their calculations disturbed. ‘I'o use

Foreign Trade Returns,

in crop yields finds relief in the higher

Corn exports for the week aggregate 2,-

The Ralilroad Earnings.

One hundred rallroads operating 97,000
miles of road reported gross earnings $55,-
763,664 in September, a gain over Septem-
ber last year of 2 per cent., the smallest
increase reported this year, but marking im-
provement over progressive gains in the
same month for five years past.

The Failures.

Liabilities of fallures during the first
week of October were $1,618,771, against
$1,687,068 last year. Of manufacturing
concerns, the total was $665,407, and of
traders $818,583. Much disappointment was
apparent among cotton traders when the
official crop report appeared, for the an-
ticipation of a gloomy report had put the
price up to 11e. When the statement indl-
cated a point Improvement In Texas in
September, prices dropped sharply.

The prices of Mani-
toba wheat are comparatively firm, owing
to moderate receipts and small crop. A
fair busginess is reported in barley, Money
in good demand at unchanged rates. Prime
commercial papér is discounted at 6 to 614
per cent., and call loans negotiated at
5 to 513 per cent. The Bank of England
discount rate continues unchanged at 4
per cent,
