THE LIBERALS AND THE TARIFF,
Canadians who have their eyes open

these days ought to get a very clear
idea of what the attitude of the Liberal
party is on the tariff issue, or, to put it
more exactly, what the attitude of the
Liberal leaders is on this important
question. We find in an interview, evi-
dently prepared with great care and
given out by the Hon. Mr. Sifton at
Ottawa, that he and his colleagues in
the Laurier government repudiate the
alleged protectionist speeches recently
made by their colleague, Hom Mr.
Tarte, Minister of Public Works. Mr.
Sifton says that the government are
against any increase in the tariff, that
they are really mot in favor of a pro-
tective tariff, and that they are in favor
of the consumer as against the manu-
facturer every time. We direct the
attention of the public to this state-
ment of Mr. Sifton, as published in an-
other column. Mr. Sifton, like all Lib-
erals of his stripe, takes the Lamiliar
ground that any tarift which helps the
manufacturer injures the consumer.

But it must be clear to all capable of |

understanding the Canadian situation
that a tariff which builds up the In-
dustries of the country builds up the
whole nation. The prosperity which
protection brings to the producer ex-
tends largely likewise to the consumer.

Mr. Sifton further asserted that the
Liberals “have certainly mo interntion
of supporting an attempt to saddle our-
gselves with the discredited Tory policy
which kept the country in a state of
stagnation for fifteen years.”

Again Mr. Sifton either does not un-
derstand or deliberately overlooks the
fact that it was the National Policy of
the Conservative party, carried out for
years, despite the strenuous opposition
of the Liberals, that laid the true found-
tion of the present era of national
growth and prosperity. 7

Concurrent with this expression of
opinion by Mr. Sifton is the attitude
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, now in Europe.
According to cable despatches, the Pre-
mier is negotiating for new trade rela-
tions with France—such new relations
to be based upon a lowering of the
Canadian tariff towards that country.

It seems to us that there may be de-
cided objections on the part of Cana-
dians to further tariff concessions to
France. The French Republic got much
the better of the last treaty Canada
made with her, for under it French
jmports to Canada have increased five-
fold, while Canadian exports to France
have increased only twe-fold.

But Canadians are likely to find fault
with any fresh concessions to France on
other grounds. Under Imperial treaty
arrangements, all such congessions to
Franced must also be extended to Nor-
‘way, Sweden, Russia, Salvador, Mus-
cat, Bolivia, Colombia, Austro-Hungary
and the Argentine Republic. Canada,
if she lowers her tariff against France
on specific articles, must let in the
same classes of goods from these other
countries.

In short, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, by strik-
ing the proposed bargain with France,
will be knocking down,as far as a great
part of the world is concerned, the bar-
riers which this nation has built around
jtself for the purpose of protecting its
own industries. In short, such trade
concessions as Sir Wilfrid is said to
have proposed would take away from

the effectiveness of the British pr(-f«ar-i

ence and constitute an unwarranted

and destructive attack on the principle |

of protection, under the enforcement of
which Canada has in the past
such commercial heaway. <

trade concessions to anyone, let her
make them in favor of her own Kkith

and kin, rather than toward foreigners !

PERSIA'S FINANCES FIXED UP.

Shsh’s Visit to England Results in
a Sethack to Russia.

London, Sept. 4.—It is stated on good
authority that as a result of the Shah
of Persia’'s recent visit to England, a
rearrangement of Persian finances has
been accomplished. It is further stated
that English influence
which Russia has lately encroachéd, will
be restored.

The rearrangement it is said. consists

AGAINST COMPULSORY ABBITRATION

Trades’ Union Congress Sees in It
Only Inanition,

Londcn, Sept. 4.—At to-day’s session
of the Trades Union Congress there
was a very heated discussion of a
compulsory  arbitration resolution.
Many of the delegates opposed the
resolntion on the ground that under
such a system the trades unions would
not cnly lose many of the advantages
they had wrung from the en:,plnyers.

The resolution et\'entua_l]y was
rejected by 961,000 to 303,000 repre-
sented votes.

Many Cheese Makers Present.

Cheese makers from many parts of
Canada and the States were present to
examine the offerings and make con-
tracts for similar quality. One New
York jobber, who supplies the large
hotels of that city, contracted for $19,-
000 worth of cheese from three Cana-
dian firms, two of them located in To-
ronto. Another buyer from Chicago
took contracts for nearly as much. A
number of telegrams were received
from wholesale firms in different sec-
tions of the States, and two from Liv-
erpool during the day relative to the
different lines of the cheese.

Art of Butter and Cheese Making.

At 11 o'clock Mr. Ruddick delivered
a lecture in the dairy building on the
art of butter and cheese making, and
again at three in the afternoon. The
quarters reserved for these lecturers
were crowded with farmers and their
wives and daughters, as well as re-
presentatives of many different butter
and cheese manufacturing firms from
many different parts of the world.
Nearly two hundred different pieces of
machinery for the manufacture of
these articles are- exhibited in the
building, many of them being labor
saving as wéll as freak ma~
chines. Manufacturers of these ma-
chines are from all parts of the world.
but Canada leads here in variety and
mechanical ingenuity. It is considered
a compliment to the cheese makers of
the Dominion ‘to have manufacturers
of these machines from the coptinent,
as well as the States, send their ma-
chinery here to be exhibited to the
pecple who visit the Exhibition. Manu-
facturers spend a great deal of money
to display these machines at the To-
ronto show. ;

Growth of Canadiam Exports.

President McNayght of the Exhibi-
tion, in introducing the subject, de-
clared that the organization would
afford. the Canadian Manufacturecrs’
Association every fagility for display-
ing their products to the visitors,and
hoped the manufacturers would take
advantage of the opportunities offer-
ed. He said Sir Edmund Barton had
expressed to him personally the sur-
prise he felt over Camada being able
to manufacture for export trade so
many articles, especially musical in-
struments.

Mr. W. K. George, vice-president of
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Assocla-
tion, was introduced. He said he knew
the manufacturers had the kindliest
feelings toward the Exhibition, and
would do all in their power to make
the affair a success. He declared the
city should not be satisfied until the
grounds are dotted with the finest
buildings their resources will afford.
There was room for improvement
his estimation. The Fair was a great
educator and a big aid to manufactur-
ers. Toronto manufacturers had told
the speaker of many customers they
had secured thru the visitors to the
Fair. He concluded with a glowing
compliment to President McNaught and
otker leading factors in the manage-
ment.

T. A. Russell, retiring secretary of
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion, spoke briefly and mentioned the
change of fegling in favor of the Fair
as compared with that formerly enter-
tained by some of the manufacturers.
He was glad to see a better under-
standing. He favored asking for a
grant that would permit the organiza-
tion of an All-Canadian Exhibition on
even a larger scale.

Manufacturers Pleased.

T. L. Moffat of Weston. one of the
largest stove manufacturers in Can-
ada, spoke at some length. He was
much pleased with the Exhibition and
desired to express his satisfaction. ¥e
thought it was doing a good work for
the manufacturers. Expositions  in
the States. he said, come and g0, but
the Canadian Fair goes on forever.
This was, in his estimation, in accord
with the eternal fitness of things. He
thought Toronto so important a place
that the talk of Montreal as the ter-
minus of the fast ocean service might
be changed in favor of this city—pro-
vided some money was spent cn canal-
and waterways. In time he thought
this idea would grow. Now it costs
