Canadian Nickel

The Deutschland, the first of the Ger-
man nickel undersea argosies, is in her
German home port with 240 tons of Cana-
dian nickel, or about half a million pounds
—sufficient to make many millions of
nickel-tipped bullets or parts of rifles. It
will make ten million pounds of nickel-
steel for big guns and howitzers. And
the Bremen is on the way to an Ameri-
can port to get some more Canadian
nickel. What do you think about it, and
the assurances given to the electors of
Ontarfo in the recent elections that not
a pound on the Deutschland came from
Canada? And how tame the news of the
arrival of the Deutschland was printed in
yesterday’s papers. Shamefaced it was,

No one has answered Mr. Dewart's
charge that in 1914 countries other than
Britain and her allies got over fourteen
million pounds of Canadian' nickel (as
much as Britain and France got); in 1915,
neutral countries (Scandinavia and Den-
mark), which meant Germany, got ten
million pounds, and in nine months in
this year one hundred and thirty-two
thousand pounds. It was all Canadian
nickel, sent from New York to Germany
by the back-door of the Scandinavian
countries. And the second undersea boat,
the Bremen, must be near an American
port now for another cargo—larger than
that taken by the Deutschland. And a
big fleet of these undersea commercial
boats will be salling across, once itiis
known that they can beat the blockade—
beat it, even once out of four attempts.

The World absolutely refuses to accept
what the Canadian Government has ac-
cepted—the statement of the Internation-
al Nickel Co. that Germany is not get-
ting Canadian nickel, or thatx Germany

in the United States at her order, it she
can get her boats into Amerfcan ports.
Nor can we accept for a moment the
story that it is necessary to allow the In-
ternational to handle and distribute alf
the nickel refined from Canadian ore to
American firms under contract to make
munitions for the allies.. We would not
rust these firms for one minute, because
they would be tempted by the agents. of
Germany every day to sell some of the
nickel allotted them for allies’ purposes;
and, oncé théy parted with it, it would.be
spirited away to some German storehouse
or shipped to Germany, as opportunity
offered. ; :

American munition firms arée ‘in the
business to make money out of anything
and everything, and they would just as
soon do business with Germany as Eng-
land, or, rather, they would do business
with both; and if they could get nickel
easfly they,would sell part of any allot-
ted to them to anyone who would buy at
a profit. All we have to say on this
point, what we have said a dozen times
before, is that if nickel is to go to the
States for making munitions for the al-
lies, it should be checked off when l} Boes
and checked up every few days by Cana-
dian representatives; and nobody yet has
answered this proposal of ours. One
mintster bawled out on the platform that
Britain had thousands of spies vatehh't
our nickel in the States. We'd sooner
leave it to Canadian officials, having the
nickel in their possession in Canada, -.nd<
the right to follow it in the States. Why
can’t that be?

BIG DEBT MAY BOOST
WATER RATES IN CITY

City Officials Look Askance at
Growing Deficit and Con-
sider Increase of Rates.

‘The increasing debt charges in con-
nection with the water works are
such that the city officials deem a
revision upward of the rates both for
lawn sprinkling and in fact all rates
paid by the consumers as absolutely
essential. A deficit of $60,000 this
year dis expected and this will be
larger mext year unless the rates are
increased.

An investigation will be made to see
it. the city is paying enough for its
own services, and if the meter rates

are sufficiently high. 'Duning the last

few years a large part of the cost
of malintenance has been borne by the
city thus keeping down the deflcit, and
it is thought that too great a part of
the water rates is being paid in taxes.

Yesterday’s casualty list was stil
large and contained the names of 27
Toronto men. Four have been kilted
in action; one has died of wounds in
Germany; one is seriously ill, and 21
have been wounded.

Corp. J. A, Skipper, a British reserv-
ist, who enlisted at the outbreak of the
war, died in a base hospital on’ July
27 as a result of wounds received on
July 12, He was born in England,
and came to Toronto three years agQ.

Pte. W. McCurdie, 141 Niagara
street, who was previously reported
wounded and missing, 18 now believed
to have been killed in action. He
joined the 12th York Rangers shortly
after the outbreak of war and had been
in the trenches eight months.

Died While In Germany.

Trooper Robert Dundas s unoffic-

fally reported to have died of wounds
while a prisoner in Germany. He en-
listed with a Toronto wunit in. the
C.M.R. and went to England in the
second contingent. He was reported
missing after the battle of Zillebeke
and unofficially reported a prisoner
three weeks later,

Lieut. Duke- W. - Rowat, who has been
reported wounded, .is a gon of the late
Duke W. and Mrs. D, L. Rowat vf the
Athelma Apartments, He took out a
commission .in the imperial army. He
is about 20 years of age and formerly
was employed-in the Imperial Bank.

