MERCURY.

On the 8th of April, 
7th of August, and 3d of December, it will be at its greatest bril­
liancy, being in the west soon after sunset. On the 3d of February, 
1st of June, and 26th of September, it will be brightest again, and 
appear in the east before sunrise, the illuminated portion 
planet’s disc always being towards the Sun.

Jcpitsb will be morning star until March 18, then evening star 
until Dec. 81.

OBSERVATIONS ON THE MOON.

Our nearest neighbor in the heavens receives unremitting atten­
tion from astronomers, and its features have been more aocnraUly 
mapped than some portions of our own globe. Its surface presents 
a wonderful scene of rugged grandeur: enormous craters enclosing 
vast volcanoes; isolated mountains far higher than any on the 
earth ; broad plains, that look like the beds of former seas. Its 
changing aspects in its various positions with reference to the sun 
and us, are full of interest. Dr. Henry Draper, of the University 
of New York, has perfected a remarkably distinct and beautiful 
photographic picture of the moon, nearly two feet in diameter, 

magnifying power of 820, which represents our 
satellite on a scale of 70 miles to an inch. Hie telescope has a 
silvered glass mirror, and is kept steady during the taking of a 
picture, while the little clock-work gives to the sensitised photo­
graph-plate the motion necessary to keep it in focus.

It has long been known that the moon presents one and the suEtj 
side to the earth all the time. Of late, the researches of a German 
astronomer named Hansen seem to have proved that this visible, 
hemisphere of the moon is a sort of tower or crust, of a lighter apd 
more porous substance than the rest of the moon, and projecting., 
some 29 miles nearer to the earth than the average level of tap, 
lunar surface. If this be so, conjecture may take full possession 
of the farther side of the moon, clothe it with an atmosphere, eevepi 
it with verdure, and people it with inhabitants.

DISTANCE OP THE STARS.

If a star be selected to-night, and its position on the background 
of the sky and with reference to other stars be carefully noted, and 
if the same thing be done six months hence — when the earth has 
reached the opposite extreme of its orbit — a minute change in its 
apparent position may perhaps be discovered. This is the star’s 
annual parallax, and furnishes a means of estimating its distance 
in diameters of the earth’s orbit. If a star has no parallax, it is 
immeasurably distant. Some of the nearest bright stars are Slrltrt, 
180,000,000,000 miles, Aroturus, and the Pole-star ; but recent 
observations show that some small stars of the 8th and 9th magttl-i 
tude are nearer still, while some of the brightest stars in our skjr' 
have no sensible parallax.

OBSERVATIONS OF THE SUN.

1 he English optician Cooke has invented a mode of separating 
the heat of the solar rays from the luminous portion before they 
reach the focus in the telescope. This is effected by a prism in 
the eye-piece, by which the luminous and the calorific rays being 
differently refracted, the latter are turned aside from the eye and 
do not molest the observer.

Close and careful observation of the sun is maintained by as­
tronomers, and daily photographs of his disc are taken at the Kew 
Observatory, England. It is believed that the intense light and 
heat of the sun are kept up by meteors and asteroids continually 
falling into its atmosphere. On September 1, 1869, two observers 
at different places saw a sudden outburst of light far exceeding 
IhVreot of the sun’s surface in brightness, and sweeping like a 
° °™r a part of his disc- Tllia was thought to be an asteroid
falling into the sun. This phenomenon was accompanied, as 
changes on the sun’s surface are often found to be, by magnetic 
disturbances on the earth’s surface, and by auroras of great
brilliancy.

INVISIBILITY OF LIGHT.<20
It 1» well known, though not at all appreciated by the public 

that light is invisible unless the eye is in a line with the source of 
the light, or with some object that reflects that light. Let a strong 
beam of sunlight enter a darkened room and fall on a blackened 
opposite wall ; the entire chamber will remain in darkness, and no 
objeot in it will be visible but the floating motes in the air and in-* 
teroepting a few rays. In applying this on the large scale, we may 
consider What would be our condition if we could see only objects 
luminous in themselves —even the sun giving us no light except 
when looking directly at it; and hence we may conceive how 
essential are those laws of refraction and reflection which make the 
atmosphere with its clouds, etc., and every other object great and 
imsdl a conveyer of light, rendering all nature radiant to the be­
holder’s eyes.

