MONCTON, Feb. 12-(Special)-A bad 
run-off occurred in the I. C. B. yard 
about 1.30 this morning, when the engine 
and two care of an incoming freight spe­
cial left the rails opposite the depot.

CHICAGO, Feb. 12—Howard Ogilvie, 
whose clothing was found on the Evans­
ton Lake shore last September, with a 
note announcing that he was about to 
commit suicide, is in custody in Philadel­
phia under the name of Sumner C. Os­
borne.

Director of New York Metropol- ONE-THIRD OF UNION
WORKERS IDLE JUDGE TRUEMAN’S SUCCESSOR

ALBANY, Feb. 11—In its quarterly bul­
letin,; made public tonight, the state de­
partment of labor reports that there was 
a higher percentage of idleness among or­
ganized labor in New York state at the 
end of September last than has been shown 
in any other year since 1900, it being 10.7 
as against 5.7 in 1906 and 4.9 in 1905. The 
number of unemployed union men in the 
state at that time was 43,258.

The situation in New York City is 
brought up to January 1 in the bulletin 
covering the period during the disturbed 
financial conditions, showing that 34.2 per 
cent of union men were out of work.

to the great danger of the work, all the 
various departments had been housed in 
separate buildings, which were 100 yards or 
more apart.

As to the cause of the explosion, Super­
intendent Johnson said tonight that it 
would never be known. Two buildings 
had blown up, the factory where the nitro­
glycerine was made and the mixing room 
where it was converted into dynamite. 
From what could be learned, first one 
building and then the other had bkrwn up 
within a few seconds of each other. Which 
went first or why can never be known, 
since the whole thing happened practically 
within a couple of seconds and before any 
one around could realise what had hap­
pened the two buildings had been scattered 
to the winds and the nine men blown to 
pieces.

Superintendent Johnson stated that so 
far as he could judge the disaster had been 
caused by carelessness on the part of some 
one. A batch of glycerine had been 
off a short time before the explosion, so 
that it could not have gone up during the 
making, and the indications were, there­
fore, that -some one had blundered in the 
mixing room, where the nitro-glycerine wag 
treated for conversion into dynamite and 
giant powder.
