material,

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- “BULLY BOY, LEIGH,” THE SIGNAL

(Richand V. Oulahan.).

Midshipman the Hon. Gerald Leigh, of
her majesty’s service, walked the deck of
the Amphibian with a big telescope un-
der his arm, and discontent in his heart.

It was stupid enough to be shut up on
board a man-of-war with nothing to do
except pace backward and forward; it
was infinitely more so when there was
plenty of excitement ashore with a pros-
pect of a lively row before the day was
over. .

BRICK OR CONCRETE?

A Montreal paper describes the work of
eonstruction on buildings of reinforced
concrete, the first in that city. The com-
‘petition of concrete with brick as & struo-|
turel material is arousing a good deal of
attention in the United States, where
there has during the present summer
beensshampdedﬁneinthe@uiceofbaﬁcks,
a&uhm@thbmhubeennofamngoﬁin
building activity. The New York Globe
gays thav the price was already declining
in June, when the statistics of the build-
ing trades in  twenty-three ‘of the lead-
ing cities o'f\hhe country showed an in-
vestment of ‘fifty millions of dollars in
new constructions as against forty-eight
millions in June of 1905. :

Pndeavoring to find a reason for the
decline the Globe says:-

“The cause of this decline in price is
evidently not in a suspension of building
operations throughout the country, and
one naturally looks for the cause therefor
among competing Material in a field here-
tofore monopolized by brick. As it is re-
ported that concrete is about to:be used
byhﬁldmofsdmesix;humiredhousesin
Brooklyn, Queens and certain_ New Jer-
sey suburbs, it wonld seem that concrete
in one part of the country at least has
much to be responaible for in a curtailed
demand for brick. .

This falling-off in demend has reduced
the price of brick about fifty cents
in three months, and this is enough
to produce serious modifications in
the ‘rick - business with dlterior,
and  very. possibly  serious, effects

IT IS WORLD-WIDE

A condition of pnospe;i'ty, marked by
busy industries, good crops, and prosper-
ous railroads, is noted by commercial pa-
pers in the United States and Canada.
Bradstreet’s tells of a scarcity of labor
for railroad construction, harvesting and
in the coal and coke and steel producing
industries, and some others. “The fact
is,” says Bradstreet’s, “there is a short-
age of help—a great shortage. Indeed,
it matters not what point of the compass
one looks to, the tale is almost identical,
and present indications offer no good
fbasis for expecting relief until the late
autumn or early winter, when, for ob-
vious reasons, a goodly quantity, of out-
door help will have been liberated.”

The shortage is of course due to pros-
perity, which is practically world-wide.
Testimony, to the activity of trade and
industry in nearly every country in Eur-
ope except Russia, and in India and Aus-
tralia, is furnished by the London Stat-
ist. That journal reports the iron, coal,
cotton, woolen, shipbuilding and railway
interests of Gr¥at Britain all active and
prosperous. On the continent, outside of
Russia, things look well, as they do also
in South America. In Australia the dis-
appearance of the drought has helped the
crop situation matenially, and India and

even South’ Afriea send favorable ad- :

vices. . In closing, the Statist says:

“Accompanying this world-wide pros-
perity, is the fact that the production of
all kinds of wealth, including gold, has
never been equaled, not merely actually,
but in proportion to the world’s popula-
tion. And in view of the enormous gold
output, amd the increasing amount of
banking resources available for the fin-
ance of trade, there is no reason to antici-
pate that the world’s commence will re-
ceive any check in consequence of over-
trading or monetary stringency, for a con-
siderable period.”

While the maritime provinces are not
in the region of greatest expgnsion in
Canada, and do not show as great de-
velopment in industry and trade, yet con-
ditions are sound, and the absence of
business troubles is an evidence that the
people are not, at least, suffering from
hard times.

