But his “capital” consisted simply of an assump-
tion that his consighiments of corn would sell at &
certain rrice, yielding him an imtyanse profit, and
the market refused to fultil his golden dreams. In
the words of the learned judge, the baukrupt was
playitig o desperate pame:—if the carde favoured
hitn; e would be #& eonsiderable winner: but if
they did not, hie creditors would be the losors.
Not having one sixperice of capital, he traded to
the extent of three or four hundred thousands of
potitids 4 year t and gome of his dealings bore
very fraudulent aspect; ae, for instance, when he
obtained un udvance upon two different biils of lad-
ing relating to the same carmo. Hozing raised
£1000 upon otie bill of ladine on a cargo for Loti-
don, he altered its destitiation to Newcastle, and
obtained £1400 more upon it.  The bankrupt ex-
pldined this transaction by saying his intention was
to pdy the person who advanced £1000 in the first
instatice : but if sucli wae his intetition it tvas hot
cartied out, for that person is still & creditor for
£500. ‘The judge concliuded by suspending for
one year the certificate of the bankrupt (this being
liis third failure), and otdered that it then be grant-
ed as of the tird class.— Gateshead Observer.
