The Committee which was formed in the yvear 1854, for the
purpose of assisting, by advice and otherwise, young females
who arrive friendless in Canada, beg to lay before the sub-
geribers and public the result of their operations for the year
155 : and while they have the gratification of feeling that much
benefit has arisen froin their organization, they regret that the
very limited mumber of subseribers, and the small amount re-
eeived, have prevented them from enlarging their sphere of
psefulness, and of adequately remunerating their agent, Mr.
James Mills, to whose zeal and energy they are mainly indebted
for the success that has attended their exertions

The Committee feel that the community, as a body, are deeply
imterested in resening the voung and unprotected female from
those who are anxious to seduce her from the path of virtue,

and they know that they have succeeded, to some extent, in
that benevolent (lll}l‘('[.

I'here are in this city, as in all large towns, the profligate and
the vile, who are ever on the wateh to entrap unsuspecting
imnocence, and instances have been brought under the notice
of the Committee, where the most systematic attempts have
been made to rnin yonng females, and which it is the principal

object of this Asseciation to prevent,



The Committee would impress upon the public, that all de-
nominations are equally received under their protection, their
ubjeet being to assist as large o number as possible, with their

limited means.

The system adopted is, for their agent to attend on board each
steamer, on its arrival in port, and aseertam i there are any
females aboard who require protection, and at onee to atford

the assistance needed

In order further to faeilitate the agen operations, he has
been authorised to open, under the auspices of the Committe
a Registry Oflice, where respectable persons of both sexe
wanting situations, or parties requiring servants, can, with con-

The Committee are coufident that the Association only re
quires to be known to command that attention which its im
portance demands, and when it is considered that the small
sum of £200 per annum would place them in funds fully to

carry out their plans, they eannot believe it will be withheld

Their expenses during the past year have been greater than
usual, owing to the high price of provisions, &e., and th

consequent inerease in the price of board

Acting npon the conviction, that to prevent viee and ime-
morality is much less ditieult than to eure it when onee com-
mitted, they feel it their duty not to relax in their exertions to

proteet the innocent from the way of the destrover.
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
