The council will be called to
5‘»‘3 either tomorrow afternoon or on
Saturday to receive the report of the
committee in order to give the oppor-
tunity for another meeting for discus-
sion, if ecessary, before the time limit
expires on Monday.

Mayor Hayes presided and Commis-
sioners Fisher, Russell and Wigmore and
the common clerk were present.

Commissioner Fisher moved that the
estimates of the public works department
be adopted. Commissioner Russell
seconded this.

The mayor spoke in favor of continu-
ing permanent work, but suggested that
a way should be found to secure contri-
butions from the abbuttors in some
cases,

Commissioner Russell alse spoke in
favor of the asphaltic paving programme.

Commissioner Fisher spoke of the dif-
ficulties in the way of applying the pres-
ent local improvements act and said that
he did not think it would work.

The estimates, which provide for an
increased expenditure of $21,000, due
chiefly to the asphaltic paving program-
me of $20,670, were adopted.

PLAN T0 MAKE CITY
OF WASHINGTON ORY

Washington, Jan. 11.—The greatest
crowd of recent years packed the senate
galleries for the debate and vote on a
bill to make the national capital dry.

The first big fight was on an amend-
ment to submit the question to the peo-
ple of the District of Columbia on a
referendum, which is supported by the
liquor interests and others.

London, Jan. 11.—The Manchester
Guardian’s London correspondent, fore-
casting the terms of the Allies’ reply to
President Wilson, says:

“Restitution, rcparation and securi-
ties are demandea and the note gives
some indications of the aims of the al-
lies in redrawing the map of Europe.
The principal governing this must be
the question of nationalities.

“Certain formulas are mentioned, Bel-
gium must regain her independence and
be indemnified for her losses. The boun-
daries of France must be redrawn in a
spirit of restitution. Italy must redeem
her provinces, and the boundaries of the
Balkans must be redrawu in conformity

with nationality and history. Russia
must have access to a warm sea. Great
Britain is not mentioned, nor is the
question of colunies. {

“The reply also deals with the Am-|
erican proposals for a league to enforce |
peace, which it approves in principle,
but questions how such a league can be
brought about and the machinery by
which peace can be enforced.

“The striking thing to the world is
that while the president directed the
note to each of the allies, the allies’
reply is one.”

“We are all prisonevs here, bu* if the
neutrals knew of the treatment inflicted
on us I do not believe that they would
confine themselves to verbal remon-
strances. If they did we should have to
despair of fraternal charity and kuman-
ity.”

The cardinal adds in a postseript that,
although the Rclgians are depressed, they
are by no means discorrag'd and few
want peace without victory.

NEW ZEPPELIN ABLE T0 HIDE

[TSELF IN A SMOKE CLOUD

Geneva, Jan. 10—A new monster Zep-
pelin, the I.-40, made ‘its first trial flight
over Friedrichshafen and Lake Con-
stance yesterday. It is equipped with
specially designed propellors, which make
virtually nc noise. There is a machine
on board the craft which, when put in-
to operation, quickly covers the airship
with smoke resembling a cloud so that
the aircraft cannot be seen from below.
A gun of larger calibre than those pre-
viously used on Zeppelins is mounted on
top of the L-40.

The new airship will soon join the air-
ship fleet on the North Sea. A second
Zeppelin at Friedrichshafen is half com-
pleted.

London, Jan. 11.—Greece’s reply ac-
cepting the terms of the ultimatum of
the Entente Allies was delivered on
Wednesday evening, says Reuter’s Ath-
ens correspondent.

Athens, Jan. 10—Via London, Jan.
11.—The government has formally ac-
cepted the ultimatum of the Entente
Powers.

In accordance with

the agreement

‘ made with the allies on December 1,

King Constantine today began delivery.
of six batteries of mountain guns to
the Allies’ naval authorities. He gave
orders to the troops to suppress all hos-
tile demonstrations, which was prompt-
ly done, and a meeting called to pro-
test against the acteptance of the Al-
lies’ ultimatum was summarily 'dispers-
ed. The leaders of the reservists, un-
der pressure from the king, issued a
statement that theic followers were

ready to support the monarch and ae-
cept the decisions of his government.

