In its 
legal aspect, it would 
pasSer-by has no lawful license to kick 
an onrushing Towser before Towser 
samples some part of his anatomy.

Dr. Levick says he has found the 
best treatment consisted of a combina­
tion of both ultra-violet and infra-red 
rays. Both types are contained In sun­
light, the infra-red rays being longer 
than the waves of visible light and the 
ultra-violet rays shorter.

Dr. Levick has been using a special 
arc lamp of his own construction. He 
says that he can better regulate the 
treatment with this lamp than when 
he depends upon the sun for the rays 
used ih the treatment.

BIOLOGISTS look forward

process developed at the Univer­
sity of Leyden, Hoolland, to throw 
much light upon our knowledge of the 
growth of living creatures.

For the first time in history, the de­
velopment of an embryo of a warm- 

- blooded animal can be watched and 
studied continuously.

Dr. J. P. M. Vogellar and Dr. J. B. 
Van den Boogert of the University of 
Leyden have worked out a method by 
which the shell can be removed from 
the egg of a chicken and the egg kept 
developing in an Incubator.

Up until the present, biologists have 
been forced to place a large number 
of eggs in an incubator and then open 
them one at a time at intervals.

While this enabled the biologist to 
obtain embryos at all stages of devel­
opment, it made it impossible to com­
pare different stages in the same em­
bryo.

This new method makes such a com­
parison possible.

Deprive a so-calied normal human 
being of sleep, even for a short 24 
hours. Many of the same symptoms 
occur. Is sleep a drug?

“Sleep quite possibly is just a habit 
and can be cured,” says Dr. H. L. 
Holllngworth, wide-awake, blue-eyed 
professor of psychology at Columbia 
University.

Such a habit, Professor Holling- 
worth points out cannot be unsaddled 
overnight.

“Regardless of whether it is entirely 
dispensable, sleep certainly can be re­
duced without any injury,” declares 
the scientist.

“Now, it is suggested that we sleep 
oftener and in shorter naps, in order 
to take advantage of this initial sound 
sleep. Two separate periods of three 
hours each might give more concen­
trated sleep than eight hours contin­
uously.

“My own suggestion is simply the 
reduction of the sleep allowance. It 
should be gradual, taking off 16 min­
utes, say, every few weeks.

“Many people are glad to sleep 
pastime,” Dr. Hollingworth 
“Their interests and their minds are so 
contracted that they have no zest for 
living a full 24-hour day. But if they 
threw off the doping influence of the 
sleep habit, they may have the energy 
of body and mind to fill every hour of 
their lives with enjoyable conscious­
ness.”
