Recognition, although accepted
as inevitable ever since the Labor
government headed by Prime
Minister MacDonald assumed
power, created a considerable
impression when announced by
the foreign office late yesterday.

The editorial in the Times was

interpreted as the opening gun
in a Conservative attack on Mac-
Donald’s action. It was more
surprising as that newspaper re-
cently has been broadly pro
government in its foreign affairs
attitude. <

The editorial derides both
the fact of recognition and the
phraseology in which the foreign
office made known the govern-
ment’s decision, and is support-
ed by long news despatches from
Riga and other border cities pic-
turing alleged chaotic conditions
in the Soviet domain since the
death of Premier Lenine.

Liberals Support.

Liberal papers, led by the Ixpress,
praised recognition as a great step
forward in the British programme fo1
restoration of the political and eco-
nomic equilibrium of Europe.

—The Government of Soviet Russia
has been accorded recognition by
Great Britain and, according to ‘the
text of a note given out at the For-
eign Office tonight, embodying the
Government’s communication to the
Soviets, diplomatic relations, after a
six-year suspension, are to be resumed.

Biown Fined $500 and 3|
Months in Jail in “Still”
Matter.

The largest still ever seized in St.
John with a holding capacity of more
than 70 gallons, and capable of turn-
ing out over 80 gallons of barbed wired
“hooch” a day attracted the eyes of
all In attendance at the police court
this morning.

Standing nearly five feet high, and
resembling a cross between a giant
milkk’ can and a pipeless furnace, the
booze incubator was the “still” or silent
witness in the case of Henry Brown
and Louis Urdang cherged with unlaw-
fully having a still in their possession.

After the hearing of the evidence of
Excise Enforcement Officer Dawes, and
Provincial Constable Garnett, as to the
seizure of the still on January 8lst, at
Brown’s house, Gilbert’s Lane, and the
arrest of Brown, and later of Urdang
in consequence of information supplied
by Brown. E. J. Henneberry acting
for the prohibitlon authorities, placed
Brown on the stand.

Brown, while admitting he had in-
formed against Urdang, said he was so
excited at the time of his arrest that
he did not know what he was saying,
and that his object was to secure the
assistance of Urdang in effecting his
own release, as the latter had on pre-
vious occasions assisted him finaneial-
ly. He completely exhonerated Ur-
dang.

On motion of Hon. J. B. M. Baxter,
K.C, M.P., who represented Urdang,
Police Magistrate Henderson ordered
Urdang discharged from custody. The
maximum fine of 85600, and three
months in jall was struck = against
Brown, and an additional sentence of
six months was also ordered in de-
fault of payment of the fine.

Came From Boston,

Brown said he was a native of Eng-
land and had come to this city some
three weeks ago from Boston, having
been told it was a good place to work
in. He was a tinsmith by trade, but
had no money, and had been loaned $10
by Urdang on three occasions. After
renting a vacant house on Gilbert’s
Lane he said he had built the still at
a cost of $80, but had not told Urdang
for what he was going to use the
money he had borrowed.

When he was arrested by the offi-
cers he had thought that if he could
get Urdang to come to him the latter
would help him out of his trouble
When Urdang was brought to him by
the officers he had told him that if
he could not do anything for him,
then he was connected with the busi-
ness, and Urdang called him a liar.

Mr. Henneberry asked if it was not
a fact that when Brown was placed
in a cell with Urdang at the police
station, Urdang had promised to pay
all the costs if Brown would take all
the blame. The defendant admitted
a conversation in Yiddish, but sald
that they were quarreling, and denied
having made such a statement to Offi-
cer Dawes.

To Dr. Baxter, Brown said nothing
Lad been said to Urdang about a still,
or the making of liquor. He said
he could not remember who came to
his house, or who bought the mash.
A man with a sleigh brought some
molasses and sugar, he said, but did
not know who the man was. His testi-
mony concluded the examination.

INC.B.MINE CASE

Representatives of Miners and
Employers to Confer in
Montreal.

