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GETTING READY
FOR CONFERENCE

U. ' S. Délegates Prepare for

Meet in Washington.

President Harding Makes
Public His Hope of Reas-
onable Limitation of Arm-

aments, But Says Absolute:

Disarmament Not Contem-
plated.

Washington, Oct. 12—A month of
careful preparation for the U. S. govern-
ment’s part in the armament conference
began today with a meeting here of the
four delegates selected by President
Harding to speak for the U. S.

Diplomatic, military and naval data
of a specific nature already had been
complied, but the task of fitting the

whole mass of information together and

building upon it a constructive pro-
gramme remained to be done by the dele-
gates themselves in a long series of meet-
ings.

Some hint of the president’s hopes for

the armament of a letter the president

ad writter in reply to a prayer that
he work for “universal disarmament.”
“Absolute ‘disarmament. Mr. Harding
wrote was “beyond hope of realization,”
and perhaps not even desirable, but a
“reasonable limitation” of armament was
a practical proposition  with some hope
of accomplishment. The letter was
made public as expressing the U. S.:
executive’s attitude toward the views of |
all those who have written him to work
for complete disarmament. The letter
was addressed to Miss Ella I. Freed,
Brooklyn, N. Y., and was as follows:
“My dear Miss Freed:

“Your letters, among others that come
to me, suggest a widespread misappre-
hension as to the aims of the conference
on limitation of armaments. In my let-
ter of Oct. 5, I said to you: .

“I think I ought to correct your im-
pression about the expectation of uni-
versal disarmament. It is very erroneous
even to suggest that we contemplate go-
ing so far as that. If we can get a rea-
conable limitation we shall think that
great things have been accomplished.”

PERSHING WILL
-BE AT CEREMONY

Clouds Brushed Avyéy and
Misunderstanding Has Been
Cleared Up.

Paris, Oct. 122—General John J. Persh-
ing has accepted the British govern-
ment’s invitation to assist in the presen-
tation of the congresgional medal of
honor to the unknown warrior of Great
Britain in Westminister Abbey. It is
probable the ceremony will take place
on Oct. 17.

General Pershing received Sir Milne
Cheetham, British charge d’affaires here
yesterday, who explained the delay was
all a mistake which had caused much
regret in London and communicated an
official message from the British foreign
office.

General Pershing replied pleasantly,
minimizing the misunderstanding. Sub-
stantially, he said, his part in the presen-
tation of the congressional medal was
secondary; that it was a matter to be
arranged between the U. S. embassy in
London and the British foreign office,
and that he bad been sent over to assist
in the ceremony, which he would be
happy to do if a date could be arranged
corsonant with the imperative necessity
for his return to the U. S. in the near

NEW MINISTER ON

Hon. J. A. Stewart Follows
Up Statement Made by D.
B. Hanng.

Ottawa, ‘Oct. 12=~(Canadian Press)—
Commenting on the statement by D. B.
Hanna, president of the C. N. R, that
the lines would- show a surplus for
August, Hon. J. A. Stewart, minister of
railways and canals said:

“The financial position of the C. N. R,
as announced by Mr. Hanna, bears out
the view held by the government that a
decided improvement in revenue would
be shown during the last four months of
the year. It means that deflcit for
Avugust, 1920, amounting to four million
dallars, is transformed into a surplus
of $47,281 for August, 1921. The gross
earnings for August, 1921, were $10,536,
461, as compared with $10,065917 for
August, 1920, an increase of $4:%543.
The working expenditures for August
last were $10,489,230, as compared with
$14,067,237 for August, 1920, indicating
a reduction of about four million dollars
in operating expenditures.

“Another fact that should be noted
is that President Hanna’s statement
* while including the Grand Trunk Paci-
fic, which is being operated by the C. N:
R. management, does not include the
Grand Trunk which, for the time being,
is under separate control and operated
in co-ordination with the government
lines. - I am informed that net revenue |
from railway operation of the Grand
Trunk for the 8 months ended August
31, last, was $3,408,610 as compared with
$1,629,636 for the corresponding period |
last year, while the net revenue for |
August alone was $1,910,994. !

“The fact that the government lines |
are making a much better showing than
during the corresponding period last
year should serve to dissipate some of
the pessimism which surrounds the dis—}
cussion of Canada’s present

NATURAL HISTORY LECTURE.

