Today’s casualty telegrams brought 

advices of death and woundings. The 
most conspicuous report is that of the 
death of Acting Captain Reay Mackay, 
of B Company, N. B. Battalion, youngest 
son of Mr. and Mrs. W. Malcolm Mac­
kay, Rothesay; nephew of Major Alex 
McMillan, late of the 26th, and now of 
headquarters staff; and brother ofrtwo 
brave boys also fighting in the present 
victorious drive.

Reay Mackay went overseas about 
‘three years ago and was soon afterwards 
transferred to the N. B. battalion. He 
was badly wounded more than eight 
months ago, necessitating 
for complete recovery. It 
only a short time after Ms resumption 
of active duty that he met death.

The deceased hero lad was only twen­
ty-two years of age. He was being edu­
cated at McGill when the war broke out, 
and it was the intention to have Reay 
enter Harvard Law School latex on. Of 
bright attractive personality and a fav­
orite on all sides with all classes of peo­
ple, the youthful soldier will be sincerely 
mourned. He was popular with his sol­
dier mates in ail ranks, sharing with his 
uncle, “Sandy” McMillan, the best the 
men could give in respect and work.

Mr. and Mrs. W. Malcolm Mackay 
have two other sons in the service, Colin 
with the Heavy Artillery and Malcolm,
Or., who went away with the 140th, but 
has been transferred several times, 
though always in the fighting. Only last 
week, when the glorious news of Can­
ada’s new feats of arms warmed the 
hearts of the people at home and yet 
caused some apprehensions among sol­
diers’ families, the Mackay boys cabled 
home “AU Safe.”

Now, however, the trio has been 
broken', and Reay Mackay*s name goes 
on the long golden roll of honor witty—— 
our other heroes of varions walks in 
private life. The family is naturally cast 
into deep sorrow; ana there are other 
near relatives, such as an aged grand­
mother, aunts, uncks and cousins, who 
will feel the Mow.

With the Canadian Forces, Sept. _ 
(By J. F. B. Livesay, Correspondent of 
the Canadian Press)—jThe Boche has 
gone back across the Canal du Nord, 
surrendering to us without further strug­
gle the Drocourt-Queant line. He got 
out just in time. The Canadian corps 
was driving in his front and the Cana­
dian artillery was waiting but the hour 
to lay down such a barrage along the 
canal as must have destroyed all its 
bridges and make evacuation impossible. 
This is not official, but there is small 
doubt of its truth. It is the logic of 
the situation.

Yesterday the enemy fought like a 
wild-cat to save his guns and transports. 
Last night our line was absolutely quiet. 
An airman this morning reported that 
after flying all across the enemy line, he 
is convinced that there is not a Boche 
west of the Canal du Nord. He scouted 
the ideas that he might be hiding in his 
dugouts. If tins great news is con­
firmed, it must lift a load off the mind 
of our commanders.

No troops can fight many days to­
gether on the scale of yesterday without 
Buffering such losses as must in time 
Impair their efficiency. The price paid 
'for the first breach of the Drocourt- 
Queant switch is relatively cheap, doubt­
less less than the total prisoners; but if 
the corps had had to fight forward to the 
.canal on the same scale, it must have 
proved terribly expensive. To gain the

unwilling tribute by a beaten enemy to 
the prowess of Canadian arms. In this 
triumph British troops worthily partici­
pated.

The enemy enclosed in a cul de sac 
with the Scarpe on his right and the 
Canal behind him was in a desperate 
plight, and desperately did he fight to 
escape it. He threw in no fewer than 
eight divisions. The fury of his coun­
ter-stroke equalled anything hitherto ex­
perienced by the veteran Canadian 
troops.

For miles beMnd the Canal du Nord 
he lacks such a great system of fortifica­
tion as the Canadian corps stormed early 
yesterday morning.

On the Canadian front alone the 
weight of metal was greater than that 
Of Amiens or Passchendaele or of Vimy, 
hut in addition was the converging fire 
|bf the British armies to the right and 
{left. As this barrage crept forward 
ahead of the infantry, lifting 100 yards 
at a tftne, there could be made out 
amid the thunder and the lightning the 
bulked masses of the slow moving tanks. 
Hardly had the show opened when field 
batteries galloped over the ground, 
where but a few minutes before infan­
try had stood at attention waiting the 
word to go in.

