By the first portion of this article yon 
will notice that, whereae the navigation 
of the river shall be free and open to 
both parties and shall in no way be ob­
structed by either, reference is made espe­
cially to that part of the river, where it is 
the boundary line between the Province 
of New Brnnewick and the State of 
Maine. Ton will, however, note that fur- 
further on in the article it reads:—“All 
produce of the forest or of agriculture 
which are grown in the State of Maine, 
watered by the River St. John or by its 
tributaries shall have free access to and 
from the seaport at the mouth of the said 
River St. John.”

The act, chapter 79, of April, 1913, pas- ‘ 
sed by the house of assembly of this prov­
ince gives to an incorporated company the 
right to erect a dam twenty-five feet high 
across the St. John River at a point same 
thirty to forty miles above the dty of 
Fredericton.

It is argued by the St. John River Log 
Driving Company in which is represented i 
several mill owners Sf this city and other 
places, and also is argued by other inter­
ests, that this dam will materially retard 
the movement of logs down the St. John 
River; that it will prevent the free navi­
gation either upward or downward of, 
small steamers from Fredericton towards 
Woodstock; that any sluiceways that 
might be built over such a dam to permit 
the hauling up of such steamers or to 1 
permit of the running through of rafts 
ef logs, would necessarily mean an enor­
mous expenditure, and even then would 
not guarantee the safe delivery of the 
rafts down sluiceways or the eafe haul­
ing up steamers and larger boats up 
such sluiceways; that no proper fish-way 
can be erected at such a dam that will 
provide for salmon seeking the spawning 
grounds with as easy socess as they now 
have, and would thus deplete thé valuable 
fisheries along the coast e# the Bay of 
Fnndy, and the mouth of the St. John 
river, there being no regular spawning 
ground used by the salmon except those 
above the proposed dam, on the tributar­
ies of the St. John river.

Your memorialists call attention to the 
following extract from a report made by 
Mr. J. B. McRae, hydraulic engineer, 
January 23, 1912, and addressed to the de­
puty surveyor-general of New Brunswick, 
which has a distinct bearing upon the 
commercial prospects of the proposed dam 
of the St. John river:—"It is my opinion, 
however, that -as a power proposition, Me- 
ductic Falls is not commercially feasible.”

The board of trade of this dty would 
respectfully, therefore, memorialize your 
government to consider the hearing of the 
above legislation passed by this province, 
upon the sea fisheries of the Bay of 
Fundy. upon the lumber interests of the ! 
St. John river, and especially as to whe­
ther this legislation does not constitute 
a violation of the Asburton Treaty of

The charge that the provincial govern­
ment went beyond its authority to pass a 
bill which was ultra vires of its powers 
for the sake of authorizing the erection of 
a, dam on the St. John River above Fred­
ericton for a power project which had 
been pronounced to be not commercially 
feasible, is made by the St. John Board of 
Trade. As this action was taken at the 
last session of the legislature, in spite of 
protests from many organizations and 
groups of citizens, the board has found it 
necessary to go over the heads of the prov­
incial government in an appeal to the gov- 
ernor-general-in-council.

The attitude of the board of trade with 
regard to hydro-electric power projects 
has been the subject of some considerable 
comment both favorable and otherwise. 
Their stand regarding the Hawkshaw dam 
is given at length in the resolution which 
was recently adopted by the council of the 
board and addressed to the governor-gen- 
eral-in-council. Copies were also sent to 
the representatives of the city in the fed­
eral house and to ' the minister of trade 
and commerce and the minister of justice.

The resolution contains the objections 
that the proposed dam which would be 
thirty or forty miles above Fredericton, 
would be in contravention of the Ashbur­
ton Treaty of 1842; that it would prevent 
the free passage of logs down stream; that 
it would interfere with or add enormously 
to the expense of navigation of steamers 
and larger craft, that it would interfere 
with spawning salmon ana, lastly, that in 
the opinion of an hydraulic engineer, the 
power project is not commercially feas­
ible.

PRAIRIE PROVINCES DRENCHED Montreal, July 13—The pitiful death rate 
among the children, caused by the prolong­
ed hot spell, continues to grow. Little white 
coffins, bearing mute testimony to the suf­
fering of the babies are accumulating in 
ever increasing numbers at the Cote dee 
Neiges chapel. From six to twenty-four 
coffins are seen at each service.

The demand for hearses has been so 
heavy that undertakers have not been able 
to supply the demand, and in many cases 
bodies were carried to the cemetery in or- 
dianry coaches.

