The joint resolution, passed in the
Senate of the United States yesterday, in
regard to the Panama canal, is a fine
sample of Yankee cheek. It says that
the United States will look with serious

concern and disapproval upon any con- |

nection of any European government,
with the construction or control of any
ship canal across the Isthmus of Darien
or across Central America, and must re-
gard any such connexion or control as
injurious to the just righis and interests
of the United States, and a menace to
their welfare. It would be interesting to
learn what the “justrights” of the United
States in Central America amount to, and
how the construction of a canal across
the Isthmus, by any European nation,
would be a menace to the welfare of the

great republic. The independent Central |

American  States have never ac-
knowledged  themselves to le
ander the protection of the United States
and the states of South America, as well
as Mexico, have utterly repudiated any
control on their part. The famous Con-
gress of the American nations, of which
some people in St. John thought somuch
was one of Mr. Blaine’s devices for the
purpose of bringing these nations under
the wing of the American Eagle, but it
may safely be predicted that, if this Con-
gress is ever held, it will have no such
result, for ‘the independent States of
America do not fancy the Yankees over-
mnch, and are quite content with their
present  business relations which
are mainly with England. The ab-
surdity of such a  resolution
as that passed in the Senate lies on the
fact,that the United States possess no force
capable of enforcing their authority on

the Isthmus or anywhere else outside of |

their own territory. They have practi-
cally noarmy and no navy. One of the
big modern French ironclads could de-
stroy the entire navy of the United
States, and if the latter were so ill advised
as to send their rotten ships to Panama
to interfere with any French operations

there, the only result would be to cause

the unfortunate sailors and marines who
mnanned them to become food for the
sharks of the Gulf of Mexico.

WHAT IS THE MATTER WITH MAINE?

The Anti-Canadian press, of which the |
St. John Globe is a type, seek to convey |

the impression that all Canada needs is

reciprocal free trade with the United |

States, and that the present government
of Canada alone stands in the way of such
an arrangement. We showed the othe

day that the population of the three mari- |
time provinces had actually increased |
three times as much in thirty years as |
that of the States of Maine, New Hamp- |

shire and Vermont, and seven times as
fast relatively, and we asked the advo-
cates of Unrestricted Reciprocity or Com-
mercial Union why it was that this was
the case, if Commercial Union and Unre-
stricted reciprocity are all we needed to
make us_prosperous. We have not re-

ceived any reply to this pertinent inquiry, |

because none can be made. In the year
1860-61 the population of Nova Scotia
was almost identical with that of New
Hampshire and Vermont, while that of
New Brunswick was far below theirs.
Bnt in the twenty years from that period,

until 1880-81, Nova Scotia has gone far in |

advance of both these States, while New
Brunswick, which was far behind New
Hampshire and Vermont in 1860-61, was
ﬂ\e?.‘ulmust up to them. The following
‘table shows the progress of the two
States, and two Provinces in twenty years,
at a glance:

slowly as compared with New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia, which, according
fo the Globe, are suffering for the wantof
reciprocity? Perhapssome union Wiman
will rise and explain.

The Globe, in an article which appear-
ed in its issue of last évening, endeavors
to make out a good case for the State of
Maine by referring to the fact that its
State debt is but $3,935,400, while its
people have $41.000.000, in the Savings’
Banks of that State. But the Globe,
which thinks so much of Maine that it
recommends the St. John Board of Trade
to appoint a committee to examine into
its affairs fforgets to'tellits readers that the
public indebtedness of Maine including
the State, County and Municipal debts
is $22,675,450, which is certainly four
times as much as the Provincial, County
and Municipal indebtedness of this Pro-
vince. All the cities of Maine are loaded
| down with enormous debts, Portland

and other cities in proportion. As to the
deposits in the Saving’s Banks every
one knows that thereis no comparrison
to be made between those of Maine
and Canada. Our Sayings’ Banks
are Government affairs, paying a low
rate of interest and limiting the sum
| which a depositor can put into them to
$1,000. The Maine Banks pay a high
rate of interest and there is no limit to
| the amount that a depositor can place in
them. Nefther is there any security for
the depositors. The deposits in the Say-
ings Banks of the United States, therefore,
do not represent the savings of the wage
| earning classes, but the bulk of them be-
! long to wealthy men, who find theste
| banks convenient places in which to keep
[ their money. Thereis no relation what-
{ ever between the amount of the Savings
| Banks deposits and the wealth of a State,
| as the Globe in its ignorance seems to
suppose, for about half the States of the
Union have no Savings Banks whatever,
and yet perhaps there is not one of these
states that is not more prosperous than
Maine.

Meanwhile we have the significant fact
that the population of Maine is at a stand
still, and that in twenty years only 20,000
have been added to their numbers while
we in New Brunswick have added 70,000
to ours. It is an unprogressive state; the
population of Bangor and several of its
other cities is declining, in spite of all
the supposed advantages of Commercial
Union and Unrestricted Reciprocitys
What reason can the advocates of these
“fads” give for this state of affairs?

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The Ottawa liar had a busy day on
Sunday. He telegraphed to the Boston
Herald that the debt of the Dominion
increased $84,652,000 or 42 per cent. since
1887, that another appeal to England
would have to be made for a loan, that
the trade of Canada was declining and

| had fallen off $31,000,000 since 1883, and
| that there had been only one year in
| which there was a favorable balance of
| trade for the Dominion. Al this, ac-
| cording to the Ottawa liar, “is every day
| tending to strengthen the feeling through-
! out the country for a closer alliance
with the United States.” The same
mendacious individual telegraphed to
the New York World that Sir John is
greatly alarmed at the growth of annex-
ationist sentiment, and that anearly dis-
solution of Parliament is imminent.
These are but a few samples of the
numerous falsehoods telegraphed in a
single day to the United States press in
regard to Canadian affairs. In fact the
Ottawa liar is almost as great an adept at
the business of discrediting Canada as is
the editor of the Giobe.

In its
greater and’ controlling part this is a
gociety of politicians. A price which the
people have had to pay for popular gov-
ernment is the shame of seeing men
make beastsof themselvesin high places.
