Result of a ,Street Row in San Francisco
. /> on Saturday.

San Francisco, Cala.; Apnl 1. ~J D. L.
McGaugher, who ‘shot and fatally
wounded Dr. J. E. Plouf on Saturday
last expressed ‘himself as satisfied that
he will never be convicted as he acted in
self-defence. He said “F did not know
Dr. Plouf personally in Seattle, but from
my position as deputy county clerk 'I
knew considerable of him. He was ar-
rested for malpraectice, and as a cler of
the court, I had the filing of the pape:s
in the suit. Plouf assaulted the wife of
Thos. Demsey, of the Evening Times,
and Demsey and Phes. Kehough; his
brother-in-law, gave him a terrible beat-
ing and two ladies horsewhipped him.
That led to a libel suit by the doctor
against Dempsey. I also filed papers in
that suit. Dempsey charged the doctor
with enticing young girls into his pri-
vate office. Flouf, 1 suppose knew that
1 was the clerk 'of the court, and that I
was consequently 'possessed of these
facts. I left Seattle before Plouf and
came here but shortly dfterwards 1 went
up north to administer an estate and
then returned to Seattle. By that time
Plouf had gone to San Francisco.”

The shooting occurred within 100 feet
of the Baldwin hotel. and marked the
termination of a street brawl. The streot
was crowded with women and children
at the time. The Baldwin theaire nia-
tinee audience had just been dismissed,
and in addition to the throng of people
from the theatre there was the usual
crowd of Saturday afternoon prom:n-
aders. A fist fight, lasting but: a few
scconds, between the 'two' men frightened
the passersby, women and childre‘n, off
the sidewalk into the street.

Men rushed to part the ﬁghtmg couplﬂ
but the sight of ‘a revolver in the hands
of McGaughey caused them 'to pause.
Then came the shots., The reports of the
pistol added to the fright of the women
and children.

Miss May Hawkins, whe stood not five
feet away from  the fighting men, says
she saw Dr. Plouf hit M¢Gaughey with
his stick. and then the latter shot him.
She could not tell‘how many shots were
fired, but from the stories from others
who saw the fight. at least four shots
were fired, and probably five. After the
shooting MeGaughey stepped into a door-
way anl was cooly examining his’ pvstn!
when he was arrested. He said: “That
fellow assanlted me and I shot. T want
to give myself up to a policeman.”

YUKON MINERS WILL SUFFER

Provisions Are Quite Low and
They Cannot be Relieved
For Months.

No One is Expected to Starve,
But Rations Will Be
Maighty Short.

The steamship AI-Ki arrived at Port
Townsend from Alaska on Saturday
i and below will be found latest Alaska
! advices:

A trip. of 750 miles in the middle of
winter from the Arctic circle to tide
water of the Pacific ocean, through the
heart of Alaska, is the experience of L.
D. Healey, a resident of Fort Cudahy,
Northwest Territory, Canada. His fa-
: ther, Capt. J. J. Healey, manages a
i transportation company which operate a
line of steamers on the Yukon river and
owns a trading post at Fort Cudahy,
w‘tich is 34 -miles’ from  the Alaska
bqundary, The steamer Arctic, owned
by the Alaska Commereial Company,
failed to arrive with' the winter’s sup-
plies: and many hundreds of miners are
suffering from the want of food. All of
the flour and bacon haVe been exhausted,

taken to- Fort Cuda!iy via St Michael’
island and up the Yukon river.”

There are over 1,100 miners on the
upper Yukon river and all of them are
short of provisions. Mr, Healey says
there is no danger of them starving, but
that they will undergo much  hardship
and suffering, which will incapacitate
tgem from doing much labor in the mines
this year. Supplies cannot reach  the
mines before next July. The last-sack
of flour was sold for $17. The miners
are greatly excited over the peculiar ac-
tion of the captain of the Arctic, loaded
with suppliés, who became angered at
some of the officials of the Alaska Com-
mercial Company and abandoned the ves
sel, taking the Indian- pilots with him.
The purser then took charge and tried
to take the vessel up the river to the
mines. He got as far as Fort Yukon
and was forced to abandon the trip,
owing to the dangers to navigation.

The winter has been moderately mild,
Mr. Healey said, the thermometer aver-
aging about 70 degrees below zero. He
says the boundary line between Alaska
and British _vlumbia is sharply  defined
in that section of the country amd that
no misunderstanding exists as to its lo-
cation. The British government has. a
‘customs officer stationed at Fort ‘Cudahy
to: collect duties -on imported American
goods. There are no peace officers there.
but for all that no criminal acts, other
than the commission of a few petty lar-
cenies, were committed lHdst “year. Mr.
Healey and another gentleman, accom-
panied by two Indians, came over from
the Yukon to Dyea ‘inlet in thirty-two
days and three hours, covering a dis-
tance of 750 miles up icy canyons, over
mountains of deep snow and lakes of
frozen ice. The trip was wild, hazard-
ous and full of interesting events. This
was the third time it had been aecom-
plished.

Jnst this side of the ‘divide” on the
last range he met a party of mlners,
numbenng over 300, who were going in-
to the mines. They will probably reach
-their destination about June 15. Many
of them were inadequately provided with
supplies and will undergo some severe
hardships before the ey. get out of the
country. He says that good, able-bodied
laborers receive from $8to $12 a day
in the mines, the seasom lasting about
four months, Gut of that they fust pay
their board, which amounts to $2 a day.

'SHOT HIMSELF IN THE HEAD

ae ».nd. what wlld

Abe Gross of the Well-Known
Firm of Gross Brothers
Commits Sulecide.

Tacoma Startled and Shocked by
Saturday’s Tragedy—Prom-
inent Citizen.

Tacomau, \iar(h 31. ——-At 10 o'clock
Saturday morning Abe Gross was

dead in his ‘apartments

floor of the Gross bloek.

He had been shot through the mouth,
evidently by himself. Death had been
instantaneous. the ball ranging straight
back, severing the medulla. oblongata
from the spinal cord, and lodging under
the occipital bone at the base of the
brain.

Suicide is the generally accepted
theory, though the people of the city are
astonished that Abe Gross should take
his own life. The perfect picture of
health, and good nature, all who knew
him are unable to acount for his mys-
terious death. So strong :is this feeling

‘ that the coroner’s jury which investiga-

ted the case to-day would not hazard a
guess as to the manner in which the
wound was inflicted. The yerdict return-
ed was to the euect that:death was re-
sulted from a revolver wound inflicted
fn an unknown manner.

When the body was found this morn-
ing it was lying flat on its back in bed,
the features composed and lifelike. The
hands were crossed ovwer the stomach,
and the left grasped a 3§-caliber Smith
& Wesson revolver with two chambers
discharged. Only one had been discharg-
ed recently. . The body was attired only
in a nightshirt. The bed clothing was
pulled up as far as the chest. Bota
hands were stained with powder marks,
and a tooth had been broken out of the
upper jaw by the rebound of the revol-
ver., There were no marks on the body
and no other wound than that in zhe
mouth. The room was in its nsnal condi-
tion.

Last evening Mr. and Mrs. Simon Do-
pau entertained a party of friends at
their residence on C street, near Division
avenue. Among the

e four left the “house tugether ot
about 12:30 orlnck this morning,’ after
an enjoyable evening. Mr. and Mrs
Gross stoppéd at their residence on C
street. while ‘Abe and the two others
came down town together. They separ-
ated at the Gross block and Mr. Gross
bid the two a cheerful good night, then
entered the building and retired to his
room above the store. This was the last
seen of him alive.

As a usual thing Mr. Gross rises about
8:30 o’clock in the marning. To-day *he
store was opened as usual and business
begun. Nine o’clock went by and then
9:30, but Mr. Gross did not appear. A
few minutes. before 10 o’clock Morris
Gross told E. E. White, the bookkeeper
and accountant, to go up and call Abe,

Mr. White went up and knocked at the
door, but ‘received no response. Several
times he repeated the kmock, then con-
cluded Mr. Gross had gome out. Coming
down, he asked the elevator boy if he
had seen Mr. Gross. but the boy was
sure he had not left his room.

Mr. White reported to Mr.  Gross and
asked him for ‘a key. Morris said:
“Why, he must have gone out.”

“No,” replied Mr. White, “the eleva-
tor boy says he has not come dowh yet.”

()h I guess he’s sleeping,” said Mor-
ris, “anyhow. we'd better go up.”

In the elevator the gentleman asked
the 'boy for his pass key, -and went to
the door with it. Morris. put the key
in the lock, but could not make it work.
*“Let me try 1t." said Mr. White, and
he succeeded in opening ‘the door. He
swung the door back and Morris entered,
going immediately in the direction of the
bed. He stopped as he. approached,
threw his hands in the air and eried:

“My God! My brother's &ead' Abe,
my Abe! He's dead.”

There seems to be no truth in the re-
port that Mr. Gross committed suicide
because of financial troubles. Merchants
and bankers throughout the city say :he
firm’s " credit stands as high or higher
than any firm in the Northwest. A ~ut
in expensés was made some months ago,
and credit business suspended.” The
firm, of course. lost money in the havd
times ‘through nankrupt stocks from thig
and other places peing thrown on the
market. but has always been held up as
the solid firm of the city

Mr. Gross was always known as an
aggressive, energetic business man, sind
though but 28 years old, he had by enter-
pmse keen business foresight and untir-
ing industry, obtained a.'prominent posi-
tion among the leading merchants of the
Northwest. Several years ago he dealt
extensively in real estate, in which he
displayed excellent judgment ‘and acquir-
ed considerable property. His admirable
social qualities attracted a wide circle of
warm friends by whom he was held m
the highest esteem.

Like his brothers. llis and Morris, he
was a Thirty-second degree Mason and
a member of the Mystic Shrine. He was.
a member of the Riks, and usually at-
tended the social sessions of that arder,

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THE DEAD SET ON THE WATER
WORKS.

Mayor Teague and the board of alder-
men may as well come to the conclusion
that in water works fmprovements on
proposed lines they will receive the un-
reienting opposition of the Colonist.

that now supplies the city, says that the
eapacity is at least 2,000,000 gallbns per
day. The present city engineer, Mr. Wil-
mot, so reported to the council a year
ago; so, if we mistake not, did mr. Sum-
merfield, a former water commissioner.
The city engineers of Toronto and mamil-
ton, figuring it out for themselves, have
arrived at the same conclusion. That
guantity, therefore, may be accepted as
the average daily supply of the Klk Lake
ground for all time to come; having var-
ied little, if any, im twenty years, the
supply may be reasonably depended upon
to average 2,000,000 gallons per day, so
long, at least, as the tree-covered ground
is preserved in its present condition. The
present consumption is said by Mr. Wil-
mot to be 1,500,000 gallons per day, and
this, too, under a system that encourages
waste. Assuming the population of Vie
toria to be 25,000, this gives an average
per capita consumption of 60 gallons

.per day. Were Viectoria never to be-

come more populous her citizens would
never need to provide more water. But
Victoria will grow, and when the country
is wisely governed will grow rapidly. But
how much -will the population increase
next year, or the year after? TUnder
present conditions can we reasonably look
forward to an increase in excess of five
or ten per cent. per annum? That would
add at the most 2500 souls every year to
our population. In three years, at that
rate of growth, the average supply of
Elk Lake would not be reached; there
would be water enough for every person
and to spare. In view then of the in-
adequacy of the Elk Lake supply for a
population of about 35,000—some say
90,000—is it not a common-sense, busi-
ness-like proposal to expend $140,000—
yes, or twice that sum—to purify and
conserve the water and at the same time
preserve this valuable asset to the city?
Would it not be the height of madness to
follow the knavish advice of those who
are seeking to “bear” the property of the
‘people in order—let it be plainly stated—
that private speculators may step in and
make money at the expense of the
masses. :

The duty of the council, after they
‘have made the present water service as
perfect as it can be made, will be to look
abroad for an additional supply to pro-
vide for the future and to guard against
the possible -contingency of a rapid.
growth of population. Having an am-
ple supply of pure water for the present,
the city will be in a position to “talk
business” on more equal terms to any
private owners of water privileges who
may be in the market to sell ‘‘natural
advantages” back again to the people
from whom they were taken by an ignor-
ant legislature. To say nothing. what-
ever of the immediate benefits from im-
provement in the gquality of the water,
a few hundred thousands will not be too

high a price to pay - for the vantage

ground that the city will occupy in fu-!
ture negotiations. Ruin the water works,
following the Colonist’s advice, and at
once the price of “privileges” will go up
enormously. The Goldstream jroposi-
tion would then; probably, be worth a
couple of millions, ‘and the city would
either have to buy it at ‘the price put
apon it by the owners, or the citizens
would have to buy Goldstream
water at whatever price the “water bar-
ons” might decide to let them have it at.

