Harbor. Mines to be Removed, |

Washington, Jaly 12.—The secreta.ry}
of war. has ordered the removal of all |
submarine mines which are now pro-i
tecting the. harbors of the United States
against the entry of hostile ships. This]
action-wwas decided upon at tolday’s
cabinet meeting.

At 9:45 the quartermaster on duty re-
ported that a tug was coming out of the
harbor. Examiuation'proveq the ves-
sel to be a Spanish cruiser flying a large
Spanish flag and a smaller one at the
masthead, which was thought to be the
Admiral’s flag, as it was on the leading
Ship' . . .

The Vixen was at this time lying
tbout two~ miles off shore and four
miles to the gvestward of Morro castle,
and from this time to the end never lost
sight of the chase and was within two
miles of the destruction of the three
armored cruisers.

Word was at once sent to  the com-
manding officer and all hands were call-
ed to quarters. All speed was ordered
and the helm was put to. port to stand
further off shore and leave the Brook-
fyn’s fire unobstructed. The Brooklyn
had hoisted a signal that the enemy was
trying to escape. that the Vixen noticed
that the leading ship was 'turming west-
ward. signalling that the enemy was at-
tempting to esecape in that  direction.
