No Further Fighting Reported From 
Port Arthur.

highest official quarters the Associated 
Press has received information that 
there is absolutely no foundation for the 
rumors persistently issuing from Tokio 
that the Russians are abandoning Port 
Arthur. Nothing has occurred there to 
warrant such reports. The Japanese 
fleet has not been seen for forty-eight 
hours. The motive of the government 
at Tokio in spreading this story is pro­
bably to influence public feeling in Japan 
for the purpose of creating enthusiasm 
while a war loan is being floated. The 
newspapers here manifest the greatest 
indignation, the Bourse Gazette char­
acterizing the report as a British inven­
tion. Attention is called to the order of 
the day issued by Lieut.-General Stoes- 
sel, commander at Port Arthur, in which 
he declared that the place would never 
be surrendered, as representing the Rus­
sian position.

“The cruisers Takasago and Ghikaya 
reconmoitered the west coast’ of the Port 
Arthur peninsula, but did not find the 
enemy. The Russian torpedo destroyer 
damaged in the third attack on Port 
Arthur was found to have»been com­
pletely sunk, the mast only being visible 
above the water.

May Fall Back.
Yin Kow, March 14.—The local Rus­

sian authorities are apparently incensed 
and manifestly much annoyed at the so­
licitous inquiries of the commanders of 
foreign gunboats regarding the projected 
blockading of the Liao river before the 
arrival of the Japanese, which latter 
event is regarded as a foregone conclu­
sion. Although the blocking of the 
Liao and also the adequate defence of 
tlie settlement and native towns are re­
garded as unattainable. It is certain 
that a disposition of guns has been made 
and a defence plan has already been ar­
ranged. The arrival of Gen. Konderato- 
vitcli a few days ago, however, threaten­
ed to cause the abandonment of the 
original intention.

The information obtainable at Port 
Arthur and Newchwang admits that the 
government’s intention is to fall back in­
definitely until it can complete the mob­
ilization of 300,000 troops for the pur­
pose of assaulting and opposing the 
Japanese, and probably 300,000 more to 
oppose the Chinese.

London, ■ March 17.—The Duke of 
Cambridge died at 10.35 o’clock this 
morning. He passed away peacefully at 
Gloucester house.

The aged Duke had been confined to his 
house for some weeks, but, until com­
pelled to take to his bed, he was about 
with his accustomed activity, being, as 
was his custom, a constant attendant at 
functions of a national or charitable 
character. At the most recent of these 
it was obvious that the Duke was be­
coming exceedingly feeble. He present­
ed a somewhat pathetic figure as leaning 
heavily on the arm of one of his sons, 
he advanced with faltering steps to ad­
dress a gathering in aid of some patri­
otic movement. When it was announced 
a month ago that the Duke was obliged 
to forego his annual visit to the South 
of France it was recognized that his 
chances of recovery were slight.

King Edward and Queen Alexandra 
had been constant visitors to the sick 
room, while the Duke’s sons, Admiral 
and Cdl. FitzGeorge, were almost in­
cessantly at his bedside.

Up to the present year the Duke re­
tained much of his old-time activi’y, and 
despite his great age he always partici­
pated in the shooting parties at his place,
Six-mile Bottom, Cambridgeshire, and 
enjoyed entertaining and being enter­
tained.

Although the Duke was an old-world 
Conservative, he was very popular with 
the masses, and even his prejudiced op­
position to the modernization and dem­
ocratization of the army, failed- to de­
crease the affection with which all ranks 
regarded their old commander-in-chief.

H. R. H. George William Frederick 
Charles, Duke of Cambridge, son of 
Adolphus Frederick, the first duke, 
grandson of King George III., and first 
cousin of the late Queen Victoria, Tvas 
born at Hanover, March 26th, 1819, and 
succeeded his father July 8th, 1850. He 
became a colonel in the army November 
3rd, 1837; was advanced to the rank of 
major-general in 1845, to that of iieut.- 
general in 1854, when he was appointed 
to command the two brigades of High­
landers and Guards, united to form the 
first division of the army sent in aid of 
Turkey against the Emperor of,Russia, 
and was promoted to the rank of gen­
eral in 1856. In 1861 he was appointed 
colonel of the Royal Artillery and Royal 
Engineers, and was promoted to the rank 
of field marshal November 9th, 1862.
His Royal Highness was successively 
colonel of the 17th Light Dragoons, of 
the Scots Fusilier Guards, and, on the 
death of the late Prince Consort, of the 
Grenadier Guards. At the battle of 
Alma His Royal Highness led his di­
vision into action in a manner that won 
the confidence of his men and the re­
spect of the veteran officers with whom 
he served. At Inkerman he was ac­
tively engaged and had a horse shot un­
der him. Shortly after this, in conse­
quence of impaired health, he was or­
dered by the medical authorities to Fera, 
for change of air, and after staying 
there some time proceeded to Malta, 
whence, his health still failing, he was 
directed to return to England. At a 
later period His Royal Highness gave 
the results of his camp experience in 
evidence before - the committee of the 
House of Commons, appointed to investi­
gate the manner in which the war had 
been conducted. On the resignation of 
Viscount Hardinge in 1856, the Duke 
of Cambridge was appointed "tq succeed 
him as commander-in-chief. ' 1

