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Shall We Lease Our Hunting-
Grounds?

The subject of leasing the exclusive
right of hunting in our best and largest
forest preserves has been occasionally
discussed by those interested in the sub-
ject, and chiefly by Mr. Edward Jack,
who is, at present, in Edinburgh, in
charge of the New Brunswick Forestry
Exhibi$, and sends us the folloWing
letter on the subject,—

Dxar Sir,—There are’ some English
and - Scotch gentlemen who, I think,
would spend %g | :
ling per year for ten years in protecting
the heads of the Dungarvon, Renous and
Little Southwest from fire on considera-
tion of their having the exclusive right to
hunt within the bounds described by me
in & lecture delivered at the Mechanics’
Institate, St. John, last winter. . They
would employ Mr. Henry Braithwaite, or
some other competent man, to protect
those lands from fire, and would agree to
exercise their right of humting strictly in
accordance with the Provincial Acts.
Would you ascertain the public opinien
on this matter and as to whether the
timber-lease holders would like such an
grrangement to aid in protecting their

perty. - The parties with whom I am
talking would conform to their wishes in
the matter of fire-protection. All that
the English sportsmen want is the right
of hunting for the period named. They
will, if it agreeable to the lumberers
and Government, enter into a written
agreement, binding themselves to protect
these forests from fire on receiving a lease
of the right to hunt for the term named.

Is therea
probability that there would be less
forest fires under such a lease as that
proposed than-there are now ? We in-
cling to the belief that there would not

drivers, fishermen, hunters, and woods-
men, generally, are careful about extin-
guishing the necessary fires they kindle,
and the fact that the ground of their
operations was under special lease,
would not make them more so. The
careless—and there are, unfortunately,
-a few of this class—would be careless
still. The lease would- not lessen the
number of hunters but rather increase
it, for it would bring in a new
element through the agency of the
gentlemen referred to by Mr. Jack.
It may be said or thought thas the
small hunters would be driven out, but
this would not be, for they would, with
much show of reason on' their side, look
upon the exclusive right lease as an in-
vasion of and attack upon their time-
honored rights and privileges, and be-
come poachers. Feeling that they were
thus dispossessed and outlawed they
would lose that sense of indirect pro-
prietorship which now induces them fo
protect their hunting-grounds against
fire, and become very careless if not in-
cendiary. To counteract this there
would be the “protection against fire”
which Mr. Jack’s syndicate proposes,
but we all know what that would
-amount to. There are hundreds of
persons scattered over and kindling
fires in the forests emibraced in the
proposed lease at all times of the year
and, at c -ctain seasons, they are num-
bered 1.y thousands. No syndicate
could provide an adequate fire-police to
watch these and the only effective safe-
guard would be their individual
sense of the responsibility resting upon
them in the matter of fire. A score of
Braithwaites would neither prevent
fires from being kindled, nor be able to
extinguish them were they once started
in a forest-tract. * Inshort, the proposi-
tion, divested of its surplussage, pre-
sents the aspect of an invasion of the
people’s privileges which is not in
accord with the genius of the countiy.
One of the attractions which New
Brunswick presents to the English,
Irish and 8zotch people whom we invite
to come over to us is that we offer them
a free conntry where there #re no ob-
jectionable land laws. We are able to
tell them that the Crown,and not a priv-
ileged clfss, oWns our magnificent hunt-
ing and fishing privileges,and that these
are a part of the heirloom of freedom
which we can offer to them and which
their childien will inherit. Now, the
sporteman who lives in the country
may take his gun and dog and ‘practi-
cally go whither he will, and we think
it would be a®doubtful experiment to
part with such a privilege for four
hundred pounds and the myth of fire-
protection offered.

Notes from Edinburgh.

EDWARD JACK.

