ROASTING MR. CHARLETON.
Mr. John Charleton, M. P. for North
Norfolk and the great advocate of Sunday
observance, got one of the most severe
roastings last Wednesday that any mem-
ber of the House of Commons has ever
received. The Senate committee on
Finance of the United States has just
published a bulletin covering the replies
received though its inquiries of lumber
manufacturers as to their views respect-
ing United S ates lumber duties.
Amongst these replies is a letter from
Mr. John Charleton, Canadian M. P. in
which he advises the committee to pro-
vide in their bill that if any export duty
is laid by a foreign country upon any of
the articles fmentioned in paragraphs 672
to 673 in the Wilson Bill,then all of those
articles when imported from that foreign
country shall be subject to the old rates
| of duty under the McKinley tariff. These
paragraphs cover all the lumber duties as
| originally introduced, the items of which
are now placed on the free list, and as ori-
ginally introduced only the item of white
 pine had the proviso attached to it with
respect to the duty being charged if ex-
port duties were imposed by the country
exporting white pine. Mr. Charleton’s
suggestion was adopted and now if the
Canadian government should re-impose
the export duties on saw logs which it is
being earnestly requested to do, the
Unitéd States tariff,” if passed as it at
present ‘stands, - would re-iL.pose duties
on all: kinds of lumber, shingle bolls,
staves, &c., &c. This advice was given
by Mr.Charleton as the best way to ‘‘fix”
Canada. On Wednesday he came very
nearly being fixed himself as member
after member rose in the House and
denounced his traitorous conduct in thus
pointing out to a foreign government
how the trade of what he claims to be his
own country could be most injuriously
affected. The indignation of the House
was 80 great, even amongst some of Mr.
Charleton’s own friends, that there is no
question whatever that a motion to expel
him would have been carried almost
unaminously, had it been thought worth
while to afford him an opportunity of
posing as a martyr. Such, however, was
not the desire of the House, and Mr.
Charleton was simply left to enjoy the
contempt of every honest man in Canada.
PROGRESS IN SUPPLY.

The House has seldom made such
progress at one sitting in supply as was
done on Friday night. After the greater
part of the week had been taken up
discussing amendments of the motion to
go into supply, the House at last got into
committee shortly before six o’clock on
Friday afternoon and up %o anidnight
accomplished the feat of passing the
whole of the votes for the public works
department amounting to something like
1,500,000. This was partly accounted for
by the fact that the Housé was unusually
thin, as nearly all the Ontario members
went home by either the morning or
evening train on ° Friday Another
reason however is that the Minister
of public works has made a considerable
change in the policy which has hitherto
prevailed in that department with regard
to distributlng the works under its con-
trol ; and that in.the votes thus passed
there are quite a number for improve-
ments of harbors, rivers and etc. in con-
stitut repr ted by the oppos-
ition. The votes were by no means
slurred however as there was a great
deal of explanation on almost every vote,
but the great differences from other years
was that the opposition refrained from
making those long-winded speeches which
for so many years they have been making
when the Minister of Public' Works en-
deavored to get any votes.

SUNDAY OBSERVANCE KILLED,

A considerable portion of Monday night’s
session was taken up with the final stages in
the House of Mr. Charleton’s Sunday ob-
servaooe bill, which was finally passed, after
it had been so altered and amended that
nothing whatsoever of it was left except one
clause forbidding the sale of Sunday news-
papers and another clause closing the
government canals from six o’clock Sunday
morning until Sunday night, subject to
suspension at any time by order in eouncil.
Even this remnant of . the bill, however, did
not satisfy the Senate, and when it reached
the d chamber it was ily dis—
posed of hy being given a six months hoist
on the decisive vote of 23 to 13.

