19-—Seven
days after the beginning of the Me-
Namara murder trial, the state was
given its first opportunity for the ex-
amination of prospective jurors. At-
torney Clarence 8. Darrow, chief coun-
sel for the defense turned over the
full jury in box, reserving the privil-
ege of examining one man further if
he liked.

Three other men are under chal-
lenge for bias, awaiting a ruling from
Judge Bordwell, The state, within a
few minutes successfully challenged
John W. Roberts, a real estate deal-
er who had fixed scruples against cap-
ital punishment and began the examin-
ation of T. W, Adams, a retired real
estate dealer.

CHINESE REVOLUTION
HAS A SERIOUS LOOK;

HANKOW STILL SAFE

Hard to Obtain Definite Information, But it is
Believed Revolutionists Have Not -
Yet Captured City

CHINESE GOVERNMENT
RUSHING TROOPS FORWARD

Missionaries fear That American Colleges, Hos-
pitals and Schools Will be Damaged if Chinese
Admiral Carries Out Threat to Bombard the

Rebel Camps at Wu

Chung.

UNITED STATES EMBASSY AT PEKIN,

Pekin, Oct. 19.—The foreign lega-
tions in Pekin have received no des-
patches from Hankow since 6 o’clock
last eyening. The last message from
the American consul general, Roger S.
Greene, stated only that the fighting
had begun. It is believed however, that
in Hankow are safe, and that the
foreign cruisers and gunboats .in the
harbor are ample protection, eyen from
the joint Chinese army and navy,

But it will be impossible to preé-
vent stray shells from threatening
the foreigners also from conflagra-
tions and looting by the rabble. It
would be difficult to cordon the con-
cessions, because they are nat sur-
rounded by a wall. Only narrow streets
cut them off from the densely pack-
ed Chinese city.

It is hoped that all the women and
childten have already been safely re-
moved from Hankow, as it is feared
that the defeat of the revolutionists
may be followed by excesses on the
part of the mob, careful inquiries in-
dicating that the people have more
fear of the revolutionaries than sym-
pathy for them.

The German legation at Pekin made
denial today cof the report that Ger-

man troops had been engaged in the|

fighting in the streets of Hankow, the
board of communications early last
evening received two despatches. One
mentioned Siaokan, in Hu Pegh pro-
vince as having been captured by the
rebels, the other “was interrupted
while being transmitted.

A report has reached here that Im-

perialist troops have refused to de-
train at Hankow, Other reports state
that the Chinese gunboats took little
part in yesterday's fighting. Their in-
activity is explained by the fact that
a direct fight would have endanged
their own troops, while a flank fire
would have involved a bombardment
over the foreign concessions.
. Signs of discontent at Hankow are
snbsiding after vesterday's flight. The
rebels who retreated because of shori-
age of ammunition and the arrival of
government reinforcements, retired in
a southerly direction. Some of them
entered the native city of Hankow,
while others made their way towards
Wu Chang. The loyal troops were
not sufficiently strong to press home
any advantage they had gained.

The American attaches, Lt. Col. Wil
liam D. Beach and Capt. J. H. Reeves

returned to Pekin last night because

they were not permitted to accompany
the troops to Hankow. They say that
orderliness and precision with which
the troop trains are being sent south-
ward is admirable. The food supply
seemed to be abundant and the troops
were in good spirits. The rapidity with
which 20,000 men have been despatch-
ed to the south has surprised the mil-
itary attaches. The Chinese army,
they declare, seems to have learned
the lessons of modern tactics well,
but the fighting spirit is evidently
still lacking in the race. The fact that
the rebels did not advance along the
railway prior to the arrival of the im-
perial troops, may not have been ow-
ing to the lack of initiative, but to the
possibility that the revolutionists will
prove disloyal to the new republic
which the leaders are bent upon creat-
ing. It is thought that both armies
are in danger of wholesale disaffec-
tion. No concrete idea either imperial
or republican, holds the minds of the
troops while general discontent with
bad government affects both,

There are conflicting reports regard-
ing the first division, which is entirely
Manchue, it has been stated that this
division left for Hankow but reliable
reports say that the Manchu regiments
have all been retained In the immedi-
ate vicinity of the forbidden city,

Reports that the Infant Emperor
has been taken to Tien Tain, and se-
cretly placed in the forelgn conces-
slons are groundless.

