sailing ship Queen Victoria, which 
left a Chilian port on November 1U 
last with a cargo Of nitrate for the 
United Kingdom and has not been 
heard of «luce. The master of the 
Norwegian ship Marlon, while mak­
ing the same voyage from the west 
coast, says that he passed a large 
iceberg to the north-west of Cape 
Horn right in the track of vessels, as 
did also the Russian ship Margereta, 
fortunately, however, in daylight. It 
Is thought that the Queen Victoria 
went down In collision with it. Her 
second officer and several of the crew 
came from the Liverpool district.

The Queen Victoria was a fine ship 
of 1587
commanded by (apt. Charles 
Baker, of Yarmouth, N. 8.. for about 
twelve years. Capt. Baker Is & broth 
er of E. G. Baker, manager of the 
Grand Hotel, and was a most efficient 
and popular shipmaster.

GOLF BAGS IN GREAT VARIETY

Rev. Mr. Mahood Contends 
that Answer Rests Entirely 
with the Individual Rather 
than His Church.

Eloquent Sermon by Rev. Tr- 
Convers, in Mission Church 
— Civic Representatives 
Present by Invitation.HUN IF. CITY Rev. H. 8. Mahood preached an In­

teresting sermon In the Congregation­
al church last evening when he dis 
coursed on "Should a Christian go to 
the threatre?*’ In opening the ad­
dress Rev. Mr. Mahood pointed out 
that there was strong argument for 
both sldea of the question and went 
on to deal thoroughly with each 
phase.

The Instinct to play, said the speak­
er, Is God given; this is proved by 
thé children who just as soon as they 
learn to talk play house and take 
sides If a war1 happens to be In pro­
gress. Continuing, Rev. Mr. Mahood 
said plays such as Shakeapear's are 
a great aid In the work of the church 
as they make the world vastly richer 
and grander.

In the early ages the stage waa 
closely connected with the church, 
both going forth hand In hand to the 
tank of saving humanity. In 67 A. 
D., the theatres were considered a 
part of the church, a condition which 
continued up till 77 A. D„ when 
tain departures were made in the 
character of the theatres which caus 
ed the alliance to be broken. Since 
that time the church and stage have 
been widely separated.

When taking up the negative sldq 
or the question. Rev. Mr. Mahood 
pointed out that never In the history 
or the stage had the standard of the 
theatres been so high as the old Gre­
cian days but If these plays were re­
produced they would receive a very 
small patronage. Continuing, Rev. Mr. 
Mahood stated that all the old writ­
ers had written articles condemning 
the theatres. He further said that 
many of the old actors had refused to 
allow their children to take up their 
profession.

Continuing the speaker said If any 
person desired to go to a theatre, it 
rested with that person's conscience. 
If any man can go to a theat 
Ing It la right to do so, the 
will not do that man any h 
matter of this kind must be settled 
by the man aloné because only his 
conscience Is concerned.

In closing, the speaker pointed out 
that If the people. kept their hearts 
clean and honest this earth would be 
turned Into a heaven and that It would 
not be necessary to worry about the 
after life.

A special service In honor of 8. 
John thp Baptist 
Mission Church of 8. John Baptist In 
the CUy of St. John In the County of 
St. John last evening. Rev Father 
Corners preached an appropriate and 
interesting sermon. He pointed out 
that 8. John's Day hâd been marked 
by several interesting events in the 
history of Canada. It was generally 
held that it was on 8. John's Day in 
1497 that John Cabot had discovered 
Chutfda. S. John’s day in 1610 mark 
ed the beginning of missions In Can­
ada, a great Sagamore of the Mic­
macs being baptised into the Chris 
tlati faith at Port Royal on that day. 
It was on 8. John's Day, 308 years 
ago that Champlain discovered the 
river and harbor which now bears the 
name of St. John.

Continuing the speaker said the 
thoughts suggested by the occasion 
would naturally have to do with the 
Mission church as a religious organl 
zation. and with the city of St. John 
as a social organization. He pointed 
out that In his revelations 8. John 
pictured Jieaven as a church with 
symbolical features and alto as a city, 
and what It stands for In our life.

It was our duty, he said, to see that 
St. John lias no conditions that pre­
vent Its people forming the habits 
that will fit them -for life In high 
heaven. The city was different from 
the country in that It brings men In 
close union and connection and forc­
es certain social duties and privileges 
upon them. It was therefore a sec­
ondary duty of religious men to make 
the city such that its conditions would 
facilitate a life of holiness, and re­
move hindrances to good citizenship, 
indolence, self Interest and party 
spirit. Indolence prevents us making 
a study of civic problems, or a person­
al examination of clvifc conditions. 
It knows nothing, for Instance, of the 
poverty existing In St. John. Within 
a hundred yards of the church you 
could find God's poor, whose poverty 
is sanctified by Christ's saying, 
"Blessed is the poor,” and you may 
also find the Devil's poor, those who 
are In poverty because of their sins.

All of us, said the preacher, were 
responsible for the surroundings 
which made for sin and poverty.

One afternoon on Boston common, 
where every theory under the sun is 
preached, an anarchist pointing to me 
said: '"There goes one of the black 
robed allies of the police tyranny." 
Was there not a certain measure of 
truth in. the statement that clergymen 
are allies of the police. The police 
try to stop stealing and other crimes 
by arrest and force. We try to con­
vert men and use the power of cou 
science to keep them in the right 
path.**

In conclusion the preacher pointed 
out that everybody should know some- 

city, and that those 
in authority are responsible for the 
good order and peace of the commun­
ity, should have the support of public 
opinion In all their actions directed 
towards the good of the city.

Representatives of the city were 
present at the service by special in­
vitation.
