He has been a close 
student pf Canadian agricultural con­
ditions and is already equipped with 
an extensive knowledge of conditions 
of production. His work has also made 
him familiar with the facts In regard 
to the depopulation of rural Canada 
and its bearing upon the present situa­
tion in regard to high living cost.

Conversant with Subject.
Mr. Coats, for a number of years 

editor of the Labor Gazette, fqr some 
time past, has been conducting a de­
partmental investigation into various 
aspects of the cost of living. In 1910 
he published a report on wholesale 
prices in Canada from the year 1890 
and he has printed subsequent reports 
bringing the Information down to date; 
the Index number of wholesale prices 
which has been the obpect lately of 
much Interest Is a feature of these 
reports. American Investigators are 
known to regard this work as an Im­
potent contribution to the world-wide 
study now in progress. It is under­
stood that Mr. Coats has in progress 
an investigation into allied subjects, 
such as the course of wages since 
1890.

A curious feature of the situation as 
far as the Department of Labor Is con­
cerned is that fully three years be­
fore the change of government the 
statistical officer of the Department 
of Labor had drawn up a carefully 
worked out plan for a comprehensive 
Investigation at the cost of living 
which had been Increasing since 1897 ; 
this plan embraced Investigations 
which would Include wages, costs, 
prices, and In general would have sur­
veyed the problem at once from the 
standpoint of the producer and the 
consumer. The then Minister of Labor, 
Hon. MacKenzle King, declined to take 
any interest in the project, which re­
mained burked except for the partial 
Investigation tqto wholesale prices un­
til the advent to the department of 
Hon. T. W. Crothers, who took prompt 
advantage of the plans long previously 
laid by the statistical branch.

The mass of Information which the 
department has obtained since the 
removal of the restrictions Imposed by 
Hon. MacKensle King’s lack of Inter­
est, will be available as a ground work 
for the Inquiry ordered today by the 
government.

The 
state pathological experts urged a 
strict embargo for a period of years 
on the ground that potato diseases aro 
known to exist in certain portions of 
every foreign country, included in the 
Department of Agriculture’s notice on 
the subject.

Lord Eustace Percy, third secretary 
of the British embassy, expressed re­
gret that the United States should 
have suggested the embargo on Eng­
lish potatoes without co-operating 
with the agricultural experts of that 
country in their investigation of con­
ditions. To suddenly impose nn em­
bargo. he said, would be a disturbing 
factor in the scientific work of the 
nations. Great Britain, he added, 
wished to co-operate with the United 
States and other nations in a general 
policy of agricultural education.

151 Paso. Mexico, Dec. 18.—More re­
fugees who arrived at the border to­
day reported that before General 
Francisco Villa .the rebel leader, al- 
lower their train to start from Chihua­
hua City he exacted from the Mexi­
can families sums ranging from $1,000 
to $5,000.

Montreal, Dec. 18.—An official state, 
ment Issued by Vice-President Bos- 
worth, of the C. P. R., today in con­
nection with the railway cartage ques­
tion here- states that “in view of the 
urgent demand of merchants in differ, 
ent sections of the country, and their 
voluntary offer through 
Trade to pay the exact cost of cart­
age, the Canadian Pacific Railway 
has decided to continue the present 
cartage agreements until further 
notice."

A similar statement was given by 
Vice-President Darymple, of the Grand 
Trunk, Mr. Dalrymple stating that the 
representations of the merchants had 
been urgent, and that in view of their 
willingness to pay the costs the rail­
way had been able to see its way 
clear to continue the service.

It is expected the Canadian North­
ern and the Intercolonial will fall in 
line, though in the absence of Guy 
Tombs and R. E. Perry, general 
freight agents of the C. N. R. and the 
I. C. R., respectively, statements from 
them could not be obtained beyond 
the fact that these lines were con­
sidering the matter.

London, Dec. 18—Ah attempt, at­
tributed to suffragettes, was made to­
night to blow up part of the southeast 
wall of Holloway Jail bf the explosion 
of two bombs. These are believed to 
have been secreted in the garden of 
a house adjoining the jail. The part 
part of the wall attacked was near 
the cells In which suffragettes are 
usually confined.

