PROVNGIL NAGEREL
CLUT THE MARKET

Total of 385,000 Fish Handled
at Boston in One Day—Big
Drop in Prices Expected.

In cc g of the ph inal
catch of mackerel in the vicinity of
Yarmouth and other sections of the
Nova Scotia coast prices in Boston are
expected to drop this week to the low
est in years. The shipmients of mack-
erel to Boston from the provinces have
been so heavy during the past five
days that the regular Yarmouth
steamer was unable to take all the
fish awaiting shipments and two extra
steamers were chartered to assist in
moving the glut.

Enormous schools of mackerel have
been moving off the Cape shore and a
fleet of 32 Boston and Gloucester ves-
sels have been filled to capacity.
Small steamers and power boats carry
the catches to ports in Nova Scotia
whence they are shipped to Boston.

The big cold storage plant at tha
Hub is filled with frozen fish awaiting
shipment to the Allies. Large quanti-
ties of mackerel are being salted. The
arrivals of fresh mackerel in Boston
on Friday alone totalled 585,000 fish.
The wholesale price there was 63
cents per pound.

Cheaper mackerel in St. John .are
expected.

The high cost of living, the neces
sity of increased missionary contrl
butions and the urgent need of advanc-
ing the stipends of the clergy are sub-
jects of a pastoral address issued to
the laity of the diocese by His Lord-
ship Bishop Richardson. Regarding
the necessity of increasing the mis-
sionary fund, Venerable Archdeacon
0. S. Newnham of St. Stephen, Chas.
Coster and Rowland Firth have issued
a separate appeal to the laity of the
diocese.
After referring to the missionary
question Bishop Richardson says in
his pastoral:
“1 feel, too, that you ought to be re-
minded of the urgent need that un-
doubtedly exists of a gnore generous
provision being made for the main-
tenance of the ministry in your midst.
Thée war has been going on mow for
almost three years, and during that
time the cost of living has enormously
increased—an increase that is only
too likely to be even more marked in
the immediate future. Most of you
must be feeling more or less Severely
this increase in the cost of the actual
necessities of life, yet, generally
speaking; there has been at least some
corresponding increase in the stan-
dard of wages and salaries, whilst for
the farmers there is compensation in
the high prices that are being paid for
most kinds of produce. Have you
stopped to think how hardly this econ.
omic change {8 bearing upon the
clergy? For them, there has been,
with a very few exceptions, absolutely
no compensation. Their stipends are
just what they were before the war.
I beg of you to think of these things.
“What is needed? A systematic ef-
fort in every parish to reach all the
members of the church, who are in a
position to subscribe anything at all
It is fmpossible to look at the shame
fully low average of giving without
being convinced that very many mem-
bers of the church are giving almosi
nothing. Some, of courde, are doing |
their best, but there must be very
many more who are not doing any
thing. I call upon the authoritjes in
every part of the diocese to organize
their financial forces of the church in
their respective parishes. 1 call upon
every member of the church to make
an earnest effort to réemedy this weak.
ness in missionary giving.

With fitting ceremonies the corner
stone of the consfield school was
laid Saturday afternoon and, with
this event, a new era commenced in
the educational history of the Lan-
cagter district of the West Side. The
weather was ideal and the service was
conducted without a hitch to mar
the proceedings. The corner stone
was laid with the recital of the sol-
emn, imposing ritual of the Masonic
service for corner stone laying, by
Grand Master D. C, Clark, F. and A,
M., assisted by officers of the Grand
Lodge.

It was a source of satisfaction to
his mm1y friends that Grand Master
Clark was called upon to conduct the
service. Mr. Clark {s a successful son
of Beaconsfield, and he is well known
as a patron of learning through his
generosity to Acadla University, and
it was deemed fitting that he should
be in a position to lead in the exer-
clses which signalized a new period
for more adequate educational facili-
ties in the district in which he is onc
of the highest tax-payers.

The members of the Grand Lodge
assembled at the hall of the Carleton
Union Lodge No. 8 ,at 3 o'clock and,
forming in line, they marched to the
site of the new school to the inspir-
ing music of the Temple Band. Just
before they ascended the platform
where the ceremonies were held, the
pupils of the old Tower school, un-
der the direction of Principal H. C.
Reicker and the teachers, marched
to the platform and massed them-
gelves to the right of the corner stone.
The Magons then grouped themselves
on the left side ,the intervening space
being taken up by the relatives and
friends of the pupils.

After the singing of “O Canada” by
the school children Dr. Henry 8.
Bridges, representing the school
board, spoke a few words. He'said
that the people on that side of the
harbor were interested in the pro-
gress of the mew school, and he re-
minded his hearers that though New
Brunswick may not be great in her
mineral resources and timber lands,
she was great in one thing, and that
was her girls and boys. He said fur-
ther that the West Side was to be
congratulated on the man that they
had at the head of the building com-
mittee, F. W, Henderson.

After another soug by the children,
the Masonic ritual for the laying of
the corner stone was recited by Grand
Master D. C. Clark, supported by A.
R, Campbell, Deputy Grand Master;
William A. Dougherty, Grand War-
den; Rev. G. F. Scovil, Grand Chap-
lain, and other officers. During the
course of the service the Grand Mas-
fer performed an interestimg rit4.
Three silver goblets were handed to
him, and from one he poured corn
onto the corner stone, as an emblem
of plenty; from the second he pour-
ed wine, typifying joy and gladness,
and from the last goblet oil, emblem-
atic of peace.

