Text of President’s Letter Trans-
mitting the Convention for Ratifi-
cation. .

Washington, Dec. 5—Following is the let-
ter of President Roosevelt transmitting
the Hay-Pauncefote treaty to the senate:

“To the Senate—I transmit for the ad-
vice and comsent of the semate to its
ratification, a convention signed Nov. 1Sth,
1901, by the respective plenipotentiaries of
the United States and Great Britain, to
facilitate the construction of a ship canal
to connect the Atlantic and Pacific oceans
by whatever route may be considered ex-
pedient, and to that end, to remove any
objections which may arise out of the
convention of April 19, 1850, commoaly
called the Clayton-Bulwer treaty, to the
construction of such canal under the aus-
pices of the government of the Unitéd
States, without imparing the ‘general prin-
ciples’ of . meutralization established in
artidle eight of that convention. I also
entlose a report from the secretary of
state, submitting the convention for my
consideration. “ e

ADVISE: CHANGES N

Fishery Officers of Western Nova
Scotia Counties Take Action at
Digby.

Digby, N. 8., Dec. 5.—(Special)~The an-
nual meeting of the fishery officers of the
western counties closed here this after-
noon. All the districts were represented
between Halifax ahd Digby. The meeting
was principally to make recommendations
to the government regarding changing of
the lobster regulations, and other mat-
ters of importance. It was decided that
Digby county should come under the same
regulations as Yarmomth and the other
western counties. “That the fishermen
should, be allowed {0 set their lobster
trapa ‘on and after the 15th day of Decem-
ber in all the bays along the coast; that
the fishermen should be allowed to take
nine inch lobsters and upwards in length
and close the fishing season on the 3lst
of May of each year; that three days be
allowed for the fishermen to haul their
traps and ship their fish and that three
additional days be given the canners to
finish up their season’s work.”

Considerable time was also devoted to
salmon, gasperaux, shad, mackerel and the
other fisheries. The new lobster regula-
tion will be & good thing for the fisher-
men of Digb§ county. As the law now
exists ‘there is a different regulation for
the Bay of Fundy and St- Mary’s Bay.

Senator Hoar's Plan for Dealing
With Those of Czolgosz's Stamp.

Washington, Dec. 5—Senator McComas,
of Maryland, made en extended speech in
the senate today, with anarchy for his
theme, and was fellowed by some brief
remarks by Mr. Hoar, of Massachusetts,
on the difficulties in the way of dealing
with anarchist assassins.

Senator Hoar said the difficulty was that
assassing of kings and rulers gloried in
their crimes and were in no wise deterred
by fear of punishment. He thought it
almost useless to multiply punishments.
The most effective remedy would be to
have the civilized nations agree upon)some
desolate spot to which all anarchists who
uphold assasmnation or the overthrow of
government should be transported.

The semate passed a bill extending the

Opening Day of Labor Convention.

Scranton, P. A., Dec. 5—Two hundred
and eighty-five delegates, representing
more than a million and a half worken,
responded to the roll call at the opening
of the American Federation of Labor con-
vention this morning.

London, Dec. 5—The city eatertained
the Prince and Princess of Wales this
afternoon to a luncheon in the Guild Hall,
and presented them with an address of
congratulation on the successful tour of
the British empire, .

Just how far this is must be determined
according to the individual case, remem-
bering always that every application of
our tariff policy to meet our shifting na-

cardinal fact that the duties must never
be reduced below the poiat that will cover
the difference between the labor cost here
and abroad. The well-being of the wage-
worker is a prime consideration of our
entire policy of economic legislation.

“Subject to this proviso of the proper
protection necessary to our industrial weil-
being at home, the prineipie of' reciprocily
must command our hearty support. The
phenomenal growth of our export trade
emphasizes the urgency of the need for
wider markets and for a liberal policy in
dealing with foreign mations.. Whatever
is' merely petty and wexatious in the way
of trade restrictions should be avoided.
The austomers to whotm we. dispose of our
‘surplis products in the long run, directly
or indirectly, purchase'those surplus pro-
ducts by giving us something in return.
Their ability to purchase our products
should, as far as possible, be secured by
so arranging our tariff as to enable us to
take from them those products which we
can use without harm to our own indus-
tries and labor or the use of which will
be of marked benefit to ws.

