That a mix-
ture of these two deadly poisons so far from
inereasing in virulence becomes innocuous,
and may be administered to animals with
impunity. Signor Vella was led to try this

experiment by consipating the property pos-
sessed by curare prflyﬂ'n: the {notor
nerves, and to apply it to the cure of tetanus
a disorder essentially convulsive. Curare
completely destroys the effects of a dose of
strychuine, which is mortal when adminis-
tered either by the stomach or by injection,
or injected into the Veins. In a physiologi-
eal point of view this fact is important, for
it serves as a scientific basis to all the appli-
cations of curare that ean be made in thera-
peatics.

Items rroM AvUsTRALIA.—The latest
advioes from Australia report an increasing
excitement on account of new gild discover-
ies. in the mines of Kiandra a nugget had
been found weighing twenty-seven pounds,
ten inches long, five in breadth, from two
to three inches thick, and supposed to be
the largest yet found.

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THE LATE SIR CHAS NAPIER.

Ia the telegraphic of the Vanderlall s
news, which we publish this morning, is the
announcement of the deatb of Siri Charles
Napier,: at the advanced age of seventy-
four years. Descended from a noble ances-
try, Sir Charles, in the course of a long
public life, nobly served his country,and by
his personal courage as well as his profession-
al attainments, reached the - highest step of
preferment, so that his name will “be ever
honourably associated with tbt:er long line
of heroes who have fought thei 's
battles at home and abroad, by mmy
land. Born at Falkirk. March 6, 1986, he
entered the navy at the early age of thir-
teen, and received the mﬂh d hi;n;f-el
very soon after, distinguishing self on
m:Zy oocasions during the Peninsular
War. In 1808, when commanding the brig
Recruit, had his thigh broken in am action
with a French corvette, but this did mot
loug incapaciate him for for 7 _the fo
e = o

walls ofy?:rt Edward at the taking of Mar-

tiniqgue. After serving for some time in

Spain as a voluteer, and distinguishing hlm-

self in several engagements, bhe took part

in an expedition on the oost of Sicily, and

received distinguished honoars from the

King of the Two Sicilies for his valuable

services. After the of 1815 he was

out of active duty till 1829, when he was

seut to the cost of Portugal to compel Don

Miguel’s obedicnce to the law of nations

which he was supposed to have violated.

Entering the service of Portugal in 1833,

he gained a decisive victory for Don Pedro,

from which he was duly honoured. Return-

ing to England he was appointed the second

in command under Sir Robert Stopfort,

on the Mediterranean station, and took such

a prominent part in the actions on the coast

of Syria against Mehemet Ali and Tbrahim

Pacha, that on his return home he received

the honour of knighthood as well as the

thanks of Parliament. During the years

1841 to 1847, he represented the borough of
Marylebone in parhament, where he chiefly

distinguished himself by violent attacks on

the Ministry and his advocacy of reform in

naval affairs, just asin 1855, when nt-
ing Southwark, in the place of Sir William

Molseworth, he bitterly attacked Sir James
Graham and other members of the Ministry,
attributing his failures in the Baltic to the
inadequate means at his disposal, and the
undue restrictions placed upon him in his
official capacity. The fact was, he had
boasted so much as to what he would do,
that the public who clamoured for his appoint-
ment to the command of the Baltic fleet,
expected too much, and henoce the feclings
of dissatisfaction with which the nation
witnessed the return of so magnificent a
fleet without even an attempt on Cronstadt
or sweaborg. The coldness with which Sir-
Charles was received on his return, wound-
ed his professional pride and led to bitter
rescriminations. He assserted that “ he was
quite aware, when he wentout, that not one-
tenth part of what was could be
performed,-that he had divided his fleet as
a temptation to the Russian ships to emerge
from their hiding places, but they would
not yield to the temptation. That an ex.
amination told him how fruitless an attack
on Cronstadt would have been, that he could
have taken Bomarsund with his fleet and a
few troops, even had there beem no French
army in the Baltic; that when a Council of
War, held at Led Sound, determined that no
further military, conquests could be achieved,
the Admiralty, proposing a mode of attack-
ing Sweaborg, that his language was per-
verted and himself insulted in letters there-
after received from the Government, and
that the First Lord of the Admiralty, after
warning him against rash attempts upon
granite fortresses, had reproached him for
leaving those same fortresses unattacked.”
Such language, of course, provoked debatc
in the House of Commons, and Sir James
Graham explained that the coldness of the
Government had less from the
Admiral'soperations in the Baltic than from
his indiscreet comments on the doings of the
Admiralty. As a proof of this, he was after-
wards invited to Court to receive the Order
of the Bath, an honour which the crusty
old Admiral refused to accept. Vanity and
excessive self-confidence were the source of
all the gallant Admiral's troubles—troubles
which he was far too ready to parade be-
fore the public in the columns of the Temes.
In politics he was a Whig, favoured the
ballot, advocated an extension of the suff-
ragejand administrative reform generally. He
wrote an account of the war between Don
Pedro and Don Miguel, and of the Syrian
war, and was the author of innumerable
pamphlets and newspaper articles, respect-
ing naval affais, in all of which his peculiari-
ties were abundantly conspicious. He was
too early sent into public life, and, in con-
sequence was - deprived of that proper train-
ing which is n to the right develop-
ment of character. He was a brave man,

