DECREASE IN IMPORTS

Returns for November Show Falling
Off of $362,146.

Ottawa, Dee. 22.—During November a
decrease of $362,145 in imports is recorded,
compared with November, 1905, while
exports decreased by $2,435,769. Exports of
domestie produets decreased during the
month by $3,231,074, while exports of cein
and bullion increased by $912,185. The duty
collected during the month was $4,940,522,
a decrease of $409,586 as compared with the
corresponding month of last year.

For the eight months of the fiscal year,
however, the total impoerts show an in-
crease of $27,762,684, the total being $259,-
495,184, as compared with $231,732,509 for the
correspouding months of last year. Ex-
i ports, including coin and bullion, totaled
for the eight montlLs $191,878,393, a decrease
of 84,972,391, compared with the correspond-
ing period of 1906. Exports of domestie
products decreased by $1,867,861.

Druce Witness Caldwell Arrested
at New York, But Released
on Bail.

New York, Dec. 21.—Robert C. Cald-
well, the American, who has been one
of the central figures in the now fam-
ous Druce case in London, was ar-
rested upon the arrival of the steamer
Kaiserin Auguste Victoria hex:e today,
on a charge of perjury. ‘

It represented that Caldwell had been
guilty of knowingly telling a false
story when he appeared as a witness
for the clajmants in the London court.
When Caldwell was taken before a
United States commissioner in' New
York, his counsel said he was a very
sick man and asked that he be re-
leased on bail. He declared that it
would be a crime to detain a man in
Caldwell’'s condition. Two physicians
were appointed by the court to make
an examination into Caldwell's phy-

sical condition. They reported that
he was desperately ill.

States commissioner fixed bail at $5,-
000 and directed that the prisoner ap-
pear for further examination on Jan.
7. Bail was furnished and the old
man was- taken to his home on Staten
Island.

Caldwell, on Nov. 8, testified at the
Marylebone police court that he knew
the late Duke of Portland, both as
the duke and as T. C. Druce, at Wel-
beck Abbey, and at the Baker street
bazar. He added that he treated the
duke at both places for a disease of
the nose. CCaldwell further testified
that in conjunction with the duke he
arrangedsthe mock funeral of Druce.
He sald that at the duke's request he
employed a carpenter to make a coffin,

Caldwell swore that they were photo-
graphs of the fifth Duke of Portland

Caidwell related in detail his

i story of his introduction to the Duke

of Portland in 1864 and testified that

he received presents from the duke

aggregating about $50,000 besides the

fee of $25,000 for medical services.
Fled to America.

At the hearing of the case on Dec.
13, counsel for the prosecution an-
nounced that the prosecution decided
not to rely on the evidence given by
Caldwell as suspicions had been arous-

witness. Next day it was discovered
that Caldwell had left London.

A warrant for his extradition was
issued at the Bow street court on Dec.
16, on the charge of perjury.

Caldwell is a resident of New York
having a home on Staten Island. Cald-
well at one time had an experience in
New York very similar to that in
which he has recently figured in Lon-
don, with the exception, however, that
no arrest was made in the previous in-
stance.

It . appears that he had been abroad
and returned to the United States in
1870. Soon after his arrival here he
entered the employ of A. T. Stewart,
the merchant prince, as a secretary
and became one of Mr. Stevsart’s con-
fidential advisers. After the death of
Mr. Stewart Caldwell made an
davit declaring that he was in pos-
session of startling facts concerning
the Stewart estate. One of these was
that the Stewart will had been de-
stroyed by a lawyer after the mer-
chant’'s death and a new document
substituted. Various interviews took
place between Mrs. Stewart and Cald-
well after the merchant’s death.

In another affidavit Caldwell de-
clared that the stolen body of A. T.
Stewart was carried from St. Mark's
churchyard back to the cellar of the
Stewart mansion at Thirty-fourth
street and Fifth avenue, where it was
| buried.

The body was not found when the
house was torn down several vyears
ago.

—Engineer Talbot Describes
thie Plans.

T'o the Editor of The Advertiser:
The county council, at their December
‘ces.aion, assumed some 220 miles of road,

to be improved under the act for.improve-
ment of highways, and, as this is a new
departure for the council, I have been re-
quested by several members of the coun-
‘eil to write a letter for publieation in your
wvalued paper, setting forth the regulations
under which the roads will be managed.

MARK TWAIN ON
HARD BOWLING

Humorist Tells of 2 Game the
Like of Which Never
Was Seen.

In’ my experience, games played
with a flendish outfit furnish ecstas-
ies of delight which games played
with the other kind cannot match.
Twenty-seven years ago my budding
little family spent the summer at
Bateman’s Point, near Newport,Rhode
Island. It was a comfortable board-
ing place, well stocked with sweet

was another young fellow besides my-
self, and he and I had good times—
Higgins was his name, but that was
not his fault. He was a very pleasant
and companionable person. On the
premises there was what had once
been a bowling alley. It was a single
alley, and it was estimated that it
had been out of repair for 60 years—
but not the balls, the balls were in
good condition; there were 41 of them
and they ranged in size from a grape-
fruit up to a lignum-vitae sphere that
you could hardly lift.