Gunner Robert Harrison, 1598 Dun-
das setreet, who enlisted in Toronto
with an  artillery - unit, has been
wounded. He had no previous military
experience and had been in the trench-
es about a year,

Wounded After Three Months.

Pte. W, Plowman, whose relatives
reside at 37 Bertyman street, has been
wounded after ser¥ing in the trenchee
threec months. He enlisted with a 3rd
contingent battalion. He had
vious military experience.

William Campbell Says Can-

adian Goods Are Especial- ||

ly Called For.' 9

A visitor tro?n Jonannesburg, South

Africa. in  the person of Willlam

Camippell arrived in Toronto yesterday.
and ained overnight at the Walker
House. Mr. Campbell is one of th
largest handlers of American goods In
South Africa and has an organization
extending from Rhodesia to Cape
Town, After visiting En and the
United States he traveled thru Canada
from the Pacific coast, arriving in
Toronto from Winnipeg. He is on a
business trip meeting Canadian manu-
facturers with a view vof arranging 10
handle some of their lines,

The business outlook in South Africa,
he stated, was never brighter, and the
war has greatly increased the demand
for American and especially Canadian
goods. ' The army, in / which he has
a son, are usthg many Ameérican cars,
the lighter ones being largely used for
conveying troops and equipment over
the poor or rather non-existent roads,
especially of German West Africa.

Water Cost Money.

“There is a vast difference in the
value of German and Gen%nn
West Africa,” sald-Mr. Campbell. The
west is very barren in places and ev-
ery gallon of water taken . to the
troops cost the government about ten
shillings. German East Africa, on the
other hand, is very rich and abounds
with game. Lions and other wild ani-
mals frequently visit the soldiers’
camps. In 4 recent letter from one of
the men in that pertion of the war
zone, he was m;d‘Zz a visitation in
which several mu were carried off
in the night. 2

He said that at the beginning of the
war between eight and ten thousaud]
men had left the country to join the
British army, taking the long journey
at their own expense and now there
were 70,000 troops in East and West
Africa. :

. Rapid Growth of 8. A.

South Africa, said the visitor, is
growing very rapidly, and the great
extension of agriculture and the wool
industry made times very good. There
is a great demand for farm implements
and motor cars, as well as all kinds of
machinery. The price of wool, which
has doubled since the outbreak of war,
has boomed that industry.

Johannesburg is the centre of the
greatest gold producing field in the
world, the annual production being
cver £385,000,000 sterling.

Asked about the feeling thruout the
country toward the empire, he said
that the result-of Sir Henry Campoell-
Bannerman giving autonomy to South
Africa was greater than could possibly
have been dreamed of, It was the most
successful political experiment in his-
dory. Today, except for a small back-
ward section of what in America would
be called the haysced farmer, the peo~
rle were English-speaking and loyal
to the empire.

Up to Canadian Manufacturers.

When asked what he thought of
Canada’s prospects after the war, Mr.
Campbell said he thought ‘hey were
very bright if Canadian manufacturers
had great enough vision to realize
them. All thru the empire there was a
great tendency, that was ever increas-
ing, to do business within the empire,
and with. coal and iron and other ma-
terial resources, Cannda had great
manufacturing potentialities. :

After the war American capita
would come in to assist in the develop-
ment of these resourcss, but in' this h2
caw the danger of American capital
controlling these * industries which
would be of more benefit to Canadians
if controlled by Canadian or British
money. On his trip thru Canada he
was greatly/ impressed with the num-
ber of firms tihat were branches of
American organizations.

Controller Cameron, who has been act~
ing on a committee appointed to con-
sider the merits of each individual

Oonzgllor O’Nelll took up the role of

peacemaker, but even after the mayor
had stated that he meant the corpor~
ation and not any individual, Control-

Solicitor Johnston Explains,

was of the opinion that the city had
no right to hold the insurance money,
1t should either be paid to some person
who had some slight claim or be re-
turned to the insurance company.

On Controller Cameron’s suggestion
a recommendation was passed on to
the council asking for a change in the
Insurance Act in order that the money
shall, in any case, be paid to wife,
children, father, mother, sister or
brother, but in case of distant relatives
it would be necessary for them to
prove they were dependents,

The mayor agreed to this and stated
that when it came before the private
bills committee, it would be changed
to “next of kin.” Controller Foster
concluded the talk-fest with, *“There
you are, the mayor has put it all over
you.”