Breeding ewes should be separ­
ated from the flock at yeaning 
time, if it is practicable, and sup­
plied with well-trodden litter in 
a stable, rather than open sheds. 
Do not crowd them. If the lamb 
is weak, and the dam inclined to 
be restless, she may be laid down 
carefully, and the lamb induced 
to suckle. Sometimes the milk 
does not come immediately. It 
may be necessary to give the 
lamb a meal or two from another 
ewe, but don’t give a Iamb the 
milk of a farrow cow. If a lamb 
is found chilled and stiff from 
cold, it may have a bath as warm 
as the hand can be borne in it, 
and then rubbed dry. A few 
drops of rum or gin mixed with 
the milk hare sometimes helped 
bring up a chilled lamb, but take 
care not to get the spirit 
wrong mouth.

Finish the various jobs of win­
ter, and commence spring labor 
in earnest. Examine all tools, 
and put them in good order. 
Paint and grease carte and wag­
ons. Examine and replace har­
row teeth. Repair hinges of sag­
ging gates, and nail loose boards 
on fences. Procure and clean 
grass seed for spring seeding. 
Examine and obtain a good sup­
ply of the best seed of oats, bar­
ley, and spring wheat. See that 
teams are kept in good working 
order, and if they can be fre­
quently used, half 
time, they will become better ac­
customed to the active labor of 
Spring. Inspect thoroughly all 
the barns and out-buildings, and 
see that every part ie in good 
order. Oil harness, and repair 
it where necessary for spring 
work.

make the most of it.

The best time to cut hay is al 
the transition from flower to seed. 
The precise point, of course, can­
not be generally attained in ordi 
nary practice, where many days 
are required for securing a crop, 
but the nearer we come to it the 
better. The expedition accom­
plished by means of mowing 
machines, horse-rakes, and horse 
forks, have, however, greatly fa­
cilitated this object. Cutting 
gra « early produces more readily 
a good a 'ter growth. If done too 
soon, it will lack substance; if 
too late, it will be hard and 
woody. Celerity of operations 
depends much on good manage 
ment, and on having everything 
in full readiness. The omission 
of some requisite will delay the 
whole, and a day’s delay, by 
throwing the mass of the work 
into a rain storm, may result in 
heavy loss.

Stacking in the open field can­
not be recommended. Ample 
barns should always be provided. 
Yet temporary necessity may oft­
en require stacking. When re­
sorted to, it should be done well: 
the stacks built even and with 
symmetrical form; the hay should 
be pitched on from different sides 
to preserve upright and even set­
tling; for when a stack settles to 
one side, it necessarily exposes 
the upper side to rain, and often 
to the loss of a large portion of 
the stack. Good stackers repeat­
edly and regularly pass around 
the structure, and place the hay 
in uniform forkfuls in regular 
and circular layers. The centre 
is always rounded the highest.

Sometimes the loss of 
animals, by death alone, towards 
spring, is greater than the cost of 
ample shelter. 2. The second is 
to feed regularly, that no loss of 
flesh may be occasioned by im­
patient fretting. 3. The third is, 
to give the food in the best con­
dition. Hay and straw should be 
bright, and not musty.

Straw should be carefully i 
saved, even when raised in large 
quantities, as it has so m any uses. 
It may be employed largely in ' 
feeding animals, if a little grain , 
of meal is fed to them, regularly, 
at the same time. It may be 
largely used as litter, and con­
verted into manure. It forms an j 
excellent covering for large heaps 
or roots in winter, whether in 
root cellars or more exposed. It 
may be employed as a cover for 
temporary sheds for protecting 
cattle and sheep. In most cases 
the best way to manage straw is 
to thrash the grain as the straw 
is needed through winter, by 
means of a two-horse endless