There
js therefore no good reason to anticipate
any great appreciation in the price of
brick, which was abnormally high when
the decline et in, according to the build-
i ers. The question seems to be, Will the
increasing demand for concrete tend to
such advance in price as weuld create a
brisker demand again for brick and so
arrest a further decline in the market?”
On the same subject the New York Sun
says editorially- ‘‘Concrete is displacing
hrigk all over the 'country, particularly in
the west, being cheaper and possessing,
it is said, equal advantagesas a structur-
al material. The tendency of concrete to
supplant brick has recently become ap-
parent in New York. Local - builders are,
according to Teport, about to give it a
¢rial in some 600 houses in Brooklyn,
Queens and various New Jersey sub-
burbe.”

AMHERST, Aug. 16—Yesterday after-
noon’s session of the Maritime Board of
[Trade proved a very interesting one.

The question of booming the Maritime

'| Provinces was taken up and a united feel-

ing was expressed that the advantages of
this seoction of the dominion should be
more widely adrevtised.

H. A. Macoougall,
pointed out that it was difficult
to get immigrants in these. prov-

H. A. MacDougall, of Sydney, second-
ed tie resolution pointing out how hard
it was to get immigrants in these prov-
inces when so much greater inducements
‘were held out to them by transportation
companies and others to go west, He ap-
preciated the advantage of having eastern
‘people settle in the west, but we must im-
press upon the federal and provinocial gov-
ernments the neged of getting immigraxts
brought here under ag favorable auspices.
The growth of the west at our expense
should be compensated by epecial induce-
ments to immigrants to come to the mari-
time provinces. The I. C. R. should be
made afactor in this work. The immi*
grants chould not all be landed on the
St. Lawrence, and ticketed for the west.
Mr. McDougall’s forcible address was
heartily applauded.

Mr. Regan, of Halifax, read a paper on
the same subject. After reviewing the ef-
forts to advertise the maritime provinces,
this paper contended that funds and offi-
cials were necescary for effective work.
The board should take definite action to
advertise the resources and ' industries of

of Bydney,

opted and the governments urged to aid
in carrying it out. The piess should preach
faith in the provinces and the schools
should teach. it. The newspapers would,no
doubt, be glad to give more space fo in-
telligence about the maritime resources.
The schools do not devote enough atten-
tion to maritime prowince history, geo-
graphy, statistics, literature, etc. There
should also be systematic advertising
abroad. This plan had proved its value.in
American cities. Some Cunadian cities are
providing publicity departments. Refer-
ence was made to the results of publicity
campaigns by railroad corporations to at-
tract settlens to the region traversed by
them. The maritime .province govern-
ments should do the same and establish
publicity dep-rtments well eupplied with.
funds to attract eettlers and' industries
and summer tourists and sportsmen. The
work of publicity carried on by boards’ of
trade and tourist aseociations ‘should be
greatly extended in the United States.
The provinces should have a bureau and
exhibition of natural resources in New
York where official information could be
distributed. Canada is” becoming popular
‘as a field of investment -and these prov-
inces should be placed prominently beiore
those capitalists. The governments should
take a hand and provide funds liberaily.
The press and citizens should aid. -

Mr. McKeen said the tide from the weet
would in time set back to the east, but
the aim of these provinces should be to
become the New England of Canada,
manufacturing for the western market. We
ahioutd look to that more than to discus-
sing such resolutions as were before the
board.

Mr. M¢Keen referred to the enterprize
of St. John and other centres to develop
industries. Amherst last year made and
sold outside her own bounds goods valu-
ed at $3,500,000, shipping clear through to
Vancouver. That was the secret of Am-
herst’s growth. The probl:m in these prov-
inces is how to better and cheapen manu-
facture for the western market. He was
dpposed to them bonusing industries. Our
mines and resources gave us great power.

W. S. Fisher stated as an encouraging
fact that there are in the maritime prov-
inces and Quebec nearly 100 manufactir-
ing industries ehipping goods to the far
west. Nearly half of this developed in
the last five years. Mr. McKeen had tol
them what Amherst had done. Half dozen
other centres had as good advantages and
ccild do as well, Mr. Fisher said that in
London, Liverpool, Giasgow and Man-
chester, Canadian agents complained that
they cannot get matter relating to the
maritime provinees to distribute. The
fanlt is largely our own in this respect.
These agents say they would be glad to
distribute literature if the governments
of the provinces would supply it.