An ultimatum was delivered to the
Greek government in last November de-
manding, among other things, that the
artillery of the Greek army be turned
over to the Entente naval authorities.
Thjs demand was refused after Ger-
many notified the Athens administration
that the surrender of the guns would
be considered an unfriendly act. On
December 1 allied forces were landed x«t
Piraeus and marched on Athens. Se-
vere street fighting took place but on
the following day a, truge.was-
ed and in a subsequent agreement King
Constantine promised the surrender of
six Dbatteries -of mountain guns.

Enemy Movemenet

London, Jan. 11.—In connection with
the Greek situation the newspapers to-
day give prominence to a despatch from
Serbian headquarter$, dated January 7,
in which it is said that considerable re-
inforcements have joined the armies of
the Teutonic allies on the Entente left
wing, which is due north of Thessaly.

"The despatch says that a Bulgarian regi-

ment, which was lately in Dobrudja,
has arrived and that it is reported that
other Bulgarian regiments and an Aus<
trian regiment are moving thither. Th¢
despatch adds that all indications point
ed to some energetic action by the for
ces of the Central Powers in that quar-
ter, apparently with the purpose of
supporting King Cecustantine  and
strengthening his opprosition to the des
mands of the Entente.

Ceurt, Condemnming Six, Asserts
Revolts Are Hatched by Ger-
man Agents in United States

London, Jan. 1l1.—Seventeen of the
accused persons in a supplementary
trial held in connection with the Lahors
conspiracy case were sentenced last
week, says a Central News dispatch
from Calcutta. Six were sentenced tq
death, one was sentenced to transpor
tation for life, and the ;.vthers were seni.
to prison.

In delivering the judgment the court
indicated that Manila was still an ac'
tive centre of revolutionary activity, but
that the United States remained the
chief centre of the movement, it being
fostered, it was said, by German con«<
sular agents.

“We are fully satisfied that the
United States has become the chief cen-
tre of the movement,” declares the
court’s opinion, as quoted in the dis-
patch. “The overthrow of the British
empire in India was planned and dis-
cussed when the European war broke
out, and many Indians sailed from tha
Urited States. The enemy’s plan was
to bring about a war of murder and
rapine.”

The pericd of
the loan, he said, was thirty years, witu
an option for redemption in twelve years.
He said that five per cent would be paid
on application and the balance in equal
proportions. The last payment would
be on May 80.

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THE WAR NEWS,

“No one now expects the war to last
cut the year.”

This sentence appears in a special cable
from London, by Mr. Arthur S. Draper
to the New York Tribune. Mr. Draper
ie of opinion, however, that there will
be another great push by the Entente
Allies, and perhaps one by the Central
Powers. He says there is no doubt at
all that the German people want peace,
but he is most itnpressed by the renew-
ed determination and greater unity of
effort on the part of the Entente Allies.

We would =2ll experience a profound
sense of relief if we could share Mr.
Draper’s optimism and feel that the war
would end this year. He believes the
Allies will win, and that they will win
before the year is out. When, however,
we remember how many tiines since
August, 1914, we looked for a favorable
decision on this or that fromt, and that
the enemy still" holds so much Allied
territory, there is bound tc¢ he a certain
element of doubt in regard to the length
of time required to complete the task.

The good news comes today that
Greece has accepted the terms:of the Al-
lies, and a great source of danger in that
quarter may be removed. With Greece
out of the way the drive on the Mace-
donian front will he a less difficult
movement. The Russiw advance in the
Riga region appears to be developing
into a formidable attack, and there are
other reports from the various fronts
which indicate Allied success. The whole
outlook is unquestionably better, and the
reports of food scarcity and growing
discontent in Germany are not least in
importance in summing up the factors
making for Allied victory.

NATIONAL SERVICE,

Hon. T. C. Norris, the Liberal premier
of Manitoba, not only holds that every

man should fill out the national seryice |

“card, but he would punish those who
refuse. In the course of a speech in Win-
nipeg last week he said:—

“During the past few weeks we have
been trying to persuade people along the
line of National Registration on behalf
of the National Service—a movement of
the greatest importance at the present
time. I have found the people of Mani-
toba anxious to_do all in their power to
render what assistance they can. How-
ever, we find some set against National
Registration. They are going up against
statesmen of the nation who have decided
that the right thing is to fight. We have
gentlemen in Canada who think they
know better. These people should have
been interned a year ago. I believe that
the men who oppose the government’s re-
quest at such a time ag this should be put
into jail or some other place. It is our
duty to meet the conditions that prevail
now. The struggle is not a little quarrel
between two nations. 1t is the most ter-
rific struggle between two great ideals
that has ever been fought in the history
of the world. Where shall we be if Bri-
tain is defeated? Where would these
people who are opposed to National Re-
gistration be? They would then, per-
haps, be in the right company. This fight
must be won on behalf of democracy.”