Glace Bay, N. S.,<Feb. 2—There has
been another turn in the negotiations
between the United Mine Workers’
representatives and the officials of the
British Empire Steel Corporation which
will in all probability result in a satis-
factory agreement being signed within
the next week.

A telegram received by Willlam
Dalrymple from Andrew Steele says
that a joint conference had been ar-
ranged between representatives of the
miners and of . the British Empire
Steel Corporation at Montreal on Mon-
day morning.

This conference, so far as the miners’
representatives are concerned, means
that the corporation is pepared to do
something better than the 1923 rates
for the miners.

WANT TAXES IN
CANADA LOWER

Campaign in Regina May
Spread Over Whole
Dominion.

Regina, Feb. 2—A campaign aiming
at the reduction of taxation in
Canada, to be followed possibly by a
Dominion-wide campaign supported by
the_provinces, will be launched by the
Board of Trade of the prairie prov-
inces, it was decided at a confer-
ence held here by Boards of Trade
representatives from ten  western

Canadian cities. -

The campaign, which is to be non-
political, will be begun on Feb. 156
and continuing until Feb. 29, culminat-
ing' in a national economy week, sug-
gested to begin on Feb. 29. There is
also the added proposal that the cam-
paign might be followed up by a
national conference at Ottawa to pre-
pare a proper and adequate case for
lower taxation for presentation to the
Dominion Government.

The campaign, delegates declare,
was necessitated by public extrava-
gance.

Ottawa, Feb. 2—A despatch to the
Montreal Star says: “Premier King last
night confirmed the report that Gen-
eral Sir Arthur Currie was offered the
position of Canadian minister at ‘Wash-
ington. He expressed regret that Sir
Arthur did not feel disposed to accept.
Tt is also well known that Sir Lomer
Gouin declined the post.

“The Government as a whole is said
to be anxious to make an appointment
but there is a certain element disposed
to the view that such an office at
Washington might be misconstrued in
its effect upon relations between Can-
ada and the Mother Country. Sir
Arthur’s selection, it is considered,
would be a pecullarly effective offset
to this view.”

London, Feb. 2—Very few anecdotes
cling round Sir Richard Muir, whose
death has just been announced. He
prosecuted in the noted Dr. Crippen
murder case. His manner in the crim-
inal courts, as senior counsel to the
British treasury, was much too busi-
nesslike and grim to permit of much
play of fancy round him.

The crown prosecutor is usually con-
demned to look for the bad side of
human nature, and not the good, and
Sir Richard was unrivalled in the art
of making it difficult for defending
counsel to enable a culprit to escape
the just penalty of the law.

Like several other legal luminaries—
the present Lord Chief Justice among
them—Sir Richard, who was in his
sixty-seventh year, began his career in
the Press Gallery of the House of
Commons.

The son of a Greenock shipowner,
he was educated at King's College,
London, and called to the Bar just
forty years ago, beginning as a pupil
of Sir Forrest Fulton, then one of the
two senior counsel to the treasury.

Young Muir’s dogged and relentless
manner in the courts probably attract-
ed the attention of the officials of the
treasury, so that before many ‘years
had passed he was appointed treasury
counsel at the North London Sessions.

WHAT HE WANTED

Burns Will be a Strong Ad-
dition to Cleveland

Infield.

There he developed that calm but
remorseless method of attack which
was later so often the outstanding
feature of big criminal trials at the
Old Bailey.

Sir Richard’s style as crown prose-
cator was described as “ponderous but
retentless.” “Ie handies evidence with
great skill,” wrote the author of a
series of personal sketches in 1920.

“There is no appeal to anything but
hard facts, and he goes on, unhasting,
unresting, unfeeling, the very personifi-
cation of an avenging justice, until he
has wound the last thread of his web
round the doomed man.”