SCHOOL LAW

Has Decidedly Increased At-
tendance at High Schools—
Great Work for Vocational
Training.

(Toronto Globe.)

Some respect or fear of the Adolescent
School Attendance Act is being shown
iby the yeuths and maidens between the
ages of fourteen and sixteen, for there
is a decided increase in the registration
of pupils at the high schools and night
schools of the city.
| The total registration of attendance
at eight high schools up to QOctober
stood at 5,538, which is about 800 in ad-
' vance of last year. This is said to be
due to a larger number of the pupils who
won their “entrance” going into the high
schools, and those under sixteen years
remaining, in accordance with the new
law.

Technical's Big Gain.

The day registration at the Central
Technical School has increased by about
400, as compared with this time last
year, and Principal McKay anticipates
a still further increase.
| gistration for the day classes is 2,100,
,and that of the night classes is 2,100,
: and that far the night classes, including
| the branches, is about 5,500 already.

The High School of Commerce has
'been obliged to increase its teaching
|staff and to accommodate its pupils in
the corridors and halls, in order to pro-
vide for the increased attendance.
| There has been quite a rin on the
“night schools throughout the city during
the past week. There are seven more
night schools this year than there were
.last, and an average registration of be-
| tween 50 and 60 is already recorded. It
is thought that the new act is respon-
sible for the sudden popularity of night-
time education, but attendance at night
_school will not fulfill the letter of the
{law, which, however, is not being string-
ently enforced this year. In September
nextx the Board of Education proposes
to start part-time day classes for adoles-
cents who are at work or are at home on
special permit.

It is estimated that about 2,000 adoles-
cents will receive additional education of
some kind during the coming year as a
result of the passing of the Adolescent
School Attendance Attendance Act.'

ONE FOR MR. BAXTER

.~ Hon. Mr. Baxter devoted some time in

his Moncton speech to an effort to prove
that the Liberal party has two railway
policies, and that the Conservatives have
only one, which is government owner-
ship and control. It may interest Mr.
Baxter to know that the Mortreal Ga-
vette, which is very close tQ Mr. Meiglhen
: and is the chief government organ in Que-
bee, is out against government control.
The Manitoba Free Press the other day
opbressed a fear that an influential ele-
ment -in the Liberal party favored the
Shaughnessy plan of disposing of the
government  railways, and that the
spgeches of Premier Meighen were not
reissuring as ‘o his attitude. ‘T'here-
upon the Montresl Gezette, on Tuesday
soid:

“Had the Free Press any 'real ground
for its fears in regard to the Shaughnessy
plan, the outlook for the country would)
be decidedly -brighter than it is now.
Unfortunately, the warning appears to
be unnecessary. Apart from the very |
tardy approval of the plan expressed by
Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, there has been
little evidence that the platform of the
Liberal party, or of any dominant group
in that party, included anything so con-
structive and promising as the execu-
tion of the Shaughnessy plan. Nor is
the silence of the prime minister to be
interpreted as signifying a disposition
to accept the lead given by Lord Shaugh-
neéssy. The latter’s proposals were made
during ‘the last session of parliament,
when consideration might have been giv-
en to them and their merits or demerits
discussed. They were ignored by the
government and by the opposition alike,

.and nothing has happened since to in-
dicate a probability of their adoption,
more’s the pity.” - ;

Thus the chief government organ in
Quebec declares itself against public
éontrol of the government railways. It
remains for Hon. Mr. Baxter to say
what he thinks of the Montreal Gazette.

A STRIKING COMPARISON

Conservative orators never tire of tell-
ing what the National Policy did for
Canada, and they assert that the party
stands on its traditional policy which
a‘.lone can save the country. It is worth
while, therefore, to institute a little com-
parison, which the Toronto Globe does
in the following effective manner:

“The calamitous effects of Conserva-
tive incompetency were not apparent for
a few years after -1878. There was a
brief period of prosperity followed by
the darkest years in the industrial his-
tory of Canada. The tale is told in the
census of 1891, covering the previdus ten
years. Population increased by only !
508,429, although the government statis- |
tics showed an immigration of nearly
§00,000. This proved that in these ten
years of Conservative administration
Canada had lost a population equal to|
the wl;olc_of the immigration and nearl_v'
400,000 more, in addition to the whole|
of the increase by births. If we really
got the immigrants the bulk of them
must have left, together with hundreds’
of thousands of native Canadians who
crossed the border. The National Policy !
was building up, not Canada, but the |
United States. The whole population
west of Ontario was only. about 350,000
The Northwest, as Edward Blake said,
was empty still, or almost empty, |