IN BETTER WORKING
ORDER IN SIBERIA

London, Sept 3—According to the 
Daily Mail’s Harbin correspondent the 
Allied forces have established uninter­
rupted connection between their forces 
across Siberia from the Volga to Vladi­
vostok.

The despatch, which is dated Monday 
evening, says the vanguard of the Czecho­
slovak forces from Verkni-Udinsk, 
eighty miles east of Lake Baikal, have 
joined hands witli General Semenoff's 
forces on the Onon River, and General 
Diedrichs, the Czech commander at 
Vladivostok, already is in telegraphic 
communication with the trans-Baikal 
Czechs.

Farther south along the canal they are repotted to have captured Inchy- 
en-Artois, Demi court to the east of Doignies and Hermies, three miles north­
east of Bertincourt.

Near the Somme, the British, the advices state, have crossed the canal of 
'diutalllnes, slightly more than two miles north of Peronne.

* From Hermies southward, the British line is Indicated as running to the 
west of Ruyaulcourt a mile and a half east of Bertincourt

Midway between Nieppe and Seilly, in the Lys salient the British have 
captured tile village of Croix-Du-Bac.

in Montreal, and one in Quebec city.
The other battalion is being raised in

“The enemy attacks and the with­
drawal on our front at several places 
are often wrongly interpreted in some 
circles. Some of_ our people are too ac­
customed to a continuous advance and 
when a battle occurs wherein the enemy 
attacks and we have to defend our­
selves the situation is not always cor­
rectly understood. In judging the situ­
ation, both military and political, we 
must never forget one thing—that we 
are waging a war of defence. The war 
is one of annihilation only for the en­
emy, not for us. We want to annihilate 
none of our enemies. We mean, how­
ever, to hold our own.”

BIRTHS The second city stone crusher has 
broken down. It is beyond repair and, 

the other crusher already is out of 
commission, the city’s operations in this 
line will be discontinued for the season. 
Before the work can be resumed next 
spring it will be necessary to secure two 
new crushers.

The public works truck No. 1 has 
been laid up for the last ten days owing 
to a breakage.

When the city’s asphalt workers are 
through in Main street they will begin 
sidewalk repairs. It is expected that 
they will be able to work for about 
three weeks before the appropriation is 
exhausted.

Dominion Troops Made Rapid 
Progress Against the Germans 
—Enemy Appeared to be Short 
of Ammunition

With the British Army in France, 
Sept. 8—(4 p. m., by the Associated 
Press)—The British victory in the bat­
tle of the Drocourt-Queant line seems 
complete. Without having 
single counter-attack, and 
from the blows administered to them, 
the Germans during the night and early 
this morning were in full flight on the 
eastern side of the Canal du Nord.

The enemy is tryliig to save what 
man and material he can from the 
wreckage of the most powerful system 
ever devised. The much-boasted Dro­
court-Queant line, or as the Germans 
call it, the Wotan line, is totally shat­
tered. The British are driving far 
through it and the Germans are hurry­
ing eastward, leaving behind only pock­
ets of machine gunners and even re­
sistance from these is gradually melting 
away.

Strong forces are now fighting their 
way down the Hindenburg line itself 
and are cleaning it up as they go. 
Meanwhile, a little south from here, 
another force is driving on the Hinden- 
burg line frontally. The Hun has tasted 
disaster in the Drocourt-Queant line 
battle and now his disorganized and 
badly depleted forces are working fast 
to prevent an even greater catastrophe 
overtaking them.

The British are rapidly approaching 
and are close to the Canal du Nord, 
the territory behind which is even now 
under heavy fire, from many British 

^-guns. The foe knows well that this 
movement contains a grave menace to 
some of his forces, and orders apparent­
ly have been given to get them out with 
all haste.

The fighting this afternoon seems to 
be more vigorous along the northern 
part of thte Hindenburg line than else­
where. The British are sweeping along 
astride it from the point where it 
joined the Drocourt line at Queant. Con­
siderable progress Is reported and large 
numbers of Germans have been killed 
or taken prisoner. Thousands of pris­
oners are coming into the cages. One 
army had 6,000 Germans in its cages 
tills afternoon.