At one time the grounds were surround­
ed with black and white hearses and fifty 
coaches. As one of the horses attached to 
a hearse was conveying a body from the 
chapel to the graveside the horse suffered 
a sunstroke, and dropped dead on the road. 
In one day this week more than fifty little 
coffins had passed the gates at the Cote 
des Neiges together with fifteen containing 
the bodies of adults.

ful “Fuerstengruft,” or mausoleum of the 
reigning grand ducal family, situated in a 
picturesque park in ths suburbs of the 
city. Among its features of interest arc 
the tombs of the great German poets, 
Goethe and Schiller, whose remains were 
laid there as posthumous tribute to their 
genius, by Grand-duke Charles Augustus, 
in 1826. It has been recently ascertained, 
beyond the possibility of a doubt, that in 
the case of Schiller, who died in 1805, and 
whose supposed body was disinterred from 
its first resting place for removal to the 
princely vault, a mistake was made, and 
the bones of a stranger placed in the sar­
cophagus bearing hid name. The unknown 
stranger has in consequence been -ejected 
from the Fuerstengruyt, and the Schiller 
sarcophagus removed. For the present 
grand-duke prudently takes the ground 
that, since the scientists of Germany once 
before made a mistake in the identity of 
Schiller’s bones, there is no reason why 
they should not do so again. So the re­
mains now believed to be those of Schil­
ler are to be interred in a vault of the 
Stadtkirche, beneath a suitable monu­
ment.

The whole question of the identity turns 
upon a skull. Schiller’s body was carried 
by night by intimate friends to the ceme­
tery and placed in a vault which contain­
ed the bodies of several relatives and 
friends. Twenty-one years later part of 
the cemetery in which the vault was situ­
ated was condemned to demolition for the 
purpose of instituting some public improve­
ments, and it was then that the grand- 
duke offered a final resting place for Schil­
ler in his “Fuerstengruft.” Burgomaster 
Schwabe, the only one remaining of 
those who had been present at the original 
interment, visited the vault in order to 
identify the remains, but found that the 
shelves had given way, the coffins in fall­
ing had broken open, and that there were 
no less than twenty-three skeletons heaped 
upon the floor. The only way of distin­
guishing that of Schiller was by means 
of the skull, which was of a peculiar 
shape, and by comparison with the death- 
mask made at his death.

Accordingly, the mayor carried the 
twenty-three skulls, duly numbered,, home 
in bags, and, marshalling them in order 

table spent several nights comparing 
them with the deatlwnark. Then he called 
in several medical men and persons who 
had known the poet, presented to them 
the results of his investigations, and ask* 
%d for their opinion. Their views coin­
cided with his own, and on the strength 
of this unanimous verdict, the selected re­
lic was restored to its skeleton.

One further test was applied. Goethe, 
who had been an intimate friend of the 
deceased, had some pretensions to anatom­
ical knowledge. To him accordingly the 
bones were dispatched, contained in a long 
box and accompanied by a note from the 
burgomaster, which is still in existence: 
“Herewith enclosed. Your Excellency will 
find the entire skeleton of Schiller, lack­
ing only some few bones of the hands and 
toes, which we did not wish to replace 
by any foreign material.” Goethe pro­
nounced the bones to be undoubtedly those 
of hie friend, and it was while holding the 
skull in his hand that he became fired 
with the poetic inspiration of his famous 
ode, “On the Skull of Schiller,” which be­
gins: •

“Mysterious vase whence oracles have 
sprung.”

The results show con­
clusively that Saskatchewan is more deter­
mined than eevr that the dominion shall 
have freer trade. Hundreds of Conserva­
tives threw aside party affiliations and 
supported Scott because of his steadfasted- 
ness in standing by reciprocity. Numbers 
of prominent former Haultain supporters 
came out on the platform in support of the 
Scott candidates.
Reciprocity Won.

In an interview today Haultain himself 
says: “I attribute the Liberal victory al­
most entirely to the strength of the reci­
procity sentiment.”

Prominent Haultain men admitted today 
that the result of the elctions is a serious 
blow to the Ottawa government. Mr. 
Rogers in directing the opposition cam­
paign was recognized as representing Bor­
den and the defeat of the Haultain party, 
was in reality the defeat of the federal 
ministry whose attitude toward the west 
since taking office became one of the big 
issues of the contest.