‘We believe. we voice “public opinion
when we say that the sole right to all the
water supply contiguous to the eity should
bave been reserved foréver for the com-
munity. The city, as we maintained at
the time the “grab” was successfully
made, will some day find it necessary to
supplement the Elk Lake supply, and for

that same reason we still believe .that
the time will come—although it may be
years hence—when the privileges that
were given to the Goldstream company
will be demanded back again. The price
to be paid may or may not be the specula-
tive valuation fixed upon them by those
who were favored by the legislature, but
it is clear that the better the supply from
Elk Lake the less will be the sam the
people will pay for the return of a “na-
tural opportunity” which should never
have heen taken from them.

There are, then, these two good rea-
sons for Elk Lake improvement: 1st, the
n¢cessity of puritying and conserving
present supply, which is ample for the
time being; (2nd.), the consequent cheap-
ening of the price of the Goldstream
proposition as a possible desideratum of
the future.

A TARIFF BENEFICIARY.

If we are to. believe the government,
these immense subsidies are paid in order
to foster the industry and for the pur- |
pose of increasing the ‘employm~nt for '
working men in Canada and enabling the '
employers to pay higher wages than are |
paid to the workingmen of Great Britain.
It appears that though paid these great
bounties and so highly protected, the !
manufacturers of pig iron in what is
claimed to be a'time of prosperity under !
a protection tariff are dismissing some of |
their men, reducing the wages of the |
rest, and taking a further shave off all:
their expenditures and bringing them un- |
der conditions which are little removed
from slavery. It is fitting that protec-
tion, which has fostered and developed
and promoted monopolies, combines and
trusts for the oppression of the consum-
ers, should complete its tyrannical work
by fostering the store system of enslav-
ing the workingmen. If the merchants, i
farmers and werkingmen of Canada do :
not combine at the next election to free
commerce, trade and industry from the
shackles which the protected manufac-
turers have bribed them into fettering
taemselves with under the name of pro-
tection, it will not be because the tyran-
ny of the system has not been made ap-
parent.

JOAQUIN MILLER’'S VIEWS.

Hawaiian Political Prisoners Confined
in Poorly Ventilated Cells.

San ' Francisco, March 28.—Joaquin
Miller has returned from Hawaii. The
poet left Homolulu suddenly, with no
baggage than a copy of his poems. His
intended departure. was kept a secref,
as he says he was afraid the officials
of the government would put him in
prison. Miller is very bitter against the
men in control in Hawaii, He denoun-
ces the treatment accorded the political
prisoners as barbarous in the extreme.
He says that men are dying in prison
for want of air and proper food. He pre-
dicts that a ﬂ‘ibusterin’g expedition' will
be organized to go to Honolulu to res-

cue the political prisoners. When asked !

if he had done with Hawaii the poet
said:

*“I have not begun. I am going to
wait and see who goes down there to
liberate those men. Possibly they may
be set at liberty when their captors are
badly scared, for they are awful cow-
ards. But if they do not liberate them,
the very last and .lowest of the politi-
cal prisoners, and then return the lands
appropriated from the natives and the
queen under the name of crown lamds, I
shall go to Japan. I am no stranger at
tue Japanese court. I think I shall only
have to state the case and promise po-
litical rights to the 20,000 contract slaves
of Japan down. there to get an ironclad.
There are hundreds of good men down
there kept in the vilest prisons by men
who betrayed a woman:-and robbed her,
and there is plenty of gold and a king-
dom ' waiting for whoever will liberate
those good men. The soldiers down
there will not fight for Dole. They won't
fight to keep those men in prison. It is
not human. In fact, they are all falling
out. 1 doubt if Dole has any friends at
all who ‘are not under pay as civil or
military officers, or in some ‘way selfish-
ly interested in his oligarchy. There has
been nothing nearly so monstrous since
the rein of terror. The yard in front of
the penitentiary is crowded with poor na-
tive women waiting turns to see father,
husband, son. 1 have often gone early
in the morning and waited the whole day
through without venturing to interecede.
I bad to be very careful for fear I
might do harm instead of good. I am
in possession of fearful faets. I call the
attention of the world to these, after
waiting too long. Too many are in jail
down there, If that prison were here
the women of California would not let
it stand two days.” ’

Miller makes an appeal for books to
be sent to the political prisoners, as they
have nothing to do and nothing to read,
and unless they have something to do
to divert their minds they may go mad.

Speaking of President Dole, Miller
said:

“He is. perhaps, the noblest looking
man to be found at the head of any gov-
ernment. But how he can go to church
regularly, "as he does, breathing the
fresh, sweet Sunday air of Honoluln,
with those hundreds of hollow eyes peer-
ing through the bars, and those livid lips
gasping for breath, is something' I do
not know.” .

O® the ex-queen, Miller said:

“Of all those who participated in her
arrest and trial, and of all that was said
and done, the only Christian was that
poor, dusky old woman in the midst of
hundreds of cruel men. The only. Chris-
tian act or utterance came from her.”

He says that Maj. Seward, Col. Ash-
ford, T. W. Walker and other white
traitors are confined in cells only five by
eight feet. Two men are in each cell.
They are allowed an airing two hours
during the day. The average tempera-
ture in the cells is about 80 degrees.

THE CUBAN REBELLION.

British Sailor Shot to Death in the
Streets of Santiago.

Baltimore, March 28.—At two a.m., on
March 19, Spanish sentries murderously
sliot and killed a seaman on the British
steamship Laurestina and badly wounded
a Cuban negro at Santiago, Cuba. The
British government is investigating, and
complications between England and
Spain may result. The Laurestina ar-
rived here this afternoon from Santiago.

WANT CHEAP FUBL.

Kbootenay Cannot Import Coal-and Coke
for Mining Operations.

As mining in Kootenay reaches a basis
of practical work, and the product of the
mines goes out into the markets of the
world in competition with that from oth-
er districts, the need of facilities of
different kinds that will lessen the ‘cost
of production forces itself to the notice
of the miners. Great strides have been
made in the matter of transportation,
and the matter of fuel is now fercing it-
self up for attention. Speaking on that
point this morning a gentleman recently
from the ‘district said: . “Kootenay, and
even that district west of the Columbia
river, want cheaper coal and coke. It is
to be had almost at their door in Crow’s
Nest Pass, but without a railway it
might be anywhere else on earth. The
C. P. R. and British Columbia Southern
have charters to build the line, and the
people of Kootenay are wondering right
now what they are gving to do. As an il-
lustration let me point out the situation
which confronts the Pilot Bay smeélter.
The management is importing coke from
washington at a cost of $13.75 per ton,
and I believe the first cost is $5 and the
freight $§R.75. - Now a reasonable ¢harge
for the same article shipped from Crow’s
Nest I'ass would be $7, leaving a balance
in its favor of $6.75 on every ton in com-
parison with the Washington article. It
would perhaps be all right if the Ameri-
can tariff did not go so hard against the
shipments of lead from the smelter. Be-
tween Marchil6 and 27 about 600,000
pounds of bulﬁon was shipped to Aurora,
Il It all went forward in bond to be
refined, and for every ton of the lead

sold in. the United States $20 duty will |

have to be paid. It went in bond, and
will all be returned to Canada, perhaps
to Toronto and Montreal. - Of cotrse
when the smelter has a refinery added it
will be independent in the matter of trade
conditions, but to compete with the add-
ed disadvantage of custly fuel is an un-
favorable contest. Kootenay wants
cheap fuel and must have it.”

A Siberian Town Where the Mercury
Drops out of ' Sight.

The word ‘“arctic” has been very much

in evidence during the cold weather of
. the last few~weeks. and perhaps there
!are those who imagine that it couid hard-
%ly be colder at the North Pole than it
i has been in England lately. To them
{the followingfagts and figures may be
| mteresting. The coldest inhabited spot
;on the earth is the little town of Wercho-
! jansk, in Siberia, which is situated 67 de-
jgrees 34 minutes, north latitude, 133
| degrees B minutes east longitude. 'Lho
lowest temperature observed there - is
|90.4 degrees Fahrenheit below zero. The
laverage temperature for January is 63.4
!degrees below; February, 50.8 degrees
i beiow; March, 38.4 degrees below; April,
i 32 degrees below; May, 32 degrees below;
| June, 30 degrees below; July, 57.2 de-
! grees below: August, 42.8 degrees below;
. September, 28,4 degrees below; October,
;4 degrees below; November, 4 degrees
| below; December, 58 degrees below. The
ftertible cold which prevails in Kastern
! Siberia is, fortunately, not accompanied
| by wind, for otherwise no human being
lcould exist there. The minimum tem-
perature at Jakutsk is 79.6 degrees Fan-
i renheit below, and at Ustjansk, 83.2 de-
i grees below, and during the whole month
jof = January _the thermometer never
 reaches the height of 1.4 degrees Fahren-
. heit.

The winters are extraordinary dry in
{this region. The lowness of tempera-

ture is due to.the fact that Eastern Si-
!beria is not influenced by oceanic depres-
sions,” and a. very high atmospheric pres-
_sure, with calm, clear weather and a dry
i atmosphere, prevails. In this way the
i warm air currents are aided in their es-
icnpe while the high mountain ranges in
i the south and east tend to imprison the

mysses of eold air. Hedenstrom and
‘\’Vx'angell have published very ‘remark-
{ able reports on the effect of the cold upon
| the Hying organism in Siberia. If the
| temperature sinks to 20 degrees Fahren-
heit every breath that is drawn causes
pain in the chest and lungs; old tree
{ trunks burst with the frost; rocks are
i shattered jith: a noise like thander, and
deep chasms form in the ground from
which streams of water rush steaming,
ionly to be turned into icé the next mo-
ment.—Westminster Gazette.

SEA PASTURES.

Scome of the Curious Vegetable Organ-
isms That Live in the Ocean.

At the Tmperial Institute last waek
Mr. George Murray of the British Mus-
erm gave a lectureon ‘“I'he Pastures of
the Sea,” which consisted of a brief ac-
count of the vegetable organisms which
live in the ocean. Treatilg first of those
sea-weeds which grow near the land, he
said they do not occur at a greater depth
than fifty. fathoms,. . ifhey may. be class-
ified according to: their color into red,
olive-brown “and ‘green, and  this ‘class-
ification corresponds fairly well with the
netural one founded on the considerat-
iors of strnetire.