Liao Yang is ten miles west of the 
railroad, being connected with the main 
road by a special line, which will bb 
completed by the time General Kouro- 
patkin arrives, and has many advantages 
over Mukden, being a point wnen.ee both 
the telegraph line and the Pekin road 
go to the Yalu river. Another road, not’ 
marked on the map, leads almost due 
east to an extinct volcano, Paik-tou-San, 
or Leng White mountain, whose crater 
is a sacred lake. The road was built by 
the Chinese, whose emperors formerly 
went there to shoot tigers with which 
thé region is infested, two rivers, the 
Tumen and' Yalu, rise near the roads, 
over which troops will be sent according 
to necessities.

Liao Yang also has the advantage of 
being nearer to the frontier of China in 
the event" of punitive measures being re­
quired against the Chinese. It is also 
close to the Liao Tung peninsula, New­
chwang and the mouth of the Liao-Haio.

While the Russians are mobilizing for 
the purpose of working out an offensive 
military problem, they will be prepared 
to move forces in- any direction to meet 
the Japanese, whose command of the sea 
gives them great freedom in selecting 
their points of attack.

General Konropatkin will live on a 
train, with his staff, and be prepared to 
move immediately wherever his presence 
is required.

If the Japanese land in force on the 
coast of Northern Korea General Kouro- 
patkin will move his headquarters fur­
ther north along the railroad.

HAD TO TURN BACK. CEO. J. COOK 
TELLS HIS STORY

»

THE KIND THAT GROWCaptain Unable to Round Cape Horn- 
Tempestuous Voyage.

San Francisco, March 14.—After a voy­
age of nearly eight months, during which 
her crew mutinied because of the labor 
in a succession of gales, the British four- 
masted barque Falls of Halladale has 
arrived here, 235 days out from Liver­
pool, from which port she sailed on July 
25th.

Capt. Thompson first attempted to 
round Cape Horn, and failing after 
battling with, the tempestuous seas and 
winds, gave it up and went practically 
around the world the other way, via the 
Cape of Good Hope.

The vicinity of Cape Horn was reach­
ed on September 25th. There a suc­
cession of terrific 'southwest and wester­
ly gales were encountered, which ren­
dered it impossible to work the ship 
around the Cape and into the Pacific. 
One of the gales attained a hurricape 
velocity on October 9th and 10th, in the 
course of which 19 sails were blown 
away. After attempting to make the 
Falkland® and the vessel had begun to 
leak, Capt. Thompson decided to take the 
eastern passage around the Cape of 
Good Hope.

On January 1st Foveanx Island, otf 
the south of New Zealand, was reached, 
and there a stop was made for provisions 
and water, the supply of which was run­
ning short.

At Foveaux eight men of the , crew, 
tired out, refused duty, but, with the ex­
ception of the ringleader, they turned to 
after ithe captain and his mates were 
forced to adopt formidable measures 
with the ringleader. He was ironed and 
confined for 38 days. ,

The vessel, after leaving Foveaux, 
made the run across the Pacific without 
any unusual , event m the way of mis­
haps. The trouble with the men quieted 
down, and all hands were on duty when 
the anchor was dropped here.

A slight earthquake shock was felt 
here Wednesday night, due to a disturb­
ance which extended along the Pacific 
Ctoast.

The shock was felt also in Seattle and 
Port Townsend, It was of short dura­
tion, an examination of the seismograph 
at the meteorological station showing 
that it last only for a few seconds. It 
is marked by the seismograph only in 
slight vibrations from the straight line.

Those who noticed the phenomenon in 
the city say that the effect was felt for 
upwards of half a minute, although the 
cause only seems to have occupied a 
few seconds, possibly two.

A -calculation of the time indicates that 
it took place about 8.21 in the evening. 
The direction of the shock seems to have 

! been from a southwesterly direction. 
This is borne out by the fact that per­
sons who noted it saw the effects on the 
southern and western sides of the build­
ings first. The pendulum of the 
seismograph is so arranged as to swing 
from east to west, and not from north to 
south. The marking of the vibration in­
dicates therefore that the course was 
not directly north and, south.