It was eight o’clock in the evening
as I passed the post office on my way
to the summit of Calton hill, about ten
minutes walk from the Royal Hotel,
my present residence. The top of the
hill is reached by broad paths winding
around it and is crowned by Nelson’s
Monument and the unfinished memo-
‘rial commemorating the Scottish Mar-
tyrs. When about two thirds of the
way up I seated myself on a bench
where I could obtaina view to the
north. Lovking at the flat beneath
me extending zrom the west to the
north-west were® to be -seen houses,
trees, gardens, steeples, and tall chim-
neys confusedly mingled together,
while in Leith roads and at its wharves
lay a fleet of ships. Leith is merely a
suburb of Ediggurgh, which is protect-
ed by a fort or forts on a little rocky is.

‘land a mile or two distant, on which
are mounted féur one hundred ton guns,

As T remain seated many people pass
and repsss and very many little boys
and girls are sporting over the green
turf which covers the hill sides. I can-
not understand what they are saying as
they use the.broad Scottish dialect.
A liitle fellow who has evidently suffer-
ed wrong at the hands of another child
is gesticulating before me with the air
of one who has been very much injured.
‘“Maun” and ‘‘dinna” are the only
words which I can distinguish. I have
changed my seat to the eastern ‘slope
of the hill where I occupy a wooden
bench not far from a drinking fountain,
of which I saw two on the hill side.
Three thousand feet to the ‘east of me
are Salisbury Craigs, with a read run-
ning close under their steep base, while
beneath it some five or eight hundred
feet a long green slope extends at an
angle of trom 30° to 46° down to the
houses in the town. About half a mile
north of Salisbury Craigs rises Arthur’s
seat (a continuation of the same ele-
vation) probably sixty feet higher than
the top-most brow of the Craigs.
North of Arthur’s seat the hill extends
for about three guarters of a mile, its
height decreasing towards _that point,
Four small dots (men) are visible stand-
ing out against the sky on the very
summit edge of Salisbury Craigs and
one little speck on Arthur’s seat.
These hills are all bright green except
where dark patches of deep brown-green
are irregularly scattered over them,
some smaller and some larger. I can,
even late as it is, see a man, like an ant
in size, travelling on the very top of
the hill back of Arthur’s seat. Look-
ing towards the south-east there are
spires and houses, while in the dim,
smoky distance glimpses are to be had
of the Pentland Hills.

At a quarter past 8 p. m. the volun-
teers were still heard firing at their
targets, as there is a gathering of rifle-
men from various Scotch companies
being held here now.

Continuing my walk around the
hill a few rods further to the south, and
looking down 1nto the valley between
Calton Hill and Salisbury Craigs, I
could see to the right Holyraod Palace
and the ruins of its Chapel Royal.

Immediately beneath me was the fa-
mous High School of Edinburgh
where Dr. Adams once taught.
A little further to the east stood
Burns’ monument, to the south-
ward rise the towers and walls of Edin-
burgh gaol, and overtopping houses and
buildings the spire of Saint Giles, built
curiously in the form of the crown of
Scotland. While I am jotting down
these notes a timid inquisitive group of
little ones stand at a respectful distance
from me, evidently wondering what I
am doing. At Jast I hear one of them,
in a voice a little above a whisper say,
¢ he’s tacken’ doun the names.”

The Govérnment felt that it was not ad-
visable to saddle the Province with the
purchase of a stock farm at present, but
they were now prepared to lease one,

Mr. Anderson said that some of the
farms were objectionable because they
could not be bought if the Government
should subsequently conclude to do so,
The Westmorland farms were well worth-
purchasing, although they could not bo
leased.

Mr. Reid explained that a. buying
clause might be inserted among the cov-
enants in & lease of the Murray-Kings.
clear farm, if that were selected, and he
might say that the principal representing
at 6 per cent the $900 yearly rent asked
for the farm, $15,000, could buy it.

Mr. Brown drew attention to the fact
that the George farm, in Westmorland,
referred to by Mr. * Anderson would cost
$26,000, whereas the island grass on' the
Murray farm was equal to the marsh
grass of the former and the highland was
far better.