Loxpox, June 16.—The Eail of Dun-
raven moved in the House of Lords
yesterday the second reading of the
deceased wife’s sister bill. He said the
expesienee of the United States and Can-
ada, which did not forbid a man’s marry-
his deceased wife's sister, was a sufficient
refutation of the objection of the bishops.
It was a hardship and acause of ex-
pense that a man to marry his deceased
wife’s sister and legitimatize his children
by her must go abroad to have the cere-
mony performed. Lord Herschell, Lord
Chancellor, spoke in faver of the bill, and
the Archbishop of Cauterbury and Lords
Selborne and Dudley spoke against it.
The bill was lost by a vote of 129 120.

Lord Salisbury, the Duke of Norfelk and
most of the other tories and some twenty
bishops oppbsed it.

Last Sunday’s ser-
vices in nearly all the Presbyterian,
Methodist, Baptist and Congregational
churches in St. John and its vicinity
were conducted by visiting members of
the Assembly and amongst the courtesies
of the occasion have been an excursion
up the St. John river under the auspices
of the St. John Board of Trade and visits
to the Assembly in session by representa-
tive bodies from the Methodist and Bap-
tist Churches and she St. John DBeanery
of the Church of England. o

Pumnch says that
seeing that imperial interests are involved
the leading ministers of tha government
should hade goune to the conference.

Heury F. Perley, formecly chief
engineer of the public works depaitment,
who was dismisséd from the government’s
employ, for his connection: with the
Connolly-MoGreevy scandals, has been
reinstated, and will occupy a subordinate
position. This is considered a prelim-
inary move to superannuation.

Hoegg’s factory, for canning vegetables
and meats, at Fredericton, which was des-
troyed by Sre last week was the largest
establishment of the kind in the provinces.
It is believed that the tire was of in-
cendiary origin.

An old woman who owned half an acie
of ground at Nenagh, county of Tipperary
Ireland, died the other day without leav-
ing a relative or specifying an heir. Her
neighbors quarrelled over the posses-
sion of her land. Some thirty men
fought with scythes and pitchforks ronnd
her hut. Eventually they breke down
the door,upset the body and beat each
other with the candles, which had stood
round the body. When the fight was
ended two men lay dead st the dnorstep
and five others were too severely wound-
ed to walk from the scene of the conflct,

If Primier Rosebery is driven out of
publiclife for owning a fast horse it will
not be lis first embarrassment from a
like cause. 1t was his ownership of a
race horse which led to his withdrawsl
from college at Oxford, without t.king
his degree, nearly a quarter of a century
ago. Dean Liddell, who was the head of
Christ Church in these days, fully realized
the enormity of an undergraduate keeping
a race horse and participating in the
priucipal turf eyents of the day. Accord-
{ogly he summoned the young man andcold
him that he would either have to dispose
of his racing stable or give up collage,
expecting, of course, that the peer would
dispense with the former. Greatly to the
dean’s dismay, Lord Rosebery coolly %es-
ponded that if he had to choose between
the two he would certainly take the racing
stable. So heleft Oxford to all intents
and purposes in disgrace.

Rallway Enterprises.

Mr. Adams, M. P. has presented to
the Minister of Railways the numerously
signed petition of the people «f Mira-
michi, asking for aid in the form of a
subgidy for the proposed diversion of the
Canada Eastern Railway to and through
the village of Nelson. This work ought
to have been aided long ago, for Nelson
has been left comparatively isolated,
while other places—some of them of less
importance —have had the advantages of
railway - facilities accorded /to them.

and other leading gentlemen are assisting
in the promotion of the object of the
petition, on which Mr. Adams has based
an application for the subsidy asked for.