The Japanese cruisers and gunboats
in the Yang Tse Kiang are establish-
ing a wireless service from Hankow.
Japahese torpedo boats, which have
arrived at Tien Tsin may connect with
Tokio as well as with Hankow, by
wireless, The American legation has

asked the Chinese government to in-
sure the safe transportation of Am-
erlcans from the Peking Haunkow rail-
way zone, should disorders further de-
velop. Much harm has been displayed
all along the railway line, owing to the
wildest rumors, while no news has
been made public to reassure the peo-
ple. Lieut. Col. Beach, in speaking to-
day of conditions in Hul‘r*h, says that
there is & good crossing in the Yang
Tee, five miles vorth,of Wu Chang,
and it should not’ b difficalt. forshe
imperial troops to cross the river un-
der the protection of the gunboats.
He was informed at Hankow that the
rebels have probably 12,000 soldiers.
A strict censorship was established
today on all trans-provincial messages
regarding movement and also on all
code messages except consular and le
gation despatches. Even the legations
are-deprived of news by the interrup-
tion of the wires and there is anxious
suspense, as the last message receiv-
ed described the continuance of desul-
firing with rebel reinforcement
crossing the river,

of news from China will give rise to
most serious rumors and speculations
in Europe and America, the govern-
ment' has considered also the censur
ing of telegrams going abroad, but
has not yet decided to institute such
a restriction. According to a consu-
| lar despatch, the rebels, after cross
{ing from Hanyang on the mnight of
| October 17, evidently marched all
{night long in a northeasterly direc-
tion around the foreign concessions
and attacked the imperialists shortly
after daylight at their camp near the
railway. The station at which the
| encounter took place was not that
immediately behind the concessions,
but seven or eight miles to the east-
ward on the Yang Tse. The other
station, which has frequently chang-
ed hands, and at which the disarming
and slaughter of these imperial sold-
iers took place, is evidently the main
station immediately behind the conces
slons.

Despatches from Shanghai, asking
| Peking for news, say that the tele
graph wires from Hankow to Shang-
hai are also cut. Several gunboats
| carry ‘a wireless system, which should
be working between Hankow and
{ Shanghali.

It is expected that imperial troop
| trains are arriving frequently behind
Hankow. The foreign railway manage-
{ment of the Hankow-Peking line
| claim that they succeeded in with-
drawing all but a single locomotive
before the rebels crossed from Wu
Chang and Han Yang to Hankow.
Officials of the Chinese foreign board
reiterate that the recapture of Wu
Chang is only a matter of days. The
attitude of the Chinese here towards
foreigners cannot be eriticised and
not the slightest danger is anticipat-
ed,

Fear for Missionaries,
London, Oct. 19.—Fear that the
Chinese Admiral will bombard the
rebel camps at Wu Chung has dis-
turbed missionary circles in London.
Dr. Somerville, a member of the Lon-
don mission at Wu Chung, who is
now here, points out that as Han
Yang and the native city of Hankow
which are opposite the rebel camps,
are also in the hands of the revolu-
tionists, the imperial gunboats will
be precluded from taking up a posi-
tion In the river between two fires
and so will be forced to throw their
shells from the north. In this case

verandah on the southern side, to
enable the beds to be wheeled out

on it when it Is deemed advisable
to have the patients sleep in the open
air.

It is the intention to utilize the re-
sidence presented by Mrs, Jordan to
the commisgion for administration
purposes and very little change will
be made in it. The bulldings on either
side will be separated from the ad-
winistrative bullding by a narrow
gpace. A portion of the centre build-
ing will be fitted up as a rest room,
naving o southern exposure and plen-
ty of light and air.