Miss Rachel Peace, who Is under­
going a term of eighteen months im­
prisonment for arson, is the only suff­
ragette at present in the jail. It is 
alleged she has been subjected to for­
cible feeding, and at present militant 
meetings angry references were made 
to her treatment, coupled with threats 
of revenge.

The explosion did no damage to the 
jail, but the surounding high wall, 
where it abuts on the garden at No. 
12 Dalmney avenue was so badly dam­
aged that It will need re-building.

No arrests have been made, and 
apparently there are no -clues to the 
culprits, but It is said that the house 
has been occupied recently by a Mrs. 
Patey, an ardent militant, and has 
been utilized as a meeting iflace for 
suffragettes to signal to the inmates 
of the prison.
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BIG GAIN IN
Average Money Loss to Coun­

try $1,500,000—Increase in 

Labor Disputes Last Year,
Ottawa, Dec. 18—An average money 

loss of $1,500,000 Is caused to Canada 
by strikes and lockouts according to 
the annual report of the Department 
of Labor, just issued. A review of all 
strikes and lockouts from 1901 down 
to 1913 made by the department shows 
that during these twelve years there 
were 1,319 strikes and lockouts involv­
ing in all 310,880 men and entailing 
a loss of working time for the whole 
period of slightly under 9,000,000 days, 
or an average annuâl loss of 760,- 
000 days. Thus somewhat paradoxi­
cally, about 2,000 years of working 
time Is lost every calendar year by 
labor disturbances.

Placing on the working day the low 
money value of two dollars the time 
losses for the twelve years represent 
about eighteen mllion dollars or a mil­
lion and a half yearly.

There were 250 strikes and lockouts 
last year as against 99 for 1911 but the 
actual time loss was only fifty per 
cent, of that of the previous year.

SPANIARD» ROUT MOORS
Madrid, Dec. 18—A large force of

Figures Show 38,000 More for 

Eight Months this Year than 

For Same Period in 1912.
Ottawa, Dec. 18.—The immigration 

department is advising its agents in- 
the Old Country to warn workmen in­
tending to come to Canada that owing 
to labor conditions here It is not ad­
visable to do so unless they have 
previously secured employment. The 
immigration returns for eight months, 
announced today, show a total of 340,- 
899, of whom 132,461 were 
86,272 Americans, and 122,166 from 
other countries. The figures for the 
corresponding period last year totalled 
312,058, made up of 124,813 British ; 
108,035 Americans, and 88,210 from 
elsewhere.

FIRST TREATY SIGNED UNDER 
BRYAN’S NEW PEACE PLAN

Prison Reform Committee 
Looking Into Manner in 

Which Convicts Secured To­

bacco,

London, Dec. 18.—An Interim in­
junction waa granted today by Justice 
Sir Matthew I. Joyce, of the Chancery 
Court, to prevent H. H. McPike, an at­
torney from San Francisco, disposing 
of the furniture and effects in Eng­
land of Walter E. McCreery, a wealthy 
man and formerly a polo player, said 
to have been declared legally incom­
petent in the United States. Mr. Mo 
PHIS' was McCreery’s legal guardian at 
Los Muertoe ranch, San Benito county, 
whence McCreery escaped on October 
26 last and proceeded to England. 
Counsel for Mr. McCreery described 
the allegations as to his insanity as a 
“conspiracy.”
McCreery’s escape he had under the 
observation of S4r Thomas Barlow 
and other specialists who had declared 
there had “never been a shadow of 
foundation for the allegations."

The Judge In granting the injunction 
characterized the story as curious and 
interesting. The plaintiff is a free­
born Englishman and I fail to see 
what authority Mr. McPike can have 
over him in this country.

HOW THE GOVERNMENT
IS DEVELOPING PORTS

Washington, Dec. 18—Secretary Bry­
an and Chevalier Van Rappard, Neth­
erlands minister, today signed a tre­
aty providing that any question be­
tween the United States and the Neth­
erlands which cannot be settlèd by 
diplomacy, shall be submitted for in­
vestigation to an international com­
mission of five members. The period 
of Investigation is fixed at one year, 
although it may be shortened.