The trowel used by Grand Master
Clark in cementing the corner stone
to its base, was beautifully engrav-
ed as follows: Presented to Daniel
C. Clark, Grand Master, Free and Ac-
cepted Masons of N. B, on the laying
of the corner stone of the Beacons-
fleld School, Lancaster, N. B., June
9, 1917 The trowel was presented to
Mr. Clark by Hon. J. B. M. Baxter,
the chairman of the meeting,
During the service a metal box was
inserted in the stone containing cur-
rent copies of The Standard, Globe,
Telegraph and Times; a list of the
pupils of the old Tower school, a list
of the Masonic officers taking part,
and also the following paper:

Laying Corner Stone “Beaconsfield
chool.”

By favor of Almighty God, on the
ninth day of June, in the year of our
Lord one thousand, nine hundred and
seventeen, in the eighth year of thed
reign of our Sovereign Lord King
George the Fifth, at the request of
the chairman and Board of School
Trustees of the Parish of Lancaster,
School District Number One, the cor-
ner stone of this school building in
the Parish of Lancaster in the Coun-
ty of St. John in the Province of New
Brunewick within the Dominion of
Canada was lald by Daniel Clifford
Clark. Most Warshipful Grand Mas-
ter of the Ancient and Honorable Fra-
ternity of Free and Accepted Ma!
sons of ‘New Brunswick, attended and
assisted by the Grand Lodge of New
Brunswick and brethern of subordin-
ate lodges o this jurisdiction.

ed Masons when requested to do so,
to lay the corner stone of buildings
erected for the worship of God, for
charitable objects, for the purposes
of administration of justice and free
government, and for important public
industries. These objects comprising
the best interests of mankind in the
arts, sclenceg and education, and the
industries which tend to make men
better citizens, are of the noble pur-
poses of KFreemasonry and may well
demand the assistance of our cere-
monies upon such occasions,

And first then becauge your board
has unanimously requested me to lay
this corner stone, I, as Grand Master,
accompanied by the officers and mem-
bers of Grand Liodge, and brethern of
the Ancient and Honorable Frater-
nity of Free and Accepted Masons of
New Brunswick, have much pleasure
in attending here this afternon for
the purpose of comducting these pro-
ceedings, and I wish to assure you,
genflemen of the board, of the cor-
dial sympathy of the members of the
craft manifested in this large num-
ber of Masons here assembled, as well
#s of the sincere and earnest desire
that your undertaking begun here,
may prove eminently satisfactory and
successful.

It gives me great satisfaction that
it should so happen that my first of-
ficial public duty as Grand Master of
New Brunswick should be discharg-
ed at the call of those with whom I
have been long associated, and with
whom I have had 80 many pleasant
relations, and in my own parish where
1 have large financial interests,

I am pleased to know of the activi-
ty of your board, sir, in providing for
the beautiful school building that
these plans call for, and 1 trust that
God’s blessing may rest upon you as
a board, that it may rest upon the
architect, the contractors, and theq
workmen, in the performance of their
respective duties, so that the entire
building may be brought to a suc-
cessful finish and that when the real
work of your board may have its full
fruition in the education of our chil-
dren to fit them for any position which
they may be called upon to fill later
in life.

And now, we may therefore lay
this corner stone, in accordance with
our Jaw and ancient custom. And 1
have at your hande; Mr. Chairman,
much pleasure in acecepting this trowel
to be used on this oecasion, as the
instrument used by operative masons
to spread the cement which unites
the building into one comman mass,
and which we, as speculative masons,
are taught to use for the more noble
and glorious purpose of spreading the
cement of brotherly love and affec-
tion, that cement which units us into
one sacred band or society of friends
and brothers, among whom no con-
tention should ever exist, save that
noble contention or rather emulation,
of who can best work and best agree,
and I sincerely and devoutly trust
that these noble sentiments by this
trowel symbolized, may be largely
exemplified in the erection of this
building, exemplified, too, in the con-
duct and actions of that young life,
which in the days to come, will upon
this foundation receive its elemen-
tary education; that time in the fu-
ture as in the past, will work out for
you much success and good.

After the singing of the National
Anthem the gathering broke up, the
Masons marching back to the hall
where they dispersed.

The Beaconsfield school takes the
place of the old Tower school. a
wooden building erehted in 1872.

The new structure which will cost
$30,000.00 is situated in the rear of
the old school, occupying an area 75
feet by 60 feet, in : acre property.
It will be two stories in height, with
basemnt half exposed in elevation.

The walls will be built of brick,
with Sackville red freestone trim-
mings ,and the woodwork will be fin-
ished in Douglas fir and birch.

Three classrooms are located on
the first floor, also.rooms for the prin-
cipal and teachers. Two classrooms,
an assembly hall and a library are
situated on the second floor. The
lavatories and two large rooms to
be used respectively for manual train-
ing and domestic science, are in the
basement,

The contract for the erection of
the building was awarded on March
31st last; and is to be completed on
November 1st.

FOOD SITUATION
15 GRAVE BECCARES
MINISTER OF MARINE

“The greatest economy and frugal-
ity must be exercised, and that con-
dition will continue to exist between
now and the next harvest, in order
that the People of the British Isles
may have sufficient food for their
wants. As a matter of fact the con-
dition i{s so serfous that for three or
four weeks before we left Great
Britain no potatoes at all were
served at the hotel where we were
staying or at any hotel in the city
of London. Sugar was extremely
scarce, and flour was scarce and
had to be carefully husbanded. At
the hotel, .where we were staying,
under the order of the director of
food supply, Lord Davenport, only
a small portion of bread was served
to the guests at each meal, and we
saw no such thing as white bread,
because the wheat flour was ‘being
mixed with rye and with meal made
from barley in order to make the
wheat flour go as far as possible.”

The above statement was made by
Hon. J. D. Hazen, Minister of Marine
and Fisheries in parliament upon his
return from England where he at-
tended the Imperial War Cabinet.