“It is most important that we should
maintain- the high level of our present
prosperity. We have mow reached the
point in the development of our interests
where we are not only able to supply our
own markets, but to produce a constantly
growing surplus for which we must find
markets abroad. To secure these markets
we can utilize existing duties in any case
where they are no longer needed for the
purpose of protection, or in any case whers
the article is not produced here and the
duty is no long stry - for re y
as giving us something to offer in exchange
for what we ask. The cordial relations
with other nations which are'se desirable
will naturally be promotéd by the course
thus required by our own interests,

“The natural line of developmient for a
policy of reciprocity will be in connection
with those of our productions which no
tlonger require all of the support once need-
ed to establish them upon a sound basis,
and with those others where either be-
cause of natural or of economic causes we
are beyond the reach of successful compe-
tition.

“I ask the attention of the senate to
the reciprocitiés treaties laid before it by
my predecessor.”

Legislation for the restoration to the
ocean of the American merchant marine
was urged. No specific recommendation
was made for a ship subsidy law.

The national finances, wisdom of the in-
terstate commerce law and work of the
agricultural department were referred to.

Cgnsiderable space is given to the new
island possessions of the United States.

Two Huge Barges Break
# Away from TugtOff
- Point Lepreaux.

STEAMER REPORTS HERE.

Gy:sum King, With Three Barges,
Left Windsor ‘for Ne v York Mon-

* day--Hawser Parted in Yester-
day’s Wild Storm -- Hopes for
Safety Entertained.

IGEESIRES! ERA

The large steel ocean tug Gypsum King,
Captain Wm. H. Blizzard, arrived in port
Wednesday afteérnoon about 2,30 and re-
ported that during the storm Wednesday
morning two large barges, the Gypsum
King and Gypsum Quéen, broke the tow
line when off Point Lepreaux-and went
adrift. The fate of the eight men-who
comprise the crews on the barges is in
doubt.

“It was a terrible storm in-the bay,”
said Captain-'Blizzard, when he was seen
by a Telegraph reporter shortly after his
tug was docked at the Pettingill pier.

We left, Windsor, N. S., Monday after-
nopn fwith barges ‘in:tow<the Gyp-
suf¢ King, Captain James Harvey; Gyp-
sum. Queen, ' Captain;* Carmichael, and
barge No. 20, €aptain Munroe.

“It was a long tow. , Barge No. 20 was
next to the tug and the other barges fol-
lowed. Between each ' vessel was 200
fathoms of a 1012 inch Manila hawser
as a tow line”

At 8 o’clock Tuesday afternoon the tug
with her tow left Spencer’s Island and
Captain Blizzard shnped his course for
New York. The wind at this time, he
says, was blowing light from the north-
east and, being fair for a good run out
the bay, everything looked favorable—the
tug, one of the best afloat, the  barges
large and perfectly seaworthy, and . the
hawser to_tow them exceptionally large
and strong.

Karly Tuoesday evening when the tug
and tow were off Isle Haute, up the bay,
a snow storm was encountered, the wind
increased and by midnight was blowing
a gale. The storm was blinding and those
on the tug could not see the barges. The
sea was running high but thé:tug was
| equal to the occasion and kept steadily
towing towards her destination.

At 3 o'clock Wednesday morning when
the tow was about six miles off Point
Lepreaux with the wind blowing strong
from the eastward, Captain Munroe,
barge No. 20, learned that the hawser
between his barge and the others follow-
ing had parted. Captain' Munroe could
not see the other barges mor the tug, and
so blinding was the storm that he could
not signal the loss of the barges to those
on the tug. ‘

At daylight the snow storm lightened
a little and for the first time Captain
Blizzard and his companions on the tug
learned that only barge No. 20 was in
tow. Nothing could be seen of the Gyp-
sum King or Queen, and Captain Blizzard
turned and steered for St. John to re-
port.

Barge No. 20 was anchored i outside
Partridge Island and the tug Wwak brought
in, Captain Blizzard being in time to
enter at the custom house.