however, effected many wise reforms in the
management of the navy, and now that he
has away, his virtues will be made as
prominent as his defects have been hitherto.

NIAGARA FALLS ILLUMINATED.

HARTER THE MURDERER.

This unfortunate young man bas confessed
that the murder of Doxtater was premedita-
ted.

While
the body was in the water blows were con-
tinued until li‘e was extinct.

Harter then took a cord and tied it to the
leg of his victim, and having procured a
large stone, tied the other end of the en’dto
the stone, placed the stonein the boat /and
rowed out into water dragging the
body by the cord.— in deep water he
threw the stone overboard, the body of Dox-
stater descending to the bottom after it,
drawn down by the cord attached to the leg.
After this Harter rowed to shore and wash-
ed all blood stains from the boat. He then
returned to Charleston as if nothing had hap-
pened forgetting that the eye of God was on
him.

DESTRUCTIVE CONFLAGRATION

A prompt and gemeral “was
sounded, but in a very few moments after
the discovery of the fire the whole building
was env in flames, and it was beyond
the power of the fire to save any
portion of the mill, fire seemed to have
originated in the lower story of the building,
and elimbed speedily upward and broke
through the roof. A gale of wind prevailed
from the north-west, and the flames raged
with great fury. For a time, the Crescent
Mills, a few rods south, were in imminent
danger, but very fortunately the directionof
the wind favored their safety, and the build-
ing esca with a slight scorching.

The Huron mill with its contents was en-
tirely consumed. The building was appraised
at $30,000 and the flour and grain at about

FIVE PERSONS BURNED TO DEATH

. ON THE PRAIRIE.

We learn from the Stark Bounty Iown]
Advertiser of the 1st inst.,, that Danic
Swearington, recently from Tuscarawas
county, in Ohio; paased through Novoda on
the Monday previous with his family, con-
sisting of his wife and four children, on his
way to his farm near Fort Dodge. The Ad-
vertiser says :

Without other warning than a moment’s
sensation of heat, as felt through the cover
of the wagon, in which they were riding in
fancied security, they were overtaken by fire
on the prairie.” Before any measures could
be taken for protection, the wagon cover was
in flames. In a moment’the bedding and
other irflammable material in the wagon
was on fire, and before Mr. Swearington
could make his way out of the wagon through
the flames, his clothing was on fire.
I"nfortunately as he fell out of the wagon
he was kicked by one of his horses, and for
a time stunned beyond ability to help the
others. He revived in time to see his wife
fa)l from the wagon burned to death, and to
drag from the flames one of his children al-
ready dead. His own clothing burnt en-
tirely from his body, and he is severely
burned, especially in his face, head and
hands. He is at present sightless, but hopes
are entertained of his recovery, and that his
eyesight is not destroyed, Two of the chil-
dren were literally burned up in the wagon.
Of one nothing could be found but the skull,
the other a eharred mass, in which there
was po trace of humanity left. -

One of the horses was burned to death in
the harvess; the other succeeded in freeing
bimself, but is badly burned. .

The dead are Mary Ann, the wife of Mr.
Swearington, aged 30 years ; Sarah Jane,
Rebecea, Ellen. George Daltoe; and Sabrina,
his children, aged respectively, eleven, nine,
seven, and two years.

The ealamity oceurred about seven miles
north-west of this place, on the Fort Dodge
roud, in a small basin, or commencement of
a water channel.

There are already many nted pro-
oesses for making white paper for print-
ing and writing, from straw ; and this mater-
ial is y used on this continent, and
Europe, for this purpose; but the difficult-
ies in the way of its more gemeral adoption
have been hitherto the tediousness of the
process and the great expense in reducing
the fibre to pulp and bleaching it.