Higgins and I played on that alley
day after day. At first, one of us
located himself at the bottom end |
to set up the pins in case anything
should happen to them, but nothing
happened. The surface of that alley
consisted of a rolling stretech of ele-
vations and depressions, and neither
of us could, by any art known to us,
persuade a ball to stay on the alley
until it should accomplish something.

By and by
we succeeded in improving our game
to a point where we were able to get
all of the pins with 35 balls—so we
made it a 35-ball game. If the player
did not succeed with 35, he had lost |
the game. I suppose that all the balls,
taken together, weighed 500 pounds, or
maybe a ton—or along there
where but anyway it was hot
weather, and by the time that a
player had sent 35 of them home he
was ‘in a drench of perspiration, and
physically exhausted.

One blazing hot day, a modest and
courteous officer of the regular army,
appeared in our den and introduced
himself.

KING'S ABDICATION
T0 BE DEMANDED

Dictator Franco Is To Be Im-
peached By Portuguese
Republicans,

Lisbon, Dec. 23.—The result of the
bresent political erisis here may not
only determine whether a new and bet-
ter order of public administration is
to prevail in Portugal, but, remote as
such a change appears to the ordinary
observer, whether the whole monar- |
chical regime shall not give way to g |
republican form of government.

The Republivans, small gs is the In-
fluence they exercise at present under
the restricteqd suffrage which the peo-
ple enjoy, sincerely believe that Franco
by exposing the corrupt practices of
the Monarchist parties, has adminis-
tered a blow to the prestige of the
King and the monarchy from which it |
¢an never recover, and made a repub-
lie, which a year ago seemed a dream
of the far-distant future, a probability.

.Certainly Franco by his revelations
has placed powerful weapons in the
hands of the Republican leaders,
which they intend to use to the best
advantage. Their plan is to push the
issue, as soon as the restoration of
“legality” permits them to open a
campaign, in the newspapers, and
when the Cortes again assembles to
play their trump card. This will be
nothing else than a motion to impeach
Franco for his action in liquidating
the King's debts to the treasury, and
as a logical corollary thereof to de-
mand the abdication of King Carlos
for abetting this “crime” under a
clause of the Portuguese constitution
which compels the abdication of the
monarch when he ig adjudged “moral-
ly incapable” of governing.

But here in Portugal, where the |
percentage of illiteracy is the larg’eytg
in Europe and where the people are
excluded from the ballot, it remains to.!
be seen whether they can be arousud.

The fate of Joa Franco, the dictator,
who, as a monarchist, professes to be
seeking the politica] and financial re-
generation of the country, will be well
worth watching. Franco is a man of
b5 vears of age, and practically his
whole life has been spent in politics,
When he began his present war
against the olg parties, as the leader
of what he called a new “Liberal Pro-
gressist” party, he made a public proe-
lamation of his “confession and repent-
ance” for his political past. His
charges against the old parties and
assumption of the dictatorship turned
the hands of the politiclang of every
“ade of opinion against him. The only
ot reproach him
n poc-
kets. His wealth excludes such a mo-
tive, and as this motive seems to have
been the end ang aim of things polit-
fcal in Portugal for years, its absence
to the politicians is the most mystify-
ing feature of the dictatorship.

For Republicansg ke Bernardino
Machado the explanation ig simple.
They profess to see in him only a
political charlatan, the tool of the
king.

Undoubtedly the king’s popularity
has suffered at best a temporary
eclipse as a result of this scandal and
the establishment of the dictatorship,
but if things work rapldly back to
normal conditions there seems little
prospect of an upheaval from below.
But a Bomb outrage or a palace revo-
lution might suddenly alter the situa-
tion. '

Bankers and businessmen
the situation from a financial
point as being much more critical
than from a political point of view.

THE U. 8. WILL BE CIVIL TO JAPAN

London, Dec. 23.—W. T. Stead, the

editor of the Review of Reviews, in
an article in the Daily Mail, justifying
his recent advocacy of Great Britain's
replying to Germany’s naval pro-
gramme by laying down two Dread-
naughts for every one Germany builds,
argues that Germany has weakened in-
stead of strengthened her position in
the world by building a fleet, because
the whole German navy virtually is a
hostage in the hands of a stronger
naval power.

“For any power to have a fleet on

the high seas,” says the writer,
“which is not the strongest fleet afloat,
is an increase not of strength, but of
vulnerability. For instance, the Amer-
ican Pacific fleet is supposed to be a
menace to Japan. In reality, if it ven-
tures in the Northern Pacific, Uncle
Sam will be bound over to good be-
havior to the whole value of that fleet.
The United States, invulnerable on
land, is venturing her head into the
Jaws of the Japanese lion, and while
the fleet remains in the Pacific Amer-
icans will be very civil to Japan.”