President Read said the goveinments
are now taking up this question..He de-
olared we should deplore the movement of
our people west. The generative force is
going from us, leaving old men at home.
We ocould not do too much to overcbme
this loss.

Mr. Campbell pointed out that the
federal government had appointed an
agent in Boston,

About seventy-five delegates in attend-
ance -this afternoon. St. John has
the largest delegation, but all parts of the
provinces are well represented, and Syd-
ney especially. ;

‘Before the board adjourned for dinner
a very interesting debate arose on the
method of selecting topics for discussion.
At present each local board sends in a
list and these are (referred to the com-
mittee on resolutions at the first session
of the Maritime Board. They eliminate
some and group others and submit a
report to the board which in the mean-
time has been doing nothing of import-

ance.

W. F. Hatheway, supported by A. B.
Etter, Thomas Keiller, W. H. Dennis, A.
H. Wetmore, J. N. Sutherland and W.
W. Andrews, argued that general rather
than local topics should rule, ‘and that
the programme should be prepared by
the committee before the Maritime Board
mi}e.tsE. Birch and W. M. Jarvis defended
present system, the latter on the g;mund
that it was fair to all and that it was
difficult to say where matters of local in-
terest ended and ome of general interest
began. Finally, on motion of Mr. An-
drews, it was resolved that the president,
at each annual session name five boar}is
of trade which would be a joint commit-
tee. one member from each of the five
boards to meet with the officers of the
Maritime Board and select topics before
the latter body met the following year.

When the board met after dinner the
president declared the motion unconstitu-
tional and it was therefore presented as a
notice of motion for next year.

This is the Feeling Expressed by the Maritime Board of
Trade in Session Yesterday at Amherst.

The report was adopted with applause.

Senator Ross stated that B. N. A. Act
would have to be changed to secure such
proportionate representation in parlia-
ment as President Read had claimed
these provinceg should have. The board
should bend its energies in that direction.

President Read replied that P. E. Isl-
and would not have entered into confed-
eration but for ‘the clear understanding
that she would have at least six repre-
‘sentatives for all time. The report of
the  committee on resolutions having been
adopted, Rev. Father Burke moved the
first resolution as follows:

“Resolved that in view of the fact that
the upbuilding of the west has entailed a
tremendous drain on the population and
resources of Maritime Canada, the time
has arrived wiaen the general ﬁnment
should devise some efficient m of re-
compense " by encouraging immigration of
suitable people for the development. of
the fisheries, agriculture and mines of
these provinces, and, by such bonusing or
other fiscal treatment of prime indus-
tries as must necessarily give the requis-
ite impetus to trade and commerce with-
in them.”

8. P. Challoper, of Sydney, read a reso-
ution calling upon the provincial govern-

E. B. Elderkin seconded the motion,
and declared thé question of union was one
of the greatest importance to Canada. If
the United States secured the islamds it
would be a severe blow to maritime V-
inces trade, and the board should ﬁg)ng
pressure upon the federal government to
endeavor to bring-about union as soon as
possible.

At the evening session the following re-
solution by Robt. Maxwell, M. P. P., was
adopted: : .

“Resolved, that this board reaffirms. its
attitude of a year ago vegarding the de-
sirabiiity of a union of the three prov-
inces, and that the executive for the en-
suing year -press upon each government
that the matter be taken up for cons.dera-
tion at an early date.”

Mr. Maxwell ‘ably  &npported the mo-
tion, as also did Senator Ross.