Premier Norris is right in declaring it
to be a duty to fill out and return the
National Service cards. Even those who
believe nothing practical will come of it,
because the government lacks courage and
initiative, should do their part and thus

place upon the government the responsi-

_ bility. Because Germany has had na-
tional service for so many years, directed
Into channels of preparation for war,
she has been able to carry on the present
struggle so long and with such heavy
cost to the nations opposed to her. She
must be beaten with her own weapons.
To that end all should serve—in Canada
as. well as in England or France.

THE TASK OF THE ALLIES

The Rt. Hon, Arthur Henderson has
very clearly shown the difference be-
tween the aims of the Entente Allies and
the Germans, in the following extract
from one of his recent statements:—

“We mean by Prussian militarism the
organized effort toward world domina-
tion by the illegitimate application of im-
moralized military power. We do not
suggest that every form of militarism or
use of force is wrong; even in civil life
we regard force as necessary, In corporate
life, for example, it is necessary to re-
strain ill-disposed persons, but the legiti-
macy and the possibility of supporting
or even tolerating the use of force de-
pends on the use being, firstly, in the
right spirit; secondly, in the right way,
and thirdly, for the right ends. What
the allies contend in regard to Germany
is that its great military powers are not
subject to proper moral constraint; that
they have not been used in accordance
with such restraint; and that, despite
what has gone on for nearly two and a
half years, there has so far been no
change in this respect, and no prospect of
a change, so far as Germany itself is
concerned.”

Mr. Henderson further points out, and
this is very important, that Germany has
imposed her will upon Austria, Bulgaria
and Turkey, and that if the war did not
result in the complete defeat of all these
powers the spirit of Prussian militarism
would prevail throughout their bordersg

and lead to other wars instigated by that
spirit which knows no moral restraint.
The task of the Allies is to so crush the
enemy that when his arrogant spirit has
been broken he will perceive the necessity
of a proper observance of those moral
considerations which make life tolerable
among nations as among individuals.

If the people of the|
two provinces get together in this spirit
they will do Canada a great service, of
lasting value. Each must seek to under-
stand the other,

“The Germans are the greatest pota-
to eaters in the wordl now. According
to government statements, the potato
i harvest is a terrible failure. It is official-
ly asserted that the last harvest yielded
only twenty million tons, against an
average yield of almost fifty million
tons, Therefore the government has an-
nounced that the weekly potato ration
per inhabitant has been reduced lately
from ten to seven, and then to five
pounds a week, or three-quarters of a
pound a day.
| “How insufficient this must be for the
average German is evident from the fact
that the daily potato ration of soldiers
during manoeuvres is three and a quarter
pounds, in addition to which they re-
ceive one and three-quarter pounds of
bread and three-quarters of a pound of
| meat.

“The question arises whether Germany
will be able to hold out until the next
{ harvest, or whether, like a besieged fort-
ress, she may have to surrender at dis-
cretion for lack of food. Germany can-
‘not wait, of course, until her food sup-
plies are dangerously depleted. Europe
contains no surplus food. There is a
world shortage and a deficiency of ton-
nage will make it difficult .to reprovis-
ion Germapy

Whole Nation Will Want,

“She would therefore have to make
| peace in good time for otherwise the
|whole nation might be reduced to fam-
ine. Possibly Germany may find suf-
ficient food to tide her over in Eastern
Roumania or Southern Russia. Her en-
tire strategy seems to be directed by her
need of food. Possibly she considers her
position desperate. If the latter should
be the case her recent peace proposals
would have been sincere. In that event
they would prsumably be renewed be-
fore long. The statesmen and strategists
of the entente should therefore watch
icarefully the food problem of Germany.