Yet Sir Richard had his softer side,
and it peeped out occasionally, as in
the sensational case of Lieut. Malcolm
in 1917, when he said, “I should be less
than human if I did not sympathize
with all my manhood with Lieutenant
Malcolm. I have had as hard a task
as any advocate for the crown ever
had.”

One felt, seeing him at work at the
Central Criminal Court, that he really
felt he was wielding that big sword of
justice which hangs behind the judge.

Justice had to be done, and he let no
personal considerations enter Into “his
conduct of a case. His duty was to
present the facts of a case in all their
nakedness, and the question of mercy
was one for others.

It was this absolute lack of passion
in all he did which made him such an
admirable counsel for the crown. He
was the perfect instrument, and could
be relied upon to let nothing be over-
looked. He left all questions of emo-
tion to the other side. His very cold-
ness was perhaps sometimes the op-
portunity of a defending counsel.

It enabled the defence, by the judi-
clous display of emotion, to throw in
relief the implacability of the law, and
perhaps obtain some sympathy for a
prisoner because of the very straits in
which he found himself.

The Crippen Case.

Sir Richard Muir's name became
best known to the public during the
Crippen trial. It was a perfect occa-
sion for the display of his special
powers—a case of slowly, day after
day, weaving a net round the prisoner
which finally completely enclosed him.

It might have been a case of petty
larceny for all the emotion Sir Richard
Muir displayed, but his patient work
of laying bare the truth was deadly
in its efficacy. And nobody who ever
saw the quiet and timorous figure of
Crippen in the dock facing the mas-
sive and bulldog figure of the counsel
for the crown will ever forget it.

The conviction of Stinie Morrison
for the murder of Leon Beron on Clap-
ham Common was another case in
which Sir Richard Muir’s coldly bril-
liant methods were seen at their best.

And in later times, Bevan, himself
something of a genius in finance had
an opportunity of realizing what it
meant to be pitted against this master
of detail and painstaking care.

Thorough Workman,

“Sir Richard Muir, in opening the
case for the crown”—a phrase so often
seen in the newspapers—meant pri-
marily that nothing would be over-
looked or undone to prove the guilt of
the prisoner. That is the business ef
counsel for the crown, and few treas-
ury counsel have been so efficlent in
that role.

“T was glad to be relieved from dnty
as I was tired out. As I was pussing
the galley I decided to drop In and
get something to eat. I was in there
only a minute or two when [ heard
a couple of blasts from the whistie.

I started for the deck and felt a shock.
I realized we had scraped or struck
something and hurried forward. I saw
the schooner alongside on the star-
board side.

Unfortunate Delay.

Boston, Feb. 2—The Rev. Herbert
S. Johnson, widely known Boston
Baptist minister, is a defendant in the
Suffolk Superior Court in a $50,000
sult brought by Carl L. Stewart of
Venice, Los Angeles county, Cal.

Mr. Stewart, who is not present in
person, asserts that the Rev. Mr. John-
son broke a contract entered into be-
tween them, whereby Mr. Johnson was
to protect an account which Mr. Stew-
art had with. Hornblower & Weeks,
consisting of 1,000 shares of the stock
of the United States Smelting, Mining
& Refining Co.

Mr. Stewart declares that not only
did Mr. Johnson agree to protect the
account by furnishing additional funds
but that after the account was closed
out by Hornblower & Weeks, he
agreed to re-purchase on margin a
similar amount of shares of the same
stock when it touched $20 a share. He
says that later the stock rose to $517.70.
Minister Replies

In his answer the Rev. Mr. Johnson
pleads the statute of limitations, the
statute of frauds, in that the alleged
agreements were not in writing; that
there was no consideration for them,
a general denial and further answers
that the “several contracts mentioned
in the plaintiff’s declaration are con-

BANK

The directors of The Dominion Bank
met the shareholders at the fifty-third
annual meeting in Toronto on Jan. 30
with an excellent statement. In fact,
in many particulars it is by far the
strongest statement issued by the bank
in its 53 years of business.