“The census of 1911, ‘after tem yea:si
of Liberal tariff and jmmigration policy,
showed an increase of 1,835,328, as com-
pared with 508,429 in the N. P. decade
The exodus to the United States had
been checked, and instead of Canadians
going to the United States, American
farmers were coming in hundreds of
thousands to settle the Canadian west
The west had a population of more than
& million and three-quarters. It was
producing wheat on a scale which made
it the granary of the Empire.

“But it may be said that the N. P
wasegpecially designed to foster manu-
facturing industry. - Very well Take
the record of manufacturing industry ip
the two periods. The increase in the
manufactured produce from 1880 to 1890
was $160,000,000. ‘

The  increase in the |
manufactured product from 1900 to 1910
was $684,000,000—four times ‘as much.

f‘Confronted with these facts, the gov-
erament journals take refuge in the plea
that the prosperity of the Liberal period
was due to the spade work done in pre
vious years. But the N. P. regime ex-
tended over eighteen years, which i¢
rather long for spade work without 8
erop. If this argument were good there
should have been continuous improve
ment under the N. P. The very oppo-
site was the case. There was a flicker
of prosperity for a few years, followed
by the black decade from 1881 to 1891.
The later years of this period of gloom
and depression were worse than the
earlier onmes, and from 1891 to 1896
there was no improvement. By contrast
the improvement under the Fielding tar-
iff began modestly and increased stead-
fly and rapidly. The spade work was
done between 1897 and 1901. The re-
sults were shown in the decade from
1901 to 1911.”

Mr. C. H. Cahan not only scouts the
mggestion that he run against Hog.

HARBOR COMMISSION.

The people of St. John were told not
long ago that harbor commission, was
the great panacea for all the ‘ills of this
national port.

Action by U. S. Chamber of
Commerce in London An-

nounced.

London, Oct. 12—Opposition to the
clauges of -the Fordney tariff bill pro-
viding for U. S. valuation of imports was
announced by the U. S. chamber of com-
merce here today.

The chamber declares the clauses must
handicap and prevent the free exchange
of geods. . Ik contends it would be dif-
ficult for U. S. importers
the complete cost of their foreign pur-
chases until received in the U. S. and
also that it would be difficult for foreign
shippers to make quotations. Suggestions
that a flat increase duty would be pre-
ferable to the valuation clauses are put
forth by the chamber, which says it
feels the U. S. should foster and encour-
age the flow of goods between itself and
other countries as “an unimpaired flow
of goods is the only means of creating
funds fo rthe purchase of those L0f, s
commodities of which other nations
stand in need.”

HUN OFFIGERS IN
/SERIOUS PLIGHT

Depriye_d of Government Pay,
Now Have to Struggle for
a Living.

Berlin, Sept. 28—(A. P., by mail.)—
The financial plight of some former
high army officers, who, deprived of
government pay which was their only
income, have been reduced to straitened
circumstances, has caused a movement
among former soldiers to help them by
donations of sums ranging from five to
ten marks. Only a few of the needy of-
ficers, however, have consented to accept
such charity. Former Field Matshal
«Conrad von Hoetzendorf, declining a
donation of 4,000 marks, wrote:—

“] am not complaining, and feel I hawve
little cause to complain, when I think
of the many wounded men who have
even less than I. This money should go
to help them.”

Von Hoetzendorf and his wife are liv-
ing at Innsbruck, occupying a small
room in which their meals are prepared
on an electric stove. The former field
niarshal’s income amounts to less than
1,200 German marks monthly.

Many former high officers have beem
compelled to leave Germany for Austria
and Poland, where their German marks
have a greater purchasing power. Others
have’taken low-salaried positions in the
German provinees, where the cost of liv~
ing is low.

Considerable sympathy for these men
recently has been manifest even ig lih-
eral,’socialist, radical, and anti-monarch-
istic quarters, and the newspapers have
been advertising the seriousness of their
situation.