The prisoners were of all sorts, in­
cluding cavalrymen, who had been dis­
mounted and fought as infantry. The 
hard pressed German commanders took 
men from anywhere, no matter what 
they were supposed to be doing, and 
put them in the line with rifles and 
machine guns In an effort to stem the 
tide.

How many dead there are it is Im­
possible even to estimate. The scene 
of the battle in many places 
that the Germans suffered terrible 
losses.

Rev. J. L. Dawson.

Rev. John L. Dawson of the Methodist 
conference died yesterday in Halifax at 
the residence of the sisters of his late 
wife. He was one of thç most widely 
known Methodist ministers in eastern 
Canada. At one time he was pastor of 
the Centenary church.

John L. Dawson was bom in 1861, at 
Tryon (P.E2.), the second son of the 
late Thomas Dawson. He joined the 
Methodist Church aud shortly afterward 
decided to make the ministry of the Gos­
pel his life work. After four years at 
Mount Allison and Boston Theological 
Seminary he received the degree of 
Bachelor of Arts from Mount Allison in 
1875, but his health had broken and he 
was forced to spend the greater part of 
three years near Denver. In 1878 he re­
turned to Eastern Canada, became a pro­
bationer, and after three years spent in 
Hebron, Yarmouth county, and Bailey’s 
Bay, Bermuda, he was ordained at Gran­
ville Ferry in 1881. He had a more 
varied ministry than usually falls to the 
lot of Methodist ministers and was pas­
tor of the following circuits: Sheet 
Harbor, Lockeport, Oxford, Halifax 
(Robie and Charles streets), Windsor, 
St. John’s (Nfld.), Sackville, Sussex, St. 
John, Mount Stewart (P.E.I.), Char­
lottetown and York.

“Strong forces are now fighting their 
way down the Hindenburg line itself, 
and are cleaning It up as they go.”

This sentence from one of today’s 
cables indicates the desperate situation 
in which the Germans find themselves 
today; for the whole Hindenburg line is 
in deadly peril. The boasted Wotan 
line is completely broken and British 
troops, driving miles beyond it. 
people of Canada are thrilled by the 
story of the smashing of that line, which 
the Germans deemed impregnable, for 
the Canadian troops made the breach, 
and in the words of the London Times, 
“won imperishable fame.”

The German retreat continues. It is 
dear that a good deal of the fight has 
been knocked out of the German soldiers 
by the relentless vigor of the British 
drive. The resistance is far less formid­
able than at earlier stages in the war. 
This Is shown by the large number >f 

«prisoners taken. The confusion Into 
which the enemy has been thrown is 
also illustrated by the personnel of 
groups of prisoners taken, including In 
one unit members of many different 
units hastily thrown together in the vein 
effort to stay the British advance. From 
Ypres to Rheims the pressure has been 
so great and constant that there has 
been no opportunity for Ludendorff to 
rally his forces. He has been too busy 
with the effort to avert worse disaster 
then the relinquishment of territory, and 
the loss dally inflicted upon 4us retreat­
ing armies. It is assumed that a stronger 
stand will be made somrwhcr;, but theie 
is a growing hope that nowhere short of 
the German border can»g defence be put 
up that will stay the armies of the Allies 
for stay length of time.

Washington, Sept 4—It is announced 
by the war department that a great or­
ganisation, extending into every state, ! 
and with agents in other countries, has j 
contracted to hunt down those who at- I 
tempt to evade the provisions of the 
new selective service law.

Much detail concerning the steps 
which the government already has taken 
to round up slacken is given for the 
first time, along with an estimate that 
nearly 25,000 who were subject to the 
original draft law but failed to register^ 
had been arrested since June 6, 1817.

Facts are presented concerning the col­
onies which were formed in Canada, 
Mexico City, and other parts of Mexico, 
by the draft dodgers and the contempt 
in which these former citizens of the 
United States were held both by their 
own countrymen who are over the draft 
ages and by the natives, ft is pointed 
out that Canada ceased to provide a 
safe haven for slackers when the Brit­
ish-American draft treaty was adopted.

While the provost-marshal general’s 
office and the department of justice are 
satisfied that the great body of Ameri­
cans will register and willingly offer 
themselves for service, the officials are 
determined that less patriotic men shall 
not be permitted to escape the full pen­
alty of the law if any outlay of time 
and energy can be made to bring them 
to justice. Complete instructions will 
be in the hands of the organization in 
every state by Sept. 12, when all men 
between the ages of 18 and 45 must 
register.
Ways of Slacker Hard.