Conservatives also admit that the result 
of the election removed any doubt as to 
whether reciprocity will continue the big­
gest issue of Canadian politics.

London, July 2—A great deal of public­
ity has been given to the work of YV. A. 
Coote, secretary of the National Vigilance 
Association who has just returned from 
Canada after an extensive tour of enquiry 
into the white slave traffic, which he un­
dertook at the request of the Countess of 
Aberdeen.

Mr. Coote says that in Canada, he was 
given plenty of assurances by the national 
authorities that the wkite slave traffic did 
not exist; but when he came into contact 
with the city authorities a different story 
was told. He says that he finds that this 
loathsome traffic does exist in thé domin­
ion and that now that suppressive meas­
ures are in operation in the United States, 
there is great danger of Canada becoming 
an important centre.

His report will be presented soon to the 
English committee and he believes, as a 
result of his tour that a national commit­
tee will be formed in Canada, with head­
quarters in Toronto.

Few That Survived the Great Fife 
of London

London, July 2—St. Andrew Under- 

shaft, the church to which the Right Rev. 
William W. Perrin, late Bishop of Brit­
ish Columbia, has been inducted, is one 
of the old City of London churches Yvith 
a history stretching back to the reign of 
Queen Elizabeth. It is one of the few 
churches which survived the great fire of 
London. It ^akee its curious name from 
the fact that in the 15th century a shaft, 
or the old English Maypole, used to be er­
ected outside the south door for the na­
tional holiday of May Day.

It is interesting to note that in 1517 
England protested against the foreign in­
cubus, and “Evil May Day” in that year 
was the last date on which the Maypole 
was permitted to be erected outside the 
church. The resentment of the English ap­
prentices against, the influx of foreigners, 
which had been simmering, culminated on 
that day in a riot against the commercial 
invader. Blood flowed freely, and the out­
come of this display of national spirit was 
that several London apprentices ended 
their lives on the gibbet.

As the parish register records, the 
church was erected in the 15th Century, 
“every man putting his helping hand— 
some with their purse; others with their 
bodies.” There are some^very interesting 
monuments, the most noteworthy, per­
haps, being that of “Honest” John Stow, 
a celebrated historian ; and the only “Roy­
al” beggar. Engrossed in his work of com­
piling a history of early London, be be­
came impoverished and obtained from 
James I. a royal warrant permitting him 
to “gather, receive, and take alms and 
charitable benefits from all his loving sub­
jects within the cities of London and 
Westminister.” Nowadays, city men live 
in the country, and the congregation has 
dwindled; and the bishop finds his chief 
work as suffragan Bishop of Willesden in 
the See of London.. ,

But while the results of this research 
were of great value there was still one 
important period in the life of the oyster 
that was not clearly understood. There 
are roughly, three important events in the 
life of the oyster that are of practical use 
to man. (1) The spawning or depositing 
of the eggs; (2) the swarming or swimming 
of the larvae; (3) the spatting or fixation 
of the full-sized larvae onto shells or other 
objects. Of these, a knowledge of the 
second is perhaps of most value in arti­
ficial oyster culture. This is so because 
it enables the culturist to determine more 
exactly when cultch should be planted for 
the oyster spat. Cultch, to be of any 
value, must be clean and fresh. If plant­
ed too soon it becomes slimy before the 
spat settle; if not soon enough, it is 

than useless. By knowing the exact 
time when the maximum number of larvae 
swarm, the proper time for the planting 
of the cultch can be determined. This 
point was cleared up by the work of Dr. 
Joseph Stafford of McGill University. As 
a result of bis research the catching of 
spat has been removed from the region of 
doubt and caprice to that of regularity and 
certainty. Dr. Stafford’s forthcoming re­
port on oyster culture to be published 
by the Conservation Commission will ex­
plain in detail his discoveries in oyster 
culture. It should do a 
make oyster farming an incr 
able Canadian industry.

(Conservation.)
Oyster fishing must give place to oyster 

farming. The selfish exploitation of the 
valuable Canadian oyster beds in the early 
days of the industry has rendered this 
an absolute necessity if the fisheries are 
to be saved from complete destruction. 
Even under natural conditions the death 
rite amongst oysters is exceedingly heavy. 
It has been estimated, that in order to 
maintain the oyster population under na­
tural conditions, the female oyster must 
deposit something like 16,000,000 eggs every 
year of her adult life. This indicates not 
only the magnitude of the death rate, but 
something of the magnitude of the 
causes which operate to bring about such 
a death-rate. Centuries of struggle have 
fitted the oyster to hold its own against 
its many natural enemies, but where man 
with his reasoned methods of fishing has 
interfered, depletion is sure to follow.