The . red seaweeds grow below low
water mark, the green at high - water
mark,' and the olive-brown between 'he
marks. The colors appear to stand in
direct relation with the supply of light,
since sea water stops those rays which
are especially concerned in the formation
of chlorophyll. The red pigment perhaps
acts as a shicld to protect the plant from
the bliie rays which pass through sea
water most abundantly. But in view of
the teeming animal life of the sea, these
trifling amounts of coast seaweeds can-
not be considered sufficient to maintain
the necessary balance between animal
and vegetable life. " This is effected by
the floating microscopic plants  which
are found in almost all waters, some-
tiwres in immense masses, as in the Red
Sea, which takes its name from their
color. They occur in fresh waters, too:
the spray of the fountains in Kensingio)
Gardens in Avtumn has a blue green
tint which is ‘due to the presence of a
species of this plant.

‘Ine floating weed in the Sargasso
sea is a puzzling phenomenon.. It has
been supposed:to be seawed washed off
from the Antilles, but, unfortunately for
that theory, no plant of the same species
has ever been found growing in those
islends. In conclusion 1he lecturer urged
the ‘necessity of further study of the
ocean and its economy.—London Times.

AH SIN AS A DENTIST.

The Chinese Methods of Treating the
“Hell o’ a’ Diseases.”

It would seem that in dentistry, as
well as in ways that are dark, *the hea-
:the Chinee is peculiar,” and in the
“Journal of the British Dental Associat-
ion” 'C. Robbins has communicated some
curiors essays on he subect written in

sbowing that his pals were trying to |

English by Chinese students at ~ the
Anglo-Chinese College, Woochow. They
describe in quaint language the perform-
ance of the dentists, who are usually in-
tinerants of the Sequah order. They up-
pear to have three methods of treatment:
First, extraction, the patients attent-
ion being disraced and his lamenations
being overpowered by the beating of a
loud gong; second, the application of
arsenic to ' kill an exposed - pulp; and,
third; the extraction.of “tooth worms.’
This latter operatior, usually performed
by women, is very frequenly resorted to,
and undoutedly womrms are produced
from the tooth, as these amateur demnt-
ists adopt the same principle as he ..tho-
tomist in the story—who used always to
provide against his diagonsis had been
mistaken by taking a peuvwvie of suitable
size in his waistcoat pocket—and them-
selves introduce these worms, which are
usually concealed under their long finger
nails. A Chinese student describes the
operation thus:

‘“Now let me advert to the practice of
extracting the tooh worms, One of my
relations was once attacked by a severe
cold, and®after the cold was broken up
by testoring activity of the skin he had
neuralgia whic gave him such intense
suffering that he could neither eat or
repose, but moaned with a voice so aud-
ible and so plaintive that it sent a thrill
to the heart of every one in the house.
On the second day his suffering increas-
ed to a remarkable degree; indeed, it is
impossible, even at this distant period,
to reflect .without horror on the miseries
of his toothache stite i"inally he sub-
milited to the operation of a woman den-
ist, whose agency was to arrest tooth
worms. Her general operation is as
follows: A chopstick and-a silver pin are
~he only instruments she requires in her
rormal act. She is willing to exhiht
them to any one who coneceives an in-
clination of discerningz her trickery.” She
brings the chopstick in contact with the
diseased tooth and cantiously pokes it
through ith a pin in search of the odious
worms;.after a while scrapes out a lump
of yellow minute worms on the chop-
stick and immerses it in a cup of water.
Each lump consists of from ten to
fifteen worms, and sometimes 200 or 300
wortas tre scraped if the patient makes
ar exact bargain ,at,,ﬁl;s,t that the fee
should be - defrayed dccording to” the
number of worms seraped: T'he general
fee is 400 cash (about 28 ¢ents), ‘and
only the poor may take advantage of
being in penury to ray 200 cash.

FREIGHT RATES.

Interior Farmers Trying to Get Fair
Rates From the C.P.R.

Inland Sentinel.
The committee appointed at the méet-

ing called by Mr. T. G. Earl on Mon-
day week to discuss freight rates met
at the Dominion hotel on Saturday last,
with- Messrs. T. W. Graham, V. D. Cur-
ry, and J. Pearson Shaw present. The
probuible guantities of farm produce like-
ly to be shipped, the :prices, and what
rates could be paid, still leaving the

grower a fair return for his produce,
were discussed at length. It was finally
concluded that the amounts would be as
follows: Potatoes and vegetables—Sal-
mon Arm and Tappen Siding, 10 cars,
Shuswap 30 cars, Ducks 6 cars, Kam-
loops ten cars; hay—Shuswap 100 ecars,
Ducks 4 cars, Kamloops 10 cars. This
would-be providing that.a rate of $3 per
ton to Vancouver in car lots could be ob-
tained. If this rate cannot be -Secured
the output in vegetables would be about
one-half. In view of the fact that large
quantities of vegetables are annually de-
stroyed by being sidetracked, the com-
mittee strongly urge the C.P.R. to put on
a car twice a week each way for per-
ishable articles. Should these rates be
obtained it was estimated that the out-
put next year would be doubled. The
! committee also urged that a decision be
reached within. two weeks if possible
that the farmers may arrange their crops
for planting. 3

It is .ntended
t» be arpplicable for veneering swherever
required and is particularly adapted for
vestibule and other doors, the exterior of
the glass having the appearance of high-
ly polished wood, while in the interior of
tke house it will appear semi-transpar-
ent.

{ 'il_\ carrying the invention into practice,
a zheet of ground or plain glass is taken
of any desired size and clouded he same
on one side with a liquid dye of a proper
celor to represent any desired wood,
wi/ch dye is applied by means of a
sponge for delineating the grain of the

[the giess: . The shading is softened by
means of a badger brush. Photographer's
vernish is then caused to flow on the
Zlans, anc leaves the grain clear and fast
without the necessity of using any. gela-
t'nous substance, which would render it
linbie to crack or spoil the effect. To
compiete the operation the glass is then
siightly heated, and:tlge various shades of
Jyo required for .the'particular wood to
be represented are caused to- flow over it
by means of a syringe. The glass is
keated in order to prevent the shadings
from 1merging into each other. The whole
is then made semi-trunsparent by apply-
ing aunother coat of photographer’s varn-
is%), 8o as to prevent the dyes from be-
ing effaced, while the exterior . surface
presenis the appearance of a highly pol-
ished solid wood finish.-—Exchange.

NEWS OF THE OLD WORLD

Lerd Rosebery Gaining Strength.l

But His OCeondition is
Siill Alarming.

William Court Gulley to be Nomin-
ated by the Cabinet for the

& Speakership.

London, March 31.—With the Prince
of Wales’ return from the Riviera the
annouuncement is made that the Princess
of Wales is going to Copenhagen next
week to visit her parents, the king and
queen of Denmark. The Princess has
spent very little time in Kngland during
tne past two years. Incidentally, it is
announced that the Prince of Wales
will soon pay another visit to the Harl
and Countess of Warwick, the latter be-
ing more generally known as the tamous
beauty, Lady Brooke, her former title.
In the Prince of Wales' set much regret
is expressed at the fact that the gale of
Saturday last did much damage in the
grounds of Sandringham Palace, the resi-
dence of the prince. It is said that the
loss by the storm will foot up over $10,-
000.

Influenza is no longer a startling fea-
ture of London, although many victims
of the epidemic are still on the debatable
ground between recovery and relapse.

Ther Lancet and British Medical Jour-
nal both announce that Lord Rosebery
has gained strength comnsiderably, and
that he was able this week to sleep with-
out the use of narcotics. At the same
time it is learned that the premier’s phy-
sicians are much alarmed on account of
the fact that his stomach has given out
and that his system refuses to respond to
stimulants. On top of this the premier
insists upon attending daily to certain
business, which makes the situation un-
favorable to recovery.

A subscription has been opened for
James MecNeill Whistler by the Pall Mall
(vazetie, and a number of artists are con-
tributing to the fund. Mr. George
Moore, the novelist, who acted as inter-
mediary between Whistler and Sir Will-
iam Kden, and who was challenged by
the artist to fight a duel; 'says: ‘I ecan-
not fight the old gentleman: The ground
of the quarrel is too infinitely small for
Whistler to invite me to Belgium. He
might as well ask me to dress like a red
Indian and parade Piccadilly with a tom-
ahawk.”

In the house of commons yesterday,
Dalzell, advanced Liberal member, moved
the adoption of a resolution to.give home
rule to England, Ireland, Scotland and
Wales. - John Redmond, the well known
Parneliite, who sits for Waterford City,
opposed the resolution, deelaring it meant

Lord Rosebery, the prémier, came es-
pecially to Epsom yesterday to preside at
a cabinet council at which, according to
the Daily News, foreign affairs and the
speakership were to be discussed. The
cabinet council decided to nominate Wil-
liam Court Gulley, Q. C., member of
parliament for Carlisle, for the speaker-
ship, to succeed Sir Arthur Wellesley
Peel. Gulley .was born in London in
1835, and educated in Trinity College,
Cambridge. He was president of Cam-

bridge Union, and was called to the bar.

at the Inner Temple in’1860. ~ He be-
came Queen’s Counsel in 1877, and a
bencher in 1877. He was appointed re-
corder of Wigan in 1886. He success-
fully contested Whitehaven in 1886. Gul-
ley is a Liberal, supporting Gladstone’s
Irish poiicy.

Lord Kimberley made a report upon a
long conference which he held with Bar-
on de Courcel, the French ambassador,
on Thursday, just prior to the delivery of
Sir Edward Grey’s speech in the house
of commons. It is stated also that the
foreign secretary presented dispatches
from Lord Dufferin, British ambassador
to France, treating of an interview he
had with M. Haneotaux, the French for-
eign minister, at which the latter express-
ed his most sincere desire to maintain the
most friendly relations between France
and Great Britain. M. Hanotaux made
the contention that the Fretch extensions
of territory in no way encroached upon
the: British ‘sphere, but declined to re-
cognize as British territory that included
in the upper Nile valley. The whole posi-
tion pivots upon the aecuracy of the in-
formation received by the foreign office.
Nothing is definitely known of the exact
whereabouts of the French expeditjon,
but reports received at Uganda from the
British agent at Wadelai have excited
the fears of the government and made
the upper Nile questfon as acute as ur-
gent.

Instructions which have been sent to
Uganda point .to the establishment of a
British protectorate over Unyoro and the
equatorial province formerly governed by
Emin Pasha, with stations along*the Nile
‘to Lado. The success of the British ne-
gotiations with France depends upon the
latter’s repudiating the ' encroachments
upon “the upper Nile, and probably M.
Hanotaux will propose a congress to set-
tle the dispute. From some unseen cause
England has shown unwonted determina-
tion to enforee her claims against a great
power, while the French seem reluctant
to go to ‘extremities. =~ The British atti-
tude of resolution, added to the talk in
diplomatic circles, is due to the German
and Ttalian entente in regard to the Af-
rican Hinterland, their awakened hostili-
ty to France and England’s reliance upon
her renewed friendship with Russia.

The negotiations looking te the raising
of a Spanish loan in Paris have collapsed

in the same way that they fell through in ;

London. The discrediting of Spanish
finances is shown in Paris by the action

\ of the Chambre syndicate in deciding on

BEHRING SEA CLAIMS.

What Was Said in Reply to Questions
in the British House of ‘Commons.