Both E. Baynes Reed and F. Napier 
Denison were in the meteorological sta­
tion at the time, but neither of them ob­
served anything unusual. At Mr. Reid’s 
residence, however, the shock was dis­
tinctly felt, the floor trembling and the 
window blinds and lights shaking.

Mr. Defore, optician in Challoner & 
Mitchell’s, felt the shock on his way to 
his home in James Bay. It was appar­
ently more severely felt in that part of 
the city than in some other sections. Mr. 
Defoe noted the time at which it occur­
red, and| found it 8.22. In some of the 
homes in James Bay it is said that those 
standing when the sensation was ex­
perienced had to steady themselves by, 
taking hold of the furniture.

In the direction of Cedar Hill the ef­
fects were also felt in quite a marked de­
gree. Some citizens who have resided 
previously in countries subject to earth­
quake at once realized the cause of the 
disturbance in their homes, and some 
went so far as to open the doors.

The last shock experienced in this city, 
was about four years ago.

the terms of an act passed In Ontario 
in 1899 purporting to regulate the fish- 
eries of the province, Hon. David Mills, 
at that time Minister of Justice, said: 
“The undersigned apprehends that it is 
now well understood that a provincial 
legislature has no right to regulate the 
time or the modes of fishing and that 
provincial enactments affecting these 
matters must be ultra vires." Referring 
in 1900 to an act passed by the same 
province, the Deputy Minister of Marine 
and Fisheries takes the stand that 
“under the decision of the Privy Council 
the exclusive privilege to make regula­
tions is vested in them (the Marine and 
Fisheries Department), and there is no 
co-ordinate provincial power, n-or any 
power in the local government to 
authorize interference with the regula­
tions made --y this department. . . .
In regard to the minimum size of fish 
allowed to be taken, the power to 
regulate is clearly vested in the Dom­
inion, and not in the provincial authori­
ties,” etc. In bowing to the judgment of 
the Privy Council Hon. G. W. Ross, 
Premier of Ontario, made some com­
ments in his report to the Dominion gov­
ernment which seem to be justified. He' 
said: “The undersigned desires to add 
in this connection that the limited 
authority conceded to the provincial legis­
latures by the British North America 
Act, a» interpreted by the Privy Coun­
cil, is entirely inadequate for the proper 
protection of the fisheries of the pro­
vince. So long as the Dominion govern­
ment is prepared to pass proper regula­
tions for the protection of fish in the 
waters of the province, no' harm may 
arise, but the undersigned is of the opin­
ion that as the proprietory right in the 
fish, by the judgment of the Privy Coun­
cil, is vested in the province, the pro­
vince should have all the power nedes- 
sary to protect its own property, even to 
the extent of defining the close season 
for fishing in the waters of the province 
and limiting the quantity of fish taken 
and the mode of taking the same, as the 
Legislature of the province may deem 
expedient". In the opinion of the under­
signed it would therefore be desirable 
that steps be taken by conference with 
the Dominion government, to secure the 
amendment of the British North America 
Act extending the powers of the province 
in the direction here indicated.” A few 
months ago we noted that the province 
of Ontario and the Dominion had come 
together for the purpose of reaching such 
an agreement as would effectually ac­
complish the purpose desired by Mr. 
Ross, that some of the ether provinces 
were joining in the movement, and that 
it would be a judicious thing for the Mc­
Bride government to participate. But 
McBride and Wilson had other matters 
in their mind. Perhaps they are going 
to take another “dignified stand” upon 
provincial rights, defy the Dominion to 
interfere with their fisheries, and pro­
secute all who break a law which is no 
law.

seven years later the figures show a still 
greater change, for we discover our ex­
ports to have increased from $9,000,000 
to $20,000,000. Comparing our progress 
with that of our neighbors we find the 
increase of Great Britain in seven years 
to have been 26 per cent., the increase 
of the United States in the same time 
to be 47 per cent.,, while the increase of 
Canada during those same seven years 
was 107 per cent. The government of 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier in its act» mani­
fested its zeal for the cause of Imperial 
unity. Sir John Macdonald said a Brit­
ish subject he would die, but there were 
men in his party Who furnished proof of 
the fact that they would have sacrificed 
British connection or anything else for 
power and its emoluments.