Mr. Swim advocated purchasing some
farm, and Mr. Fairweather pleaded for
the leasing or buying of the Beer farm,
Sussex, which could be bought for $20,
000, and it would cut, he said, 225 tons
of hay, and had good buildings and pas-
turage,

Mr. Brown said 300 tons could be cut
off the Murray farm, which now pastured
50 head of cattle, besides the sheep and
horses. He could not say much for the
Beer farm.

Mr. Anderzon objected to the dispar-
aging remarks, which Mr. Brown imme.
diately supplemented by saying that not
only waa the pasture on the Beer tarm not
good, but the farm would not cut half a
ton of hay to the acre, The grass was
not as good as the intervale on the pres.
ent stock farm. It was now agreed that
the only available farms foy rent and pur-
chase both were the Murray, Beer and
Slipp farms.

Mr. Colwell spoke for the Slipp farm,
in Queens county. It might be leased
for $1,000 or bought for $16,000.

Mr. Reid followed with a panegyric on
the Mur rm, which he claimed to be
by all odds the best in New Brunswick,

Considerable time was then taken up
in wandering discussion, and the Attor-
ney General expressed a hope that the
meefing would proceed with the business
for which the Government were invited
to be present. The best way to do mo
would be by a resolution,

Mr. Brown thereupon moved a resoln.
tion in favor of the Murray farm, and
withdrew it at the suggestion of the At.
torney General for the following, which is
more precise in its terms :

Resolved, That the meeting now proceed to de-
clare by ballot its choice asa Provincial stoc
farm of the three available farms.

This was seconded by Mr. Reid. and
drew forth very strong h8stility from Mr.
Anderson, who, at the conclusion of his
remarks, in whiSh he made a handle of
his belief that the Government had not
yet made arrangements with Mr. Otty for
discontinuing the use of the present stock
farm, moved, in amendment, that the
further iderati of the be
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Government and at the same time expect
the Government to vote on the resolution.
Mr. Brown said that the Government
could not do anything fairer than they did
in allowing the board an equal voice in
the determination of the matter.

The sentiment of the meeting was
visibly in favor of immediate action and
Mr. Anderson now declared in favor of
the Beer farm. |

Mr. Brown said it had not an acre in a
good state of cultivation,

Hon. Mr. Harrison said his views were
embodied in the joint committee’s report.

Mr. Reid said that in addition to the
other advantages of the Murray farm, it
would be centrally located, after the rail.
Ways now in progress were completed,
He was interrupted by questions from
the Solicitor General and Hon. Mr.
Turner. ’

Hon. Mr. Gillespie would like to hear
the discussion conducted without regard
to local interests.

Mr. Inches, the secretary, who at one
time owned property adjoining the Murray
farm, was referred to about its pasture
lands, and he said they were excellent.

The chairman gathered from all that
had been said that this farm would be a
very suitable one and in point of location
perhaps none better could be got. He
thought it would be a8 convenient for a
great part of St, John county as any that
had been offered. Thé Miranichi Valley
railroad wonld soon add three more coun-
ties to those that had easy access to it.

The present stock farm was voted a
complete failure, Mr. Brown alleging that
it was used up and Mr. Anderson saying
that it was leased by the late Government
against the express recommendation of
the Board.

The offers of Mesars. Fawcett, of West.
moreland, and Slipp and Peters, of Queens,
to care for the stock and take the proceeds
of annual sales were spoken of without
effect.,

The amendment of Mr. Anderson was
then put and lost and Mr, Brown’s motion
for a ballot carried. The ballots stood 8
for the Murray farm, 6 for the Beer farm
and 1 for the Slipp farm. As the Murray
farm had a majority on the first ballot no
second ballot was required. Had such
been the case the vote would likely have
been 9 to 6. The result was reached be-
fore 5 o’clock. The chairman and Hon,
Solicitor General were obliged to take
their departure for St. John by the five
o'clock train.