A Truckling Magistrate

At Oak Point, Kings county, on Wedanes-
day, of last week, before Justice Inch, Mr.
Wetmore, Chief Game Commissioner, on
behalf of the Crown, on information of
Frederick W. Vanwart, prosgeuted David
Adames, Albert Perkians, Geo. W, Jones and
Samuel Adams for killing and dressing deer
on the 19th April, this year, contrary to law,
the date being within the close season.
Mr. Walter H. Trneman appeared for the
Crown, and Mr. John R. Dann defended.
The evidence showed that the parties were
in the vicinity with guns, that they were
heard to give instructions to fire, that three
separate shots were fired, that a deer was
killed and one was wounded, and the latter
escaped to the water and was not fogrd.
Two of the parties, David Adams and Albert
Perkins, cut the throat of the slain deer,
and the animal was ekioned and its ' meat
distributed. The defence not only questioned
the jurisdiction of tha court, but held that
the evidence did not actually prove the
killing. The Magistrate reserved his d=ci-
sion. The affair created great excitement
in the neighoorhood for a circle of ten miles,
the court room was crowded, and the pro
ceedings took up the whole afternoon from
one o’clock till nine in the evening, with a
short adjourument for supper.  The specific
charge was against Samuel Adams and Geo. W
Joues for killing, and against the other two,
Perkins and David Adams, for dressing the
animal and having the meat in their possess-
ion. The facts set out by the Crown were
not controverted by any - witnesses, the
defence being purelv technical

A New Band Saw Put Ia.

There was a large meeting of mill men and
others at Hampton on Monday of last week
to'see the testing of a new ‘‘Allis” band mill
recently put in by the Flewelling Manufac-
tariag Co. of that place.

The tirst logs cut were the'toughest spruce,
that could be found in the boom, which were
cut as accurately and smooth as were the
clear pine logs, which followed. Then Bome
birch logs were brought in and while they
were of the largest size, and of the toughest
quality, were cat with equal ease and
an accuracy that could not be excell-
ed.

To illustrate the saving made by a Band
Saw, the Messrs. Flewelling formerly had so
much sawdust, that they had to cait it away,
and were thinking of patting ina burner to
get rid of this expense, But now, although
cutting more per day, they have not enough
to rnu their boiler on, and are using other
refuse, which formerly had to be carted
off. .
At a low estimate, the saving effected even
in low grade lumber, ie equal to the running
expenses of a mill.

The Waterons Eagine Works Co., of
Brantford, who furanished the machinery, as
well as the Messrs, Flewelling, are to be
congratnlated on their enterprise.

The capacity of these mills is from 40 to 60
thousand feet per day,

Death of Duncan M'Intyre.

MoNTREAL, JUNE 14 —Duncan MeclIntyre,
the well-known railway magnate and
Canedian director of the Grand Truak
Railway, died here yesterdsy morning
after some weeks’ illness. He was well
known throughout Canada, the Uited
States and Britain through his connection
with various financial schemes, He leaves
a widow and five grown up children. His
forfnne is & vast one; it amounts to about
$5,800,000, ' ;

Mr. Molntyre was a Scotchman by birth,
and was engaged in the dry goods business
in Montreal, and was a man of great ability
and force of .chiracter. He amassed a
good deal of wealth, snd -then epgaged in
various ‘railways schemes.. He  became
connected with Lord Mount Stephen and
Sir Donald A. Smith in the C. P. 'R.,
owning either a railway line or a charter
that it was necessary for the new company
to possess, Mr. Mclntyre made millious
out of the C. P. R, but has of late years
largely, if not entirely withdrawn from it.
A liberal in politics Mr. Mclatyre cnce
offered as a candidate in an Oatario con-
stituency for the House of Commons, but
was defeated. He was about sixty-five years
of age,

POULTRY NOTES.

The eover of the eggshell has nothing
whatever to do with the quality of the egg
Meelf.

S8kim milk, buttermilk and whey, mixed
with bran and corn meal, should be used
freely for laying hens.

The Asiatis breeds of fowls lay very dark
shelled eggs, while the Mediterranean vari-
oties lay clear white eggs.

_Clover for fowls should be chopped fine-
ly, steamed for some time, and then mixed
with grain and meat scraps.

The proper way to catch a fowl is to
,ug both legs at once with a firm, tight,
quick hold and then raise free from the