A water tower to protect the .in-
stitution from fire is being built at
Mre. Jordan’s own expense, and it
is said that the water tower and the
appliances connected with it will in-
volve an expenditure of about $3,000.
The power house which it is proposed
to erect will be utilized to pump wat-
ter into the tower, and provide steam
for heating the varfous buildings.

After discussing the plans at some
length the committee of the govern-
ment decided to refer the matter to n
full meeting of the executive council
which will probably be held at the
end of next week. The committee re-
presenting the governmenf was com-
posed of ‘Premier Flemming, Attorney
General Grimmer and Hon. Robert
Maxwell.

Premier Flemming has addressed
communications to the premiers of
Nova Scotla and Prince Rdward Isl
and, suggesting that the conferences
which have been held from (ime to
time with the object of preventing the
representation in the Dominion Par
lament from the Maritime Provin-
ces belng reduced, be resumed at
once snd that steps be at once taken
to memorialize the Federal authori-
tles in the matter. ‘“This question
of representation in the Federal par-
lament i8 a very important one to
Marvitime Provin.
cof” sald Mr. Flemming to a Stand
ard reporter at the Victorla Hotel
last evening. “Aeccording to the cen:
sus figures, New Rrunwick and No-
va Scotin stand to lose two members
each, and Prince Bdward Island oune
member, The matter hus been dia
cussed at conferences between the
Provinelal authorities, and 1 expect
we will have another conference in &
ghort time aud get our cage fully pre
ared for presentation to the Feder
al authoritivs, 1f we are to do any
thing st all it must be done before
the Redistribution bill is put throngh

parllament,

“personully, I think the arguments
that can be urged in support of thel
claim thut it would be unjust to fur- |
ther reduce the representation of|
these provinces are very strong.
These provincey are entitled to spe
clal consideration. About the time of
confederation they were discussing
the question of forming a Maritime
Unlon, a proposition which appealed
strongly to a great many people. If
the Martime Provinces had formed
this Unfon, and refused to go into the
Confederation, Canada would hardly
have been the country It is today,
and the bullding of the . P. R, and
the development of the West would
no doubt have been considerably de
layed

“But these provinces, malnly for
patriotic reasons, cust in their lot
with the Canadian confederation, and
have contributed a goodly share of
men and money towards the develop-
ment of the West, without making
ANy very greal progress on their own
account,

“pPrince Bdward Island has a spec
lally strong claim to consideration.
When it came into the confederation
it was given six - members. The
British North America Act provided
that there would be u readjustment
every ten years, bul in the case of
Prince Edward Island it was evident:
ly not contemplated that there would
be o reduction of Its representation.
When British Columbia came in, it
was granted six members, though its
population at that time would not
have entitled It to that number, and
according to the conditiong under
which that province came in it could
never have less than six members,
The uagreement provided that when
the population of British Columbia
warranted it, that province should be
given more wembers, but nothing is
sald about a reduction of its represen
tation below =ix members, In the
cuse of British Columbla the law pro
vides for an increase of its representa
tion, while in the case of Prince Ed
ward Island it says there shall be &
readjustment. Now it does not look
a¢ If the framers of the confedera-
tion contempluted the possibility of
the term readjustment being construed
to mean a reduction of members in
the case of Prince Edward Island, be-
cause in a small province like that a
time may come when on a basis of
population it might not be able to
count the quola necessary to return
one member.”

Mr. Flemming has arranged for a
conference next Tuesday ufternoon
with ihe Minister of Rallways to take
up matters connected with the Valley
Rallway, and will Jeave for Ottawa
on Monday. The questions that will
be considered at this conference have
to do with the arrangements by which
the federal authority will lease the
road and operate it as a branch of
the Intercolonial, and the matter of
federal ald in connection with the
congtruction of bridges along the
line of the proposed rallway,