This is the first treaty between the 
United Stoates and a European nation 
based upon Secretary’s Bryan's peace 
plan. Similar treaties have been ne­
gotiated with five central American 
nations, and it Is planned to sign one 
with the Dominican Republic tomor-

In negotiating the treaty, Secretary 
Bryan made a slight concession to 
the Netherlands, in the matter of the 
appointment of the fifth member of 
the permanent International commiss­
ion, to be chosen by common agree­
ment between the two governments, it 
being understood 
i-,'nll not be a citizen of either coun­
try. The previous treaties do not 
make this limitation, as to citizenship 
of the fifth member. Fo 
are to be chosen like the 
missions provided for in the other tre­
aties, that is. one for each country to 
be selcted by the respective govern­
ments, and one to be chosen by each 
government from some third country.

The treaty, like the others, is to run 
for five years and thereafter remain 
in force until twelve months after one 
of the high contracting parties has 
given notice of an intention to termin­
ate it. The international commission 
must be appointed within six months 
after the exchange of the ratifications.

While none of the peace treaties 
have been ratified by the senate aa 
yet. Secretary Bryan said this was

ÎI. V. MACKINNON.
Managing Editor. James McGill, the Scotch-Canadlan 

merchant and philanthropist who gave 
his fortune and his name to the great 
Montreal University, died a century 
ago today, Dec. 19, 1813. McGill was 
born in Glasgow, and on reaching 
manhood came to British America, 
engaging in the fur trade in the Hud­
son's Bay territory, and later becom­
ing a successful merchant In Mont­
real. Hie interest in education and the 
promotion of Protestant and British 
influences in Lower Canada led him 
to bequeath “a parcel of land for a 
site for a university or college." and 
In addition about $50,000 In cash. For 
a time the project was under the di­
rection of the Royal Institution for 
the Advancement of Learning, and In 
1821, after many difficulties, that insti­
tution received a royal charter for the 
college. At first it was designed to 
make McGill a Church of England in­
stitution, but this plan was abandon­
ed. and the governors were chosen 
with a view to the representation of 
all the principal Protestant denomina­
tions in Lower Canada, 
modifications and extensions of the 
charter have been made, consequent 
upon McGill's progress into a really 
great university, with a large and not­
able faculty and various departments, 
including law and medicine as well 
the arts and applied science. The do­
nations to McGill since its foundation 
have amounted to millions, and its 
principals have included many famous 
men, among them Sir J. William Daw­
son, the geologist.

Decehber 19 is the birthday of the 
Rt. Hon. Sir Charles Fitzpatrick, Chief 
Justice, in Quebec, 1853. On this date 
in 1854 Lord Elgin resigned the Cana­
dian governorship. Today is the thir­
ty-fifth anniversary of the death of 
Capt. Andrew Drew, the hero of the 
Caroline incident of 1837.

The commission is admirably con­

It is com­
posed of one of the foremost authori­
ties on tariff and customs matters to be 
found in the Dominion, an agricultural 
expert and an authority on labor mat­
ters. Mr. John McDougall, Commis­
sioner of Customs, who heads the 
board, is one of the most highly valued 
officials in the government service. He 
tas been for years In the employ of 
the department and has devoted his 
life to a careful study of all matters 
pertaining to It.

Mr. C. C. James, of the Agricultural 
Department, was formerly 
Minister of Agriculture In the Pro­
vince of Ontario, and was so success­
ful in the position that he was chosen 
to act for the Dominion Government 
In arranging the agricultural grants 
to the different provinces, 
capacity he visited New Brunswick 
and has since kept in close touch with 
the Provincial Agricultural Depart­
ment.!

X The question of the city's right to 
require executors of estates of non­
residents to pay a tax was brought 
to the attention of the city council 
yesterday by A. P. Barnhill. Mr. Barn­
hill said St. John was the only com­
munity in the province that imposed 
a tax of this kind, and declared it was 
unfair, as it prevented St. John law­
yers becoming administers of estates 
of persons who were living outside 
the city at the time, of their deaths.

The Mayor—There must have been 
some motive for framing the law as 
it is.

Mr. Barnhill—-I don't know of any 
motive unless somebody had tried to 
evade taxes.

The Mayor said he thought the re­
corder while a member of the council 
had favored the tax.