Captain Blizzard and others on the tug
are of the opinion that the barges will
be all right, as they are after the style
of a tern schooner and there being four
men on each wvessel they sshould be able
to work the barges with the sails. At all
events, Captain Blizzard intends as soon
as the weather moderates to leave with
barge No. 20 and look up the missing ves-
se's.

With the wind blowing from ‘the east-
ward it is surmised by seafaring men that
the barges will be able to. work thrqugh
the north channel at Grand Manan, thus
to safety, and continue on their course
towards New York.

The barge Gypsum King is a tern rigged
schooner of 640 tons net and 676 tons
gross and her cargo consists of about 1,000
tons of gypsum. She was built at Parrs-
boro, N. S, by D. S. Howard in lsw.
Her crew is composed of Captain James
Harvey, of Summerville, N. S.; Frederick
Harvey (ma‘e), of Summerville, N. S.;
Willis Masters, Summerville, N. §., and
Norman :McDonald, of - Mount = Denis,
N. 8.

The Gypsum Queen is of the same rig,
is 609 tons net and 652 tons gross, was
built also by D. S. Howard in 1891 and
has also a cargo of about 1,000 tons of

gypsum. Her crew comprise Captain Car-
michael, of Canso, N. 8.; Newton Dill
(mate), of Newport, N. 8.; Coleman
Munroe, of Windsor, and another man

whose name could not be learned but who
:t\cts as cook and hails from Newport,
N. S.

The three barges and tug are owned
by the J. B. King Transportation Com-
pany, of New York. The barges. Gypsum
King and Gypsum Queen are wooden
vessels and barge No. 20, like the tug, i
constructed of steel. ;

Lhe tug is one of the finest that has
ever visited this port, being 337 tons net
and 581 tons gross. She carries a crew
of 21 men. Her officers are Captain Bliz-
zard, First Officer Davidson and Second
Officer McDonald. The last named is
well known here, having for a number of
years been an officer on the steamer
Alpha, plying between this port and Nova
Ncotia ports. The tug was built in 1898
at Philadelphia by the Charles Hillman
Company and is fitted up with all the
latest improvements.

The mising barges Gypsum King and
Gypsum Queen have been heard from
and are safe. Captain Blizzard, of the
tug Gypsum King Thursday afternoon re-
ceived a telegram from Captain Wm.
IAllan, of the 1. 8. S. Co, steamer St.

Croix at Eastport that the barge Gypsum

Senate Will Considqs Sweeping
Measure to Put de\{n Anarchists

Washington, Dec. 4—Practically the en-
tire time of the Senate today was devoted
to the introduction of bills and resolutions.
Two of these measures, relating to the
suppression of anarchy and methods of
dealing with Anarchists were allowed to
lie upon the table so that their respective
authors, Mr. McComas of Maryland and
Mr. Vest of Missouri, may bring them
to- early attention of the senate. The
Isthmian canal report was transmitted to
the senate by the president and several
bills providing for the construction of the
waterway, one .of them by Mr. Morgan
of Albany, who has led the movement for
the canal in the past, were presented.

The resolution jntroduced by -Senator
Vest in the senate directs the judiciary
committee to dnquire if cohgress has power
to legislate for the punishment: of An:
archists who. assassinate or attempt ‘to
assassinate the president ‘of the| United
States and if not, whether it is expedient
to amend the federal constitution to en-
able congress so to legislate. Also, Wheth-
er it is necessary and expedient so to
amend the federal constitution so as to
empower congress to prevent by such
means as may be deemed necessary the
teaching by Anarchists of the doctorine
that all governments should be destroyed;
also ‘whether it is necessary and expedi-
ent so to amend the federal conmstitution
that congress shall have power to. punish
all persons belonging to Anarchial asso-
ciations; also what ameadments, if any,
are necessary ‘to ‘the naturalization laws
to prevent the confing into this country
of Anarchists and their becoming citizens
of the United States; also whether it is
necesgary or. expedient so to amend the
federal constitution as to give congress
the power to establish a penal colony on
some suitable island under the jurisdic-
tion of the United States, to which, after
trial and conviction,” every Anarchist
holding the doctrine that all governments
should be destroyed by :the assassination
of their chief rulers, shall be deported;

" " LAYING TILE DRAINS,
Oareful Attention Must Be Paid te the

Proper Comstructien of Inlets and
Outlets to Be of Use.