Mr. Clemow, Mr. Brown's partner in the
enterprise, imagines that he has overcome
these difficulties, and that he can manufac-
ture a good article of paper for five cents a
sound, or less than half the present cost;

ut he has not succeeded in persuading any
practical paper maker that he can do any-
thing of the kind ; and it is certain that the
paper which he has hitherto made for the
Toronto Globe has been poor in quality,
and enormously expensive in cost.

The agreement made by Messrs. Brown
& Clemow with Cyrus Field & Co., makes
the remuneration to be paid to them depen-
dent on paper of a certain quality being pro-
duced for a given price, we believe five cents
per pound. If Messrs. Brown & Clemow
can do this, they become entitled to
$750,000 from the American purchasers of
the patent, and confer at the same timea
great boon on the world at large.

BARN-YARD ECONOMY.

A well-to-do farmer of our acquaintance
informs us that he has from twenty to
twenty-five tons of excellent bay, which he
is feeding to a team of working horses, and
a couple of 3 year olds. He bas alsoan
immense lot of straw of all kinds; and as
for pease, which he stacked up outside, he
allows the pigs to thrash for themselves;
and they had already nearly completed the
third stack.

Pea-straw, if well saved, makes cxeellent
fodder ; and by means of a straw cutter,
the great heap of straw of all kinds, wasted
in the barn-yard, eould be profitably convert-
ed into feed for any kind of stock; and for
the horses, the addition of small qualities
of oats chop, bran, carrets and potatoes,
would keep them as fat and sleck as could
be desired, no matter how well worked.

himsclf or his animals. This saving consists

inferior value, instead of one more highly
prized in the market. This is no fancy
sketch, and the facts here ststed are mot
chimerical. Our farmers should ponder well
this kind of barn-yard cconomy. Hundreds
of them toil hard, and find themselves com-
paratively little better off, for want of know-
ing how to manage their resources to advant-
age. Having secured two thousand dollars
worth of stuff in their barns and premises,
they realize, perhaps, five hundred. Our
well-to-do friend admitted that the grain he
had thrashed would pay his merchant’s and
tradesmen’s bills, and keep his family de-
cently clad for the season; and when we
pointed out to him how easily and naturally
a saving of fifty pounds might be effected,
in one item alone, he shook his head and
assured us that our noddle was much clear-
er than his own, and went home, doubtless
to countinue the same wasteful expenditure.
Fifty pounds thrown away in fecding
three or four common horses, which, with
a little extra labor and attention from the
“boys” during the winter, might just as
well have been saved! “That's the way
the momey goes.” Our well-to-do friend
might be much better off if he looked a
little closer into these matters. But we
fear he is.not a thinking man, and there
are reasons for seriously supposing that he
docs not “take a paper.” It is therefore
not likely that this will meet his eye. But
it may meet the eye of some one, who, in
this way, or some other, may be induced
to shut down the flood-gates upon his wast-
ing treasures, remembering that it is not
the quality which flows into the reservoir,
but that which escapes, which leaves the
basin dry and dusty.

Qur well-to-do friends, every where,
should endeavour to dam up their expendi-
ture, and whereyer the coarser products of
husbandry can be profitably used as ma-
terials, they should be used, iustead of
those of a higher artificial, though not
higher intrinsic, value. Good straw, well
saved, will be found to contain more nutri-
ment than second class hay, which is the
kind most commonly brought to market;
and when chopped, and moistened, the value
18 still farther augmented. This subject is
one of importance ; and we will be glad to
receive any hints or suggestions which any
of our well-to-do friends may have to offer,
which may tend to their mutual benefit.

There is considerable bluster and agita-
tion just now in some of the Southern States,
and the talk of secession from the Union is
still kept up.

Another firm has
from twenty to fifty orders daily fiom South
Carolina, Alabama, and Georgia, in all cases
accompanied by the cash. Other parties
hdve received orders for large numbers of
Colt’s revolvers and rifles. The South also
gsends to New York for flags. One lady
finds herself unable to supply the demand
for flags. Palmetto flags particularly are
in request. Twelve were shipped to Char-
leston by the steamer of Satarday.