The second resolution, prepared by Mr.
Regan, of Halifax, and -Mr. Challoner, of
Sydney, was adopted:

“Resolved, that the respective local gov-
ernments of the maritime provinces be
memorialized to establish a provincial
bureau of industry, publicity and immi-
gration to collect and distribute detailed
information as to the cost, extent and
description of vacant lands available for
settlement, local labor supply, opportuni-
ties for industrial development, etc., and
have this and similar data printed to-
gether with suitable, illustrated literature
and other reliable printed matter relating
to the mesources of the provinces, circu-
lated through competent channels, and
also that agents of the provinces and do-
minion in the V/nited States and Great
Britain be refuested to take active steps
to distribute this material to inquirers
where it will do the most good; end fur-
ther

“Resolved, that such immigrants to
Canada as may desire it, be given 'oppor-
tunity to land at maritime province ports
at all times.”

The following, moved by Prof. Andrews
in an able speech, was adopbed: :

“Resolved, that the Maritime Board of
Trade express approval of all efforts which
may be made to increase the yield of
dyked lands of the Bay of Fundy and
thus add to the productive power of these
provinces and thepefore its provinces.”

FATAL MISTAKE
COST TWO LIVES

Two Prominent Men are Dead
from Drinking Deadly
Poison in Mistake for lce

Water. =

FREDERICTON, Aug, 16.—Albert W.
Bdgecombe and Lemuel A. W. Tibbits,
two of Fredericton’s best known citizens,
are dead here as the result of a terrible
mistake by which they, last evening,
drank cyanide of potassium, a deadly poi-
eon, believing it to be water.

Tibbits died half an hour after swallow-
ing the deadly decoction, and Edgecombe
lingered for two and one-half hours, when
death relieved his sufferings.

The terrible mistake occurred in the
jewelty store of Shute & Compamy, to
which place they had accompanied D. E.
Crowe, one of the proprietors. Mr. Crowe
left them sitting in the back shop while
he went to the front of the store to at-
tend to some (work. During his absence
they .began to look about for a drink of
water, @nd noticing a large earthern jar
beneath the sink, they partook of its con-
tents, thinking it to be ice water. The
acid is used for cleaning silverware, and it
is customary for the firm to keep a supply
on hand diluted ready for use.

The unfortunate men were removed to
Chestnut’s  drug store and medical aid
summoned, but the best efforts of Dus.
Weaver; Crockett and Atherton were
fruitless and they passed away.

Fred B. Edgecombe was eummoned
from his summer cottage at Springhill
and was at his brother’s eide when he
breathed his last. Coroner Weaver decided
that the circumstances justified the hold-
ing of an inquest,

He mmelled a jury composed of T.
B. Winslow, R. 5. Barker, R. P. Allen,
J. H. Holland,  H. C. MacKay, F. P.
Robinson and John ~ Palmer, and bad
them view the bodies. He then postponed
the inquiry until 7.30 o’clock tomormow
evening.

Mr. Edgecombe was a son of the late
John Edgecambe, and has resided here all
his life. He wag secretary treasurer of
Fred B. Edgecombe Company, Ltd., the
city’s leading dry goods concern, and was
recognizéd as one of the brightest men
in the city. He was about forty-eight
years of age and is eurvived by a widow
formerly Miss Logan, daughter of Wm
Logan of St. John, and a family of one
son and three daughters. '

He also leaves four brothers—Wm., J.
Frederick B., and Norman Edgecombe, of
Fredericton; Alfred G., of St. Jobn, and
two' sisters, Mxs. Sterling and Mrs. Thos.
Knowles. He is the third member of his
family to meet a tragic death. One
brother, Arthur, was killed in the Palm-
er’ Pond accident a few years ago, and
another, Charles, met death in the rail-
way yard here some time since.

Mr. Tibbitts was a son of the late Jas.
Tibbitts and waB a native of the province
of Quebec. He was about fifty-two years
of age and a bachelor. He was a brother
of R. W. L. Tibbits, deputy provincial
secretary, who is the last survivor of the
family.

CONDITIONS AT
PRINCE RUPERT

Progress Béing Made at the
Pacific Terminus of the
G.T.P.