NEW EXPORT RECORD
FR MANUFAGTURES

With More Than $3,000,000,000
in 1916, United States Led the
World— War The Cause

From the United States in 1916 manu-
facturers were exported to a value great-
er than the value of manufactures ex-
ported from any other country in any
year. A compilation issued by the For-
cign Trade Department of the National
City Bank showed that the year’s total
exceeded $3,000,000,000 as against $2,-
012,000,000, the highest export record
cver made by Great Britain, formerly the
world’s largest exporter of manufactures.
ngland's record was made in 1913, the
year immediately preceding the war.
Prior to the war the United States held
third rank. Commenting on the show-

those of the other great.exporters. Great
Britain’s exports of, manufactures grew
from $1,140,000,000 1{1 1903 to $2,012,000,-
000 in 1913, an increase of approximately
77 per cent., those of Germany {rom
$784,000,000 in 1903 to $1,681, 000 000 in
1913, an increase ¥ 115 per cent.; those
of France from $470,000,000 in 1908 to
$772,000,000 in 1918, an increase of 65
per cent.; while those of the United
States grew from $468,000,000 in 1903 to
$1,185,000,000 in 1918, an increas: of 153
per cent.

“It is, however, since the beginning of
the war that the United States has made
her great increase in the exportation of
manufactures which amounted in the
calendar year 1914 to $974,000,000 in
1915 to $1.784,000,000, and 1916 will ap-
proximate $3,200,000,000, this estimate
being based upon actual figures of the
department of commerce for ten months
ending with October, and the figures of
the port of New York for November
and December. OQur total exports of
manufactures in 1916 are more than
three times as armuch as in 1914 and 80
per cent. greater than in 1915.

“The growth in exports since the be-
ginning of the war is of course due in
a considerable degree to the demands for
smctly war material, explosives alone be-
ing for 1916 approximately $675,000,000,
brass tubes for the manufacture of

shells $225,000,000; while in many other

articles such as automobiles and various
articles of iron and steel, there is also
a large increase, though just what pro-
portion of the growth is due to the de-
mands of the war can only be estimated.
Of iron and steel manufactures of all
kinds the exports of the full year show
a total of approximately $900,000,000
against $200,000,000 in 1914.”

In the view of the bank, the experi-
ences of the yeal just ended demon-
strate the ability of the manufacturers
of the United States to supply a much
larger proportion of the manufactures
entering world consumption than they
have in the past, sincer the total value
of the manufactures which they export-
ed in 1916 was approximately 40 per
cent. of the total manufactures entering
international trade in normal years as
against approximately 15 per cent. which
this country’s manufacturers supplied in
the year just preceding the war. The

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Giant Puzzles the Military

The military authorities in Wiltshire,
Eng., find themselves faced by a problem
in the person of a young innkeeper who
is said to be 8 feet 2%, inches in height
and to be still growing. The man, who
is 22 years of age, weighs considerably
over 280 pounds, a penny can be dropped
through his finger-ring, and when he
takes a railway journey he has to travel
in the guard’s van. His size in boots is
said to be 22%. As the military author-
ities do not know what to do with him,
he remains for the present at his inn.

Many giants have been described dur-
ing recent years and the condition of
gigantism has aroused widespread in-
terest in medical circles. Patrick Colter,
an Irishman, who died at Clifton, Bris-
tol, in 1802, was 8 feet 7 inches in
height, The famous “Irish giant” O’Brien
(Charles Bryne), whose skeleton is now
in the museaum of the Royal College
of Surgeons, was 8 feet 4 inches. More
remarkable still was the height of the
child, Elizabeth Lyska, a Russian, who
measured 6 feet 8 inches when 12 years
of age. In the London Times of Feb-
ruary 10, 1905, a description appeared
of another giant, " Machnow, & Russian,
who was exhibited in London in his 23rd
year. He then stood 9 feet 8 inches,
and weighed 860 pounds.