Two of the most outstanding features
are the larga amount carried forward
to profit ‘and loss account and the strong
liquid position which the figures present.

It will be generally admitted that 1923
was by no means a favorable year in
Canadian business and that many new
and difficult problems had to be met.
In view of these facts, the splendid
statement reflects the capabilities of the
bank's management.

The profits for the year were $1,129,-
370—$4,000 better than in 1921 but some
$40,000 less than in 1922. To this amount
$758,163 brought forward from the pre-
vious year is added, giving a total of
$1,887,633, distributed as follows: Divi-
dends at the rate of 12% per annum and
a bonus of 1%—$780,000; Dominion and
Provincial Government taxes—$162,158;

It did bring a mass of most
valuable information, as well as testi-
mony from persons who are close
students of social problems and active
workers ‘in the field. Such a conven-
tion ought to be fruitful in local re-
sults, while its influence goes broad-
cast through Canada, giving a new
impulse to the Councils in all the
provinces.

It was well to have two speakers
of note from the United States. Our
| neighbors have the same problems, and
!are seeking a solution. They have
'something to learn from us, and we
from them. Their National Conference
of Social Workers will meet in To-
ronto next June. This kind of neigh-
borliness is greatly to be encouraged.

It is very gratifying that at this
week’s convention reference was made
to the work of the Department of
Health in this province, and especial-
ly to what it has done to reduce infant
mortality. The social service work of
the Department is of the highest value,
and perhaps receives more appreciative
recognition abroad than at home. St.
John’s Health Centre was a revelation
to the visitors.

CHEATED CHILDHOOD

(Cleveland Press.)

Consider, the circumstances that
prompt the National Child Labor
Committee and the U. S. Children’s
Bureau to devote tomorrow, Sinday
land Monday to a nation-wide siudy of
child labor.

Instéad of being able to play and
study, as is the right of every boy
and girl, 1 out of every 12 children
‘between the ages of 10 and 15 yedrs
is. working in a mill, a mine, a can-
nery, or at some other form of em-
ployment. Eight per cent. of these
children never get beyond the first
grade in school and more than half
of them never beyond the fourth
grade. Their health and growth is re-
tarded.

There is now no federal law apply-
ing to child labor, the U. S. Suprema
Court having knocked out two succes-
sive laws as unconstitutional. There is
before Congress today a Constitutional
amendment that, if successful, will
nive Congress clear power to legislate
on child labor. State legislation has
helped, but many of the states still
permit the employment of children
under 14, putting the United States in
a class with India, China and Japan,
in this respect.

LABOR AND THE CROWN.

(New York Herald.)

King George and the Prince of
Wales, says J. H. Thomas, the new
British Colonial Secretary, were not in
the least upset at the advent of Labor
to power, for they knew that “the old
country and the old Empire” would
still go on.

That is indeed the chief virtue of
the Briton. Revolutions sweep through
his political life, time honored tradi-
tions are flouted, precedents hoary with
age are laid aside and yet the old
country goes on. The Crown is nowa-
days one of the chief elements in \this
steadying continuity. Indeed there is
a story told of an agitator who had
been prophesying the end of empire
and the dawn of red republicanism.
When asked from the crowd whom he
would make President of his republic,
he replied, “The Prince of Wales, of
course.” There can be no doubt that
the King, in following the retiring
Primg_Minister’s advice and sending
for Ramsay MacDonald, has strength-
ened the respect in which he is held by
the working classes.

It will be long before republicanism
in England becomes anything more
practical than a theoretical political
ideal. And even then there will
always be the Prince of Wales as first
President, and “the old country and
the old Empire will still go on.”

What the free milk fund of the Wo-
men’s Council of St. John has been able
to do for the babies that would have

had but a small chance of a sturdy ex-
istence without it was told in the re-
port of Miss Dora E. Coates, the super-
intendent of the Victorian Order of
Nurses received at the annual meeting
of the Women’s Council yesterday.