“Already, with the varions and in­
numerable factors now at the disposal 
of the government,” the provost-mar­
shal-general announced today, “the ways 
of the slacker under the original draft 
law here become increasingly hard. It 
is estimated that between 20,000 and 25,- 
000 have been rounded up since July 5, 
1917. The names of others not yet ap­
prehended, because of absence from the ■ 
country are in possession of government j 
and prosecution faces any one of them j 
who, having fled the country to escape : 
the draft, attempts to return. Under 
the terms of the law police officials in 
all states, counties and cities through­
out the country are required to co-oper­
ate with the department of justice and 
other federal agencies, in enforcing the 
provisions of the act. Besides these 
agencies, however, are scores upon 
semes of private organisations, national 
or local in scope, that have been set 
up by patriotic citizens to ferret out the 
men who would shirk the call of their 
country.

“Among the larger of these are the 
American Protective League, and the 
secret servie? branch of the council of 
national defense. And there is hardly 
a community of size anywhere in the 
country where there are not local or­
ganizations, many of them secret, that 
are constantly on the alert for informa­
tion that will aid the government in 
rounding up slackers.

“For the man who has failed to regis­
ter and for the man who has refused to 
obey or has ignored the orders of local 
boards, life is becoming increasingly mis­
erable. The department of justice has 
on file the names of 8,000 slackers who 
fled to Mexico before June 6, 1917, to 
escape registration. Against each one 
of them a complete case has been pre­
pared, so that immediate prosecution 
can be undertaken the moment the man 
attempts to re-cross the border, whether 
the attempt is made during the war, or 
afterwards. Expatriation is the least of 
the penalties awaiting him. The pres­
ent whereabouts -of these slackers in 
Mexico is equally well-known to the 
department, and close watch is kept on 
individual movements of all of them.

Some Fled to Canada.

“Just, as the government has the 
name; if these men so it has the names 
of those who fled to Canada to escape 
registration. With the going into ef­
fect of the British-American reciprocal 
draft treaty these men must either face 
conscription Into the Canadian army, or 
return to the United States to face im­
prisonment and ultimate induction into 
the service.

“Slacker raids launched in various 
states from time to time by federal 
agencies have been most effective In 
rounding up not only those who failed 
to register under the old law, but those 
who, having registered, failed to return 
questionnaires or to obey other orders 
of the boards. For example, in Chicago, 
July 11, 1918, one such raid hauled in 
800 actual deserters, who were turned 
over to the military authorities and 4,000 
delinquents who tad failed to fill ques­
tionnaires. This raid was conducted by 
5,000 agents of the American protective 
league and all available police officers, 
who rounded up all men of draft age 
at ball parks, theatres, moving picture 
houses, bar rooms, pool rooms, restau- | 
rants, railway stations, parks, steamboat1 
docks and other places and demanded j 
that they produce their final classiflea- | 
tion notices and registration cards. Those 
failing to do so were taken into eus- ! 
tody. In Ohio on one day there were : 
1,000 such arrests.”

Marshal Foch began his brilliant count­
er offensive on the Marne, the Germans 
had been told that his reserve» had been 
exhausted. This is shown by a Wolff 
Bureau dispatch published in the Berlin 
Tageblatt which described the fighting 
about Chateau Thierry.

“The hope of the Entente regarding a 
decisive intervention of the great army 
of manoeuvre has been definitely shat­
tered. The proud army of reserve which 
the war council of Versailles played out 
its trump exists as such no longer,"’ , 
read the despatch.

“The great victory of the Crown 
Prince lias shattered a considerable P--
of the enemies fighting force anjtl nas ' 
resulted in the dissolution and 
dispersal of the Foch army 
oeuvre. The tremendous losses suffer­
ed by the Entente on the extensive 
fronts between Ypres and Rheims will' 
he difficult to replace.”

This was published in Germany about 
a month before Marshal Foch ftruck the 
Germans on the Marne Salient and drove 
them back to the Vesle. It probably 
shows why the German jublic, was so 
greatly surprised by Marshal Foch’s 
orilliant stroke.