Consequently it has become necessary 
not only to pass restrictive legislation, but 
to take steps to maintain the oyster beds 
by artificial means. Although oyster cul­
ture has been practised for many years it 
is only comparatively recently that the 
life history of the young oyster has been 
traced.

American biologists first succeeded in 
propagating oysters by artificial fertiliza­
tion of the eggs in 1879. This success led 
to extensive and eventually successful ex­
periments in the raising of oysters.

Ambassadors in St. Petersburg 

Will tell you that M. Sazonoff is a man 
to be implicitly trusted. He says what 
he means, and He means what he says. 
Mental reservation is not one of the me­
thods of hie diplomacy. Consequently, if 
there be any incertitude in the minds of 
foreign statesmen as to what Russia is 
really driving at, it should be set down 
to other causes, and chief among these is 
the variety of her interests, the peculiar 
old-world treaties in which they are re­
corded, and her resolve to assert all the 
claims to which she possesses such titles.

Russia might aptly be likened to an odd­
ly shaped stone which cannot be dovetail­
ed with other stones and cemented into 
one 
ancee
powers of the Triple Entente. In Persia 
she leans towards a strong monarchy— 
and in this she is not far wrong—in south­
eastern Europe to obtain the leadership 
of the Slav nations is her ultimate aim. 
The exclusive right of sending her war­
ships through the Dardanelles to and from 
the Black Sea constitutes her immediate 
end, while in the Far East she is resolved 
to keep Northern Manchuria for all time, 
to monopolize the exploitation of the na­
tural riches of Outer Mongolia, and also 
to get what she can from China by advo­
cating, together with the other powers, 
the open door there.

TO THQR OWN COUNTRY

NINE DIVORCES ABE. . . .
GRANTED EVERY DAYi

Nearly All Brought to Montreal 
From Guadeloupe Deported

That is the Record of Michigan 
and Detroit Courts Calendar is
Crowded

Montreal, July 12—It ie learned that 
nearly all the negresses brought over from 
Guadaloupe to work ae servants in wealthy 
French families in Montreal,—these 
negresees being French-speaking—have 
been sent back, as it was found that most 
of them had tuberculosis.

The Department of Municipal Assistance 
is becoming more active than ever in de­
porting undesirables to their own coun­
tries, and the last six months have re­
turned forty-nine foreigners. Tjiis. is more 
than the number deported during the 
whole of last year.

Albert Chevrier, who looks after this 
work, explained that the reason the city 
was taking the matter up so energetically 
was that they found the government im­
migration department was not strict 
enough, and that many diseased immigrants 

being let into the country.
"Of course,” he said, “many of these 

people prove to be morally bad, and are 
sent back by 
migration doctor cannot be expected to 
see this at a glance. But far too many 
of these people are suffering from tuber­
culosis, rheumatism, diseases of the bones, 
and two cases of leprosy were even ad­
mitted.

Detroit, Mich, July 12—The growing list 
of applications for divorce is now so great 
that it has actually clogged the Detroit 
courts, and is attracting the serious at­
tention of the clergy of all denominations 
in the • city.

A movement will be launched to lessen 
the increasing number of divorces. More 
than 1,000 were granted in Detroit last 
year, and on an average nine divorces are 
granted every day in Michigan.

John) there are a number of serious draw­
backs. The entrance to the bay ig not as 
easily navigable as it should be. There is 
a deep-water channel which, though far 
safer and easier than in many other ports, 
is far from being perfect. There are shoals 
and sands which necessitate constant 
dredging. And over all other drawbacks 
is the tide. Fundy has phenomenal tides, 
as everyone knows, and St. John suffers 
all the disabilities of a phenomenally ti­
dal port. Ships may have to wait hours 
for an entrance if they miss a tide, and 
be compelled to wait about in the Bay 
outside in the dangerous company of other 
shipping. And a forty foot rise and fall 
naturally creates all sorts of difficulties in 
the way of currents and tide rips which 
necessitate very great care in pilotage. 
The tide also adds, something to the cost 

l of dock development. Not only do piers 
have to be higher and docks deeper, but all 
arrangements have to be made with a view 
to getting cargo from ships whose decks 
are forty feet lower at one time of day 
than at another. Altogether St. John is 
not a port of which shipmasters speidt 
with enthusiasm.. ;