In the British House of Comons on
March 7, Sir R. Webster, one of the
ceunsel who presented Canada’s case to
the International Arbitration Tribunal
at Paris, said:

1 beg to ask the Under-Secretary of
State for Foreign Affairs whether Her
Majesty’s Government have any recent
imformation as to the present position of
the negotiations for the settlement of the
claimms made by the British sealers in
respect of the seizure of their vessels in
Behring Sea by the United States gov-
ernment prior to the Behring Sea arbi-
tration; whether he is aware that every
legal ground upon which such seizures
were attempted to be justified were de-
cided adversely to the United States
government by the award of the tribunal
at Paris, and that since the date of that
award the only question in difference
has been one of the amount of compen-
sation to be paid; whether, in order to
avoid further disputes and delay, the
ACanadian government many months ago
agreed to accept from the government of
the United States the sum of $425,000
in settlement of all claims; whether it
has come to the knowledge of Her Ma-
jesty’s government that great and grow-
ing dissatisfaction has arisen among Her
Majesty’s subjects in Canada by reason
of the delay in payment or settlement
of their claims; and whether Her Ma-
jesty’s government -propose any, and
wﬁat, steps to bring the matter to a con-
clusion by obtaining payment of the
agreed amount, or, if necessary, by ar-
bitration.

¥nder-Secretary of State for Foreign Af-

pensation on account of’ the seizure of

British sealing vessels by United States
cruisers prior to the Behring Sea Arbi-
tration. The legal questions submitted
to the Tribunal of Arbitration were de-
termined by a majority of the arbitrators
in a sense adverse to the contentions of
the United States government..The Can-
adian government. in order to avoid de-
lay and secure a prompt Settlement, con-
sented to accept $425,000 in settlement
of the claims. No representation has as
vet been received from the government
of the Dominion with regard to the pre-
sent position of -the question, but the
delay in the payment of the * claims
which are consequent upon the award of
the arbitrators must necessarily be felt
{0 be a cause of disappointment and
loss. Negotiations were _ originally in
progress for the reference to a commiss-
ion of all claims of British subjeets for
injuries sustained by them in Behring
sea for which compensation was claim>
ed to be due from the United States
under the award of the 'Tribunal of Ar-
bitration. These negotiations were sus-
pended when the offer of payment by
a lump sum was made by the United
States government. On . learning that
the house of representatives had. reject-
ed the propesal, Her Majesty’s embass-
ador at Washington was instructed by
telegraph 1o urge strongly the necessity
of an iminediate settlement, and to en-
quire whether the TUnited States secre-
tary ‘of state would at once resume the
negotiations for a convention. Sir J.
Pauncefote replied that Mr. Gresham
was quite prepared to resume negotia-
_tions at once. The convention, however,
when signed would have to be submitted
to ‘the senate for confirmation by a two
thirds majority, and unless a special ses-
sien was called, which appeared unlikely,
this could not be done until December
next. The secretary of state (Mr. Gres-

bam) has expressed to Her Majesty’s
.ambassador his deep regret and that of
the president at this unexpected turn of
affairs, and at the impossibility of pre-
venting the unfortunate delay -which
must now occur in discharging the na-
tional obligations of the United States
. regard to these claims.

SOME WORE FOR GRESHAM

The Affuir With Spain is Only a
Trifle Compared With
Other Matters.

Great Britain’s Action in Sout’
America is Causing Much
Comment.

Washington, March 30.-—Senator %m(:ge
of the foreign affairs committee in an
interview this morning said: “The af-
fair with Spain is not by any means the
most serious of the present foreign _com-
plications. All that is necessary is Fo
maintain the strong ground taken in
Gresham's letter. Far graver are tl}e
questions connected with the affair in
Nicararagua, Guatemala and Venezuela,

! the last of which is the most serious of

all. The Monroe doctrine committed the
United States to the principle that no
new government should be establisl}ed
and no new territory taken possession
of on the American continent by an
European power. It also declared. the
United States could not permit any inde-
pendent American government to be op-
posed or interfered with by any European
power. The Monroe doctrine would be
fraught with the greatest danger to the
honor: and political power of the United
States. Fngland has intimated, \Lodge
continued, that she will look after the
rights of her bond-holders in Guatemala.
The only way this can be done is by the
seizure of territory or Guatemalean rev-
enue. REither of these courses would be
a violation of the Monroe doctrine and
could not be permitted by the United
States. We cannot allow the establish-
ment of any Briush protectorate in Cen-
tral America.”

New York, March 30.—If England
either seizes territory or in any way at-
tempts to control the Nicaraguan govern-
ment an infraction of the Monroe doc-
trine occurs to which the United States
cannot possibly submit. In the Venezue-
lan case the Monroe doctrine has been
actually violated. The seizure of ter-
ritory by England there has been for
the purpose of getting control of the
mouth of the Orinoco. The matter is of
grave importance. ~ This seizure of terri-
tory is an infringement of the Monroe
doctrine of the worst kind. England
should be informed. in the firmest man-
ner that the United States regards any
infraction -of the Monroe doctrine as an
act of hostility -and will resist any such
infraction to the utmost, There is no
danger in the situation at all, except
from weakness on the part of our gov-
ernment.

PEPPERED WITH GOLD DUST.
A Montreal Man Claims that the M:nes
He Purchased Were Salted.

Dougal Graham, of Montreal, Canada,
has brought suit in the Circuit court,
through his attorneys, Delmas & Sho.rto
ridge, against A. O. Viertong and w_lt'e
for $10,000, the amount of bonds which
he deposited on the purchase of a group
of “salted” mines. The group is locat-
ed in Tuolumme county, California, and
is known as the Viertong mines, con-
sisting of the John Donkey, \War Eagl.e.,
Free Coinage, King Solomons Ophir,
Coarse ‘Gold and the mill site.

The complaint alleges that for some
time prior to the year 1894 the defend-
ants were the owners of a certain group
of mines in Tuolumme county, Cahfor-
nia;, and known as the Viertong miues,
and that from assays made from ores
taken from the mines the defendaats
knew they were of little or no value;
that in order to sellsthe property they
salted it and represented it through
John Griffin and F. W. Spencer, the lat-.
ter' living at San Rafael, as being of
great value. J. V. Brooks, purporting
to be a mining expert, made a false re-
port of the mines, and although he claim-
ed to be disinterested at the time ke has
since admitted that he was not.

1t is charged that the mines were salt-
ed with gold in dust, or in seclution, or
both, with such skill in the art of de-
‘ceiving that: in parts of the tunmnels the
rock appeared in place while ‘fragments
were broken off from the ledges and
mixed with the earth in such a manner
i as to mislead an intending purchaser.
Gold in this form was scattered over the
surface of the mines that the observer
readily concluded that it came from the
rock of the mines.

J. V. Brooks made a fine report on

it to F. W. Spencer, whom he described
as a prominent merchant doing business
at 721 Market street, San Francisco.
Griftin, who made the proposition to
Graham for a sale of the mines, was re-
ferred to Dr. N. J. Bird, a friend of the
plaintiff, living in this city, who, along
with Benjamin Peart, made axt examin-
ation of the mines. The samples of ore
which they brought-to the city were
so skilfully ‘doctored” that the assay,
reported a total value of $1,412.12 in
gold per ton of ore and $6 in silver.
Other assays were made by ex-State Ge-
ologist Henry G. Hanks and others, and
the ore was shown to be very rich. Sul-
phurets from the John Donkey mine ran
as high as $2,435.12 in yield of gold to
the ton.

Dr. Bird hastened to Montreal and in-
duced his friend Graham to come to
California and purchase the property.
He acted in good faith in the matter.
Expert Peart also made a favorable re-
port. As a result, Graham came to
California in June, 1894, and in company
with Professor J. T. Donald, a mining
engineer, visited - the Viertong mines.
Viertong: accompanied them,through the
tunnels and fraudulently pointed out the
alleged vein and its richest part.
He pauned out fifteen pounds of the

“prospects in freé goldl This-examination
made ‘in ° the “King Solomen’s
Ophir”’ tonnel
mine like experiments and representati-
ons were made. The samples were all
“salted,” showing $41.34 per ton, of
which $27.96 was free gold. ,

The plaintiff alleges that; relying on
the false and fraudulent representations
made to himself and his agents, and re-
lying on the false and fraudulent ore,
mill-runs, pan tests, etc., Graham en-
tered into an agreement with Viertong
and his wife tor the purchase of the
mines and on July 9, 1894, bonded the
property for $15,000. It was further
agrred that the purchaser should pay
$75,000 in different installments of $25,-
000 each.

Graham took possession of the mines
on August 17, 1894. Men were engaged
and drifts were ran norih and south in
each of the tunnels. In the “King Solo-
won” tons of rock or quartz were taken
out and scientifically assayed and ecare-:
fully milled. Tke results showed that
the rock’ was barren and worthless. The
*John Donkey” was also showed.to be
barren,

The defendant asks for judgment for
$10,000, which he paid on account on
August 16, 1804, together with interest
from date, also for the costs of suit.—
San Francisco Call.

LAW INTELLIGENCE.

Judgment Given in the Case of Lorimer
vs: Jensen.

Mr. Justice Walkem gave judgment
this morning in Lorimer vs. Jensen, dis-
missing the plaintiff’s case with costs.
This was an action brought by contrac-
tor William - Lorimer against William
Jensen, -proprietor of the Dallas Hotel,
for extra ‘work in' respeet of the con-
struction of the hotel, the plaintiff claim-
ing $2,755.95, all of which work it was
claimed was done before the completion
of the building. The building was ac-
cepted by the architect, the late E. Mec-
Cockrie, on the 18t of September, 1891,
upon which date he gave his final cer-
ticate in respect of the main contract,
and on the 1st of October, 1891, the ar-
chitect awarded a further certificate for
$668 for extras performed by the plain-
tiff. = This amount, together with that
owing on the original contract, was ad-
mitted to have been paid by orders given
by defendant in favor of various credit-
-ors. - In “October, 1891 defendant paid
the architect for his services. including
commission on extra work. In Janunary,
1893, the plaintiff obtained from the ar-
chitect two further certificates, one for
$2,012.75, and another for $743.20, the
former, as the plaintiff claimed, for ex-

Injunction Cases to Restrain Dumping of
Offal into the Fraser River.,

The offal cases heard in Vancouver be-

fore Justice Drake have attracted con-
| Siderable attention. Alexander Ewen
and D. J. Munn, the canners, are beiug
prosecuted. The attorney-genvral of
Canada seeks to restrain by injunetion
the defendants from permitting offal to
flow into the Fraser river during fishing
seasomn.
- Inspector of IVisherfes McNab swore
there. were 360,000 cases of salmon put
up last year and the cases weighed 4§
pounds. - One-third of the salmon was
offal.

- dvidence was given by David Melville,
George Halliday, Charles Freund, Mi-
chael O’Brien was to the effect that the
offal destroyed nets, was hurtful to sal-
mon, formed sandbanks, contaminated
the water and caused ill health to persons
ln-_u}g along the banks of the, river.

Fishery Officer Thomas MecNish swore
that the offal had an injurious effect on
t_he salmon, but did not prevent them
from going to the spawning grounds.

Dr. R. E. Walker gave opinion that
offal deposited in water developed fever
germs, ‘and attributed the fever at the
mouth of the Fraser to that fact
_4This closed the plaintiff's case, and
Charles Wilson, Q. C., the crown attor-
ney, argued-the matter,

Aulay Morrison, . solicitor for the de-
{endauts, .at Once- moved tfor 8 sEon-suit
on the ground that no evidence had been
given to support the claim. There was
no evidence that the defendants were
dumping offal now, nor that they intend-
ed or threatened to do so.