•of goods that could just as conveniently; 
be obtained elsewhere, and she was 
severely hit by our surtax. Now she is 
•willing to admit that British colonies 
have the right to make such trade ar­
rangements as they please xwith the 
Mother Country, and if Canada will re­
store the conditions which obtained pre­
vious to the performance of the little 
game of bluff the past will be blotted 
out. Canada not only secured the abro­
gation of the blocking treaties, but she 
has taught the arrogant German a les­
son in commercial statesmanship. The 
home-grown Briton has been somewhat 
startled, and apparently not pleasantly 
startled, by this sample of Western 
ways; but he will recover.

No. 1.Monday the hearing of the appeal 
taken by the E. & N. Railway Company 
against the assessment of the. vessels 
City of Nanaimo, Joan and the barge 
was completed. The company contend­
ed that the vessels should be exempt, in- 
as much as they were part of the prop­
erty of the railway company, and as 
such assessable only under the fixed sum 
of $10,000 a mile levied: on the railway. 
It was contended by the company’s at­
torney, W. Hills, that the Railway As­
sessment Act clearly provided for the 
exemption of property belonging to the 
company except at the fixed rate per 
mile, as specified.

Judge Harrison, the Court of Revision, 
decided against the compamy, and upheld 
the right to assess the steamers and the 
barge. He held that the right to tax was 
established. Unless it was clearly shown 
that any piece of property was exempt 
under any act it was therefore open to 
being assessed. The Railway Act As­
sessment, in his opinion, did not pre­
suppose the exemption of all property 
which might be held by the company, 
but which was not used in the operation 
of the line.

In this particular instance he did not 
think it could be contended that the ves­
sels were used as a part of the railway, 
and therefore were assessable under the 
Assessment Act.

Hon. T, R. Melnnes, ex-Lieut.-Gover- > 
nor of British Columbia, passed away at 
his residence in Vancouver Tuesday. He 
had been ill with heart trouble for some 
time past, which developed into an acute 
attack Tuesday, resulting fatally,

Thomas Robert Melnnes was the 
fourth son of the late John Melnnes 
formerly of Inverness, Scotland, and 
subsequently of Lake Ainsle, N. S. He 
was bom at Lake Ainslie, N. S., on No­
vember 5th, 1840. He received his edu­
cation first at the Normal school, Truro, 
N. S., and then at Harvard University. 
He settled in Dresden, Ont., and in 1874 
was elected reeve of Dresden, 
to British Columbia, and took up his 
residence in New Westminster, and in 
1876 was elected mayor of that city. 
This position he held until 1878, when 
he was elected to represent New West­
minster district in the House of Com­
mons. He continued as member for that 
constituency until 1881, when he was ap­
pointed to the senate.

In November, 1897, he succeeded Hon. 
Edgar Dewdney as Lieut.-Govemor of 
British Columbia, holding that office un­
til June, 1900, when he was succeeded 
by Sir Henri Jaly. Hon. Mr. Melnnes 
was noted for the deep interest he took 
in public affairs. He was connected 
with a large number of important enter­
prises in the district with which he was 
so long identified. He was physician and 
surgeon to the Royal Columbia hospital,, 
and medical superintendent of the pro­
vincial asylum for the insane at New 
Westminster. He was an enthusiastic 
devotee of the rifle, was a member of 
the Provincial Association, and partici­
pated in most of the annual shoots held 
by them.

He was a candidate for Federal 
honors in the last bye-election for Bur- 
rardl district, bis opponents being Mr. 
McPherson, M. P., and Chris. Foley. In 
1865 he married Mrs. Webster, relict of 
the late George Webster, Esq, of Dres­
den, Ont, and leaves a widow, two sons, 
W. W. B. Melnnes, M. P, of Nanaimo, 
and T. R. E. Melnnes, barrister, of Van­
couver, and a daughter, the wife of Jas. 
Wilson, superintendent of the C. P. R.

were represented. Not only would the 
travelling expenses be lighter, but the mere 
fact that the places were so close would 
make the contèst more exciting.

Asked how it was proposed to arrange 
the schedule, Mr. Dugdale stated that 
home and home games would be the order. 
Providing Victoria was selected as the last 
team to leave home, the Bellingham, Ever­
ett and Vancouver nines would have to 
play a series of probably three matches 
here in succession. The local nine would 
then leave and visit each of the cities men­
tioned. The season would last four months.

It was pointed out that Victoria already 
had a team, which, although not profes­
sional, generally speaking, put up a good 
article of ball. Mr. Dugdale, however, did 
not think that an amateur team playing ex­
hibition matches throughout the season 
could be expected to arouse the enthusiasm 
of a professional nine playing for a pen­
nant representing the championship of the 
Northwest.