Mr. Barnhill wanted the law amend­
ed so as to provide for the exemption 
from taxes of the personal property 
of any person who at the time of his 
death was not resident in the city.

A. W. Sharpe, chairman of the 
Board of Assessors, said quite a num­
ber of estates were paying taxes to 
the city under this law. As the law 
stood, the city imposed a tax on the 
estates of non-residents proportioned 
to the number of executors living in 
the city.

Com. Agar—Suppose a man who 
had made his money in St. John was 
living in Rothesay at the time of his 
death, don’t you think it would be 
fair for us to tax his estate?

Mr. Barnhill—“The city would have 
collected taxes on his business during 
his life, and the provincial govern­
ment would take succession dues. The 
plan of taxing his executors living 
here is peculiar to St. John. If he ap­
pointed an executor living outside of 
St. John you would get nothing.”

After some further discussion It was 
decided to take up the matter at a 
meeting when both Mr. Barnhill and 
the recorder would be able to be pre­
sent

Woodstock, N. B„ Dec. 18—The thir- 
ty-ixtli annual session of the Carleton 
and Victoria counties Teachers’ Ineti- 
ture, which is being attended by one 
hundred and thirty-five teachers, all 
of whom with but few exceptions were 
from Carleton county, this afternoon 
was divided into four sections, prim­
ary, intermediate, advanced and trus­
tees and ratepayers sactions.

The discovery of the “hidden bar” 
was made In a rather novel way. The 
laborers were tearing away some of 
the earth near the present Cantilever 
bridge to prepare for the erection of 
the new bridge across the falls, while 
one oi the number was engaged near 
one of the abutments on the Fairvllle 
side of the Cantilever the removal of 
some earth revealed a flask of gin 
which slipped down the bank. With 
the seal still unbroken the flask in­
vited a thorough search of the sur­
roundings, and bidden between some 
loose earth and grass were found thir­
ty-six unopened bottles of the best 
gin. The bottles were not cased but 
hidden separately beneath the turf.

The discovery was followed by an 
assembling of the men in rapid suc­
cession and each received his share 
of the find. An allotments of about 
two flasks a piece was the apportion­
ment. It so happened, however, that 
one workman received more than his 
share and went away with nine bob

Although close to 12 months must 

elapse before the challenging and de­
fending yachts meet In the races 
which will decide possession of the 
America’s cup, the International re­
gatta has already taken precedence 
over all other sporting events among 
English sportsmen. It Is apparent that 
the polo and tennis invasions of the 
States in 1914 will be considered sec­
ondary to Sir Thomas Lipton’e efforts 
to regain the famous cup which stands 
for supremacy in ocean sailing compe­
tition. Already the chances of the 
challenger, Just beginning to take 
form, are being weighed and discus­
sed by yachtsmen, and the man in 
the street Is beginning to test his 
tongue on nautical terms.

The impression appears to prevail 
in the general Sporting circles of Eng­
land that the chances of winning the 
America's cup are better than in the 
case of either the polo or tennis tro­
phies, due to the fact that the ques­
tion of physical equation will be re­
duced to a minimum. England is not 
willing to concede that in the handl­
ing and sailing of a racing yacht the 
Yankee tars, either amateur or pro­
fessional, have any advantage over the 
English salt.

In other respects the general opin­
ion is to the effect that the edge is 
with the defending nation. Although 
hopeful, it Is pointed out by English 
yachting authorities that Sir Thomas 
in the role of challenger, will be han­
dicapped by conditions which do not 
need to be considered by the defend­
ing yachtsmen. The question of type 
and towing loom large in the English 
yachting circles, and much space Is 
being devoted to a discussion of these 
points. A prominent authority recent­
ly expressed the following views on 
these subjects:

"Next year, notwithstanding any­
thing that may be said to the contra­
ry, we consider the contest will pro­
ceed in the same groove in which it 
has run since 1894, that is to say, it 
will be between extreme vesels.

"In these circumstances Sir Thomas 
Upton cannot fall to find himself at 
a great disadvantage. He must build 
a very light vessel and tune her up In 
British waters; he must then unrig 
her and lose a lot of valuable time 
sailing her across the Atlantic under 
a jury rig. In America she will have 
to be re-rigged and tuned up again in 
time for the first match on September 
10, 1914, when the great contest will 
take place.