No one will question the value of
tile for drainage pipes. . In laying
head end of tile, it is a mistake to
dump in a féw pieces of broken tile
and mud dug from the slough bed
with the idea of packing to - make
nearly waterproof. Many have done
that in this section and . the water,
failing to run off, a complaint is

Values of Clover aud. Timothy,

-Jt is said that timothy of good
quality contains a 'little more than a
half pound, or fourteen-twenty-fifths
of a pound of nitrogenous matter in
twenty-five pounds. Good clover has
two pounds in twenty, or two and

one-half in twenty-five, and lucerne
has two and one-fifth in = twenty
pounds, says American Cultivator. |

This explains why clover is so much
better for milk production or for fat-
tering stock than timothy hay. Mr.
J. S. Woodward claims that barley
straw is better than timothy
feeding to sheep, but he probably
means barley cut, as all
should be while yet in the ‘‘dough,’”
or soft enough to be crushed up be-
tween the thumb and finger: We do

not put a very high value on straw,

corn stover or hay of any kind that
has been allowed to stand until the
seed is fully ripe before it is  cut.
CGhemists may tell us that only the

water has dried out of it, but the
natural juice of a plant is not the
same thing as the water from the
well or brook.

Wlt.erlnz Horses.

Horses should be watered before
receiving their oats. If they are
watered after feeding, the water
washes the undigested food out of
the stomach, and thereby may
cause trouble. Water drunk by a
horse does not stay in the stomach
like food, . but passes rapidly
through it, going directly to the
large intestines. Iforses should al-
ways have plenty of good, pure
water to drink, and at frequent in-
tervalis. A horse coming in hot
from work will very seldom suffer
froin getting a drink of water at
once. He is apt to chill if cold wa-
ter be given after he has partially
cooled. . If the water be given at
once in moderate quantity, the
heat in the system warms’ it at
once, and no harm results. If the
horse - be left till he be partially
cooled, the water withdrawing

more heat when the system has be-.

gun to flag, may cause a chill. A
horse should never be given a large
quantity of cold water just before
doing fast work. It may hurt both
his going and staying powers and
induce scouring. A horse going out
for fast work should be watered at
least two hours. before leaving the
stable, and then, even if offcred at

QUALITY COUNTS.

Regulates Prices Quite as ffectively as
Law of Supply and Démand.

We say that prices aré regulated
by supply and demand, byit we are
apt to lose sight of the |important
part which quality plays)in stimu-
Jating consumption and thus main-
taining prices. Breeders who have
placed themselves in the van of the
movement to improve the live stock
of this country have not only raised
the standard of production, but have,
stimulated the demand for the best.
In other words,, thuir work hag been;
two-fold; it has educated the.taste
of the consumer, while it has striven
to meet the demand thus. created.
Englishmen who came to Canada ten
or twelve years ago and who in-
themselves in
statistics, expressed great surprise
over the'small. consumption of mut-
ton by our people, but after they
had sampled the cooked article in

the hotels they ceased to wonder
that the people had little appetite
for that kind of meat. Farmers

raised sheep for wool and the mut-
ton disposed of was a by-produet.
The quality of the meat was on a
par with the beef retailed in certain
out-of-the-way dairy districts whose
markots are supplied from the local
stock of old cows fattened and sent
to the shambles.

With an increased supply butchers
and packers have learned that the
bpest of mutton ‘must be killed: and
dressed . so carefully that no taint
from the oil always present jn the
wool reaches the meat to give it the
flavor so unpleasant to many fasti-
dious palates, and this careful dress-
ing has. also: heiped the trade. The
improveraent ‘of export. facilities has
likewise -encouraged the raising of
mutton sheep, but that, ‘as ‘Kipling
says, is another story. Though the
growth. of this branch of live stock

industry hes been rapid it has been:

permanent.. Mutton now holds high
rank with other meats in the estima-

| tion of our people, and its popular-

ity is increasing. -

The Value of a Food.