It loudly proclaims
the reciprocsl obligations between man and
man, but it has no valid sanetion to give to
them ; it blames every abuse of power, but
Lias no authority strong enough to prevent
it; it declares every human being responsible
for his deeds, and yet makes the son s com-

preaches humanity, and retains slavery ; it
exalts fllial piety, and leaves the mother, the
wife, and the daughter in a state of degra-
dation., It bas too many moral teachers,
because they do not agree, and not one of
them has enough to command implicit obe-
dience, There is no religious or legal ob-
stacle in the way to prevent persons in high
places from preferring the = gratification of
their passions to the performance of their du-
ties, il their defective conseience s0 incline
them. For four thousand years, Chinese

There can hardly be found a thedry
of ethics more complete, more thoroughly
impregnated with good common sense, than
that which is econtained in the classic books,
the basis of their education. But if moral
laws are not enforeed by religious doctrines
they soon fall into megleet, through igno-
rance through the carelessness of the govern-
ment, through the exclusive attention paid
to material interests, and especially through
the abject and uneducated condition of - the
women, which prevents their exerting any
effecting and humanizing influence. This
fact alone suffices to explain the moral and
intellectual degradation of the Chinese
people.

'l?he veneration, approaching toa sort of
worship, which is paid to the memory of
Confucius, is addressed rather to his doc-
trine than to his person. The temples er-
ceted in his honor are monuments dedicated
to the fame of his books. His maxims pro-
fess to Lave the foree of law for the publie
authorities as well as for heads of families;

Well, numerous new facts relating
to this question have been collected and ar-
ranged, and measures based upon such in-
formation have been instituted for the bet-
ter ventilation of many factories and work-
shops, and both employers and their work-
men have entered upon a career of co-opera-
tives effort for the promotion of such social
reforms. We can merely allude to these
topics, but must not omit that of “trades’
unions,” . or combinations by which strikes
have resulted in inju?' to all classes. This
has bean a most perplexing element in the
social life of the mechanieal classes. States-
men have made laws against trades’ unions,
and have been glad to repeal them again;
because, instead of curing. they only aggra-
Social science now grapples
with the subject ‘and endeavors to throw a
beam of ‘clear light upon it. At the last
meeting of the assoeiation referred to, a re-
port was presented on the subject, a few
words of which we quote as follows :—*‘The
workmen belonging to these societies firm a
better estimate now than heretofore of the
condition of their respective trades ; and they
have gzenerally overcome the prejudices wi “ch
they onee entertained against machincry
and their leaders are men of high characicr
aud intelligence. The improved education
of masters and of men is doing more to
avert collisions between them than any mere
artificial arrangement of a voluntary or forced
character.
We are glad to seesuch questions brought
within the domains of science, where they
can be examined and discussed in a dispas-
siopate manner. Legislative enactments are
werely negative regulations for evils ; they
seldom operate positively in doing good.
We hail social seience as a new and superior
agency for removing many evils and for pro-
moting the welfare of men.—Sei. Am.

of showing her preference over another fa-
mous son, will ¢ast a majority of 20,000 on
the 6th prox. MNr. Lincoln is 2 man whom
all will respect and love who know him.
Thereis a g of soul, generous na-
ture. and, abowe all, great simplicity of
character which deeply impresses every one
that hears his voice. As to his honesty
there is not a citizen or politician that dares
to question it. When practicing his profes-
gion. he never wenld be employed in a case
which he could not houestly advocate with-
out taking advantage of crooks and turns
which law gives # lawyers. Consequently
his power over a jury was greater than that
of any other man, and would always gain
the case.

His political ‘record is consistant. The
principles be nov advocates were adopted
when he commented his political career, and
which he has frmly maintained, though
Democracy has up to 1856, been triumphant
here.

We have great news from the Washoe
silver mines. - Some months ago the Ophir
company commenced ~running a funnel to
strike the vein 200 feet below the surface.
Everybody conceded that if good ore should
be found at this depth the value of the mine
could scarcely be over-estimated. A few
days ago the tunnel workers penctrated the
wall rock, and sfruck the vein; when their
wildest anticipations were realized. They
arc now taking ont quantities of ore, assay-
ing $1700 of precious metal to the ton,
81200 of which is of gold and the remainder
silver. There is reason to believe that after
penetrating the vein a little further the ore
will be found much richer even than this.—
When the reader remembers that gold rock
in California yielding $50 to the ton is con-
sidered very rich, it will be seen that the
owners of thé Ophic mine are in great luck
even if they abandoned the silver, and work-
ed their vein only for the $1200 per ton of
gold which the rock contains.

EfrFrcT OF SMOKING ON' THE INTEL-
LECT.—In the September number of the
London Pharmacentic Journal, for 1860, it
is stated that, on dividing the pupils of the
Polytechnic School of Paris into smokers and
non-smokers, it is shown that the smokers
have proved themselves, in the various com-
petitive examinations, far inferior to the
others.