(Victoria Colonist.)
A correspondent at Prince Rupert, the
western terminus of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific Railway, writes:
The G. T. P. terminal city, Prince Ru-
pert, destined to be the model city of the
continent, is forging ahead. Already big
freight and passenger boats have tied up
at the dock, just completed, and unloaded
their freight Two or three  boats
have run excursion parties up from
Port Essington and Port Simpson, and
one on the First of July had an Indian
brass band in, attendance.
A most beautiful stretch of water is
Tuck’s Inlet, or, properly speaking Lima
Harbor, on' which Prince Rupert is situ-
ated; but though its sc¢enic beauty is
perfect, its value from a commercial
standpoint is even greater. It is seven
miles long and two miles wide, and al-
most ehtirely free from rocks. Thus any
number of ocean liners will be able to ply
up and down it. Along® the shore of
Kaien Island the water is very deep, al-!
most 30 feet at low tide. This greatl_v{
facilitates “the building of wharves, as;
they need only a very short approach. :
Two miles down past, the townsite, at!
Seal Harbor, a large sawmill for the Brit-|
ish Columbia Tie & Lumber Co., is being
rapidly ‘pushed forward. Its owners ‘ex-
pect to fill an order for the G. T. P: for
500,000 ties in the next few months. These
of course will be used in econstruction
from this end, where it is confidently ex-
pected track-laying will be started in the
spring. A party of surveyors are locat-
ing the line from Prince Rupert inland,
to meet the parties coming west. They
have already packed their camp and,
moved on out of sight. The waters of the
harbor are being surveyed and sounded by
a8 government party in charge of Mr.
Dodge. A great number of the men under
Chief Engineer Pillsbury, divided into
parties, are surveying the mainland and
Kaien Island. p
At Prince Rupert there are as yet only
a number of tents, a shack and a wharf.
They are clearing quite rapidly and are
well on with a large office building,
which, with some more shacks, they ex-
pect to complete within a few weeks. The
G. T. P. headquarters, now at Metlakat-
la, will then be transferred to Prince
Rupert. :
An immense rush of people up the coast
is expected as soon as the town is laid
out. Already a number of capitalists from
the states have been turned away, who
have come to open up sugar refineries,
breweries, apartment houses and other
money making concerns.. Any number of
prospectors are hanging around, doing odd
jobs, so- as to be on the ground floor.
Many may think that there can be no
town here until the railroad is completed
but it will be an important seaport al-
most at once. Next summer may see a
line of G. T. P. freight and passenger
boats to compete for the Yukon and coast
trade against the C. P. R.., and in a few
years a line will,be running to China and
Japan. ! "

PITCHED'S ARM, A BAROMETER.

“A wveteran pitcher who has seen serv-
ice in a good league for several seasons,
don’t need-a barometér-to tell- him when
the weather is going to change,” says

“His pitching arm will tell him about the
coming change. It isn’t that I am sub-
ject to mheumatism,” he continued, “for
I am not, but I'll bet that every old
pitcher is affected every time the weather
is preparing to change.”

Thomson & Co. Will Withdraw
her From South Shore Route
Unless Subsidy i$ Increased.

The report that the owners of the
steamer Senlac will withdraw her from
the South Shore moute is verified by the
agent in this city.

The owners, William Thomson & Co.,
say that the steamer does not pay and
that unless her.'subsidy is increased $3,-

will be ‘offered for sale. Then it is con-
tended again that the steamer does not
get support from her call ports at Yar-
mouth, Barrington, Lockeport, Lunen-
burg and Halifax, at which places the
port dues are excessive. Besides, the
company has to pay agents at each place.:
The steamer makes one vound 'trip per
week. The city also charges the com-
pany $900 per year for the warehouse and
wharf accommodation at A Reed’s Point,
they also will be expected to modify that
amount. It is also stated that many
mevchants of this city did not lend the
support to the Senlac. .

That this city will suffer by the with-
drawal of the Senlac is a foregone con-
olusion. As a large trade is done by local
merchants along the South Shore of Nova
Scotia. !