The Russian Soldier,

In his book, “On the Russian Front,”
R. Scotlana Liddell, who was with the
Russian Medical Corps during the re-
treat through Poland, and was the only
English-speaking man in Warsaw when
that pcity fell, writes:—“Individually
the Russian soldier is the finest soldier
in the world. He puts up with cold and
hunger, and suffers hardships without
a word of complaint. His physique is
splendid. In-Russia there are regiments
of giants—beautifully developed men.
Your average British Tommy—the priv-
ate of the line regiments—is a small
man compared with the average Rus-
sian soldier—small physically that is.”
Yet (says the Saturday Review) Mr.
Liddell did not see the piclk of the Rus-
sian troops. Whenever he spoke to a
Russian officer about the physical
strength of the men, he received the same
answer—*“Ah, you ought to have seen
this regiment at the beginning of the
war. The best men are all gone now.”
And. Mr, Liddell adds:—*“The terrible
pity is that the reply was true. The

Good as were the men who still remain-
ed (the Russian barrel is very big)),

Such an institution was attempted
several years ago by Charlie Carr, mi-
nor league managetr and former first
baseman of the Cleveland and Detroit
American League clubs. Carr'did not
meet with the success he had hoped,
but that was the fault of the times ra-
ther than the idea.

Carr set up his establishment in far-
off Texas. He secured a fine tract of
land near a mineral spring, erected a
buiiding to accommodate upward of 50
men, laid out three diamonds and in-
stalled a fine gymnasium. He began
his venture largely on the promises of
major league and minor league club
owners. The Federal League war came.
The mcney these owners had planned
to turn Carr's way was needed to fight
the outlaw organization. The school
did not prosper and was abandoned.
“Carr was the victim of circumstances
unfortunately,” said George Stallings re-
cently. “His was a brilliant idea that
would have been successful beyond the
shadow of a doubt had conditions re-
mained as they were when he conceived
it. But for the baseball war Carr's
school should have made good.

“I, for one,” says McGraw, “was a
firm believer in the need of such a
school as Charlie Carr attempted. I en-
couraged him in his undertaking, I still
believe there is a crying need for such
an institution.

“The major leagues,” McGraw con-
tinued, “could well afford to go in on
a co-operative scheme. The benefit
would be shared alike by champions and
tailenders. I would welcome the chance
to donate my services part of each off-
season to such a commendable under-
taking, and I am sure most of the man-
agers of major league clubs feel the
same way. I feel obliged always to do
whatever I may to benefit young play-
ers, not only of the Giants, but also of
rival clubs, and those of the American
League as well.”

“I have always maintained that the
training season is too limited to get a
true line on a young player’s worth. I
liked the long training season because it
always gave me results. Now; the Na-
tional League has set a limit. No man-
ager can go into camp before March 1
each year. A school would not only
offer the advantages of the longer train-;
ing season, but would permit in addi-
tion the cutting in half of the present
stay of the regulars in the Southland.
For, when all is said and done, the
training season is fundamentally an un-
dertaking for the benefit of the inex-
perienced players. Tried veterans bene-
fit only in so' far as physical fitness
goes. Team work with them is a ques-
tion of sunshine enough to loosen the
kinks.”

Those behind the scheme to re-estab-
lish a school of baseball play will make
an’effort to interest the major league
clubs at their annual schedule meetings
in New York in next February.

SCHNDT DEKIES THAT
HE WILL TRY “GOME BACK"

Famous Plays By Crack First Baseman
Recalled -—— Was “Game” to The
Core

Boston, Jan. 9—There have been re-
ports that Charley Sehmidt, big first
baseman of the Braves, who about a
year ago decided to quit baseball and
give his personal attention to his business
in Ba_ltimore the year around, is coming
back into the game. Schmidt himself
says there is nothing to these rumors;
that he is through for good.

This great player was never fully ap-
preciated until after he quit the game.
He was an unusually big man for a ball-
player and, because of his size, the or-
dinary observer regarded him as slow
and awkward. This was entirely wrong,
No one ever saw anything to speak of
get away from him, and to disprove the
idea that he was slow one has only to
refer to the records, which will show
that Schmidt, while he was in the big
league, had as many chances as any, »nd
more than most, of the first basemen.
This would have been impossible for a
player slow and awkward. If he had
had these handicaps, many of those
chances would have been scored as base
hits for the batter.

It was a play by Schmidt in the first
game of the world’s championship ser-
ies which had more to do with stopping
Connie Mack’s men dead than the great
pitching or any other play that followed
in that famous series. It checked a fly-
ing start by the Athletics and unquest-
icnably made four straight wins for the
Braves possible. Most people thought
the serics would result in a massacre
of the Boston men. One could sense this
feeling in the big crowd that turned out
to see the opening game in Philadelphia.
There was a bunch of Boston royal root-
ers there, too.