“The number of babies receiving milk

The
financial statement, presented by the
secretary-treasurer, J. Charlton Berrie,
was most informing as to the manner
in which the funds of the association
were expended and showed what had
been done to make travel easier for the
tourist who uses his car to see the
country.

All major fistic attractions
must perforce be subjected to a cer-
tain “smoking-up” process. And the
best way to “smoke-up” a return
Dempsey-Firpo fight is to emphasize
the strengthening of the senor’s left.
Corbett Smoked It Up.

Firpo’s right speaks for itself. His
left, though, is as useless as a sponge
in a sun bath. If he is to perform
with greater credit against Dempsey
when they meet again he must de-
velop at least elementary skill with
his left. Whether Jeffries, as a
teacher, would do him any good is a
question. Jeff’s presence in the train-
ing camp, however, would stir the
fans’ imagination.

Jim, Corbett was the instrument
through which interest was ‘“smoked
up” to a fever heat in Jeffries’ fight
against Jack Johnson. Tex Rickard,
the promoter, had Corbett come out
to Reno to teach Jeffries foot work,
and speed him up. Corbett was all in
himself at the time and the boiler-
maker, awkward as he was, easily out-
stepped him. However, the mere fact
that Corbett was in the old cham-
pion’s camp was an added touch and
heightened the excitement.

If Firpo had Jeffries’ left hand he
would be an odds-on-favorite to beat
Dempsey next summer. No heavy-
weight ever had a better left hand
than the Californian. It wasn’t nat-
urally his own, either. Tommy Ryan,
the great little middleweight, taught
him how to shoot the left to the body
and the "head.

Ryan Won for Jeff.

Through Ryan’s teachings Jeff ac-
quired the skill with which he
knocked out Bob Fitzsimmons and
won the title. Jeff hit Fitz on the
jaw with a left in the second round
and knocked him flat. Fitz managed
to get back on his feet, but was all
at sea, and Jeff finally brought him
down for keeps in the eleventh.

This suggests that Ryan would
make a better teacher for Firpo than

D. C., Feb. 2—A
thorough investigation of ticket specu-i
lation in New York and elsewhere was |
demanded in the House by Represen-]
tative Sol Bloom of New York, for-
merly builder and owner of theaters
and many years interested in New,
York theatricals. '

“The methods of selling tickets by’
the theaters and other public places of .
amusement throughout the country,” |
Mr, Bloom said, “has caused the goug- |
ingh of the interstate traveling public |
and. resulted in scandals, price fixing |
and unfair trade competition.” He
proposed full authority to the investi-

gators to dig deep into the situation
His resolution follows: 3

Committee Asked.

“Resolved, that the Speaker appoint
a select committee to consist of five
members to investigate the selling and
distribution of theater tickets by the
theatrical managers and owners .of
theaters, baseball clubs and amusement
places of all kinds to the ticket specula-
tors and ticket agencles of New York
city and other cities throughout the
country. The committee shall report
its findings to the House not later than
the first Monday in- June, 1924, to-
gether with such recommendations for
legislation as it deems proper.”

Provision is made, in addition, for
the committee to send for persons and:
papers, administer oaths and to Issue
subpenas.

Hirschfield Writes Brady.

New York, Feb. 1—Willlam A.
Brady may have the chance he seeks
to testify under oath as to the identity
of the persons who he said on Saturday
got $225,000 to permit the public to be
gouged by theater ticket speculators.

David Hirschfield, Commissioner of
Accounts, wrote Mr. Brady, saylng:
“I will expect you at this office on

Washington,

Mayor Hylan, Commissioner Hirsh-
field added, is anxious to protect citi-
zens in all matters and particularly
wants to shield all who come to New
York for the Democratic national con-
tion.

“If you will point out how and in
what manner the Mayor can remedy
the evil you complain of,” the com-
missioner wrote, “he will act without
delay.”