Justice Drake told Mr.  Wilson he had
better amend his statement and thus get
over the difficulty and prevent a new ac-
tion. It would be as well to settle the
matter by these actions, and he advised
an adjournment.

Mr. Morrison pressed his application:
that he was entitled to a non-suit, as the
gist of the action had not been touched.
Leave to amend, however, was granted
plaintiff.

At Wednesday’s session Dr. Bell-Irving
said he did not attribute typhoid fever to
contamination of the water by salmon of-
fal. At the canneries the Chinese, In-
dians and whites .were all crowded to-
gether with little regard to sanitary con-
ditions.

BRITAIN *T0 ‘NIC.ARACUA.

Southern Republic Given t.ots of
Time to Make Reparation
to Britishers.

Hatch Recognized by Nicaragua
as a Representative of
Great Britain.

Washington City, March 28.—The ul-
#mnatum issued by Great Britain to Nic-

' aragua was given out here last night. It

is addressed to Senor Barrios, minister
of Nicaragua, and contains among other
things the following statement: 3
“Her Majesty’s government has cave-
fully considered the voluminous docu-
ments enclosed in your note of Novem-
bor 22 last, which you have communi-
cated to me in justilication of the pro-
ceedings of the Nicaraguan government
in regard to Minister Hatch, British pro-
consul, and certain other British subects
who were arrested in August last in the
Mosquito reservation, imprisoned and ex-

apy form of trial. but without any com-
munication to them of the charges
sgainst them, so as to afford an oppor-
tunity of absolving themselves. Before
proceeding to the examination made of
those ducuments, I may observe that al-
though Minister Hatch was not, strict-
ly speaking, an officer in Her Majesty's
consular service, it might have been ex-
pected that the Nicaraguan authorities
who carried on a correspendence with
him and made use of his services in a
consular capacity whenever and so long
as it snited their convenience to do so,
would, as a matter of ordinary courtesy,
have communicated to Her Majesty’s
gevernment before resorting to so ex-
treme a measure as the arrest of that
gentlemam”

The document then gives a historical
resume of the event, principally as print-
ed in the English and American news-
papers during the last six months. The
document says: “With regard to the
conduct of Mr. Hatch, Her Majesty’s
government is satisfied with the report
of her Majesty’s naval officers that it
was perfectly correct during the time
that he acted as British pro-consul.”

Continuing, the document’'says: *“I do
not know that there are any other points
in the document that you have communi-
cated to me of sufficient importance that
I should specially notice them. I have
only to request that yon will without de-
lay, inform the Nicaraguan government
that Her Majesty’s: government cannot
admit that any adequate or reliable evi-
dence has been produceéd to:justify the
arbitrary and violent -action taken
against the queen’s subjects.”

“They hold the Nicaraguan governmert
responsible for these procedings and they
must require them to pay;ithe sum of
#£15,000 on account of theiraction in-ar-
resting, imprisoning - andi'expelling the
British subjects; further;, to cancel un-
congditionally the decree of exile  issued
against them, and to agree to the con-
stitution of a committee to assess the
losses sustained by them in ‘their proper-4
ty or goods in reserve, owing to the ac-
sion of the Nicaraguan authorities. ‘Such
commission is to be composed of a Brit-
ish representative, a Nicaraguan repre-
sentative and a jurist not a ‘eitizen of
any American ‘state, to be selected .by
agreement between the Nicauaguan and
the government of Her Majesty, and
failing in such agreement, by the presi-
dent of the Swiss republic.’ The findirg
of the commission to be by a majority,
and the awards to be final and to be
paid within three months of the conclu-
sion of their labors.

“Besides the cases of British subjects
arrested in the Mosquito reserve, there
are those of others who have suffered at
the hands of the Nicaraguan authori-
ties, namely, Arthur E. Sykes, of Shef-
field, England, who had been working in
the osiosquito reserve as an engineer, and
was serving in that capacity on board
the Buena Ventura., when on the night
of July 30 he was forced at the point
of the bayonet by Nicaraguan soldiers to
get up steam and take a@arty down the
river to the Bluefields bluff; and was, on
the' arrival there, fortunately released by

. the captain of the United States steamer

Marblehead: also Joseph A. Galea, a Ja-
maican, settled in Great Corn island,
who, early in 1894, was beaten with the
flat of a sword for refusing to perform
military service and then made to serve.
There is further unwarrantable seizure
of the British schooner Angelia by the
government of Corn island and the de-
tention of her owner and citizen. These
outrages Her " Majesty’s government
must also have satisfaction for; and they
require that £500 be paid as indemnity.

“In previous letters which I have ad-
dressed to you I have explained that Her
Majesty’s government is not prepared to
discuss any question with regard ‘to the
treaty of Managua and the recent pro-
ceedings in the Mosquito reserve until
this matter of arrest and imprisonment
of British subjects has been disposed of.
So soon as the demands which I have
made in my present note be satisfied, 1
shall be prepared to receive and consider
in a friendly spirit any representations
of those questions which the Nicaraguan
government may desire to make to Her
Majesty’s government. I am. sir, with
highest consideration, your humble and
obedient servant. KIMBERLY."”

The minister of railways, who
wu- quite a knocker in his younger days,
repiied ‘quickly with his right and laid
out the minister of public works. To
prevent a free fight, $ir ‘Hibbert I'upper,
vilio is handy with his fists, agile in body
ard good avoirdupois, sprang between the
two heavy weights. ~ Thig'is said to have
ended the scrap. Of course no ¢ne was
[resent outside the ministers themselves,
br.. such is the story which is on every-
one’s lips, and which is related as a fact.
The clerks of the department vouch for
hearing the noise in their different offices
along the corridors.

A¢ any rate Mr. Ouimet has in the end
stcceeded. His whole political career
has been devoted to kicking and he would
niever have been heard of but for that.
He was made speaker of the commons
because Sir John Macdonald wanted to
ot rid of him because of his kicking pro-
pencities. .

«alal which made room 8 of the bouse of
commons famous. He kicked when out at
the front in the northwest rebellion, and
alikough entering into a ~compact with
Chepleau not to enter the ministry if the
fermer resigned he took the job as soon
as it was offered to nim. Mr. Ouimet
has got little politics outside df himself
ami his French compatriots.

scheols.

The question at issue is not as to
whether Manitoba is to have separate
schools o1 not, but if the federal author-
ity is geing to demand that the province
estublish such schools against the will
of the vast majority of the people. Here
in Ontarie the people have been for many
Yyears fighting against the encroachment
of the federal authority on the provincial
dcmain. © We have had a  bounduy
award case, the streams bill, the liquor
license case, all of which the province
won after an expenditure of much money
anu hard legal political contests.. We
were asked to vote for the Jesuit Estates
act in Quebee ou the grounds that it was
an infringement on provincial rights for
the Dominion to interfere, Indeed. it will
£o Gown to history that the late Alexan:
dor Mackenzie left his room at 2 o’clock
in the worning, although paralyzed in
b dy. to cast a vote with the government
to which he was opposed on the ground
that he was doing 8o in the defense of
rrovincial ‘rights. = 8ir John Thompson
on that occasion said that the enact-
m.ents of the provincial legislatures were
even stronger than the laws of the Do-
imion or the imperial parliament itself,

arid never ought to be interfered with
in ‘matters over which the province had
jurisdiction.

Take the experience of Manitoba itself.
Its railway charters were dissallowed to

Leen a rebellion if the federal authority
di1 not finally allow thé province to run
its road to the south. 1In this regard
Mavritoba fought out the battle and Brit-
ish Columbia has not to do so, #lthough

ion would agree to British Columbia
chartering certain railways to the south.

I+ is just probable that in this school
case British ‘Columbia may be able to
lend a helping hand to its neignboring
province, for: there is very little doubt
bw the Northwest will do so.

The government is weyidently going to
meke an issue of the school case, so as to
dvaw attention away from the tariff, the
deficits and the Curran bridge scandal.
ete  This can searcely be done. . It was
just like what a Tory government would
like¢, namely to set the people by the ears
on a race and religious howl so that the
gcvernment’s iniquity might be hid.

1- is worth' while mentioning that no
one but a Tory ever made an attack on
the rights of the province. It was Hon.
John Costigan who -wanted the govern-
ment to interfere in the New Brunswick
schcol case and it was Sir Jokhn Mac-
dongld who meddled in the Letellier case
inn Quebec. Now we have Sir Miackenzie
Fowell at the throat of Manitoba.

REDUCING SALARIES.

Presbyterian Mission Board Reducing
Salaries Throughout Canada.

He Tells His Tale to Coroner Hasell
i and Jury Regarding the
! Wrecked Velos

And How the Ili-fated Crew Aboard
Her Came to Their Un-
Pimely Death.

The William Law inquest was resumed
this afternoon before Coroner Hasell.
Mr. P. S. Lampman appeared on behalf
of the representatives of Law and Will-
iam Ward was present for the agents of
the Velos, Robert Ward & Co.

The evidence was heard in the provin-
cial court room.

Captain Anderson, of the Velos, said
he had ecaptained the tug Velos since last
October and had been steamboating alto-
gether 14 years. When they started
from Victoria harbor there was not much
wind, but the glass was down to 30. At
the San Pedro the wind increased and
was blowing northeast. He had towed
in Johnson’s Straits in more wind, but
never towed the Pilot in such a heavy.
sea. ‘I first got a heavy sea inside Trial
Island, and, when one and a half miles
beyond, the sea was very heavy. Mate
Christiansen and I then discussed what
to ‘do and we decided to go back. I
was at the wheel. "We got around and
the mate came and said ‘hard aport.”

Conservative journals have different

“ BALANCE OF TRADE.”

In the can\{paign of 1878 the Tory writ-
ers and speakers had a- great deal to say
in regard to the ‘balance of trade,”
which they complained loudly, was ‘‘ad-
verse’’ to Canada. “Look how much big-
ger our imports are-than our exports; the
National Policy will change all that and
make our exports exceed our imports.”
Such was one of the nonsensical cries
_with which the piratical pelicy was sup-
ported. Nowadays there is not much
heard about the ‘‘balance of trade” the-
ory, but occasionally a “fresh” advoeate

CHINA COUNTS HER LOSSES.

Detailed Statement of Losses for the
six Months Between July
and December,

Further Particulars by Mail of
some of t“e Battles in
the East.

Tokio, March 14.——{Correqundence .(_)f
the United Press per S. S. City of Rio
de Janeiro.)—It appears that the resplute
stand made by a portion of the Chinese
troops in New Chwang on March Tth
was not of a deliberate character. Gen-
eral Wu's army was quite unpreparcd
for the Japanese commander’s brilliant
counter march, and believed him to be
still pursuing the Liao Yang army which
pad fled northward after suffering a de-
foat at his hands on the last day of Feb-
ruary. New Chang was thus faken by
surprise and its garrison ‘of 20,000 men
retreated as speedily as ‘possible. =But
some five or six thousand, finding their
line of escape cut off, took refuge-in the
houses of the town, barricading them-
selves as best they could. The Japan-
ese troops struck up-one of the war songs
that they haveé been accustomed to sing
throughout the campaign, and as they
¢hanted the stentorian chorus, they blew
epen the houses with guncotton and -cut

down the Chinese soldiers within, wield- |
ing their weapons in unisen with the re- |

frain.

The Chinese, flying from Tien Chwang :

'fai on March 9, set fire to the town and
burned it to the ground. A consider-
able quantity of material of war was
destroyed in the: conflagration. © At Ying
Kow the principal spoils taken by the
Japanese were 56 cannon of various cali-

bre, 243 stands of rifles. half a million

rounds of large and smeall ammunition,
a .ship of war. two small steamers and a
kundred junks.