An effort is being made to overcome tfce 

difficulty in allowing salmon to pass the 
dam at the outlêt to QuesneJle lake, and 
thus permitting of them reaching the 
spawning area afforded by the lake and1 Its 
tributaries.

Q, A. Keefer, resident engineer for the 
Dominion Public Works Department, and 
C. B. Sword, Dominion fishery Inspector, 
will likely confer with F. C. Gamble, of the 
provincial works department, and J. B. 
Babcock, provincial fisheries commissioner, 
in order to settle upon some plan for the 
prosecution of the work. Mr. Keefer Is 
now awaiting instructions from Ottawa 
respecting the matter.

This has repeatedly come up since the 
dam was built. J. B. Babcock, the provin­
cial fisheries commissioner, is of the opinion 
that Quesnelle lake and Its tributaries con­
stitute about one-quarter of the natural 
spawing area for the sockeye salmon in the 
Fraser river district. It is regarded as a 
specially favorable place, as no Indians 
come to the lake for the curing of salmon.

New Provincial Act Names March 
Twenty-Fifth as Opening Day 

— Ultra Vires-

The fishing season is now at hand and

But now that the open season for front 
•1S so imminent, sportsmen are wrestling 
witli a legal problem which is somewhat 
complicated. There is a serious clash 

the Dominion fishery regulationsbetween
for the province of British Columbia and 
the “Act to amend the Game Protection 
Art." passed at the last session of the 
provincial legislature. It will be recall­
ed that the amending bill, introduced by 
J. II. llawthornthwaite, permits the ex­
portation of deer hides from this prov­
ince from March 21st to July 21st, 1904. 
In this measure was incorporated the 
following section relating to trout fish­
ing!

"It shall be unlawful at any time to 
take, catch, kill, or have in possession 
any trout of any kind or species under 
the size of six inches in length, and it 
shall be unlawful to take, catch, kill or 
have in possession any trout of any kind 
or species, except steelhead trout 
(Salmo gairdneri), between the 15th day 
of November in any year and the 25th 
day of March in the following year, and 
it shall be unlawful to take, catch or kill 
any steelhed trout (Sahno gairdneri) 
above tide water between the 15th day of 
November in any year and the 4!5th day 
of March in the following year, 
section shall not apply to children under 
(15) fifteen years of age.”

But it has been clearly established by 
the Privy Council that the Federal gov­
ernment has exclusive jurisdiction over 
the fisheries of the province. In a case 
in which the province of Ontario was 
concerned, their Lordships of the Im­
perial Privy Council, speaking through 
the Lord Chancellor, said:

“For these reasons their Lordships feel 
constrained to hold that the enactment 
of fishing regulations and restrictions is 
within the exclusive competence of the 
Dominion legislature, and is not within 
the legislative powers of provincial leg­
islatures.”

This means that the recently enacted 
provincial legislation regarding Trout 
fishing is ultra vires of the province, and 
that in the event of a contest the act 
would be knocked out.

Section 26 of the Dominion Act says: 
“No one shall fish for, catch, kill, buy, 

sell or possess any brook trout of any 
kind, or speckled trout, between the 15th 
day of October and the 15th day of 
March, both days inclusive. But In­
dians may at any time catch such trout 
for the purpose of providing food for 
themselves and their families, but for 
no otiler purpose.”

The following section1 says: “No one 
shall at any time fish for, catch or kill 
brook trout of any kind or speckled trout 
by means other than angling with hook 
and line, and this restriction shall apply 
to Indians.”

For years this act has been observed 
by fishermen, who sallied forth in large 
contingents on the 16th of March, which 
assumed a pre-eminence on the calendar 
almost as noteworthy as the day that 
follows it. Last year, however, a techni­
cality in the Dominion statute was un­
earthed. The fishing wise man disr 
covered that there were no “brook” or 
“speckled” trout in these waters, and 
therefore the act was inoperative. The 
matter was drawn to the attention of 
the Federal authorities, but no amend­
ment was made last year. Doubtless 
the required change will be effected in 
the near future.

Inquiry at the attorney-general’s office 
yesterday elicited the information that 
until the amending act was passed by 
the provincial parliament at the last ses­
sion, the statutes of the province con­
tained no regulation respecting the fish­
ing season. The Game Protection Act 
of 1898 imposes restrictions as to the 
manner in which trout should be caught, 
in the following section:

"No person shall use or employ any ex­
plosive, line or poison, net, seine, drag 
net, or other device other than hook and 
line, nor use salmon roe as bait for the 
purpose of taking or capturing trout in 
any lake, pond, running or standing 
water, river or stream-, in this province, 
under a penalty not exceeding $250, to 
he recovered in a summary manner be­
fore any justice of the peace. But noth­
ing in this section shall be construed as 
applying to any one using net, seine, or 
drag net in any lake fifty square miles 
in extent or over.”