“With so many obstacles In his way 
it is fair to hope hie opponents will 
give him credit for his sportsmanship 
and make it aa easy for him as pos­
sible to bring his new Shamrock to 
the starting line in good trim. They 
might well assist him by placing no 
restrictions upon towing the yacht 
when the weather makes it difficult 
for her to sail during her ocean pas­
sage. We believe the cup will be de­
fended by a yacht of her own water 
line length, and It Is satisfactory to 
learn that the members 
York Yacht Club, who are connected 
with the defence of the trophy are the 
leading yachtsmen of America, 
far, therefore, as the actual race and 
the measurement rules and the sail­
ing rules are concerned, there can be 
no cause for complaint, for the match 
will be a fair one. The disadvantages 
to which a challenger is subjected— 
many of which are insuperable in 
modern times so long as the present 
conditions attached to the cup by the 
New York club prevail—are bo nu­
merous that every yatchsman knows 
that Sir Thomas Upton has entered 
upon a herculean task."

He is champion of Am­
erica, winning that title when he beat 
Ad Wolgast, Nov. 28, 1912, ou a foul, 
at Daly City, Cal., iu 16 rounds.

Freddy Welsh is champion of Great 
Britain by virtue of hi 
Matt Wells two weeks before Ritchie 
beat Wolgast. Welsh is also chanv 
pian of Australia, because he defeat­
ed Cham pian Hugliie Mehegau in Eng­
land. Thus Welsh has two crowns 
against Ritchie s one.

Also Welsh has a decision over 
Ritchie, in a 20-round bout at Los 
Angeles, although it must be conced- 

that Ritchie took that fight on one 
day’s notice and could not prepare for 
a hard battle. Also Welsh’s victory 
was not by a very great margin.

Ritchie's long vacation, while on 
his theatrical tour, caused much talk, 
and he was being “panned” especial­
ly after the trouble over his match 
with Welsh in Vancouver, which was 
advertised “for the world’s title."

Willie silenced this criticism by 
his wonderful fight with Leach Cross. 
He proved he is not champion by 
chance, but a real lightweight boss 
and one the fans may be proud of.

Ritchie defeated Cross at his own 
game—slugging. And over the 10 
round route Cross is one of the hard­
est men in the world to defeat. Now 
the critics accept Ritchie as a cham­
pion who can carry their money, al­
though they would prefer to see him 
in action more often over .the 20- 
round route.

Will Ritchie raise the lightweight 
limit to suit himself? We hear he 
will kick it to 135 pounds, and judg­
ing from the weight for the Tommy 
Murphy tight—135 at 5 o’clock—he 
has started in.

There had been so many splendid 
outfields in the national game that to 
pick one trio of fly-chasers and nom­
inate them the "greatest ever' 'Is sure

It may be difficult for present-day 
fans to visualize a trio better than 
Speaker.

DATES BACK TO 

MIDDLE AGES

}

There is hardly a sport which has 
a more intersting history than bowl­
ing. While baseball, football and oth­
er branches of athletics have been 
traced back into the middle ages. It 
Is worthy to note that bowling also 
has a history which dates back quite 
as far. A reputable authority, who 
has made quite a study of the sport, 
has written a short history of the 
sport, a brief of which follows:

Bowling seems to have originated 
In the middle ages. It was at that 
time a purely outdoor game, as was 
the rule with everything of that pe­
riod. The sport was known by a va­
riety of names. It was called "bowles," 
French “boules" and “careau.” These 
three names seem to have been the 
most common, but there are others, 
quite a number purely local. As 
played at that time, the game was 
very different from the present sport, 
but there was much similarity.

The game was first introduced into 
Amerlcin continent early in the 

eighteenth century, and possibly tho 
latter part of the seventeenth. It 

to have been very popular In 
New York early In the eighteenth cen­
tury. An old map of that city of the 
date of 1728 shows a bowling green 
on the north side of the public gar­
den, situated near the King’s farm, 
near the foot of Murray and Warren 
streets. Also in 1732 the locality cal­
led Bowling Green, at the foot of 
Broadway, and known by the same 
name at the present day, was leased 
from the city government and laid out 
as a public bowling green. From the