The value of any feed depends: on
how much of it can be dissolved by
the stomach of the dnimal, ‘‘digesti-
ble nutrients,”’ as it is called. If a
farmer allows his timothy to go past
the blossoming point, without cut-
ting, every additional day’s growth
is locking up ‘a goodly per cent. of
the protein, fat, and carbobydrates
in ‘such a manner that no animal
can unlock them again. True, it is
all there, more of it, perhaps, than
was present when the plant was in
blessom, but it is so surrounded, en-
closed; and held fast in stalk and
seed coats that it passes through the
stomach, unacted upon.
the
efiect of locking wp the valuablé part
of a plant. -~ Cut when the heads are
in-  blossom, it is a most valuable
feed, But let the seeds begin to form
and ripen, and immediately the
valuable part of stalk and leaf s
drawn away to finish the . ripening

{rients are so surrounded and pro-
tected by the hard, outside coating
of the seed that it will pass through
the stomach, with its contents . un-
used. Again, if the fodder is al-
lowed to be exposed to rain, much
of its feeding value is washed out,

In Canada dur-
ing the past summer excellent work has
been done by Mr. Kemp, the oyster ex-
pert of the Canadian marine departments
in ascertaining the most favorable condi-
tions which exist in our waters in various
pections for the propagation of tne
oysters, and also in conducting experi-
ments with the “spatting” of Canadian
oysters, with a view 'if possible to breed
oysters by artificial means in localities
hitherto barren of them. In this work
he has had the benefit of the collabor-
ation of Dr..F. H. Moore, of the United
States fishery commission, who has been
devoting himself for @ long time past tp
investigations into oyster fisheries and the
best means of promoting' their successful
growth. . In the waters of Australia» and
partjcularly on the coast of New South
Wams, systematic oyster’ culture. has of
late bpen assidugusly . encouraged; and in
those waters the growth from spat is re-
ported to ‘have been remarkably success-
tul.

A good many odd things have been dis-
covered in regard to the oyster- Few
know tha,t there are sixty species of it and
perhaps fewer know that at the age of
six months an oyster is about aslarge as
a silver half-dollar, doubling in.size at
the. end of the year. Extremely cold
water does not seem conducive to their
growth, as ,there have been complaints
that it is mueh more difficult to encour-
age the restoration of denuded oyster beds
in $anadian waters than it is in the

BILL FOR PROTECTION
OF THE PRESIDEAT,

Measure_ in United States Senate
Making Death Penalty for Assass-
ination or Attempt, dio

‘Washington, Dec. 4.—Senator Hoar to-

day introduced a - bill for' the protection
of the president which provides as fol-
lows: :
*“I'hat any person:who shall within the
limits of the Unifed States or any place
subjeet to the jurisdiction thereof, wilfully
kill or caunse the death of the president
of the United States or any officer there-
of, or who shall wilfully kill or cause the
death of the ruler, or chief magistrate of
any foreign country, shall be punished
with death. :

“I'hat any person who shall within the
limits- of the United States or any place
subject to the jurisdiction thereof, make
an attempt on the life of the president
of the United States or any officer here-
of, or who shall pake an attempt on tne
“tife of a ruler or chief magistrate of any

“I'hat any persen who shall within®the
limits of the United Btates or any place
subject to the jurisdiction thereof;. advise
the killing of the president of the United
_States or any officer thereof, or shall .con-
spire to acecomplish the 'same; or who

-eonntry, or shall conspiré:to accomplish
the same, shall be punjshed by impsison-
ment not exceeding 20 years, ’

“That any person who shall wilfully

Governor Eyre’s administration of
Jamaica was bitterly assailed in England

by Thomas Carlyle, and the special com-
mission avhich was sent to the island to
‘investigate the matber found that praise
was due to Governor Eyre for the skill,
promptitude and vigor he displayed in
suppressing the insurrection, but they coa-
demned the prolongation of martial law
and ‘excessive punishments inflicted.. Gow-
ernor Eyre was suspended from office. The
action brought against him in the English
law courts ended in his favor.