District Attorney Speaks.
District Attorney Banton eaid he

law regulating ticket dealers had been
tested by the courts. A test case was
argued before the Court of Appeals
January 10 and a decision probably
will be given this week. Then, if the
law is upheld, he will send his assist-
ants and detectives into action against
the speculators again.

“With the exception of two produc-
ers,” Mr. Banton said, “I don’t expect
much help from the theatrical produc-
ers. The associations between the
speculators and promoters are too close
o suit me. E. F. Albee of the Keith
theaters, has helped me a great deal.

“Thus far I haven’t asked Mr. Brady
for help, but I should be glad to re-
ceive it. If the Court of Appeals de-|
cision is in our favor I shall ask him ta |
give me the information which was the
basis of his address last Saturday.”

CARLETON PO

The Utilities Board Sets 374
Cents as Charge to
Woodstock Co.

The Board of Commissioners of Pub-
lic Utilities, in the matter of the ap-
plication of ' the Woodstock Electric
Railway, Light & Pswer Co., and the
Carleton ' Electric Co., Ltd., for the
approval of rates, have reached a de-
cislon with regard to the prices that
must be charged by the Carleton Elec-
tric Co. to the Woodstock Electric
Railway, Light & Power Co., and also
hve fixed the rate for the consumers in
the Town of Woodstock for light, heat
and power.

Rate Fixed at 3 1-4 cents.

Taking into consideration the rate
which the Maine & N. B. Power Co.
are charging to communities in the
State of Maine, and particularly to the
Town of Houlton, the Public Utilities
Board fixed a rate of 3 1-4 cents a
k. m. h. for light, heat and power sold
by the Carleton Electric Co. to the
Woodstock Co. ;

The appliration of the company was
for a rate of 8 cents for power an
4 1-2 cents for light, but the board in
its decision decided that there should
not be two rates, but one, and that
3 1-4 cents was ample to provide for
the charges upon capital, management,
etc.. of the new transmission line.
Consumers’ Rate 10 Cents.

The consumers of electric light in the
Town of Woodstock have been paying
15 cents net a k. w. h. since last May
when the floods carried away the hy-
dro dam. Dating from Jan. 1, 1924,
the Public Utility Board have redhced
that rate of 15 cents to the rate ap-
plied for by the company, 10 cents net,
for residential consumption of light.
Power Rates.

The rates for power under 50 h. p.
vary from 6 1-2 cents to 10 cents per
k. w. h., less 20 per cent. if paid be-
fore the fifteenth of the month. For
all motors over 50 h. p. the rate is 8 1-2
cents. per k. w. h, net. There is a rate
for domestic heat and power ranging
from five cents to 7 1-2 cents, accord-
ing to the amount used, less 20 per cent.
if paid before the fifteenth of the
month.

NOW FOR FEDERAL
INCOME TAX

Inspector N. P, McLeod
Tells What People
Must Do.

N. P. McLeod, Inspector of Federal
Taxation for New Brunswick, said to-
day that all forms, with the exception
of those for farmers, were now avail-
able in all city post offices and citizens
should call and secure a copy to be
filled out and returned to his office.
These comprised the forms TI, for in-
dividuals; T2, for incorporated com-
panies; T3, for estates; T4, for the re-
turns by employers of salaries of their
employes; and T5, for returns of divi-
dends paid by incorporated companies.

The first two, those from individuals
and corporations, could be filed any
time up to and including April 80 but
the last three had to be filed by March
381. The forms for farmers, Tla, had
not been received yet from Ottawa, but
as soon as they .came to hand they
would be placed in every post office in
New Brunswick.

Mr. McLeod said citizens of St. John
should not confuse these returns with
the income tax return required by the
city and which had to be filed by Feb-
ruary 10.

The three forms which had to be in
by March 80 were ¢oming alongain fine
shape, Mr. McLeod said, there never
having been as many filed as early as
this. He pointed out that citizens must
not wait for a form to be sent them
from his office as they were expected
to go to the post office and get them,
but if any person wrote to his office
they would be furnished with a copy.