The first detailed statement made by
the Chinese themselves of their casuali-
ties during the war has appeared in a
rewspaper called the Shenpao, published
in Shanghai. < It shows that from the
sinking of the Ko Shung on July 25th to
the battle of Kang Wasaion on Decem-
ber 10th the Chinege killed were 6.680,
the wounded 9,600 and the prisoners
1,164. The same account puts the Jap-
anese killed at 413 and wounded st
1,712. The figures are not accurate, but
eonstitute a remarkable admission com-
ing from the Chinese side.

Washington, April 2.—The Japanese le-
gation is in receipt of a cable message
confirming the dispatches that peace ne-
gotiations have been resumed between
the plenipotentiaries on the part of Jap-
an and China.

CHANG'S ASSASSIN.
Sentenced to Pefial “Servitude for Lite.
The Armstice.

Simonoseki, March 31.—Koyama Ro-
kunseki, the young Jap who attempted
to assasinate Li Hung Chang, has been
sentenced to penal servitude for life.

The armistice established by the order
of the Mikado extends te April 21, but
it will terminate if the peace conferen-
ces are broken in the meantime. Ac-
cording to the terms of the armistice,
ithe movement of troops and the transe
portation of contraband of war by sea
is- forbidden. New distributing . of
troops, not intended to augment the
armijes in the field, is allowed.

Washington, April 1.—The Chinese
legation has received a cablegram from
Pekin stating that the condition of Li
Hung Chang is still a matter of doubt.
It does not express fear of serious re-
sults, but the tenor of the dispatch: is
s:» ch to indicate that it is still too early
to feel assur=d that the envey is entire-
Iy out of danger.

Now that suspension >f hostilities has
been directed, there is a renewal of in-
terest as to the terms of peace to tol-
low. While there is no definite informa-
tion on that subject at the Chinese lega-
tion, the opinion - prevails -that the
mwoney indemnity will be paid largely
silver, which is ‘the metal in common
use in China.

Secretary  Gresham hLas Teceived of-
ficial confirmation of the. declaration of,
an unconditional armistice by the Em-
peror of Japan. It is not understood
here that it is in any sense equivalent to
a declaration of peace, but it is believed
that there is not likely to be resumption
of bhostilities, It is quite certajn that
Japan will abate none of her demands
on account of the armistice. In fact,
the granting of theé latter is looked upon
as a shrewd move by the Japanese Em-
peror to dipinish the harmful effect of
the attack upon ILi Hung Chang. If
the wur were prosecuted now it woald
have the effect to force .the peace neo-
tiations to a speedy conclusion, and it
is realized by the Japanese that in the
present state of feeling caused by the
attack they scarcely conld insist upon
as good terms of peaee as can be real-
ized after the lapse of a few weeks,
when the first impresion will have worn
cff.

New York, April 1..—The rise in silver
of the last few days is due to the graut-
ing of an armistice and renewed hopes
of 2 declaration of peace between China
and Japan, on terms which will compel
China to pay a Reavy indemnpity. there-
bs forcing her to come into the market
as 4 silver buyer. It is expected also
that with the close of the war a revival
of the trade in the East will take place
which will make an increased demand
for silver.

BISMARCK HAS HIS ENEMIES

Comments of Some of the German
Papers on the Vote in
the Reichstag.

Majority of the Nation Disapprove
of the Decision—Emper-
or’'s Address.

Berlin, April 1.—The refusal ef the
majority of the reichstag to 'celebrate
Pringe Bismarck’s birthday, Emperor
William’s bitter comment thereon, and
the scenes which occurred at Friedrichs-
ruhe last week, have altogether put the
Germans in a feverish condition, and
public opinion s expressed much more
generally and outspoken than is custom-
ary. The Conservative and National Lib-

; eral press vigorously demounce the reich-

stag majority, one paper in Leipsic going

to the extent of saying that ‘‘they ought

to be buried like so much carrion.”

So far as tue spontaneous utterances
of popular feeling are concerned, the
vast majority of the German people cer-

{ tainly disapprove of the reichstag’s de-

cision. A significant sign of this is the
fact that througuout the week, when-
ever the emperor appeared publicly, both

| in Berlin and elsewhere; he was the re-

cipient of popular ovations. Thousands
of people lined Unter den Linden on
Monday and cheered him, and this has
been repeated every day since. On the
othef hand, the Centrist, Radical and
Socialist press have taken the emperor
to tagk in unequivocal language €or bis
telegramm to Prince Bismarck, and be-
cause of sundry passages in his address
at. Friedricshruhe.

The Cologne Volks-Zietung, the chief
organ of the center party, in a series of
prominent articles criticizes the emperor
sharply, saying that while it is the em-
peror’s right to change his mind or con-
duot toward Prince Bismarck, it could
not be disputed that it was the right of
the reichstag majority, and the Centrists
especially, to adhere steadfastly to their
old opinions. “It could be disputed still
less,” the Volks-Zietung proceeds, ‘“‘that
the reichstag has the right to demand
whether the politics of the empire are
to be again shaped by Prince Bismarck.
or whether the present chancellor is
counted - for something.”

Herr Richter’s organ, the Freisinnige
Zeltung, pointedly ' compares the reia-
tngns between the emperor and Prince
Bismarck, and those which existed be-
tween them a couple of years ago, and
asks' whether the reichstag has gone as
far in refusing to share in the present
celebrations'as the monarch. did in 1892,
wh.en he . forbade all recognition of
Prince Bismarck. and the friends of the
latter were officially ostracised.

The Vossische Zeitung speaks in simi-
lar terms of the emperor’s attitude, and
denies that he has the right to *‘thus in-
sul? %the reichstag in defiance of copsti-
tetional government.”

The bassage in the emperor’s address
to Prince Bismarck at Friedrichsruhe
when his mnajesty presénfed the ex-chan.
cellor with ‘a sword -on behalf of the
army, in which he referred to the sword
as an unfailing instrument in the hands
of princes, is likewige severely ecriticised
by a certain section of the press. Sev-
eral of the Radical organs ask the em-
peror to study history for the proof of
;h; fact fhat the sword in the hands of

:l‘he Sgcialist press, notably the Vor-
Waerts, is more dutspoken, and calls up-

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THE B. C. FARMER.

Qur venturesome contemporary, the
News-Advertiser, has struck a bad snag
in the shape of a letter from Col. F. W.
H. Warren, who wrote to it a letter ven-
tilating the grievances of agricultural
settiers in Britisn Columbia, Col. Warren,
explains that he has lived in this prov-
ince for only two years, and that he has
therefore hesitated to take the matier
up, but he continues: “The condition of
the settlers in this country is, however,
becoming,in my opinion, so serious, and
the effect of their ruin, should it follow,
will be so detrimental to the interests of
the province, that 1 venture now to put
my views forward in order that those
whose duty it is should be able to inves-
tigate my statements and be able to pro-
vide means of amelioration.”” He pro-
ceeds to describe the settler’s position
and the grievances which afilict him in
the followiigz wanner:

Circu.astances in the past gave the
settlers opportunities of raising money
by mortgage on their property, at.a time
when these properties were appraised at
a higher value than they would fetca
now or are ever likely to fetch. T'he settler
has not? to make his living and that of
his stock, out of the produce of his farm,
to pay the interest due on these mort-
cages, and by sale of the balance of his
produce to purchase machinery, pay for
extra labor during seed and harvest time,
and buy the goods required for his liv-
ing which he cannot produce himself.
‘When the price of cereals and stock were
comparatively high, he was able to effect
sales to meet these wants, but the fall
in prices and the severe competition witl
the cheap products of eastern Canada
prevent him now from having the advan-
tages which proximity to the markets of
the Pacific should give him.

The settler up country has no means
of putting his surplus stock into ihe
markets of Vancouver at a low  price.
The roads that connect him with the
nearest railway station are generally
bad; freight trains do not call at the
smaller stations with regularity, if at
all, and when they do, the local rates are
prohibitory, unless the settlers, who live

, far apart, can arrange to make up a

car load--a matter of great difficulty in

‘a new and sparsely people country. The

mail trains, even when they have spare
cars, are by contract prohibited fromn
carrying freight. At many of thessmaller
roadside stations there are neither
freight sheds nor railway officials, so
that if the freight trains were allowed
to stop there for produce, the settler
would find it impossible to leave his pro-
duce, gs the freight trains are often days
late. Z : " N :
I do not say that the adoption of the
high local railway rates are’ purposely
intended to preclude the farmers of this
province from supplying the markets of
the- western coast; to say so would be a
very grave accusation, indeed, against
those who have ‘been selécted by the
country - to respect their interests, but
the acceptance of these measures go
far to show that the interests of the set-
tlers of the province have not been care:
fully attended to. The farmers of the
province are ready enough and intelli-
gent .enough to supply dairy produce, .f
they can'do so with advantage to them-
selves, but as the matters now stand, it
is simply impossible to compete against
the cheap products of eastern Canada.
The charges by the railways should,
in my opinion, be according to “mileage.”
then the geographical advantages which
the British Columbia farmer possesses
would not be lost by the unfair advant-
ages given at present to freight from the
east. A local train should, say once a
week, be run in connection with any
branches within the province, taking in
produce in small quantities at freight
rates—with fixed hours at each station.
‘And, finally, there should be more at-
tention paid to road communications
with all the railway stations. 3
The province of British Columbia owes
much to the railway connection which
binds the continent from east to west,
hut if this connection is to be of a kind
of rope by which British Columbia is to
be strangled, 1 am not sure that it would
not be better for the province to cut the
rope. The truth of the matter is, that
we here are too young to be bound to an
aduilt state in' the manner we are bound:
it is like fastening a grown man and a
child together and attempting to make
them rin fast. ‘We are unable to.com-
pete with eastern Canada, if notwith-
standing the disadvantage of distance,
she is given unfair advantages by freight
rates. The farmer here is being squeez-
ed to death, and if relief of some kind is

' not soon given him, he will for all finan-

c_ial and revenue purposes become dead.
He be }mable to pay the debts -due fo
his creditors and the state, and when at-
tempts are made to oust him from his
land, which he made for himself out of
the wild forest, you will then be on the
eve of evil days. :

This broadside from Col. Warren
rather “flabbergasted” the Vancouver
champion of proteétion, which after twn
days of cogitation felt itself. obliged to
make the following admission:

The subject, we admit, is one of great
interest and importance, not merely to
the farmers, but to the residents of our
towns and above all to the province, as
represented by its government. If Col.
Warren has not too highly colored his
sketch of the present condition of things
—and we have %o reason to suppose that
he has—it is clear that an inquiry into
the circumstances should be made so
that, the real facts being ascertained,
the proper remedy may be applied and
the drawbacks to prosperity removed.
There is little question that the situa-
tion has become mare decute than

would otherwise be the case, on account
of the abnormally low prices which haye
prevailed for some time for all classes
of agricultural products. This has also
come, in many cases, upon settlers who
are practically just commencing to have
anything to dispose of and who conse-
quently find that the amount they can
realize for their produce is much less
than would have been the case under
more normal conditions.

Ii is rather sad that in spite of all the
“protection” farming in British Colum-
bia should have come into the deplorable
condition described by Col. Warren and
practically admitted by the News-Adver-
tiser. It is sadder still that this condi-
tion should be attributed chiefly to ihe
policy followed by the managers of our
“great national highway,” which has
been so heavily subsidized with public
funds to open up and develop the coun-
try. For C. P. R. purposes British Co-
lumbia is evidently not a part of the
country. The part of Col. Warren’s re-
marks applying to the railway’'s policy
does not commend itself to the News-Ad-
vertiser, though even in its capacity of
C.. P. R. and Tory government chawm-
pion it cannot directly gainsay the Col-
onel’s charges; but his reflections on the
local government are quite to its mind.
“Let us blame the local government and
acquit the other culprits, who are our
friends,” is the true interpretation of
the News-Advertiser’s comment.