The provincial police have received in­
structions to enforce the British Colum­
bia Act. This means than

This

any person 
catching trout before the 25th is liable 
to arrest. Under the circumstances he 
probably would not be convicted, but the 
legal contest which would ensue might 
be an expensive one. The point has been 
raised that the province has power to 
enact regulations regarding the posses­
sion of trout. There can be no question, 
however, that if fish are legally taken 

*the provincial authorities have no right 
to proceed against one in whose posses­
sion they are found, nor to confiscate his 
property.

The week opened on the 9th inst. with a 

Calling barometer and Indications- of an 
®cean disturbance approaching Vancouver 
Island. This developed during the day caus­
ing fresh southeasterly gales on the Straits 
and outside Coast. On the following morn­
ing the storm had increased to a most un­
usual extent and became the most severe 
and widespread storm of the season ; its 
influence extended over Vancouver Is'and, 
the Lower Mainland, and the states of Ore­
gon, Washington, Idaho and California. The 
barometer fell at Victoria to 28.84 inches, 
which is the lowest record in this district 
since 1891, when 28.80 inches were record­
ed at Esquimalt. The gale in this vicinity 
was only moderate in force, but on the 
Straits and the American outside coast It 
was unusually severe ; the main force seems 
to have been felt at the mouth of the Col­
umbia. river, where an hourly wind velocity 
of 80 miles was registered. The disturb­
ance eventually moved northeastward to 
Cariboo and passed beyond the Rockies. 
The rainfall attending the storm was heavi­
est In California, where also considerable 
damage is reported to have been caused by 
the gale to buildings and shipping at San 
Francisco. This storm was succeeded by a 
succession of low pressure areas over this 
province, which continued for several days, 
causing fresh gales on the Washington 
coast. On the 15th the pressure began to 
rise from California to Vancouver Island. 
The weather generally throughout the week 
has been unsettled and cold, with squalls 
of snow, sleet and rain, and frost at night 
In many localities. The snowfall on the 
Upper Mainland has been more than usual 
during Be last 
sleighing In many localities, on the Cariboo 
road especially as far down as Ashcroft. 
In the Yukon the day temperatures have 
slightly moderated, although the nights con­
tinue intensely cold, reaching 32 below 
*ero. East of the Rockies the barometric 
pressure has been high throughout the en­
tire Northwest; the weather has been cold 
and snowfall very general.

At Victoria, there were recorded 25 hours 
and 36 minutes of bright sunshine; highest 
temperature, 50.4 on 10th; lowest, 32.7 on 
13th; precipitation, .25 Inch.

To the Editor:—It was with much plea­
sure I read your report of the Rev. Dr. 
Campbell’s discourse “On the Relation of 
the State to Religious Education.” My ob­
ject is not polemical, but merely exposi­
tory.

I understand from your report of the dis­
course that the reverend gentleman admit» 
that secular education, i. e., without re­
ligious Instruction, has been a failure. I 
think I am correct In saying that religions 
Instruction was strictly excluded from the 
curriculum of the national schools In Eng^ 
land In orders to satisfy the objections of 
the Dissenters1 or Nonconformists to the 
Established church, 
with great vigor to the Introduction of the 
principle of denominational schools under 
the rule of the majority. I believe that for 
like or similar ireasons our early legislator» 
excluded religion from our public schools.

The Rev. Dr. Campbell Is undoubtedly af 
man possessed of a penetrating mind and 
has bad great experience apart from hi» 
scholarly attainments, and yet advocate» 
the Holy Bible, or carefully selected pas­
sages, being read without note or com­
ment in our public schools. With all due 
respect to the Rev. Doctor, I fall to see 
the consistency or logic of this part of his 
learned discourse.

It appears to me that the teacher would 
have to explain the nature of the copie» 
of the manuscripts now printed and contain­
ed In the sacred volume, and how these 
manuscripts, etc., have been transmitted 
from age to age, and so forth. If the teach­
er declared that all the books are of divine 
inspiration, or that certain books are not 
Babylonian myths, as some persons now 
allege, and that certain passages from the 
didactic books are all divinely inspired^ 
then the teacher would be tea-ching 
“dogma.” I could give numerous other In­
stances, but the above Is sufficient. If the 
teacher must read without explanation, 
then I fall to see the utility of reading 
selected passages of Scripture to children. 
To read a lesson and not explain- It, I sub­
mit, Is not good sense. I am entirely op­
posed to having the sacred volume treated 
as literature. It should occupy its rightlul 
place in the education of the children.