‘they have never done up to this time—to
make fixed! rales for sgervice, to define the
duties of cmployees clearly and accurately,
and to exagt tha full performance of such
daties as the terms of a contract are en-
forced '

Oa the other hand, the rights of the em-
ployees will have to be respected—their re-
ligion, hous of leisure, their feelings as hu-
man beings- and proper equipment for
their work provided. In thé meantime
present chaotic conditions will probably
prevail. There will e ntinue to be mis:
tresses who casnot. see the difference be-
tween courtesy and failiarity, gracious
kindliness and intimacy, others who will
so sentimentally ‘‘respect the burden” that
they will fail in gelf respect, justice to
their families and common honesty of re-
lstions, ‘

There is a stern fact which there is no
“getting around.” As employers, or in
any other relation io iife, we enjoy, in the
long run, just the degree of- respect which
we inspire; no leas, no more.  If we are
judicious, strong and fair we shall even now
find appreciative, willing and intelligent
servants, for there are such, and they are
looking for the right places.

I am asked such questions as, ‘‘What is
the proper uniform for & domestic?” “‘Does
a properly-dressed se'vant wear a cap?’ etc.
Such questions point to the very root of our
domestic confusion. Our national habit of
trying to appear as individuals more pros-
perous than wé really are has led to—well,
one might say, almost to the bartering of
our happiness.

The weak desire to mak3 one servant ap-
pear as two or m-re makes no end of trouble
in the relations between employer and em-
ployed. Convention has quite definitely
prescribed the duties and dress for the spe-
cial offices of & household, but the general
servant (and the househclds having one out-
number those - having more by thousands),
should not be expected to wear either
“uniform” or cap Is there nota comical
incongruity in a properiy-uniformed parlor
maid runzing forth with the garbage, scrub-
bing the back steps or building the kitchen
fire?

A neat wash dress, ‘‘tidy” hair, white
apron for waiting on the table, going to the
door and for work through the house, wi'h
a big colored apron for the kitchen, should
satisfy any woman fer her single servant.
A eglovenly servant is a reflection on her
employer, just as simplicity in the dress of
the single servant and the self-helpful habits
of a household bespeak dignity.

So in the ‘serving at table. Where there
is but one servant to both cook and serve a
dinner it is absurd to have everything serv-
ed from a side table. I have dined at ta-
bles where such sn order of things was in
force, and have waited until the salad
course for a piece of bread, not wishing to
embarrass my ho tess by asking for it, and
the siog e maid not having time bef<re that
point to pass it. In such a househoid the
soup should be served and the water pourcd
before dinner is announced, and the bread
should be on the table from first to last—
until dess rt.

At the family table there is even a prc-
priety in the vegetables being placed be-
fore the mistress of the household for serv-
ing, and if coff-e is to be made, ora pud-
ding sauce to be prepared (which is too deli-
Pcate to stand after making), there is no rea”
gon why the single maid should not be ex-
cused from passiog the plates for meat and
vegetables, and such an occasion is one
which might wisely be improyed to teach
children courteous helpfuloess and grace of
manner.

Convention has not failed to prescribe the
dress of sarvants filling the various offices
in & household where work is by necessity,
specialized. The preee & ruling is as fol’
lows: Cook, & fresh, light gingham dress,
with spron of the same material. Parlor
maid or waitress, for morning wear & Darrow
blue and white striped dress (seersucker
gingham), small round, fiat cap, with lace

ruffles snd r arrow black ribbon, with small
bow to left of front, bib-apron, white turn-
over collar, black bow tieand turnback cuffa
three inches deep; for afternoon and evening

in cold weather, black dress with cuffs, col. -

lar, apron and cap, as in the morning.
Housemaid for upsta’rs, striped dress, oap,
collar and cuffs like the parlor maid, apron
with or without bib, as preferred; in after-
noon, same change as parlor maid.

Afternoon duties, sewing, and to assish
as waitress at dinner where there are more
than six at table, Nurse, stripes, nurse’s
cap (crown andfwith or without strings),
long white apron (sometimes scalloped)
w thout bib, small turnover collar, straight
cuffs; no change for afternvon. For the
street, the same, with plain black jacket in
winte, and black hat without feathers.
Lady’s maid, plain black dress, white collar
and cuffs, tprcn only when necessary.
Butler, dark sack suit until 6o’cloek, then
dress suit with black- waistcoat; clean®
ghaven, Valet, sack suit (derk); smooth
face. Coachman and footman, pepper and
salt sack suit about the stable; on duty,
livery, its style and color a matter of taste.