SIR HIBBERT'S VERACITY.

The Colonist, like a majority of the
people of Canada, seems to have very
little faith in what Sir Hibbert Tupper
says. This morning the organ takes it for
granted that Sir Hibbert did resign and
lgxuds him for having reconsidered his
resignation. It was only yesterday that
a United Press dispatch from St. John,
N.B., announced that Sir Hibbert in an
interview ‘denied having resigned his
portfolio, or even having talked of doing
so, and had not absented himself from
cabinet meetings. He blamed the Otawa
newspaper men for inventing the story
and declsred that they were a disgrace
to the profession.”

The first announcement that Victorians
received of Sir Hibbert’s resignation was
a dispatch from the Colonist correspond-
ent at Ottawa, which said: “The fact
transpired this evening that several days
ago -Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper asked
to be relieved of the portfolio of minisier
of justice, and since then he -has taken

no part in the business of the depart-
ment, ‘though attending the meetings o
the cabinet as usumal. * ..* * *

Sc visible was the misery of the manu-
facturing towns that a man of sensi-
bility could hardly bear to pass threugh
them. Everywhere he found filth and
rnakedness, and plaintive voices, 4 and
Lkaggard faces. Politicians who bhad
pever; been thought alarmists began to
tremble for the very foundation of soci-
c¢ty. First the mills were put on short
time; then they ceased to work at all.
Then went to the pledge the scanty p:re-
perty of the artisan, first his luxuries,
then his comforts, then his necessariex.
The heovels were stripped till they were
as bare as the wigwam of a*dog-ribbed
Indian. Alone amidst the general’ mis-
ery the shop with the three golden balls
prospered; and was crammed from cel-
lar to garret with the clocks and the
tables, and the kettles, and the blankets,
and the Bibles of the poor.

1894, when the populatiom was 30,060,
733, there were 812,441—one in every
38. The adult-able bodied paupers, con-
sisting, of generally-speaking, of men
willing - te work . and unable to get em-
ployment, numbered in 1849 201,644,
while in 1894 they numbered but 116,
478. Under proteciiom im England amd
Wales in 1842 16,000,000 people gave
©2.733 convictions for serious crime,
while in ¥893 30,000,000 people gave but
9.797 comvictions. Frea trade has there-
fcre been a great: factor in bringing
about & reduction im pauperism and
crime. . »

lation. The trade of Gréat Gritain has
expanded enormously under free trade.
The exports of the United Kingdom in

The aggregate
trade, that is simports, amounted to
in 1840 £172,132.716 or £6.9.11 1-2 per
head, while in 1893 they were £681,820,
448, or £17.14.9 per head.

At a meeting of the Seattle Chamber
of Commerce on Monday evening the fol-
lowing report regarding the Uanadian-

Alaskan boundary was submitted by a-

comiittee appointed to investigate the
matter:
Seattle, April 1, 1895.

To the Honorable Board of Trustees,
Seattle Chamber of Commerce, city: Gen-
tlemen—\We, the undersigned, your in-
vestigating committee, appointed at the
meeting of March 5, 1895, to examine
into certain matterts affecting the pro-
tection of American interests in Alaska,
particular reference being made to the
question of the permanent boundary be-
tween Alaska and BritishiColumbia, and
to determine upon ‘the  mnecessity for
prompt and vigorous action ‘on the part
of this organization in welation thereto,
respectfully beg leave to submit here-
with the result of our careful investiga-
tion and to recommend to your honorable
body such a course of - proceduxre  as
seems to us most necessary under the cir-
cumstances. :

T'he main point now at issue is the es-
tablishinent of a permanent boundary
Iine between the territory of Alaska and
British Celumbia, from Cape Chacon, the
southernmost point of Prince of Wales
island, on the southeastéern - coast: ‘of
Alaska, 1 latitude 50 degrees 40) minutes
north to a certain point on the 141st me-
ridian west, and in respect thereto we
have found the following facts to exist,
ViZ.: *

(1.)° That under the treaty of ‘1825 be-
tween Russia and Great Britain this
boundary was expressly defined as fol-
lows:

*Sece. 3. The line of demarkation:* be-
tween *he comcessions of the high con-
tracting parties ‘upon the coast of the
«continent and the islands of America to
the northwest shall be drawn in the fol-
lowing manner: Commencing from ‘the
southernmost point of the island call-
.ed Prince of Wales Island, which point
lies in the parallel of 54 degrees 40 min-
utes mnorth latitude, and ‘between the
131st ‘Gegree and the 133rd degree - of
west longitude, the same liné shall ascend
to the north along the channel - called
Portland channel as rar as the point of
the continent where it strikes the 56th
degree of north latitude; from this last
mentioned point the line of demarkation
shall fellow the summit of the mountains
situated parallel to the coast, as far as
the point of intersection of the 141st de-
gree of west longitude (of the same meri-
dian), .and.- finally,' fiemothe shid' point
of intersection, the said meridian line of
the 141st degree,~in its prelongation as
far as the frozen ocean, shall form the
limit between the ‘Russian and British
possessions on the continent of America
to the northwest. -

“Sec. 4. That wherever the summit of
the mountains which extend in a direc:
tion parallel to the coast, from the 56th
degree of mnorth latitude to the point of
intersection of the 141st degree of' west
longitude, shall prove to be at a dist‘mce
of more than ten marine leagues from the
ocean, the limit between the, British pos-
sessions and the line of ‘the coast which
is to belong to Russia, as above mention-
ed, shall be formed by a line parallel to
the windings of the coast, and which
shall never exceed the distance of ten
marine leagues therefrom.”

2. That contrary to the original sup-
position, we asecertain no defined moun-
tain cnain parallels this coast, but ‘that
there exists, instead, merely a vast jum-
ble of peaks and spurs.

(3.) That, consequently, the line of de-
markation, -as set forth above, was, in the
absenece of this parallel range, interpreted
to mean that particular line specified in
the treaty of 1825 as being drawn from
the 56th degree of north latitude to the
point of intersection of the 141st degree
of west longitude ‘‘parallel to the wind-
ings of the coast,”” which, in other words
may mean “parallel to tide water as near-
lv as may be.”

(4.) That this line, so drawn, has been
recognized by the ecivilized ‘world, from
1825 to about 1884, and that it appears to
have been so recognized by the Canadian
government, on the official maps of that
government, as late as the date last men-
tioned.

(5.) That this line was recognized at
the time Alaska was 'purggased from
Russia by the United Statesin 1867, and
that the above given definition, as de-
termined by the treaty of 1825, was in-
corporated, verbatim, ‘in the contract for
said purchase:

(6.) That United States troops were
stationed at Fort Tongass at the mouth
of “Portland Canal” ‘soon after the pur-
chase of "Alaska in 18687 to about 1887,
and customs officers were madintained at
said point ds late as 1889, meeting with
no protest whatsoever from the Canadi-
an government, or any other powers of
the world. ;

(7.) That both the Portland channel
and thc Behm ecanal’ were well known,

and were noted .and recognized on the

marine charts of thig coast, at the time
of the treaty of 1825, and have been
since said dates.

(8.) That some time after, Missjonary
Duncan, to avoid the interference, if not
the persecutions of his religious superi-
ors, together with controversy over the
titles te land which had been settled upon
at old Metlakatla, where his mission was
located, withdrew from his station at
Pert $mpson, B. C., where he had gath-
ered a large native following, and located
upon Annette island, lying at the mouth
of Behm canal, -immediately east of
Prince of Wales Island. !

(9.) That the subsequent use of this
island at the discretion of the interior.de-
partment of the United States - was

h

granted to the Rev. Mr. Duncan, exclu-
sively, by a formal act of the United
States congress.

Canadian government appears to have
awakened from its sleep of 60 years, no
doubt aroused by thie fact that a large
number of natives were transferred from
Canadian soil by Mr. Duncan’s with-
drawai, and recognizing more fully the
advantages to be gained from a posses-'
sion of the best harpors of that coast,
altered the international boundary on
their maps so as to include these harbors
and te again include Mr. Duncan’s col-
ony; that to so do they indicated that
line as proceeding directly north from-*
QOape Chacon, through the west arm of
Behm canal, and eastward to an,inter-
section with the 56th degree of north
latitude, and the Canadian press is' now
asserting that the government ‘‘has. rea-
son to believe” that the words “Portland
Canal” were mot in the original treaty
of 1825, “or if so0,” that Behm canal was
the inlet intended, and, furthermore, de-
nying the right of the United States to
proceed eastward from Cape Chacon to
the mouth of the Portland channel, under
the terms of the said treaty of 185,
while ignoring, at the same time, the
fact that their own line proceeds in that
direction to.a nearly. equal distance: be-
fore intersecting the stated-56th degree
of north latitude. i

(11.) That from this latter point of in-
tersection the Canadian government, ful-
Iy alive to the lack of facilities for reach-
ing and controlling the vast resources and
the growing trade cf the interior without
the possession of these harbors, appears
to have drawn an arbitrary line to the
west of these waters, following the text
of the said treaty of 1825 in no well un-
derstood particular, but cutting ‘off the
heads of all the largest and best inlets
in a manner calculated to give to British
Colunibia the most valuable, and, in fact,
the only distributing points from which
the -inferior can at present be reached
from this coast, and thereby well calcul-
ated to greatly injure American com-
merce with Alaska.

(12.) That the American territory they
would thus add to British Columbia is
represented by a strip about 600 miles in
length and varying with the windings of
the ccast -in breadth, including many
valuakble islands.

(13.) That under article 1 of the con-
ventior: of July 22, 1892, between Great
Britain and the United States a com-
mission was organized for the = express
purpose of ‘“‘providing for the delimitation
of the existing boundary between the
United States and her majesty’s posses-
sions in North America, in respect to
such ‘portions of said boundary line as
may not in fact be permanently marked
in virtue of treaties heretofore con-
cluded” and - that the said commis-
sion, by the terms of a.supplemental ¢on-
vention,of March 28, 1894, is to make its
firal 1eport to the high contracting par-
ties before December 31, 1895. 2

(14)) That both governments have had
large engineering parties in the field for
the purpose of obtaining ‘data upon which
sto- base “futere negotinWofis with a Vi
to determining and ascertaining bound-
ary,” and that it was ascertained that
the Canadian engineers have, apparently,
devoted great energy to -a method of pho-
tographing the jumbled mountans in such
a mapner as to give them continuity, in
the endeavor to -prove the existence of a
definite chain paralleling the coast along
the lines they wish established, thus de-
feating the f‘ten marine league’ limit
that -has been recognized for seventy
years as the legal boundary.

+ While the above mentioned points are
sufficient to a good understanding of the
great guestion at issue, and would seem
to prove conclusively the injustice of the
Canadian claims against our possessions,
yet our investigations have ‘unearthed
many other facts of interest and of im-
portance, all of which tend to prove the
right and title of the United States to
that terriory claimed by thenxto-day, and
it is to be regretted that any circumstan-
ces should have compelled the recogni-
tion of adverse claims by the TUnited
States. \

No one who is at all conversant with
the wonderful resources of “our big ice
box,” as Alaska has been slightingly
termed, can deny that is is to-day one ot
the niost profitable investments ever
made by our govermment. Its rigorous
climate will prove no bar to its rapid
development.  Just as Oregon, including
our own great state of Washington, was
once maligned, apparently scorned and
almost rejected as worthless, through ig-
norance of and even carelessness as to its
immense value, so the magnificent terri-
tory .of ‘Alaska has saffered at the same
hands, and is even suffering to-day lne
people of British Columbia, on the other
hand, have for many years seen the ad-
vantages to be be gained by a control
such as this contémplated change of the
boundary ‘would give them, and the lines
have bLeen cunningly set to that' end.