It Is the fact that if Chrisfc came to-day 
to the public schools of this province; th» 
teachers would have to reply after this 
manner: “You cannot enter here; go thoo 
to the Presbyterian or other churches and 
you will be received by the children and 
adults on bended knees.”

The question involved may be a delicate 
one In the present state of want of Chris­
tian unity, but I do not think the answer 
to the question is difficult.

An Associated Press dispatch from 
New York says: “Thirty-five officers of 
the Japanese army, who have arrived 
here from Europe on different steamers 
in the past few days, have started in a 
body for Vancouver, whence on March 
21st they expect to sail for Yokohama 
aboard the steamship Empress of India.”

These are a part of the contingent 
which London dispatches reported last 
week as booking for the voyage. They 
regard the Canadian route as the short­
est and safest route, a fact that in itself 
stands as an interesting commentary on 
the advantages of the Pacific highway 
to the Far East in event of Great Brit­
ain becoming entangled in any interna­
tional complications. The route from 
London, England, to Japan, via the Suez, 
is 11,787 miles, as against 10,488 miles 
by way of the Canadian route. A still 
greater difference between the two 
routes is to be found in the time taken 
on either. The all-sea voyage requires 
43 days, while travelling via the C. P. R. 
takes but 27 days. This reduction in 
time is largely accountable to the speed 
attained on the railway.

So far shipping on the Pacific has been 
unmolested by Russians, although re­
ports have been received of cruisers over­
hauling merchantmen in the Mediter­
ranean.

The Chinese crew of the 
Olympia will be shipped home on the 
liner Ping Suey, which sails for the 
Orient on March 24th.

The repairs on the Amur, however, 
will not be nearly so extensive as those 
repairs on the Tees, which are being car­
ried out in the Star ways in the upper 
harbor. The damage to the Tees, it will 
be remembered, was received through 
striking on the southeastern extremity of 
Trial Island. For several weeks the Vic­
toria Machinery Depot has had a force, 
of mechanics engaged in making good the 
damage. The work will not be complet­
ed until on or about the 26th inst, by 
which time not only the injuries to the 
ship will have been fully repaired but 
the steamer put in a first class condition entai trips, 
for the summer trade. Advantage has 
been taken of the enforced idleness of 
the steamer to put her engines in good 
condition and to carry out the annual 
renovation to the ship.

The damage sustained was much more 
extensive than at first anticipated. In­
stead of the comparatively small number 
of plates which on casual inspection 
were thought at first might have to be 
removed, it has been found that twenty- 
six new plates were required and others 
had to be straightened, making in ail 
some thirty-one or two plates which had 
to be newly put on the steamer. In ad­
dition five or six frames amidships had 
to be cut out and renewed. New flooring 
had to be put in; the propeller, which 
had the points of its blades broken off 
through striking the rocks, has to be re­
placed, and other repairs include an 
overhauling to the shafting. In all thè 
repairs will cost in the neighborhood of 
$15.000.

The Victoria Machinery Depot has 
also other important work on hand. The 
firm is building a new boiler for the 
Northwest Mounted Police boat in the 
Yukon, and is constructing several other 
smaller boilers in fulfilment of other 
orders. The company is getting its 
equipment for the new railroad on hand, 
and when work commences on the laying 
of the ways it will progress rapidly.

TORTURED BY NATIVES.

Stories of Outrages Committed on Men, 
Women and Boys In German South- 

'1 r west Africa.

Berlin, March 16.—Letters from German 
Southwest Africa have arrived here giving 
details of the ghastly treatment of German 
soldiers, 113 of whom were killed outright 
or tortured to death In the district of Oka- 
handja alone. Women outraged and dis­
membered and with pieces of their bodies 
nailed to the doors of houses, and boys 
mutilated and left to die slowly, were fre­
quent spectacles. The expeditionary col­
umns on coming In sight of a fanner’s 
house would see the heads of Its former 
occupants fastened to the roofs. These 
sights appear to hgve excited the rage of 
the soldiers. The letters express longings 
for revenge and a determination, as one 
writer says, “To kill everything black.”

VENTURE ON THE WAYS.
The steamer Venture has been taken 

on Turpel’s ways for a painting, the 
first she has had for sixteen months. The 
condition of the hull was found in ex­
cellent condition, a fact that is due to a 
fine quality of copper paint that was 
used on it, and which was manufactured 
in Victoria. The Venture will enter ser­
vice towards the end of this week. She 
will take a cargo of coal north to Juneau 
for local use, and returning will call at 
Prince of Wales Island for a load of ore 
for the Ladysmith smelter. The ship­
pers of the ore usually keep a small force 
engaged during the winter months, 
which they enlarge as the fine weather 
comes.