Since Thomas Jefferson’s time Americans
have looked askance at livery, condemning
it as unrepubliean; but a plain dark blue,
green or plum suit may be entirely unosten-
tatious—certainly more appropriate than
the cast-off clothes of an employer. A
coachman may wear side-whiskers, but a
footman must be clean-shaven.

Few American women are called upon to
consider the proper uniforming of a large
corps of servants, but when ro required she
must rise to the occasion, as lapses are sure
to be criticised by servante themselves, and
an inference of lax discipline be drawn
therefrom. .

In an establishment large emough to re-
quire a full corps ef servants there should,
of course, be a housekeeper; but the mis-
tress of a household should have knowledge
of its workings, just ss a man should have
an intelligent acquaintance with his busi-
ness. Could he carry it on “successfully
otherwise, and would he leave it to his son
without misgivings if that son had no train
ing for it? Likewise, can mothers expect
their daughters to have smooth domestic
experiences without knowledge of the du-
ties and responsibilities they must assume?

In a house where two servants are kept,
if the family be not large or the work heavy,
the work should move smoothly if well
managed. Good management would not
admit of tte order of things prevailing in
many households where two servants, be-
side their legitimate duties, are expected
to fill the place of lady’s maid (perhaps
for mother and dsughters), nurse, butler,
page, etc. .

Unjustifisble “‘style” is the worst *‘form™
in the world. To expect one servant to
give the impression of two or three, or two
to fill the dut-es of a corps, is unadulterated
snobbery. Where there are two servants
the d girl may r bly be expected
or required to wear a cap; but as many ex-
celleut girls have u violent prejudice against
a cap, regarding it as a badge of class dis-
tinction rather than of office, a wise mis-
tress will not cling to the requirement too
tenaciously. Our servant class is riotously
republican, and. housekeeping as a science,
ars or profession is in chaotic confusion so
far as Rxed system is concerned. :

If convention or good form does mnot
coincide with good sense, fairness and hon-
est dignity in our housekeeping, habits
and manners, it should be made to do
so.—[Etia Kretschurch, in Woman's Home
Companion.

: 'Utt&;wm, Dec. li—fé'Special)—The report

of the postmaster general for the fiscal
year ending the 30bh June, 1901, has now
been published and shows great exten-
siohs of the service throughout the whol¢
of the dominion. Increased facilities were
extended to the public in various ways;
619 miiles. of additional railway were util-
ized for mail purposes, the total annual
mileage that the mails were. carried by
rail exceeding the total mileage of the
previous year by 16,962 miles.

‘I'he total mileage that the mails were

* carried by.stage routes exceeded that total
mileage’ of the previous year by no less
thén 460,809 miles. The frequency of the
mail service was increased for 347 post
oftices; 227 new post offices were opened;
13,375,500 more’ letters were carried than
ixi- the previous year- T
. 'Phe nimbéf of tgm igaried; ;d
paid duting the year increased from 709,
260 to 87,599, ﬂixeu;ggregate value of the
year’s being $1,459,016—an increase
of $108.389. This branch of the service
was indugurated in  August, 1898 The
total sale of postal notes that month was
2777, wist for the month of June, 1900,
it Was 96,500,

In the‘money order branch, 76,102 more
money ordérs were issned than in the
previous year. The aggregate value of
money orders for the year amounted to
$11,900,275:87, being an increase ‘over the
previous year of-$1,747,183.53—an increase
of $4,874,30525 over the value of the
money orders issued for the year ending
30th June, 1896, the last year of the Con-
servative administration.

‘I'he postal note and money order of the
department for the fiscal year just closed
aggregated $19,415,273.62, being greater by
$6,373,416 than during the fiscal year clos-
ing 30th June, 1896, or an increase of 49
pér cent-

wuring the year the department ar-
ranged with the United States a plan for

* the simplification of the exchange of money
orders and postal notes between the two

countries, the result being that an' agree-
ment was come to whereby the United
States pays all money orders and postal
notes drawn upon it by the Dominion of
Ganada ‘in the same manner as if the
orders were to bé paid in the dominion
itse f. Inis arrarngement practically adds
to the list' the names of some 30,000 of-
tices in the Unmited States upon which
the Canadian post office department may
now issue money orders and postal notes.
Canada rendets a similar sérvice to the
United States.