The press of British Columbia to-day,
while strongly advocating the seizure of
these points of vantage, seem o seek to
disguise the importance of the matter, be-
littling it in the hope, presumably, of
distracting the attention of the American
public until such time as their p[ans may |
have been funlfilled beyond possible pro-
test. :

Our loss would surely be their incalcul-
able gain, and the people of Seattle would
be the first to feel it. d

Therefore, your committee, wl}lle fully
recognizing that the points at issue in-
volve questions of law as regards the in-
terpretation and construction of the trea-
ty of 1825, upon the basis of such data
as shal' have been obtained by the com-
mission of 1802, and while believing that
the protection of American rights and
interests may well be intrusted to the
hands of our general government, = and
that they will be fully safeguarded, yet,
in view of the ignorance which exists on
the part of an overwhelming miajority of
the American people in regard to all the
facts and points of interest whatsoever
affecting Alaska and Alaskan interests,
your committee wounld now unanimously
and .warmly recommend and urge your
‘honerable body to enlist itself at once in

'We believe that it is now {
high time that the citizens of the Pacific |
Coast of the United States, and of the !
State of Washington in particular, should
constitute themselyes the champions of
Alaska’s cause, and we believe that the
citizens of the city of Seattle should es-
pecially interest themselves in - definite
and determined action, as being more
closely associated with - that territory
than are the inhabitants of any ouser city
of the United States. - We feel assured
that if this permanent committee on Al-
aska shall succeed ix arousing the com-
mercial and  political organizations of
other.cities to a realization of the import-
ance of such action as is herein contemp-
lated, and shall . thereby cause Alaska
to be better understood and appreciated
by the people of the United States as a
whole, its efforts and labors will be suffi- ;
ciently rewarded and its work will be
well done.

CHICAGO’S NEW MAYOR.

People of the Windy C‘ity,Turn Out Cor-
rupt Government.

Chicago, April 4.—George B. Swift,
Republican, has been elected mayor of
Chicago. Eight hundred and twenty-
five precincts out of a total of 938 give
Swift 126.165 and Frank Wenter, Demo-
crat. 88.000.

George B. Swift. mayor-elect of Chi-
cago, was born in Cincinnati in 1845. He
was an infant when his parents moved
to  Galena, Ill., where he obtained his
early education. In 1862 he went to Chi-
cago, and after graduating from the
Skinner school and high,school he at-
tended the Chieago university. . On leav-
ing college he entered the wholesale drug
house of ILord & Sm#h as cashier. In
1867 he became the junior member of
the firm of Frazer & Swift, manufactur-
ers of lubricating oils. In 1870%he be-
came the vice-president of the Frazer
company. Mr. Swift was elected alder-
man from the Eleventh ward in 1879.
He has always been an active Republi-
can, and in 1884 President Arthur ap-
pointed him special treasury agent in
Chicago, : which position he filled with
great credit. -Mayor Roche appointed
Mr. Swift commigsioner of public works
in 1887. He resigned to take a more
active part in his private business in
1889. 1In April, 1892, he %as again elec-
ted alderman from .the Eleventh ward,
and in  November, ‘1893, was chosen
mayor pro tem until Carter H. Harri-
son’s successor could be appointed. . He
was nominated for mayor by the Repub-
licans, and at the special election on
December 19, 1893, was elected. but the
Democrats counted him out. The pres-
ent government of Chicago is said to be
the most corrupt that city has ever had.

The Annual Meeting of the Com-
pany Held in Montreal
This Afternoon.

The l)epression Throughout the
Country Has Enforced
Economy.

Montreal, April 3.—At the annual
meeting of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company to-day the annual report
was unanimously adopted and the old
board unanimousiy re-elected. On sub-
mitting the report the president said:

“[n submitting the annual report, I beg |
leave to say that at the time of our an- |
nual meeting two years ago there were |

indications of serious business distarb-
ances in the United States, but so far as
we could see, the causes of the growing

troubles therq did not prevail in Canada, |
beyond a temporary shrinkage of the!

lumber trade and of our market for cer-
tain other productions of the country, re-
sulting from the depressed condmon§ in
the United States; and beyond a shrgnk-
age of summer travel from the United
States due to'‘the same cause, our> de-
pression here in Canada seems to have
been due mainly to the excesively low

prices which have prevailed during :he |

past two years for our farm products.
These low prices have enforced economy
throughout the country and especially in

the West. Local travel has consequent-
ly been much reduced and since it costs

as much to run a full passenger train as
one half full, the loss has affected our
profits almost as much as it has our
gross passenger earnings, and so with
our telegraphs, express, sleeping _cars
and other adjuncts of the service, the
expenses of which have little direct re-
lation to their earnings. West-bound
freight traffic. which consists largely of
general merchandise and affords higker
rates than any other, has also been large-
ly reduced and an unusual propertion of
returning grain and catle cars had to go
West empty; and this again has told
heavily upon our profits. A comparison
of the returns from stations on ak parts
of the system shows that every district
has suffered, the old as well as the new,
and nearly all in a like proportion. With
1,338 reporting stations, small decreases
at each of them make a heavy aggregate,
but as small an increase at each will, as
quickly, bring a decided turn the other
way. Bad times found the railway and
its equipment in excellent physical con-
dition, and although the working expens-
es have always been closely held dowa,
it has been possible in this emergency, to
make large savings without impairing
the efficiendy, and I must not fail to
speik of the loyalty and heartiness with
which every officer and employee of the
company has responded to the. demands
of economy, showing an interest in the
welfare of the company., such as' has
been rarely displayed anywhere. Refer-
ring particalarly to the report now be-
foré you, I desire to say that it has been
the aim of the directors to make it so full
and explicit as to leave no room for mis-
apprehension. The balance sheet has
been re-arranged with a view to clear-
ness. and explanatory schedules will be
found following it. It will be seen that
important items, the advances to :he
Minneapolis, St. Paul and Saulte Ste
Marie and Duluth, South Shore and At¢-
lantic railways on interests account, to-
gether with interest to the company’s
land bonds, have been charged . directly
against the revenue and that the accum-
ulated advances of interest on land prior
to 1894 have been charged against sur-
plus earnings. This has been done be-
cause the return of those several
amounts to your treasury cannot be ex-
pected until after a revival in businexs
shall enable the railways named to dis-
charge - their obligations to your com-
pany, and as regarding the land bonds
interest, until a return of agricultural
prosperity enables the company to real-
ize from its land assets. We hope that
we will not have long to wait, hut mean-
time it is no doubt best to keep before
us the worst aspect of our position, hy
writing out of the surplus all the items,
which at the moment appear to be of a
remote or doubtful character. It is evi-
dent that, in the minds of some, our snr-
plus as reported has been mistaken for
a cash reserve, and it. may be proper to
explain that surplus earnings as shown
in' the balance sheet have represented
accumulated balances of net earnings,
after paying fixed charges and dividends.
Part of this surplus has gone, as shown
from year to year. towards making up
deficits on interest on land bonds, which
have not been treated as fixed charges
for the reasons stated in the present re-
port and in that for 1893. The remain-
der of the surplus, except. the special re-
-serve in 1893 of §$4,000,000, concerning
which the report contains full explan-
ation, has practically constituted the
cowpany’s current working capital. It
has semetimes been represented almost
wholly by cash in the bank, at »ther
times it has been more or less in use in
various transactions of. the company.
Some times it has in part Been used for
new works or properties, in adwance of
the sale of new securities applibnble ‘o
them: at other times in part loaned on
securities otherwise invested. = The re-
mainder of the surplus, after writing off
the important items mentioned ‘in the
report, is large]ly exceeded by the float-
ing assets of the company, as shown in
the balance sheet. I'may say for the in-
formation of the shareholders that after
the payment of all interests. rental and
other mandatory charges due up to this
time and the payments of dividends cn
yreference stock on 1st of April, we have
eash in the bank of $8,193,000, and as
stated in the report, the company is cen-
tirely, free from floating debt of any
kind. aside from the current monthly
payments and accounts, which are prae-
tically set off by the station balances and
current accounts receivable. In reference
to the Minneapolis, 8t. Paul and Sault

, South Shore and
Atlantic railways, 1 would like to point
out that your company has been inter-
ested in these properties for about sev-
en years -and has been responsible as
guarantee for interest for the past five
years, and although we have had occas-
ion several times to raise tempordry nd-
vances for varions purposes, in the com-
mon interests, it can be stated that aside
from advances to Duluth, South  Shore
and Atlantic railway in respect to the
Duluth and Winnipeg ‘railway, which
were made early in 1893 before the
troubles of. thgt venr appeared. All of
the present indebtedness of both rail-
ways mentiond to your company for ad-
vances for interest and other accounts,
accumulated during 1894, and practiealiy
all during the first: seven months of the
vear, were due almost wholly to the ex-
ceptional conditions prevailing in- the

Coroner’s Jury in the William Law Case
Ask an Enquiry Intothe Wreck.

The coroner’s jury want a searching
official enquiry into the wreck of the tug
Velos, The verdict in full in the case of
the enquiry into the death of William
Law is as follows: “We, the jury called
to inquire as to the death of William
Law, find that he came to his death
through exhaustion on board the steamer
Velos, which iwas wrecked at a point on
Triai Island on the night of March 22,
1895, whilst towing the barge Pilot with
twenty-four men aboard bound for Nel-
son and Haddington islands.

Gingham,
helmsman of -.the Pilot, who said it was
blowing hard: at the time of going out,
and .off Clover point:the tug began to
roll heavily. There were twenty-two
passengers on -the Pilot. A boat was
lowered from-the Pilot after the Vealos
struck. The Velos was quite close to
the rocks when she started to turn, and
be wondered then how she could turn
without striking, He did not know that
the Pilot had a license to carry passen-
gers. e

The jury wanted evidence whether the
Pilot had a license. 3

Coroner Hasell claimed an inquest had
nothing to do with a certificate.: They
had met to inquire into the death of Wil-
liam ILaw, tofind how Law came to bis
death, and if anyone was to blame. Was
it right for the Velos to have sailed that
night and to haye risked the lives of so
many people? This concluded the in-
quest.

RATLROAD LEGISLATION.

Important Bill to be Introduced at the
Coniing Session.

Toronto, April 3.—At the coming :es-
sion of Dominion parliament W. F. Me-
Lean. M. P. for Bast York. will intro-
duce a bill to prohibit railway companies
from’ employing -any person as engineer
whe, has not been employed for at least
five years as fireman on a locomotive, or
as a condugtor, who has not been em-
ployed for at least four years as a brake-
man, It is also designed that the bilt
shall make it unlawful for a railway te
use any locomotive that is not equipped
with an air brake in proper working or-
der, or to run a train of cars, which ara
not so equipped with air brakes that the
driver can control the speed without ~e-
quiring the assistance of hand brakes, or
use on its line any locomotive or cars not
equipped with antomatic couplers in pro-
per : working order so that such locom-
tives and cars can be coupled without it
being necessary for the men to go in be-
tween the ends of the cars.