PREPARING LILLOOET.

Premier Has Been Attempting to Ar­
range For Bye-Election in That 

Riding.
THE SKEENA SERVIÇE.

Steamer service on the Skeena river 
will commence on or about the 25th of 
next month. The steamer Hazelton is 
being made ready for business at Simp­
son, and it is expected that by the time 
she is prepared to sail for the head 
waters of the river a full load of freight 
and passengers will have been secured 
for her.

George Cunningham, the owner, ar­
rived here on the Boseowitz on Tues­
day having been the only passenger to 
arrive on that vessel. He reports that 
the Hazelton will be the first and only 
steamer of his line placed on the river 
in the beginning of the spring. There 
are already about a dozen passengers 
waiting at Simpson and Essington to 
leave on her, they being bound for the 
Omineca country to spy out for them­
selves.

Mr. Cunningham says that the Skeena 
river experienced none of the big wind 
storms which swept the southern part 
of the coast last week. The barometer 
fell extremely low at Port Simpson, 
and Capt. Warren fearing evil conse­
quences on going out held the Boseowitz 
over night in port. But no wind was felt. 
Coming down the coast, however, traces 
of the’ storm were seen. At the head of 
Johnson straits and' at other places along 
the coast a clean sweep of all frail 
structures had' been made. At Kitimaat 
the storm seemed to veer inland, and no 
evidences of it were found farther north.

The Boseowitz brought south a small 
quantity of canned clams from China 
Hat and a consignment of furs.

THE DUKE OF CAMBRIDGE.

Grave Anxiety Is Now Felt Regarding His 
Health.An announcement is being anxiously 

awaited with regard tô Lillooet Vacancy 
in the provincial House. When Arch. 
McDonald a few days before the close of 
the last session was, by special act, de­
clared a member of the House it was 
specified that it was for the last session 
only. The act passed without a dissent­
ing voice. The seat thus became vacant 
upon the prorogation of the legislature.

When the bill came up in the House 
Premier McBride assured the members 
that he would reopen the seat only after 
conferring with the leader of the opposi­
tion so that no advantage might be taken 
of the situation.

An effort was made before prorogation 
to induce Arch. McDonald to re-enter the 
contest, as the government party believed 
he was the only man who could carry 
the seat. Mr, McDonald has no special 
liking for public life, and last year's ex­
perience in no way tended to make it 
more attractive to him. He has gone 
into business having become a partner in 
a store in Lillooet. With that to occupy 
his attention he does not Want to enter 
tne contest.

All efforts to induce him to consent 
to run during the session proved futile. 
Up to the time when the members dis­
persed he had not given any assurance 
that he would be the government candi­
date.

Premier McBride has recently been in 
the constituency seeking again to induce 
Mr. McDonald to enter the contest and 
holding out as an inducement that if he 
took the field the opposition would put 
up no opponent. It is extremely doubt­
ful if even by these methods Mr. Mc­
Donald will be led to accept of nomin­
ation, particularly after the lessons 
learned respecting the Premier and his 
personal following during last session.

There is a rumor that W. A. Macdon­
ald, K. C., of Nelson, may be the candi­
date, and that in order to carry the elec­
tion he may be made provincial secretary. 
With such a move the hope is to carry 
the election by acclamation. The Pre­
mier denies all knowledge of such an 
arrangement, and other members of the 
cabinet assert that the Conservative can­
didate in Lillooet will be a resident of 
the district.

LETTER FROM ENTERPRISE.

This is 
being compiled by him and put in shape 
to report to the divisional engineer, Mi. 
Van Arsdol.

With the main feature of the country, 
as prepared by Mr. Going in the pos­
session of the engineering department of 
the Grand Trunk Pacific, the work of 
making a selection of a route and of 
actually surveying, it will be simplified. 
It is probable that a number of smaller 
parties will be put in the field during the 
summer to complete thç preliminary sur­
vey made by him this winter.

To Mr. Going was assigned the .task 
of exploring the country between Hazel- 
ton and the Rocky Mountains in the 
direction of the Peace River Pass and 
also in the direction of Che Pine River 
Pass.

The Pacific coast approaches were 
assigned1 to others. The Yellow Head 
Pass route was carefully examined by 
the O.P.R. engineers years ago, so that 
now the Grand Trunk Pacific has in its 
possession accurate knowledge as to the 
various routes after passing through the 
mountains. A lot yet remains to be dotfe 
in the way of detail before a route will