At the close of the year the amount on
deposit in the post office savings bank
amounted to: $39,950,812.62 or an increase
of $2,443.356.82, being the largest balance
at the close of any year.

‘I'here was an increase of 6,381 in the
total number of open accounts during the
year, there having been opened 157,368

‘new. accounts, as against 150,987 during

the previous year- o

‘L'he revenue for the year exceeded that
for the fiscal year ending 30th June, iowy,
by $238,924.19 notwithstanding the fact

that the public are now enjo¥ing a letter |
rate throughout Canada of two. cents as}
against the three cents as formerly—also |

a two cent rate as agaimst three cents on
letters to the United States and two
cents as against five cents on correspond-
ence between Canada and the rest of the
empire. The immediate result of these re-

ductions in rates, which' took effect in |

January, 1899, was a great loss of revenue
but there has been a steady increase in
correspondence and in the month of Jan-
uary last—that is, at the expiration of two
years from the time that this reduction
t®k effect—the monthly revenue had
grown to exceed what it had been under
the higher previous existing rates.

For the fiscal year ending the 30th Jume;
1896, there was a deficit in the depart-
ment, omitting Yukon transactions, am-
ounting to $781,152.19. The deficit for the
year 1900 has fallen to $416,183.99 not-
withstanding a reduction of about 33 per
cent in the rates of postage.

_ 1t is noteworthy to relate that the ma-
jority of the victims in the cases reported
recently have never been vaccinated and
those wiio were. vaccinated had not under-
gone the operation recently, and it looks
ag if the cases which have broken out
were due to the negligence 1n regard to
this matter. .

Whiie the ppinion is current that the
compuisory yvaccination should be prose-
cuted more .vigorously, ‘the statement of
br. Morris that only one successfully vad-
cinated person has contracted the disease
during tne present epidemic—and that has
proven a mild case—should be sufficient
to induce all persons to accept this means
of protection afforded: Dr. Morris has
come in contact with nearly 70 cases.

The smallpox record Tuesday was a
repetition of the previous day—one new
case and three probable ones being re-

Ome, may
eat what he pleases and do about as
he pleases without contracting the dis-
ease, he says, as long as- omée keeps
away from the sick and is mot brought
into\ contact with articles infected by
them. <

But, as in all infectious diseases, per-
sonal habits will greatly influence the
result when exposure does occur, and
the disease is more fatal to vietims of
elcoholism, the poorly nourished and to
those whose vitality is lessened by liv-
ing in overcrowded and uncléanly fashion.

The immunity offered by vaccination is,
as a rule, complete, but vaccinated per-
sons occasionally suffer from a modified
form of the disedse, he says. No doubt
many of these cases would have been pre-
vented by revaccination.

On the subject of vaccination, he says:

“lt is now recognized that the protec-
tive influence of vaccination is fhot al-
ways of a permanent character, and chil-
dren who have been successfully vaccin-
ated in infancy should be revaccinated
Wwhen they reach the age of puberty, or
sooner, if smallpox is prevalent in" the
neighborhood: \

““The operation is so triffing-that it is
ciistomary to vaccinate old and youngs
with the exception of those who have been
successfully vactinated ' within a year or
two, whenever an outbreak of smallpox
occirs.  This practice . is to be recom-
riended, bt when the operation has been
performed“in"& ptoper manner, with virus
which"is Known to be reliable, it is folly
%o insist ‘upon a frequent wrepetition of
the vaccination beeause ‘it didn’t take.’

“If the first vaccination has been com-
pletely successful, a perfect result ‘from
revaccination is mot usually obtained; and
the fact that no resuit 'is obtained must
be taken -as evidence that the person is
grobected- The valtie of vaccination prac-
iced after éxposure to smallpox has been
demonst:,‘ra»ted-, and one who is not entire-
ly certain that he is protected by a rec-
ent successful vaccination will do well to
resort. to this important prophylactic
measure at once, if he has reason to sus-
péct that he has been exposed to small-
pox.”
